Due to Speculators—Brighter Prospects 
for Trade and Prosperity.

New York, April 6.—The late unusual 
fluctuations in the price of silver have at­
tracted considerable attention. The ups 
and downs have been largely speculative; 
but it is not easy to satisfactorily ex­
plain the motives of the speculation. The 
movement has been chiefly confined to 
London, and has not caused any import­
ant operations here, the supply on the 
market being too small to admit of large 
transactions. The prospects of a 
metallic convention being called natural­
ly suggests to some the hope of a nearer 
approach being made to a settlement of 
the silver question. The price too, has 
for some time, been exceptionally low; 
and, in some quarters, it is believed that 
the product of the metal is declining; but 
•n that point there is considerable differ-

in the silver of the two nations, which is 
now held by Asiatic agents of the Euro­
pean banks that have collected these 
funds, available for use in the Asiatic 
exchanges, and which acts as a prevent­
ive of exports of silver from Europe to 
Asiatic centres. And (4) while there is

TERMS OF PEACE.i

Official Statement from the Legation at 
Washington.

Washington, April 12.—An authorita­
tive statement of the terms of the peace 
being negotiated between Japan and Chi­
na has been secured from official sources. 
The statement is made in order to clear 
rtp much misapprehension arising from 
speculation. The terms are as follows:

First—The independence of Korea.
Second—Permanent cession of the is­

land of Formosa to Japan.
Third—An indemnity of 300,000,000 

taels.
Fourth—Permanent occupation of Port 

Arthur and immediate contiguous

Fifth—A new treaty opening the inter­
ior of China to commerce.

The money indemnity is expressed in 
Chinese taels instead of Japanese yen. 
The tael is in reality a weight instead of 
a coin.
While at the face vaine of $1.33 the in­
demnity would be equivalent to $399,- 
000,000 in silver, it is said the actual val­
ue would be between $210,000,000 and 
$220,000,000 in gold. The fifth term as 
to the new treaty includes various trade 
features, such as free access to Chinese 
rivers. There is no demand for territory 
on the mainland outside of Port Arthur 
and its contiguous surroundings.

London, April 12.—The Times has a 
dispatch from Pekin that the officials in 
the Chinese capital are largely ignorant 
of the situation in respect to Japan. The 
Manchu people strongly resent the idea 
of ceding Manchuria to Japan. The for­
mer war faction is still strong and there 
is danger of dissatisfaction 
the people. This faction would not yield 
to Japan, but fears that resistance is im­
possible.

St. Petersburg, April 12.—The Novoe 
Vremya says that G feat Britain has ap­
proved the territorial demands of Japan 
in regard to Manchuria and Corea. Rus­
sia will consider herself relieved of the 
obligations of common action and will op­
pose Japan on land and on sea.

> Mrs. Ann Hawkins, whose death at 
Cutskye, near Castleford is announced, 
bad a remarkable carer. She was a na­
tive of Pontefract, and from the time 
of the queen’s coronation, in 1837, till 
1869, she fulfilled the office of town let­
ter-carrier, and discharged the duties 
single handed. She was never known 
to be absent from her duties from sick­
ness during the whole of her period of 
services. Through the interests of the 
late laird Houghton and Mr. Childers, 
who then represented Pontefract in par­
liament, Mrs. Hawkins’ services to the 
country were brought before the notice 
of the then post-master general, and for 
about twenty y ears past she has been in 
receipt of a well-earned pension. Prior 
to the introduction of railways into the 
district, letters were delivered in Ponte- 
craft by postboys meeting the coaches 
proceeding north and south at Ferry­
bridge, and some bags of letters and 
newspapers, which contained as many 
as fifty or sixty missives daily, were con­
sidered a good service-in Mrs. Hawkins’ 
time. Mrs. Hawkins wore a singular 
waterproof garb in wet weather, and 
carried the letters in a small covered 
basket, protected by waterproof cover­
ing. She had delivered many writs of 
parliamentary elections in her capacity 
as postwoman.—Yorkshire Post.

TREATY GF PEACE.

Lot of Reports but Nothing Official 
About the Terms.

Washington, April 18.—The Japanese 
legation was officially notified to-day 
from Tokio that the treaty of peace be­
tween China and Japan has been sign­
ed and that the ratification of the treaty 
will be exchanged at Uhee Foo within 
three weeks from yesterday. The ’ ut­
most reticence is observed with respect 
to the exact terms of the treaty. The 
Japanese minister says that the inform­
ation is confidential and it would be a 
breach of trust to discuss matters un­
til the treaty has been formally agreed 
to. • There is no doubt, however, that 
the indemnity will be much smaller 
however, than the original sum of 300,- 
000.000 taels. All reports that Japan is 
to occupy territory outside of Formosa 
and Pqjrt Arthur is pronounced untrue. 
I’., is thought that Port Arthur is to re­
main in possession of Japan for a cer­
tain term of years for strategic purposes 
and then restored to the control of 
China. Formosa, it is said will be gov­
erned by a prefecture having local aut­
onomy and possibly partial representa­
tion.

Good Prospects for Quartz Mining in 
That District,

Fort Steele. April 8.—The country in 
the vicinity of the old placer diggings on 
Wild Horse Creek promise to develop 
into quite a quartz mining camp in the 
near future.

Numerous assays have 
been made, some of the returns being 
very high, but the average is about $22 
in gold. These claims were discovered 
by Messrs. Banks and Young, the present 
owners, in the slimmer of 1893. About 
a mite further stip the creek on the same 
side we come to N. A. Wallingu’s proper­
ty, the ledge beilig about three feet wide, 
the ore being black sulphurets assaying 
$25 in gold, 4 ounces in silver, 
miie or so further on up the creek we 
come to the Golden Five group, consist­
ing of eight claims located by Charles 
Ell wood and patj^ners in June, ’94. There 
are four ledges'about 300 feet apart, cut­
ting the formation (which is of porphyrit- 
ic slate) at abodt, 45 degrees* the dip be­
ing about 30 deifees. They crop out for 
about 800 feet gib the surface, covered at 
each end by slitres. At the point of dis­
covery on the Qtieen of Sheba the ore 
shute is two and a half feet in width. On 
the King Solomon it is Six feet, btit not 
quite such high’grade ore. The assay 
returns show $113 in gold with a few 
ounces of silver. An open cut 45 feet in 
length has beetf run along the ledge 
showing up an Ore body two and a half 
fe-d in width off black sulphurets. Then 
about one thousand feet higher up the 
mountain, back *f the Banks and Young 
location, there is the Little May, owned 
by Charles Lutz and B. W. Jones, assay­
ing $22 iiï gold, 'two ledges cropping each 
other, one running north and south elev­
en and a half feet in width, ihe crop 
ledge being about 18 inches in width. 
The larger ledge can be traced for 300 
feet. On the West side of the creek, at 
the head of Victoria gulch, an offshoot 
from the Wild Horse, William Voss has 
a claim which he located in 1887, being 
the first quartz location on the creek. 
The ledge is about 60 feet wide and will 
concentrate frooj two and a half tons in­
to one. A tunnel has been run in 75 
feet in depth, cutting the ledge, showing 
a fine body of ore which averages 20 
ounces in silver, 35 per cent, lead and $3 
in gold. There is plenty of water and 
timber for mining and concentrating pur­
poses.

There are quite a number of other 
claims on the creek which show up well. 
Voss and Jennings have'* gold quartz 
claim on Victoria Gulch, and Griffiths & 

-Dougherty two claims, one on 'he hill 
overlooking the old placer camp, 
which they have sunk a shaft 50 feet 
in depth and which prospects well in the 
pan, but I think I have enumerated 
enough to show we have good grounds to 
hope for. the future prosperity çf Wild 
i-orse creek as a quartz mining camp.
