DEFINED BY LORD SALISBURY IN 
THE HOUSE OF LORDS.

He Says It I» the Slate Doia* Some 
tuai tbat Might be Dew by Pri­
vate Pe
Sometime» Wise and at Other Tl 
Unwise.

London, May 20.—In the House of 
Lords, today, the Earl of Wemyss and 
March (Liberal Conservative) denounced 
the tendency of the government toward 
socialist legislation. Parliament, he de­
clared, seemed ready to do anything in 
the shape of grandmotherly legislation, 
and to meddle with affairs that ought to 
be left to private initiative, like work­
men’s houses, the payment of wages, and 
the feeding and education of the poor. 
The London county council, be 
said, was especially inclined to 
predatory objectq and fostered 
projects to abolish leaseholds and de­
prive landlords of their ground* rents. 
They even proposed to take by compul­
sion,'without compensation, property be­
longing to city guilds, in order to apply 
it to what they called industrial schemes. 
Serious legislative bodies ought to look 
where socialism was leading. It was not 
land alone, but every kind of property 
that was threatened. Freedom of con­
tract and freedom of private enterprise 
were assailed. State help was substitut­
ed for self help, thus destroying the fibre 
of the nation.

Lord Salisbury, the prime minister, 
admitted the existence of a strong tend­
ency to lean upon the state on every oc­
casion. Against this he said, statesmen 
must guard. If they imposed upon the 
state burdens beyond its power to bear, 
they would create an indefinite source of 
expense, and would ultimately produce 
unlimited corruption. Socialism might 
be defined as the state doing something 
that might be done by private persons 
for the sake of gain. Sometimes this was a 
very unwise thing to do, and at other 
times a wise thing. There was nothing so 
socialistic as the mint and postoffice ; 
yet, at the same time, there was nothing 
more justifltable. It was not practical 
politics to classify legislative proposals 
as socialistic or otherwise. Every subject 
has to be treated on its own merits. Too 
much importance, Lord Salisbury de­
clared, was attached to the spectre of so­
cialism. The public could be trusted to 
find out what practical good lies behind 
the social doctrine. Nobody not absolutely 
blind could deny the existence of great 
evils from which arose the socialist pro­
posals and actions. Industrial and other 
causes produced great centres of misery. 
We are bound to do all we can to remedy 
these evils, even if we get called social­
ists, knowing we are undertaking no new 
principle, or striking out cm no new route, 
but are simply pursuing the long and 
healthy tradition. of English legislation. 
Lord Salisbury’s remarks were received 
with cheers.

The bark was 
soon a long way off, and although the 
fog lifted the wind came on to blow a 
very heavy gale. The schooner was 
completely unmanageable, and as she 
pitched about in the heavy sea the deck­
load of piling got loose and the long 
sticks began to fly about in all directions 
so, to escape being killed the captain 
and Mr. Robertson had to take to the 
small boat and row away iar enough to 
get clear of the sticks of piling that were 
being tossed wildly about everywhere 
near the schooner. They rode the

THE NOVA SCOTIA ELECTIONS.
The Nova Scotia elections appear to 

have gone in favor of the government 
who are sustained by a majority which, 
although smaller than that which they 
had in the former House of Assembly, is 
still quite sufficient for all practical

purposes.
Gazette hardly anticipated because the 
Conservative papers appeared to be very 
confident that they could defeat Mr. 
Fielding’s administration. It is a result 
which we deeply regret because we 
regard the Grits of Nova Scotia as tbe 
worst politicians on this side of the 
Atlantic. They are to a very consider­
able extent disloyal to British as 
well as to Canadian interests. They 
are a faction whose chief cry has hereto­
fore been repeal, with an undercurrent of 
annexation sentiment running through 
all their actions, and therefore their con­
tinuance in power is dangerous to the 
well-being of the Dominion and to the 
permanence of the province of Nova 
Scotia as a British possession, 
is quite true that the Grits of Nova 
Scotia have only succeeded this year in 
winning their elections by abandoning 
the repeal cry with which they carried 
the country four years ago. They dis­
covered soon after they raised it that it 
was not a cry that would win in the end 
and therefore they so far showed them­
selves to be in accord with public opinion 
as to place it in the background in the 
present election. It is also true that Mr. 
Fraser, one of the strongest advocates of 
repeal, has been utterly defeated in the 
constituency which he represented. Bnt 
while Attorney General Longley remains 
the representative of Annapolis county, 
it cannot be said that politically Nova 
Scotia is in a sound state as regards this 
question. Attorney General Longley is 
a veiled annexationist, and we trusted 
that the loyalty and patriotism of the 
fine county of Annapolis would rise 
against him and hurl him from the posi­
tion which he is unfit to fill.

THE HEW U. S. TARIFF.
The McKinley tariff bill has passed the 

House of Representatives and there is no 
doubt that it will become law, probably 
on the 1st of July next. We publish 
elsewhere on the page the rates of duty 
which will in future be levied on various 
articles produced in Canada. This list 
of course, does not include all Canadian 
products that are exported to the United 
States, but it embraces the most import­
ant of them, and a reference to it will 
enable our readers to see how very 
seriously tbe new tariff will affect our 
trade with the United States. 
To begin with grain, take the 
article of barley for instance. Last year 
934,501 bushels of barley were exported 
from Canada to the United States. The 
duty on this article nnder the old Ameri. 
can tariff was ten cents a bushel. This 
duty by the McKinley tariff bill has been 
increased to 30 cents a bushel, so that it 
is probable that the barley export to the 
United States will be entirely wiped ont 
The people of the province of Ontario, 
who are the largest exporters of barley, 
will find it necessary to send their pro­
ducts to England, where it is not unlike­
ly they will find quite as good a market 
for it as they have done in the United 
States. Potatoes ia another article 
which we send in large quantities 
to the United States. Last year we 
exported 717,668 bushels of potatoes to 
that country, but sometimes the export 
is much larger, it being regulated to a 
considerable extent by the state of the 
crop in New England. The U. S. 
duty on potatoes until now has been 15 
cents a bushel, but the new tariff will 
increase it to 20 cents a bushel. We 
have also exported a great deal of hay 
to the United States. Last year 82,308 
tons went to that country and paid 
duty at the rate of $2 a ton; under the 
new tariff $4 a ton is charged on hay. 
Our export of eggs last year amounted 
to 14,111,017 dozen, valued at $1,156,625. 
These eggs all went in free of duty, but 
after this they will have to pay an im­
post of 5 cents a dozen. This will proba­
bly pnt an end to the export of eggs to 
the United States. We also export large 
number of animals to that country every 
year. Last year we sent there 17,277 
horses, valued at $2,113,782. These 
horses paid a duty of 20 per cent ad val­
orem. Tbe duty is now increased to a 
specific one of $30 a head, but where a 
horse is valued at $150, or over the duty, 
is 30 per cent ad valorem. Thus it will be 
seen that the duty on horses has been 
increased by more than 50 per cent. Our 
export of horned cattle to the U. S. is 
quite large, the number sent to 
that country last year being 37,360.

—----- They were valued at $488,266 and paid
duty at the rate of 20 per cent The new 
tariff places an impost of $2 a head on 
cattle less than a year old, and $10 a 
head on animals exceeding one year. 
The greatest increase of duty is, however 
with respect to sheep, of which we ex­
ported to the United States last year 307,- 
775, valued at $918,334. The duty at 
the rate of 20 per cent on these sheep 
would be $163,666, but tbe new tariff 
imposes a duty of $1.50 a head 
so that the same number of 
sheep under it would pay $461,- 
662. We send some butter and 
cheese to the United States, which here­
tofore have been admitted on payment 
of a duty of 4 cents a pound. Under the 

tariff both butter and cheese will

Still if the people of Nova Scotia are 
satisfied with their government we have 
no right to complain. The people of New 
Brunswick and of the rest of Canada will 
see to it that tbe repealers of Nova Scotia 
and the annexationists who throng its 
legislative halls shall not be permitted to 
drag that province out of the confedera­
tion. We cannot but think that the cam­
paign on the part of the Conservatives 
must have been very badly managed or 
tbe results would have been very differ­
ent. We fear that too much attention 
was paid to minor issues and not enough 
to the great question, what ought to have 
been the overshadowing one, whether a 
set of men who are disloyal at heart 
should be permitted to rule the Province 
of Nova Scotia.

ROTE AND COMMENT-
We congratulate Deacon McLellan on 

his promotion to the position of Presi­
dent of the Council. This disposes of 
the silly rumor which has been circulat­
ed by the enemies of the government 
that he was about to take another office 
connected with with this county. We 
trust that the genial deacon, although no 
longer a member of the Assembly, will 
continue to give as much attention to 
the roads and bridges of this county as 
he has in the past

The Gazette on Tuesday, in advance 
of [all its contemporaries succeeded in 
obtaining a copy of Mr. Leary’s letter to 
the mayor and publishing it The, Sim 
and Telegraph both copied this letter 
yesterday but neither of them gave The 
Gazette credit for it, although it was 
impossible for them to obtain a sight of 
it from any other source, as the letter 
from Mr. Leary to the mayor was lying 
in the office of the latter unopened, the 
mayor being out of town.

The Sun appears to be in a state of 
great jubilation because it believes the 
Leary Dock scheme to be dead. We 
trust that none of the working men who 
would have been benefited by this im­
portant enterprise will mistake the Sun 
for an exponent of conservative views 
on this question. The Sun does not re­
present the party but only the private 
interests of its stock holders. This matter 
should he made very plain for it would 
be unfortunate to have the conservative 
parly denounced as the enemies of har­
bor improvement at the next general el­
ection and made responsible for the lack 
of harbor facilities here.

The Gazette will be one year and ten 
months old tomorrow, having lived and 
flourished in spite of the malice of its 
enemies and the lukewarm support of 
some who ought to have been its friends. 
The Gazette, which it was predicted 
would not live a month, is now not only 
the largest paper published in this city 
but also the best. It has also a larger 
circulation in the city of St. John, than 
any other newspaper, and both its cir­
culation and advertising are increasing 
every day. Since the month of May 
commenced more than $500 worth of 
new advertising has appeared in the 
columns of The Gazette.

A correspondent today makes some 
severe strictures on Aid. Lockhart whom 
he accuses of having canvassed Brooks 
ward as a friend of the Leary dock 
scheme and of afterwards doing his best 
to defeat Mayor Lockhart and elect the 
man whose main canvass was against 
what he termed tbe “infamous Leary 
dock scheme.”

Vegetables in their 
natural state have heretofore paid 10 per 
cent ad valorem; now the dutyis increas­
ed to 25 per cent Straw, which has until 
now gone in free of duty will hereafter 
be subject to an impost of $2 a ton. 
The new tariff imposes a duty on all 
fish, fresh, salted, pickled and smoked 
or preserved, not specially enumer­
ated, of one cent a pound, 
tofore fresh fish for immediate con­
sumption has entered free of duty. The 
duty on pickled or salted herring is re­
tained at ) a cent a pound. This impost 
of a duty on fresh fish for immediate 
consumptien has long been threatened, 
and now that it has come it will probably 
result in making some important changes 
in the fish trade. On beef and pork the 
doty has been doubled, being increased 
from one cent a pound to two cents. The 
duty on bacon and hams under the old 
tariff was two cents a pound, and this 
has been increased to five cento. The 
duties on wood will be found fully stated 
in the list which we publish elsewhere 
and therefore do not require any partic­
ular comment here. Such changes as 
are made however are in direction of

the ex-higher duties.
Our readers will observe from these 

comparisons ttiat it has evidently been 
the policy of the framers of tbe McKinley 
tariff bill to shut out Canadian products 
from the markets of the United States to 
as large an extent as possible. No doubt 
the policy will be successful to a very 
considerable. degree, and it behooves 

people to prepare for it. The actual 
enactment of the tariff and its coming 
into operation are so near at hand that 
our people must take the proper measures 
to neutralize its results. It is very evi­
dent that under it the conditions of trade 
between this country and the United 
States will entirely change, and onr 
merchants must make up their minds to 
cease buying from a market in which our 
people are not allowed to sell. In a com­
mercial war of this kind between two 
countries such as Canada and the United 
States tbe Dominion might suffer were 
it not for the fact that we have in Great 
Britain at all times a free market 
for every product which we 
produce, and that we are able to pro­
duce more cheaply than our neighbors 
to the south of us. In every line of 
goods in which our products are exclud­
ed from the United States, we must 
make strong efforts to displace American 
goods in European markets. We must

THE MONCTONS.

The Moncton Transcript publishes an 
interesting interview with Mr. Geo. 
F. Fair, on the baseball prospects in 
that city. Mr. Fair says: “We have no 
reason to doubt that it will be the liveli­
est base ball season ever known in the 
Maritime provinces. Last year won’t 
be able to hold a candle to it We have 
more games, better players and another 
good club in the League. The teams 
seem to be pretty, evenly matched, and 
an exciting race for the'pennant may 
be looked for.
The management of the Moncton team 
has had a great volume of correspond­
ence with players, and has gone to a 
great deal of trouble to get men who 
were not only first class players but had 
good habits as well to recommend them.

Our whole team is now
selected and I have no hesitation in say­
ing that Moncton will have a team it 
will not be ash imedof. Our last cap­
ture will be the best pitcher in the 
League and the contract will be forward­
ed to him tomorrow. We have two good 
batteries and it is proposed to play our 
exchange battery in the out-field, leave- 
ing the infield permanent. This will be 
a point in our favor.”

With reference to. the other league 
clubs Mr. Fair expresses himself thus:— 
“Well, I think they are a very good 
crowd all through. The Frederictons 
have secured a good batting team, but 
having five pitchers it is hardly likely 
they will put up a very brilliant fielding 
game. The St. Johns have a well bal­
anced team, but the infield may require 
a little strengthening before the season 
closes. The Shamrocks are playing 
some new men this year who add con­
siderable strength to the team, and they 
are an element which will require to be 
taken into consideration in any specula­
tion as to the probable pennant winners.

This is a peculiar case, and presents 
many strange features. The accounts 
that can be gathered of this coming of an 
Indian Christ are very fragmentary, but 
the belief is thoroughly grounded in the 
minds of the Indians, and under the 
leadership of their medicine men they 
have worked up quite a revival, and are 
confidently awaiting the appearance of 
their Saviour.

Some time ago tàe Indian interpreter 
at the Cheyenne and Arapahoes agency, 
in the Indian Territory, wrote in a letter 
to the interpreter at the Tongue River 
agency:

“Chayennes and Arapahoes here are 
greately excited about a Christ coming 
among some of the Northern tribes of 
Indians. The Arapahoes have been get­
ting letters from Northern Arapahoes in 
regard to it My friends here wish me 
to ask what there is about it, and .what 
do yon know about it? They sent two 
of their young mèn to the Shoshone 
agency in Idaho a month and a half ago 
to find out all about it, but those two 
have not returned yet.

The Tongue River interpreter made 
an investigation among the Indians 
there, and reports as follows:

“The Indians sa£j £brist is in the 
mountains, and hé wants all the Indians 
to come to him. He will pat them be­
hind him, and, having all the white be­
fore him, will roll the world over on the 
whites and destroy them. He is a whit 
man.”

The above has been told by Indians at 
the Shoshone agency. In addition the 
Indians say that this Christ showed 
some Indians scars on his hands and 
feet and a spear wound in his side. He 
wants all the Indians to come there giv­
ing up firearms and use only bows and 
spears. He is to roll the world on the 
whites in case they > abuse the Indians. 
Where this white man lives the sun is 

. very close and the earth is so hot it burns 
their feet No grass grows there.

Gen. Roger says that it is not unlikely 
this repost originated from the'teachings 
of missionaries among the Indians, which 
they have mixed with their mythology. 
The Indian medicine men have all taken 
no the new religion, and are making 
themselves very popular. One of the 
difficult thing? to eiplain, however, is 
the wide distribution of the story which 
seems to have been brought out indepen­
dently at two places, over 1,000 miles 
apart. In order to prevent trouble which 
might arise from some white man pre­
tending to be the Christ, Gen. Ruger has 
detailed Major Carroll of Fort Custer to 
proceed to the Tongue River Agency at 
once and thoroughly sift the matter.

An Ocean Steamer’s Narrow Escape.
BT TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

New York, May 22.—The new ocaan 
steamer Beacon Lights, which arrived 
here today from Newcastle-on-Tyne, col­
lided with an iceberg 600 feet long and 
90 feet high during a dense fog on the 
14tii ins tan ton the Grand Banks. The 
vessel was moving very slowly but the 
crash was tremendous. A large layer of 
the berg was torn away and 50 tons of 
ice fell upon the vessel, smashing the 
iron deck near the forecastle head 
and filling the foredeck. The 
steamer went on her beam ends 
and the ice worked up under 
her fore foot, tearing the iron plates to 
pieces and penetrating the hull to its 
very skin. The locks of the air tanks 
gave way, and a number of men were 
overpowered by the gas. There was a 
momentary panic among the men. 
Water poured into the tanks through the 
broken bows with great force, and in five 
hours there were 8 feet of water in the 
hold. The vessel reached this port with 
2,500 tons of water under deck. The 
steam pumps, and the fact that several 
tanks remained intact kept the ship 
from sinking.
