St. Petersburg, Aug. 10.—The healthi-
est symptoms of the sgituation are the
efforts now being made at Moscow by
the new party of Pacific regeneration,
ex-Octoberists, to secure the active co-
operation of the moderate minded
Constitutional Demoerats and unite the
progressive elements of society which
do not believe in a violent revolution,
and to defeat the candidates of the ex-
tremists of all parties at the coming
elections. Should the ‘megotiations pe
successful, it is their intention to 7is-
sue an appeal to the country, asking
all who favor a peaceful solution of the

Five Young People Lost Their Lives by
Boat Striking a Sunken
Pile.

‘Winnipeg, Aug. 12.—One of the great-
est tragedies in the history of the city
visited Winnipeg Saturday afternoon,
when five young lives were lost in the
Red river, and another hangs in the
balance to-night, A gasoline launch
ran on a sunken pile, near River Park,
and the eight occupants were thrown
into the water, but three of them were
saved.

Belonging as they do to well known
families, the occurrence has created a
most profound regret in the ecity. The
names of the drowned are Miss Ethel
Brown, aged 19, her sister Myrtle aged
12, and her brother Ernest, aged 15,
Miss Mary Whyte, Glasgow, Scotland,
and Miss Teenie Thompson. The first
three victims are children of City Clerk
Brown,

Their mother, . who accompanied
them was saved, and two companions,
Messrs. Foxwel land Cheyne also es-
caped,- At 4.40 Saturday afternoon the
merry party left the beat house for a
trip ‘of about three miles to the picnic
grounds. Laughing, chatting and
singing with no thought of the hidden

‘death awaiting them, they were within

a couple of hundred yards of their
destination when without a moments
warning

the pile and the bow rose in the air
and the stern sank, shipping water.

Two of the younger girls were
thrown from their seats on the stern
into the water, and an instant later the
boat took a sharp list to the left, filled
and sank. The weight of the engine
dragged the stern down, but the gaso-
line tank in the bow floated that end,
and this was the means of saving at
least two of the victims of this unfor-
tunate incident.

Though badly frightened the two
young men in the boat did all in their
power to save the lives of their friends
and companions though Mrs. Brown
was the only one brought to shore.: At
one time Mr. Cheyne was supporting
Miss Brown and making a struggle to
get back to the boat of the launch,
which offered some hope of safety. He
was almost exhausted, and was mak-
ing a desperate effort when a -boat
drifting near, he

and tried to grasp the gunwale. The
men in the boat made all possible speed
to get away out of his- reach shouting
“‘don’t touch my boat, you will upset
me,” and went on down the river, leav-
ing the unfortunate young man and
his helpless burden to their fate,

Cheyne struggled as long as he could,
and finally lost consciousness, releas-
ing his burden. When finally brought
ashore he was In a semi-demented con-
dition, and only recovered some time
afterwards.

Mr. Foxwell caught Mrs. Brown and
lifted her to the bow of the boat. He
then went after Miss Whyte, thinking
he saw her, but found that the object
floating on the water was her hat, the
girl having sank or floated away. He
then tried to find some of the younger
neople, and not seeing them concluded
that they were in safety, and went
back to Mrs. Brown. When help arriv-
ed he, too, was unconsclous,

The most painful incident
most unfortunate affair came -when
Mrs. Brown recovered from her first
shock to the consciousness of what had
happened.

When first thrown into the water she
was rendered unconscious ‘by the
shock. . She was taken to the boat
house and artificial respiration applied
till nature asserted itself and she open-
ed her eyes to inquire what had hap-
pened to her children, only to.learn of
her great bereavement, which so affect-
ed her in her condition that to-night
her life is despaired of.

No one ven-
tuured to approach him till he jumped
over a railing and vanished in the di-
rection of the ocean.

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PASSENGERS REFUSE
TO PAY DOUBLE FARE

Officials of Transit Company and Police
Autherities Come Into Conflict
Over Question.

New York, Aug. 13.—The disturb-
ances on the Coney Island surface cars
and elevated trains that Deputy. Police
Commissioner O’Keefe and the Brook-
lyn police looked forward to yesterday
because of Justice Gaynor’s statement
of Saturday that the Brooklyn Rapid
Transit Co. did not have d right to de-
mand a double fare to the island, took
place on schedule time. They lasted
from early morning until early to-day,
when the overwrought nerves of the
people permitted a panic following a
shooting affray in which four persons
were dangerously injured by an un-
known man who escaped.

At daylight belated ones were still

making their way to the city. Men,
women and children were

Forcibly Ejected

from the cars. From 50,000 to 75,000
were compelled to walk for distances
of from one to three miles. - First steps
were taken in scores of damage suits,
and the Brooklyn apid Transit rep-
resentatives defled City Police Com-
missioner O’'Keefe of Brooklyn. Law-
yers and lawyers’ clerks swarmed
about the points where passengers
were put off and took the names of
witnesses.

A continuous riot was in progress
along the main lines of travel. As a
result of it two women were injured,
one so seriously that she may die, an-
other woman and a child came so near
death’ that hundreds of onlookers turn-
ed their faces away in horror, innum-
erable persons were bruised and sev-
eral were arrested on charges of as-
sault.

Among those put off trolley cars was
a man who said he was President
Bird 8. Coler of the Borough of
Brooklyn. He went peaceably enough
after the “bouncer,” who had techni-
cally assaulted his wife by taking hold
of her arm. He then addressed the
crowd, and told them not to pay a sec-
ond fare. It was after this that the
real

Trouble Started,

but what he had said was by no means
the cause of the disturbance that fol-
lowed, for he addressed but a few peo-
ple comparatively.

The police took an active hand in
the trouble in the evening by arresting
two Brooklyn Rapid Trasasit superjn-
tendents, three inspectors. and a
motorman or two for not moving the
cars.’” Blocking the highways was the
charge.

At 12.40 o’clock this morning police
activity took on a still more active
form when cars coming from the island
on the Culver route were halted at
Avenue F and Gravesend avenue, and
the conductors started in to collect the
second fare. Inspector Donald Grant,
Deputy Police Commissioner O’'Keefe
and several Brooklyn Rapid Transit
inspectors were gathered at this point.
Several passengers

the fare and the inspectors piled onto
the car and began to drag them off.

Deputy Commissioner O’'Keefe gave
orders to the police to throw the in-
spectors off the car, and they did so in
a Jiffy. The car then proceeded after
the police had ordered the motorman
to go ahead. He did not go far, how-
ever, just 150 yards away.

Capt. Dow F. Smith, who had been
arrested early in the eveniag and was
bailed out was seated in his automobile
at the side of the tracks. The motor-
man stopped when his car got opposite
Supt. Smith and the inspectors that
had been thrown off by the policemen
hustled up and tossed men, women and
children off in a very unceremonious
manner,

MILAN EXHIBITION

Is Likely to Awaken Interest in Can-
ada Among Desirable Italian
Emigrants.

Ottawa, Aug. 13.—Reports from the
Canadian exhibition commission at
Milan are that the Canadian display is
attracting a large measure of atten-
tion, and is daily visited by consider-
able numbers of people, although the
heavy attendance at the exhibition will
not begin until the month of Septem-
ber. One of the results of the exhibi-
tion has been to induce the emigration
department of the Italian government
to send a special officer to look after
the display, to interview the Canadian
representatives, and to report upon the
suitability of Canada as a residence for
Italians of the agricultural class.

The emigration official who made the
inquiry, D. Rebkko, spent some five

| months in Canada in 1901, going from

the Atlantic to the Pacific. He spent
several days in the Canadian pavillion,
and will, it is understood, report that
the Canadian west is a highly suitable
place for Italians of the farming class
whose circumstances compel them to
emigrate.

Immigration work in Italy is forbid-
den to the officials of other countries,
but .the Italian government recognizes
that a measure of emigration is an
economic necessity, and directs it, so
far as possible, in the interests of
Italians. It has dropped emigration to
Brazil because of the conditions in
that country, but Italians are free to
80 elsewhere. Northern Italians of the
farming classes, a desirable class of
settlers, have been going almost entire-
ly to Chille and Argentine.

The department of agriculture has
received from the military authorities
at Malta forms of tender for the sup-
ply of fresh meat and live cattle to that
district for 12 months, commencing
January 1st, 1907. Tenders must be
forwarded to the assistapt director of
supplies and transport.

Success Attained Last Season: Warrants
Another Endeavor to Capture
British Market,

(From Monday's Daily.)

The great success that attended the
carload of British Columbia fruit sent
to England last fall induced the min-
ister of agriculture to arrange to re-
peat the experiment this season. Af-
ter considerable correspondence with
the C. P. R. it is announced that the
company will give free transportation
to London for at least a carload of as-
sorted fruit from the province. This
will be first exhibited in several of the
large centres of population and after-
wards sold for the market.

R. M. Palmer, secretary to the pro-
vincial board of horticulture, will take
the fruit to England and supervise its
exhibition and disposal.

In this connection it would be well
to point out the varieties most suitable
to the British market. Up to the pres-
ent apples appear the most profitable
fruit that can be shipped to England.
As early as February, 1905, this mat-
ter was taken up by Mr. Palmer with
Garcia, Jacobs & Co., the leading fruit
buyers of London, and their opinion is
well worth reproduction. An extract
from their letter reads:

‘“We are glad to hear that
orange pippin is being largely cultivat-
ed with you, as this is the most suc-
cessful apple, as regards price, of any
grown in Great Britdin, and up to now
none of this variety has been produced
anywhere else in America, as far as we
are aware,

‘““We hope the fruit will arrivg here
in good condition, in which case we
do not doubt that the results will be
satisfactory. We certainly are of opin-
ion that Cox’s orange pippin, Spitzen-
berg and Newton's pippins are the
three varieties to which you should de-
vote you attention, as on the English
markets these three sorts are worth
nearly double the value of the others.”

In good years the varieties mention-
ed can be grown in the vicinily of Vic-
toria, but the fact must be faced that
it is to other kinds this district must
look for perfection at all seasons. The
King of Tompkins can be grown as
well here as anywhere in the world,
and it is to be hoped that orchardists
on the Island will see to it that proper
representation is given to local pro-
ducts.

The R0ssland board of trade and the
city couneil will join in a memorial to
th.e government asking for the proceeds
of the two per cent. tax. The Minor
says: “The city is equitably entitled to
this sum from the province and should
have it.” It is also suggested that the
mines in question would not object to
the tax being devoted .to city purposes.

A. H. McNeill, K. C., K. E. Macken-
zie, the president and secretary of the
board of trade, were appointed a com-
mittee to deal with the matter and
draw up a memorial from the board of
trade, submitting it to the city coun-
cil, or to act with a committee from
the council in presenting a joint mem-
orial to the government at Victoria.

The city of Rossland is deprived of
the right to tax all the real estate held
by private individuals within its lim-
its. BEvery other municipality -in .Bri-
tish Columbia has such a right (except-
ing as to railways). The provincial
government collects what is in effect
a real estate tax in the city from the
shipping mines; the city gets none of
this, although it has to undertake all
municipal burdens.

It would, no doubt, not make any
difference to the mining companies
paying the tax, whether the same went
to the city or to the provincial govern-
ment.

When it commenced to rain yesterday
afternoon their condition became even
more pitiful. They managed to get a
couple of blankets, which were tied to
a fence and under these they huddled
in a deplorable plight. This was too
much for people living in the vicinity,
and a message was sent to the Mayor
asking what could be done to aid them.
A couple of constables were sent to the
camp and the Hindus taken to the
back of the patrol shed at the city hall,
where they still remain.

TIMELY INTERVIEW
WITH A. G. M'CANDLESS

He Advocates Acquiring Portion of
Goldstream Supply for Use in
Higher Levels.

A. G. McCandless, mayor of Victoria
three years ago, came over from Van-
couver yesterday. .As he retains con-
siderable property interests here, and
during his term of office studied the
water question carefully, a representa-
tive of the Times asked for and ob-
tained his views on the subject. Mr.
McCandless said:

“I have no interest directly or indi-
tectly in the Esquimaii Water Works
Company, but-I have interests in Vic-
toria. For that reason I have studied
all the projects “for obtaining water
submitted by Expert Adams, the
mayor, the water committee and oth-
ers, but do not think any of them
fairly meet the needs of the city. I
should be opposed to spending any
great amount of money at Elk lake. I
believe in the city purchasing the pro-
perty of the Esquimalt Company out-
right as soon as possible. Of course
this is not possible at the present time,
but arrangements could be made for
the purchase of, say, a million gallons
of water a day from the company. This
would give, witlr the present supply,
ample water for some years to come.
At the highest rate alowed by the com-
pany’s act—six cents per thousand gol-
lons delivered at Victoria arm—this
would mean an outlay of practically
$22,000 per’ year; but I believe, if the
company were approached in a proper
manner, the water could be obtained at
a much lower ' ratel A main would
have to be run from Victoria West to
the highest part of ‘the city, and then,
I think, the Goldstream water ‘should
be distributed through the higher
levels.

“If this were done it would do away
with both pumping stations; a saving
of $12000 per year, exclusive of wear
and tear on the machinery.

VICTo
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Me'rchants of this City Have More Than Just
- Proportion of the Rapidly Increasing
Sab-Arctic Trade.

When the lust for gold takes adven-
turous souls a step farther north, Vie-
torians are either in the forefront or
follow immediately, carrying the city’s
trade and manufactures. True at the
advent of the first rush for the yellow
metal in the fifties, it remains true to-
day, half a century later. But the
trade of the twentieth century has lost
the speculative features that charac-
terized commerce in the north in early
days, and is' now on a business basis
as Stable in conditions and sure in pro-
fits as in any of the older communities.

But it is well to remember, and em-
phasize, the fact that Victoria, in
reaching out for the farthest north has,
evidence an enterprise that has result-
ed in commercial prosperity second to
that of no city on the Pacific Coast.
‘While other places may have spread
abroad magnificent stories of fabulous
wealth derived from the Arctic and
sub-Artic trade, Victoria merchants, to
use a colloquiaism, “has said nothing
but sawed wood.” There can be no
doubt” that Victoria has absorbed all
the northern trade coming to it, and a
little in addition. This progress has
been. felt in every line of industry. Not
only does the list include articles that
are merely imported and handled by
local jobbers, but “made in Victoria”
goods are as well known in the north
as in neighboring communities.

‘When the first recent excitement
arose, and Klondike became a word to
conjure with, it was from Victoria that
many of the largest crowds of
argonauts started on their long, and
then perilous, journey. Steamer after
steamer, loaded to its utmost capacity,
left this port with passengers from
other places, but with supplies purchas-
ed in Victoria. There has been no
cessation of -this trade since. Though
many local merchants cast in their lot
with the then city in embryo, Dawson,
their departure only resulted in in-
creased commerce, taking its rise here.
To-day an amount of business, aggre-
gating at least half a million dollars
annually, has been built up from the
golden rush of the early nineties. Pro-
visions, of course, form the staple ar-
ticles, but many luxuries are also sent
from Victoria. Furniture, licensed vic-
tuallers’ supplies and dry goods, the
latter largeiy ‘“made in Victoria,” are
also of considerable importance, and
last, but not least, one of the city's

gardens under. glass, is also an appre-
ciable factor in this branch of com-
merce,

Coming to actual mining, the great
industry of the Yukon, Victoria has al-
ways had its share of trade. More re-
cently, however, this has been evi-
denced in a new direction. The advent
of dredges requiring heavy timbers that
cannot be found in the north has caus-
ed the mine owners to look to Victoria
for the supply of this portion, at least,
of their equipment.

Toy and other bars that produced large
amounts of gold when the prospectors
of Cariboo drifted north in the search
for placer mining. It is interesting to
note that all compgnies of any im-
portance’ in  the districts mentioned
have their headquarters in Victoria.
That being the case it requires no ela-
boration to emphasize the statement
that this city practically holds that
trade in the hoilow of its hand.

And, as the arable lands of the dis-
tricts to which Hazelton and Bella
Coola are the gateways are rapidly
reaching prominence, Victoria must al-
ways have a strong grip on their com-
ing trade.. The headquarters of the
steamship lines providing transporta-
tion to the north and up the Skeena are
in this city. Prospective land seekers
have gone into Bulkley Valley by the
hundreds and nearly all have outfitted
in Victoria. The coal and mining com-
panies so far incorporated to exploit
the mineral resources of the Telqua are
composed of(Victoria men who have
ever been foremost in realizing a good
thing when they have seen it. On the
Skeena river itself the latest develop-
ment has been a rush for acquirement
of timber. Perusal of the British Col-
umbia Gazette, especially issues of re-
cent date, discloses the fact that near-
ly all these limits have been applied
for by residents of this city. When
the construction of the Grand. Trunk
Pacific, and the co-ordinate growth of
popufation, becomes an active factor in
British Columbia progress, it will be
found that the earliest people to take
advantage of the consequent phenom-
inal rush will be Victorians. Even to-
day the lines are being laid that will
bring an enormous amount of wealth
to the city in the near future.

Sealing has never had any other
headquarters than the city of Victoria.
The story of this industry reads like
romance. Most of the schooners have
been built here, but even those
brought round the Horn from the At-
lantic outfit- here and all bring their
product to swell the commerce of Vic-
toria. There have been vicissitudes in
the industry, times of profit and times
of loss; but the former has much ex-
ceeded the latter, and many of the
most prominent men in the city owe
their wealth in large part to the hunt-
ing of the fur seal.

Another line of effort in the acquisi-
tion of valuable furs recently had its
inception in Victoria. As stated & few
days ago -a ‘local corporation” com-
menced recently to expolit the wilds of
Cassair and trade among Indians and
trappers. So far its efforts have been
extremely successful; so much so that
a permanent store is rapidly nearing
completion, to be followed by others in
the spring. The stock of goods sent
in, considered sufficient to cover the
requirements of the season, has been
found totally inadequate, and arrange-
ments are now being made to forward
a large supplementary consignment be-
fore the close of navigation. This
branch of commerce is still 'in its in-
fancy, but will grow with great rapid-
ity.

And not only northern British Col-
umbia is the scene of mercantile effort
by Victoria business houses, but the
northern portions, together with the
southern, of the new provinces of Al-
berta and Saskatchewan. Though
hampered by hundreds of miles of
transportation, that will be unneces-
sary when the northern transcontinent-
al road is completed, every day
many carloads of goods leave local
warehouses for the districts mentioned.
The whole of the great west is being
exploited. by Victoria merchants who
are seizing a trade that will ‘be held
with the greatest ease when better car-
riage facilities are provided.

The various mining camps of Alaska,
from Portland canal to Cape Nome, are
supplied largely from the products and
commerce of Victoria. Though hardly
trade, in the generally ac-
cepted sense, some of the Oriental
ports are well within this description,
and Victoria is entering these markets,
too. 1t is a cource, of great satisfac-
tion to all interested in the commerce
that, in
every line of mercantile effort, Victoria
is reaching the farthest north.

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AS OTHERS SEB US.

“We are told by an authority whose
sincerity is beyond question that noth-
ing Is being done as it ought to be done
at the seat of government in Ottawa.
It is said of natural law that ‘‘what-
ever is is right.”” From a certain peculiar
political point of view, “whatever is is
wrong.” There is yet one consoling
feature in the situation: the country is
all right. It is doing well; vastly bet-
ter than could have been expected con-
sidering that the political times are so
out of joint. Canada is so exceedingly
prosperous, in point of fact, that the
people are too busy to pay any atten-
tion to the vagaries of politicians who
insist from the rising of the sun with
the morning paper to the going down
thereof in the evening publication that
there is no health in the national body,
and that there is no hope of ultimate
salvation except through a change of
government.

The very latest discovery—one of
many peculiar discoveries—is that the
census of the Northwest is far “from
satisfactory. The immigration of which
we have heard so much is a myth.
Whére the people have gone to is one
of the mysteries. They have apparent-
ly come into the country. The appear-
ance of Atlantic steamers as they land
at the docks, the very presence of the
multitudes first on the wharves and
then oh the trains, is proof that can-
not be denied. Train loads of them have
arrived daily from the - south. And
they have all dispersed themselves
over the face of the land. But still the
census returns are not satisfactory—
from the Tory point of view. It s
highly improbable at the great har-
vest now white a‘ﬁd ready for the
sickle will satisty the hearts which are
a-hunger for evidence of real pros-
perity. It will be held that if the efforts
of the government -had been properly
directed—if the majority of the people
flocking into the country had  not
again escaped from it—there would
have been no lack of labor to assist in
the gathering of the harvest and to
help in the construction of the thou-
sands of miles of railway projected in
anticipation of the greater harvests
vet to come.

Neverthetess we have other authori-
ties than the census enumerators in
proof of the fact that the people are
actually coming in, while there is -also
very substantial reasons for the beliéf
that they are applying their energies
and their talents to some purpose after
they arrive. And while the immigra-
tion has been of considerable propor-
tions this year, wait until you see us
a year hence when the fame of our
wheat fields and our orchards becomes
spread thoroughly abroad through all
the world. The people of the nations
have only just begun to talk about us.
One authority, the London Financial
News, says ‘‘that Canada at present
looms very big in the eyes of the Bri-
tish public is an undeniable fact; that
she will loom even bigger still during
the next few years is almost as cer-
tain. Her appeals are made from two
standpoints: firstly, as an ideal field
for intending emigrants; secondly, as a
good opening for the investment of
capital. With the former we are not

here primarily concerned; but as re- |

gards Canada from the point of view
of the British investor, there are many
reasons—some general, others particu-
lar—why Canada should be a favorite
fileld. In the first place, it is a British
colony, and, coeteris paribus, there is
no doubt that the ordinary Englishman
prefers tc invest his money in some-
thing under the jurisdiction of the old
flag rather than in foreign countries.
The blessings of a settled government,
with no fear of revolutions, or upris-
ings, give additional security. True,
in Lower Canada, and especially the
province of Quebec, there is a very
large French population; but it is uni-
versally known that there are ne more
loyal subjects of the Empire than your
French-Canadians. As regards the
native population, it may be said that
the Red Indian—never very prolific—is,
unfortuantely, slowly, but surely, be-
coming extinct, and, in any case, exer-
cises no influence, politically, socially,
or industrially. There is no likelihood
of the country being disturbed by any
great labor question such as is now
paralysing South Africa in regard to
the employment of the Chinese. Canada
governs herself, and will not allow her
interests to be used to facilitate politi-
cal intrigue in the Mother Country.
Even that almost universal part of
modern industrial iife, the unceasing
conflict between the opposing forces of
labor and capital, does mnot appear

likely to assume an acute stage for |
some considerable time to come, if at |

all. . . . With regard to the more
concrete reasons for Canada’'s future
prosperity, they may be said to be
primarily due to the vast natural re-
saurces of the country. It is a coun-
try containing immense grain-growing
areas, second to none in the world as
regards productiveness, illimitable
forests of the finest timber, and, with
magnificent waterways for the easy
transhipment of it, together with very
great sources of wealth in its mines,
fisheries and fur-producing animals.
With regard to its grain-producing
powers, it has aptly been described as
the granary of the Empire. Last year
the total yield was computed, at ex-
port prices, to represent a value of
$197,835,000, and it is confidently ex-
pected by those mostly connected with
Canadian affairs that this output will
be greatly increased every succeeding
vear.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, with his usual
sagacity, saw a much larger enterprise
that would benefit the whole Dominion
of Canada. He proposed the larger
scheme, and from that moment the
Grand Trunk Railway and the Do-
minion government became partners in
the larger undertaking. We mean to
carry out our share of the contract in
an honorakble manner. I can see in the
future an immense development to
Canada east as well as to Canada
west, This development is coming so
fast that we want to complete our rail-
way. In the meantime we wish to get
into the western country, and for this
reason we are pushing construction of
our share of the road, or western sec-
tion, as fast as we are able, and next
year expect to reach Winnipeg and
connect with Edmeonton, and we are
contemplating the erection of elevators
at Mantreal, likewise facilities at the
Georgian Bay, etc. The eastern sec-
tions of the Grand Trunk Pacific are
altogether in the hands of the govern-
ment to build and finish. So far only
two sections are under way from Win-
nipeg to Lake Superior. The only
thing that will retard the government
work from Winnipeg to Quebec will be
the scarcity of labor. We are under a
heavy lease in regard to the eastern
section, therefore the great bulk of the
traffic and trade that we will handle
for the Northwest must go over the
eastern section. It is childish to bring

COMMITTEE’S REPORT
MIGHT BE AMENDED

Proposal to Eliminate Meters From
Scheme—Mayor Mikes Statement
of Position.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

If the present intentions of the water
committee are carried out -there will

be no compulsory meter system for the
water service of Victoria. There will
also be no wooden pipes, the proposal
to install them being altered to read
cast iron. These important changes'
will, the Times 18 informed on the au-
thority of two aldermen, be introduced
in the form of an amendment to the
report of the water commitiee adopt-
ed last Monday. The Mayor having
sent the matter back for reconsidera-
tion, the whole question will be reopen-
ed %this evening. Considerable hostility
has developed both to meters and the
proposed wooden pipes, and, if not an
official amendment, there will be one
brought forward by a member of the
committee on the lines indicated above.

Ald. Hall has been looking fully into
the question and intends to deal at
some length with the recent interview
given the Times by ex-Mayor McCand-
less. He will also take up the letter
of Edward Mohun, on somewhat
similar lines, that appeared in Satur-
day’s issue. It was thought by a large
majority of the aldermen that the ques-
tion was disposed of a week ago, but
now that it is again brought up there
will be further discussion before the
ratepayers are permitted to vote on the
subject.

Mr. Mohun’s letter bringing out a
fact, somewhat lost sight of, that in
the event of water being purchased
from the Esquimalt Water Works Co.
the company shall supply it for flush-
ing and washing gutters and for filling
tanks for fire purposes, free of charge,
and for fire hydrants at $4 per annum,
has aroused some discussion. An at-
tempt was made to-day to secure some
estimate in this connection, but with
very little success. An estimate of
consumption in the principal American
cities made recently gave the following
numbers of gallons used for different
purposes: Domestic, 20; ‘commercial
and manufacturing, 15; private stables,
3; drinking and ornamental, 10; sprink-
ling and gardens, 10; leakage, 5; total,
63 gallons. In these figures neither fire
protection nor flushing gutters are ac-
counted for, so they are presumably
used in addition. In 1905 782,000,000 gal-
lons of water were used in this city.
Estimating the population at 25,000, the
daily consumption was about 2,150,000
gallong, or 86 gallons per head. While
not _upposing! that the difference, 23
gallons per head per diem, is devoted
to the purposes mentioned, it is inter-
esting to note that 219,875,000 gallons of
water were used in this®city during
lagt year for purposes outside the
schedule given. This is, of course, sup-
posing Victoria is not more extrava-
gant than the average American citfs
in the different divisions mentioneaq.

Another interesting statement was
contained in Mr. Mohun'’s communiea-
tion—the approval given by prominent
engineers te wooden pipes. He stated:

“There has been considerable discus-
sion as to the merits of wooden stave
pipe; it is recognized that it is well
adapted for the purpose, and is eco-
nomical under certain limiting condi-
tions of head (Trans. Am. Soc. C. E.
Vol. XLI). With considerable heads
the steel bands require to be so closely
spaced as to render it costly. It Iis
hard to say what would be the utli-
mate effect of saturating a wooden
pipe with the filthy liquid now sup-
plied.”

It may be said the authority quoted
fully bears out his statement, but it is
of such a voluminous and technical na-
ture as to prevent a readable and just
synopsis being given.

Mayor Morley enunicated his posi-
tion on the 4vater question very clearly
in conversation with a Times represen-
tative this morning. Despite the in-
numerable communications to the
newspapers, purporting to come from
citizens thoroughly conversant with
the prevailing conditions, he still main-
tains a stand much the same as that
previously outlined in these columns.
It is his firm conviction that the Elk
lake supply, properly distributed, is
sufficient for the needs of the com-
munity for many years to come. As
to the quality of the water he affirms
that it is as good as could be desired.
Taken at the lake and analyzed it
would be found to be fully equal, if not
superior to, that obtained in Victoria
West.

In the ¢ourse of conversation along
this line Mayor Morley expressed the
wish that his contention upon the
aforementioned point be made as dis-
tinct as printed words could make an
idea. The Elk lake water was good
before entering the system of pipes,
which carried it throughout the resi-
dential sections of the city. But in the
course of that transportation it, un-
doubtedly, became more or less con-
taminated. This was the result of the
city’s “neglect,” and His Worship laid
particular emphasis upon that word.
Here again he didn’t want to be mis-
understood. It was not his desire to
lay blame anywhere. Up to the present
time the expenditure upon maintaining
and improving the Elk lake system had
been kept as low as possible. Presum-
ably this was done deliberately with
the notion that the system ultimately
would have to be practically abandoned
in favor of Goldstream or some other
proposition. Under the circumstances,
he continued, what could be expected?
It stood to reason that if insufficient
attention was given to the lake itself,
to the filter beds and to the system
generally that it would deteriorate, and
that the evidence of that would be an
appreciable falling off in the quality of
the lake water. Such an argument he
thought was sound, and could not be
refuted by any intelligent person.

Returning to his proposition, he out-
lined it briefly as follows: To replace the
present 12-inch main with a 30-inch main
and to undertake such other -improve-
ments as are considcred. necessary ) to

He issued a proclamation ad-
dressed to the commanding officers of
the troops instructing them that all
persons engaged in advocating and
spreading revolutionary. propaganda
must bé shot, without regard for age
or sex.

MONTHS IMPRISONMENT

Salmon Harnstein Pleaded Guilty to
Charges Laid Against Him ard
Was Sentenced.

A plea of guilty was
Frank Higgins, counsel for Soloman
Hornstein, in the police court this
morning. Readers of the Times will
remember that Hornstein is the man
arrested several days ago on a charge
of stealing personal belongings from
different local hotels.

When the accused@ faced Magistrate
Hall he wore a somewhat repentant ex-
pression, but uttered not a word as the
several informations laid against him
were read. There were three of these,
enumerating thefts committed at the
Empire, Strand and Victoria hotels. It
was in the course of a fourth attempt
at the New England hotel that Horn-
stein was detected. As he was not
given time to complete the last “job”
no charge was laid in that regard. In
all probability had he refrained from
entering the latter building he would
have escaped to San Franecisco, having
obtained a ticket on the steamer City
of Pueblo that night, without difficulty.

After pleading guilty, Mr. Higgins
made a brief address, asking for clem-
ency on the ground of poverty. He
outlined some of the hard luck which
had confronted Hornstein within the
past few months. In the first instance
he had lost his” place of business in
San Francisco through the earthquake
and fire. Practically destitute he had
come north to Vancouver in the hope
of obtaining empioyment, and had met
with disappointment. When taken in
custody he had been en route to the
| Bay City. He hoped that the magis-
trate would take these circumstances
into consideration in inflicting punish-
ment,

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TRANSFERRED COMMAND
Rear-Admiral Goodrich Succeeded

Rear-Admiral Swinburne in

Charge of U. 8. Fleet.

‘. Rear-Admiral Goodrich who left here
last week in command 6f ‘the U. S.
fleet visiting port, no longer occupies
that position: He transferred his coms
mand to Rear-Admiral Swinburne at
Seattle on Thursday, a move it is be-
lleved immediately preceding his as-
signment to the position of superin-
tendent of thé United States Naval
Academy at Annapolis to relieve Rear-
“Admiral Sands, whose term is about to
expire.

To Seattle there was in the transfer
t0 command a particular significance.
It was the first time in the history of
the clty that the city had the honor of
entertaining . the Pacifie squadron in
its watérs while the ceremonial of tak-
ing leave of the old and welcoming the
neéw cemniander-in-chief was in pro-
gress. The seléction of the waters of
Elliott bay for the observance was
made at the request of Admiral Good-
rich and acceded to by the naval de-
partment. Heretofore the exchange has
dlways been made off California’s
shores, usually at San Francisco.

The ceremony weas observed on the
time-honored dquarterdeck. The ship’s
crew of the Chicago was lined up on
the port side of the vessel and on the
starboard the marine guard flanked the
ship's 'officers and petty officers. In
the centre group were Admirals Good-
rich and Swinburne, with their respec-
tive flag lieutenants, L. R. Sargent and
E. T. Constéin, and Captain Charles J.
Badger of the Chicago. The crews of
the other vessels of the squadron were
drawn in line on their decks and all
facing the flagship, which occupied the
central position in the sguadron.
© After reviewing the very happy re-
lations that had existed between the
commanders, the officers and the crews
and himself, the retiring admiral ex-
pressed his gratitude and bade them
farewell in tones that wavered under
the emotions of the moment.

After Admiral Goodrich had read the
orders from the navy department de-
tacing him from command of the sta-
tion and retiring him, a salute of 13
guns was fired from the Chicago, the
other vessels following the motions of
the flagship. With the booming of the
13 guns from the Chicago his flag was
lowered.

Immediately succeeding the lowering
of the flag Admiral Swinburne read his
orders placing him in command of the
station. His flag was run up and the
13-gun salute was accorded its appear-
ance on top. Admiral Swinburne an-
nounced that he was now in command,
and after shaking hands with his pre-
decessor, he was introduced to the oth-
er officers.

Commanders of the other vessels re-
ported aboard the flagship shortly af-
ter the ceremony and paid their re-
spects to the new commander-in-chief.

Admiral Swinburne, who - has just
been promoted to the highest rank in
the navy, is a native of Newport, R. I,
and the son of the late Daniel T.
Swinburne. He was educated in the
public schools of Newport and entered
the Naval Academy at Annapolis on
September ‘24th, 1862. Graduating in
1866, he was promoted to ensign in
1868, and master the year following. He
was commissioned, successively, lieu-
tenant in 1880, lieutenant-commander
in 1887, captain in March, 1901, and
rear-admiral on July 22nd, 1906.

During Admiral’Swinburne’s 40 years’
service in the navy he has served on
the old Kearsarge, the Michigan, Lan-
caster, Hartford and Hassler; in com-
mand of the coast survey steamer Mac-
Arthur, on the Beoston and in com-
mand of ‘the Helena and Texas. He
was on duty at the torpedo station in
1875, at the Naval Academy from 1886
to 1890, and from 1893 to 1896; at the
Portsmouth navy yard from 1899 to
1902,

During the war with ‘Spain he was
in command of the gunboat Helena,
and was advanced several numbers in
his grade for conspicuous service. His
last sea service was in command of
the battleship Texas. Since October,
1904, he has been a member of the gen-
eral naval board and the joint army
and naval hoard at Washington, and
has been one of the staff selected to
address the officers ‘in attendance at
the Naval War College at Newport.
On matters pertaining to various prob-
lems which are under discussion at
that institution his last duty was in
connection with this college.

One of Admiral Swinburne’s most in-
teresting tours of duty was performed
while first lieutenant on the Boston®
On January 16th, 1893, he landed at
Honolulu with a ship’s battalion from
the Boston to exercise-a protection over
the - American interests, following
Queen Liliuokalana’s stepping down
from the throne. The following day
the provisional government took charge
of affairs, and at its request Lieuten-
ant Swinburne ordered the American

Rﬂllﬂﬂ 1IMBS
WHILE ON TREE

MULBERRIES FROM
THE MEDITERRANEAN

Extroardinary Horticultural l:xpenmzm
Carried t0 Success by a Resident
of Victoria.

A most femarkable experiment in the
propagation of fruit has just been suc-
cegsfully carried to a conclusion by M.
R. Robbins, of Cedar HIill road, near
Hillside avenue. In addition to this
he has shown that it is possible to
grow mulberries in the vicinity of Viec-
toria of:the best guality.

Mr. Robbins had tried many varie-
ties before obtaining the one he at-
tained success with. Included in these
were the Black English, White Eng-
lish, Silkworm English and Russian.
He found that all these kinds became
winter killed; nearly ‘all the growth of
the season being cut- off° by early
frosts.” "This“prevented successful cul-
tivdtion and aceordingly the mulberry.
has become almost if not quite abso-
lete in Victoria and vicinity. The
Mediterranean variety, however, he has
found susceptible of acclimatization
and, after eight years, he has a tree
over twelve feet high and several
others from the same stock. How. he
obtained them will be told later on. The
fruit he now has commenced to ripen
some fifteen days ago, and the tree will
continue bearing until November.
Usually the mulberry, as grown in Can-
ada, is insipid, tasteless and somewhat
disagreeable in flavor. It almost re-
quires the addition of acid to become
palatable. Mr. Robbins, however, has
fruit equal to the blackberry in acidity
of fine flavor and suitable for eating.
This fact alone is worthy of note, but
his remarkable scheme of propagation,
that explodes usually accepted theor-
ies, is worthy of most careful atten-
tion.

For seven years he tried budding and
grafting. Over four hundred attempts
were made, but only a single one was
successful. Even that was only par-
tially so. He was somewhat discour-
aged, but not beaten.. It is generally
supposed that the limb of a tree cannot
be made to root after it is one year
old, but Mr. Robbins determined to try
a novel experiment. And this is ‘the
way he proceeded. He built a box
around the tree, below the lower
limbs, about eighteen inches in depth.
It was so arranged that the limbs in
question should be slightly under the
surface when the box was filled with
earth. After filling, the earth was kept
moist for a year and the limbs sawn
off close to the tree. There were three
of them, running in age from three to
seven years. All had taken root and
were planted out at onee. No retard-
ment in growth took place. Separated
from the parent trunk the limbs, now
became small trees by themselves,
seemed to experience no ill-effects and
continued to flourish. And now comes
the astonishing part of the experiment.
All began to bear fruit the very first
yvear. Out of the three only one has
fruit that has ripened, but Mr. Rob-
bins explains the occurrence in the

| following Wway:

He "points out that net all were
equally rooted when transferred from
the parent tree. The two having the
weakest roots produced fruit all right
but there was not enough nutriment
gathered from the earth to support
both the growing tree and fruit. There-
fore the fruit fell before fully ripening
and all the energies of the roots is de-
voted to nourishing the tree. But in
the one instance mentioned the roots
had attained sufficient strength, even
in the short period after separation, to
carry on the full functions of the
orchard, and to-day in Mr. Robbins’
grounds there is a mulberry tree only
one year old, as the usual term goes,
bearing fully ripened fruit.

The experiments, therefore, have add-
ed three new things to horticultural
knowledge. First, that the Mediter-
ranean mulberry is eminently suitable
to the climate of Victoria; second,
that a limb up to, at least, seven years
old can by Robbins’ method be suc-
cessfully separated from the parent
tree and cultivated; third, that it is
possible to produce fruit, to make a
tree bear, the first year after it is
placed on the ground. A one year old
fruit tree, not a bush or shrub, produc-
ing fruit in its initial yvear is something
new in horticulture. He has also ex-
ploded another accepted theory, for he
states that, in his experiments, the
older limb was the one that gave the
best results and that it is perfectly
feasible to lop off a limb at least seven
vears old after the preparation men-
and nlant it in the ground
where it will bear fruit the same sea-
son. When it is remembered that a
mulberry usually begins to bear fruit
not less than eight years after being
planted the importance of his experi-
ence cannot he overvestimated.

DEATH OF R. D. MUNRO.

MARKEB INCREASE
IN FOREIGN TRADE

BRITISH CHANNELS
FIND A PREFERENCE

Canada’s Export 1o Great Britaln and
United States Have Taken
Decided Advance.

Canada's aggregate foreign trade for
the last fiscal year ameunted to $550,-
854,246, a gain of seventeen per cent.
compared with the last year of con-
servative administration.

The total imports from Great Britain
were $69,298,761. The exports to Bri-
tain of Canadian —merchandise only,
were $127,456,470. For the year previ-
ous they were $97,114,867.

The most striking feature of the re-
turns is the improvement in the trade
with Britain. Of the total increase of
about eighty millions in Canada’s for-
eign trade one-half is British. Since
the adoption of the preference in 1897
British trade with Canada shows an
improvement of 38 per cent.

- The imports from Britain compared
with the preceeding year show an im-
provemeént of 13 per cent.

The imports from the United States

amounted to 380.729,458_. a, gain of 8 per
cent. The exports of Canadian mer-
chandise to that country totalled $83,-

546,406 as against $70, 42’6 765 for the pre-.

vious year.

The total imports f!om Germany
amounts to little over $7,000,000, as
against $12,500,000 in 1903.;: The surtax
has, therefore, reduced - the = German
trade with Canada more than half.

Daniel Guggenheim is Highly Delighted
With the Yukon.

A dispatch from Dawson says Daniel
,Guggenheim. executive head of Gug-
genheim Sons, who is now here, de-
clares that the Yukon and Alaska are
an empire without people. He predicts
a marvellous future. His company has
experts throughout the Yukon basin
and Alaska. He says he will continue
to purchase what looks to be a safe in-
vestment.

He is surprised to find the summers
here to be a most glorious season with
a luxuriant vegetation everywhere and
not a sign of ice or snow for thousands
of miles, with rail and steamer accom-
modations equal to the best on the
Hudson river,

His company will build a railway
from an Alaskan coast point not yet
selected to the copper fields, a hundred
miles inland.

Widespread sympathy is indeed felt
for the former viceroy, who seems to
be having his own share of the world’s
troubles and the loss of his beautiful
and accomplished wife cannot. be
counted’the least amongst them. Lady
Curzon by her charm and distinction
had made for herself an enviable place
in the social world, and: was looked
upon in society as taking the lead of all
the popular American women whom
distinguished Englishmen have so
often chosen as brides. It would seem
that Lady Curzon never really recov-
ered from her very serious illness of
last year when she made so gallant a
struggle. In connection with this ill-
ness will be remembered. the remark-
able journey made by her mother, Mrs.
Leiter, in order to be at her daughter’s
bedside when it was feared that she
was about to die. Mrs. Leiter made
a lightning railway journey from Chi-
cago to New York, drove furiously
through the crowded streets, only to
arrive at the docks just as the liner
Vaderland was putting out to sea. The
engines were reversed, however, and a
gangway flung across to the dock side
and Mrs. Leiter actually boarded the
steamer while it was moving.

A. Beit’'s Death.

Another death in London this week
which came as somewhat of a sur-
prise to the general public, was that
of Mr. Alfred Beit. It would seem,
however, that his death had been an-
ticipated in financial circles and there-
fore, it had mo effect on the stock ex-
change. Mr. Beit’s loss will be felt by
a great many, who benefited by his
well-known generosity, for his public
and private benefactions were exten-
sive both here and in South Africa. He
gave very freely to all public objects
whether charitable, educational or
artistic, and his unostentatious philan-
thropy saved him from being the tar-
get of the envious and prejudiced, as
most millionaires are. His endowment
at Oxford University of a chair of col-
onial history in furtherance of Mr.
Rhodeg’s -scholarship scheme was an
act fér which much gratitude was due
to him from the Empire at large. Mr.
Beit, as he has proved, was a man of
the highest ability and bound to make
his mark in the world, in whatever cir-
cumstances he was placed. By those
who met him in society he was looked
upon as a modest, unassuming man
with none of the ‘“bounce” so common-
1y ‘associated with self-made million-
aires.

Colonial Club.

This week a Liberal Colonial Club
was formed in London for the pur-
pose, mainly, of discussing colonial
questions. An inauguration dinner was
given at the Trocadero restaurant, over
which L.ord Durham presided, and rep-
resentatives of the self-governing col-
onies were amongst the guests. The
‘club is to consist of Liberal Free Trad-
ers interested in colonial questions. The
belief is that a sympathetic attitude
towards approaching colonial affairs is
of great importance to the Liberal
party. It is held that while various or-
ganizations exist within the Unionist
party for bringing British politicians
into touch with colonial affairs, none
exist within the Liberal party. There-
fore, it is to supply this, supposedly,
“long felt want” that the Liberal Col-
onial Club is formed. The new club
hopes to promote °the. objects thus
briefly indicated by organising in Lon-
don and elsewhere gatherings at which
representative men with colonial ex-
perience will be invited to be present.
The subscription should certainly be
within the reach of all, for it is only
five shillings yearly.

CHINAMAN GIVES VIEWS.

Wealthy Mongonlian of New West-
minster Writes Interesting letter.
‘ to the Press.

J. Laurtung, son of a wealthy Mon-~
golian resident of New Westminster,
has an interesting letter on the Chinese
question in Wednesday’s Columbian.
His father has been a resident of the
province for many years; owns a can-
nery and other ldrge interests near the
Royal City, and the son’s views may
be taken as those of the better: class of
his countrymen resident in British Col-
umbia. For thiz reason the communi-
cation is reproduced. It reads as fol-
lows:

“Last week in your. editorials I no-
ticed some remarks which you made
" strongly against the Chinese laborers.
I crave a little space to show the other
dide of the question which you either
did not see or else tried to conceal from

e public. As I am the leading Chi-
nese student in this province I feel that
it is by duty to defend the honor of my
countrymen with my pen though I am
not a full-fledged scholar.

You said the Chinese laborers were
blights in this province. I consider
they were the vanguards in bringing
about the prosperity of the West. They
opened communication between the
Fraser valley and the provinces across
the Rockies by building the Canadian
Pacific railway. .Out of seven -thou-
sand Chinese we- brought out for the
purpose, two thousand perished in the
task. Some, being unable to brave the
severe climate, died- of disease; some
fell over the precipices; some were
blown up by dynamite; some were lost

and some were drowned by flood in the
canyons. There were many accidents.
Now the West is opened and forests
were cleared by Chinese for other set-
tlers. Were it not for these laborers,
could this province be in such a pros-
perous condition to-day? Therefore
were the Chinese blights,-as you term-
ed them; and do they deserve exclus-
ion? They were not blights but were
the pioneers of prosperity of this prov-
ince, and they are so yet. You know
the consequence of the exclusion on
Kootenay district, not only there are
they suffering from the scarcity of
these excellent laborers, but right  in
the surrounding region. During-.the
last two months - more than twenty
farmers came to our store to find men
to work on their -farms; about. fifty
houses, hotels or restaurants-wanted
cooks;  and about ten land-owners
wanted men to clear their land, of these
few or none could be supplied. There-
force, Mr. Editor, is not the exclusion
of these laborers hindering the pro-
gress of this province?

You confessed that the white men
would not be on the ground ready to
take up the work dropped by the Chi-
nese and.-expected after a few years
there will be ample of white laborers:

The immigration from Europe to
Canada is like a cloud passing over a
dessert. It would be abserbéd gradu-
ally on its way till none was left for
British Columbia. The new provinces
make a greater demand for laborers
than this province. Therefore, Mr.
Editor, do you think the human cloud
will be ‘here until twenty .or thirt:;'
years hence. Would it be wise to cease
the growth of this province and wait
for such a long period? Of course you
can get Hindoos to take the. Chinese
place. Are the former any better than
the latter? I would not hestitate to
say, ‘““No.”

In conclusion let me tell you that ex-
clusion of Chinese laborers is a great
blow at Chinese merchants. Ruining
the Chinese merchants is the ruining
of Canada’s commerce with China at
present and in future; but I.-have no
time to deal with the commercial af-
fects to-day. I think I will write on it
again if time will allow me, - Thanks,
Mr. Editor, for your valuable space.
May you and my readers who are pre-
judiced against the Chinese hereafter
have a better opinion of them.

Maurice alludes to the remarkable
‘“Ben Hur,” wHich met with repeated
rejection, and-which, at length pub-

The following appeared in Temple
Bar of July. It is reproduced. in the
Times by the special permission of the
writer, Lieut.-Col. A. C. P. Haggard,
D. S. O., who, it will be remembered,
recently came to Victoria, with the in-
tention of making the . vieinity his
home. At present he is spending the
summer on Cowichan river:

One year, when waiting to hear of
the arrival of the salmon upon my
favorite fishing grounds, I was in the
meantime fishing the higher waters of
the Saguenay for the sportive ouanan-
iche, or land-locked salmon, which
haunt its heavier rapids and eddies,
near its point of issue from the hun-
dred-mile-round Lake St. John. Splen-
did sport I was enjoying in those ex-
citing waters when the welcome news
reached me from my Indian watcher,
Onesime Nepton, that the - king of
fishes had arrived from the sea.

This Onesime Nepton was a . Mon-
taignais Indian, whose real name was
Scarlet Plume, but he had been con-
verted and baptised by a worthy
French Father and had changed his
name with his conversion: He lived by
hunting in the district to which I pro-
posed to proceed, and many an excit-
ing adventure had we already shared
together in the recesses of the bhack-
woods. Scarlet Plume was a bold,skil-
ful and dextrous canoe man, as well as
a hunter; moreover, as I had personal-
ly .instructed him in the noble art of
casting a fly, he had become an ardent
angler. Any information from him
might therefore be accepted as accur-
ate. Accordingly I set off the Indian
messenger who had brought me his
letter, written upon birch bark, fifty
miles through the forest to the nearest
telegraph station with a message to my
sister and her husband in Quebec, tell-
ing them to come down the St, Law-
rence by steamer and to join me at the
little town of Chicoutime on the lower
Saguenay, while I started for a much
more adventurous journey myself,
through the awful rapids for minety
miles; intending to take two days in
“running” them down to the same
plaze.

My sister and brother-in-law were
then on their honeymoon and had come
out to Canada to pay me a visit. The
former was particularly anxious to
catch a salmon, and, while I was not
at all sure of her having sufficient
strength or skill to wield a salmon rod
while seated in the bottom of a birch-
bark canoe, I had promised her any
number of fine sea trout, and her hus-
band twenty salmon at least if they
would join me on the Sainte Marguer-
ite, which they were only too anxious
to be able to do.

The morning after dispatching my
messenger I gtartéed down the  river
with two birch-bark canoes, and four
French half-breed guides—skilled voy-~
ageurs all- of them and bold fellows.
For it required brave hearts and quick
eyes, a sure hand with the paddle and
a steady nerve, to shoot those many
miles of foaming tearing rapids suc-
cessfully at that season of the year.
For the river was not quite at its
highest level, so that not only would
there be considerable' danger from jag-
ged points of rock in\unknown places
just below its surface, but we should
have numerous falls to “jump.” That
ig, in our canoes, heavily laden with all
our stores and our tents, we should
have boldly to plump over the brink of
various falls in an unbroken body of
green water, and to land at the foot of
each in a succession of foaming waves
and tearing eddies, in which there was
the greatest danger of being swamped.
Indeed, only two years ago two gentle-
men were drowned while attempting
the same journey. In my case, how-

ever, such was the skill of my hardy”

canoe men, all went well for a time,
and would have continued to do so had
it not been for my own folly or care-
lessness—for I should have Kknown
better.

We had reached a point on the river
where the flerce Saguenay, dashing
and roaring, divides into two chan-
nels which surround a large island two
miles in length. This is known as the
Ile Maligne, and well does it deserve
its name. The most awful rapids on

the river surge all around its base, and |

a fearful whirlpool separates it from
another island above, upon which we
had stopped to lunch and also to fish
for a while for ouananiche. We had
no alternative but to cross the whirl-
pool, and then to portage or carry our
canoes and all our stores across the
portage trail at the other end of the
Ile Maligne in order to continue our
journey.

There is a great peculiarity
whirlpool, -which

in this
is about a hundred
vards across, and indeed fills up the
whole of one of the channels of the
river, the other being utterly impass-
able. This peculiarity is that the whirl-
pool sinks and fills up again at inter-
vals of every five or ten minutes. That
is to say, for flve or ten minutes or so
it is a whirlpool, and then, for another
minutes, the water rises,

end there is a smooth surface to tra-
verse. To cross it in safety it is neces-
sary to wait in the canoe, holding on
to the rocks of the island above. Then,
when the water fills-up, a rapid dash
must be made, paddling with all your
might, to gain the Malignant Island
on its further shore.

As T said, T had been fishing while
waiting, as this whirlpool is a noted
place for the land-locked salmon. It
is a fish which rarely exceeds five ¢r
six pounds in weight, although it does
occasionally run up to eight or even
nine pounds. It is usually fished for
with a trout rod with rather a heavy
gut cast and fly, as it is more sport to
kill thus on the lighter rod. Ouananiche
jump repeatedly when hooked and are
very stubborn, taking a long time to
tire out and bring to the net. I had
finished fishing, reeled up my line and,
rod in hand, taken my seat in my
canoe while waiting to see the other
canoe, which had most of the baggage,
cross in safety. This I saw accom-
plished, and then during the next ten
minutes, whilé the whirlpool ~ was
emptying itself and filling agaln, my

half-breed guides, Aleck I.essard and
Jacques Bonhomme, and myself, had a
sight to interest us such as we had
never seen before. For suddenly, in
the whirling, creamy foam, which
came floating round in masses, we
saw, showing above the water, the
back fins and tails of a quantity of
ouananiche of a size which was un-
precedented. It is the habit of thesé¢
fish to float about thus, in the white

‘“Mon Dieu! What a fish!. It.is a
nine-pounder!” cried Aleck Lessard,
and he was right. Quite forgetting
about the whirlpcol, which was flat
and full at the moment, I went on
playing the fish, the two guides for-
getting the whirlpool also, or else hop-
ing that they could get across to the
other shore in safety and thus land me
so that from the shore I could play the
fish.  But this the fish would' not al-
low; moreover my line was not nearly
long enough unless he chose to go
across himself, and this he utterly re-
fused to do. He kept towards the
centre of the river and there jumped
and jumped, or else swam under the
canoe again and again. During these
operations the two guides helped me,
by turning the canoe time after time,
s0 that the line got clear. At length
we were all three aroused to a sense of
our danger by a shout from the guides
who had preceded us, and now were
watching the contest.

“The whirlpool is emptying!” they
cried, “hurry across or you are lost!”’
But it was already too late, we were
seized in the vortex, and began turning
round and round in-the middle of -the
terrible pool. “Break the fish -off!”
cried Lessard and Bonhomme together,
as they made frantic but unavailing
efforts with their paddles to escape
from the whirlpool. But this I was un-
able to do.

That devilish fish, now thgt it had
got us into this danger, refused to al-
low itgelf to, be broken off:; It came
right. up ‘to the surface. a few vards
away from the canoe, so that my line
was quite slack, and there it 1azily
circled_round and round in the whirl-
ing water, keeping parallel to our-
selves. It seemed as if watching and
enjoying our terrible plight. Mean=
while, the cedar ribs of my canoe,
which I had just bought from an In-
dian and which was a perfectly new
one, groaned and cracked, as we spun
round and round. ever being drawn
lower and lower down, until at length
the water began actually to come slow-
ly over the sides. We thought that
the canoe’s back would break, and so
it would have done had it been old, but
it held firm. The guides Hhad ‘ been
abusing the canoe for .being new. and
heavy before this; had it not been new:
there would have been death for us
all. We sat now in silence, the guides
having ceased to paddle and I me-
chanically holding on to the rod all the
while. Suddenly I felt the strain of
[ the fish once more.

“The water has ceased coming over
I cried joyously, “the whirlpool is fill-
ing again!”

Years
later I caught another large fish at
the same spot, which I hooked twice
within an hour, catching him the sec-
‘'ond time with the fly, that he had
broken off the first time he was hook-
ed, sticking in his mouth. This will
show how voracious Is this species of
the salmon tribe when fairly on the
feed.

I arrived at Chicoutlme on the fol-
lowing day without further incident.
and the big fish, which we had taken
along with us, was the wonder of the
inhabitants, for although they had
heard of ouananiche of that size no one
had-ever seen one before. As for my
sister and brother-in-law, when they
saw it they wanted to be off to the
Sainte Marguerite without five min-
utes’ delay.

Upon arrival at the mouth of the
salmon river, however, we were met
by Onesime Nepton with rather bad
news. He told us that there had evi-
dently been big floods in the high
lands, and he feared that the water
would be too much colored for several
days for the salmon to take the fly.
However, he consoled us by sayving that
he knew of some excellent stretches of
light water, in which he thought we
could catch any amount of large sea
trout while waiting for the river to fine
down.
