There they remained, soaked to the skin
by every sea that broke over them, ull
day, constantly on the watch for some
passing vessel

That night the storm Increased in fury
and one great wave  crashed ~ aboard,
breaking the. legs of Seaman Arthur and
sweeping Grissell info the sea. Arthur’s
companions could do neothing to ease his
sufferings, but when on Satprday the
gchooner * turned completely over they
managed to cut his lashings and drag him
onto a piece of the after house. It was
several hours before they all huddled to-
gether. on the- little raft. That night
Arthur died in the arms of Captain Max-
well, and to relieve the overloaded raft
his ‘body was dropped overboard.

Sunday brought a ray of hope, when
a craft was sighted, but the gloom re-
turned as she passed by without heeding
the little group of arm-waving seamen.
That'night, however, the waves subsided
and a little rain fell, whichswas eagerly
caught in a tarpaulin-and brought slight
relief. It was only temporary, and not
long afterwards Mate Chase's mind gave
way entirely, dnd the craft was again
lightened when he threw himself into the
sea.

RECEIVED BY THE MIKADO. .

Baron Komura Made.a Report on Peace
Negotiations—The Emperor’s
Thanks.

Tokio, Oct. 16.—Baron Komura, the
Japanese peace envoy, arrived here to-
day. The Emperor showed an additional
honor to Komura by . dispatching to
Yokohama, where he landed from 'the
Empress of India, Colonel Inouye. His
Majesty’s aide de camp, who went ‘along-
side the steamer in a dispatch boat and
brought Komura ashore. - He landed at
the imperial enclosure, - While the baron
was on his way to Tokio by train ‘Col.
onel Inouye constantly kept at. his side
and on arrival here they drove together
to, the palace in an imperial carriage

sent from the household stables.

The Emperor received Baron -Komura
immediately, . and during the audience,
which lasted over an hour, it is believed
the baron made a full verbal report of
the- course of the peace negotiations.

At the close of the audience the Em-
peror honored the baron with a -written
personal message, highly prized by Jap-
anese statesmien. The message express-
ed satisfaction at the fact that peace

“Since the war bégan our army
navy have made adequate provision
home defence and military preparations
within the empire itself, and have with-

| ed & glorious suceess. Our civil officials,
in concordance with our diet, have dili-
gently perforined their duties’ i further-
ance of our will.: All measures for the

ministration ‘of domestic and foreign af-
fairs have been properly taken ag the
exigenc'es of the sitdation demanded.
Our ‘people, frugal amd prudent, have

expenditure and have generously contri-
| buted to the war fund, thus aessisting, s
| with one will,

The result is due in a large measure to
the benign spirits of our  ancestors, as
well as to devotion to duty of our ecivil
and military officials. and the self-deny-
ing patriotism of all our people.

those of Russia. The plenipotentiaries
of the two countries having met and cbn=
ferred. frequently, the Rnssian gleiﬂpo.
tentiaries have agreefl“tothe proposals of
onr plempotentmnes. whicli were dssen-
tial, having in view thé objects of the
war and the maintenance of pedce in the
east, thus manifesting the sincérity of our
desires, for peace. We hdve examined
the terms agreed upon by the pletiipoten-
tiaries, and having found them 'in entire
conformity with our will, wé have ac-
cepted and ratified them.

“Peace and glory thus having been se-
cu;ed, we are happy to invoke the bléss-
ing of the benign spirits of our ancestors
and to be able to bequeath the fruits of
these great deeds to our postérity. Tt is
our eareest desire to share the glory with
our people. and enjoy the blessings of
peace with all nations. Russia again is
the friend of Japan. and we sincerely de-
.sire that the relations of a good neigh-
bor, now re-established, shall become
‘both cordial and intimate.

“In this age, when there is no delay'in
the world’s progress, there should be no
cessation of the effort to improve the ad-
ministration of the nation’s affairs, both
internal and external.

“While military efficiency should be
maintained in full vigor. even in time of
peace, an earnest endeavor should be
made to attain success in peaceful pur-
suits, so that in equal measure with its
power the prosperity of the country may
be maintained and its permanent prog-
ress assured.

“We strongly admonish our subjects
against manifestations of vainglorious
pride and command them to attend to
lawful avocations and do ali that lies
in their power to. strengthen the empire.”

THE WEST INDIES,
Resources of These Colonies Brought Be-
fore British Public by Exhibition.

Toudon, Oct. 19.—For the, past. four
months the West India committee has
been endeavoring through the section of
exhibits - organized by them in the col-
onial and Indian exhibition at the Crys-
tal Palace to bring before the people of
Great Britain the many ‘charms and
natural advantages, and  the future
prospects of the West .Indies -and. to
awaken a lasting and permanent inter-
est in these colonies, as well as to show
what the islands can do if only the
markets are open to them.

The exhibition has_just closed, and it
is satisfactory to note that the promoters
have aroused an interest in the British
public far beyond what had been antici-
pated.

That the West Indies possess enor-
mous commercial resources
able; to ‘study the exhibits in the West
India court ig to be impressed with the
natural wealth of the islands. Sugar,
one of their chief products, has been well
represented in the exhibition by sugar
canes, which hdve been used'as a means
of decoration, and samples of sugar in
their raw and unfinished states.

It has been the endeavor of the West
India committee to: induce the British
people to use pure cane sugar in prefer-
ence to beet sugar, which is sent from
foreign countries.

SCOTCH STEEL
TRADE. BOGMING

CAPTURES BIG JOBS
FROM FOREIGN LANDS

British Plates Prove Their Superiority in
Test For Deck- Plating ' of -
Warships.

Glasgow, Oct. 19.—The Stee] Company
of Scotland hag seccured in coinpetition
with - American, French and German
firms large contracts from two foreign
governments for steel plates of high
resistance. The aelivery extends over a
period of two years. During the last two
or three months there has been a steady
revival in the Scotch stcel trade, which
has now culminated in a4 boom of extra-
crdinary prosperity:

The Steel Cowmpany of Sctloand, the
pioneer of the Scottish steel trade, has so
modernized its plant tha? it is in a posi-
tion now 7o undertake almost every class
of a contract.

‘All of the Scottish steel makers indeed
are exceptionally well sftuatéd in re-
spect.to orders on hand. During the last
week or ftwo cuite a. number of firms

bhave retired from the market in conse- |

quence of the contracts which they have
booked for some time ahead.

Great excitement was created on
‘change by the announcement of the
Steel Company’s stecessful tenders, and
by the further announcement that the
company has had to refuse further orders
amounting to 50 000 tons.

One of the contracts rumored to be for
the Japanese governmen. is for the deck
plating of swarships. Samples it is be-
lieved, were submitted by the Carnegie,
Essen and Creusot comapnies, whose
represcntatives were present when the
tests were made.  The Steel Company’s
plates stood the tests the best, it is said,
and that is the ‘reason the contracts go
to Scotland.

ost Office Surplus.

The annual report of the post office
department for the year ending June
30th last shows a surplus of $490,844.
This includes the service for the Yukon
and Atlin. If the Yukon apd Atlin be
left out the surplus is $09é 785. The
revenue for Atlin and the Yukon was
$101,940 less than the expenditure.
There were 419 new post offices opened
during the year, 841 new postal note
offices, 280 new money order offices, and
28 savings banks. The estimated num-
ber of letters mailed were 285,641,000,
as against 259,190,000 in 1904. The
stamp issue increased by over $566,000.
There was a general all round increase.

SELL SALMON DIRECT.

Fraser River Canners Change-Method of
Marketing New Pack.

Messrs. Le Barry and ‘Wolz, two promi-
nent salmon buyers of London, England,
who will purchase the major portion. of
the British Columbia Packers’ Associa-
tion’s ‘salmon pack for the year 1905,
have arrived in New Westminster, ac-
 cording to'd dispatch froth'® that city.
Heretofore, Fraser river cannérymen
have been ¢ompelled to ship their salmon,
assuming the risk’ of damage in transit,
to warehouses in London, where théy pay
storage for many months out of the year,
or until the broker is able to dispose of
the stock to the buyers. This year the
British Columbia Packers’ Association
succeeded in getting the bpuyers them-
selves to come to the hub of the indus-
try and buy the pack as it stands in the
warehouses on the Fraser river. This
method of sale is far more satisfactory
to the cannerymen than that conducted
in ‘previous years, and. brings better re-
sults financially. as it strips off the stor-
age in English warehouses and the dam-
age in transit, which has hitherto' been
taxed to the shipper.

STRANGE ACCIDENT.
Sportsman’s “Gun Discharged While
Struggling From Bffects of
Absinthe.

. Geneva, Oct, 19.—A terrible affair due
to the maddening effect of absinthe hap-
pened near the pretty village of Thonon-
Les-Raines, on the shores of Lake
Leman. A sportsman named I'rossard
returning from shooting stopped at an
inn- en the road to Vailly and called for
'a battle of absinthe. Though he had
evidently been drinking he was not
drunk; and Mme. Chatelain, .the land-
lady, supplied him with the liquor.

Affer taking several glasses he stag-
gered to his feet and attempted to leave,
but. was unable to keep upright and
stumbled repeatedly, finally falling in the
middle of tlle rosd. The landlady ran
to assist him, but the maddened man
struggled violently, and in the struggle
his gun went off. The charge struck the
unfortunate woman full in the face, and
practically blew her head off.

Plans Fer Exposure of Traffi. in State

The cashier
was teld by the director’ that he would
have to meet the paper obligations of the
institution negotiated” through him, and
he promised to insure the bank against
all loans for what he was résponsible.
The supposition is h& was unable to ac-
complish this, and fearing consequénces
took his life. Y

“Although 'bank directors acknowledge
having only $600,000 of tae state funds,
the assertion was made by one of th:
bank officials that the' HEuterprise had
more than
deposit” before the extenstve loans “were
made. According to this official all this
money is insured by notes of the Mer-
cantile Trust Co., of Pittsburg, and the
United States
Baltimore.”

CASHIER’S SUICIDE.

Ended His Life -When 'Examination of
Books Showed Bank Was
Insolvent.

Pittsburg, Oct. 18.—After an inves-
tigation of theé books of the Enterprise
National Bank of Allegheny, which dis-
closed that the bank .was insolvent, T.
Lee Clark, cashier of the institution for
years, went to his home last night, spent
a sleepless, mervous night, and to-day
took an ounce of opium, and then shot
himself through the head, dying at 2.30
p.m. An hour before the announcement
of his death was received at the bank a
telegram came from the comptroller of
the currency at Washington to close the
doors and appointing’ Bank Examiner

John B. Cunningham 'as. receiver,

The president --of ‘the bank, Fred.
Gwynne, to-day annbunced ‘that *Clark
had loaned thousands-of dellars to Penn-
sylvania politicians; that he himself had
endorsed ‘a note for -$50,000 yesterday
for Clark, concluding with the statement
that “If the shortageswas only $200,000
he wotild gladly pay:it himself.”

The ‘bank ' has wstate deposits which
will amount to $800:000, of which $398,-
000 is in’ the chéekirig or active account,
and ‘the rest i¢ in state sinking funds.
Mr. Gwynne in his statement said:
“Nearly $700,000 of the $800,000 state
deposits of our bank is out on paper of
state politicians. W. H. Andrews has
borrowed nearly $400,000; Frank J. Tor-
rance has borrowed considerable. I do
not know 'how much, but the bank, I
state, is solvent.”

VICTIMS OF TORNADO.

Eight Persons Killed at Sorento, Ills.—
Many Houses Demolished.

St. Louis, Oct. 18.-——A tornado struck
the village of Sorento, Ilis.,, 32 miles
northwest of St. Louis, last night, kill-
ing several persons dnd’ injuring others.
Forty houses were blown to atoms or
carried from their foundations.

During the day the dead bodies of four

WANTED FOR MURDER.*
R;x;f,wAlins Harmand, is Accused of
Killing a Young Rancher in
Montana.

The latest development in the case of
Camille Frederick Remy, alias Harmand,

| who is being held at Vancouver on sus-
| picion of having murdered W.

J. Olive:
at Wolf Creek, Montana, on September
23rd last, was the discaovery by the. de-
tectives Tuesday of a watch upon him
with the initials “W. J. 0.”, evidently
those of the murdered man.

Montana dispatches contain some de-
tails of the crime of which Remy is ac-
cused. The murdered man, Wason J.
Oliver, was a rancher. 24 years of age,
and was the son of the county commis-
sioner of Beaverhead county, Montana,
Last spring young Oliver travelled inte
Alberta with a wagon and fiver horses
and took up a raneh, and then returned
to his home in Dillon, Montana. In
August he set out for Alberta again with
a Frenchman whose identity -was then
unknown, but who is now supposed to be¢
Remy, and who was his constant com-
panion,

Oliver was last seen late in September,
about 20 miles north of Helena. and on
October 8th his bedy was found in  a
shallow grave on the edge of Wolf ereek.
It was badly decomposed, but was identi-
fied by the clothing; and the marks seem-
ed to show that the young man had been
killed .y a blow on the temple, Inquiry
showed that on” September 24th, directly
after the murder, the Frenchman, known
also as Harmand, had been seen driving
his own wagon and pulling Oliver's be-
hind, and later he burnt the body of
Oliver’s wagon and sold the four wheels
to a rancher. who was able to describe
the murderer to the officers. Remy was
traced to Nelson by the American offi-
cers, and the telegram sent by Chief of

Indictment Returned Against '~ Former

Bank Presidents and Other Officlals.
# Denver, Col.,, Oct. 17.—Leomard Im-
boden, James A. Hill, C. Wilfley, E. E.
Hull, H. L. Hull, C. E. Riberts, W. I.
Camp, D. M. Cary, A. B. Davis and J. H.
Edmonson were indicted by the grand jury
to-day en the charge of conspiraey to
stealing $1,712,587 from the Denver Sav-
ings Dbank.

Wilfley and Edmonson were formerly
presidents of ' the Denver Savings bank
and Hill was president of the same bank
when a receiver was appointed on August
15th. H. L. Hull is president of the Mount
Vernon Savings bank, of Boston; Roberts
and Cary are officers of the Cherokee State
bank, of Enid, Okla.; Camp and Davis are
officers - of the Texas State Trust Com-
pany, of Fort Worth, Tex:; while Imboden
and E. E. Hull are promoters.

In addition to the general conspiracy
indictments, seven indictments were found
agalnst Edmonson on charges of larceny,
embezzlement and converting the funds of
the depositors to his own  use. He s
charged specifically with the robbery of
$105,000.

Four indictments were returned against
Wilfley, charging him with lending certain
funds belonging to the bank and securing
heavy commissions for his own use.

One indictment was returned: against
Hull, charging him with the embezzlement
of $10,000.

Warrants were immediately issued for the
answer of the indictments. Imbeoden, Wil
fley and Hill were arrested to-day.-:

Canada sold last year in American mar-
kets sixty-eight million worth of goods,
while during the same period the United
States exported one hundred -and forty-
three million dollars’ worth of her pro-
ducts to Canada, we do not understand
exactly theground upon which the writer
bases his conclusions. Having regard to
the relative proportions of the popula-
tions of the two countries, we hold that
the reasonable view woudl be that Can-
ada has good ground for the belief that
if the statistical returns showed precisely
the reverse of what they do show, we
should have greater reason to be satisfied
with the commercial relations of the two
countries. We submit that if the coun-
try with the greater population consumed
the- larger proportion of the pro-
ducts of the country with the
smaller population, that ivould be a
condition satisfactory to the advocates
of reciprocity in trade. As the conditions
are just the opposite, it is not difficult to
account for ‘the attitude of indifference
adopted by the people of Canada towards
all overtures made by Americans for the
improvement of trade relations. Further-
more as it has been abundantly demon-
strated that it is mot with the object of
removing the inequality of trade condi-
tions, but with the idea of accentuating
them, that Americans periodically come
forward with suggestions of conferences
and commissions, the apathy and indiffer-
ence of the people of this country to all
such overtures is not difficult to compre-
hend. The politicians of the United
States evidently believe that the balance
of trade, as they term it, being so largely
in favor of their country, it would be
extremely impolitic and unbusiness-like
on their part to agitate for any change
which might have the effect of equaliz-
ing conditions. Their position being what
it is, of what avail for Canadians to
consent to the re-assembling of the Joint
High Commission or of any other body
commissioned to inquire into the rela-
tions of the two countries? There is but
one course for us to pursue. If we are
not satisfied with the present commercial
status, we must take such action as
sesms gord 1n our eyes to bring about a
change. And that action we shall take

4f it 'can be taken without injury to our-

selves. The attitude of Canada will in
alk probability be made clear by the
Finance Minister during the next session
of Parliament.

HUNGARIAN DISSATISFACTION.

The cause of the present political crisis
in Austria is perhaps not clearly under-
stood by the majority of newspaper read-
ers in the new world. That there is a
state of umrest, bordering on rebellion,
which may in the end cause the dismem-
berment of the Austrian Empire, is clear
enough, but the nature of the grievances
upon which the agitation led by M. Kos-
suth, som of the first persistent agitator
of the name, is not so clear. The leader
of the reactionaries has explained to the
correspondent of an® English newspaper
the aims, objects and ambitions of the
party which is agitating for reforms, and
will continue to insist upon them even to
the point of dividing asunder of the em-
pire. To the simple mind of the west-
erner who concerns himself politically
with things that are really essential the
agitation may appear to be founded upon
trivialities, and possibly as an excuse for
stirring up strife with. a view to precipi-
tating a crisis of real magnitude. M.
Kossuth I1., then, does not say explicit-
ly that the trouble is entirely and funda-
mentally racial, but after reading his ex-
planation little doubt upon the point is
left upon the mind of the discriminating
reader. In relation to the language of
army command, he declared that in the
‘Austro-Hungarian agreement no mention
is made of any “common” army. The
king of Hungary controls the Hungarian
army within the limits of the constitu-
tion, but ‘the constitution has never hint-
ed at the Hungarian army being com-
manded in German. It has not specifi-
cally forbidden such a thing either, but
in another law of the conmstitution it is
provided that the language of public ser-
vices in Hungary shall be Hungarian,
and he would ask whether or not the
army was a public service.

generally paid for their own soldiery,
and it was not a state army in the be-
ginning. When the combination with
Austria- came, the officers were of all
nations, and the Austrians brought in
many of theirs. To tell the truth, our
own Hungarians were too lazy—there is
no other word for it—to take the trouble
to reorganize and start a Hungarian
army. so they left it to the Austrians for
the time being. It was for this reason,
and with a consciousness of this defect,
that Article X1, expressly left the ques-
tion of language of command to be deter-
mined constitutionally later on.

/QUALITY IN IMMIGRANTS.

General Booth of the Salvation Army
has been a remarkably successful leader.
Few of the projects to which he lent his
countenance and favor have been fail-
ures.

Agricultural
laborers are in demand in England at the
present time. It is even claimed that a
great and ever-increasing portion of the
country is being given over to unproduc-
tive purposes, because tillers of the
soil cannot be ' procured at reason-
able remuneration. The land is being
denuded of the ¢lass which was at one
time considered its backbone. Conse-
quently the situation as between the
Mother Country and the ‘colonies in thig
matter of emigration is that the - class
which is desirable from the colonial point
of view is the class Great Britain desires
to retain. The policy of promoting the
transfer of whole colonies has not been
successful from the standpoint of either
ithe immigrants or of the country... te
which the immigrants came., The immi-
grant who is likely to succeed is he who
upon his own initiative, stimulated by .a
noble ambition to improve his condition,
sets out for a new country. Such are the
men Canada as well as Australia desires.
That is the class that is being attracted
by the fame of our Northwest as an il};ri-
cultural country. They are pouriué_ n
there from all quarters of the globe at the
present time. We are not getting many

of them in British Columbia just yet; but”

our time will come.

CARNEGIE'S UTOPIA,’

We have the miost sincere. admiration
for Andrew Carnegie in the latest stage
of his mental development. There was
a time, we féar, when all the actions of

the Scottish-American millionaire could

not truthfully have.been deseribed as in
absoiutely harmony with the original but
apt epitaph he is reported as desirous
of having inscribed upon the monument
which must in the course of time mark
the spot where his dust is finally deposit-
ed. He had not the complete regard for
the welfare of his fellow-men that he
ought to have had during the days when
e was laying the foundations of the
wealth he is now willing to distribute for
the amelioration of the conditions of the
masses of all nations. But we must as-
sume that Andrew has repented, and we
must also allow for the fact that even
the working classes are not at all times
reasonable in their demands. Having
provided reading matter for all communi-
ties considered deserving of the same,
having handsomely endowed educational
institutions, having created a ’“hero
fund” from which refvards are bestowed
upon all who risk their lives in the effort
to prevent the destruction of the lives of
their feHows, having bought an estate in
Scotland, laid out a golf course thereon
and taken to the only recreation that
brings perfect peace to the soul and gives
wholesome recreation to the bédy, ®the
ironmaster with the iron mind is devot-
ing such times as yet remains at his dis-
posal to the inculcation of the principles
of peace within the minds of the men
who rule the nations. Andrew has a
scheme which he believes ought to seal
the sword in its sheath and plug up the
muzzles of rapid-fire guns. The enterprise
contemplates a declaration upon the part
of all non-combatants of non-intercourse
with nations which will not listen to the
teachings of wisdom, but persist in the
old and obsolete methods of settling -dis-
putes by might and by power. Mr. Car-
negie, as might be expected in one edu-
cated in the school of experience from
which he graduated with such high
honors and emoluments, believes that
trade is all-powerful. He thinks the sus-
pension of trade relations with all sister
powers ought to bring belligerents to ‘a
proper realization of the folly of their
courses. But if the collapse of business
should not be sufficient, then recourse
could be had to war. ‘A combination of
powers could be formed which would re-
duce; by force, the combatants to a
state of penitence and subjection. That
is the point at whiech the weakness and
illogicalness of the peacemaker's plan
makes itself apparent. It involves the
maintenance of the armies and navies of
all nations upon a scale approximating

ptire conditions whick ©obtsin at;the pres-
ent day and itsmust allow for the pessi-
bility of*alliances between the-powers for
defensiye purposés. Se that:if one grand
combination wndertook, in the interests
of ‘thé  world’s pedce and’ harmony, to
foree another powerful _aggregation to
cease from troubling, the greatest and the
most calamitous war in the history of the
world might he preecipitated. But “the
+ruth/j§ that thetpaltions have already
combined on the lines suggested by the
Pittsburg milliondire, and there is not a
diplomat responsible; for, the movement
who does not sincerely believe that he
has -acted in the interests.of peaece.

ADVANTAGES TO BE
GAINED BY PROVINCE

Avother Article in the Serles on Suc-
cussful Frolt Growing Ia British
Coluwbla.

This week the Times publishes an ar-
ticle on the prevention of pests in the
orchards, being 'the twelfth of a series
en fruit growing which has appeared.
The writer says:

The fo@r. important principles of fruit
growing are tilldige, fertilizing, pruning
and spraying. The intelligent pr.&ctice

of all four are essential as a full measufe:

of success is impossible when any of
these pringiples are neglected or misman-
aged. KEach principle has a direct bear-
ing on the other, The health .of the or-
chard depends on the ecareful practice
of the three first named principles.
Weak trees, like weak people, first fall
vietims to pests that prevail; and clean-
liness in the crcharg is just as important
as proper sanitation in the city, and for
precisely the same reason, viz: to pre-
vent conditions arising: that are favor-
able to breeding of pests. We are favor-
ed in British Columbia in the fruit grow-
ing business. We have a handieap over
all other fruit distriets iw~— America.
This is the only province where the
more serious fruit pests have not gained
a footing. When ‘we consider what this
means to the jndustry here, ths pros-
pects for the flture look bright.

Wherever orchards -have been planted
pests have gradumally crept in and estab-
lished themselves. Conditions have be-
come so Serious from the effect of their
ravages, even in Canada, that whole
communities have been compelled to-root
out théir erchards. Means to combat
theim were, not generally known twenty
years agd. Necessity to gave those who
had invested their money fh' the work
forced men to think, and the result was
the advent of spraying with the varions
mixtures to poison, choke or burn the in-
sects or fungus causing the troubie. This
has been successful in overcoming the
difficulties, “but its use is of more value
to prevent attack than to cure the dis-
ease, especially in ¢ld orchards where
past neglect of all the principles govern-
ing fruit growing left the trees entirely
"at the merey of every kind of -pest exist-
ing.

The orchardist of to-day’ starts with
a fresh hope as a result of this discovery
and general interest-has been revived.
Some ascribe ‘the absence of cerious
pests here to our climate; claiming that
it- is unsuited to their propogation. It is
well known by these in a position to
judge that this is not the case.. Were
this notion to gain- ground and our
stringent preventative measures against
the intpoduction of these serious pests
set aside, the consequence would be to
end for good this valued boast. Had not
the provincial agricultural department
foreseen the condition that we would
have to face if San Jose scale or.codlin
moth had been introduced by admitting
infected nursery stock and fruit- unin-
spected, our prospects to-day would not
look so-bright.. California has. - spent
millions of dollars:in fighting these pests
and their efforts have not yet been pro-
ductive of the desired results, although
they have checked their ravages. Oregon
and Washington have the same trouble,
and the dreaded pests.were at our bound=
ary line. The eternal wvigilance of our
fruit inspectors -and others in respon-
sible positions have been rewarded. To
their energies in-enforcing the law and
at the same time visiting the orchardists
here and preaching prevention the eredit
is due, and .not te. our favored climate.

The cleanness of our fruit exhibited at
New, Westminster fair recently secured
a well earned recognition at the hands
of one of the leading premologists. of the
age, Professor Van Deeman, who after
critically examining it, said in effect:
“’t has seldom been my. Ilot to see so
fine an exhibit of fruits, and never in my
experience have I seen one so entirely
free from serious insect pests.” _Com-
menting on the value to the provinge of
this observation, Thomas _Cunningham,
provincial fruit inspector, said: “In.the
near future a hox - of
‘grown in British Columbia’ will enbance
its value 25 cents.”

The writer agrees that this is not over-
‘estimating its real value., Maultiply the
annnal ontput of apples in hoxes as time
goes om and a fair idea can be formed
of the value of enforcing the preventative
law at the proper time. The experience
of the past in enforcing the regulations
hag in the'present demonstrated its wis-
dom. The money. spent has been well
spent. As the 'industry grows these
officers ‘should be increased to meet the
demands for thorough work.

Every grower in the province should
exert himself and strive to maintain our
present ' premier position. If  we can
truly pregerve the reputation -of having
a province free from serious insect pests
cur industry can branch out ° without
limit. We ean command the respect of
our less favored competitor and hold the
upper hand in supplying the markets of
the world. y

If we fail in our duty to demand from
our representatives in parliament “ade-
quate protectibn,” the advantage we now
hold will slip from us. It is not a party
question nor is it a provincial question,
but a Dominion question in the broadest
sense. Let us comnence at the Pacifie
slope, where the ‘right éonditions exist,
and by forethought and combined effort
sweep the San' Jose scale and ' eodlin
moth into the Atlantic. Onr provincial
treasury has so far ‘borne thé brint of
the expense for protection. The work
must go on. Expenses will increase with
the growth of the industry. Tt behooves
the Dominion and Provincial govern-
ments to co-operate and jointly work
and share proportionatély the expenses
necessary to establish for Canada’ and

for the provinee of British Columbia an"

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SEWER WORK WILL
-~ BE COMMENCED

THE CITY COUNCIL SO
DECIDED LAST NIGHT

Also Considered the By-Law Regulating
Hack Stands and Other Civic
Business.

Zhe city council met last evening, being
an adjourned session from Monday night.
There was just a guorum preseunt, con-
sisting of Mayor Barnard, and Ald.
Fell, Oddy, Goodacre, FKullerton and
Hanna.

The first matters taken up were the
Permanent Sidewalk By-laws, Nos. 8
and 9, which were discussed at the Mon-
day night meeting. Both were passed.

The amendment to the Hired Vehicle
by-law, introduced by Ald. Hanna, was

., taken up and passed. This by-law re-
lates to the hacks, hotel busses, ete., at
the C. P. R. landing, and specifically
points out where eaenh kind of vehicle
may stand, as foliows: Hacks and busses
for hire must oceupy the north side of
Belleville stre extending east from
Menzies str o east side of Men-
zies stree Bellevilje street;
hotel omu stand on north side
of Belley extending west of
Menzies . Lpress wagons may
stand on easi swic of Menzies street
south of Belleville street. It is further
provided that the vehicles must stand
close to sidewalk and in single file. Also
that these vehicles must not occupy
these spaces longer than is necessary to
take up or set down passengers or to load
or unload goods, except for half an hour
before the arrival of steamer.

The section of Hired' Vehicles by-law
regarding charges, etc., is also changed
to read: ‘In driving one or two persons
from- one place to another within the
city limits, provided the total distance
does not exceed two miles from the place
of engagement, 50 cents. If the distance
exceeds two miles then for each mile or
fraction of a mile in excess thereof, 25
cents.

Some little discussion was indulged in
as to what constituted the place of en-
gagement. 1t was finally agreed that
as the aldermen understood it that the
place of engagement was the point where
the carriage stood at the time of the
engagement.

The construction of the sewer to drain
the district lying east of Moss street and
the Fernwood road and south of Edmon-
ton road, with an outlet at Clover Point
was next taken up.

This sewer was discussed at some
length, especially as to the advisability
of using the larger sized pipe at an ad-
ditional cost of about $3,000, and in hav-
ing an outlet at Ross Bay instead of
Clover Point. It was finally decided to
proceed with the construction of the
sewer, using the smaller pipe, ag it was
_ample for all needs of the district affect-
ed for many years to come.

A communication from the deputy min-
ister of marine and fisheries regarding
the shore grant at foot of Queen’s avenue
on Rock Bay was received. The letter
stated that the grant could be secured
by the city for a yearly rental of $100,
but that the lease could be terminated
at will by the marine department.

Much discussion was indulged in over
this. It was the concensus of opinion of
the aldermen that the terms made in the
letter to the city were wholly unsatis-
factory and did not fill the bill.

Ald Fell said: “This letter is not what
we want. We do not ask for a lease
from year to year.”

Ald. Oddy: “We ought to. get a free
grant to this property.”

Mayor Baranard: “I understand that
it-is the custom now of the government
to charge all they can get for water
grants.” f

It was finally decided to write a letter
to the department, setting forth that it
was not a lease which the city wanted
on the property but a free grant.

A petition from Senator Templeman
and other citizens was read. It asked
the city to open St. Andrew’s street
from 'Simcoe to Niagara. It was re-
ferred to the city engineer for report.

A communication from the secretary
of the Orphans’ Home regarding a boy
with weak eyes was left over until Mon-
day night, the same to be investigated
in the meantime,

The plumbing inspector recommended
that a six-inch pipe be laid on Belmont
avenue, south from Pandora for eighty
feet, to drain’ the premises of Mrs.
Laing. The engineer said it would cost
about $30 to do the work, and it was re-
commended that the pipe be laid.

The extension of the surface drain on
Alfred street north from Stanley avenue
to connect with some new houses under
construction was laid over until the next
meeting.

A letter from A. T. Goward, local man-
ager of the B. C. Electric Railway Com-
pany, was received regarding the pay-
ment of certain sums of money to again
place several streets in good shape that
had been left in disorder. It was agree-
.able for the company to pay as follows:
On Pandora avenue between Douglas
and Amelia streets, rock surface, $150;
Bay street from Government street to
east end of Rock Bay embankment, rock
surface, $100; Work sireet between
Bridge street and Point Ellice, rock sur-
face, $100; corner of Pembroke and
Government street, filling and rock sur-
face, $50.

City Engineer Topp: “I believe that
the city ought to spend a little more
money on these streets and put them in
good condition instead of just the bit
which will be affected by the railway re-
pairs. It seems a pity to fix up only a
small strip down a street when for a
little more we could put the whole street
in good shape.”

Ald. Hanna: “Why not accept the
money from the railway and wait u.til
we can fix the entire street.”

It was finally decided that the city
engineer should make estimates regard-
ing the cost of the renairs needed.

The council then adjourned.

Special interest centred in the fact that
the delegates . to the late Dominion
Trades and Labor Congress, J. D. Mec-
Niven M P. P., and A. Johnson were
present, and gave- a report of the pro-
ceedings. They made allusion to the im-
portance of the convention which would
be held in this city next year. The full
detailz of the proceedings were not given
by the delegates. It was announced that
the full proceedings would be published
in the October number of the Labor
Gazette, and@ would also be printed in
pamphlet form, and in that way all
would have an opportunity to get it. A
vote of thanks was tendered to the dele-
gates for their efficient services at' the
convention in a representative capacity.
A vote of thanks was also accorded P.
M. Draper, the secretary of the con-
gress, for his assistance in securing the
convention for Victoria.

The secrtary of the council was in-
structed to furnish McMaster & Co., of
Vancouver, with a copy of the Victoria
Labor Directory as requested.

The council also dealt with a com-
plaint against’ the city council to the
effect that in the construction of a road-
way along the water pipe line from the
Royal Oak hotel to Beaver lake there
were employed men who did not reside
in the city. It was alleged in the com-
plaint that four of fhe six men given
work on the road in question were non-
residents of Victoria.

It was urged
that there was no need of this as there
were many men in Victoria who would
gladly avail themselves of the opportun-
ity to work on the line. The civie com-
mittee was given power to interview the
Mayor and aldermen on the subject.

In September
both the city and the power .company
made application for a record. He pro-
ceeded to outline the- reasons why a
record should not be granted.

Mr. Justice Duff wanted to know if all
these questions were not to be settled by
the commissioner.

Mr. Luxton thought the company had
the right to be heard in court on the
question. He argued that there had been
a trespass upon the property of the plain-
tiff company, and that these questi‘ons of
a right of record came up on an applica-
tion of this kind. The act of incorpora-
tion of his company and amending acts
gave the company the power to acquire

| and hold all necessary property for the
| purposes for which it was incorporated.

[t was provided that if the ecity of Vie-
toria required water to be supplied the
company should do it at a fixed rate. The
company had bnilt reservoirs and earried
out tue works necessary. for this latter
contingency.

At this point Mr. MePhillips gave no-
tice that, representing the Victoria Power
Company, he claimed the right to ex-
amine Mr. Lubbe, notice having been
served upon the latter.

Mr. Luxton said he knew. of no such
notice, not having received it before he
left the office.

This checked the proceedings in so far

| as the power company was concerned,

and Mr. Luxton, therefore, devoted his
attention exclusively to the city's side
of the case.

The company, Mr. Luxton said, had in
compliance with the act of incorporation
appropriated all the waters of Gold-
stream la%e and tributaries.

“What are you doing?’ asked Mr,

Mr. Luxton said the «c.upany had
taken levels of the country, made dams
and reservoirs and gathered together the
water.

“What are you doing with it?” asked
His Lordship.

Mr, Luxton in reply said they were
supplying water to the tramway company
for power.

“Yes,” replied Mr. Luxton.

“Where is_the record applied for by
the city?”’ asked Mr. Justice Duff.

“One is 175 feet below the power
works on an artificial waterway the
company has,” replied Mr. Luxton.

Continuing, Mr. Luxton held that under
the act of 1892 the Esquimalt company
must be prepared to supply the city of
Victoria -with water. It was provided
that the water should be supplied on ap-
plication within 15 months. This Ilat-
ter part of the condition could not be
carried out unless the works were com-
pleted to supply the wafter.

Mr. Justice Duff wanted to know
what objection there would be to going
below the dam built by the company in
order to get a supply of water.

of running water did mot go with land.

It might, he suggested, be made to so
act by legislation.

Mr. Luxton held that the water in this
district was not subject te the provisions
of the Water Clauses Consolidation Act.
It was clearly specified in that act that
rights held by the Dominion were ex-
cluded.

Mr. Luxton then took the ground that
the water was not such as .could be re-
corded. No one had a right to get a
record anywhere right down to the mouth
of the river unless perhaps in the case
of a resident farmer or a miner having
rights. He then went on to say that the
company held a part of the lands in fee
simple, The water was really artificial,
not  natural, and was gathered by
reservoir, and no one had a right to make
a record.

Continuing, he said that before
he could grant an injunction it would
have to be shown that the ecity had some
wrongful act in contemplation. He
could hardly see how it eould be called
appropriation to go below the dam after
the water had been used. He wanted
to know how it appeared that the pro-
posal interfered with carrying out the
obligations whieh the company had to
supply water.

Mr. Luxton said that probably the
company would have to build reservoirs
below the dam: to furnish the water
required.

“But suppose the comm:. ~hculd
make it conditional upon your r.ziits not
being intferfered with?”’ suggested His
Lordship,

Mr. Peters then opened his argument
on other points, He held that the com-
pany had peculiar and exclusive rights.
By the act of 1885 this was confined to
Thetis lake and Deadman’s river. In
1892 similar rights were given in Gold-
stream. The right was given to enter
upon land and expropriate the water
whether it belonged to private indi-
viduals or mot. It had the right to
divert and appropriate water for all
fime, It might not be possible to own
water in a certain sense.

Mr. Justice Duff said that that was
according to common law only, but the
legislature might give the right.

Mr. Peters held that the aect did that,
and gave this power.

Mr. Justice Duff then asked:
does appropriate mean?”’

Mr. Peters said i answering this the
subject to which it is applied must be
looked at.

Goldstream, where the company went,
was at some seasons of the year no
stream at all. At other seasons it was
a rushing torrent.:; It was of no use as
a water supply or for power purposes.
When the water was taken and made
available for water supply or power pur-
poses it was appropriated. When dams
were put across and the water bridled
the water was appropriated.

His Lordship thought that appropria-
tion meant taking possession of for some
of the uses of the company.

Mr. Peters then pointed out that under
the statute the company was bound to
keep 5,000,000 gallons per day available
for the city. The amendment to the act
put in at the instance of the city re-
quired this in order to protect the city’s
rights. The company was put under a
legislative duty to supply this water. The
fifteen months aliowed to do it was only
intended to allow of the laying of the
pipes. The company, therefore, had ‘to
keep in reserve the 5,000,000 gallons a
day.

The city had no right to expropriate.
All that it was entitled to was a water
supply upon payment for it.

Taking up the subject of the land ob-
tained from the B. & N. Company carry-
ing exclusive rights His Lordship could
not see that a person who held a grant
from the E. & N. was without the pro-
vincial act. The riparian rights exclud-
ed by the act applied to mavigable
waters.

Mr. Peters held that apart from that
the city had no rights. Only two per-
sons under the aet could get a record in
such a case. Neither the city nor the
power company were one of these. The
city council would never be crazy enough
to spend half a million dollars in getting
a supply of water which might be taken
away at any time, which would be the
case under an ‘interim record. Interim
records, however, such as were suggest-
ed by His Lordship could only be given
to the owner of land or a mine who
might be deprived of rights given umder
an act, .

The scheme of the Waterworks Act
precluded this application for a record.
There was provision made for the
Esquimalt Waterworks Company to sup-
ply water to the city. The city attempt-
ed to get water for the same purpose.

Mr. Justice Duff thought that it might
be construed that a specially incorpor-
ated company had been given such
sweeping privileges that it put out ot
execution the working of the Water
Clauses Act.

Shortly after Mr. Justice Duff took his
seat this afternoon for the purpose
of continuing the hearing of the appli-
cation, he asked counsel when they would
be willing to go to trial. Some date in
December was suggested, but Mr. Bodwell
promptly * objected. He stated that the
city would be willing to waive present op-
position if the Esquimalt Waterworks Com-
pany agreed to go to trial on the 3rd of
November. "After some consideration . thd
finally met with the approval of the coun-
sel for the opposing interests, and the court
rose with the understanding that the hear-
ing of the case will commence on the date
mentioned.

Seen by a Times representative immedi-
ately after His Worship Mayor Barnard
expressed the opinion that the first round
of the tilt with the Esquimalt Waterworks
Company had resulted most satisfactorily.

THE CITY MARKETS,

It is announced by the wholesale mer-
chants that Japanese oranges will arrive
in the course of a week, several consign-
ments having left the Orient a few days
ago for this ecity. Owing to the ready
sale for that fruit in Victoria and at
other coast points a larger stock than
usual has been ordered. It is probable
that the oranges will retail at the usual
price, fifty cents a box.

The declaration of war between Dixi
H. Ross & Co. and the Bakers’ Asso-
ciation in regard to the price of bread
is probably the most interesting occur-
rence in connection with the markets
during the past week. As mentioned in
these columns the former firm advertised
and are still doing so, bread at five cents
a loaf, while members of the Bakers’
Association are selling it at something
over that price. What the outcome will
be. cannot be predicted, but there is no
doubt that indications point to a reduc-
tiou in the price of bread in the near
future. It is stated that flour has de-
clined to a still greater extent through-
out the east and the effect of this should
be felt in Victoria within a brief pericd.
The result, according to those who are
intimately acquainted with the condition
of the market, will be the placing of
bread at its original price—five cents for
a loaf of the standard weight.

Apart from a slight rise in the price
of eggs these are the only important
changes during the past week.

SUPPOSED MURDERER.

Captured by Detectives in Vancouver—
Wanted in Montana,

A supposed murderer was captured
Monday by Detectives Mulhern and
Waddell, in a room above the Poodle
Dog restaurant at the corner of Dupont
street and Columbia avenue, Vancouver.

It is also hinted that
the treaty will modify the prejudice in
Australia against the Japanese as aliens,
as under the circumstances it will be
hardly possible to shut them out of that
country.

From a purely party point of view, it
is interesting to note that the compact
with Japan has been subjected to more
criticism by the extreme radical party
in. this country than any other section
either at home or abroad. Having found
it extremely hard to question the extent
and spirit of the alliance, they have
given it as restrained and grudging
a welcome as possible. However, it
would really have been too much to ex-
pect that the present government could
do anything that would please the sup-
porters of Sir Henry Campbell-Banner-
man.

The Prince’s Tour.

Many sightseers and visitors havée been
attracted to the dockyard at Portsmouth,
where H. M. S. Renown is lying in
readiness for her royal passengers, the
Prince and Princess of Wales, who will
embark at that port for their tour in
India. It is no easy matter to gain ac-
cess to the royal apartments on the Re-
nown, and most visitors have to be con-
tent with a view of the promenade deck.
Being amongst the favored few who
were allowed a glimpse into the private
quarters, one ‘was surprised to see how

simple was their furniture and decora-.

tion. The Princess’ apartments, situ-
ated on the promenade deck, are really
charming. The furniture and decoration
is white with pale blue carpets and hang-
ings, wardrobes and cupboards are fitted
in the walls of the Princess’ cabin and
a noticeable feature of the royal apart-
ments is the swinging cots, which are
specially constructed to minimize the mo-
tion of the vessel should the weather be
rough. The Princess’ boundoir looks out
on the promenade deck, and it also is fpr-
nished tlirougheut in swhite, upholstered
in a simple chintz of .rosebud design. All
the fittings are of silverplate. . The only
difference in the Prince’s apartments is
that the furniture and woodwork is ma-
togany.. The whole has asbright, cheery
look and there is not a .gapndy touch
throughout the scheme of decoration.

To Cure Dull Sunday.
For the vast majority Sunday in Eng-

land is a day of dullness unspeakable;
it is therefore comforting to find that_ our

clergymen are beginning to unbend from
their uncompromising attitude with re-
gard to recreation on the Sabbath day.
At a recent diocesan conference several
churchmen concurred in their bishop's
view that reasonable reereation might
be indulged in on Sundays. They saw
no reason why rowing, golfing and lawn
terreis, or any other game which-did not
make other people work, should not be
indulged in, provided the games were
played after church time. That this de-
cision will be received by the ‘“unco
guid” with horror does mot concern the
average man or woman much. It is
time that the chur~h took a reasonable
view of this question. The playing of
an innocent game has surely more to
commend it than the wusual “loafing”
through the day with nothing to do, time
hanging on one's hands like so many
leaden hours,

SUNDAY SCHOOL LESSON.

“TAINTED MONEY” AN ANCIENT
ISSUE.

The International Sunday school lesson
for October 22nd is, ‘“Rebuilding the Tem-
ple,” Bazra iii., 10-iv., 5.

In the old we may discern the new; the
vexed “tainted money’ issue which at pre-
sent disturbs the churches was a factor in
the life of Judah twenty-five hundred
years ago. And the changing affairs of
world politics which then enabled the
- ASEANT
exiled Hebrews to return to Jerusalem
find their analogy in old world develop-
ments, where the Jews are receiving
toleration and consideratlon as a Tesult of
political conditions with which they have
had little or nothing to do.

Because of Cyrus’ broad, tolerant policy
of statesmanship, the Jews made pilgrim-
age back to the ruined city of David, to
restore the temple and worship of Jehovah.
After months of weary travelling, that
must have cooled the zeal of the faint-
hearted, the waste and desolation:that had
once been the beloved home-land was
reached. Then ensued all the dreary, mono-
tonous, enthusiasm-killing work of provid-
ing shelter and defence and Zfood for the
transplanted colony. The vision of a re-
stored temple, which had fired their hearts
in Babylon, seemed in the far future now,
as- they faced the actual work of building,
and realized that it would be years before
the structure could be completed.

First Things First.

Nevertheless, they did not wait for the
full temple service before resuming their
mnational religious life. They at once set
about building up the altar on its ancient
base, and then, with this, the heart of
their worship, as a centre, they began to
observe the fasts and holy days which
were vital factors in binding the Jewish
people into oneness. There is a practical
suggestion in this, to the multitudes whose
religious life has been allowed to reach a
low ebb because home duties, or ilimess, or
secular calling, or any one of the dozen
considerations, has prevented them from
worshipping regularly with the congrega-
tion of God's people. I1f they camnot go
up with the multitude to the house of the
Lord. they can at least keep the fire of
devotion burning on the altar of the heart.

All makers of a new life do well to give
heed to the altar and its pre-eminent place.
The new home should esfablish on its very
first day a family altar. The new com-

munity should observe the good old rashion"

of providing for services of worship on the
very first Sunday. I have stood on the
rock at Clark’'s Island, Plymouth Bay,
where the Pilgrims gathered for worship
on Sunday ere they landed at what is now
Plymouth. Ged’s part, as represented by
the altar, must be first part. The con-
demnation written of some of the Jews, a
little later, was that they built ceiled
houses for themselves, while the temple
was yet unfinished:
The Great Antiphonal.

In a big city the corner stone laying of a
new church is a commonplace event, since
the churches keep pace with, or exceed,
the development of the city. Yet it is a
momentous occasion, and we have here a
good example for celebrating it with all
the jubilation possible. In the stones and
timbers of a mew chureh is hidden history
that only the angels can write!—history of
lives quickened, of characters formed, of
ideals fixed, of sorrows sanctified, of Dbur-
dens lightened, of sore tragedies wunder-
gone! History of baptism, of childhood’s
first memories; of sacramental seasons
when heaven seemed very near to earth;
of the solemn joy of the wedaing day; of
the heart-breaking hour when the face of
a loved one is forever shut from sight In
the casket of death. To build a factory
or an office or a statue is a small matter
alongside of the building of a church.

These” returned exiles somewhat
of the epochal character of the occasion
when they Iaid the foundation of the new
temple.

One looks in vain in many mod-
ern church services to see'where the praise
of Jehovah comes in; it is mostly for the
praise of the choir. The churches are
growing happily more fastidious in their
cholce of hymns and hymn books; it is to
be hoped that this diserimination will ex-
tend to the persons chosen to sing the same.
The only music proper in a church Is that

which volces the sentiment of the congre-

gation and is sincere worship of the Lord.
And when a people really are moved re-
ligiously, they will want to do their own
singing; they will not be satisfied to haye
somebody else do it for them.

Joy That Is Too Deep for Smiles.

Over in Wales the wonderful religious
meetings of the past year haye produced
extraordinary manifestations of emotion.
People have wept, laughed, sung and
shouted under stress of Iintengse feeling.
Advocates of emotionalism in religion may
find warrant for their belief in this epi-
sode in Judah's history. The celebration of
the laying of the foundation was a noisy
one, ‘“The people shouted with a great
shout.” Well, why not? Nobody marvels
that men grow demonstrative over politics
or baseball or football; why not over some-
thing vastly more important?

So moved were the multitude that many
wept. The old men’'s memories were stir-
red, as they remembered the fortner house,
and all that had transpired since its fall.
To their eyes unbidden tears came, and
their lamentations equalled the tumult of
the shouts of joy, so that weeping could
not be distinguished from laughter. Well
it is for a people that their aeepest feel-
ings are concerned in the welfare of' re-
ligion. If we could know that there are men
and women so solicitous for a spiritual
awakening in America that they agonize
whole nights in prayer, with tears, we
would count the kmowledge a surer fore-
token of a coming revival than any. num-
ber of elaborately-devised ‘‘campaigns” by
armies of evangelists.

They plotted, schem-
ed and antagonized. But, with varying
degrees ‘of steadfastpess, the Jews perse-
vered uatil the temple was built and their
dream realized. Happy is the man whom
no opposition can deter from his main life-
purpose; and espeetally the Christian man
who cannot 'be sidetracked from Christian
work becauge of any disagreement with
“fellow Christians. The one great concern
before the Jews was to get the temple
bufit; and the one chief concern Wwith every
life®should be the creation of .a soul-temple
that will promete the worship and glory
of God.

As a musical
performance it was a failure, .and many
pérsons tittered; but the radiant glow on
the old man’s face, as his cracked volce
gaye utierance to the deepest desire of his
heart, told me that his was singing which
must have been sweeter to God's ear than
all the artistic performances of frivolous
and irreverent gquartettes,

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The hymn book is a refuge from wander-
ing thoughts on ocecasions of worship.
Within its covers are 1asterpieces of
poetry that may be memorized in a few
minutes. Is the.  sermon dull, or worse?
There are better sermons jin the hymn book
preached with all the witchery of poets’
words. In any case It
commit one noble hymn to memory every
week., This soon gives one a wealth of
sp'ritual richés that are both a joy and
an inspiration.*Thus one may rise to the
heighte of a “Toplady, a Heber, a Newman,
a Watts, a Wesley, by mea.tation upon the
classic lines {n«Which they have embalmed
their richest' experiences.
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There is always better work ahead. No
soclety ‘has redched its limit;' neither has
any life, despite the dead-line of forty
theory. Everybody can take up his per-
manent habitation in that “largest room
in the world"’—room for improvement. To-
day’s good may be bettered to-morrow; so
that best remains always ahead, even some-
where In the remote ages of eternity's
growth.,

with the Psalms of David may be permit-
ted to die the death of neglect; it wui be
no loss to worship.
