It will thus be understood that be­
tween the ill-conceived prohibitory law 
passed in 1889, and present depart­
mental neglect of guardianship, the 
salmon fishery of the Southwest Mira­
michi—and things are going in the 
same direction on the Northwest—is 
threatened with extinction. ^

To the settlers and others who are 
destroying these valuable fisheries 
there ought to bo no quarter shown. 
Most ot them who are netting in 
defiance ot law are doing so in the roost 
wanton and reckless manner. Wherever 
they have the chance to do so they 
stretch their nets all the way across the 
channels of the rivers and intercept 
every ascending salmon or grilse. They 
would, if they could, capture the last 
fish in the rivers, regardless of the fact 
that none would be left to restock 
them. The fact that pailiament has 
done them a wrong by prohibiting a 
reasonable enjoyment of the fishery,and 
encourages them in poaching by its 
neglect of guardianship, does not excuse 
their folly in slaughtering salmon in 
and out of season, as they undoubtedly 
do, and they will only have themselves 
to blame if the law is soon invoked 
in a way to which they are not yet 
accustomed, and they are made to 
suffer penalties, to the danger of which 
they now seem entirely indifferent.

FISHING
Destroying Our Salmon Fisheries.TACKLE.
Interest in the fate ot our salmon 

fisheries—especially those of Mirarai- 
chi waters—has been considerably 
increased of late by reports of illegal 
fishing at different points. Protection 
of the fisheries in non-tidal waters has 
always been inadequate, while legisla­
tion on the subject has been enacted at 
Ottawa calculated to develop whatever 
latent spirit of lawlessness there may 
have been in the people living along 
our rivers, the result being now realised 
in the fact that the netters seem to have 
detvi mined that no salmon ascending 
the livers shall be permitted to reach 
the breeding grounds. A fairly clear 
idea of the situation may he had from 
the following і emarks on the subject, 
which are in last year’s Report of 
Fishery Commissioner D. G. Smith 
[Crown Land Report, appendix B, 
pages 12 and 13] :

AT THE CHATHAM CARRIAGE Equity sittings, St. John, before Mr. 
Justice Barker, July 9. Bridget Mills vs 
H. H. Fallen et al.

This is an application on behalf of plaintiff 
for an injunction order to restrain Wm. 
B. Snowball from paying over to H. H. 
Fallen, executor of the last will and testa­
ment of the late Dr. John Fallen, deceased, 
the sum of $2,700, being the amount of 
purchase money on the sale of the Fallen 
homestead in Chatham.

An injunction order was granted by 
Judge Barker on the 21st May last to 
continue till 12th July inst, the defendants 
to show cause, if they saw fit, on 9th day 
of July iust, why the injunction should be 
dissolved.

The plaintiff’s bill of complaint sets forth 
that three executors and trustees were 
appointed under the will, viz Herbert H. 
Fallen, Alfred Fallen and S. Habberley ; 
and the two latter renounced the executoi- 
ship and disclaimed the trusteeship ; that 
Herbert H. Fallen fyled no inventory of 
the estate, as required by law ; that he 
converted to hie own use the stock in trade 
of the drug store conducted by his late 
father, and otherwise misconducted the 
affaire of the estate.

fishing in non-tidal waters is practically 
disregarded on long stretches of the St. 
John and Southwest Miramichi Rivers, 
and it is also violated to a considerable 
extent on other fluvial waters of the 
Province. Rivers which are thus illegally 
fished are not those flowing through 
Crown Lands, being mainly between 
Fredericton and Kilburn, on the St: 
John, and Indiantown and Boiestown on 
the Southwest Miramichi, which are sup­
posed to be under protection of Dominion 
officers. I do not know how many of 
these are employed on the stretches 
stated, but it is well known that the 

ber is inadequate to prevent netters 
from doing what it is feared will prove to 
be a permanent injury to the salmon 
fisheries of both these important rivers, 
I am also sorry to report that fishing in 
the tidal water in the vicinity of the 
Southwest Miramichi Boom is carried on 
with nets of illegal length, which often 
prevent salmon having a reasonable 
chance to pass beyond that point.

“The attempted prohibition of salmon 
netting in non-tidal waters everywhere in 
the Dominion is held by many to have 
led to reckless and destructive fishing, 
which would hardly have been possible 
under a regulative law. The people liv­
ing along our salmon rivers had, from the 
earliest settlement of the country, 
enjoyed the privilege of taking salmon 
with nets in front of their land». Many 
of the old crown grants expressly con 
veyed to the riparian owners the right of 
fishing; and, as salmon do nob take tiro 
fly in the portions of the St. John and 
Miramichi to which I refer, the prohibi­
tion of netting had practically the effect 
of depriving them of taking salmon at all 
—-thus preventing the people from openly 
enjoying what they looked upon as a 
natural as well as legal right. It 
however, hardly to have been expected 
that the prohibitive Dominion Act of 
1889 woula prove capable of enforcement, 
save under the guardianship of an 
adequate number of overseers and war­
dens. Such a force not having been pro 
vided, the settlers—particulaily on the 
Southwest Miramichi—may be said to 
have taken charge of the river and defied 
the few officers placed over them by the 
Fisheries Department, while, as 1 am 
credibly informed, there has never been 
any serious attempt made between Fred 
ericton and Kilburn on the St. John to 
stop the illegal netting there,

“The prohibitive net law has, there­
fore, been considered a mistake by many 
who are earnestly desirous of having our 
valuable salmon fisheries preserved, inas­
much as it has caused many of the settlers 
along the rivers affected to think it no 
harm to become law-breakers, and the 
remainder, who do not themselves break 
the law, to be in full sympathy with 
those who do, and ready to abet and pro­
tect them in their netting operations in 
every possible way. The result is that 
salmon have now little chance to get past 
illegally set nets, wbipb the Dominion 
officers are almost powerless to prevent 
being fished, and are frequently stretched 
from side to side of the rivers. The 
result on the Southwest Miramichi is a 
gradual diminution of the number of fish 
which annually ascend to the pools in the 
vicinity of аіад above Burnt Hill, and it 
is'feared that unless salmon fishing with 
nets on that river is efficiently regulated, 
instead of being nominally prohibited, 
the fishery for both netters and sports­
men will be destroyed.”

7050—LadiThe Minister of Fisheries who pro­

posed, and Parliament which passed the 
bill of 1889, sweeping, as by the stroke 
of the pen, from thousands of our people 
such a time-sanctioned privilege as that 
of taking, under proper regulations, a 
few salmon tor even domestic use as 
they passed their doors, showed an 
utter disregard for natural rights. In 
our smaller rivers it was right to pro­
hibit netting for salmon. In such 
rivers as the St. John and Miramichi, 
it was not right Sir Hibbert Tupper 
appeared to think that all he had to do 
was to have an a*t paasoîd 3weeping 
away the privileges .1 furred to, and 
everybody would respect it. That 
showed that he had no knowledge of 
the people with whose interests he was 
dealing. Up to 1889 net-fishing for 
salmon was allowed in our larger rivers 
under a regulation confining tiie length 
of nets to one third the width of the 
channels. That system worked very 
well, because it was the interest of 
«very licensee of a net to see that his 
neighbors’ nets—especially those fishing 
down stream from Lira—did not en­
croach beyond the legal distance in the 
channel, lest they should take fish 
which would pass upwards and, pet- 
chauce, be caught in his net. In this 
way every settler having a net privilege 
was, in a sense, a guardian also. When, 
however, Mi water Tupper deprived all 
settlers on these rivers of their fishing 
privileges, he forced them to become 
either actual law breakers, or sympa­
thisers with those who were so. Hence, 
the demoralization of the river fisheries 
and the conditions existing to-day, for 
while the law is prohibitory of fishing 
it may be said that the Southwest 
Miramichi waters are left almost 
altogether to the mercy of the poachers 
from Boiestown downwards. In other

L A very interesting case is being heard at 
Bathurst b>:fore His Honor Judge Wilkin^ 
goo at the County Court, which opened on 
l$th inafc.

The trustees of the school district of the 
town of Bathurst assessed one Wm. R. 
Johnston (of Bathurst school fight fame) for 
district school taxes. He refused to pay, 
and in due course an execution was issued 
against him at the instance of the trustees 
for some $50, which execution was deliver­
ed to Hiram C. Carter, a town constable, 
who levied on certain property of the de­
fendant. The latter caused a writ of re­
plevin to be issued, and the property taken 
by the shefiff, claiming that not being a 
resident of the district and having paid his 
school taxes in another district, the assess­
ment and any proceeding thereunder were 
invalid.

The defendant pleaded that he was not 
guilty, and made a second plea, that the ex­
ecution appeared to be regularly issued by a 
justice of tfie peace, who had statutory 
power to issue execution for school rates, 
and that, therefore, this execution was ж 
justification for the constable.

Ths plaintiff replied that there was no 
legal assessment, and that any execution 
issued upon such assessment w*e vpid. To 
this the defendant demurred, and the ques­
tion to be settled upon demurrer is: whether 
an execution, having been issued by a Justice 
of the Feace having statutory power to issue 
same, is not sufficient justification to a con­
stable who executes it; or, second, whether

One Lunatic Kills Another.
DIED

A Bridgetown, N. 8. despatch of 9th inst. 
•ays •—“A terrible tragedy was enacted 
last night in the Annapolis County Insane 
asylum in Bridgetown. An inmate of the 
asylum named Jacob Bain was murdered in 
his bed by a maniac named Walter Beve­
ridge.

"When the keeper this morning entered 
the sleeping apartment occupied by both 
men Beveridge apprised him of the fact that 
there was a dead man in the room, and 
upon examination Jacob Bain was found 
lying in his bed dead with his skull frac­
tured, the result of a couple of blows dealt 
him by Beveridge with a slat taken from the 
bedstead. When questioned upon the 
subject Beveridge admitted that he had 
committed the deed, saying that 6ain was 
about to kill a person named Melissa, and 
he waa obliged to kill Bain to prevent him 
doing so.

"Neither of the men have been inmates of 
the asylum over a year. They were both 
considered perfectly harmless and were al­
lowed to occupy the same room. They both 
belong to Yarmouth county and are aged 
between forty and fifty years.”

employment of a certain number of 
minutes or hours listlessly going through 
exercises and gieoes with the satisfied 
feeling that one has done his duty. To 
others it means the hard practice of ex­
ercises and pieces with the discouraged 
feeling that the goal is as far off as 
ever. What one needs to feel after prac­
tice is the glow of conscious progress 
permeating his whole being, looking for­
ward with longing to the next day’s 
practice, instead ef with the listleesness 
or loathing that accompanies any but 
progressive practice.

What one needs in practice is to have 
a distinct object or aim in view. It 
toay be precision, brilliancy, velocity, 
evenness or lightaess. It would be well 
if each student were to make ont for 
himself a study plan, with the finger 
exercises and portions of pieces to be 
practiced each day, with the object aim­
ed at in each day’s practice.

If one were to practice a study the 
first day with the aole idea of memoriz­
ing the notes, the second day to secure 
correctness of teuoh, time, fingering and 
dynamic signs, the next day aiming at 
velocity forte, the next day velocity 
piano, and so on, including the different 
aims to be embodied in the study, the 
progress made in each day’s practice 
would be far more satisfactory than if 
one divided the attention on the differ­
ent pointa which together constitute per­
fection.

In the beginning of practice on any 
passage aim at one thing at a time. 
Later the practice may take in two or 
more aims, till at last the fingers auto­
matically perform their duty, leaving 
the mind free to conceive the interpre­
tation.

It is evident that, 
other things being equal, the individual 
who has the greatest amount of com­
bustible material stored in his system at

The taste of American china painters 

is beginning to incline toward conven­
tional decoration, always satisfying and 
suitable to all occasions, says Art Ama­
teur. One of the best decorators of table 
service in New York reports all of her 
largest orders as coming in this direc­
tion. They are executed in the highly 
glazed tints applied by “dusting” the 
powder colors upon the surface cf tlje 
ware, the tint forming a colored baud 
of graceful, irregular design on each 
dish. Elaborate scrolls of raised gold or 
white enamel or both fnrnish the orna­
mentation and sometimes bands or ir­
regular spaces filled entirely with dots 
of paste and then covered solidly with 
gold are added with excellent effect 

For examfdc, on a pretty, quaint 
sugar bowl and creamer the baud at the 
top of the howl may be covered with 
these tiny dots, giving, when finished, 
a gold band of very rich appearance, 
while the curving lower part of the 
bowl ia tinted in plain color.
