vicinity, such homesteader may per-
form his own residence duties by liwe
ing with the father (or mother).

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THE HUDSON'S BAY LINE.

It should not be* believed, although
wvery little has of late been heard, that |
the proposal for the construction of a
railway to Hudson’s Bay has been
dropped. It is understood that in
government circles strong efforts are ‘
being made towards the construction of |
this road and that there is at the pre- |
sent time some possibility of the work
being under way before very long.
This question has been before parlia- |
ments of Canada for upwards of
twenty years, and previous to the ac-
gession of the’ present government an
offer was mé#de, which still holds good,
of 12,800 acres of land per mile to any
combany building the road. The Cana-
dian“:lqmmvsome time ago planned
to take advantage of this land grant, |

but owlng to “the fact that all its avail- |

able capital has been necessary for
‘extensions through the prairie country !
the promoters have been unable to
give proper atention to the Hudson's
Bay line. The Canadian Northern,
however, made a preliminary survey
of the proposed route to Fort Chur-
chill and actually built the first eighty
miles, starting from the line Etoimami,
150 mileg east of Prince Albert, and
zoing as far northeasterly as the point
gnown as the Pass. It is understood
that Mr. Willilam McKenzie, of the Ca-
nadian Northern, has recently been ne-
gotiating with British capitalists in an
sndeavor to float bonds for the com-
pletion of the Hudson's Bay line to
Fort Churchill, a distance of some 500
afles, and that in this effort he is sup-
orted by the government which will
avorably consider the proposition sub-
rtted by him and which will guaran-
ee bonds and pay subsidies on steam-
rs running between Fort Churchill
nd Purope. It is intipated that per-
aps before the close of the present
sssfon of parliament a bill may be
abmitted whereby the government it-
.elf will undertake to build the line if
<he Canadian Northern plan fails to go
through. If this were done and if the
land now offered were retained by the
government, the railway could be built
practically without cost, as the entire
outlay “would “come back to the coun-
oy on the sale of !t.he land in question.
Judging from results obtained by the
C. P. R. in the sale of their western
land, the area now offered by the gov-
ernment would prove sufficient not
only to reimburse the country for the
construction of the road, but to build
and equip wharves and elevators and
ortheﬁ necessary facilities,

MR. BRODER TALKS
ON RAGE SUIGIDE

Follows in the Footsteps of
President Roosevelt

Canada Faces Serious Problem Which
Her Public Men Must Soon
Deal With

OTTAWA, Ont., April 2=~During the
budget debate in the House, last night,
in the course of g criticism of the
Department of Agriculture, Mr. An-
drew Broder, of Dundas, made an in-
cursion into one of the special pre-
serves of President Roosevelt, race
suicide. He claimed that the policy
of  the Dominion Government was
taking people off the soil and training
the -women of the country to shun
motherhood. In support of his thesis
that people were leaving the land, Mr.
Broder cited the year book of 1906 to
show that in the older provinces there
were in 1901 75,798 fewer occupiers of
the soil than in 1891. In the meantime
the occupiers of the soil in the West
had increased by 67,814, thus showing a
total decrease for the Dominion of 9,-
984.

The member for Dundas then con-
tinued: “Now, I assert that the policy
of this government is taking people
off the soil, and this is an economic
question which lles at the very basis
of prosperity and permarence of any
country. Any policy that denudes-the
soil of its population in a new country,
is a wrong one, and has a worng tend-
ency. We talk about the tariff; about
percentages of trade, while we over-
look the greater question of the popu-
lation that should be fastened upon
the soil,

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A GREAT BLAST.
R i

One of the largest blasts ever fired
in France was discharged recently at
the quartzite quarries at Cherbourg
and js said to have displaced 120,000
tons of stone. A tunnel measuring six
feet wide and six feet high was driven
into the face of the cliff for a distance
of seventy feet, and at the end twa
branch tunnels, each twenty feet long,
wcere driven to the right and left re«
spectively. These branches ended in
chambers forty feet apart and seventy
feet fiom the face of the cliff and
measuring each 10 feet by 6 feet by 6
cet. The chambers were charged with
cight and a half tons of blasting pow-
der and 280 pounds of dynamite, and
the blast was fired electrically, The
quartzite obtained from this quarry
finds much favor in England as & road

ARMY INTO SLUMS

.

Bishop of London Will Head a
Monster Procession

e ——

Submerged Tenth fo be Given a Near
View . of the Glories of
the Cburch

LONDON, April 2.—The Bishop of
London, the Right Rev. A, F., Winning-
ton Ingram, intends to organize a mon-
ster religious demonstration in the
slums of Westminster.

Some of the worst slums have been
destroyed by the magic of the mod-
ern builder of apartment houses, but
there still remains an area which Is
considered by soclologists to be far
worse in the way of morals and sani-
tation than any spot in the East-end
of London.

Through these squalid streets the
Bishop of London will march at the
head of a great Church of England
procession on Saturday, April 4. ‘The
procession with banners and mottoes,
will wind in and out of mean alley-
ways and courts headed by a sur-
pliced choir singing, “Onward, Chris-
tain Soldiers,” and finally a midnight
service will be held at an ancient
church known as St. James. the Less.

The popular bishop has scores of
“workers,” mostly women of good
position, spending their entire days
trying to better the conditions of
those who live in Westminster slums.

Mr. Joseph Pope Prop oses Branch to Look
After Canadian Diplomacy

OTTAWA, April 2.—Among the pa-
pers made public with the report of
the Civil Service Commission is a me-
morandum submitted to that body by
Mr, Joseph Pope, G. M. G., Under Sec-
retary of State, for the establishment
of a Canadian Department of External
Affairs. Mr. Pope, who is probably the
best Canadian authority on this sub-
ject, points out that there is now no|
common authority to deal with our re-
lations with the other parts of the Em-
pire or with other mnations through
Great Britain, with the result that our
records of these relations are now in
chaos. He suggests that to meet the
need the department of the present
Secretary of State might be divided
into two parts, one for Canadian and
the other for external affairs. His ob-
ject, he explains, to the commission-
ers, is to establish “a more systematic
mode of dealing with what I may term,
for want of a better phrase, the exter-
nal affairs of the Dominion.”

Mr. Pope continues:— .

“My suggestion is, that all despatches
relating to external affairs should be
referred by the Privy Council to one
department, whose staff should con-
tain certain men trained in the study
of these questions, and in the conduct
of diplomatic corgespondence. These
officials should be in close touch with
the other departments, from which
they could draw all necessary informa-
tion, the raw materials, as it were, of
their work; but the digesting of this
information, and its presentation in di-
plomatic form should rest with them,
through, of course, the same channels
as at present; for in this suggestion
there is no thought of change in that
regard. Every effort should We madse
to collect from the beginning all papers
bearing on the questions I have indi-
cated, from the office of the Governor-

General, the Privy Council office, the
various departments and the Foreign
and Colonial offices. I wish most earn- |
estly to impress upon all concerned‘
that if this work is not soon system- |
atically begun it will be too late. The | |
few men throughout the service con-
versant with these questions are grow-
ing old, and must soon disappear. So
far as I know they will leave no suc-
cessors. Much of the early history of
\these subjects, so far as Canadian
records are concerned, will thus be
lost.

o1 recommend that a small staff of

fully selected, be attached to the de-
partment, whose creation I have advo-
cated, and that they be specially train-
ed in the knowledge and treatment of
these subjects, In this way we shall
acquire an organized method of deal-
ing with international questions which
at present we wholly lack.

“] have spoken of the creation of
another department, but I see no rea-
son why this work should not beidone
under the supervision of the Secretary
of State, whose present department
might be divided into two sections, one
for Canadian, and one for External
affairs.

Another continued habitually unruly,.in order that
she might be placed in the punishment cell, where
she could steal from the gratings wire, from which
she constructed a pair of corsets, that she laced so
tightly as to make her faint.

A NOVEL REWARD

At last, the governor of the prison, helpless in the
presence of the general insurrection, confessed him-
self vanquished, and made rather 'becoming tailor-
made jail costumes the prizes of good conduct. In a
short time all the prisoners were behaving like angels,
and all were wearing tailor-made suits.

Thes; have passionate natures, over there in Italy;

But the experience of all officials demonstrates
that it does hold good in America to precisely the ex-
tent to which regard for appearances is displayed by
women outsfde of jail. ' The completely negligent
woman—and she. is of the type that fréequently arrives
in jail—is as negligent, untidy and unkempt in her cell
as she was in her home. A ‘

But the female prisoner who has been accustomed
to preserve her appearance at its best speedily finds
ways and means to convert even the prosaic prison
garb into an attire the neatness and freshness of
which are in themselves an adornment. And, it may
be remarked, the warst offenders are often the most
presentable prisoners.

Final as the prison’s verdict may seem, there are
two ultimate deeps to which & woman may come that
represent the extreme tests of her vanity, One is

when she commits suicide; the other, when she goes
mad.

The testimony of coroners is that women, as a
rule, present the characteristic of premeditation in
their suicides. A man, despondent, caught in the
crotch of some nipping adversity, is liable to walk up-
stairs and hurriedly blow out his brains, hang him-
self or cut his throat.

A woman is prone to think it all out studiously, to
arrange everything as carefully as she can for the
certainty of her death and the settlement of her af-
fairs and to choose the method of suicide which is
least painful and the least disfiguring.

That is why so many suicides of women come to
be classed by coroners under the head of ‘‘asphyxia-
tion.” When they take carbolic acid, it is usually be-
cause they are in ignorance of the anguish and the
unsightly scars they incur; the woman who poisons
herself with carbolic acid is commonly the one who
snatches up the bottle on impulse.

Eut the woman who selects illuminating gas, ordi-
narilv, knows perfectly. well that she is going to pass
away dreamlessly, and that she will be found in the
morning with a tinge of strangely lifelike color in
cheeks to which the tints of youth have long been
strangers.

She will oftentimes dress herself in her best, put
under her pillow a memorandum of her accounts and
dispose -her very body so that the daylight will fird
her, at least, a presentable corpse.

It is only when women become insane—when they
lose the mind that dis the seat of all intelligent mo-
tives and emotions—that their vanity drops away from
them,  like some garment that clothed themn in such
loveliness as.they could make adjunct to their sex.

Universal as is the regard for their appearance
among women  so, long as they are sane, certain as
are jailers to find always some small trace of womanly
preening among the most hopeless of prisoners, ex-
pectant as are coroner’s deputies of encountering a
_“neat case” when they are called to investigate a
woman’s suicide, the physicians attendant in a lunatic
asylum have their greatest difficulty in keeping the
female lunatics from the most complete disregard of
dress and of the ordinary conventions of life.

Up., to the border: line of insanity, even Wwhen,
emerging from the blank abyss of sheer lunacy, the
patient:recurs to an intelligent consciousness, all her

normal pride or vanity asserts itself. But the hour
when her sane self is forfeited, her self-esteem van-
ishes, 8o far as any trace is discerned in her physical
condition. ;

With one exception—an important one: That many
of the women insane develop a mania for adornment
and a pitiful imagination that they are, in truth,
female personages famous in history for the beauty of
their persons or the magnificence of their raiment.

In the intellectual death, as in self-chosen physical
death, the ruling passion stays strong.

SHIPBUILDING IN BRITAIN

Ever Decreasing Number of Contracts for Old Gountry Yards

—Employment of Chinese on Merchant Vessels.

i ST TS

LONDOIN, Aprili 2.—The question of
the increasing employmetnt of Chinese
Jabor on English tradinrg Ships, to
whiéh Mr. Fenwick drew attention in
the House of Commons last week, iS
gne of vital importance. It is urged
that ship owners are evading the law
and escaping their liabilities under such

« ‘imeasures as the Workmen’s Compensa-

ticn Aet. Mr. Havelock Wilson, who
recently exposed the dangers of Chinese
fmmigration went so far as to state
that during the year something like
fifty per cont. of either Chinese or Las-

s had taken the place of British la-
bor on tramp steamers. A strong pro-
test, too, was made by Mr. John ‘Ward,
who said that organized labor in this
country- woul@ most strenuously op-
pose the ousting. of British labor by
Asiafics, a sentiment which was freely
endorsed by the various speakers. The
government, however, did not seem to
.take so serious a view of this matter
as the Labor menders claim they
should do.-The Parliament Secretary of
the Board of Trade explained that his
department had already made inquiries
into the subject, and he had been in-
formed by port officials that there was
undoubtedly a tendency towards the
employment of Chinaimen in home
ports.The request for a select commit-l
tes to investigate the question made
by Mr. Fenwick he hoped would not be
pressed, as he was quite certain that
the Board of Trade wculd be able to
deal with the matter. The resolution
was withdrawn and the matter ended
for the time beirg. But unless some
firm and effective steps are taken now
to check the steady and growing influx
of Chinese sailors on British ships, the
matter may easily become too big to
handle effectively. The reason for the
employment of Asiaties in the place of
British labor is obvious. They accept
lower ‘wages, and they also submit to
a muech cheaper scale of diet, and, fur-
ther, the owners have not the same
responsibility towards them as they
have to British seamen.In these days of
cutting rates, ship-owners have every
incentive to eeonomize at the expense
of the seamen.

En English shipbuilder, whom neces-
sity compels to keep a pretty sensitive
finger on the pulse of trade, says that
the current depreéssion is the worst in
twenty years, Many causes of this ge-
plorable state of matters could, he
aémitted, be cited, but, in spite of the
arguments that were urged for the ma-
jority ‘of them, two .most disquieting
facts of the situation persisted in wor-
rying him. The average man is inclin-
ed to laugh at foreign competition in
shipbuilding. That was because the av-
erage man did not care about looking
the facts Tn the face. ~ The first fact
which' disguieted this. shipbuilder -was
that in 1907 more ships were built in
the United Kingdom for foreign own-
ers than in 1906, and the second that
mcre ships wera built abroad in 1907

than in 1906. Not only were foreign
shipbuilders cutting into England’s
business to a larger extent, but the Bri-
tish were more and more ecquipping
foreign shipowners whese economic ad-
vantages were already numerous with
the means of making British shivown-
ers less and less profitable. British ship-
owgers are not to be blimed for this,
of course; but people who talked light-
ly about foreign competition should not
be allowed to ignore this reacting ef-
fect, Foreign competition was a stern
reality. Dutch and German builders
were actually quoting better prices for
cargo .sieamers then the Iinglish were.
Germany was cutting England out for
river craft in South America and else-¢
where. Even England’s practical mono-
poly for the construction of torpedo
craft was menaced, as the tenders for
the Portuguese boats recently went to
show. Not only were there German and
French coneerns in this competition,
but Italian and American as well

Stage fright cause the sudden ter-
mination of a speech in the House the
other day. Mr. H. DeR. Walker moved
the second reading of an Edueation Bill
and was proceeding very satisfactorily
with bis maiden speech, when without
any warning he concluded and sank in-
to his seat, evidently suficring from €X-
treme nervousness.

 INSURANGE

BERLIN, Apl. 2—Nothing in the so-
cial legislation of the past thirty years
has given more satisfaction to Ger-
mans than the splendid series of Im-
perial insurance laws covering acci-
dents, sickness, invalidity, and old age.
As the late president of the Imperial
Insurance Department, Dr. Bodiker,
used to say, they form a corona Of
legislative enactments which will re-
dound to the glory of the new German
Empire far more than her greatest
military achievements.

It was the old Emperor Willlam I.
who initiated this work of conciliation
and social reform. Towards the close
of 1881 he sent a rescript to Prince
Bismarck solemnly stating that it was
his imperial duty to impress upon the
Reichstag the necessity of furthering
the welfare of the working classes.
“The Lord,” said the pious old Kaiser,
“has blessed our reign, and we would
be happy if we could carry with us to
the' grave the consciousncss of having
given our country an additional and
lasting assurance - of internal peace,
and the conviction that we have ren-
dered to the needy that assistance to
Nwhich they are justly entitled.” The
Kailser then mentions insurance
against industrial accidents and sick
relief insurance, and winds up with
this reference to old age and invalid-
ity:—‘Those who are disabled in con-
sequence of old age or invalidity pos-
sess a well founded claim to a more
ample relief on the part of the State
iHan they have hitherto enjoyed. To
devise the fittest ways and means for
making such provision, however diffi-
cult, is one of the highest obligations
of every community based on the
moral foundations of Christianity.” It
is important to note that this vast
scheme gives the workman a due and
just provision as a legal right, in or-
der that he may not be compelled to
rely on public charity.

The old age and invalidity law of
Germany as it now stands has been
in force since 1899. Two-thirds of the
wage-earning people of Germany are
insured against sickness, and one-
third of the cost of this is compulsor-
ily borne by the employers; and in the
case of old age and invalidity, thir-
teen out of sixteen wage-earning peo-
ple have a right' to a small pension in
case of permanent incapacity or on
reaching the age of seventy. The pen-
sions are small, but added to other
means of livelihood they make all the
difference between a pinched existence
and absolute starvation, and these
pensions can be claimed as a right, and
not as a charity.

It is intended to secure to persons
working for wages or salary a legal
provision in cases not covercd by the
cickness and accident insurance laws.
The essence of the law is compulsion.
All wage earners over sixteen, no
matter what their trade is, including
servants and apprenlices, are subject
to compulsory insurance. Ofﬁciu;ls of
the Empire and of the various States
are exempt from compulsion, so are
teachers at public schools, and two Or
three other unimportant classes of the
population whose compulsion could not
very well be carried through. Women
who marry, survivors of insured per-
sons who die before the annuity be-
comes attainable, ard two or three
other classes have a right to the recov-
ery of contributions.

All persons who are insured and be-
come permanently disabled will be
granted the pension for invalidity, ir-,
respective of age. A permanently dis-
abled person is one who is no lansger
able to earn at least one-third of his
average wages, calculated on certain
fixed principles. It will also be grant-
ed to persons not permanently disab-
le¢, put who for half a year have been
unfit for work, during’ the remaining
period of their disability, Thus" the
invalid pension offers a compensation
for the loss of capacity to work. Be-
sides the proof of the disability a wait-
ing time of regularly 200 contributory
weeks is requisite to obtain the pen-
sion.

The old-age pension to be granted
does not require evidence of disability
to. work. It is granted to every one
who has completed the seventieth year
of his or her age, the waiting time be-
ing necessarily longer. There are a
number of intricate privisions regulpt-
ing procedure. These regulations are
not hard on the contributors, and are
usually construed in & spirit which is
liberal and kindly to the contributors.

After 15 rounds of fierce fighting in
which both men tossed the advantage
from one, to the other, the fight Tues-
day night in San Francisco, between'
Abe Attell, the featherweight champion |
of America, and Battling Nelson, was}
called a draw by Referee Smith.

It was one of the most intensely in-
teresting ring battles seen in 'Frisco in'
a long time, and the milling was 8O,
fast and furious at times that the spec-
tators were raised to their feet with en-
thusiasm and cheered vigorously.

At the end of the combat both ‘men;
were fairly dehiged with blood. Nel-j
son's fact in particular presenting the
worst sight.

Attell had the advantage in all the|
earlier rounds.He matched his superior;
skill against thet rugged and sturdier |
man and by out-generaling his oppon-
ent in this manner bade fair to earn
a clear cut decision. Nelson, however, !
forced the pace throughout, all the
while, seeking to force O'Brien lnto]
close quarters. Attell, however, was as
ilusive as an ecl. He was here, there
and everywhere, all the time, shooting |
lightning left and right jolts to Nel-
son’s disfigured face.

The turning point however, came in
the ninth round. Nelson who had been
taking his punishment without a whim-
per, finally succeeded in geeting past
Attell’s heretofore impregnable guard
and once having paved the way, he
worried his man.

The Battler landed some powerful
body punches in the succeeding rounds
and, changing his tactics, played for
Attell’'s face until he had the blood
spouting in streams from his oppon-
ent’s nostrils.

The men then battled at a furious.
pace, exchanging a punch for a punch.,
Nelson having the greater power be-
hind his blows. In the 14th round it!
looked as if Nelson would score a|
knockout, as Attell was apparently in
distress. But the wonderful cleverness
and knowledge of ring trickery stood
Attell well in stead and he stalled and
smothered the round out.

He came up fresh and determined in:
the last round, and then followed a
battle royal. The men flayed each other
with might and main, Attell landing
four blows to Nelson’s one.

Both of the men were dissatisfied
with the decision. Nelson was down to
131 and Attell weighed about 124 pounds

Betting on the result faveored Nelson
odds of 10 to 7 having been offered at
the ringside. There was plenty of At-
tell money, however, and speculation
on the result of the fight ran high and|
wagers were made freely and for large
amounts.

Up to the sounding of the first gong
opinion as to the winner was about
equally divided.

Attell was the first to enter the ring.
He smiled as he stepped through the
ropes. He was seconded by his three
brothers and Spider Kelly. As he took
his seat in the northwest corner he was
loudly cheered. He was calm and wore
a look of confidence, which did much
to make his. many followers feel more
at ease. Betting at this time changed
to 10 to 8 in favor of the Dane.

Nelson entered the ring almost im-,
mediately afterward, and was present-
od to the crowd as the hardest nut in-
the profession. Bat looked to be in
something like his old-time form, and
his appearance was the signal for a
rousing cheer from those who were
holding the Battler’s end of the game.
Attel was then introduced as the cham-
plon featherweight of America, and
then there were more cheers. In Nel-
son’s corner were Harry Foley, Eddie
Malison and Jeft Perry.

There was a few minutes intermis-
sion at this time in order to allow the
photographers to get in their work, and
then the ring was cleared for action.

It was 10.13 when the gong sounded
for the first round.

The battle was one of skill and clev-
erness against gameness and determin-
ation. In the long run tke latter would
probably have won. Many at the ring-
-side were disappointed with the decis~
4on, and believed that the cleverness
of Attell should have won for him.
But in the later rounds there was no
doubt that the superior strength and
weight of the Dane were gaining on
the little Hebrew. In five more rounds
the result might have been different.

In‘the first preliminary Willie Hagan
won from Johnny Kay after ten rounds
of slow milling, and in the second bout
‘Sajlor Gordon knocked out Soldler;
Houck in the seventh round. The lat-
ter bout was fast until the Sailor land- |
ed the final punch, which sent the Sol-
dier to the mat for the count.

———.———
THE FIGHT BY ROUNDS.

Round One—They shook hands. Both
men feinted. Attell landed a light left |
on the face. Nelson swung a glancing |
left on the forehead. They clinched, !
right on the jaw while holding. After
the break Nelson tried to cover up and !
Abe got in several lefts on the nose.I
Nelson drove a right into the stomach |
and they clinched.

Nelson covered up from Abe’s lefts
and they came to another clinch. Nel-
\son got in a shirt right on the Jaw
while holding. After the break Nelson
got in three straight lefts in succes-
sion and followed with a right upper-
cut. Nelson tried to cover his face
again and Attell reached the side of
the face with left and right hooks.
Each man delivered a left-hander. on
the face after the bell rang.

Round Two—Nelson rushed and cov-
ered up as Attell pecked at him with
both hands. After the break Attell hit
Nelson and then did it again with both
hands and Nelson was wild in trying
to counter. Attell used short arm blows
and hit Nelson as often as he liked.

The crowd laughed while the Dane’s
head was tilting.Nelson missed a great
many times, but reached Attell’'s face
with a left-hooker. Abe was tired
toward the end of the round, and Nel-
son did better. He planted three lefts
on Attell’s mouth and brought blood.

“Round Three—Nelson was the first to
1and with a left swing. They clinched
and Nelson hammercd Attell's ribs
with the right. Attell stood his ground.
Tach man took a lead in turn and when
the round was half gone Attell cut

! with stinging punches.

loose with all his force. showering
swinging blows on Nelson’s head. Nel-

son lowered his head and slammed in
a few hard rights on the stomach.There
was a clinch during which Nelson
seemed the more eager of the two to
hang on. They. were fighting savagely
when the gong sounded.

Round Four—Nelson lowered his head
and shot a left into the stomach. At-
tell backed away, blocking left and
right swings. They -clinched, and At-
tell sent in two left facers. They ex-
changed lefts and rights, both scor-
ing.

Each man used straight lefts and At-
tell brought a right uppercut into play.
It was give and take work with both
scoring.Attell got in a clean swing with
both hands and Nelson bored in and
used the right on the ribs and stomach.

Round Five—Abe blocked a left and
backed around until the Dane forced
him into a clineh. Nelson sent At-
tell's head back with a high left
and- then swung a right to the ribs.
Abe clincied when  he could and
seemd to be saving his strength. Nel-
son followed him around, and Attell
covered up. Bat sneaked in a hard up-
percut, and it looked as if Attel was

| hurt. He straightened up suddenly and

hammered Nelson all around the ring
making the Dane's face bleed freely
Nelson while
drawing away from a clinch caught
Attell a hard right uppercut fairly um
der the chin, but Attell did not seem to
be injured.

Round Six—Abe blocked a left and
backed away from the Dane. Occosion-
ally Abe shot in a straight left which
reached the face. When Nelson pressed
him he covered his head with his fore-
arms and allowed Nelson to hammer
away.

Attell did some bewildering sidestep-
ping leaving the Dane flogging the air
and jumping in with little jolts and
hooks on the face which kept Nelson's
nose bleeding. Nelson took a lot of
punishment before he got a chance to
put in a hard right to the ribs. He
then leaned shoulder to shoulder with
Attell and scored on the body with both
hands.Attell uppercutted him with lefts
as they broke.

Round Seven.—Each man was short
with the left; then Attell put in a
couple of left facers and took a right
on the ribs. Nelson got in some right
uppercuts in a half clinch and Abe
brought fresh blood from the nose
with straight lefts.

Attell drew back from the clinch and
brought the right across three times,
reaching the Dane’s jaw every  time.
Nelson clinched again. Nelson sent in

| a nasty right, and then Abe drew back

and sent in so many left Jjolts that
Nelson was staggered. Abe changed
off to the right, smashing Nelson on
the jaw a number of times. They were
leaning together at the gong.

Round Eight.—Nelson put in a left
jolt on the face and then Attell scored
a few times with a similar punch. At-
tell backed around with Nelson follow-
ing. Attell kept shooting in left facers,
while Nelson swung for the ribs with
the right. Bat's aim was bad, but he
did a little better in a half clinch, get-
ting in rasping uppercuts on the face

| with the right. He kept close to At-

tell now and Attell tried to hold on. At-
tell finally pulled away and began
scoring rapidly with both fists, bring-
ing the blood and making the Dane's
head jerk from side to side.

Round Nine.—Attell backed around.
Nelson closed in on him and put
in lefts and rights which landed too
high to do much hurt. Attell suddenly
cut loose and rocked the Dane’s head
with lefts and rights. Nelson then
caught Attell a hard right smash on
the ribs, sending him to the ropes.

Attell covered up and Nelson fought
along the side of the ring, getting in
body blows. Attell then turned and no
pair of fists ever worked faster than
his did. He used Nelson’s head like a
punching bag, but Nelson stood it all
for the privilege of getting a few body
smashes. '

Round Ten.—Attell backed away,
covering up, and Nelson tried hard to
find an opening. Attell unwrapped long
enough to send in some straight lefts
and then they fought close in, Attell
putting in the greater number of
punches.

The face of both pugilists were blced-
ing now, and the fighting was a give
and take character. Attell did the bet-
ter work while standing away, but
just as soon as their bodies touched
Nelson managed to get in uppercuts
on both ribs and face.

Round Eleven.—Attel, as usual, was
on the defensive from the beginning.
He made the crowd laugh as he ducked
this way and that out of reach of the
Dane’'s fists. He kept this up for a
while and the crowd grew tired of it
and hooted Abe for not standing up
and fighting.

After going entirely around the ring
Abe faced the music, and placed snap-
py lefts and rights on the Dane'’s face,
Nelson pressed in and got in some hard
body blows, They were slugging
flercely as the round ended.

Round 12—Nelson sent a right for the
body, but Abe’s elbow was there, The
Dane forced his man around and final-
ly caught him.

Abe’s head went back from the
Dane’s punches, and at one stage he
was pushed outside to the ropes. At-
tel’'se nose was bleeding. e freshened
up and fought back. Nelson pressed
him into a corner and Attell’s foot slip-
ped. He got up and fought his way
to the middle of the ring and there was
a slugging match, Nelson getting far
the worse of the exchanges. Abe was
hammering at the face and the Dane
was groggy at the gong.

Round 13.—The Dane was the : first
to land rights in Attell's face, followed
with the left and sending the right in~
to the ribs..

Attell backed around, stabbing the
face with the left occasionally. When-
ever Nelson could get close enough he
rapped Abe’s rigs with the right. Some
one yelled, “You’ve got him, Bat!” and
then Attell unwournd himself again and
fought back vigorously. He made the
Dane’s head toss with lefts and rights,
but he went under cover again more
quickly than usual,

Round 14.—The Dane busied himself
immediately, rushing to close quarter,
unpercutting until Abe’s nose Dbled
again. . Abe pulled away and ‘put In
