NEWARK, N. J., Feb. 4. — Mrs. 
Mary J. Wilhelm, the widow of Franijj 
iWilhelm who was murdered inhis home 
last Monday night, is in a condition 
of complete nevous collapse today after 
an unusually severe application of the 
“third degree," including a midnight 
visit to the morgue where she was 
suddenly confronted with the body oi, 
her husband.

The police had evidently expected 
to obtain some knowledge of a state­
ment from her, but they were unsuc­
cessful, for when the sheet which cov­
ered her husband’s body was suddenly 
removed She became hysterical, fell on 
her knees and frantically declared her 
love for her husband. As her hysteria 
increased Mrs. Wilhelm became inco­
herent and the detectives who were 
watching her and listening could make 
nothing of )vhat she said. When she 
Was taken back to the police station 
again, she was in a state of utter col­

lapse. The midnight visit to the 
morgue was planned as a complete 
surprise to Mrs. Wilhelm.

An hour or so later the detectives 
endeavored to make use of a similar 
strategy to obtain a statement from 
Nicholas Sicca who has been in the 
custody of the police since the mur­
der. Sica was taken from the police 
station to the Wilhelm residence and 
in the bedroom where the body was 
found was questioned by the detec­
tives. He, however, preserved, an un- 
distunbed demeanor and merely rei­
terated his previous statements as to 
his whereabouts at the supposed time 
of the murder, 
the police station.
