of the missionaries. It is alsMf fact that 
these churehes manage their vaflairs as 
well, on the average, as a like number of 
churches in any region of the Eastern or 
Middle States of this country. Their 
discipline, 1 might venture to say, might 
safely be studied by the majority of the 
home churches as an example to be fol­
lowed. These native churches not only 
support their own pastors, build their 
chapels, parsonages and school-houfes, 
but they support thetf schools and na­
tive preachers—that is, those who are 
left to their care by those unwise people 
and churches in this country, who insist 
in getting nearer to the missions by tak­
ing the work out of the hands ef the na­
tive people. Nearly all the money ex­
pended on native preacher» in Burma 
comes from theee specific gifts-of our 
people. It is a fact that some native 
churches are hindered from doing whut 
(hey would easily and cheerfully do by 
the supereervioeable gifts of American 
Christians.

In our Asiatic missions there ere 642 
native churches, of which 426, or nearly 
two.thirds, pay their own way and man 

their own affaire. And it oujU t" be 
nown that during the last lew years 

nearly all the lacrcaee of our means and 
forces have been directed to new fields, 
to establish stations and preach the gos­
pel where Christ is not known. We have 
left Dover Burma with » vest unevaoge- 
Used population, with only one men each 
in the more important stations which are 
the centres of vest heathen »
It may be that the time hss com# for an 
advance ; we have been thinking that it 
is even so ; but the line of that advance 
muet be through what we have already 
gained.

bitory legislation can prevent tbe impor­
tation of liquors to the “ original pack­
ages.”

All agree, 
however, that it will "cause much embar 
rassoient. At the same time, it is seen 
that this will lift prohibition from a State 
to a '.national concern, and will give a 
great impetus to the National Prohibition 
Party. It is already agitated in Repub­

lican circles whether it may not, in the 
end, compel that party to adopt prohibi­
tion. Thia, however, will not be done by 
State politicians until*, they have taken 
their bearings, under the new order of 
things, and have counted noses, to see 
whether the red nosed fraternity have 
less political influence than their oppon­
ents. The temporary confusion wrought 
by this decision of tbe Supreme Court 
will, we believe, in a short time, be a 
great gain to prohibition.

Mr. McGregor was a man of singularly 
refined character. Free iriça marked 
degree from tbe weaknesses so common 
to marf; be was strong in all the quali­
ties of a vigorous manhood ; exemplify­
ing perfectly the lines of Schiller :
“ When gentleness with strength we find, 
The tender with the strong combined, 
The harmony is sweet and strong; ” 
and as student, teacher, pastor, princi­
pal, he was loved and honored by all who 
knew him. As he waa yet in the prime 
of life, it was our hope that he would be 
spared for many years to lead our Theo­
logical work. As he was a remarkably 
clear thinker, we were rejoicing in the 
hope that many of our coming pastors 
would sit at his feet and learn of him. 
Bollÿ these expectations have béen dis­
appointed ; and we find ourselves not 
only lamenting a valued friend, but our 
college is again bereft of it# President.

Alcohol as a Medic toe.

In this case, truly, “ wine is a mocker." 
In order JO understand the effect of 
alcohol as a medicine, it is necessary to 
know something of this body of youra— 
to fearfully and wonderfully made. I 
hope thero is no one present who would 
be made unhappy by referring to it 
' Not long ago while conversing on 

bject with a lady, I thought to 
argument in favor of alcohol 

bv explaining its action on the heart. 
Before I got very far, she said, *• My 
dear child, 1 don’t know anything about 
the body, and 1 don4 want to know." 
Taking it for granted that this audience 
is of a different calibre from the class 
represented by that lady, I will lose no 
lime in apologies.

Science is exploding the old-fashioned 
notion thatrtRcohol is a panacea for al­
most everytoll under the *un. In 
gone days many, a good mother, 
Having had the advantage of the present 
scientific light on this subject, -turned 
invariably to king alcohol for assistance 
at even a sign or illness, whether for a 
cold or a fever, for a preventative or a 
cure ; thus training sons and daughters 
to do likewise. Lessons received at this 
source are most difficult to dispel, 
no radical change can be effected until 
mothers understand the effect of alcohol 
on the body»-" The present school • girls 
are tho future mothers ; have them 
taught the science — physiology 
chemistry, at least, and the stro 
factor for total abstinence w 
created.

— this is the result of the tmmodtra/e use 
of alcohol. The results are precisely the 
same though in a less degree, when one 
drop of alcohol is used. So that when 
alcohol is used to relieve pain, it is really 
paralysing the nerves for a few moments, 
and is followed by cold and exhauxtinn. 
It is indeed a stimulant—a la-h tor whip­
ping on the heart till it breaks down 
helplessly exhausted. It is a serious 
question how many souls have been sent 
intoxicated into eternity often by the
