Ottawa, Jan. 14.—Hon. J. D. Reid, 
minister of customs, arrived In Otta­
wa tonight after a month’s holiday in 
England. The pteamship Caronla, of 
the Cunard Line on which Dr. Reid 
crossed the Atlantic was two and a 
half days overdue in New York. On 
Thursday last the liner, when 100 
miles southeast of Cape Race, encoun­
tered a ninety mile hurricane from 
the north and was tossed about like 
a cork, huge aeaa sweeping the ves­
sel and carrying away some of the 
lifeboats.

Dr. Reid atates there was consider­
able anxiety among the passengers 
when the hurricane was at lta height. 
Captain Roetron, the heroic comman­
der of the Carpathia who rescued the 
survivors of the Ill-fated Titanic, was 
In command of the Caronla and had 
a narrow escape, a life boat torn from 
the davits passing over his head 
while he waa on the bridge and be 
Ing smashed to tinder Just behind 
him. The Caronla waa four days In 
the storm and Dr. Reid saya the pas­
sengers breathed sighs of relief when 
New York Harbor waa reached. Con­
siderable damage was doue to the 
ahlp but Dr. Retd states the splendid 
work of the captain and crew brought 
the ship safe to port.

Ottawa, Jan. 14.—The decision of 
the United States secretory of war 
Sttmsoii, refusing to allow the 
Chicago drainage canal to divert 
more water from Lake Michigan.

We have tested beers repeatedly in 
this direction placing the bottles into 
direct sunlight, and testing the earne after 
one, two, three and five minutes exposure, 
found that the beer with three and five 
minutes exposure became undrinkable, on 
account of the peculiar odor developed.

The detrimental effect of light 
upon beer can be successfully counteracted 
by the employment of brown or dark colored 
glass bottles, and such bottles are there­
fore recommendable.Authorities on the subject of the 
detrimental influence of light on beer are:

They Shew that Atlantic Sugar 
Refinery Company will Erect 
Several Large Buildings— 
Some Nine Stories High.

r
Plans for the sugar refinery to be 

built at the Ballast wharf, were filed 
at city hall yesterday afternoon. They 
show that the company "Intend to 
erect «even large buildings, some of 
them nine stories In "height, with 
warehouses for storing the "raw sugar. 
The pan house will be 137 feet eight 
inches In length by 72 feet eight in­
ches in breadth, and will be nine 
stories in height. The filter house will 
be 96 feet two inches long by 76 feet 
eight Inches, and nine • stories in 
height. The machine shop will be 82 
feet eight inches by 60 feet, and three 
stories in height 
pump house will be 75 feet eight in­
ches by 41 feet six Inches, and one 
story in height, The boiler house will 
he 102 feet eight inches by 82 feet 
eight inches, and two stories in 
height. The melter house will be C2 
feet eight inches by 42 feet eight in­
ches and four stories In height The 
warehouse for refined sugar will be 
four storlea in height with "a length 
of 182 feet eight inches on one side. 
140 feet on the other, and a width 
of 82 feet.

Along the harbor front will be shed* 
for the storage of raw sugar. The re­
fined sugar warehouse will be on the 
north side of the property, with the 
machine shop and boiler house on Uie 
south side, and the pan house, filter 
house, melter house and engine and 
pump house in between.

All the buildings, except the ware­
house are to be fire proof, construct­
ed of steel beams and columns with 
brick enclosure and partition walls.

The steel work for pan and melter 
houses and machine shop Is to be flie, 
proof by two Inches of cinder con­
crete or hollow tile.

The floor construction Is to be eith­
er reinforced concrete or slab on ton 
of steel beams, or hollow tile blocks 
between the beams. All doors are to be 
automatic standard fire doors with 
steel frames, 
frames and sashes, door frames and 
doors are to be of white pine: ship­
ping doors will be protected by steel

SICKNESS AND ACCIDENT INSUR­
ANCE.

The records of accident insurance 
home offices seem to Indicate that it 
is a dangerous thing to lapse a policy, 
aa many who do so meet wiith serious 
accidents shortly thereafter or even 
death. Of course, it Is not claimed 
that this is a case of cause and effect; 
but it should serve as a warning to 
holder» of such policies that there is 
no reason to believe that because no 
accident has befallen the policy-holder 
during the life of the contract, it is 
safe to assume that no accident will 
occur. In fact. It might logically be 
argued that, because no accident has 
occurred, the danger of accident 1s in­
creased, as The experiences of human 
life are so prone to average up in time 
and the man who has been so fortu­
nate as to escape for a season may 
rightfully have occasion for concern 
that old Nemesis, General Average, 
may be close on his heels ready to 
make him pay up.

The wisest thing to do is to place 
an accident policy with the Railway 
Passenger Accident Insurance Com­
pany and keep It in force.

An agreement was arrived at last 
evening between the representatives 
of the steamship and railway compan­
ies and the Marine and Railway 
Checkers' Union, and the strikers will 
return to work this morning.

The companies conceded the men a 
substantial! Increase In wagea> and 
improvements In working conditions. 
The checkers will get 26 cents an 
hour and foreman/ checkers 27 cents 
nn hour, with double time for Sun­
days, Christmas Day, Labor Day and 

Friday. Any checker ordered 
to report for overtime duty after hav 
lng been at work all day or all night 
will receive at least five hours’ pay.

The demand of the men for this 
five hours' pay was the main bone of 
contention. The companies were un 
willing to concede, it because some of 
the checkers were paid by the week 
and draw their pay whether they 
worked or not, and because owing to 
changes in the weather it is not al­
ways possible to put the men to work 
after they are called out. The men 
agreed to accept considerably less 
money than they asked for, but they 
held out on this point, claiming that 
they often had to work 30 or more 
hours at a stretch, and that when 
called out after putting in a day's or 
night’s work they should receive five 
hours’ pay whether they were put 
to work or not.

Conferences Held.
yK conference was held from 4 to 
00 yesterday afternoon, as a result 
of which a counter propositi 
made by the steamship and 
companies. A general meeting of the 
union was held at 8 o’clock when this 
proposition was considered. The 
members agreed to accept most of 
the clauses in the proposition, but 
instructed the strike committee to 
have another interview 
pany representatives in reference to 
some minor points.

Another conference was held at 9 
o’clock, and the railway companies 
soon agreed to concede the points at 
issue, but it was midnight before the 
representatives of the steamship com­
panies which met in Wm. Thomson 
A Oo.’b office agreed to grant the re­
quest for five hours' pay when the 
men were called out after having 
been at work all day and all night.

Little Work Yesterday.
Very little work was done on the 

winter port yesterday. It was report­
ed that the longshoremen struck in 
sympathy with the checkers, but their 
officials say there wai no strike on 
the part of the longshoremen. The 
longshoremen remained at work on 
the Allan Hnef Grampian which was 
discharging as they were not greatly 
Inconvenienced by the lack of check­
ers. On the other boats they had to 
quit work because there were no 
checkers to show them what freight 
to move.
