INFLUENZA CASES
IN NEW BRUNWICK

Carleton, Queens, Charlotte
and Albert Counties Report

More Cases.

Frederictom, Feb. 20.—There are
twenty-nine mnew flu cases in New
Brunswick today,

Seven more oases were reported to
the Public Health Department over
_pight, six of them being from Car-
leton County, and ome from Queens
County. Of the cases in Carleton
County five are at Carlisle and one at
Woodstock, while the case reported
from Queens County is at 'Pleasant
Valley.

A telegram at noon from Secretary
Mowery, of the Charlotte Couhty
Board of Health reported twenty-one
additional cases in that district, there
being eight cases in Campobello, which
had not hitherto been infested, and
two additional cases at St. George, and
eleven at Back Bay. A case at Mount
Canada, Albert County, is also re-
ported.

ETUS FOR BUSINESS FROM
KEEPER TO THE BANKER

A popularized rgport of voad tests
made for the Good Roads Bureau of
the California State Antomobile Assoc-
lation by Professor J. B. Davidson, Di-
vision of Agricultural Engineering of
the University of California.

The draft reguired to move a load-
od wogan on different types of roads
bas, of course, been made the subject
of repeated investigation, but so far
as is known mo determimations have
been made with reference to the var-
fous types of road which are to be
found in California under soil and
weather couditions which here exist. It
is common knowledge that cheap
makeshift patchwork road budlding
and maintenance are expensive, and
in California, perhaps more than in
any other place, the public cox}wiencu
has awakened to the economic value
of the good road. But, insofar as re-
lates to the waste of power and the
waste of money incident thereto,
which result from hauling heavily
loadéd wagons or trucks day after day
and year after year, over bad roads,
no report is extant which attempts to
picture, in populanized form, the eco-
nomics inherent in the high-type, mod-
ern, hard highways.as opposed to mud
or dust or ruts.

In planning the tests herewith re-
ported, the Good Roads Bureau of the
Californfa State Automobile Associa-
tion considers itself extremely fortun-
ate in having secured the interest and
co-operation of Professor J. B. David-
son of the Agricultural Engjneering
Division of the University of Califor-
nia, his assistant, Mr. L. J. Fletcher,
with Mr. Austim B, Fletcher, Engineer
of the California Highway Commission
and a national figure among road
builders, Mr. C. H. Sweetser, District
Engineer of the U. S. Office of Public
Roads and Rural Engineering, and Mr.
W. H. Lynch, Senior Highway Engin-
eer, of the same office. The presence
of these gentlemen and their interest
and assistance in the tests made lend
to the determinations recorded and
herein published that dignity and
authenticity without which a publica-
tion of this character 18 enmparatively
valueless.

An appliance of the recording and
intergrating type known as the lowa
Dynamometer was use. This dynamo-
meter was designed by Professor Dav-
idson while on the staff of the Towa
State College, was patented by this
institution as a movel and valuable
type of recording instrument, afd is
believed by those in authority to be
one of the most accurate instruments
of the kind, It automatically meas-
ures the draft supphas o direct
reading, and at the same time retains
& graphic record made on a strip ot
paper drawn under & record pencil
The record so providel supp!'es an ac-
cuate check upon the reading made
direct.

In order to insure absolute accur-
acy in these tests, the panticular in-
strument employed was subjected to
careful inspection in the Engineering
Laboratory of the University of Cali-
fornia at Berkeley before being util-
tzed.

The tests were made et the Univers-
ity Farm of the Unmiversity of Cali-
fornia near Davis, Yolo County, and
upon the State Highway in the vicin.
ity and over various country roads
and stretches of the State Highway
in Sacramento County mear Sacra-
mento.

The various roads chosen for ex.
periments fairly represent the roads
of California under summer weather
conditions, the readings made on the
muddy earth road being made POSSs-
ible by an overflow from an irriga-
tion ditch on the University Farm at
Davis and merely intimating, rather
than conclusively picturing the pull
per ton necessary to move a loaded
wagon over, or rather through, mud,

The tests were held uniformly with
a load of 6,000 pounds gross which
was made up of a btandard farm wa-
gon loaded with California mnice in
sacks. The motive power used in the
tests at Davis was supplied by a fine
team of draft horses welghing about
1600 pounds each, wagon and horses
being the property of the University
of California. In the tests made in
the vicinity of Sacramento a standand
iwo-ton truck, the propérty of the Cali-
fornia Highway Commission, was used,
through the courtesy of Mr. Austin
Fletcher, Highway Ongineer. So far
as possible, all conditions were kept
unifornr except road surfaces, the
sume wagon, the same load, the same
driver and the same horses being em-
ployed and practically the same speed
being maintained in the horse-drawn
tests, while the same man drove the
truck when it was utilized as motive
power, different speeds being record-
od as set forth by Professor Davidson
in his report. .

country merchant, two hundred miles
away perhaps, has found his business
dull on account of bad roads.

When forced to go to town through
the usual “seasonal mud” the farmer
can haul only one-eighth the weight,
S0 our tests prove, that would be pos.
siblp had he concrete roads to travel
over such as our California Highway
system supplies. His marketing co3ts
are therefore increased waight times,
this imoreased cost being passed along
to the average wultimate consumer,
whose good wife, engaged in stretch-
ing his salary to Mmits that no rubber
band would stand, ponders on the high
cost of living, makes one dollar do
the work of two, performing miracles
of finance, never realizing that she is
affected even in the most remote de-
gree by the "“usual seasonal condition”
which commercial agencies speak of
as affecting “bank clearings.”

Yet she is. Supply the farmer with
a modern road ¢hat he can travel over
every day in the \year instead of when
weather permits, that he can haul
over with absolute economy instead
of neverending waste, and the results
ant decrease in hauling costs, estimat.
ed by the United States Office of Puh.
lic Roads and Rural Engineering s
more than $200,000,000 every . year
which we pay out in tribute to bad
roads, would enable that greatest of
our institutions, the American wife
and mother, to take a little additional
comfort for herself, t0 give a better
education to “her children, to make
the wages of the family's breadwin-
ner go farther with something left ov-
er to tuck away in the savings bank
for that rainy day.

In extension of the tests here pic-
tured it is the plan of the Good Roads
Bureau of the California State Auto-
mobile Assoctation to make a series
of tests of muddy Toads, under usnal
“seasonal conditions” common in win-
ter, that the high cost of mud may be
made yet more plain. Professor Dav-
idson has pledged co-operation in this
plan and a supplimentary pamphlet
will be published in due time,

To end this informal presentation
of the maitter without a tribute to
Professor Davidson cannot be done.
He gave freely of his time, devoted
much thought to the subject and
brought to bear that techmical educas
tion and expernience which places him
among the leaders of his profession.

by a team in ali the tests reported
here, except those on an oil macadam
road, where'a motor truck was used.
The tests were made on June 13th and
July 9th and 10th. The weather was
bright and sunny in each case and the
highest temperature for each day was
about 105 degrees. The warm weath-
er was the occasion for an increased
tractive resistance on the c¢il roads
over that for average tempematures.

The rate of travel was decided in
each case and averaged 2.4 miles per
hour for the teanml. On grades tests
were made both up and dowm grade
and the results averaged.
