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COLUMBIA IN THE LEAD;
BUT IT WAS “NO RACE.”

Result of the Sailing Shows That Shamrock Is Not Columbia’s
Equal in Light Winds—Will Try Again Saturday —
Lipton’s Confidence Unshaken.

New York, Sept. 26.—One of the biggest
crowds that ever put to sea went down
to the Sandy Hook lightship today to wit-
ness Sir Thomas Lipton’s second chal-
lenger, Shamrock II, and the white flyer,
Columbia, struggle for the yachting su-
premacy of the world in the first of the
cup races of 1901. But the excursion fleet
returned disappointed. 5

Will Be Resailed Saturday.

Under the rules of an unfinished race,
the race will be re-sailed on Saturday and
the course will be again 15 miles to windl-
ward or leeward and return.

When seen on board the Erin after the
race Sir Thomas Lipton said: .

1t was not a satisfactory race, because
the wind was so erratic. I hope we shall
have better luck next time. A race sail-
ed on such a day—if it can be finished at
all—depends upon the lucky chance posi-
tion, as to wind, of one boat or the other.
I was never more hopeful for the Sham-
rock than I am now. I am confident I
shall get the cup. I have never seen any
more skilful handling of a boat than was
shown by QCaptain Barr of the Columbia
:t‘:ida)" Shamrock, too, was well manag-

Designer Watson said: “I am very well
satisfied with what the boat did today.
Whenever she had a breeze of any
strength she did exactly as I expected
her to do.”

‘apt. Barr, of .the Columbia, when ask-
ed what he thought of the race said:

“I had no time to think” and when ask-
ed if the Columbia did as well as he ex-
pected ker to do. replied: “I have noth-
ing to learn about her.” .

‘I'he story of the -ace, as is progressed,
tack by tack, with all the manoeuvres
that make a yachting contest, follows:

The day had promised well at first. A
strong northeast wind had been blowing
for two days and tthe weather prophets
thad offered assurance that it would hold.
It had piled up what sailormen call a

nasty lump of sea outside and before the
race began was whipping the foam off
the crests of the waves. A heavy haze
which hung over the bay had blown away
tthe bright sunlight. Magnificent steam
yachts, steamers and excursion boats filled
tier above tier with people, snub-nosed
tugs, picnic barges and sailing craft gath-
ored about the old yellow hulk in front
of which the start wos to be made.

The big racers had already been towed
out and when the fleet arrived they were
circdiing and wheeling 1like great gulls
about the lightship. The polished bronze
hwll of the Shamrock, gleaming and glis-
tening in the brilliant sun, made her look
like a craft of gold, a yellow breasted guil,
with white pimions spread. The white
revenue cutters and yachts of the patrol
fleet, each wilh the ventically gtriped
revenue flag at the forepeak, marshalled
the excussion fleet behind the line.

Story of the Contest.

The Oolumbia was first to reach the
scene of the stant, being towed from her
moorings out to Samdy Hook lightship.
Her mainsail was set, but it took her
skipper some time to decide what size
gaft topsail to send aloft. At last it was
decided to set the biggest -clubtopsail
aboord and a very pretty sail it was. The
Columbia made several tacks round the
lighitship.

The Shemrock, with her mainsail and big
clubtiopsail heisted, and her headsails set
in stops, passed out by the point of the
hcok in tow. It was noticed that she
splashed the water about considerably
and pitched heavily dn the long ground
swell. About half way out to Sandy Hook
lighlbship the tow line was cast off and the
headsanls were broken out. Her camnvas
set admirably. .

The ocean tugz Navigator, which carried
S. Nicholson Kane, Chester Gniswold and
Newbery D. Lawton, the regatta com-
mitbee, anchored to the southward of the
lightship, making the extremity of the

line and soon a string of signals was dis-
played wsignifying that the course would
be east by north, 15 miles to windward
and retum. The preparatory gun was fired
at 10.55 and from that moment the yachts
were amenable to the racing rules of the
New York Yacht Club.
Barr Gets Windward Position

The wind at this time was eight knots.
The weather was cocl and the atmos-
phere clear. 7Ten minubes later the warn-
ing gun was fired and the two racers came
into close proximity and began’ to jockey
for a berth at the start. Big jib topsails
were hoisted in stops om beth craft. Cap-
tain Sycamore held the tiller of the Sham-
rock with Jameson beside him. Barr was
at the wwheel of the Columbia. He placed
the cup defender to windward of the chal-
lerge~ and kept her there in spite of his
opponent’s efforts to get clear. Columbia
on the pont tack crossed the bow of the
Shamrock and dhen tacked and stood for
the line.

Both Crossed Ton Soon,

Both skippers were in such a hurry that
they crcesed before ithe stanting gun was
fired. ‘They were recalled by three short
blasts from the whistle. Both then wore
round and immediately after the gun had.
sounded Columbia on the starboard tack
crossed the line ahead. The Columbia
was to windward of the Shamrock, the
official time being:

Oolumbia—11.10.49.

Shamrock—11.11.01.

The challenger went on the port tack
just after crossing and the defender fol-
lowed her example. In order to get free
from the -backwind of ther antagonist,
which was retarding her considerably, the
Shamrock was kept broad off the wind
and she speedily worked clear of her rival,
going through the water very fast. The
Columbia held hér uff and it was noticed

FRENCH PAPER'S STBRY
CARNOT BE CONFIRMED,

Clash Beiween Britain and Turkey
the Theme--Brings Forth Another
Sensationai Statement, °

Plaris, Sept. 26.—The Patmie today prints
a sensational story to the effect that a
coufliat kas broken out between Great
Britain and Turkey, saying that three
Britivh wandhips have been ordered to the
Perstan gulf to suppress revolts at Touet,
in the province of Bagdad, and that the
Turkish government has dispatched a
gtrong detachment of troops with instruc-
tins to oppose the landing of the British
force. Russia, Germany and France, the
paper says, have agreed to support Tur-
key.

‘Touet, in the Patrie’s story, is evidently
Koweytt, the proposed terminus of the
Lagdad mailroad. It is the only port on
the Persian gulf having a good harbor.

Inquiries made in official quarters here
olicited an emphatic dendal that there was
any such agreement between Germany,
Russia and France as referred to by tne
Patrie and no comfirmation was obtainable
regarding the alleged alarming situation,
which is evidently built on the fact that
three DBritish warsiips happened to be at
Koweyt and that it is reported the Brit-
jsh are encouraging tie local sultan to
repudiate Turkish suzerainty.

The Courier Du Scir, which is usually
well informed, makes the following semsa-
ticmal statement:

“One of the results of the conferences
bhetaveen Emperor Nichclas and President
Loubet, M. Waldeck-Rousseau and M.
Delcasse during the czar’s visit to France
is an exchange of views between Iluro-
pean cabinets, now progressing with the
object of arriving at an understanding as
to action against Turkey.

“(ermany’s concurrence is assured, as
Finperor William has consented, but Count
Von Buelow has raised objections to some
of the details of the adtion proposed, thus
necessiitating 4 further reference to the
ather governments before a final decision
can be reached.”

SOUTH AMERICAN
THOUBLES SERIDUS

Trying to Persuade President Cas-
tro Against Aggressive Frontier
Action--Details of Fight.

Willemstad, Island of Curacoa, Sept. 26,
(via Haytien Cable)—The Venezuelan
gunboat Restaurador, formerly the Ameri-
can yacht Atlanta, arived here last night,
ccaled, and will return to Maracaibo to-
day.

An emissary to President Castro, from
an influential Venezuelan official at Mara-
caibo, passed through here yesterday and
is due at Caracas tonight. The embassy
i3 dharged to persuade President Castro
to refrain from taking aggressive action
on tne frontier, but to hold the troops
on the Venezuelan side ready to repel a
Colombion advance should any be made.
Ihis plan is stremgly endorsed by certain
conservative Venezuelan oflicers at Mara-
antl Guajira, where hcpes are en-
terained that President Castro will be
persuaded to adopt the suggestions made.
1t is reponted thet Venezueln is actively
recruiting in the state of Carabobo, and
that the Venezucln authorities intend
sending 3,000 men with arms and ammu-
nition to guar dthe frontier on the Guajira
peninsula.

Furthar details, received from a Colom-
bian offivial regarding the Guajira engage-
ments, are to the effect dhat a battalion
of Venezuelan troops, forced to fight
against their will, deserted from the Vene-
zuelans to the Colombians during the
fight at Coruza ‘Sept. 14 and began fight-
ing on the side of the Colombians. The
official also says that Colombia had 1,200
men in the Guajiru engagements. Reports
received here say that 300 Venezuelans
and four cannom were captured and that
600 were killed or wounded or are miss-
ing. 1t is also said that a brother of
President Castro was wounded.

AUGUST STATEMENT OF
FIHANCE DEPARTMENT

Shows Cpposite to Decline of Pros-
perity in Canada’s Business Insti-
tutions.

Ottawa, Sept. 26—(Special)—The August
bank statement issued by the finance.de-
partment shows that there is no decline
in the prosperity of our business institu-
tions. 'The note circulation it shows to
be $51,252,309, as against $47,421,277 for
{he same month last year, and $48,047,978
for July of this year. Deposits payable
on demand are 5;5&2_)_45,790, a decrease of
almost $7,000,000. Depesits, payable after
notice or on a fixed day, have, oa the
other hand, grown from $182,007,679 in
August, 1900, to $228,174,258, an increase
of $45,116,578. The deposits abroad are
also on the increase. . They amounted a
year ago to $16,429,516, now they are given
as $290,788,014. Call loans in Canada were
$36,999,603, an increase of $6,971,3¢8 over
the same month last year, and of $1,825,-
676 over July, 1801. Call loans outside
Cunada have grown in the year to the
extent of $14,572,182, and now amount to
$42,343,378.

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CZOLGOSZ’S LIFE TO
PAY FOR HIS CRIME.

President McKinley Heard His Doom Pronounced—
Execution the Week of October 28.

Buffalo, N. Y., Sept. 26.—Leon F. Czol-
was sentenced this.afternoon to be put
to death by electricity in Auburn state
prison during the week beginning Oc-
tober 28, 1901. Before sentence was pass-
ed, the assassin evinced a desire to speak
but he could not get his voice above a
whisper and his words were repeated to
the court by his counsel.

“I'nere was no one else but me,” the
prisoner said in a wuisper. “No one else
to!d me to do it; and no one paid me to
do it. I was not told anything about the
erime and I never thought anything about
that until a couple of days before I com-
mitted the crime.”

Czolgosz sat down. .He was quite calm
but it was evident that his mind was
flooded with thoughts of his own distress.
His eyes were dilated, making them ap- |
pear very bright. His cheeks were a trifle
pale and his outstretched hand trembled.
'he guards put the handeuffs on his
wrists. He looked at one of the officers.
There was an expression of the profound-
est fear and helplessness in his eyes. He
glanced about at the field of heads which
crowded together in efforts to get a look
at him. Every eye was cold. The pris-
oner's eyelids rose and fell tremulously
in front of him.

At this point Judge Titus came over to
the prisoner and bade him goodbye.
Czolgosz replied very faintly, letting his
eye rest upon the man who has been his
counsel.

“Goodbye,” he said weakly-

(Czolgosz was then hurried down stairs
and through the “Tunnel of sobs” to the
jail where he will remain until removed
to Auburn to pay the penalty for his
crime.

Court Room Crowded.

Although the time announced for the
convening of court was 2 o’clock, every
seat and every foot cf standing room was
occupied before 1.30 and scores were
clamoring outside .or admission. The

doors were locked and no more were ad-
mitted to the room.

The prisoner was brought into the room
at five minutes to swo. Five minutes
later Justice White took his place upon
the bench and Crier Hess said:

“Pursuant to a recess, this trial term
of the supreme court is now open for the
transaction of business.”

District Attorney - Penney said: “If
your honor pleases, I move sentence in
the case of the people vs. Leon Czolgosz.
Stand up, Czolgosz.”

T he Prisoner’s Record.

Clerk Iisher swore the prisoner, and
his record was taken by the district at-
torney as follows:

Age 28 years; nativity, Detroit; resi-
dence, Broadway, Nowaks, Buffalo; occu-
pation, laborer; married or single; degree
or educanion, common scnool and paroch-
1al; religious instruction, Catnolic; par-
ents, living or dead, father living, mother
dead; temperate or intemperate, temper-
ate; former conviction of crime, one.

The clerk of the court then asked:
“Have you any legal cause to show now
why the sentence of the court should not
now be pronounced against you?”

“I cannot hear that,” replied the pris-
oner. Clerk Kisher repeated his question
and Czolgosz replied:

“1’d rather have this gentleman here,
speak,” looking towards District Attor-
ney Penney,” 1 can hear him better.”

At this point Justice White told those
in the court room that they must be
quiet or they would be excluded from
the court room.

Mr. Penney then said to the prisoner:
“*Czolgosz, the court wants to know if you
have any reason to give why sentence
should not be pronounced against you.
Have you anything vo say to the judge?
Say yes or no.”

The prisoner did not reply and Justice
White, addressing the prisoner, said:

“In that behalf, what you have a right

to say relates explicitly to the subject inm
hand here at this time and which the law
provides why sentenve should not be now
pronounced against you and is defined by
the statute. 5

“The first is, that you may claim that
you are insane.

“I'he next is that you have good cause
to offer, either in arrest of the judgment
about to be pronounced against you, or
for a new trial. Those are the grounds
specified by the statute on which you have
a right to speak at vhis time, and you
are at perfect liberty to do so if you
wish.”

The prisoner replied:

“I have nothing to say about that.”

The court said: “Are you ready?”

Mr. Penney replied: “Yes.”

“Have you anythag to say?’ asked
Justice White.

“Yes,” replied the prisoner.

“Judge Titus said: “I think he should
be permitted to make statement in excul-
pation of his act, if the court please.”

The court replied: “That will depend
upon what his statement is.”

Justice White then said: ‘‘Have you
(speaking to Judge Titus) anything to say
in behalf of the prisoner at this time?”

“T have nothing to say within the defin-
ition of what your honor has read,” re-
plied the attorney.

“But it seems to me that in order that
the innocent should not suffer by this de-
tendant’s crimie, that the court should
permit him to exculpate at least his
father, brother and sisters.”

From the court: “Certainly, if that s
the object of any statement he wishes to
make. Proceed.”

Prisoner Takes All the Blame.

‘L'hen the prisoner said: “There was no
one else but me. No one else told me to
do it; and no one paid me to do it.”

Judge Titus repeated as follows:
“Owing to the prisoner’s feeble voice, he

 SECONDS O RECORD.

King of Trotters Failed in Last Half
_of Mile Against Time.

Philadeiphia, Sept. 26.—Cresceus, the
king of trotters, today failed to lower his
record of 2.021, made at Columbus on Aug.
2, in a trial on the Belmont driving park
course. 'The great son of Robert Me-
Giregor stepped the mile in 2.04% without
a skip and thereby reduced the track rec-
ord of 2.08%, made by Alix on Nov 7, 1304

Everything was conducive to fine time.
The track was lightning fast and there
was not enough breeze to interfere with
the progress of the great trotter.

‘'here were nearly 8,000 persons present
when owner Ketcham brought Cresceus on
the track for his first jog. He warmed
him up in the stretch for a few minutes

1t was 4.20 when the horse made his
appearance for the final effort at record
breaking. After scormg once, Ketcham
gave the starter the nod and the great
trotter was off, paced by a runner attach-
ed to a sulky- When the first quarter
was reached in 301 everybody thought the
record would surely be broken. The sec-
ond quarter on the straight back stretch
was made in 30} but the third was a
_uction over a second slower. Turning
into the home stretch Ketcham urged the

trotting machine to his utmost, but tie
- best he could do was 31% seconds for the

quarter. As the horse flashed under the
wire a great shout went up from the
crowd which immediately swarmed about
the horse and owner. Mr. Ketcham had
no excuse to offer for the failure to
break the record, saying the track and

Hon. Sydney Fisher, mimister of agricul-
ture, has been asked to take immediate
measures to quarantine the incoming cattle
and for the suppression of the disease in
the northwest.

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CZOLGOSZ GUILTY.
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Murder in the First Degree, the Jury's Verdict o Prosecution’s
Case Ended Unexpectedly—No Defence Attempted—
Address of Counsel and Charge of Court.

Buffalo, N. Y., Sept. 2¢—Leon. F. Czol-
gosz, alias Fred. Nieman, was today found
guilty of murder in the first degree by a
jury in part three of the supreme oourt,
in having, on the sixth day of September,
shot President William McKinley, the
wounds inilicted by such gunshot wounds
afterwards resulting in the death of the
president. The wheels of justice moved
swiftly. The trial of the assassin eoa-
sumed eight hours and 26 minutes, and
covered a period of only two days. Practi-
cally all of this ¢ime was occupied by the
prosecution in presenting a case so clear,
so conclusive, that, even had the prisoner
entered the plea ‘of insanity, it is doubt-
ful if the jury would have returned a
verdict different from the one rendered
today. : :

The anaouncement made this afternoon
by the attorneys for Czolgosz, that the
eminent alienists summoned by the KErie
County Bar Association and by the district
attorney to examine Czolgosz and to de-
tenmine his exact mental condition, had
declared him to be perfectly sane, de-
stroyed the only form of a defense that
ex-Judges Lewis and Titus could have put
together.

Sentence Tomorrow Afternoon.

Before adjournment Justice White an-
nounced thalt he would pronounce sentence
upon the defendant on Thureday afternoon
at 2 o'cleck. The prisoner was at once
taken through the tunnel under Delaware
avenue, back to the jail. To all appear-
ances he was in a0 way affected by the
result of the trial.

The crowd gathered at eity hall today
was the largest since the arraignment.
People were lined up on both sides of the
big rotunda on the second. floor when
court conveaed, and fringed the stairs
leading from the floor above. There was
no demonstration, except that of curiosity.
A large number of women saw today’s
proceedings.

At 2.44 this afternoon District Attorney
Penney abruptly announced that the case
of the prosecution was ended. Ex-Judge
Lewis arose slowly and, addressing the
court said the sudden close of the case
against Czolgosz was a surprise to him
and his colleagues. ‘I'hey had no wit-
ness to call for the defense. He -askoed
the court that he be allowed to address
the jury at once. 'I'he court consented
and the‘ venerable jurist began an address
that will long be remembered by those
who heard it. ‘

Memorable Address of Counsel.

Kx-Judge Lewis said:

“‘Gentlemen of the jury,—A calamity
has fallen upon this mation through the
act of this man, but the question is
whether his act was the act of an insane
man. If an insane man, it is not mur-
der and he should be acquitted of that
charge. He would then, of course, be
transterred to an asylum,

Counsel then showed that it was his
duty to defead Czolgosz, the court having
80 ordered. He also showed that the New
York law would not permit a man to
plead guilty of murder, sé6 careful is the
law of the rights of its citizens. Continu-
ing, he said:

“It is charged here that our client is
an Anarchist, a man who does not believe
in any law or in any form of government.
We all feel that such doctrines are dan-

gerous, are criminal, are dootriaes that
will subvert our government in time if
they are allowed to prevail.”

He spoke of lyneh law and said it was
the duty of every American citizen to
stand by the law of the land and put his
voice against any idea that a man should
be punished for any crime until he is
proven guilty in court beyond any reason-
able doubt. Of the presemt case he said:
“If there was ever a case that would ex-
cite the anger, the wiath of those who
saw it, this was one, and yet, under the
advice of the president, ‘let no man hurt
him,” he was taken, confined in prison,
indicted, put upon trial here and the case
is wsoon to be submitted to you as to
whether he is guilty of the crime charged
against him.  That, gentlemen, speaks
volumes in favor of the orderly conduct
of the people of the city of Buffalo.

*““The defendant has refused on almost
every occasion to talk with his counsel.
But I know there is in every human being
a strong desire to live. Death is a spectre
that we all dislike to meet, and here this
defendant, without having any animosity
against our presidenf, without aay person-
al motive, so far as we can see, committed
the aet, which, if he was sane, must cause
his death. How can a man with a sane
mind perform such an act? The rabble
in the streets will say no matter whether
he is insane or not, he deserves to be
killed. The law, however, says that you
must consider the circumstances and sce
if he was in his right mind or not whea
he committed the deed. If you find he
was not responsible you would aid in lift-
ing a great cloud from the minds of the
people of this country. If the beloved
president had met with a railroad accident
and been killed our grief could not com-
pare with what it is now. If you find that

he met his fate through the act of an

insane man it is the same as though he
met it by accident.”

Ex-Judge Lewis was crying when he
finidhed; and the eyes of many in the
court rcom were filed with tears.

Ex-Judge Titus said that ex~Judge Lewis
had so completely covered the ground that
it seemed entirely unnecessary for him to
reiterate it, and he would therefore rest.

At 3.10 Distriet Attorney Penney began
summing up. He spoke in a clear, well
modulated voice, and every word cculd be
heard in any part of the room.

On the insanity question he said: ‘“I’ne
counsel for the defense says if the de-
fendant was sane he is responsible, and if

- he was insane he must bé presumed to be

innocent. He tells that is a presumption
of law.

“It is also a presumption of law that
every ‘man is sane until proven insane.
Evidence tending to shcw that the prisoner
was insane has mot been forthcoming, it
has been proven that he'was the agent
of the crime, and there shéuld be no ques-
tion in your minds as to the responsibility
of tthe defendant.”

As to the prisoner, the district attorney
said, in econclusion: -

“Here is a man who does not want a
lasvyer, who does not believe in God nor
in law, a man who does 76t believe in the
marriage relation; yet out laws are such
that he is defended by two of the -ablest
junists in our city as if he was the most
raspected defendant, and even though he
comes into court and says he was guilty.

“Yes, gentlemen; you are required under

the constitution to listen to the formal
presentation of the evidence, notwithstand-
ing the fact that this man says he does
nct want it.” :

Justice White, in his charge to the jury,
reviewed the legal aspect. Comtinuing, he
waid:

‘“I'ne defendant has been given every
advantage of experienced counsel. I de-
plore any incitement to violence, and the
man who is ready fto go out and comumnit
a crime because some other man had com-
mitted a crime is as guilty as the latter
and his act is just as reprdhensible.”

He explained to the jury the different
degrees of murder.

Instrict Attorney Penney then asked
the judge to charge the jury that the law
presumes every individual sane until prov-
ed otherwise.

Judge White, in reply, said to the jury-
men:

“The law presumes the defendant in
this case sane.” -

Lawyer Titus asked the court to charge
the jury, “that if they were satistied from
the evidence that at the time of the com-
mittal of the assault the defendant was
laboning under such a defect of reason as
not to know the quality of the act or
that it was wrong, he was not responsible
and the jury must acquit.”

“I so charge,” said the judge.

The jury retired to consider the ver-
diet at 3.51.

Scene While Jurors Were Qut.

After the jury had retired the scene
in the courtroom became dramatic in the
extreme. ‘I'he guards about the assassia

,who still sat before. the bench were

doubled.- Many “plain clothes” men were
mingling among the crowd surging about

;the room,closely watching everyone whose

face was not familar. There was no dis-
position to crowd about the prisoner, al-
though the object of all seemed to be to
get in a position where they could get a
view of his face. He had been seated all
the afternoon, his hamids clasped on the
arms of the chair and his head bent for-
ward and a little to the left. The room
was not warm but Czolgosz frequently
took his handkerchief from his pockat
and mopped the perspiration from his
forehead and cheeks. At no time during
the absence of the jury did he raise his
eyes or lift his head or seem to know
that he was the object of interest. The
evident thought in every mind was that
the jury would take only a few minutes.

It was 4.25 when the crier rapped for
order and the jury filed into the room.
No time was wasted. The jurors did not
sit down. Addressing them Justice White
said:

“Gentlemen, have you agreed- upon a
verdict ¥’

“*We have, responued Foreman Wendt.

“What is your verdict?”’

“That the defendant is guilty of mur-
der in the first degree.”

Lhere was a moment of silence and
then a murmur arose from the crowd. It
ended there. There was no handeclapping;
no cheers. Justice White thanked the
jurors for their work and allowed them
to go until 11 o’clock tomorrow morning.
Court was at once adjourned. Czolgosz
was immediately handcuffed to his guards
and hurried to the jail. He appeared to
be iln no way affected by the result of the
trial.

ARREST AT MONCTON

Edward Wallace Held on War-
rant from Glace Bay,
Nova Scotia.

IS A SERIOUS MATTER.

Arrest in Connectlon with Mysteri-
ous Death of Porier at Glace
Bay, Saturday Night Last--Wal-
lace Makes Strong Denial--Says
He Was About to Return,

Moncton, Sept. 25—(Special)—Edward
Wallace, better known there as “Cook”
Wallace, was arrested here tomight on the
strength of a telegram from D. A. Mearn,
crown prosecutor of Glace Bay, asking for
the apprehension of Wallace on the charge
of murder. The prisoner is being held
pending the arrival of an officer from
Glace Bay, where Wallace is wanted in
connection’ with the death of Ta.de
Poinier, who came to an untimely end in
rather a mysterious manner l‘a.s't Sa:bq-r-
day night. Wallace denies knowing Poir-
ier or anything about his death beyond
veading of the affair in the papers beforz
leaving Glace Bay. He says he wus run-
ning as conductor on the Louisburg mdl-
way and drew his pay Saturday morning
last, staning for his home in Monaton
Monday morning. Wallace is 38_ yeeu_s_at
age and has a wife and one child living
here. He is the son of Henry Wallace,
of the I. C. R, and is a native of Monc-
ton. When taken into custody tonight he
told the officers that he had his trunk
packed and intended returming to Glace
Bay at 3 o'clock tomorrow moiming. He
appeared surprsed when told that he was
wanted in Glace Bay in connection with
Poinier’s death and says that he neither

| has any knowledge of the affair or that

he hurvied away from the town.

NOVA SCOTIA BRIG
ABANDONED AT SEA

The May of Lunenburg Battered by
Hurricane in Frightful Manner.

Boston, Sept. 24—The British brig May,
belonging in Lunenburg, N. S., was aban-
doned at sea on September 13, aad the
crew taken off by the barquentine Krem-
lin, whidh arrived here today. The Krem-
lin was from Buenos Ayres and fell in
with the dismasted, leaking brig in lati-
tude 28.23 north, longitude 60.30 west. The
brig had four feet of water in her :lnold
and was slowly sinking. She was from
Lunenburg, her home poit, for Porto Rico
with fish aad lumber, sailing August 29.
Qaptain Loye reports that on Segrlember
5 a hurricane battered the brig in a
frightful manner. Seams began to open
and heavy seas continued to flood the
cabins so that the crew were kept at the
pumps continually for eight days, when
the Kremlin was sighted.

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Duke and Duchess Most Heartily Received--Train Held to
Give Duke Chance for Exercise--Change in the
Winnipeg Programme.

Ottawa, Sept. 24— (Special)—The duchess
smiled in that pleasant way she has, the
duke was busy acknowledging cheers. can-
nons boomed, people shouted, the car
wheels creaked and the voyal train pulled
out of the Elgin street station about
12.32 o’clock today. The last words spoken
by the dule on the platform were to the
Hon. Derek Keppel, to whom his royal
thighness said, ““It is quite correat this timne
is it not,” referring to the departure of
the train, and then the added without
waiting for Mr. Keppel's answer, ‘“'I'he
bime is quite correct.” The last words
seemed to have been made rather to him-
self than otherwise. The explanation of
the duke’s remarks probably is that as
the royal pauty are endeavoring to keep
close to a time schedule his royal high-

‘Ilhe going away was a rather quiet cere-

mony. Several thousand people surround-
ed the station, the military kept a space
free for the guests and those who had
business on the station.

The train for the members
of the staff and for the press was waiting
at the station until 12 o’dlock, when it
drew out, taking among others Sir Wil-
frid Laurier and most of the royal house-
hold. It had been thought that the gov-
ernor general would go out on the first
train but his excellency remained in the
city and her excellency, accompanied by
Major Maude and others, went away.

The royal train was inspected by a num-
ber of people before the duke and duchess
armrived.

The interval between the arrival and
the departure of the first section and the
arrival of the royal party appeared to be
quite long but soon cheers were ﬂlemd.m
the~distance and then the mounted police
at the head of the royal procession came
in sight followed by Dragoons. Then dash-
ed up ‘the horses dmawing the royal car-
riage and the duke and dudhess, both
dressed in black, stepped upon the plat-
form. They were met by the cabinet min-
isters present and also by the mayor, who
wore his scarlet robe and cockade, and
the members of the civic reception com-
mittee and others. }

The duke and duchess went from one
to another, not overlooking any, and
shook hands, bidding them good-bye and
saying that they had had a pleasant time
in Ottawa. This friendly action on the
pant of the royal visitors was most favor-
ably comme
