But here
is' a task in Canada which calls for sac-
rifice-and service no less heroic no less
daring. “Isn’t the ime ripe, dead ripe,”
‘saicd a leading Congregationalist, “for
the ‘Protetsant churches to get together?
Hasn’ the hour struck for a ‘big drive’
in the name of God and home and native
land#” The task is to be faced not by a
divided, timid church. We must go for-
ward humbly but- courageously.

- They knew that the work at
Hooge and lelebgkc, frmght\wlth death
as it was, had been repeated at.a.score
of other points on the front and that the
storm of German shells and the weight
of the enemy’s infantry rushes were dig:
‘tributed impartially along each sector
among Belgians, French, British Terri-
torials, Kitcherie's' new ‘army, and the
men from His Majesty’s Dominions over-
sea. The test was severé, but the Cana-
dians met it with distinction, They did
their duty always, and frequently a bit
more. It was no good service surely, but
a grave and defenceless blunder, to rep-
resent our dead and wounded as having
been sacrificed in holding a position
which ought to have been abandoned
long since.
