Five seams and upwards, ol varying thickness from 21 to 13 feet, are known to ex­
ist within these areas, which comprehend (exclusive of a portion of the General Mining 
Association reserve) nearly all the coal yet discovered in this well known district. Of 
these, one, known as the 11 leet seam, has been opened,and several hundred tons raised 
by a slope sunk only 25 feet from the surlaoe. and has been proved by test pits about 
li mile at an average of H) feet from the surlaee, and preserving a thickness of 10 feet 
for two thirds of thst distance. The slope has lately been carried down to the depth ol 
95 feet, exhibiting a marked improvement in the quality of the coal, described by Sir 
Wm. Logan, from specimens near the outcrop, as “ an excellent eoal, superior to any 
of this continent yet known.” A moderate estimate of the quantity would give as the 
yield from this seam alone, ball a million tons annually during the lea=e. The larger 
seam has been exposed by a trial pit within the areas ; the smallest of 24 feet, is be­
lieved to contains valuable gas cual, and it Is a fair geological inference that all these 
beds of coal will he lound in their proper position. Thus several distinct colleries may 
be leased to individuals or companies.

A branch railway ol 34 miles has been surveyed, and steps are being taken for its 
construction to connect the property by a down grade with the Intercolonial Railway, 
at a point 21 miles from the head of the Bay Fundy and contemplated Bay Verte Canal, 
and 13 miles from a shipping place at the month ol Maccau River, half a mile from the 
Intercolonial, where vessels drawing 13 leet of water may load. Until the opening of 
the Intercolonial, between Truro and Amherst, next autumn, the cual will be hauled 4 
miles to Black River Station.

From the nearness of the ootcrop to the surface, and the seams lying on high and 
descending ground, securing easy drainage, it is considered that these seams may be 
most economically worked.

The freight ol a ton from the head of Bay Fundy to Boston or New York is about 
75 cents le-s than from Piotuu or Sydney—ol itself a good profit, while the difference to 
St. John is fully 61 00.

The Spring Hill ooal is well adapted for house, steam and smelting purposes. Situ­
ated within 37 miles by rah of the lodes of brown hematite and micaceous iron oro of 
the richest quality, known as the Acadia iron ore, ol Londonderry, it is difficult to as­
sign limits to the quantity ol ore likely to bo taken to Spring Hill, for smelting by a 
eoal unusually tree from sulphur. The large proportion of carbon renders it eminent­
ly adapted lor manufacturing coke, which, with the ooal itself, must be extensively 
used in the iron and steel works at Londonderry, as well as the Machine shops being 
erected for the Government railways at Moncton.

The portion ol the Intercolonial between Truro and Amherst is now being ballasted 
with engines driven by Spring Hill coal. It is understood that the line between Truro 
and Newcastle, il not the whole line to St. John, a distance of 280, miles will shortly 
be worked in the same way, and the local demand between these points, already large, 
is steadily increasing.

Vessels bringing flour from the St Lawrence to St. John, Yarmouth, and other 
lower ports, through the Bay Verte Canal, when completed, may have return cargoes 
of eoal to Quebec, Montreal or Toronto.

From all these sources of traffic, in addition to the Western part of Nova Scotia, 
the New England ports and New York, it is assumed that an unlimited market will be 
afforded.

for compensating 'the owners of tbe land 
ior loss sustained,'but ndt such provision 
as, in our opinion, Will be regarded as 
satisfactory by the owders dt the land 
We believe that the real object of the Gov­
ernment is, to possess themselves of such 
powers as will enable them to injure and 
annoy the owners of lands at Summerside,
Albertoh, and elsewhere, from whom the

The site of the 
Summerside station is upon lands owned 
by Mr. J. S Carvell. To remoyo it would

The Press and the Public Service.

Tbe Halifax Reporter, after commenting 
on tiiè defeat of 'Colfax before the Phila­
delphia Convention by the Newspaper Edi­
tors and èoneepàndénte, and alter elabora­
ting on the Influence wielded by United 
Stetes journalists, closes an Editorial with 
the following sentences :—

Every tempt Bt the thorough emanci- 
nation ol tbe Press from the thraldom of 
party.as distinguished from tbe public, 
will, we «re tore, meet With a Hearty re­
sponse from the public who are môst in­
terested in having newspapers Which will 
naught “ extenuate and tiaugh't 'set down 
in malice,” but h mostly, fearlessly and 

. faithfully give all tbe facts, whether they 
militate against this or that party in the 
State. A partisan press is a Samson shorn 
ot bis locks.

We are as greatly delighted as surprised 
to find such sentiments held even by a por­
tion of the Party Press of Nova Scotia. In 
that Provinoe, as in Ontario, Party spirit 
hts carried the Press and the People to 
great extremes. Whatever law Was laid 
down by a few Party leaders appeared to 
be implicitly followed by the rank and file 
of the Party’s adherents, instructed by -the 
Party Frees. Measures in those Province» 
have been treated lees with reference to 
their merits than their bearing upon the 

- — Party’s success and influence. A Govern­
ment scheme has been invariably opposed 
by the Opposition, and Opposition sug 
gestions have as certainly been scouted by 
the Government’s supporters. Tbe doc­
trine that now receives the approbation of ; 
the Halifax Reporter is new in NovaSeotia, 
bat it is sound :—it will sturtle tbe Re­
porter's readers by its novelty, but 
not help thinking that it will be a happy 
day for Nora Scotia when it receives the 
endorsemept of the «tightened public sen 1 
liment of her people.

To thoroughly carry oat the Rcp&rtcr's 
just view of the position which the Press 
should assume, the Press should urge upon 
the General and Local Governments to give 
Ont tbe Publie Advertising to the journals 
which enjoy tbe largest circulation among 
tbe people to be reached, without regard 
to the papers’ politics. We have urged 
this plan before, and we do not hesitate to 
recommend it again, the Governments 
should also give the public printing to tbe 
printing offices that witt do it the beet and 
tbeapest, without considering 'Whether the 
beads of the eetabtisMnent art friendly or 
unfriendly to the ruling powers. Exactly 
the same role Should apply here as applies 
in most private transactions, where “ the 
money’s worth” is tbe first consideration. 
and an offensive extending ol “ patronage” 
ia scarcely known. Such a course would 
remove the temptation to support or op­
pose Governments according as they sup­
ply or withhold advertising and jobs of 
printing, and would, we believe, have a 
most salutary effect on tbe Independence 
of the Press.
