The Ilarbor Trust. «

Those iaterested
this port must be disappointed at the
action of the Common Council in post-
poning the eonsideration of the proposal
to swrrender the harbor and the harbor
properties 1o & commission.  This must
he done some time, and the sooner the
botter. The surrender would relieve
the city of a half million of jts debt,
and take from Common Couneil com-
nittees the responsibility of looking
after the revenues of the wharves, cte.,
—two good vesults. The Parliament of
Canada will do nothing for the harbor,
as a Canadian harbor, while it is kept
under the management of the Common
Council of St. Johrn. What is the use
of keeping it until it is almost useless
Lefore handing it over to those who are
ready to imgrove it at considerable ex-
pense and econserve it for the general
good of commerce? Now is the time.
A reasonable expenditure now will ren-
der the harbor sufticient for present
purposes and safe from the injury that
threatens to be done to it soon. 1t needs
to be surveyed, dredged, protected, and
nobody in St. John ‘wunts a direct tax
to be levied for the raising of the requi-
site funds. Kven the issuc of twenty-
year debentures for such a. purpose is
;wt a proposition to be joyfully received
by the tax-payers on property or wages,
as debts have to be paid some time.
The Government oficrs to pay for the

“harbor revenue-yielding properties and

privileges, and to raise indirectly the
money required for improving aud pre-
serving the harbor and furnishing all
the facilities required by the increasing
commerce of the port. Why should
we lesitate to aecept the offer? Mon-
treal and other ports have readily ac-
cepted it, and are gainers by it. The
Dominion Government is the natural
custodian of the harbors of the Domi-
nion and the protector and regulator of
the commeree of the Dominion. Com-
merce requires that this harbor should
be safe and aceessible, with ample
wharf accommodation and wet and
dry docks, and the city of St. John
requires exactly the same thing. There
is not, there mever can be, any conflict
of interest between the city and the Gov-
ernment in the nmtter, as the Govern-
ment, in promoting commerc ¢, will be
promoting the best interests of this city.
The Government doesn’t want to make
money out of us, has no thought of tak-
ing a cont of revenue from harbor dues,
but is concerned only for the proper
improvement and maintenance of this
most important port. And yet the
Common Couneil, on one miserable pre-
text or another, withholds its consent!
Why? There is alittle petty patronage
connected with the harbor trust; a lit-
tle power; a few chances for rewarding
constituents with gravel permits, ete.
What else eauses a mezaber of the Com-
mon Couneil to hesitate about handing
the harbor over to the Government?
We see that it will be necessary, next
spring, to kick these fellows out, a'-
though they have been well-behaved,
cconomical, eivil-spoken boys so far,
and give their places to men who will
not allow certain interested and influen-
gial ward ecanvassers to control their
votes on & matter of so much moment.
—— e ———
It is rather amusing to note the claim
that the election of Mackenzie in Mon-
treal West, by six votes, is a triumph
for the Brown Bungle. The subsidy-
sucking journals that make the claim
carefully coneeal the fact that this
Mackenzie was elected by the sayge
constituency, a few months ago, by a
majority of almost 500. The Grits won
most of their seats by very small majori-
ties, and will be nowhere if they sufler
in every constituency s they have suf-
fered in this.

Common Council.

The Common Council met yesterday
{ afteruoon. All the members werc present
except Ald. Kerr.

The King’s Squarc Committee recom-
mended the payment of a number of bills.
Adopted.

The Fire Committce nominated I, A.
Crosby to flll the place of John Marshall
in No. 3 Fire Company. Nomination ap-
proved and Crosby elected.

The Street Committee recommended
! that legal measures be taken in opposi-
i tion to those of Morrison & King in re-
1 ference to claims of property holders in
Church street.

The Market Committee reported in re-
fereunce to plans submitted in answer to
an offer of a prize for the first and second
best. Several plans were submitted and
had been open for public inspection for
some months in the Mayor’s Office. A
sub-Committee had awarded the first
prize of $200 to Messrs. McKean & Fair-
weather, for tneir plan; the second prize
of $100 they awarded to' D. E. Dunham’s
plan; they further rccommend that a bo-
nus of $50 each be given to W.B.Clark and
W. M. Smith for their plans, said plans to
belong to the Corporation. They further
recommended that the Bill Committee
prepare a bill authorizing an appraise
ment and purchase of 50 feet more land
to the south of the present market, it
being their opinion that the present
market property was not wide enough.
Adopted.

The Harbor Committee reported sub-
mitting the basis on which they had
agreed for placing the harbor in the hands
of a Commission.

Ald. Ferguson moved that the report
be received and adopted, at the same
time calling attention to the way it which
barbor affairs had been run for the last
few years. There had been a direct loss
to the city. A few years ago the revenne
and property was valued at $2350,000,
now they proposc that the Commission
shall pay $500,000.

Ald. Lockhart seconded the motion,
and considered that the report covered
all-the grouuds, and gave to the city
every guarantee that the harbor should
be kept in good repair.

There was a long discussion on the re-
port. The spcakers were divided—the
West Side members going against ‘the
report and Ald. Drake moved for delay
and was seconded by Ald. Rassell. Coun.
Nannary and every other West Side
member also asked for more time to con-
sider the report. The members for
Carleton also claimed that certain lands,
reserved for the West Side by the act of
1853—known as the Act of Scttlement—
were taken away. They demanded that
the land question should be settled before
the harbor was given away to a commis-
sion. They asked for a survey and that
the lands should be reserved for them as
those on the st Side were. DBy the
proposed transfer over 100 acres would
be taken from the West side. There wa®
a call for the reading of the law in refer-
ence to thesc lands, which lie below the
beacon bar. Then the Fast Side mem-
bers opened flre, all regretting that it
should be made an East and West
side question. They, however, asked that
the harbor should be placed in Commis-
sion, and any disputes bétween the two
sides could be settlel afterwards. The
West side, they claimed, had no right to
the lands in dispute. They hadno rights
below low water mark. The discussion
was a lengthy one and was conducted in
a business like manaer. All those who
spoke seemed anxious to have the ques-
tion settled. On the vote heing taken
there appearéd for the me$irn for de-
lay: McCordock, Drake, Russell, Qnin-
ton,Coxetter, Nannary,Robinson, Martin,
Clark—9. Against—Ferguson, DPeters,
Lockhart. Duffell, Melick, Cassidy,
Stockton and Hamm—8.

A communication from Chas. Doherty
claiming $81 for Johun Moran for shippage
on a Corporatien buoy, was rgferred to
the Harbor Committee.

Mr. Dawson on John Bunyan. :
The theatre, the lecture given by Mr.

| Boyd, the bazaar, etc., and the fact that

there is to be another star lecture given
this week, combined to make the lnsti-
tutc audience small last evening. Those
who went were well repaid, as the lecture
was even better then the one delivered
on the previous evening. It was more
didactic in its tone than the other, and
revealed more of the lecturer’'s own
views and prcjudices. The lecturer re-
jected the theory that Buryan wasa vici-
ous youth, and declared that his habit of
immederate carsing secmed to be about
his only vice. No proof had ever heen
given of his dishonesty, licentiousness,
ordrunkenness. He was merely a rough,
brawling blackguard, and an honest, sim-
ple, well meaning man. When his eyes
were opened to the folly and sinfulness
of his swearing hibits he ceased being
profane, and when began to
look for spiritual light he looked
with all his encrgy. The lecturer
told how this man of strong feel-
ings, spiritual longings, and keen self-
analysis, groped after light, wrestied
with the Lord and the Devil, harassed
himscli (as all ignorant inquirers do)
with the question of election and other
questions too deep for human comprehen-
sion, sought for visible signs that his
salvation was assured, worried himselfl
over isolated texts of Scripture that he
applied to himself, found the Bible a book
of death instead of a book oi life, a law
instead of a gospel, aud fancied hbmsell
sinning when engaged in innocent sports;
how he was prepared for the ministry,
not turned loose on unoffending congre-
Zations as the custom is now; how he
went to prison rather than conform to
the saving crced of which the saintly
Charles IL. was the chief; how he thought,
and worked, and read the Bible and Fox’s
Book of Martyrs, until he knew his own
heart and the Scriptures thoroughly, and
had become spiritually ripe and mellow;
how he put the result of his self-commu-
ning and study in his marvellous drcam
of the Pilgrims Progress from this World
to that Which is to Come; and how all
nations, all creeds, all ages. have united
in accepting that book as one of the few
immortal productions of the pen. The
lecturer compared its simple English
with the stuff uttered by *-a wretched
preacher” whom he heard say to his con_
gregation that he was about to ‘¢ enter
on a process of ratiocination,” and
strongly favored the pure Saxon. The
lecture abounded in good points, sharp
and sensible truths, luminous explana-
tions, and quaintly humorous thoughts.
