THE ST. JOHN ELECTION.
The election of three liberal candi­

dates in the city of St. John is an asser­
tion on the part of that very important 
constituency that it haa lost faith in 
tory ism and is adverse to the policy of ' 
the present administration. At the pres­
ent moment especially, when the rela­
tions between the dominion and the 
United State* are the subject of negotia­
tions and the cause of some unpleas­
antness, it is very significant that a com­
munity with as much interest as St. John 
has in the fisheries question and as much 
to hope from reciprocity bas declared it­
self hostile to the general policy of the 
administration. There can be no differ­
ence of opinion upon one matter. The 
people of SL John,irrespective altogether 
Of party, are most favorably disposed to­
wards the United States and earnestly 
desirious that the closest trade relations 
shall exist between the two countries. 
We have never thought that this feeling 
of friendliness extended so far as to cause 
the formation of anything like an annex­
ation party. A few individuals have 

, from time to time expressed 
views which might seem to 
favor a political union with our neigh­
bors, but we think it will be found in 
nearly every case that such expressions 
were more in the nature of the rhetori­
cal conclusion of an argument than the 
declaration of a carefully considered 
opinion. Names can readily be cited, 
from both political parties, of gentlemen 
who have expressed a desire for annex­
ation ; but no public avowal of a deliber­
ately formed opinion can be cited, and 
we feel warranted iq. aaying that at 
present no public man or no party or 
section of a party in SL John eaa be re­
garded as favorable to annexation. Mr. 
Ellis' handsome victory, taken in con­
nection with the chargea of disloyalty 
and annexationism unjustly made against 
him, shows that the people of 8L John 
feel that all the relations of this country 
are legitimate subjects for free and open 
discussion. Mr. Ellis has treated all 
political and commercial subjects with 
remarkable frankness. From a party 
standpoint he has sometimes been too 
frank, but hie election on two occasions 
to the local legislature and now to the 
House of Commons, proves that the con­
stituency of SL John appreciates his 
frankness and takes no stock in their so- 
called loyalty, which fears to look things 
■quarely in the face.

Prominent among the causes which 
contributed to the result in SL John was 
the lack of faith in the promises of the 
government in regard to the winter port. 
Only a day or two before the election a 
despatch from Ottawa to the Toronto 
News stated that there was no prospect 
whatever of a contract being signed to 
make SL John the terminus of the trans­
atlantic mail line. Our SL John con 
temporaries do not appear to have ob­
served this; but the foot that such a des­
patch has been sent out shows that good 
reason exista for the refusal on the part 
of the people of St. John to believe that 
the government is sincere in regard to 
the winter port matter. We regret to 
be compelled to believe that SL John 
has no present prospect whatever of be­
coming the winter port, and that the ad­
vertisement for tenders was only a sham 
to conceal the real intentions of the gov­
ernment. We cannot believe that if 
the government sincerely desired to 
make a contract with a line of steamers 
to St. John that there would be any in­
surmountable difficulty in the way.

Speaking generally, the result of the 
St. John election shows the existence in 
that community of an active public 
opinion which finds ready expression in 
» constitutional way. It also proves that 
the constituency is a liberal one and that 
the young men, who have been added to 
the list by the new franchise law, are in 
sympathy with the liberal party.

AN ECHO OF THE CONFLICT.
The Telegraph feels called upon to 

attribute the success of Mr. Temple to 
the selection of Mr. Gregory as a candi­
date. If our esteemed contemporary 
would confine its attention to matters 
concerning which it is competent to ex­
press an opinion it would do less harm 
to its political friends. It is in every­
body’s memory that one of the strongest 
canvasses used in SL John against Mr. 
Ellis was taken from the columns of the 
Telegraph. So far as Mr. Gregory is con­
cerned the fact that he obtained the 
magnificent vote of 1768, without the 
expenditure of a dollar for votes, or in 
liquor, refreshments, or the employment 
of teams, against the lavish use of all 
these agencies by bis opponent, is the 
best answer which can be given to the 
Telegraph's criticism.

Rick Griddle Cakes.—One quart of 
sweet milk, three eggs, two cups sifted 
flour, one tablespoonful of melted butter, 
as much soft boiled rice as you like.

White Mountain Cake.—Two cupfuls 
sugar, halt-cupful butter, four eggs, one 
cupful milk, two cupfuls flour. Beat 
the butter and the sugar together, thon 
add the yolk of the eggs and the milk, 
then the flour, and lastly the whites of 
the eggs whipped to froth. Beat all to­
gether and bake in White-Meuntain- 
eake tins.

Virginia Corn Pik.—Take one heaping 
cofloe cuplul of boiled hominy, heat it, 
and stir in a tatdeapooi.ful of butter, 
three eggs, and nearly one pint of sweet 
milk. Add as much corn meal as will 
s°rve to thicken it ti 1 it ia like the Lat­
ter for johnny-cake. Bake in a quick

Apple Snow for Sauce—Bake six ap­
ples very soft, remove the skins and beat 
the soft apple with the white of an egg 
until quite stiff, add also, » cup of sugar 
while beating^nd flavor with any essence 
you desire.

Cabbage—Boil the cabbage gently un­
til cooked, and drain it; put two ounces 
of butter into a saucepan; set it on a 
good fire, and, when melted, put in the 
cabbage with some salt and pepper; add 
half-apint of cream or milk, and one 
tessponnfnl of fl-'ur, stirring constantly 
with a wooden s|toon. Simmer until the 
sauce is reduced and serve hoL

Potato Salad—Use potatoes wh;ch 
have been boiled as for the table. Slice 
thin six or eight potatoes into a glas- 
dish. Take half of a white onion and cut 
into the smallest possible pieces, and 
strew between the sliced potato. When 
the dish in full let it stand while you 
make the dressing, which is made of two 
eg ntt, the yolks in a bowl with a small 
tnhlespoonful of ground mustard, one of 
white sugar, teaspoonful of salt, one- 
quarter teaspoonful of black, pepper. 
Put a large cup of vinegar in a saucepan, 
with butter siae of an egg, when melted, 
stir slowly into it the egg yolks, and 
when all is in pour over the sliced 
potatoes.

Red Rice—Take one and one-half pints 
of red currants and one half pint of red 
raepberries. Put them into an earthen 
dish and set inside a kettle of boiling 
water until the fruit is broken and the 
juice runs freely. Strain off the juice,1 
which may then be dilused with one part 
water to two of juice if desired. Sweeten 
to taste; and for each pint of the juice, 
when boiling, stir into it two tablespoon- 
fuis of ground rice, or rice flour rubbed 
smooth in a little of the juice which may 
be retained for the purpose. Turn into 
molds, let cool, and serve with whipped

A Nctritious Broth. -A quarter of a 
teaspoon ful of beef extract, the yolk of 
an egg beaten up, a cup of boiling water, 
a litt Ie salt added and served with a 
slice of hot toast, makes a palatable and 
nutritious luncheon, and an excellent 
repast for invalids.

Tomato Soup—To one quart of boiling 
water add one quart of tomatoes : boil 
again and put in one teaspoonful orsoda;

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HMARD’S EXAMINATION.
The Bribery Cases Taken Up 

In Their Order.

Evidenoe of Hessrs.Woodward 
and Hazen-

Messrs Neill, Temnle. Revis­
ing Barrister VanWart 

and Others Brought 
Into the Business.

Mr. Hazen Offers a Bribe of $80 
But Professes not to Know 

Where the Money is 
to come from.

Complete Chain of Evidence 
Connecting Mr. Temple 

Personally with 
the Bribery.

The examinations into the bribery cases 
were again taken up yesterday afternoon, at 
the county court house, before Justice Qeo. 
A. Perley. The number of spectators was 
large, bud^V^ûnusual démonstration that 
characterized the proceedings of the first day 
of the examination were not witnessed. Mr. 
John L. Carleton, of St. John, was the pro­
secuting attorney and Mr. B. L. Wetmore 
the counsel for the defense. The first case 
taken np was that against Mr. F. 8. Hilyard, 
who is charged with giving a bribe.

JOHM WOODWARD, 

the first witness sworn, said : I know the 
defendiuaJjKjleric 8 Hilyard. He resides in 
FrederidtoR^®! am qualified to vote in tha 

* electoral district of York.- I remember 
meeting Mr. Hilyard on the morning of the 
81st January inst. in Phceoix Square. Mr. 
Hilyard asked me if 1 bad made op mind as to 
how I was going to vote in this election. 
Mr. Hilyard came and spoke to me first. I 
am positive on that point. I answered 
him that I had not. He said all right. 
Til seed the M. P. down to see you. 
Om the following morning I was coming 
down Queen street, and when I got opposite 
Mr. McMurray's book store, Mr. Hilyard 
came ont to where I was. He asked me if I 

Mr. Temple last night. 1 said I hadn't. 
He said I will send him down to see you. I 
said ail right, send him down to my store, 
I’ll be there. Along my way from dinner 
that day Mr. Temple called me over to bis 
house (Mr. Wetmore objected to witness giv­
ing evidence relating to aay conversation 
that took place with Mr. Temple in Mr. 
Hüyard1 s absence.) Witness continued : 1 
went over to Mr. Temple’s house. We were 
there a little while and Mr. John Barker 
came in. That brokè up the conversation. 
I said to/Mr. Temple if you want to see me 
on any business, you can see meat my store. 
A few minutes after that Mr. Temple called 
at my store. Mr. Wm. Wilson was in my 
store when Mr. Temple came in, but went 
out immediately. We talked election mat­
ters. I think.the conversation we had first 
was about my daughter being turned out of 
the post office. He said that he remembered 
something about that, but he bad nothing to 
do with it. He said when I go up there this 
time 1 shall be stronger than I was before 
The man that helps me I will do something 
for him, if it is in my power. I told him 
that I did not expect to do any work in this 
election unless I was paid for it. Mr. 
Temple replied, of course not, we don’t ex­
pect that ; but don't make it too steep. I 
shan't make any arrangements with you for 
I don’t intend to be tripped by any man in 
this election. 1 will go and see the boys 
and I w.U send either Mr. Hasen or Mr. 
VanWart down to see you. He said he 
would do so right away. He went away 
and Mr. Hazen came in shortly after 
—about 15 or 20 minutes after. When 
Mr. Hasen came in Mr. Alonso 
Staples was in my store. Mr. Hazen said are 
yon busy ; I want a little talk with you. At 
this Mr. Staples went out. This was on the 
1st February inst. Mr. Hazen said, John, Mr. 
Temple told me to come down and see you. 
I said I just had s talk with Mr Temple and 
he said that he would send you down to a«e 
me. I told Mr. ilazeo I wanted $100 for my 
▼ote, for my brother’s and for another man. 
The bargain was struck for $80. I said now 
this it all right, solid. Yes he said I am 
authorised to do it. He said let this stand 
over; 1 want to see Mr VanWart, who is 

financing for oar party. That evening when 
I went home to my supper, Hr Hazen came 
ont to my bouse to see me. He said, John. 
tbi« thing is all right He asked me bow 
many votes I could command in Queen’s 
ward; I said 1 could aot tell just now. Mr. 
Hazen then went away saying it would be all 
right in the, morning. He came to my store 
again on the fupbwing morning. He says, 
John, I’ve codfc to offer you $60. I en id I 
won’t lake it. He said I'm only authorized 
to vive you $50. I said it was too little 
This money, h» said, was for me and my 
brother’s vote and another mao, whose name 
he mao tioned. Any money you spend 
for paying votes will be paid to you. Mr 
Hazen said, now, keep this a secret; don’t 
let this get out for it will ruin me. I said it 
will ruin me also. He said that it was the 
understanding that I should attend the com­
mittee meetings and I said I would. He 
then went aw^JMhe following Saturday 
Mr. Temple my store. My sou
Harry was there at the time. He commenced 
talking election matters and my boy went 
out. I told Mr. Temple I saw Hr. Hazen 
and he fixed that thing all right. He said 
that was all right. He saw Mr. Hazen, 
and told him to come down and 
see me. He said I’ve just come from Harvey 
where they talk about beating me so badly. 
I can get a majority there if I want it. I 
saw Mr. Hazen on the Monday following. I 
sent for him to come to my store. This was 
the only time 1 sent for him. I told him that 
I h .du't got that money yet. He said do you 
Want it before the elections. I said yes, 
most decidedly. He said 1 will see Mr. Van­
Wart, who is financing for our party. He 
■aid he was going away at noon and that be 
would bring the money down right away or 
send some one down with it. That 
evening I met Mr. Hilyard on the street and 
he said, John, I will be in your store after 
sapper. Alter supper I was in my store, 
and Mr. Hilyard came in. Be said I was 
wanted in Mr. Davis’ store. I went to 
Davis’ store, and asked it I was wanted 
and the clerk replied, no. When I returned 
to ejr Store Mr. Hllfard said, pointing to ta 
MTtiiyt •« tie table, lees Man left that

for you. I picked it up and opened it and 
found enclosed five five dollar bills. We 
had no conversation about the money. He 
said, ask me no questions. We then talked 
about the taxes of some of the city rate­
payers.

Cross examioed by Mr. Wetmore—No one 
was present at the conversation I had with 
Mr. Temple at the store. No one was pre­
sent at any subsequent conversation that I 
bad with Mr. Temple. No one was present 
at the eon venation I had with Mr. Hilyard.

J. DOUGLAS HAZEN. 

the next witness, sworn said : I reside in 
Fredericton. I have the pleasure of Mr. 
Wootfrrard’s acquaintance. I was present 
in the court to-day wnd heard Woodward's 
testimony. I remember having a conversa­
tion with Mr. Temple about Mr. Wood­
ward. It took place on Queen street in 
front of my office. Mr. Temple 
gave me no directions about Mr. Woodward 
Me mentioned having seen Mr. Woodward. 
He did not tell me that he would either send 
me or Mr. VanWart to see him. I did not tell 
Woodward that Mr. Temple sent me to see 
him. I was in my office early in this month. 
Either Mr. Black or Mr. Bliss came ia and 
told me Mr. Temple was at my door and 
wished to see me. I went down; Mr. Temple 
was sitting in bis sleigh with his for coat 
on. I went out to the sleigh. He says John 
Woodward is going to vote for me. I ex­
pressed surprise at that. He said yes, 
he told me sb only a little while ego. He 
says I’m going out of town sow and I would 
like tor you to go down and see him and get 
him to come up to the committee room. I 
had no conversation with Mr. Temple about 
Mr. Woodward previous te that. I went 
down to see Mr. Woodward about half an 
hour afterwards. Mr. Alonso Staples was in 
there. After Mr. Staples went ont, I said 
John I hear you are going to vote far Mr. 
Temple. He says I have abeut made up my 
mind to that. He said that he did not like 
the way our party treated hie daughter 
in turning her out of the post 
office department. He laid I can 
overlook that now. I said I suppose 
you are willing to go to work for us and at­
tend the committee meetings. He said he 
expected of course to get something for hie 
support. He mentioned the sum of $100 for 
hie own vote, that of his brother, and that 
of his brother-in-law, L. Howard. He also 
mentioned the names of some old soldiers, 
Mr. Ubae. Lacey and others, whom, if he 
gave bis whole time, he would be in a po­
sition to get. Being collector of taxes he 
had hie drawer full of due bills, and these 
people naturally had a kindly feeling 
towards him. He also said that
he had about $2,560 of his own
loaned about town on email notes. If he 
received $100, he would have to use a large 
portion af it with others. He told me that 
the other side was very cross for having lost 
him. The Attorney General, fi’ra. Wilson, 
Jolm Moore, Frank Gregory and Mr. Gregory 
himself came to see him at different times 
nying to induce him to stay with him. He 
said that he thought that he should bare 
$100 to go to work with, considering the 
time hé would give it. I told him that I 
knew nothing about the financial arrang - 
meats this time, but that Mr. VanWart had 
been financing for the party in the past I 
said to him wouldn't $75 be enough for you 
aoyway. He said $80 might do. I told him 
I would see about the matter. I bad no 
authority to make any arrangements with 
him. I told him I would see him further 
about it that evening. Daring the conver­
sation in there I said, ef course what passes 
between us is private. He said, of coursç 
it is. I then went out. There
might have been some further con­
versation that I bad with Woodward, but 
I do not remember it I would consider 
John Woodward a valuable man for any 
party. After leaving Woodward's store I 
went up to see Mr. VauWart. I bad no con­
versation with Mr. Temple about Mr. Wood­
ward. I saw Mr. Temple after I saw Wood­
ward and told him that he was right, John 
Woodward was going to vote for us. Mr. 
Temple gave me no intimation that Wood­
ward would require to he fixed. When I 
spoke to Mr. Temple about Woodward 
being all right it was at my house on a 
Suuday afternoon. I met Mr. Woodward 
on Queen street the day after and think I 
told him the matter would be all right i 
may have told him Temple had gone out of 
town. I saw Woodward that evening when 
I was on my way home, at bis Meuse. I 
said to him that I thought the matter with 
him could be arranged all right in the morn­
ing. I told him to let this go no further. 
1 asked him how many votes he could con­
trol. I saw John Woodward at his plaee of 
business the next morning. I asked him if 
be would lake $50 and go to work for the 
party. He said it was too little, la the 
mraniime 1 saw Mr. Jaa. A VanWart. Mr. 
Hilyard aud Mr. Jaa. 8. Neill before 1 offer­
ed Woodward $50. I taw Mr. VanWart in 
bis office and Mr. Hilyard and Mr. Neill at 
the ctTrling rink. I communicated with 
these men because they were prominent men 
of the party. I told Woodward that the $50 
weie fur him to go to work with, and that if 
he wanted any more probably the matter 
could be arranged. Mr. Woodward attend­
ed our committee meetings.. I saw him there 
on a Saturday evening. We talked election 
matters. I saw Mr. Woodward in 
bis office again. le said he 
he wanted $25. I saw Mr. Hilyard and told 
him Woodward wanted $25. I do not know 
what answer he made but think he said he 
would make it all right. I did not know 
where the money was coming from when I 
made the promise. I am not in the habit of 
going round making promises for the con­
servative party, and not knowing how they 
were going to be kept I could not say 
where the money iras coming from when I 
promised Woodward that he should get it.
I got no money from Hilyard. I was in the 
city when the examination of the charge 
against Mr. Temple was going on. I do lot 
know that I took good care to keep out of 
sight. I walked down a portion of Queen 
street when the meeting in the City Hall 
was going on. I told Woodward that the 
$50 was for him to go to work for the party. 
I told him that any money he paid out be­
sides that.we would make it all right with 
him. I mean by “we" our party. Still I 
did net know where the money was coming

At the conclusion of Mr. Baton's evidence 
the court adjourned until 2 o’clock on Mon­
day afternoon next.

THE GENERAL RESULT.
The Tory Estimate vs. the 

Liberal Estimate.

Reasons why Little or No 
Faith can be Placed in the 

Tory Figures,

And Reasons why the Liberal 
Estimate can be Ac­

cepted.

It is now considered beyond donbt in well- 
informed circles in Ottawa and Toronto that 
the liberale come ont of the contest with a 
«mall majority. In St. John and in Freder­
icton, among persona who are qualified to 
make a fairly accurate calculation, the re­
sult is conceded in favor '‘of the liberals 
Tory partisans here and elsewhere claim a 
large majority, bnt are unable to say satis­
factorily bow it is made up. They give as 
their authority a telegram purported to have 
beea received by Mr. Temple from Sir John 
Macdonald to the effect that the tory major­
ity is thirty and will be forty when ten more 
constituencies are heard from. It may be 
that Sir John authorized the telegram to tie 
written;it would be perfectly consistent with 
Sir John’s tactics in the past if be did s« 
authorize it. The final result will doubliez 
depend on the constituencies in which elec­
tions are yet to be ran, and if Sir John and 
the tory party generally can force 
the northwest territories into the 
belief that the tories at pres­
ent control a large majority in the 
present parliament, the probability is that 
the greater number of elections in that sec­
tions will result favorably to the Govern­
ment No faith can consequently be at­
tached to the tory estimate. Further, an 
illustration or two from the many at hand 
will show bow inaccurately Sir John has 
made up hie figures, even if be bas really made 
them. He counts the two seats in Halifax 
for the tories. Every well informed man 
knows that, beyond the shadow of a doubt, 
Jonte, liberal, has been elected in Halifax, 
and that in the case of the other member 
there, there is a strong doubt about bis 
election. He has counted Cbipman, of 
Charlotte. Well, everyone knows that 
Cbipman has been defeated, and that Gil- 
mor, liberal, has been elected. These are 
but two illustrations of the character of Sir 
John's calculations, and serve to show what 
little faith can be placed in the tory esti­
mate. The afternoon Mr. Temple 
received his despatch, one of our liberal 
leaders alto received a despatch from 
Toronto, and it was to the effect 
that thé liberals had a majority of one. The 
public have good reason to believe the lat­
ter despatch to be correct. First, because 
the estimate made of the standing of the 
parties in the different provisoes, and which 
is generally acce pled, comes within a vote or 
two of the liberal estimate; and secondly, 
b< cause, of the members claimed by the lib­
erals, not one can, with any show of author­
ity or reason, oe counted with the totips.

The public may rest satisfied with this at 
least, that the tory party, if they have a 
majority, have-not one large enough to carry 
on the administration of affairs of the coun­
try. They will not resign just now, of 
course. One never beard of lories resigning. 
But, in all probability they will be deieated 
on the first or second vote in parliament.

Eleetloas to be Krote*led.

In the following 21 places the liberals will 
protest the electious -—York, Suubury, 
Westmorland, Albert, Ottawa city, King­
ston, Two Mountains, Yamaeita, Quebec 
west, Three Rivers, Winnipeg, London, 
West Huron, East Bruce. Peel, West Mid­
dlesex, Lincoln, South Norfolk, West Nor­
thumberland, West Peterboro, and South 
Norfolk, in three fourths ot which seats 
enough cases of bribery can be proved to 
disallow sufficient votes to band seats over 
to the liberals. McGreevy and Langevin 
and Caron are sure to be unseated with cer­
tain defeat in new elections.

Hot Defeated.

MURDER A1 SUICIDE.
Sad Tragedy at Great Works, 

Near Bangor-

Fred L. George Shoots His 
Wife and then Kills Him­

self.

Bangor, Feb. 23.—Great Works was the 
scene of a sad tragedy last evening, resulting 
iu the almost instant death of F red L George, 
aged about thirty, and bis wife, aged 
twenty. The shooting occurred at the resi­
dence of Mr. Alexander McIntosh, where Mrs. 
George has been employed for some weeks 
past in doing general house work . Enter­
ing the house by the kitchen door the re­
porter was startled by seeing George lying 
almost on the threshhold in the spot where 
be fell when'he p laced the pistol against his 
own breast and sent the messenger of death 
tin his fatal mission. Passing through into 
the front of the house a small room off of the 
sitting room was entered, where, upon the 
bed, lay the body ot the wife cold in death. 
From the necessarily hurried interviews it 
was learned that George and his wife were 
sitting together in the kitchen apparently 
engaged in a

Friendly Converwwllee 
when the other members of the family pre­
pared to retire. This was not far from nine 
o'clock. Mr. McIntosh was reading in the 
front room when he was startled by a sharp 
report and a woman's scream, and almost 
at the same time Mrs. George rushed ia 
through the passage way referred to and 
threw herself on the bed. The alarmed 
household quickly reassembled in the kitchen 
and found George stretched upon the floor 
dead with a revolver close at band. Mrs 
McIntosh then went to the bedroom tv took 
after Mrs. George but she was beyond all 
earthly aid, being then

Fimble to Speak 
and died in a few seconds. .Coroner Lan­
caster, of Old Town, was at once'notified 
and immediately repaired to the scene, but 
of course an inquest was unnecessary. An 
examination of the remains showed that 
Mrs. George had been shot from behind, the 
bullet having struck her just below the left 
shoulder blade Inflicting a wound that soon 
produced death. George was shot tbroogn 
the heart. The fatal work was done, with a 

Tklrty-Tw» Caliber 
revolver; but two chambers of which were 
empty. The aim was sure in both cases 
showing the determination of the murderer 
to do his cruel work thoroughly. He whs

inoffensive looking man of rather small 
stature, but as was afterwards discovered, 
he visited Great Works last night with a 
carefully prepared plan to execute this 
double tragedy. The couple have not 
lived happily for some time and in Decem­
ber last George advertised bis wife. Shire 
then it appears he has made overtures for 
a recoucilation and since his wife has work­
ed at Mr. McIntosh’s she has visited b«r 
regularly on Saturday’s, but the told her 
friends there that it was no use for her to 
try and live with him again a» he contributed 
nothing to her support. Yesterday George 
Bent bis wife

Twe Letter*,
one written by himself and the other by bis 
mother, urging Mrs. George to return home. 
The cause of ihe trouble between the two is 
stated in the following letter found in 
George's pocket and evidently written be­
fore he left his hpme in Oronelo visit his 
wife for the last time:

“Written by Fred L. George. I write to I 
inform the public that the cause of this 
trouble is, or was, Edward Plaizes. He has 
caused my wife to turn against me and this 
here now before the public is on account of 
him. So now I will say on here who ever 
haves the care of our remains please send 
thvin toOrono and put us both in one grave, 
is the request of the writer.”

Arrival at Great Works.
With this document in his pocket indicat­

ing bis desperate purpose, which it is said 
he even communicated to bis folks in Orono 
before leaving home. George walked to Great 
Works a distance of two miles and a half add 
called for his wife. She was out at the time 
and he started m search of her. They met 
on the street, or somewhere away from the 
house, and while together encountered the 
young man referred to in the dead man’s 
letter» A etofmy scene ensued and George 
drew his revolver, so it is said, and threaten­
ed to shoot his enemy. Why he did not do 
it is a mystery as the wording of his letter 
would indicate that he probably contem­
plated this act, it being noticeable that he 
said Plaises "is or was” the cause of the 
trouble, giving the impression that the man 
would be no more when the letter was found. 
For some reason unknown the shot was not 
fired and George and his wife then went to 
the house of Mr. McIntosh where the shooting 
occurred as detailed above. The remains 
will be taken in charge by the Selectmen of 
Orono to-day, and buried ia that town.

Married la Ike West,
George married bis wile in Michigan and 

it is understood that her parents are in com­
fortable circumstances. George bunched 
shingles for a living. Plaists, the man re­
ferred to, is a young fellow who does not do 
much of anything.

TIIK STORM.

A heavy snow storm set in on Thursday 
afternoon and continued until quite late in 
the evening. About six inches of snow Ml 
During the night the high wind scattered 
the light snow in all directions, and heavy 
d ifts were piled up. The , wind increased 
in fury, aud yesterday was one of the rough­
en days of the winter. The wind blew a 
perfect gale all day.

The violent storm delayed the trains on all 
the roads. Ouly one train was despatched 
from Fredericton yesterday on the N B. rail­
way and two engines were employed to haul 
it to the junction. Some heavy drifts were 
encountered along the road, but the train 
was got through all right. No trains or 
mails reached here yesterday. The morning 
train from St. John did not reach the junc­
tion until after noon. With heavy work on 
the branch, Rusagomlsh was reached about 
three o’clock and there the engine became 
disabled. Tde western train was several 
hours late in reaching the junction. 
At midnight last night both trains 
were at Rusagornish. Two engines 
were attached to the delayed trains and 
Fredericton was reached at one o’clock this 
moruing. There were very few passengers 
on hoard. Several persons from Houlton, 
who left that place on Thursday last did not 
reach here until the arrival of the delayed 
trains this morning. The storm of Thurs­
day was a very severe one north of Mc-

Only one train was despatched from 
Fredericton this morning, to which two 
engines were attached.

The trains on the Northern and Western 
and the Gioson branch are also delayed in 
consequence of the storm.

High drifts along the highway roads over 
the country will render them almost impas­
sable for some time.
