Longest Tunnel in the World.

The longest tunnel in the world will

be that now to be constructed through

the Simplon.  According to the final

plaus adopted it will have a length of
12.6 miles, or 3.1 miles more than the
St. Gothard tunmel. The northera

mouth will be situated about 2,300 yards
south of Brieg, at the little village of
Im Rauffl, - and the southern 600 yards
beyond Ivelle, just below the present
wall-gallery. ~ About oue~half of the
tunnel facing north will have an incline

of 1.5 per 1,000 yards just sufficient to

allow the water to run off, while the
southern portion will have an ineline of
6.6 per 1,000 yards. The process of

boring will be the same as that followed
with the Arlberg tunnel, says the New
York Advertiser. Workshops and des
pots are to be established on the right
bunk of the Rhone, close to the northern
entrance, at a cost of 4,000,000 francs.
the power of working required is estis
mated at 1,450 horse power, viz.: 0520
for boring purposes, 780 for ventilation
and 266 for electric lighting, etc. - i. e.
ut the end of the tunnel alene, for which
purpose the River Massa is to be damm

ed up. At the southern side a similar
station is to be established, which is cal-
culated to cost 3,000,000 francs and to
furnish 2,760 horse power, derived from
damming up the River Cairasca. The
total cost of the remaining works is esti-
mated at 80,000,000 franes, of which
30,000,000 francs sre contributed by the
various states interested in the scheme.
In order to facilitate the uadertaking a
track is to be laid on the road between
Dornodossola Tselle, while in the boring
are to be used Brandt's rotary machines,
It is calculated that the work will ocx
cupy eight years and a half.

Ontario’s Prohibition Plebiscite.
In the engineering of bis clever plan
to cscape an immediate vote on provins
cial prohibition we have no doubt that
Mr. Ross, prohibitionist champion, was
fully convinzed in his own mind that he
was doing the very best thing for pro-
hibition, just as he doubtless was when,
nearly twenty years ago, be, as the
temperance man in the ' Mackenzie
Governmeut, - invented that clever aps
pendix to a direct prohibition resolution
when it shall be shown that the country
is ready for it, which has killed the
question from that day to this, or when
the same Government again postponed
the question by referring the whole
matterto a Royal Commission. The
astitude to which Mr. Ross commits his
party is practically this, that if on
reference of the legal question to the
courts it be found that Ontario is com~
petent to prohibit the importation, man-
ufacture, and sale of intexicating liquors
and if on reference tc the people by
plebisciteit be found that the people
desire sach prohibition, then the Gev+
ernment will immediately proceed in
good faith to enactit. Thisis a dis-
tinet step gained. It is not very inter-
esting to be told that the Government,
if the people demand a measure, and if
there is no excuse for refusing ii, will
guant it to them, Any Government
would certainly do that.  But it is in~
teresting to be told that » Governmert
which has the reputation of keeping its
engagements means honestly and ims
mediately to go about settling both
questions.
There is really no question -at all
about the power of the Provincial Gov-
ernment to prohibit the sale of intoxi-
cating liquors so far as the refusal of all
licenses i: concerned, and one would
have liked (o see the Marter Bill, which
is a measire to this effect, carried
through the Legislature without oppo-
sition or «uestion, at least from any
friend of temperance. In putting the
question o/ prohibiticn to the people,
the most practical form would, one
would thii i, have been, *‘Are you in
*‘such mga:.tra of prohibition as may be
*‘proved to be within the powers of the
o ”  All the delays
and difficulties are associated with ques-
tions «s to what else the province may
have power to do besides doing away
simply with the licensed sale; qu estions
which were not raised by the Marter
Jill.  The question which Mr. Ross
pate to the people, is *Are you in favor
*‘of the immediate prohibition by law of
“‘the manufacture, importation and sale
“of intoxicating liquors for beverage

The method determined on is that the
question shall be voted on upon the first
Mondoy in January, 1894, at the munis
cipal elections, and as would appear at
the expense of the muuicipalities. These
who will be entitled to a vote will be
those who may vote at Legislative As~
sembly elections, and women who are
entitled to vote at municipal elections.
The ballot will be a separate one, al.
thongh the vote is to be taken at the
same time as the municipal election.
The returns will show how many votes
have been cast Ly those entitled to vote
at Legislative Assembly elections, also
the number of votes cast by women,
also how many men vote under munis
cipal provisions. This scems reason~
ably complete.  This precipitation of
the question upon the country cannot
fail greatly to promote she cause, by
socuriﬁg a prolonged and healthy. agita~
tion.

Michael MeLaughlan, of Buctouche
who.is known to bea very successful
farmer, is building a butter factory
near the railway station at Buctouche.

A cheese factory is being erected ut
Hartland, Carleton Co. and will be runs
ning by the first of June, under the
superintendance of C. L. Tilley.

The commi*tee which
had been appointed to consult the far-
mers of the locality, - reported, The
idea of running the factory on tho cos
operative system, they reported, did not
find much favor witn the farmers, They
advised the abandonment of the scheme,
which was consented to. 1t is very pro-
bable that several gentlemen will take,
up the idea and make an endeavor
to establish an industry. - In “this way
they will find the milk of fully 500 cows
available.

Mr. Robinson takes the
route to Hopewell Cape, and Mr. Mec-

horses will be pub on the latter rowte,
It 18 intended to put a team on the buck
road route to Memal and outlyivg dis-
tricts, but arrangements for this have
net yet been made, as it is uncertain as
to the number of farmers patronizing
the factory there. :

The farmers of Peiitcodiac and vicins
ity hdve perfected arrangements for the
erection of a cheese factory this spring.
Herbert Fenwick of Millstream will
tuke chirge.

The Sussex Dairy company are mak-
ing preparations for carrying on a large
business this summer. They have just
completed placing a vat in their factery
which has a capacity of over 7,000 gals
lons.

Following is the report of Mount El-
gin creamery -1892-93: Ninety-five pat<
rons supplied milk; the totul quantity of
milk received was 497,274 1bs., the aver-
age per‘cent. of fat contained in the
milk was 3.99; the total quantity of but~
ter manufactured  was 23,798 1bs.; the
average number of 1bs. of milk required
to make a Ib. of butter in ench of the
months was as follows: December,
20.79; January 19.62; February 20.79;
March 23.86. The total quantity of
butter manufactured during the winter
of 1891.92 was 11,062 lbs., showing an
increase for the year of 12,736 1bs.

Mr. Archibaid made two offers: He
would build and equip a factery, and,
first, he would undertake to coliect
the milk, manufacture the cheese, and
market it for two cents per ponnd, or,
second, he would buy the milk out~
right for seventy-five cents per hundred
pounds aad make what he can out
of it. Both plans are on more favor-
able terms than are given the farmers
of Outario, and they find the system
even then pays handsomely. The
further guarantee that the milk of
400 cows be supplied is but a natural
ness like one, and in the pre-
sent instance should give no trouble,as
\here are facilities for supplying twice
that number at hand, if the farmers
cave to devote their attention to it.

The Owens Art Gallery.

A VALUABLE ADDITION' T0 ‘MT. ALLISON.
The trustees of the Owen’s Art Trust
met at St. John on Saturday last to
hear the proposals for che preservation
and continued usefulness of the collec-
tion of art works, constituting the Owens
Art Gallery. Mr. Robert Reed said
that no proposal had been received from
iy Body except the regents of Mt Al
lison, \\ln»‘nﬂk-l*u\ to take over the pic-
tures and other property belonging to
the gallery, to erect a suitatle building
to display the same and sbesides to pay
$500 indeb tednes
gainst the gallery and a furthee sum of
$800 to restore the present gallery to
its former condition. 7The securing of
this valuable adjunct to the art depart-
ment will commend itself to all who
have the advancement of art at heart.
Besides the collection of paintings which
e the Owens collection,
Mr. Robert Reed, the sole surviving ex-
ecutor of the founder, ‘the late John
Owens, has generously donated his pris
vate collection of 88 pieces in water col-
ors, by artists of note.
To give a description of 't]n: painting
in the gallery one cannot do better than
refor to an article which appeared in the
Montreal Gazette from the pen of Mr, S.
K. Dawson, an art critic whose views

'I'he gallery is furnished with works
from the antique, and in the collection
of fucssimile productions of sketches
from the old masters there is abundance
of material for a solid foundation in the
principles of drawing. The careful study
of these sketches is most helpful to stus
deuts in teaching them the methods of
those great masters whose finished work
is never seen here, and when seen in
the great gulleries of Jurope is apt to fill
the student with despair.

This leads us to call attention to a pes
culiarity in this gallery which renders it
in some respects more helpful to a stus
dent than our own, Tt is the fact that
the managers have expended their funds
on a very characteristic and wide selec-
tion of original studies in black and
white and in water colors by the great
London masters, These are inyaluable
us giving a key to the greater works of
the artist represented. Thus, of the
English sehool, the gallery has original
works by Morland, Sir John Gilbert,
Collins, W. I1. Hunt, Copley FieldinE,‘
Mulready, Harding, Stanfield, Nash,
Constable, Landseer, Pyne, ﬁan‘k\g,
Sir Joshua Reynolds, Cattermole, Etty,
West, Cooper, Lewis, Elizabeth Thomp-
son aud others, In the collection of the
president (Mr. Reed), also upon the
walls, are ‘spesimens of Richardson,
Pugin, Millais, David Cox, Sir A. Calx
cott, Prout, Creswick, Maclise, Corbould,
Absalon and Fredk. Taylor. These cov-
er the greatest names in English art,

Sume eof them are slight ‘sketches and
some are finished works, but the impor~
tant point is thav the student can study
the work of the English school by speci-
mens from the hand of each master.

There ara wotks also from the hands of
Giaspar and Nicholas Poussin, Carle
Dolce, Sir Peter Lely and Rembrands,

and among the moderns, from Horace

The Owens Art Institution is most
creditable to the city of St. John, and
pecially to the president and trustees
who have inaugurated it and are carry~
ing it en with so much success. In a
practical community like that of St.
John there is a good deal of up.hill
work to be done before the ganeml pub-
lic arrive at a proper appreciaticn of the
importance of the fine arts. The history
of our own Art Association shows that,
but the Owen school is working on the
right lines, and in the end its value will
receive general recoguition.

The Development of Canadian His-
tory.
Mr, Powell’s Able Lecture,

Mr. H. A. Powell's lecture on the
Development of Canadian History, in
Music Hall on Friday evening last was
listened to by scarcely more one hun-
dred porsons. Thesubject of the lecture
and the eloquent and fascinating manner
in which the talented lecturer presented
it to his hearers, made a pleasant and inv
structive evening’s entertainment. He
referred to Canada as it now existed
and to the men whose efforts culminated
in confederation. Canada has passed
itg first quarter century of existence
and but few of the chief actors in the
sconcs prior to 1867 are alive. ' Sir
George Cartier, Hon. George Brown,
D’'Arcy Magee, Sir Franois Hincks,
Sir John Macdonald and Hon. Alex
ander Mackinzie are gone from ameng
us; Bir Charles Tupper and Sir 8. L.
Tilley cannot in the course of nature
long survive the illustrious dead. After
the discovery of the New World the
most powerful European countries were
England, France and Spain and a strug~
gle was innugurated for supremacy in
America. The Pope, then the arbiter
of nations,assigned to his favorites, ems
pires in the unknown land. To Portugal
this part of the country was given but
she has figured but little in American
history and tho only nations which were
identitied with the carly history of
Canada were England and France. The
Spaniards scized several places but they
celinquished all but Mexico. Govern~
ment  influence formed really no part
in planting the English celonies.. Des
tachments of young men, some in quest
of religious lnberty, others full of the
spirit of adventyre planted themselves
in America and grew up mto colonies
famed for agriculture and maritime pur-
suits. The French colonies were under
Royal faver. They invaded Canada by
way of the St. Lawrence and sought to
axtend their conquests southward and
westward. No despotie rule the world
ever experienced equalled the tyranny
of the I'rench government in Canada.
The condition of affairs almost baffles
belief and affords a reason for che loyalty
of French Canadians to the British
crown, All public meetings were pro-
hibited, the farmers were not allowed
to visit Quebec or Montreal without a
permit and the inhabitants of the cities
were forbiddon to show any hospitality
to persons from the country. No one was
allowed to own more than two horses or
mares and one foal.

A speeial pérmit was necessary in
order to leave or enter & colony. No
houses could be built without state
supervision. The Intendants and their
ofticers invaded at the will the sanctity
of the home and exercised control ever
the domestic affuirs. The commen peo~
ple sank into poverty and many eseaped
the restrictions by allying themselves
with the aborigines. In the old as well
s the now world Eungland and France
wero at  hostilities, and almoss every
ship brought news of English defeat and
French victory. The English heart
seemed paralysed. It was at this crisis
thut , Pitt assumed control of the war
office.  To him England was but in a
swoon, He put life again into the
spirit of the nation and soom the En-
glish arms brought victory. The taking
of Quebec was one of the most ims
portant events in known history: it sig-
nalled the birth of pelitical and religious
liberty in Canada.

After the fall of Quebec immigration
{rom Gireat Britain was active, and the
Anerican Revolution broughd te 'us
those excellent men, the loyalists. Race
difficulties however, came to the sur~
face, the cause of contention growing
out of the educational problem. In 1791
Quebec and Ontario were called Lower
and Upper Canada, and a Jong struggle
began between the losal und federal
powers; a struggle which has been wag.
ed since civilization began to advauce.
Now between rrupheL and priest, now
between feudal lord and tenan‘ry, now
between established c¢hurch and non-
conformist, now between aristocracy
and democracy and tosday it is bétween
capital and labor. The privileged
classes trampled on the rights of the
common people.  What was brought
aboutin NovaScotia and New Brunswick
by constitutional agitation wasbrought
to the Canadas by rebellion.  The re~
bellions of Papinean and Mackinzie
wera but thestruggles of a down tred-
dem people for liberty. i
Ac this time thero was in Canada a
system of commercial union involving
all the difticulties of the arramgement
between Canada and the U, 8. Duties
were collected at Montrenl en goods
geing east or west and the proceeds
were divided between the two provinces.
This pooling of receipts led to misunder-
atandings and dissatisfagtion. Upper
Canada was getting rich and Lower
Cunada poor.  Lord Durbam was sent
out to #djust matters and the only
solution he saw was logislative union
and in 1841 these provinces were united
by the Tmperial Parlinment.

From 1841 to 1867 little cccurred in
the history of united Canada. The
Eu!}lish people kept to their national
traditions and the French to theirs. A
dendlock resulted over the refusal of
the former to be allied to the French
Quebec piviy and this deadlock was
selved in the wider confederation as we
have it to-day.
The lecturer concluded in amr eloquent
Ror(myql of the glories of Canada and
er institutions, of the nobility of her
sons, who are to be found filling high
and honorable positions in all walks in
life in all parts of the world.
