I. CANADA UNDER FRENCH RULE.
The history of Canada is naturally divided into two great 

tpochs: the period of French rule and that of British rule.
; f the former period, the most prominent events arc the 
ncessant wars of the colonists with the native inhabitants, 
mil with the neighbouring colonics of Britain. The second j 
period is remarkable as n century of wonderful expansion 

k:ri prosperity, especially in Western Canada. The most 
>romincnt events arc : the introduction of a representative 
rstem of Government, the division of the province, the 
kar with the Uuited States, the political struggles arising 
but of hostility of race, the rebellion, followed by the reunion 
If the provinces, the institution of “ Responsible Govern­
ment," and the concession to the Legislative Assembly of:

EARLY VOYAGES AND DISCOVERIES.
11‘. was on the 3rd of August, 1192, that Columbus, with 
13 little fleet of three vessels, sailed on his memorable voy- 
Igcof discovery from Palos, a port on the coast of Spam, 
la the 9th of tho following month ho passed Ferro, the 
kt of the Canary Isles, and launched out into unknown seas. 
Iftcr the lapse of more than another month, during which 
Be spirit of the commander was sorely tried by the murmurs 
Bid menaces of his mutinous and superstitious crews, Colum- 
Bak'ft his ship on the lltli of October, and planted the 
leg of Spain on an island to which he gave tho name 
■ San Salvador. Several months were spent in explora­
is and then the great adventurer set sail on the 4th of 
fcnuary, 1493, and arrived safely at Palos.

The discoveries of Columbus excited a spirit of enterprise 
and adventure throughout Europe, and subsequent explorers 
had not any longer to encounter tho great difficulties that 
so long baffled Lis efforts to procure means to prosecute his 
voyage. Newfoundland aud Prince Edward Island were 
discovered by the Cubot<. Other discoveries followed in 
quick succession ; but it was not till l.p>34 that the discovery 
of Canada (Ontario and Quebec) was made by Jacques Car- 
tier, a navigator in the service cf Francis I, King of France. 
The kings of Spain and Portugal protested against the pro­
posed expedition under Cartier as an encroachment on their 
territorial rights. “What!” Francis is reported to have 
exclaimed, “do they expect to share all America between 
them. I should like to see the clause in our father Adam's 
will that makes them sole heirs to so vast a heritage.”

Curlier, with two email vessels, sailed from the port of 
St. Malo, on the coast of Brittany, on the 20th of April, 
1534. Arriving off the coast of Newfoundland after a favor­
able voyage, he passed through the Straits of Belle Isle into 
the Gulf of the St. Lawrence, and s.Vlod southward to the 
Baie des Chaleurs. It was early in July when he reached 
tho Bay, and the heat of the weather caused him to give 
it that name. Finally, on the 24th of July, lie landed 
on tho peninsula of Gaspé, and took possession of the 
country in the name of the French king. A few days 
later he set sail for France, taking with him two of the na­
tives. The report, cf Lis discoveries excited so much interest 
at home that the following year he was sent out with three 
vessels, well manned and equipped. This season he sailed 
up the gulf. Having anchored in a little hay at the mouth 
of the river St. John on St. Lawrence day, he named tho bay 
after that saint, and the name was afterward extended to 
the gulf and river. A sending the St. Lawrence, he arrived 
at the Island of Orleans, where he was received in a friendly 
manner by Donnacona, the Algonquin chief. He then pro­
ceeded to n native settlement, called Stadacona, near the 
mouth of the St. Charles. Here he moored his vessels, bold­
ly resolving to winter in tho country. Having beard 
accounts from the natives respecting a large settlement 
further up, he was induced, in the month of September, to 
ascend the St. Lawrence as far as Ilochclaga (Montreal) where 
he was welcomed with tho most friendly manifestations by 
the Huron Indians* The beautiful mountain lying to the west 
was named by him Mount Royal. The winter was now

The exj edition suffered greatly during the long winter 
that ensuc l. The cold was intense. Most of the sailors 
were attacked by scurvy, and before the snow disappeared 
one fourth part of the crows had perished by disease. In 
spring, Caivicr made haste to return to France. On his 
departure he was guilty of a base act of treachery to the 
friendly natives, in seizing their chief, Donnacona, and four 
Indians, and carrying them off to France where they all soon

The origin of the name Canada, it may he mentioned hero, 
is somewhat obscure". Some would derive it from the Span­
ish or Portuguese, by putting together the words Ca, here, 
and nada, nothing, supposed to have been uttered by the 
first explorers when they found no precious metals. Others, 
with better reason, conjecture that Jacques Cartier, having 
heard the natives apply the Indian word Kannatha (or 
village) to their settlements, mistook it for the name of the 
whole country.

Harassed by wars with Spain, and distracted by religious 
dissensions at home, the French were unable to give that at­
tention to the newly discovered territories which their impor­
tance deserved. Five years elapsed after Cartier’s return 
before another expedition was organized. This was placed 
under the command of a distinguished soldier, the Sieur de 
Robcrval, who received a commission as viceroy of the 
colony to be founded. Cartier sailed in advance of Rubcfval, 
in command of a flotilla of five vessels. After a stormy 
passage he arrived in the gulf, and again ascended the St. 
Lawrence to Stadacona or Quebe<. Here the French colon­
ists who had been brought out, landed, and began to 
prepare ground for cultivation. Cartier continued his voyage 
to Ilochclagn, and endeavoured to pass the Lachine rapids, 
but without success. The summer passed away without any 
intelligence being received respecting the movements of 
Robcrval, who was to have followed him out: so Cartier 
resolved to spend the winter in the country. The Indians, 
mindful of his treachery to their chief, were far from friend- 
jy, and he deemed it prudent to erect two small forts at 
Cape Rouge for the protection of his winter quarters. In 
the spring, the natives showing signs of increasing hostility, 
Cartier sailed for France, where he died a few years later. 
He had, however, before bis death, been ennobled by the 
king for his distinguished services, and his heirs received a 
license to trade in Canada. We read of his nephews being 
engaged subsequently in the peltry traffic.

Robcrval, whose departure had been delayed for a year, 
met Cartier near Newfoundland (or, as some say, near Que­
bec), and vainly endeavoured to prevent his return. Robcr­
val then continued his voyage to Cape Rouge, where he re­
mained for some time. Little is known respecting his move­
ments during the year that he in spent Canada. He is said to 
have explored the river Saguenay, and other parts. During 
the winter fifty of his colonists perished. In 1543, he returned 
to France at the request of the king, who required his ser­
vices in the war with Spain which was about to recommence. 
This was the last expedition for six years.

In 1545, Robcrval, having been permitted to organize ano­
ther expedition, set out for Canada, but he was lost in the 
passage across the Atlantic, with all his followers. This 
disaster led to the abandonment of French settlements in 
Canada. For many years there was no opportunity to renew 
them, France being engaged in wars with Spain and Austria, 
and harassed by civil and religious dissensions. During 
this period 3'igland made no attempt to acquire territory in

Canada, contenting herself with a nominal claim on NewJ 
foundlaud for fishing purposes. 1

Passing over Ribaut’s ill-fated Huguenot expedition m 
Florida, with which we arc not concerned in the presenl 
sketch, we come to the next attempt to found a «olonjjj 
Canada, in 1508, the Marquis do la Roche was appoint* 
1‘eutenant general, or viceroy, i f New France, with verl 

I extensive powers. De la Roche landed most of his colonial 
who were chiefly convicts, on Isle dc Sable. His ship bé- 
afterward driven off the coast by a storm, he was forced a 
return to France. There he was arrested and kept prisoud 
in Britanny by nu enemy of the King, and no aid was setj 

to the unhappy convicts on Sable Island till five years I 
elapsed, when only twelve were found living.

I'BUMANKNT SETTLEMENTS IN NEW FRANCE.

We come now to the voyages of Champlain, a distin 
naval officer, whoso name is honourably connected wjj 
Canadian exploration and settlement. His first voyage w 
made in 1G03, under the auspices of a company of Fre 
merchants trading in furs. The little fleet consisted of thr 
small vessels of 12 to 15 tons each. Champlain ascended tl 
St. Lawrence to Ilochclagn,but was prevented by the I 
rapids from passing upward. He, however, diligently o 
lccted all the information that he could obtain from ti 
natives respecting the country above the rapids, and sket 
a map for the king. Henry IV. was well pleased with the «1 
count of the expedition, and appointed de Monts, a Hugi 
not, lieutenant general of Acadie, with extensive 
privileges. In the ensuing years, se; llements were I 
at Port Royal (Annapolis) a: other places in Acadie.

In 1G08 Champlain sailed a third time from France otj 
voyage to the St. Lawrence. On the 3rd of July he r 
the point of land, now the Lower Town of Quebec, whnj 
he erected a fort,and cabins for the accommodation of his m 
Thus were laid the foundations of the famous city of Qui 
The name is Indian, Kebec, a strait. This was the first pt 
manent settlement in Canada.

For some years Champlain continued the congenial i 
of exploration. His enemies, indeed, made it a matter ofitl 
]'roach that he was more fond of exploring the country tl 
of improving the facilities for trade and increasing the pi 
fits of the fur company. About this time the wars !■ 
the Iroquois and other Indian tribes appear to have 1 
waged with great ferocity. The weaker tribes, the Hot 

and Algonquins, sought the powerful aid of their neig 
the French, and Champlain unfortunately granted then 
quest. Thus commenced the terrible wars with Ini 
which fill so dark a page in the early annals of the c 
The first blood was shed in 1GOO, when Champlain tookpd 
with ilic Huron* in an attack on some Iroquois cantons, 1" 
terror inspired by the loud report of European fire arm?,a 
the havoc caused by each discharge, routed the Iroquoisi 
this and other occasions. But few years elapsed 1 
they fought on more equal terms, and manifested a c 
unsurpassed by that of any other race.

In 1G11, Champlain established a trading post at Moi 
and named the adjacent island Ste. Hôlône, after hli^ 
The death of lie ary IV. deprived do Monts of his iufluenctl 
court, and great rivalry in the fur trade ensued. In Iff 
Champlain, who had endeavoured to reconcile the cm 
tog prêt* usions of the trading companies, having it I ■ 
secured the patronage of the Prince de Condv, ns succe 1 
tin- privileges < njoyed by de Mont i, again sailed fi r CM 
He spent some time this year in exploring the Ottawa. 1 
years later lie took out four Rccollet fathers (a branch of
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Franciscans), and a first effort was made to introduce Chris­
tianity among the Indians. Monastic establishments began 
to appear in the land. They were the most prominent build- 
iugi at the various settlemcuts. At this time (1G15), Cham- 
Uia renewed his explorations of the upper Ottawa. Passing 

iip the Mattawin river to Lake Nipissing, thence down the 
French rivc-r, he came to the Georgian Bay and Lake 
Huron, lie spent some time in exploring those western 

irts, and visited several of the lodges of the Ilurons.
At length ho reached Cahiagm*, (now Orillia) one of the 
chief lodges of the Ilurons, near Lake Simcoo. Champlain's 
relations with this tribe were verv friendly, and ho was 

duced to join them in a great expedition against their bit­
ter enemies, the warlike Iroquois. The assault on the enc- 

was made suddenly and unexpectedly, but the Iroquois 
speedily rallied, and repulsed their assailants with great 
courage and determination. Champlain himself was wounded, 

with his Indian allies was forced to retreat. Thus Cham­
plain, who was the first, or among the first, to assist Indian 
against Indian, already began to experience the disastrous 

i unices of his policy. The thirty years during which he 
was engaged in exploration are marked by incessant Indian 
conflicts. Treaties of peace were not long regarded. In 

i22, for instance, a solemn treaty of peace was entered into 
Ilurons and the Iroquois, but a few years later 

e read of fresh hostilities.
About 1620, the Prince de Condé ceded the vice-royalty 
' Canada to Admiral Montmorency, who confirmed the 

ippointment and powers of Champlain as deputy head and 
resident governor of the colony. About this time Cbamplaiu 
i, 1 the foundations of a government house, knowu as the 
u-tlc of St. Louis, at Quebec. He also promulgated several 
finance-- for the maintenance of order in the colony. Very 
iule was done in the way of tilling the soil, the attention of 
be colonists being engrossed by the more lucrative occu- 
ition of trading in furs. The number of permanent rési­
nas at Quebce, including the monks, did not exceed fifty, 
luwtrer, the colony was re-inforced in 1625 by a band of 
eiuit missionaries, who labored with the Rccollet fathers, 
or the conversion of the Indians.

THE HUNDRED PARTNERS.

Disputes respecting trading privileges were^onstantly oc- 
urring. The trading associations were bitter rivals. Finally,
11627, a new company, called the Company of One Hundred 
srtners, or Associates, with extensive trading privileges, 
as organized under the patronage of Cardinal Richelieu, 

îljc powers of this new association were very extensive. The 
lundred Partners were in fact the rulers of the colony, with 
iwer to make laws within their limits, with attributes of 
igniory and justiceship, Ac. In return for their privileges 

Company undertook to send 4,000 persons to Canada 
ring the fifteen years their charter was to be in force, and 
aid these colonists in settling on lands to be appropriated 
their use.

after this, war was declared between France and 
ngland. Tadousac, a trading station, was captured (1G28) 

Sir David Kertk, a French Huguenot refugee, who had 
itcred the English service, and messengers wore sent to 
bamplaiu to demand the surrender of Quebec. The request 
u peremptorily refused. To disguise the starving condi- 

of tho colonists, Cbamplaiu is said to have sump- 
entertained tho messengers of Kertk. The English 

«mander withdrew his fleet without making any attack 
] tho place, but while cruising in tho gulf, the ships 
id stores sent out from France by the uew compam fell

into his hands. The following year (1620) lie resume<i 
hostilities. The inhabitants of Quebec had been half starve ii 
during tho winter from want of the supplies which had 
been intercepted ; no help came from France, and when in 
July, 1620, Kertk appeared in sight, the garrison capitu­
lated. This was the first capture of Quebec. At the date- 
of its surrender peace bad been concluded between England 
and France at home. Champlain was carried to England, 
where he was set at liberty and permitted to return to Franca 

Three years afterward, (1632) Canada, together will» 
Nova Scotia and Cape Breton, was ceded to France by tlie 
Treaty of St Germain eu Laye. The following year Cham­
plain was re-appointed governor, and carried out with him 
abundance of stores. He sought to strengthen and build up 
tho shattered colony, but his labors were soon stayed by 
death. He expired on Christmas day, 1635, after thir'y 
years' service in connection with Canadian exploration and 
settlement.

The new governor sent out from France was Mun'megi y* 
who pursued the policy adopted by Champlain. The Huron! 
ami Iroquois were at this time again engaged in a sanguin­
ary war. Some consternation was caused (1638) by shocl.s 
of earthquake which were felt throughout the country. Sim­
ilar shocks were experienced in 1663, and have frequently 
occurred in our own time.

Iu 1640, the island of Montreal was ceded byM.de Lauz r„ 
(who bad acquired it from the Hundred Partners,) to 
an association of 35 persons, by whom de Maisonneur-> 
was instructed to found a settlement. The new town or 
colony was established near the Indian village of Hochelaj, o. 
and named Ville Marie, on the 18th of May, 1642. The few 
buildings erected were surrounded by wooden palisades for 
the protection of the place against Indian incursions. Sucii 
was the small beginning of Montreal city.

INDIAN WARS.

The war between the French and Hnrons on one side and 
the Iroquois on the other, was now waged with great fero­
city. The Iroquois formed a design to wipe their enemies 
from the face of the land. The French posts were to b? 
simultaneously attacked. The plot failed, but for some yean 
years the Indian braves waged a war of extermination. TLo 
French were able to afford very slight assistance to their 
Huron allies. Their own existence was, in fact, in almost daily 
peril, for it must be remembered that the whole European 
population of Canada at this time did not exceed three hun­
dred souls. Soldiers had to be sent from France to protect 
the enfeebled settlement. Ville Marie was put in a condi­
tion for defence by d’Aillebout; Fort Richelieu was erected 
at the moath of tho Richelieu, and other measures wer» 
adopted to check the incursions of the enemy.

In 1645, a truce was entered into with some of the 
Iroquois bands. The Company of the Hundred Partners had 
suffered enormous losses during these Indian wars, and 
were glad to renounce their rights for an annual rent payable 
in beaver skins. The inhabitants of Montreal, Quebec, 
and Three Rivers, accordingly obtained from the company, 
on the above condition, the privilege of trading on their own 
account. Tho sanguinary conflict with tho Indians soon 
broke out afresh. Tho unhappy Hnrons were limited to 
death without mercy throughout tho length and breadth r>* 

the land. The French were wholly unable -to afford thefr 
allies any protection. Several of the Jesuit missionaries, 
who were laboring amongst tho Indians, died under cruel 
tortures inflicted by tho Iroquois. Tho Huron tribes were 
almost annihilated. A few survivors sought refuge within
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the palisadvs of Quebec aud other French forts, and 
were finally transferred to Lorette, where some of their 
descendants may still be found.

So great was the terror inspired by the bitter hostility of 
1iie Iroquois, that when the New England colonics (1048- 
1051) put forward a project of colonial union with Canada, 
the French governor refused to negotiate, unless the New 
Englanders consented to aid the French in humbling the 
power of their Indian foes. Now the Iroquois, while harass­
ing the French to death, had been fast friends of the Eng- 
fish, and such a stipulation would have been highly ungrate­
ful on the part of the latter. So the negotiations were 
broken off. The incident only served to increase the fury 
of the Iroquois. For some years trade was paralyzed, and 
the French were in serious danger of being driven from the 
:ountry. “ The war with the Iroquois," says a chronicle of 
1053, “has dried up all sources of prosperity. The beavers 
arc allowed to build their dams in peace, none being able or 
willing to molest them." It must bo borne in mind that by 
this umc me Iroquois had obtained fire-arms, and learned to 
use them with fatal effect. At length, in 1G53, reinforce­
ments being received from France, the governor was 
enabled to act vigorously on tho offensive. European dis­
cipline prevailed. Tho Iroquois lost heart when they saw 
the number of their foes suddenly doubled by arrivals from 
the unknown laud beyond tho seas. They were brought to 
sue fur peace, and a trcaty*wus concluded the following 
vear (1054)

During this time several charges had taken place in the 
government. It had been decided to change the governors 
of French dependencies every three years. Montmagny 
was succeeded in 1 >47, by d'Aillebout, and he, in turn, was 
superseded by dc Lattzon in 1 >51.

In 1G5G, another alarm was caused by incursions of the 
Iroquois, and wav again prevailed, with brief intervals cf 
respite, 1 r several years. D’Argenson same out (1G58) as 
govern >r in tho place of do Lauzon, and in 1661, d’Avau- 
gour, a very able governor, succeeded.

Up to this period, progress had been very slow, especially 
when contrasted with tho rapid strides of modern times. 
The inhabitants of the settlement at Quebec did not number 
* thousand, and the whole population of Canada full short 
vf 2,500. The mode cf colonization had been semi-religious, 
fesuit and Rccollet missionaries penetrated tho country in 
all directions, and endeavoured to win the natives to the 
Christian faith. There was not a printing press in the 
colony till long afterward. A very small portion of the 
soil was brought under cultivation. Tho residents, occupied 
for the most part in trade, did not raise sufiicient for their 
subsistence, and depended largely on supplies from the 
mother country. Tho principal buildings seem to have 
been tho monastic establishments. Ecclesiastics exercised 
magisterial authority in tho parishes. An incident related 
by Garncau, which led to dissension between the governor 
and ecclesiastical authorities, throws some light upon the 
state of affairs at this time. Selling liquor to Indians was 
prohibited under the severest penalties. Tho governor, 
d’Avaugour, had caused three men to be shot at one time 
for this crime. A widow being subsequently taken to prison 
for the same offence, one Pure Lallcmant, not only inter­
ceded for her but justified her act. Tho governor angrily 
exclaimed that if the law was to be enforced in this irregular 
and partial manner, lie would cease to enforce it at all. On 
their side, tho priests refused absolution to those who 
engaged in tho liquor traffic with Indians, and the bishop 
publicly excommunicated the offenders. These dissensions

continued till, unfortunately for tho colony, tho governor 
was recalled. On quitting the reins of government, d'Avau- 
gour drew up a document strongly recommending that 
France should, without loss of time, strengthen her footing 
in Canada. He advised that three thousand picked soldier* 
accustomed to agricultural pursuits, should he located in the 
country, and assisted from Imperial sources till they hid 
firmly established themselves.

SOVEREIGN AtTTHOBITV KB SUITED.

In 1GG3, the Company of One Hundred Partners, whirl 
had not fulfilled tho obligations imposed on it, was fur- 
mally dissolved by Louis XIV., and a sovereign council, 
composed cr tho principal officers of civil govermnem 
residing in tho colony, M. Laval, the first bishop, who had 
come out in 1G59, and other distinguished persons, vr« 
established at Quebec. This council acted also as a cour 
of appeal from the district courts. In each of the three 
districts, Quebec, Three Rivers and Montreal, there 
judge appointed by tho king, who had full power todcc.ik 
ill matters, both civil aud criminal, that arose within the 
district. Besides the regular courts, judicial authorii? 
was vested in tho intendant. This power was exer­
cised generally in matters of small amount. Tho ownws 
of seigniories were also authorized under certain restriction! 
to administer justice within their seigniories.

Tho new governor, unpointed by tho influence of Buha 
Laval and the Jesuits, after d’Avougour's recall, was de 11, 
He was tho first royal governor under the new constitute*. 
He landed at Quebec in tho summer of 1GG3, but a year hi: 
hardly elapsed before fresh disputes arose between him and 
Bishop Laval, in consequence of tho interference oft!* 
latter in temporal affairs. The recall of tho governor was 
therefore at once resolved on by his adversaries, and it 
not long before they brought it about. The governor 
died before the cummand to return reached him, but ht 
declared with his latest breath that in nil ho did he hid 
ever in view the prosperity of the colony. Whilst t'ltse 
events were taking place in the colony, the trading interest! 
of Canada were conceded to the West India Companybri 
royal edict in May, 1GG4. In legal matters, the “ Custom,! 
Paris" was at this time introduced to the exclusion of all other 
French coutume». The Marquis dc Tracy was chosen to E 
the office of lieutenant-general. Talon, another man 
ability, was sent out as intendant, and do Courcclles, m 
administrator of great tact and prudence, was appointed! 
succeed do Musy as governor. Tho new rulers were at 
tioned by Colbert, the French minister, to avoid disputi 
with the Jesuits, and advised to seek to build up the colour

These were days of sunshine to tho struggling inhabitant! 
For n space only too brief, things wore an air of prosperity 
Tho men in authority displayed great zeal and energy 
advancing tho Interests of the coluuists. Bettlen * 
brought out from France; cattle and agricultural impie 
meats were imported. The audacity of tho ludions 

I y a decisive expedition commanded by de Tracy 
Tho Iroquois sued for peace, and in 16G7 a treaty was cot 
eluded with them which lasted eighteen years.

The reports sent homo by Talon advised that the cob 
should be taken out of the hands of the West India Cc 
pony. This recommendation was acted upon, and freed»* 
Of trade With the natives and the mother country woscj 

ceded to the inhabitants. Talon strove to cncoun 
agriculture. Horses were first introduced into the colocj 
in 1GG5. The Carignan regiment, which had como outwit 
dc Tracy, was permitted to remain, and the soldiers
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mcouraged to oettle in th( country. Talon, being in ill 
1th, was forced to solicit his recall in 1668, but the follow­

ing year ho was persuaded to resume office, and sailed from 
nnee with 700 emigrants.
la 1672, Count de Frontenac, who was destined to occupy 
distinguished place in the history of Canada, came out as 
urernor iu the place of de Courcelles. Talon now retired 
md his office of intendant. At this date the population 
id increased to nearly six thousand souls.
Frontenac was a high spirited soldier of very fair abili- 

(8. Shrewd and discerning in his views, he was also quick 
id impetuous in action. The position of Quebec excited 

admiration on landing. “ It could not have been better 
herd," he said “if it had been expressly selected as the eapi- 

Ll of a great empire”. The new governor was also favor- 
L’v impressed by the dignity and eloquence of the Indian 
kiefs. In 1G73, having been present at a conference with 
luquois chiefs at Cataraqui, he remarked, in a letter to the 
liaigter of State: “Yo-i would assuredly have been surprised,
It lord, had you '.steued to the eloquent oratory, and 
Ipaar'.ed the subtie spirit with whieh all the depeties hft- 
kgued and reasoned. Did I not fear to incur your ridicule, 
Iwuuld venture to intimate that the noble presence of these 
Irpaties, in conference with me, recalled to my mind somc- 
Ifiat, a meeting of the senate of Venice.”
I lu bis efforts to imj - the condition of the colony, 
■rontcnac was unfortun. - enough to encounter tbeopposi- 
Bon and enmity of the Jesuits. Grave dissensions soon 
Imimenc-d between governor nud other dignitaries. 
Eontenuc having isoned Pcrrot, the governor of 
■ontreal, for treu able conduct, the side of the accused 
Bu openly espoused by Fénelon, the parish priest of Mon- 
Bid. The ecclesiastics denied that any jurisdiction could 
B exercised over them ky tbs sovereign council, and con- 
Bndcd that they could he summoned to appear only before 
Bfir bishop. The intendant, Duchosneau, sided with the 
Bdesiastics. Fresh trouble was also created by the liquor 
Bsf.c. We cannot follow here the course of these unfor- 
Bnute disputes. The king severely censured his servants, 
B'lattempted in vain to check their quarrels; but they pro- 
Bdfd te such a height that both Frontenac and Duchesneau 
Htrc recalled in 1G82.

INDIAN WARS RBXBWBD.

■The new governor, de la Barre, came out at a critical 
Another Indian war was imminent. The New Eng- 

Bid colonists offered the Indians better prices for their 
■inf. and exchanged goods on far easier terms than the 
■encli traders, fettered by trade restrictions, could afford, 
■ich ill feeling prevailed on this account among the 
■très. The conjuncture required a prudent and concilia- 
■7 course. Do la Barre lacked ability and experience, and 
■ored uncq-ial to the occasion. After some months of 
■incision, an expedition set out and advanced as far as 

ike Ontario. Hero envoys from the Iroquois met the 
irtraor.imd de la Barre concluded a disgraceful treaty, oy 
^ch he abandoned some of his Indian allies to the mercy 
[the Iroquois. The treaty was disallowed by the king, 
k° immediately recalled the governor, and sent out the 
bquisde Deuonville to replace him. The new governor 
b brave and determined, but entered with slight experi- 
Fe on duties of great difficulty. His instructions were to 
bel the encroachmcuts of the Iroquois and compel them 
[keep the peace with their neighbours. The hatred of 
be powerful tribe» to the French had grown with the

lapse of years, and was embittered by a long course of 
hostility. At tuis time, moreover, the Iroquois were in­
censed by a discreditable act of treachery on the part of the 
governor. Having decoyed some Indian b -aves to Catara 
qui, under pretence of a conference, he caused them to be 
seized, and sent home to work in the galleys 

Having obtained reinforcements from France, the gover­
nor led an expedition against the Iroquois, which was suc­
cessful in the field ; but as soon as the steps of the marquis 
were turned homeward, the foe re-appeared with unabated 
spirit. The fort at Niagara was suddenly attacked by them 
and completely destroyed. An ineffectual attempt was 
made to negotiate a treaty through the intervention of Col. 
Dongan, the governor of New York. The critical state of 
affairs was vividly depicted as follows by the governor in a 
despatch to Paris, Aug. 10th, 1088 : “ The savages are
jnst so maty animals of prey, scattered through a vast 
forest, whence iney are ever ready to issue, to plunder and 
kill in the adjoining country. To go in pursuit of them 
after their ravages is a constant but almost bootless task. 
They have no settled habitation to which they can be traeed 
with any certainty. They must be watched for everywhere 
and long waited fur, with fire-arms ready primed ; many o': 
their lurking places could be reached only by blood-hounds 
or by other savages as trackers. But those in our service 
arc few, and the native allies we have aro seldom trust­
worthy. They fear the enemy moro than they love us ; and 
the, dread, on their own account, to drive the Iroquois to 
extremity. It has Ueeu resolved, in the present strait, to 
erect a fortress iu every seigniory, as a place of shelter fi t 
helpless people and live stock, at times when the open 
country is overrun with savages. As matters now stand, 
the arable grounds lie far apart, and are so surrounded by

I
! bush, that every thicket serves as a covert for the foe ; so 
that au army would be needed to protect the tillers of our 
cleared lands.'1

The following year (1689) war was declared by Franca 
agaiust England for the purpose of aiding James II. A 
bold project, suggested by Chevalier deCallivrcs, of attack 
ing the English posts at New York and Albany, was und r 
cons" leration by the French authorities, when a terrible 
disaster fell upon the colony. The Iroquois, who r >r some 
months had been unusually tranquil, without the lightest 
warning, in the month of August, appeared iu f rco near 

Montreal, and in one night massacred the entire population 
of Lachine. Two hundred persons wero slaughtered or 
burned alive on the spot, and others, more unfortunate, were- 
carried off to be tortured to death. The invaders also 
assailed aid captured the fort at Montreal, and kept posses­
sion of the island till the month of October. The French, 
stupefied with terror, made no effort to drive off their 
enemies, and everywhere throughout the land the Indians 
held the upper hand till the approach of winter, when they 
retired suddenly to their settlements.

In the meantime, Frontenac, who had been rc-appointed 
governor, was on his way out to assume the direction of 
affairs. His coming was hailed with joy by the terrified 
inhabitants, who had endured so much misery through the 
incapacity of the last two governors. Fresh spirit was infused 
into the colonists. The incursions of the Iroquois were 
everywhere repelled with energy. The Canadian villages 
were enclosed by palisades, and protected by cannon. The 
project of attacking the New England settlements, which 
had received the sanction of Louis, was now prosecuted 
with some success. Unhappily these successes were sullied 
by terrible atrocities. Helpless inhabitants of the places
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that fell into the hands of the invaders were butchered 
without mercy.

The New Englanders, who seem to have been taken by 
surprise by the sudden attack of Frontenac, speedily con- j 
certed measures of defence and reprisal. In 1G90, a squa­
dron of 35 sail, with 2,000 militia men on board, left Boston 
under command of Sir William Phipps, afterward gover­
nor of Massachusetts. The fleet captured Port Royal, 
(Annapolis) and other places in Nova Scotia, and on the 
morning of the 10th October, Quebec was summoned to 
surrender at discretion. Frontenac returned a haughty 
refusal, and the batteries opened fire upon the English 
ships. The strength of the defences baffled all the efforts of 
the besiegiug force, and the fleet was compelled to retire. 
A land expedition under Winthrop, which was to have 
co-operated with Phipps in the attack on Canada, returned 
without accomplishing anything.

During the succeeding years hostilities wefo continued 
between the French and English colonists. Each side 
sought to enlist as many of the savage tribes ns it 
could, and to render the aid of these allies effective, the 
Indians were instructed in the use of fire-arms. The Iro­
quois that fell into the hands of their enemies were often 
cruelly burned or tortured to death, in revenge for similar 
atrocities practised by their own tribes. Under Frontenacs 
energetic direction, the Canadians were enabled to get pos­
se - ion of the English posts in the lluds u Bay territory.

At length, in 1097, tho treaty of Ryawiek put an cud, for 
a time, to tiie exhausting conflict V tween the colonics. Pv 
this treaty France agreed to restore all places in America 
that had been taken during tho war. The restoration of 
peace was welcome intelligence nt Quebec. The colonists, 
who had ceased to till their lands and Lad taken refuge 
within the palisades of tho towns f.'om the ferocity of 
the savages, now ventured back to their farms.

The follow ingyenr, (IGD3) Count de Frontenac died, at the 
age of 77, deeply regretted by his countrymen in New France, 
whom he had rescued from almost total extermination. Do 
' 'allivres, who had long been governor of Montreal, suecced-

Iu 1700. the French concluded n long hoped for treaty of 
peace with the Iroquois confederation. The treaty was 
Solemnly confirmed at Montreal on the 4th of August, 1701. 
Thirteen hundred natives, the representatives of many tribes, 
took part in the ceremonies.

In 1703, France and England being again at war, there 
was as usual a renewal of hostilities between their colonies. 
On this occasion the French were fortunate in having the 
formidable Iroquois neutral by virtue of the solemn treaty of 
1701. In the spring of 1711, another cx]>edition against 
Canada was organized by the New England colonies, aided 
cy British troops. The object was to capture Quebec. But 
the fleet was dispersed in the gulf by a storm, and many of 
the vessels were lost. Peace was restored uy the treaty of 
Utrecht in 1713.

FROM TUB TREATY OK UTRECHT TO THE CONQUEST— 1713-17G0.

Vaudreuil, who had succeeded de Culliôres as governor in 
17o3, introduced som*» improvements in the municipal system, 
a id caused a census to bo taken. Montreal was walled in, and 
the fortifications of Quebec were enlarged and strengthened. 
The governor earnestly called tho attention of tho home 
authorities to the weak state of the colony as contrasted with 
the flourishing condition of the New England provinces. In 
1714, ho wrote bon j that Canada contained but 4,484 inha­
bitants capable of bearing arms for its defence, in addition

to 620 colonial troops. The British colonics were represents 
as having 00,000 males fit for war; and it was not doubt i 
that as soon as war commenced an attempt would be nn., 
by them to achievo the conquest of Canada. Vaudreuilwu 
succeeded in 172G by the Marquis do Beauhamois, whoso lo • 
administration of twenty-one years was for tho most par. 
peaceful. Tiio population increased from 22,000 in 17io to I 
nearly 50,000 in 1714.

After some slight successes liisam) 
was defeated, and he himself wounded and taken prisoner ul 
an attack on Col. Johnson’s camp near Fort William, at til 
head of Lake George.

Tho struggle for supremacy in tho New World noil 
assumed serious proportions. War was formally d iclaiedl| 
Englandend Franco (175G). At the urgent repreeentstifli ' 
the Canadian authorities large reiuforcenmnts were sent o:i■ 
Gen. Montcalm and Gen. dc Lévis came out to Canadaeaiif 
in the year 1756, with a considerable force, to 
supplies of provisions and munitions of war. Sixteen lm>| 
deed men had been sent out theprarlovs year, and 
furnished a thousand more. Nor was the British Governs 
lacking in energy. Money was freely voted to ami andequl
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Upror ncial u?Uitia. Gen. Abercrombie came outfrom Eog- 
itind wi'Ji large reinforcements ; and Lord Loudon was appoint­
ai co'iimander-in-'.hief. After some minor incidents the 
janaign terminated unfavourably for the English. The 
portant place called Fort Oswego, erected by the English 
oa the south-eastern shore of Lake Ontario, surrendered to 
Hcntcalm, and fourteen hundred prisoners and a large quan- 
i tv of stores fell into the hands of the French. This expedi­te had been planned by the Governor, Vaudreuil Cuvaguui, 
La. Montcalm undertaking it apparently against his own 
judgment in obedience to the governor’s orders.
I The following summer passed without any important 
Lgagenrnt. The inhabitauts of Canada suffered during 
L period great privation from the scarcity of food. In 
lâncs dissatisfaction began to be expressed at the great 
ujt of maintaining and defending the colony. In 1758 Lord 

Loudon, the English commander-in-chief, who had failed to 
Ivincc any military capacity, was superseded by General 
Loercrombie. Great efforts wore made, and with complete 
[jcc-sj, to enable the English colonics to send into tho field a 
Vge force of militia. The strong post of Louisbourg, in Cape 
breton fell into the hands of tho British forces. In other 
lurkrs the campaign was a failure. Gen. Abercrombie led 
Lexpedition against Fort Ticondcroga (Carillon) where 
ionteahn was strongly intrenched. The attack on the fort, 
I’rscvered in during several hours with great gallantry, was 
I pulsed with heavy loss to the English. This misfortune was

I The campaign of 1759 did not open till June, when the 
pitish forces took tho field in three divisions.

> celebrated General Wolfe, was to assail Quebec, where 
k other divisions of the army were to assemble after carry- 
g out their parts of the general plan. The expedition 
>inst Fort Niagara was successful, but General Prideaux 
1 during the siege. The French retreated from Fort 

lderoga aud entrenched themselves at Isle aux Noix,

where the British allowed them to remain unmolested during 
the winter.

The expedition against Quebec is that which is most mem­
orable in the annals of Canada. The French had made every 
preparation in their power for tl.c defence of the city. The 
buoys had been removed from the channel of the river. Fire 
ships were in readiness to be launched into the midst of the 
enemy’s fleet, aud booms were constructed across the river 
St Charles. All the difficulties of the navigation having been 
overcome, the English fleet, carrying generals Wolfe, Monck- 
ton,Towushendaud Murray, and a considerable army, arrive d 
at the Island of Orleans on the 25th of June. The fireships 
sent against the fleet prov.d ineffectual. Gen. Monckton took 
up his position at Point Lévis, and commenced to bombard tho 
city. Wolfe's encampment was on tho left bank of the Mont- 
moreuci rivor. The French were intrenched in rear of Beau- 
pert. The month of July was spent by the besiegers in prepara­
tion. They carefully examined the defences, and endeavoured 
to find some vulnerable point. On the lust day of the month 
Wolfe attacked Montcalm's camp, but was repulsed. It was 
now resolved to make the assault from above the city. Mont 
culm seems to have looked upon his position oi this side as 
perfectly secure. “ We need not suppose,” he wrote to tho 
governor, “ that our enemies have wings to enable them in 
one night to cross the river, disembark, aud ascend steep and 
rugged paths.” Wolfe, however, quietly prepared fur the des­
perate undertaking,disguising his intention from the enemy as 
far as possible. The landing was successfully effected during 
the night of the 12th of September, at the point now called 
Wolfe’s cove. The sentinels were overpowered, and before 
daybreak six thousand mon hatf silently scaled the steep bank 
and were drawn up on the Plains of Abraham. Montcalm 
hastily gathered his forces and advanced to giv • battle. Tho 
English awaited the onse^and when the advancing line was 
close at hand, fired a deadly volley which threw the French 
ranks into confusion. Wolfe followed up the temporary sue 
cess by a charge, himself leading oa the grenadiers. Soon# 
however, he received a mortal wound, and was carried to the 
rear. The French were giving way in confusion. Montcalm, 
while endeavouring to rally his flying troops, also full mortally 
wounded. As Wolfo’s last moment was fust approaching, the 
cry “ They run 1 they run 1" fell upon his car. “ Who run ?” 
eagerly inquired the dying hero. “ The French," was the reply. 
“ Then I die in peace,’1 he murmured, and immediately ex­
pired. Tho gallant Montculm also died the following day.

The Citadel held out a few days, but on the 18th of Sep­
tember, tho garrison surrendered to Gen. Townshend. The 
loss of the English is staled at 700, aud of the French at 
1500.

The announcement that Quebec had fallen was received 
with great joy in England and in her American colonies. 
Both sides prepared earnestly for the coming campaign, the 
result of which was hardly doubtful. The French concen­
trated their diminished forces with the design of retaking 
Quebec, which had been garrisoned for the winter with an 
army of seven or eight thousand men. Gen. de Lévis, who 
had taken command on the death of Montcalm, pitched his 
camp, in April, 1700, in the rear of the city, with an army 
of eight or nine thousand men. Gen. Murray marched 
out to meet him, but after a sharp encounter was forced to 
retire within the fortifications. A few days later, having 
received the reinforcements which he had been anxiously 
expecting from England, he forthwith compelled de Lévis 
to raise the siege and retreat.

The French cause in Canada was now in a desperate ex­
tremity, and the mother country was unable to send adequate
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assistance. The Canadian militia commenced to give in their 
submission to General Murray, and the régula "• deserted in 
great numbers. Isle aux Noix, where the French had en­
trenched themselves the previous summer, and Forts Oswo 
gatchic and Lévis, were the next points of attack. These 
forts successively passed into the hands of the English, and 
then the victorious armies, from Quebec, Lake Champlain 
and ©swego, converged on Montreal. The united strength 
of the beleaguering army under Gen. Amherst was 17,000 
men. Resistance was hopeless, and Vaudrcuil proposed a 
capitulation, which was agreed to and signed on the 8th of 
September, 1700. Thus was brought to a close the era of 
French dominion in Canada.

11. CANADA UNDER ENGLISH RULE.

FROM TUB CONQUEST TO TUB QUEBEC ACT, 17C0-1774.

The Canadian people were secured by the terms of the 
capitulation in the free exercise of their religion. Vaudrcuil 
and De Levis, with the troops and the principal civil and 
military officers, and many of the colonists, embarked for 
France, wlure some of the officials who had been guilty of 
peculation and abuse of trust, were brought to trial, con­
demned and punished.

Peace was concluded by the Treaty of Paris signed 10th 
February, 1703. Dy this Treaty, France ceded to England 
the whole of her possessions in North America with some 
insignificant exceptions.

The Indian allies of the French did not acquiesce without 
a struggle in the ucw order of things. A vast conspiracy 
was hatched in 1763 by Pontiac, a noted chief of the Ottawa 
tribe, who was not friendly to British nower. The object 
of the plot was nothing less than the simultaneous capture 
of the chain of forts extending from Lake Michigan to the 
Niagara. The conspiracy failed of entire success, but nine 
British posts were assailed, and the garrisons massacred. 
The Indians sustained a defeat at Bushy Run near Fort 
Pitt, and the garrison was relieved. Pontiac was soon 
forced to abandon the siege of Detroit ; the Indian forces 
began to melt away, and the hostile tribes were glad to 
obtain terms, and accept the proffered friendship and protec­
tion of the new lords of the soil.

At the time of the Conquest the population numbered only 
75,000 souls, including 8,000 Indians. The pages of this 
Directory disclose how great has been the advance during 
the century. It is worthy of note that uow, for the first time, 
was a printing p;ess used in Canada. The first number of 
the first newspaper—the Quebec Gazette—appeared June 
21st, 17C4.

The country, which now received the name of the Pro­
vince of Quebec, remained for some years under military 
rule. Gen. Murray, after the peace, was appointed the first 
Governor General ; Gen. Gage was in command of the 
Montreal District, and Col. Burton of the Three Rivers 
District. The Executive Council was composed of the 
I'eutenant governors of Montreal and Three Rivers, the chief 
justice, the inspector general of customs, and eight of the 
leading inhabitants of the colony.

In 1706, Gen. Carluton, afterwards Lord Dorchester, was 
appointed Governor General. Gen. Carle ton, who had taken 
a prominent part in the capture of Quebec, contimrd to 
be connected with Canada for six and thirty years.

The French Canadians, who constituted the immense 
majority of the inhabitants, soon be^ari to express dissatisfac­
tion at the continuance of military rule. The administration

of the civil law was defective. The barristers and judges not 
understanding French, the people were under the necessity 
of carrying on their lawsuits in the English language. 
Memorials were addressed to the Crown by the discontented 
majority. In 1770, the Governor went to England to give 
testimony respecting the affairs of the province. The result 
of the inquiry was the passing of the “Quebec Act” by the 
English Parliament in 1774, for reconstructing the govern­
ment of the Province of Quebec. This measure provided foi 
the free exercise of the Roman Catholic religion by the 
French Canadians, subject to the king’s supremacy, and that 
the clergy of the church of Rome might “ hold, rcoeive and 
enjoy their accustomed dues and rights, with respect to such 
persons only as shall profess the said religion.” It furthei 
provided that “ in all matters of controversy relative to pro- 
perty and civil rights, resort shall be had to the laws ol 
Canada, as the rule for the decision of the same.” The Ad 
confirmed the criminal law of England as the law to be 
administered in tho province. It further provided for the 
establishment of a Legislative Council, to consist of residents 
appointed by the king, not exceeding 23, nor less than 17, 
in number. Thus, by express provisions of tho Legislative 
of tho mother country, the inhabitants of the conquered 
territory were secured in tho enjoyment of their civil rights 
tho free exercise of their religion, and the protection of their 
own civil laws and customs. This liberality to the French 
Canadians was displeasing to the British residents, and was 
denounced by the Congress of the other American colonies 
which met in Philadelphia in September ; but it was highly 
acceptable to the Canadian clergy, as well as to the principal 
inhabitants of the colony.

FROM THE QUEBEC ACT TO THE DIVISION OF TH* PROVUICI.

17 1-171*1.
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The colonies which bads > recently exerted themselves for 
the extension of British nlo in North America were now 
on the point of offering armed resistance to' the mother 
country. The same year in which the Quebec Act became 
law, Canada received au invitation to send representatives 
to Philadelphia to concer measures of union and defence. 
But if the French Canadians disliked the British, who had 
recently come amongst them, they hated and distrusted 
their fellow colonists in New England much more ; and 
the Congress had indiscreetly increased this distrust by iu 
denunciation of the Quebec Act. “ Nor can we suppresseur 
astonishment,” it had been declared in a document addressed 
to the people of Great Britain, “ that a British Parliament 
should ever consent to establish in that colony (Canada) i 
religion that often drenched your island in blood, and has 
disseminated impiety, bigotry, persecution, murder and re­
bellion, through every part of the world.” Canada, therefore- 
with this document before it, shewed no disposition to take 
part in the Congress. The following year coercive measure* 
were resorted to by the latter. Gen. Arnold led an army 
again A Quebec, aud Generals Montgomery and Schuyler 
agai ist Montreal. There were few British troops in the pro­
vince, and the invaders advanced without much difficult) 
over large tracts of the country. The forts ofTiconderogaud 
Crown Point, on Lake Champlain ; and Is(e aux Noix, St 
Johns, C humbly and Sorel, fell into the hands of Montgomeiy. 
The Americans still hoped that the Canadians would make 
common cause with them. A conciliatory address to the 
people was issued and widely circulated. The sympathizer! 
with the revolutionary cause were, in truth, not few, and the 
ranks of the invading army were daily swelled by deserters. 
The French Canadians refused to take up arms with the revo-
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htioniste, but they likewise refused, for the most part, to bear 
vme against them. The British population wl s very small. 
Montreal could make no effectual resistance, und presently 
Quebec was the only place that held the enemy in check. 
The strength of its defences saved ac city, and probably the 

lony. Carlcton, with only sixteen hundred men, of whom 
«x hundred were militia, was ablo to repel all attacks. 
General Montgomery fell in an unsuccessful assault upon 
Quebec made on the 31st of December.

In the spring of 1770, tho English received reinforcements. 
The American army, weakened by disease, fell back to Three 
Hirers. Governor Carleton pursued and captured the 
enemy’s stores and artillery. The retreat was continued to 
Sorti, which was also retaken by tho English troops; and 

expulsion of the invading forces was speedily completed. 
The colonies in revolt now made fresh efforts to detach the 
Canadians from their allegiance. Franklin and others were 
rent as special commissioners. Tho offers were now more 
l.jeral: tho Roman Catholic religion was to be respected, 
uni the people allowed to govern themselves. But, on the 
r-iher hand, the French Canadians had already got entire
freedom of worship, and the protection of their ancient laws. 
>7 had almost all they desired, and refused to put in 
topardy the privileges already secured to them. The 
imerican colonies, though successful in shaking off their 
r.nnection with the mother country, were unable to bring 
Canada into the Union, and on the recognition of American 
adependeuce on the 3rd of September, 1783, Canada 
tmained a colony of Great Britain.

A large number of persons throughout the new confcd- 
iration, who had remained faithful to the royal cause, 
leing now treated with great severity by the American 
pvernment, emigrated, and settled in Canada and the 
ither British colonies, but chiefly in the western parts of 
.anadn, now the Province of Ontario. The number of the 
loited Empire Loyalists, ns they were termed, that settled 

Canada, is estimated at ten thousand. Their property 
been confiscated, but by the liberality of tho British 

iTernment large sums were applied to their relief, and 
ichofthem received as a free gift from 200 to 5,500 acres 
if land in Canada or some other colony. Many of th<*m 
ndared great hardships in thus leaving their homes to 
irgin life anew, but by their energy and enterprise they 
;ave much valuable aid in developing the resources of 
be country.

There was now a growing agitation in the Province of 
|uebcc for a representative system of government. The 
rench Canadians, it is true, had been admitted from the first 
ato the Legislative Council, but they were not in a major- 
ly there, whereas in an elective chamber they must almost 
lecessarily have a very large majority. One of the most 
imminent agitators for a representative form of govern- 
nent was Du Calvet, a French Protestant, who was 
iccused of aiding the insurgents during tho revolutionary 
Tar. He strenuously advocated an elective assembly, and 
ilso the representation of Canada by six members in the 
irilish Parliament.

In 1785, Lord Dorchester returned to Canada as Governor 
jtneral, Sir Frederick Haldimaud who had held tho office 
ince 1778, having solicited his own recall. Notwithstanding 
he popularity of Lord Dorchester, discontent generally 
«wailed. At length, after petitions and counter-petitions 
'ad been canvassed for years, and transmitted to Britain,

E
lbe draft of a new constitution was sent to Lord 
ter by Lord Granville, the colonial minister. By 
*s proposed to divide the Province of Quebec into

two—the Province of Upper Canada ami tho Province of 
Lower Canada. Each section was to have a Legislative 
Council and Assembly. “ This separation I hope,” said Mr. 
Pitt, then Chancellor of the Exchequer, will put an end to 
the competition between the old French inhubitauts and the 
new settlers from Britain and the British colonics.” The 
Upper Province was to give a great majority to ihe one 
nationality, and the Lower Province to the other. AH 
taxes were to be imposed and the money disbursed under 
the control of the Legislature of each section.

The division of the Province was contrary to the advice of 
Lord Dorchester, but the measure finally became law in 
1791. The Act provided that the Legislative Council of 
Lower Canada should be composed of nut fewer than 
fifteen, and that of Upper Canada of not fewer than seven 
persons. Members were to hold their scats for life. Tha 
number of members to be elected to the Legislative Assem­
bly of Upper Canada was not to be less than sixteen, and 
of Lower Canada not less than fifty. The Council and 
Assembly were to be called together at least once in every 
year : the Assembly to be elected for four years.

During the 30 years that the colony hud been under 
British rule, the population had doubled in number. In 17G1 
it was about 70,000 souls, now it was over 135,000, of whom 
120,000 were French Canadians. The inhabitants of the 
new Province of Upper Canada numbered only 10,000, ami 
wore nearly all of British origin. Within 80 years, how­
ever, the preponderance of population has been reversed 
the inhabitants of tho Upper Province now outnumbering 
by hundreds of thousands those of the other section.

FROM TUB DIVISION OP TIÎB PROVINCE TO TUB UNION.
1791-1840.

The first elections in Lower Canada under the new form of 
government took place in June, 1792. Fifty members were 
returned. Fifteen persons had been nominated legislative 
councillors. The Legislature was opened on tho 17th of 
December by Gen. Clarke, (in the absence of Lord Dorches­
ter) and sat till May, 1793. A contest took place at the 
opening of the Legislature as to the election of a speaker, and 
as to the language in which business should be conducted 
Mr. Panel, the French candidate, was elected by 28 to 18, and 
it was resolved that tho minutes, Ac., be recorded in both 
languages. The revenue of the Lower Province was this 
year only $25,000.

The Parliament of Upper Canada met at Newark 
(Niagara) on the 17th of September, 1792, and was opened 
by Lieut. Gov. Simcoe. The Council numbered 7, aud the 
Assembly 1G. Tho Legislature in ils first session passed an 
act introducing the English law “ ns the rule of decision 
in all matters of controversy relative to properly and civil 
rights.” The second net introduced trial by jury. The 
eighth and last act gave the names of “ Eastern, Midland, 
Home and Western” to the four districts into which the 
province had been divided by Lord Dorchester in 1788. 
These divisions were afterward abolished in 1849. The 
following session (1793) the Legislature of Upper Canada 
abolished slavery. The owners of slaves then in tho 
Province were to keep their rights, but the children born of 
female slaves were to become free at 25 years of age. In 
1803, it was decided by Chief Justice Osgoode that slavery 
was incompatible with the laws of Lower Canada. In 
1796, the seat of government of Upper Canada was re­
moved from Niagara to York (Toronto) by Gov. Simcoe.

Lord Dorchester, who had been a faithful friend oi 
Canada for more than thirty years, was succeeded in 1796
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by Gen. Prescott. The country was now enjoying repose 
and Bte.;dilj advancing in wcalili and importance.

The bitterness which had previously existed between the 
French Canadians and British inhabitants of Lower 
Canada was now considerably moderated. This will bo 
evident from the remark*, of M. Plessis, parish priest of 
Quebec, in his funeral oration over Bishop Briand. “ Our 
conquerors," he said, “regarded at first with a jealous eye 
and lowering brow, inspired in us feelings only of detestation 
or aversion. We could not bo persuaded that a race of men 
strangers to our soil, to our language, and to our worship, ' 
could ever be willing to render to Canada nn equivalent i 

fur what it lost by changing its masters. Generous na­
tion, that has made us aware, by so many proofs, how ill 
founded were our prepossessions. Pardon us then, for that 
our first (and now past) distrustfulness of a foreign race, 
whose virtues, not being then experienced by us, we had 
not the happiness to know." &c.

Sir R. S. Milnos succeeded Prescott as lieut. governor of 
Lower Canada in 1799, and remained in office till 1905. On 
L'.s retirement, the lion. Thomas Dunn acted as adminis­
trator until 1307. 1a Canadien newspaper, entirely in 
French, was first issued in November, 180G.

The relations between England and the United States at 
this time were beginning to cause no little disquietude and 
un m 'incss. Mr. Dunn called out the militia of Lower Canada, 
and the response was prompt and satisfactory, and gave an 
emphatic contradiction to the reports which had been dili­
gently spread, that the Canadians were only waiting for the 
approach of the invading army to flock to its standard. At 
this critical time Sir James Craig, a military officer, came out 
a: Governor General, and remained till 1811. Sir James did 
not become popular with the French Canadians. It was a 
time of great irritation and disquietude. The Governor issued 
a general order exhorting the people to be on their guard 
against trea ouable designs, and directing all militia men to 
watch attentively the actions of aliens amongst them. Col. 
Panct and other officers were dismissed from the militia on 
the charge of exciting discord and animosity between the two 
classes of British subjects. The Assembly, in 1808, adopted 
a bill by twenty-two to two excluding judges from scats in 
Parliament. The Legislative Council rejected the measure, 
and the Governor approved their course. The following 
;. ssiou the Assembly engaged in discussions on constitutional 
questions, and was dissolved by the Governor after a session 
of five weeks, on the ground that the House was neglecting the 
matters submitted for its consideration, and wasting the time 
in fruitless debates. The new Parliament met in 1810, and 
forthwith proceeded to declare that it was an infringement 
of parliamentary privileges for the governor to censure the 
acte of the Assembly. The House also sought to bring the 
government officials under its control by offering to assume 
tiie payment of their salaries. The Assembly further demanded 
that a budget should be presented to it showing in detail 
ell tue estimated expenditure for the succeeding year. The 
Council and Assembly were at variance on the question of 
excluding Judge de Bonne. The Assembly passed a resolu­
tion that a judge of the Court of King’s Bench could not sit 
or vote in the House. The Governor declared that he felt 
bound to oppose this assumption, and prorogued the Legisla­
ture. Proceedings were instituted against the proprietors 
and editors of Le Canadien for disseminating treasonable pub­
lications, and several of the opposition leaders were arrested. 
The Governor’s health began to fail. The distrust and opposi­
tion he encountered atevery step from a portion of the French 
Canadians awakened bis indignation. “ Base and daring

fabricators of falsehood ! ” he exclaimed in an add'Us to the 
Canadians, March 21st, “What do you know of me or mv 
intentions? Canadians, ask the heads of your Church, who 
have opportunities of knowing me. Tucse arc men of honor 
and knowledge, from whom you ought to seek information 
and advice. The leaders of faction, the demagogues of a 
party, associate not with me ; they cannot know me. Foi 
what purpose should I oppress you? Is it to serve the king1 
Is it for myself, then, that I should oppress you ? Is it from 
ambition? What can you give me? Is it for power? Alas: 
my good friends, with a life nowebbing slowly to its period 
under the pressure of disease contracted in the service of 
my country, I look only to pass what it may please God to 
suffer to rem :in of it, in the comfort of retirement among 
my friends. I retrain among you only in obedience to the 
commands of my Sovereign.’’

In his letters to Lord Liverpool he drew a dark picture of ; 
the discord and enmity between French and British colonists1 
and suggested that it would be better, rather than leave met. j 
ters as they were, to unite the two Provinces. In the session 
of 1810-11, the bill for excluding judges of the King’s Bench 
from seats in the Assembly was again carried, and this tint 
it received the Royal sanction. Shortly afterward Sir James 
Craig returned to England in consequence of ill health, and 
died the same year. Hr. Dunn assumed the administration 
of the government for a short time. Then Sir George 
Provost, who had been lieutenant governor of Nova Scotia, 
was transferred to Canada. Under his conciliatory policy, 
much of the irritation and animosity between the two 
nationalities was removed.

The war which had long been apprehended between Great 
Britain and the United States commenced the following 
year. M. Plessis, the Roman Catholic Bishop, profited by 
this occasion to claim the restoration of the rights and status 
of the Church as they existed in Canada before the conquest 
The Legislature of Lower Canada passed an act empowering 
the Governor General, in case of invasion, to embodv the 
wholo militia of the country, and also voted £15,000 per 
annum for five years toward defraying the expenses of 
defending the Province. The Legislature of Upper Canada 
also passed measures for the defence of the Province and fur 
raising and training the militia. The population of Upper 
Canada had increased at this date to 80,000, and that of the 
Lower Province to 200,000.

Success attended the first steps taken against the enemy by 
the British forces in Canada. Fort Michilimackinac, situated 
on the island of the same name, in the strait between Lakes 
Huron and Michigan, was captured, and an American force, 
under Gen. Hull, which had crossed over from Detroit, was 
forced to retire. Gen. Brock, commander of the forces in 
Upper Canada, on the 11th of August advanced on Detroit 
Hull, the American general, capitulated, and 2,500 prisoners, 
and thirty-three pieces of cannon, fell into the hands of the 
English general.

Another attempt was made to invade the Province in 
October. A crossing was effected above Quccnston on the 
night of the 12th. Tho following morning Gen. Brock was 
engaged in opposing the crossing of the Americans near 
the village, when the body that had already crossed shore 
took possession of Quecnston Heights. The British general 
immediately led a force to regain possession of the Heights, 
but while gallantly advancing to the attack he was struck 
down by a ball. Gen. Shcaffc took command, and the 
attack was continued with so much determination that the 
enemy was dislodged with great loss. The English weir 
every where completely victorious. A subsequent attack
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made in November, was also repelled. Ju Lower Canada 
;iV invading force, nnder Gen. Dearborn, retired without 
ircomi'liibiog anything. The campaign proved favorable 
to England, and the Canadian militia gained some renown.

Hostilities were resumed early the following year. The 
Ij lians, under the command of their gallant chief, Tccmn- 
j,L. gave valuable aid to the British forces. One of the 
jjjost notable events ot the campaign was the battle of 
Chateaugnay. An American army of 35U0, under Gen. 
Hampton, was on the way from Lake Champlain to 
Montreal. A thousand Canadian uiilitia under Colonel de. 
Saluberry opposed tucir progress at the junction of the 
Velarde and Chateaugnay rivers. A battle ensued in which 
tiiv Americans were defeated and forced to retreat. Mean­
while the enemy, who had gained some successes iu l pper 
Canada, was concentrating his forces to co-operate with 
titu. Hampton iu the attack on Montreal. While on the 
vjvdowu the St Lawrence, Gen. Wilkinson, the American 
commander, lauded part of his troops under G- n. Covington 

I t-j give battle to a small Canadian force under Col. Morris­
on, that had been sent to intercept the invaders. A 

I Cattle was fought at Clay-Ur's Farm, county of Dundas, 
where the Americans, though three Vines ns numerous us 
l ie force opposed to them, were completely routed, and 
their general killed. The defeat of Hampton at Chatvau-

L, ay, and of Wilkinson at Chrysler s Farm, led the Ame­
rican to abandon their design on Montreal.

In March of the following year ( 1814;, the A me ricana were 
defeated at Lacolle, and their depot at Oswego was destroyed. 
The English failed iu an attack on Sackett’s harbour, 
and were forced to rein at nt Chippewa. A hard fought 
battle took place nt Lundy's Lane near Niagara Falls, after 
which the eaemy rwtreated during tin* night to Chippewa. 
The war va subsequ- atly terminated I y the Treaty of 
Ghent. 24th December, 1<14.

About Vie time pence was restored the Legislature of 
Lower Canada met at Quebec. The political discus -uns 
vhici. had ceased d' ri::g the war now commenced ntV -.-h.
M. L. J. Papineau was chosen Speaker iu the place of M. 
P.ro.t. who was nominated a member of the Legislative 
Council. The cldt-r Papineau had long been one of the 
mod prominent champions of French Canadian nationality, 
and his son. the new Speaker, was destined to become the 
greatest agitator of his time.

Sir George Prévost, w ho had been regarded by the French 
Canadians ns their firm friend, went home nt the close of 
the war to defend himself against some charges that hud 
been made ngainst his conduct of military uflairs during 
the lust campaign. He died shortly after his arrival in 
London. Sir Gordon Drummond administered the govern­
ment for a short tinv*, when ho was succeeded in 1810 by 
Sir John C. Sherbrooke, ex-governor of Nova Scotia, who, 
like Sir George Prévost, endeavoured to g Vn the good 
will, or at least remove the animosity, of the French Caa- 
idiiin majority. M. Plessis, the Bishop, was invited to take 
* seat at the Council board, with the reservation that the 
right should not extend to his successors. A similar hon­
or was conferred on M. Papineau. The principal topic of 
discussion now was the Estimates. The Legislative Assem­
bly claimed the right of controlling the entire expendi­
ture. InUpi»cr Canada a similar discussion was proceeding.

Another subject that engrossed much attention was the 
Clergy Reserves. A large amount of territory had been 
reserved by the Imperial Act of 1701 for the support of the 
Protestant clergy. The lauds had been appropriated

exclusively to the support of the Church of England ia 
Canada. At first, they had yielded no revenue, tho rents 
being insufficient to cover the cxjienscs of management. 
They remained in the hands of government, and the only 
money paid to the Church of England up to 1821 was a 
sum of i.'427 in 1810. Other bodies of Pro*estants began to 
lay claim to a share of the fund, and addresses were passed 
by the Houses of A sembly recommending the distribution of 
the money among all denominations. Tho subject was not 
finally di-posed of till 1855, when, after certain provision had 
been made f >r the widows and orphans of deceased clergy­
men, and for securing the incomes then enjoyed, the rest of 
the fund was applied to municipal purposes. The colony, 
notwithstanding these political discussions, was in a highly 
prosperous condition, and the great majority of the people, 
busy and contented, took little interest in the debates on 
constitutional questions.

In 1818, Sir J. C. Sherbrooke was permitted to retire 
from office, and the Didtc of Richmond came out as Gov­
ernor. llis administration was brief; being bitten by a 
fox, he died of hydrophobia, August, 1819. The Earl of 
D.ilhousie succeeded him. The struggle of the Assembly 
on the question of voting the supplies continued. Between 
the Legislative Council, of which tho majority of members 
were British, and the Legislative Assembly, composed almost 
exclusively of French Canadian ;>?■* ' *s rontinual strife 
and animosity. The Assembly objected, in particular, ve 
vote tho salaries of certain obnoxious officials.

A Bill for the union of the two Provinces was introduced 
into the Imperial Purliam / I in 1822, but thrown out on 
the sec i:d reading. When the French Canadians learned 
that this UÜ1 had been introduced by the government, they 
loudly denounced the project. Tho people of Upper Can­
ada were not in favour of it, and when the Lower Canadian 
Assembly met in January, 1823, it forthwith passed resolu­
tions condemning the Bill, and Messrs. Papineau and Nelson 
were dispatched to London to protest against it. The pro­
ject was therefore abandoned for a time.

Meanwhile, the dispute on the question of voting the sup­
plies continued more fiercely than ever. In 1827 the Lower 
Canada Assembly again stopped the supplies, as they had 
done for several years previously. Lord Dalhousit prorogued 
the Chambers the next day. A new parliament was sum­
moned, which elected M. Papineau to be Speaker. The Gov- 
•rnor disapproved of the selection, and requested the House 
to propose . omc one else. The House, refusing to comply, 
was immediately prorogued. The House of Commons ap­
pointed a committee that reported at length on the state of 
Canadian affairs, but no definite action was taken. Sir 
James Kempt, from Nova Scotia, replaced Lord Dalhousie 
in Lower Canada, and Sir Jubu Culborne came out to 
Upper Canada.

Matters were becoming more serions. Iu Upper Canada 
there was a strong republican element that looked with 
admiration at the rapid growth of the neighboring states. 
The fact that the leading positions in the government were 
hold by a small number of officials and their family connec­
tions was another cause of much dissatisfaction. In Lower 
Canada there was the ancient hostility of race. Concession* 
which, if made in time, would have allayed the discontent, 
were w ithheld. In the Lower Canadian House of Assem­
bly 92 resolutions condemning the government for their 
management of affairs, for the exclusion of the French Can­
adians from office, and setting forth other matters of com- 
plaint, were introduced and passed in the spring of 1834. 
The Imperial government in 1835 sent out a commission to
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inquire into the grievances complained of. The report of 
the commission was submitted to Parliament in 1837, but 
the majority of the House of Commons was opposed to most 
of the demands of the Lower Canadian opposition. The 
Imperial Act of 1791 had authorized the establishment of 
Church of England rectories in the parishes of Canada. 
Under the authority of this act, fifty-seven rectories were 
established in Upper Canada by Sir John Colbornc in 1830. 
This act caused increased excitement. Steps were taken by 
the leaders of the malcontents to enrol the disaffected. In 
this their success was not great, fur fow of the common 
people were disposed to take up arms to enforce the demands 
made by their leaders. The clergy, and all the most prudent 
and moderate chiefs <f the opposition, strongly opposed any 
resort to violence. Some of the mure violent agitator.-, 
however, eould not be restrained. The first outbreak occurred 
in Montreal on tbc 7th of November, 1837, when the “ Sons 
of Liberty,” an organization of young men of Montreal, 
assailed a body of volunteers in the street. In the course of j 
the month, several encounters took place between the insur­
gents and the military at St. Denis, St. Charles, St. Mustache, 
aud other points. At St. Denis, the British troop», being lew 
in number, were repulsed ; but at St. Charles, the rebels wen- 
routed with great slaughter by a detachment under Col. 
Wetbcrall. At St. Mustache also, the loss of the insurgent.-: 
was very heavy. In Upper Canada, the insurgent», endur 
the command of W. L. Mackenzie, were defeated near 
Toronto by a force of volunteers commanded by Sir F. B. 
Head. The Earl of Durhurn, the new Uoveruur General, 
tame out with special powers to inquire into the slate of 
Canadian affairs. The constitution of Lower Canada had 
been suspended aud a special council appointed. The Gov­
ernor reported strongly in favour of the union of the provin­
ces, but some acts of his administration being censured in 
the House of Lords, he was recalled. Before the rebellion 
was finally suppressed, several attempts were made to invade 
Canada from the American frontier by sympathizers on the 
other side, but these attempts were all speedily defeated. 
The subsequent risings were punished with greater severity 
than the first, a number of the leading rebels being executed 
under sentence of eourt martial, and many more trans­
ported. Some of the «hi f instigators of revolt, however, 
escaped. Mackenzie, Papineau, and others were, some years 
later, pci-milted to return to Canada, and obtained seats in 
the Legislative Assembly.

Tbe insurrection being at an end, the project of uniting 
the two Canadas was urged on by the British ministry. 
The Right Hou. C. P. Thompson, an eminent merchant, 
(afterwards Lord Sydenham) came out as Governor General 
(1839). The assent of the Speeial Council of Lower Canada, 
and of the Legislature of Upper Canada, was obtained to 
the measure. A bill was drafted and sent to England by 
Lord Sydenham, and passed in 1840. The Union took effect 
by royal proclamation on the 10th of February, 1841.

FROM THU UNION TO COXFKDKIiATlON—1841-1867.

Canada was now fully under “ Responsible Government,” 
the ministry having scats in the Legislature, and holding 
office so long only as they enjoyed the confidence of a major­
ity of the members of the Lower House. The Local Legis­
latures were abolished. Upper aud Lower Canada were 
represented by an equal number of members in the Legis­
lative Assembly of Canada. To the House was conceded 
also entire control over the expenditure. The Legislative 
Councillors were to lie appointed by the Crown for life.

The first United Parliament was opened at Kingston in

June, 1841. In September of that year, Lord Sydenham, wLo 
had been a very able and popular Governor, died from the 
effects of a fall from his horse. Sir Charles Bagot then cam* 
out as Governor General, and held office till 1843. In 1844, the 
seat of government was removed from Kingston to Montreal 
Lord Metcalfe administered the government from 1843 to 
1845. Being then obliged to retire in consequence of ill 
health, he was succeeded by Lord Cntbcart, who held office 
till 1847, when the Earl of Elgin was appointed Governor. 
The administration of this able statesman was prosperom 
and satisfactory. Some agitation occurred during bis term 
uf office respecting the “ Rebellion Losses Bill,” for iudemnifr. 
ing persons who had sustained loss during the insurrection 
of 1837-8. Violent opposition was made to this measure 
which was considered by many to he too liberal as well a? 
too indiscriminate. Lord Elgin, after assenting to the Bill, 
was hooted and pelted in the streets of Montreal, and the 
Parliament buildings were set on fire by the mob, and a large 
amount of property, including the library aud valuable 
records, was destroyed. The seat of government was after­
wards removed to Toronto.

Tlio succeeding years were years of steady progress and 
prosperity. A few events only will bo noted here, but 
historical details respecting various subjects will be found 
under other Leadings. In 1850, a free banking law was 
passed. In 1851, five cent postage was introduced. In 
1853, the Legislative Assembly was increased from eighty- 
four to one hundred anil thirty member», sixty-five from 
each section of the Province. In 1858, the decimal system 
of currency was adopted. Sir Edmund Head succeeded 
Lord Elgin in 1854 and continued in office till 1860. In 
1855 tbc Clergy Reserves question was settled by the 
Legislature, and Seignioral Tenure in Lower Canada wm 
abolished. In 1856, the elective principle was applied to the 
Legislative Council, and it became nn elective chamber. It 
was to be composed of the members appointed by the Crown 
before tbc 14th of July, 1856, and of forty-eight members 
elected for forty-eight electoral divisions, into which the Pro­
vince was divided. In 1858, Uttuwu was selected by theQueen 
as the permanent seat of government, aud Parliament build­
ings were erected there. In 1859-60, the Statutes of the Pro­
vince were consolidated into three volumes, one volume con­
taining the Acts relating to nil Canada, and the other two 
volumes embracing the Statutes relating to Upper aud 
Lower Canada respectively. In 1860, the British Provinces 
were visited by the Prince of Wales. Whilst in Canada the 
Prince inaugurated the Victoria Bridge and laid the corner 
stone of the Parliamentary buildings at Ottawa. The seiz­
ure of Mason and Slidell on board the British steamer Trent 
towards the close of 1861, and the prospect of a war between 
England and the United States, caused intense excitement 
throughout Canada and prompted the organization and enrol­
ment of numerous bodies of volunteer militia. These coqs 
in later years have twice done good service (1866, 1870) in 
repelling incursions of Fenian marauders. In 1865-6, the 
Civil Code of Lower Canada, tbc compilation of which bad 
been entrusted to tliree commissioners several years before 
was completed and promulgated. In 1864, great difficulty 
was experienced in carrying on the government. The ma­
jority of Lower Canadian members aud the majority of Upper 
Canadian members were arrayed on opposite sides of the 
House, aud tbe two parties were very evenly balanced. The 
number of members in tbe Legislative Assembly was the 
same for each section of the Province, and although the popu­
lation of Upper Canada now greatly exceeded that of Lower 
Canada, the Lower Canadian members opposed the conces-
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jioa of any increase of representation to Upper Canada, 
because at the time of the Union, the representation had 
been thus settled notwithstanding the fact that at that time 
the population of Lower Canada was by far the largest. 
The demand for “ Representation according to Population" 
was now every year becoming more urgent on the part of 
Upper Canada. A project for uniting the British North 
American Provinces under one Confederation had been 
before the country from time to time for eighty years, 
and more especially from the date of Lord Durham's admin­
istration. The desire to carry out this scheme induced 
some of the leaders of the Upper Canada opposition to form 
a coalition with the Lower Canadian majority. A govern­
ment was thus formed, pledged to introduce the federal sys­
tem. After conference with the other Provinces, Confedera­
tion was carried, to take effect 1st of July, 1867. The Act of 
Union will be found in this volume. The construction of an 
Intercolonial Railway was one of the stipulations of the 
Confederation Act, and this is now in course of construction.

DESCRIPTION OF ONTARIO AND QUEBEC.

The Provinces of Ontario and Quebec extend in an easterly 
direction from near the Rod River settlement to the Gulf of 
St. Lawrence, and from Michigan to New Brunswick. They 
extend northward from the Canadian lakes and the St. 
Lawrence to the high ridge of land which separates the 
rivers of Canada from those of the territory hitherto known 
as the Hudson Bay territory, but now forming a part of the 
Dominion of Canada.

The provinces arc bounded north by the Hudson Bay 
territory ; cast by the Gulf of St. Lawrency ; south by the 
States of Maiuc, New Hampshire, Vermont, and New York, 
and Lakes Erie and Ontario ; and west by Lakes St. Clair, 
Huron and Superior, and the north west Indian territories.

The area cannot be accurately stated, ns the northern and 
western boundaries have not yet been surveyed. The 
nearest approximation is 331,280 square miles, of which 
121,260 arc included in the Province of Ontario, and 210,020 
in tho Province of Quebec.

The principal rivers arc the St. Lawrence which drains an 
area of 565,000 square miles ; the Ottawa, 450 miles long, 
which forms a central boundary between the two sections of
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the province ; the St. Maurice, nearly 400 miles in length ; 
the Saguenay noted for its fine scenery ; the Richelieu, the 
Niagara, and others. The Province of Ontario has for its 
southern and western boundaries five great lakes—Superior, 
lluron and Georgian Bay, St. Clair, Erie, and Ontario, of 
which the total length is 1,085 miles, and area 80,000 
square miles. In some parts of the Province of Quebec, 
especially in the Eastern Townships, the scenery is extreme­
ly picturesque. Iu the Province of Ontario the surface is 
undulating rather than mountainous. A main water shed 
separates the waters of the St. Lawrence from those of the 
Ottawa.

The system of inland navigation is the most extensive and 
perfect in the world. The statistics given under separate 
heads will convey some idea of the extent of railway 
communication ; of the agricultural and mineral wealth ; 
the volume of trade, and the vast resources and general 
prosperity of the provinces.

SKETCH OF THE HISTORY OF NOVA SCOTIA.

I. From its discovery to 1784.

Nova Scotia, up to the year 1784, included the Province 
bow called New Brunswick, and it also formerly included 
part of the present state of Maine, the whole being known 
■ndcr the name of Acadie. This was the term used in the 
original commission of the king of France, and is found in 
public documents as far back as 1604. The country was 
discovered by Sebastian Cabot iu 1498, but may have been 
noticed by John Cabot in liis voyage the previous year. A 
few years after the discovery by Cabot, French fishermen 
from Basque and Bretagne arrived at a promontory of an 
island to the southwest, and named it Cape Breton. This 
name was afterward applied to the whole island, which 
now forms part of Nova Scotia.

In 1518, Baron de Lérv, an adventurous Frenchman, 
anxious that France should have a share in the newly dis­
covered territories, proposed to found a settlement in Acadie. 
He accordingly set sail with a company of settlers, but 
owing to tempestuous weather and other adverse circum­
stances, the enterprise miscarried, and the expedition was 
abandoned. In 1590 Cape Breton was resorted to by per­
sons from England. In 1598, the Marquis de la Roche 
made an attempt to colonize the country by convicts. 
Fearing to set his settlers free on the mainland, he first 
landed forty of them on Sable Island, a spot ill suited to 
support lift*. But when the Marquis attempted to return to 
the island from the mainland, his ship was driven by a storm 
to France. There he was immediately taken prisoner, iu 
a civil war then raging, and it was not till five years had 
elapsed that the wretched survivors, twelve iu number, 
were rescued from their miserable position.

No further attempt was made till about 1603 when Sicuv 
Dupont Gravé, a merchant of St. Main, lured by the prospect 
of gain, sought to obtain a monopoly of the fur traffic in 
Canada and Acadie. With the assistance of de Chaste, 
governor of Dieppe, a company of Rouen merchants was 
organized, and an expedition fitted out and placed under 
the command of Champlain. In 1003, Champlain sailed iq 
the St. Lawrence as far as the La chine japids; and Henry 
IV of France was so well pleased with the result of the 
expedition, that he granted to M. do Monts, a Huguenot, 
whô succeeded to de Chaste on the death of the latter, a 
monopoly of the fur traffic in all parts of North America 
lying between Cape Race, in Newfoundland, and the 50th 
degree of north latitude. The second expedition under de

Monts sailed in March, 1604. Part of the expedition wta 
on to Canada, but do Monts remained at Acadie. This wpg 
considered the finest country of La Nouvelle France. !; 
possessed fine ports, a fertile soil, and a temperate and 
salubrious climate. The Micmac Indians, a branch of the 
Algonquin family, who then inhabited the country, received 
the French with kindness. Do Monts landed first at Port 
Rossignol, now called Liverpool, and afterward coasted 
the peninsula as far as the Bay of Fundy. The expedition 
also stopped at Port Royal, now called Annapolis, whore 
Baron de Poutrincourt, a companion of de Mont*, formed 
a settlement. Dc Monts sailed on round the bay, and dis­
covered the River St John. He finally wintered on a rocky 
islet at the mouth of the St. Croix. Thirty-six of the party 
died of scurvy during the winter. In spring dc Monts went 
further south. During his absence, Dupont Gravé arrived 
from France with supplies and forty additional colonists, 
and on the return of de Monts, the entire body set out for 
Port Royal, where they began to establish a settlement. In 
this work, the celebrated Lcscarbot, a friend of Poutrincourt. 
is said to have afforded much valuable assistance. Under lis 
guidance the colonists constructed a variety of apparatus 
and machines which were very useful to them in their new 
settlement. But unexpected misfortunes led to the abandon­
ment of the eolony. A marauding party of Dutchmen from 
the New Netherlands seized a whole year's stores of peltries; 
and, some months later, the merchants of St. Malo, jealous 
of the monopoly of the fur traffic enjoyed by the Rouen 
company, succeeded in getting de Monts' charter revoked. 
In 1607, Poutrincourt, Lescarbot and the other colonists 
abandoned the settlement at Port Royal, and returned to 
France.

Three years later, Poutrincourt, the governor, who had 
obtained a grant of Port Royal from de Monts, which bad 
been confirmed by the king, returned with a number of 
skilled artisans and resumed his labors. But the Jesuit», 
after the assassination of Henry IV., having succeeded in 
effecting an entrance into the country, and having founded s 
settlement of their own at St. Sauveur, dissensions sprang up 
which eventually led to the abandonment of the colony» 
second time ; and many of the Huguenot settlers withdrew 
from the country in disgust. The colonists of Virginia abo 
interfered, claiming Acadie for Britain by right of discovery. 
Captain Argali, from Virginia, following up this pretension, 
appeared suddenly before St. Sauveur, the Jesuit settlement, 
founded by La Saussage, and carried the place by storm. 
The government of Virginia subsequently resolved to M]*l 
the French from every point south of the 45th parallel of 
north latitude, including the central region of Acadie ; and 
Sir Samuel Argali, with three armed vessels, was commis­
sioned to carry out the resolution. Port Royal was capture! 
aud destroyed in 1613, the colonists were dispersed, and 
Poutrincourt returned to France. This is stated to have 
been the first conflict between English aud French in tkl 
new world.

The Virginians, however, soon left Acadie. In 1621, Sir Wil­
liam Alexander obtained from James I. of England a grant 
of the territory lying to the east of a line drawn from the St. 
Croix to the St. Lawrence. The land was called Nova Sco­
tia in the patent. In 1622, Sir William sent a body of colo­
nists to begin a settlement. Arriving late in the season, 
they were obliged to winter in Newfoundland. In 1623, 
they reached Cape Sable, but finding the French in posse­
sion of the places they intended to occupy, they returned to 
Britain.

In 1624, Charles I. granted a large extent of land in Non
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scotia to a number of persona who were created “ baronets 
of Nova Scotia.” The object was to promote the coloniza­
tion of the country, each baronet receiving 16,000 acres of 
land, and being hound to send out six settlers. In 1628, 
Port Royal was taken by Sir David Kertk, a Huguenot officer 
m the English service. The following year, Sir William 
Alexander ceded part of his territory to Claude dc la Tour, 
i French prisoner who had married an English lady. At 
this time the French still held possession of Cape Sable and 
other places in the south. De la Tour was sent to take pos­
session of Acadie, but hia son, who held one of the forts, 
refused to give it up. A few years later, by the Treaty of St. 
Germain cn Laye, in 1632, Charles I. renounced the pretensions 
that had been put forward to Acadie by Ills subjects, and pos­
session of the colony was confirmed to France. It was now 
divided into three provinces, of which the governors were de 
Razillai, young de la Tour, and Denys. Razillai was succeeded 
in 1635, by Charnizay. Disputes now commenced between de 
la Tour and Charnizay as to the bounds of their respective 
territories. Louis XIII, interfered, and in 1638, defined the 
boundaries anew ; but de la Tour would not submit, and for 
several years a fierce struggle was carried on. Finally, in 
1645, Charnizay, in the absence of de la Tour, assaulted the 
fort of his enemy. Madame de la Tour made a gallant 
defence, and obtained favorable terms of capitulation. But 
Charnizay, mortified at finding the band of defenders so small, 
treacherously hanged all but one. Madame de la Tour died 
soon afterward. Charnizay was then named chief governor 
of Acadie. On the death of Charnizay in 1650, de la Tour 
returned. In 1651, he married Charnizay's widow, and 
claimed Nova Scotia, as his right; but he was soon 
assailed by a creditor of Charnizay, named La Borgue, who 
destroyed the settlement of La Hève. Before the contest 
was decided an enemy from without interfered. Cromwell, 
who was now Protector of England, sent out an expedition 
in 1654, under Colonel Sedgwick who defeated both de la 
Tour and la Borgue, and made himself master of all the 
strong posts in the colony. De la Tour appealed to Crom­
well for redress. His claim was allowed, and Cromwell 
granted to him and two English gentlemen the greater part 
of Acadie. The rights of de la Tour were afterwards 
purchased by the other proprietors; but in 1667, by the 
Treaty of Breda, Acadie was again transferred to France.

During these vicissitudes, little had been done by either 
English or French towards the development and improve­
ment of the country. In 1685, the population was reported 
to be about nine hundred. The French establishments were 
io ill protected that a band of pirates, numbering only 
one hundred and ten, captured Pentagoet, the headquarters 
Gov. Chambly.

In 1690, when the Canadians and New Englanders were 
engaged in hostilities, Port Royal surrendered to Admiral 
Phipps from Massachusetts, and other Acadian posts were 
captured by Col. Church. The British remained masters of 
the greater part of Acadie till 1696, when it was once more 
restored to France by the Treaty of Ryswick. M. de Ville- 
bon, who was governor at this time, having died July, 1700, 
Brouillon succeeded.

War being declared against France at the beginning of 
Queen Anne's reign, the possession of Acadie was again dis­
puted. The New Englanders organized another expedition 
for its conquest in 1707. On the sixth of June of that year, 
a squadron of two ships of war, and twenty-three transports 
carrying 2000 men, appeared before Port Royal. The forti­
fications being well manned and defended, the attack was 
Npblsed; but in 1710, Port Royal was forced to surrender

to another colonial expedition under Gen. Nicholson, and 
the loss of Acadic was involved in the surrender The pow­
er of France being weakened by protracted war, she was 
compelled by the Treaty of Utrecht, in 1713, to cede to Bri­
tain not only Acadie, but also all her pretensions to New* 
foundlaud and the Hudson Bay Territory. The Mand ot 
Cape Breton, however, was retained by the French, and 
after the loss of Nova Scotia they began to construct forti­
fications at Louisbourg, at a cost of more than one million 
sterling, as a protection to their Canadian possessions. The 
island became an important fishing station, and Louisbourg 
continued to bo the capital for mauy years.

France having declared war against England in 1744, Gov. 
Shirley, of Massachusetts, formed the design of taking Louis­
bourg, though the fortress was supposed to be almost im­
pregnable. New Hampshire, Connecticut, New York, and 
other colonies furnished troops, provisions and munitions of 
war. The expedition, which was placed under the command 
of General Pepperell, sailed from Boston, and arrived at 
Canseau on the 5th of April, 1745. Here it was joined by 
some English ships under Admiral Warren. A landing was 
effected in rear of the town early in May, and the siege com­
menced. Preparations had been made for an assault, when 
the French governor, Duchambeau, capitulated on the 16tb 
of June. The garrison marched out with the honors of war. 
An immense booty, valued at a million sterling, fell into the 
hands of the victors. The Canadians, in great alarm at the 
conquest of this stronghold, sent to France for help, and a 
formidable expedition was sent out the following year under 
the command of the Duke D’Anville, to retake Louisbourg 
and Acadie. But the hostile fleet met with terrible disasters. 
The ships being dispersed and wrecked by violent storms, and 
the soldiers and crews thinned by disease, nothing could be 
accomplished. The duke died of vexation, and the vice- 
admiral, d’Estournelle, killed himself in despair. Only a 
remnant of the expedition returned to France. By the 
Treaty of Aix-la-Chapelle in 1748, Britain agreed to restore 
Cape Breton to France, but the cost of the New England 
expedition waa refunded to the colonics by the mother coun­
try.

After the Treaty, disputes commenced as to the boundaries 
of the French and British possessions in America. A joint 
commission was appointed in 1740, but the disputes led to 
hostilities from time to time between the colonists of the 
respective countries. To prevent encroachments on the terri­
tory in dispute, the governor of Canada induced three thou­
sand Acadian French to settle on the north shore of the Bay 
of Fundy, and on Isle St. Jean (Prince Edward Island).

The harassing alternation of proprietorship had hitherto 
prevented any attempts to develop the resources of Nova 
Scotia. At this time, however, an effort was made to colo­
nize it by emigrants sent out at the expense of the British 
government. Free grauis of laud, together with tools, 
arms and provisions for a year, were offered to all soldiers 
who were willing to settle in the colony. About four thou­
sand disbanded soldiers and their families, attracted by 
these liberal offers, arrived at Chcbucto Harbor on the 21st 
of June, 1749, and the town of Halifax was founded on its 
shores. Cornwallis became the first governor of the colony 
and appointed a council of six members. In 1753, about 
1500 Germans joined the colony, and settled in the county* 
of Lunenburg.

Meantime the boundary disputes continued. The British 
claimed o whole territory north to the St. Lawrence 
including the Peninsula of Gasp6. The Seven Years' War 
(1756—1763) which resulted in the cession of Canada io
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Britain, and thus put an end to the boundary question, 
soon after cumroenced. In 1755, the French fort lieaust-jour, 
on the north shore of the Bay of Fundy, (part of the disputed 
territory,) was e..ptured by an expedition from Boston under 
Col. Winslow, assisted by regular troops under Col. Monck- 
ton. An incident of much interest now occurred, for the 
explanation of which we must go back a few years. After 
the cession of Acadie to Britain by the Treaty of 1713, many 
of the Acadians remained in the country', but refused to 
take the oath of allegiance. They were allowed to follow 
their own mode of worship, and to have magistrates of 
their own selection. Being exempted from bearing arms 
against their countrymen, they received the name of neu­
tral French. By intriguing with the Indians who had also 
resented the cession of the country to Britain and were hos­
tile to the English settlers, these neutral French proved 
troublesome and dangerous neighbors. In the course of 
Uie boundary disputes they assisted and encouraged the 
hostile Indians, who were a source of great annoyance and 
uneasiness to the British. It was resolved, therefore, to 
remove the entire population and disperse them through the 
other colonics. This resolution was rigorously carried out ; 
the greater part of the Acadians, about 7,000 in number, 
being hurried on board ship, their property destroyed or con­
fiscated, and themselves scattered over the continent. Some 
of the exiles returned to Nova Scotia after the peace of 
1763.

In 1758, a constitution was granted to Nova Scotia. From 
the year 1719, the administration of public affairs bad been 
vested in a governor and council. On the 2nd of October, 
1758, the first Parliament assembled at Halifax. The House 
of Assembly comprised 22 members elected by the people, 
and the combined Executive and Legislative Council, of 
twelve members, appointed by the Crown.

The capture of the important postof Louisbourg was one of 
the object most ardently desired at the commencement of the 
war. Ar attempt to take it was made without success in 
1756. In 1758, however, the stronghold was forced to sur­
render to a powerful expedition under Generals Wolfo and 
Amherst, and Admiral Boscawen. The fortifications were 
destroyed, and the inhabitants sent to France. Isle St Jean 
also passed from French hands, and was annexed to the 
government of Nova Scotia.

The Treaty of 1763 restored peace, and the colony now 
made rapid progress. The island of Cape Breton was at 
this time annexed to Nova Scotia, and in 1765, was formed 
into a county. In 1779, St. John's Island, (Prince Edward 
Island) was separated from the government of Nova Scotia, 
and became a separate colony.

At the close of the American Revolutionary war, the 
population of Nova Scotia was greatly augmented by the 
influx of about twenty thousand loyalists from the revolted 
colonies, who settled n Nova Scotia and Cape Breton.

In 1784, all the part of Nova Scotia north of the Bay of 
Fundy was separated from the rest of the Province, and con­
stituted a separate colony, called New Brunswick. The 
same year a separate government was given to Cape Breton, 
with Sydney as the chief town.

FROM TUB SEPARATION FROM PW BRUNSWICK TO CONFBDRRA-

Thc events of this period are of a pacific character, and 
r late to internal development and improvement. The great 
Pictou road was opened in 1792; the militia organized in 
1806. The next important event was the re-union of Cape 
Breton with Nova Scotia in 1820, when it was allowed to
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send two members to the Legislature. In 1823, Ronn, 
Catholics were freed from all disabilities, and placed on tk 
same footing as members of other denominations. In 
the combined Executive and Legislative Council wag d* 
solved, and separate Councils substituted. In 1848, Regpoe. 
sible Government was fully introduced.

In 1861, the Legislature of Nova Scotia unanimous!? 
adopted a resolution favorable to Inter-colonial Union. T* 
resolution reads as follows :

Whereas, The subject of a Union of the North Ameri-ti 
Provinces, or of the Maritime Provinces, from time to to, 
has been mooted and discussed in all the colonies ;

And Whereas, While many advantages may be secured b? 
such an union, either of all these Provinces or a portion i 
them, many and serious obstacles are presented which cu 
only be overcome by mutual consultation of the leading met 
of the colonies, and by free communication with the Imper* 
government.

Therefore Resolved, That His Excellency the Lieutenant 
Governor be respectfully requested to put himself in con- 
munication with Ills Grace the Colonial Secrctaiy and Ik 
Excellency the Governor General of the N. A. colonies 
order to ascertain the policy of Her Majesty’s goveromeo; 
and the opinions of the other colonics, with a view to then, 
lightened consideration of a question involving the higher, 
interest, and upon which the public rniud in all the ProTiaw 
ought to be set at rest.

This led to a conference at Charlottetown to consideru 
advantage of an union of the Maritime colonics. But Canià 
having proposed a more extensive scheme, the conféras 
was adjourned to Quebec. Delegates from Nova Seen 
took part. But after the Quebec conference, a strong oppo­
sition was made to the scheme proposed. In 1866, however 
the House of Assembly, by a vote of 31 to 19 authorized Ik 
Lieutenant Governor to appoint delegates to arrange via 
the Imperial Government a scheme of union. Delegates wen 
appointed, who, together with the delegates from Canadian! 
New Brunswick, met in London in December, 1866. Tj 
Bill for the Confederation of the Provinces was introduced 
into the Imperial Legislature, and received the Royal asses: 
on the 28th of March following. The minority continued t 
oppose the scheme, but the auti-confederate party is dinu- 
ishing, and it may bo hoped that all discontent will ban 
vanished in the course of a few years.

I SKETCH OF THF. HISTORY OF NEW BRUNSWICK.
| The leading < v ills in the history of New Brunswick up to 

ic year 1784 will be found under the head of Nova Scotia, 
d need not be repeated here.
The first colonists were the settlers brought out by de 

louts in 1304. In 1G39 French settlements were made < 
Hay of Chaleurs. This buy was so named by Jacques 
tier from the intense luut of the weather on the 9th July, 
4, when he entered the Bay in the course of his memorable 
age to the Gulf of St. Lawrence.

|Iu LÏ2, the French established settlements on the river 
iwmiciii, and at other places on the eastern coast. After 
ie cession of the country to Britain in 1713, part of what is 

’ New Brunswick, was claimed by the French as belong- 
to Canada, and thoalisputcs arising from these conflict- 
pretensions led to collisions between tho settlers. The

colonists also suffered much from the Indians, who remained 
unfriendly to the English for many years. Finally, in 17G1, 
the Indians consented to a peace, and the hatchet was

The northern counties remained uninhabited till the middle 
of the eighteenth century. In the summer of 17G4, tlm first 
British settler, Mr. Wm. Davidson, a gentleman from the 
north of Scotland, arrived in the county tf Northumberland. 
At this time not a single house wus erected, nor a single 
European resident within the limits of the county. The 
Micmac Indians were still the virtual lords of the soil.

lit 1734 the. present limits of New Brunswick were divided 
from Nova Scotia and erected into a separate Province by a 
spcc'al constitutional charter, the administration of the 
government being confided to Col. Carlcton. In the 
autumn of 1735 the first general election of representatives 
took place ; and in January 17SG the first Legislative Assem­
bly was held at St. John. Two years after the governor’s 
appointment the city of Fredericton was selected by liim ns 
the scat of government, and has since remained the metropo­
lis. The place at that time was composed of a few 
irregularly built huts ; anil St. John, now an opulent and 
flourishing city, was not of much greater extent.

At the time of the separation from Nova Scotia the entire 
population was only 11,457.

In 1791, Davidson, the pioneer, died. A brisk trade was 
carried on about this time by Fraser & Thom in the exporta­
tion offish, furs, peltries, and sawed lumber. When the United 
States had gained their independence, a considerable number 
of tli ■ exiled 1 syal 1stabout five thousand persons, emigrated 
to New Brunswick, where they were supplied with land, pro­
visions, tools and clothing, by the British government. 
These “ United Empire” loyalists may be looked upon as 
the founders of New Brunswick, and their descendants now 
form a considerable part of the population. It was about 
this time (1783) that the first newspaper was published in the 
Province.

The colony has steadily increased in wealth and importance 
during the present century. The timber trade was greatly 
stimulated by an act of the British Parliament in 18o9 
admitting colonial timber into England free of duty, while 
timber coming from the Baltic was taxed. The trade be­
came a profitable branch of industry, and ship building was 
commenced. A tide of emigration flowed in, and rapidly 
augmented the population. St. John, St. Andrews uud 
Miramichi were annually resorted to by u large number * * 
trading vessels.

In 1803, Gov. Carlcton was removed to England, 
after having governed the Province for nearly twenty years, 
during which period it had grown from a wilderness to un 
important colony.

After the departure of Carlcton, the government was 
administered up to tho year 1817, by presidents. At tho 
close of the war in 1815, a considerable number of dis­
banded soldiers settled in New Brunsw:ck. In 1824, the 
population had increased to 74,173.

The state of tho Province in 1823 is thus described by 
Cooney s “ Dur trade was looking up ; and brightening 
wore our prospects. The bosom of our river sustained a 
large fleet loaded with the productions of many climes ; its 
sloping banks enamelled with the beauties of expanding 
vegetation, and tho edge of cacji flowery belt was fringed 
by tho luxuriant foliage of tho surrounding forest. Gar 
wharfs and warehouses groaned under tho weight of the 
wealth they contained ; the market was well stocked with 
its staple commodity ; ships clustered on our seaboard ;
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commerce flotmslied in our towns ; null plenty filled our
hamlets.”

But this year a remarkable conflagration occurred, which 
caused the loss cf many lives, and the destruction of much 
property. The summer had been unusually warm and dry, 
aud extensive lires had raged in different parts cf the country. 
Throughout the northern part of New Brunswick hardly 
any rain had fallen, and from tho 1st to the 5th October, the 
heat was extraordinary. Tho lire, which had been creeping 
through the forest •, approached some cf the settlements, end 
the heat became mure intense. About 0 o’clock in the night 
ol' the 7th October, the lire burst through tho forest in the 
rear of Newcastle, and that town, together with Douglas- 
town, and the northern side of the Miramichi, fc.r a hundred 
miles, were enveloped in smoke and flame. The wooden 
houses, the stores containing spirits, powder, and other com­
bust.bio articles, the stables and barns cf the towns and set­
tlements, speedily became a prey to the devouring lire, and 
presented a t r.ih'.e.:c:no of confusion and deva-talion. X w- 
custle, a flourishing town of 1-00 inhabitants, was 1 ft a Leap 
of smoking ruins, aud hundreds cf miles of country were laid 
wa te. ïiie area swept by the Hum:was about G,0U > square 
im.ej. In tins coutlagmt.on 100 persons were burned, or 
drowned in the river, 505 buildings and 875 head of cattle 
were destroyed. The lo s of property was estimated at 
£.j-1,3_J, ut which only £12,050 were covered by insurance. 
The Legislature of Lower Canada voted £'2,500 for the relief 
of the sufferers, and contributions to the extent cf £'35,383 
were received from Great Britain, tho United States, and 
the neighboring colonies. The burnt towns aud villages were 
soon rebuilt in a style of greater solidity and beauty. In 
1837, another extensive Are occurred in the city of St John, 
when property to the value of one million dollars, (including 
115 houses) was destroyed.

The provincial revenues were this year surrendered to the 
local government on condition of paying the salaries of cer­
tain oiliciuls amounting to $59,000 per annum.

The treaty between Great Britain aud the United States, 
negotiated by Lord Ashburton in 1842, settled the disputed 
Boundary between Maine and New Brunswick.

in 1845 commissioners were appointed by the British Gov­
ernment, to explore and survey a railway route from Hali­
fax to Quebec, across tho Province of New Brunswick. The 
commissioners in their report speak enthusiastically of the 
climate, soil aud capabilities of tho country.

In 1848 Responsible Government was introduced.
The colony has since continued to advance rapidly in wealth 

and importance. Trade was fur a time greatly benclitted 
by the Reciprocity Treaty between British America aud the 
United States.

New Brunswick joined in the conference at Quebec on the 
subject of Confederation, but a ministry opposed to the 
scheme came into power shortly afterward. In 1838, however, 
the ministry resigned, and a new government, favorable to 
Confederation, was formed. A general election followed, 
and the friends of union were victorious at the polls. New 
Brunswick consequently became a member of the Federation.

This coast line is indented bj 
deep and spacious bays and harbors; and the face ofù 
Province is traversed in all directions by navigable riven, 
The Bay of Fundy, with its affluents, Chignccto cud Cun- 
bcrland bays, is 140 miles in length, by 45, its greatest 
breadth; and the Bay of Chaleurs, iu the northwest,is} 
miles long by 20 broad. Tho principal rivers are the St 
Croix, CO miles in length ; St. John, 450 ; Pctitcadlac, 10); 
Richibucto, 40; Miramichi, 200 ; Nipisignit, 90; and tie 
Rvstigouche, 200 miles long. There are numerous kies, 
varying in size from mere ponds to lakes containing $■] 
square miles. Of the area of the Province, about 14,000,00 
acres nr a Ct for profitable cultivation. These lands « 
accessible from all sides of tho country. Gf the granted 
lands, about GO,000 acres consist of rich alluvial lands, 
called marsh ; some of which arc said to have been pro­
ducing large crops of excellent hay for upwards of one 
hundred years.

The tides of tho Bay of Fundy rise from 20 feet at the 
city of St. John, to GO feet at the head of Chignccto Bar, 
while the tides of the Gulf of St. Lawrence, separated bit 
twelve miles from those of the Bay of Fundy, rise only from 
four to seven feet.

Roads and settlements arc nearly continuous around the 
province, and cross it in numerous places. The River S'. 
John iu its downw. rd course traverses the counties of Vic­
toria, Carlcton, York, Sunbury, Queen's, King’s, end St 
John. The counties of Westmoreland, Kent, Northuabtc- 
laud, Gloucester, and Restigouchc, lie on tho Straits i 
Northumberland, Gulf of tit.

(awrence. At this time the fisheries were growing in im­
portance. In 1540, the ports of London, Barnstaple, 
ideford and Bristol were prosecuting an extensive 

In 1578 there were nearly 400 vessels engaged in 
e enterprise, of which 150 were French.

|In the reign of Queen Elizabeth Sir Humphrey Gilbert is 
; to have equipped a small squadron with which he 
d from England in 1579, but the loss of one of his ships

and other disasters obliged him to return home. With tho 
assistance of his step-brother, Sir Walter Raleigh, l:c soon 
fitted out another expedition with which ho sailed for 
Newfoundland in 1583. On arriving at tho harbour of St 
John’s in the mouth of August, Gilbert took formal posses­
sion of the country in tho Queen’s name, and issued some 
laws for regulating tho fisheries. On the return voyage, 
Sir Humphrey’s ship, a vessel of only tea tons, foundered in 
a storm near the Azores, and the gallant commander 
perished.

Among the subsequent attempts to colonize the island 
may be noticed that of a company of English gentlemen, 
including Lord Bacon and others, to whom James I., in 
1010, by letters patent, gave nil that part of the coast 
between Capes Bona vista and St. Mary. T .is association 
appointed as their agent a Bristol merchant, n imed Guy, who 
established a colony at Musquito Cove in Conception Bay.

In 1015 Captain Whithourac was sent cut by the Admi­
ralty to take steps for tho removal of the great abuses 
which prevailed at tho fisheries. Whitoourne introduced 
some of tho English forms of administration of justice, anu 
endeavoured to establish order in the settlements.

In 1022 James I., by letter» patent, granted to Sir George 
Calvert, secretary of state, tho peninsula formed by tho Bays 
uf Placentia and Trinity. Sir George (afterward Lord 
Baltimore) called this peninsula Avalon, and sent out ns 
governor Capt. Wynn, who erected a large dwelling house 
and granary. Sir George himself subsequently visited the 
island, and resided there a short time.

In 1020 the fisheries had increased to such an extent that 
150 vessels resorted to them from Devonshire alone. In 
1033 another settlement was formed by Lord Falkland. 
About thi? time a code of regulations was promulgated by 
Charles I. with a view to preserve order and punish crime. 
The following year, the French, rather than relinquish the 
privilege of fishing on the coast, agreed to pay the British 
government a tribute of five per cent, on nil fish caught by 
their fishermen.

Another settlement was established in 1C54 by Sir David 
Kertk. “ At this time,” says Page, in his history of Newfound­
land, “ fifteen different settlements existed, containing 
about four hundred families.” Tho jealousy pf tho mer­
chants engaged in tho fishery trade impeded the extension 
of permanent settlements. About 1G70, an attempt was even 
made to break up tho existing settlements.

In 1G92 commenced a struggle between England and 
France for exclusive possession of tho fisheries. Placentia, 
tho principal French post on tho island, was attacked and 
partially destroyed by a squadron of five ships under Ad­
miral Williams. Tho French now resolved to become sole 
masters of tho island. la 1G9G, a French fleet from Placen­
tia, under Brouillon, aided by a military force under D’Iber­
ville, attacked and destroyed tho town of St. John's, and 
captured all tho British settlements, with tho exception of 
Boaavista and Carbonear, which were successfully defended. 
Tho Treaty of Ryswick in 1G97, restored tho rights of tho 
respective powers as they existed at tho commencement of 
tho war.

In 1702 hostilities were again resumed. Sir John Leake, who 
was sent out with a squadron by Queen Anne, captured a 
number of French vessels ; but tho French obtaining rein­
forcements from Canada, succeeded in destroying most 
of the British establishments on the island. Carbonear was 
almost the only post that could be defended with success. 
The English retaliated by taking Poft Royal, and making 
themselves masters of Acadie. For eight years the conflict
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was continued with fluctuating fortune. At length, by the 
Treaty of Utrecht, in 1713, it was provided that Newfound­
land should bo ceded to Britain, the French having the 
right reserved to them of catching and drying fish on that 
part of the coast lying to the north of Cape Bonavista, and 
Stretching along tho western shore as far ns Point Riche, 
but having no right to erect fortifications, or to remain 
longer on the island than tho process of curing tho fish 
required.

In 1723 Newfoundland was erected into a distinct Pro­
vince, and Capt. Henry Osborne appointed the first Governor. 
The office of Governor has since been filled almost invariably 
by British naval officers. Tho island was divided into dis­
tricts ; Surrogate courts were established, and various im­
provements in tho administration of justice iutroduccd. In 
1737, a Court of Oyer and Terminer was established, conse­
quent upon the increase of crime, and the expense of sending 
offenders to England for trial. In 1741, a Vice-admirally 
Court was established. In 1761, the island again suffered 
from tho attacks of the French. The following year, St. 
John’s was surprised and captured by a French fleet. Aid 
was solicited from Lord Colville, then at Halifax. Admiral 
Colville promptly sailed for St. John’s and having effected u 
landing at Torbay, speedily compelled the French to sur­
render the town. Tho French fleet escaped from the har­
bour under cover of a fog.

The Treaty of Paris, in 1763, restored peace, and confirmed 
tho titlo of England to tho island. The French .-.imply 
retained the privilege granted them by the Treaty of 
Utrecht, of fishing aluug part of tho seaboard.

About this time, Capt. James Cook, the celebrated navi­
gator, was employed by tho English government in mak­
ing surveys of the coast. In 1763, the coast of Labrador 
was annexed to Newfoundland. The population of the 
Province at this time is stated to have been about thirteen 
thousand, of whom not more than half were permanent 
residents.

During tho American Revolutionary war, Newfoundland 
Buffered greatly from tho non-intercourse Act passed by the 
first Congress, prohibiting tho exportation of fool to the 
island because tho inhabitants remained faithful to the 
mother country. The people of Newfoundland bad been de­
pendent on New England for supplies to tho extent of nearly 
£330,000 annually. These supplies were suddenly cut off, 
and French and American privateers at the same time preyed 
on the coast and harbours. When peace was restored in 
1733, tho Americans retained the right of fishing, but the 
processes of curing and drying the fish were to be carried 
on in the unsettled creeks and harbors of Nova Scotia, the 
Magdalen Islands, aad Labrador.

Tho year 1773 is noted for a terrible storm. Tho sea 
suddenly rose twenty feet; hundreds of vessels were driven 
ashore utvl totally wrecked ; and at least three hundred 
persons perished.

A Court of Common Pleas was established in 1789, and 
also tho “ Supreme Court of Newfoundland,” Mr. Reeves, 
Chief Justice.

In 17DJ England and Fraico being at war, Newfoundland 
was once more harrassed by attacks of French vessels. The 
town of Bay of Balls was captured and destroyed ; but the 
enemy declined to attack St. John's, which had been made 
ready for vigorous resistance by the governor, Sir James 
Wallace.

In 1803 schools were introduced in several localities, and 
benevolent societies organized for the relief of the poor. In 
W Ï was established tho first newspaper, called Tite Royal

Gazette and Newfoundland Advertiser, John Ryan, proprietor 
This journal has retained its original name and change 
hands but once. In 1809, the first volunteer militia w rt 
enrolled at St. John’s. Tho coast of Labrador was agaia 
included in the government of Newfoundland.

Tho island suffered during tho war of 1812-1814 from 
high prices and scarcity of provisions. Flour sold at £oto 
£7 per barrel; pork £3 to £10 per barrel, and otherprovt- 
sions at proportionate rates. Tho severity of these pricy 
was, however, compensated by tlm increase in the vah« 
of articles exported. As soon, however, ns peace wy 
proclaimed, there commenced a season of great commercé 
depression. Tho value of fish fell suddenly from forty jfcj 
lings to ten shillings per quintal, and the same with other

Two years afterward, a destructive fire occurred at Si 
John's, causing a loss of §300,000. In the mouth of Notcq. 
her, 1817, two other extensive fires occurred at St 
John’s, destroying two hundred houses, together with a k*gi 
quantity of provisions imported for the winter supply. Tj 
destitution caused by these conflagrations was relieved ty 
contributions from England and other quarters, ôuc muni­
ficent donation came from tho citizens of Boston, wb» 
despatched a ship laden with provisions for the relief of 
sufferers.

At this time (1817) tho population was 80,000. The pro­
duce of tho country was estimated at £2,000,000 stg., t:l 
eight hundred vessels were employed in trade and the Lb- 
erics. More than three centuries had thus elapsed without 
any rapid progress, and without any attempt to open rp 
the island for settlement. In fact, England di.^eoungjj 
colonization during the early period of its history. ‘•TUt 
tho inhabitants of Newfoundland colonized the country ia 
defiance of tho policy of the British Government is in sou 
degree true,” says Earl Granville, in a despatch dat'd lGth 
May, 1870. In 1826, however, an effort to improve thcco 
ilition of the Province was made by the new Governor, Sj 
Thomas Cochrane, and with very marked success. Impron- 
monts were made in the judicial system; public roads vrea 
constructed; grauts of land taken up, and cultivationy- 
tended. The population increased to 98,000 before 1845.

In 1832 a representative Assembly was granted to the 
colony, comprising fifteen members. The Legislative Coo 
ell consisted of nine members.

The first geological survey of the island was iimlertai» 
in 1838 under the direction of J. B. Jukes. Since then 
copper, lead, and other ores have been found on different 
parts of tho coast. The restrictions on grants of land whi j 
were imposed for the prevention of encroachment on Trend 
rights in the fisheries, have recently been so relaxedasto 
encourage, as far as practicable, tho development of tie 
mineral aud other resources of the island.

In 1843, the House of Assembly was incorporated with ti» 
Council, and called tho “ Amalgamated Assembly of Xt* 
foundland.” It numbered twenty-live members.

The year 1846 was marked by two great disasters, k 
Juno tho town of St. John's W’us almost wholly destroyed!? 
fire. Iu September following, a furious hurricane swept om 
tho island ; many lives were lost, and a vast amount of pn> 
perty destroyed. Great distress prevailed for u time, d 
contributions, urgently needed, were again obtained fn* 
tho mother country and the colonies.

In 1847 tho amalgamated form of government was m 
aside, nud tho two Houses met separately. Ia 1854 tk 
electoral districts were re-arranged, and tho number of Ik

DESCRIPTION OF NEWFOUNDLAND.

The island of Newfoundland is situated on the north 
cast side of the Gulf of St. Lawrence, between 4G° 37'' and 
51° 40" N. latitude, aud 02° 4V', and 59° 31”, W. long. It 
is bounded on the north by the strait of Belle Isle, which 
is from ten to twenty miles wide. On the cast and south it 
is surrounded by the Atlantic. The island is exceedingly 
irregular in form, being indented with deep bays, the prin­
cipal of which arc Trinity and White Bays on the eastern, 
and Placentia and Fortune Bays on the southern coast. Tho 
peninsula of Avalon, on which the greater part of the popu­
lation is resident, is almost severed from tho rest of tho 
island by Trinity and Placentia Bays, there being an isthmus 
only some four miles in width between the beads of these 
bays. The greatest length of the island from north to south 
is 350 miles, and the average breadth about 130 miles. Esti­
mated area about 40,200 square miles, equal to 25,728,000

The coast is for the most part steep and rugged ; the sea 
cliffs arc bold and lofty, with deep water at the base. Tho 
harbors on tho cast coast arc easy of access.

Tho geological survey shows tho aqueous or stratified 
rocks to consist of the following formations, which arc ar­
ranged in descending order : Upper and lower coal forma­
tion, magnesian limestone, upper and lower slate formation 
gneiss and mica slate. There arc also chlorite, quartz rock, 
primary limestone, granite, syenite, porphyry, trap, basalt, 
serpentine, hypcrsthenc, and greenstone. An extensive 
lead mine exists nt La Manche, Placentia Bay, and lias 
been worked for several years with profit; veins of copper of 
great value have also been discovered and arc being suc­
cessfully worked.

In the interior tho surface of tho island is uneven and 
hilly. Some of tho peaks rise to a height of 1000 feet and 
upwards. Tho lakes arc numerous. Tho trees consist of 
fir, spruce, birch, pine, juniper, wych-hazd, mountain ash, 
alder, and aspen.

SKETCH OF THE HISTORY OF PRINCE EDWARD 
ISLAND.

This small but flourishing colony received its present namo 
in 1798, in honor of Prince Edward, Duke of Kent, father of
Queen Victoria. Its ancient name was Isle SU Jean, or St.
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John’s Island. It was discovered by John and Sebastian 
Cabot in 1407. Tho Indians that resorted to the island a' 
that data were of the Abenaqui and Micmac tribes. For two 
centuries after its discovery the island was covered with dense 
forests to the water's edge, and remained unoccupied save by 
Indians, being considered of too little importance to justify 
tho establishment of a permanent settlement. It was in­
cluded with Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and Cape Breton, 
under tho general name Acadie. Fortunately it escaped 
many of tho disasters and conflicts that harassed other parts 
of Acadie and Canada, and there arc few stirring or momen­
tous events in its history to chronicle.

In 1CC3 a French naval captain named Doublet, received 
from the government of Canada a grant of this island, 
together with tho Magdalen Islands, for tho purpose of 
establishing a fishery. At this time stages and huts were 
erected near tho best fishing grounds, but no permanent 
settlement was formed. Tho parsons employed by Doublet 
came in the spring and left in tiic fall, abandoning the island 
during the winter to its original inhabitant*.

In the beginning of tho eighteenth century a few solitary 
families, attracted by reports of the beautiful scenery and 
fertile soil of the island, began to settle on some of the most 
accessible parts of the southern ceast. After Acadie had 
been ceded to Britain by the Treaty of Utrecht in 1713, many 
of tho younger Acadians left their fathers’ homes in Nova 
Scotia, and commenced to farm the first permanent settle­
ments in Lie St. Jean, which was still retained by Franco. 
Tho number of settlers slowly increased from year to year 
as the fertility of the island became better known. In 
1728, about thirteen years after tee settlements began, there 
were only sixty families on the island. In 1745, there were 
about 150 families, numbering SOO souls.

It has been supposed that Me St. Jean fell into the hands 
of tho New Englanders in 1754, after they bad captured 
Louisbourg. Whether this was the ease does not clearly 
appear ; but if so, tho island was. restored to the French by 
the Treaty of Aix-La-Chnpcllo in 1718. “ At this time,” says 
Sutherland, (Civil Ilistory of Prince Edward Island) “ the 
island was intrusted to the control of two leading officers, 
the one civil and the other military. Tho military officer 
was subordinate to tho Governor of Louisbourg; his 
colleague was a sub-delegate of the intendant of Canada. 
They bad a garrison of about sixty men, with some few 
pieces of cannon. A small battery was constructed by 
them at tho mouth of the harbor of Charlottetown, on the 
west side, where they resided, and a small redoubt at a 
narrow part of the East River, still called the French fort, 
intended to guard the access by water towards St. Peter's 
and Tracadic.”

In 1752, tho population was estimated by a French officer 
xi ho visited the settlement that year, at 1354, but this num­
ber was doubled in the course of a f.w years by the influx of 
expatriated Acadians.

In 1758, when Louisbourg was compelled to surrender to 
British forces, one of tho articles of capitulation provided 
for tho surrender of Isle St. Jean. Gen. Amherst imme­
diately despatched Lieut. Col. Kollo to take possession, and 
thus the island passed out of the hands of the French. By 
the Treaty of 1753, Isle St. Jean, together with Canada and 
Capo Breton, was formally ceded to Great Britain. It was 
then placed under tho government of Nova Scotia. At 
this time tho inhabitants numbered 4,100, but many of 
the French inhabitants left the island when it came under 
English rule.

In 1704 and the following years, tho island was sur­

veyed by Captain Holland by order of the British Govern 
ment. Having been divided into townships of 
20,000 acres each, these townships were, in August, l' 
distributed by lot amongst about one hundred army 
navy officers and others who had claims on government 
upon certain conditions of settlement, and the payment 
certain quit rents. Lot CG, about 6,000 acres, was 
as demesne lands for the king.

1784, and the new Assembly, which met the same year, not 
supporting the views of the Governor, was also dissolved. 
Another House, called together in 1783, approved of the 
Governor’s proceedings, and next year a bill was introduced 
to ratify the pales of 1781. This was disallowed by the 
Crown. Gov. Patterson was recalled by the Home authorities 
in 1737 ; but eventually, after a protracted contest, the sales 
<T 1731 were allowed to stand.

Iu 1794, two provincial companies of militia, three coin- 
pan i of horse, and one of light infantry, were raised for 
the protection of the island.

An investigation made in 1797, by the House of Assembly, 
to ascertain the proportion of settled and unsettled lands 
in the colony, showed that twenty-three lots, embracing 

'3 acres, had not one settler; that twelve lots, contain­
ing 120.000 acres, bad only forty-eight families ; and that the 
whole population of the island was only 4,500. The iuhabi 
tants represented the state of nlf.iirs to the Home Govern 
ment, and prayed that those proprietors who had failed fo 
curry out the terms of the grants should be compelled to 
fulfil their obligations. No action was taken on the petition 
at the time, but the British Parliament made an annual grant 
to defray the expenses of the Local Government.

In the last years of the century, Prince Edward, the father 
of the Queen, being Command'r-in-Chief of the Forces in 
B.N.A., caused fortifications to be erected for the protection 
of Charlottetown. In 1793, the House of Assembly, ns n 
mark of respect to the Prince, gave the Province the name 
of Prince Edward Island, the change to take eff et in 1800.

At the beginning of the 19!h century, the House of As­
sembly again pressed upon the attention of the Horn'- Gov­
ernment the rftatters contained in tl. r petition of 1797. The 
arrears of quit rents new amounted to the enormous sum f 
nearly £00,000 Fig. The amount due by many of t' • 
grantees was great r than the lands would realize if brought 
to sale-. The matter was attentively considered, and in 1902 
liberal terms of settlement were offered to proprietors in 
arrear. The lots were divi i 1 into fire classes. The first 
class, or V sc which had the f ill number of settlers, were to 
pay only four year.;' quit rent fir all arrears to 1801. The 
second class, or those which had only half the stipulated 
number, were to pay five years' arrears. Third, those which 
had 1 s than one-half and more than one-fourth, were to 
pay nine years' arrears. Fourth, those which had less than 
one-fourth w r- to pay twelve years' arrears ; and, lastly, the 
proprietors of townships wh J!y unoccupied were required to 
pay fifteen years’ arrears. This settlement greatly facilitated 
the sale of land in the colony. Many of the proprietors 
were now able to dispose of their property, and in the course 
of a few years nearly one-third of the lots changed hands. 
Active steps were taken by the new land owners to cn- 
conrag* immigration. In 18^3, the Earl of Selkirk brought 
out nearly eight hundred persons from the Highlands of 
Scotland.

In i ">, Gqv. Fann'n r. who had been in office for nineteen 
years, was succeeded by Col. Desbarres, a military officer of 
fair ahllitie ;, who had been present at the taking < f Quebec 
i:i 17.')D. Up to this time the progress of the colony had 
been very slow, and the war which a few years later broke 
out between Britain and Vue United States again retarded for
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a time the irflux of settlers. In 1813, a brother of Sir Sidney 
Smith came out as Governor. Mr. Smith called the Assem­
bly together on the 15th of November, but about two months 
afterward, thinking the session had lasted long enough for 
all they had to do, he arbitrarily dismissed the House, and for 
nearly four years did not summon another Assembly. The 
differences between the Governor and the new houses suc­
cessively elected continued, till finally, in 1820, the Assembly 
framed an address expressing dissatisfaction with the Gov­
ernor’s conduct. This address was forwarded to England 
through the Earl of Dalhousie, then Governor General. The 
agitation in the colony increased. la 1R23, Juhn Stewart, 
one of the most influential men in the island, was deputed 
to take home a petition. The Governor endeavoured to 
arrest him, but Stewart made good his escape, and reached 
England in December. The Governor was recalled the fol­
lowing spring (1824).

The new Governor, Colonel Ready, was fortunate enough 
to secure the confidence of the inhabitants. A new House 
of Assembly was summoned in 1825, and a large amount of 
general business transacted.

In 1827, a regular census was taken, and this showed that 
the population of the colony had increased to 23,200. The 
population of Charlottetown was 1049. Public improve­
ments were pushed forward, roads widened, bridges con­
structed, and agricult .re encouraged.

In 1830, an act was passed freeing Roman Catholics from 
all civil and political disabilities.

The quit rents now began to cause fresh agitation. Ily a 
proclamation issued in August, 1828, the governor annotmc- 
ed that he had received ord u s to enforce the arrears of quit 
rents from 1st January, 1823. The arrears now amounted to 
£10,000 stg. The Home of Assembly, and the inhabitants 
generally, petitioned the King to relinquish the arrears, and 
grant the accruing quit rents to be applied to internal im­
provements. The answer to these representations was that 
Ilia Maj sty would accept the annual sum of £'1000 stg. in 
lieu of the accruing rents, and that this sum would be 
appropriated to meet the expenses of the civil establishment 
of the colony. The House did not accept this liberal pro­
posal, and the matter rested there for the time.

A considerable number of emigrants now came out every 
year from various parts of England, Scotland and Ireland, 
and when the census was again taken, in 1833, the popula­
tion numbered 32,292, an increase of nearly 40 per cent, in 
six years.

In 1834, an agitation commenced in favor of Responsible 
Government. The House of Assembly voted an address for 
an Executive Council distinct from the Legislative, An 
effort was also made to have an elective Legislative Coun­
cil The separation of the Executive and Legislative 
Ctuncils was effected in 1839. The Executive Council was 
not to exceed nine in number. The Legislative Council 
was to be composed of twelve members. The revenue of 
Ibis year exceeded that of the previous year by £‘5,000. The 
years that followed were marked by satisfactory progress. 
A geological exploration of the island was made by Dr. 
Abraham Gessner in 184G. Public opinion in favor of Res­
ponsible Government was now gaining strength. In 1847, 
the House passed an address to the Queen praying for the 
introduction of Responsible Government, and the Governor 
expressed himself strongly in favour of it. *

In 1849, an act received the Royal assent, which provided 
for a further assessment of land, if the Queen r linquished 
the quit rents during its continuance. The census was 
«gain taken this year, and the population was found to

have increased to (12,034. The following spring the IToosg 
again petitioned the Que n in favor of r knitting Response 
blc Government, to the extent < f giving the country four 
seats in the Executive Council. The Home authorities d:l 
not consider tkj colony in a proper condition for Respou- 
siblc Government ; but offered to surrender the quit rents, 
the revenue from Crown lands and general revenue, ta 
condition that the colony paid for the civil establishment. 
A general election took place in February, 1850 ; the Leri- 
luturc met on the 6th of March, and o large majority was 
iu favor of Responsible Government. Governor Campbell 
offered the majority three seats in the Executive Council. 
They declined to accept them ; refused to co-operate with 
the Executive Council as then constituted, and refused 
also to grant the supplies. An address to the Queen vas 
prepared and the House was prorogued on the 2Gtk of 
March. In October following, the governor, Sir Donald 
Campbell, whose administration had been highly popular 
■lied, and Sir Alexander Dannerman was sent out to assume 
the government.

The Legislature having been convened on the 23th at 
March, 1851, the governor informed the Assembly that he 
had been empowered to introduce Responsible Government 
on condition that some compensation be allowed to certain 
retiring officers. This condition was complied with and 
the Executive resigned on the 23rd of April. On the 25th 
of April, the new administration, having the support and 
confidence of the majority of the House of Assembly, was 
gazetted. Daring this session was passed a measure estah- 
lulling a uniform letter postage rate of two-pcncc, to any 
part of the island, and three-pence to any part of British 
North America. The following session 4n important act, 
known ns the Free Education Act, became law; and next 
par (1853) was passed an act which conferred universal 
suffrage under certain restrictions.

Ily the census taken in 1855, the population was a.-cer- 
taiued to be 71,49,;. There were 252 school-houses and Iff 
places of public worship.

An agitation commenced in 1857 with the object of intro­
ducing the Bible into schools as a book for daily use. The 
proposal met with much opposition ; but finally in the 
year 18G0, an act was passed by the Legislature declaring 
the introduction of the Bible into all public schools to he 
legally authorized. During the session of 18GO, the exten­
sive estates of the Earl of Selkirk, embracing 02,059 acres, 
were acquired by government for the sum of £‘0,583 stg. 
In the same year a land commission was appointed to 
enquire into the subjects of dispute relating to the tenure 
of lands, with the object of converting on equitable terms 
the leaseholds of the whole island into freeholds. Three 
commissioners were appointed, the lion. J. II. Gray as the 
representative of the Crown, the lion. Joseph IIowc as the 
representative of the tenants, ami Mr. Matthew Ritchie on 
behalf of the propri tors. The commission collected a gnat 
deal of evidence, and in August, 18G1, made a report ot 
which the principal points are as follows :—1. Lennox 
island, a valuable island in Richmond Bay, was to he ceded 
to the Indians, about a hundred of whom reside around the 
northern shores of the liny. 2nd. The claims of the A*» 
dians, or French, w re to he totally over-ruled. 3rd. The 
claims of descendants of U. E. loyalists to certain lands 
wore recommended to the special consideration of the gov­
ernment. 4th. Escheat of the lands of proprietors was 
d cliir d by the commissioners to be wholly impracticable. 
5th. As to quit rents, no arrears to be recoverable, and no 
accruing quit rent to be claimed ns long as the land tax
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ns imposed. Gth. The fishery reservations wen* abolished, I 
pi the lands m‘rg 1 into tlio adj dring pro; erf i.

DESCRIPTION OF PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND.

In form, the islaud rcscmbl in crescent, tho concave side 
being towards the gulf. Length, 130 miles, breadth about 
34 miles, area 2,131 square mil1', or 1,305,400 acres. The 
surface is slightly undulating, the chain of hills that extends 
across the country nowhere rising to a considerable height. 
The indentations along the coa t are numerous. .The prin­
cipal harbors are Charlottetown, Georgetown, Brdcquc, 
Cascumpec, Malpcquc, New Loudon, and Murray harbors. 
There are also numerous ponds or lagoons. The climate is 
mild and healthful, and tha soil remarkably fertile. The 
whole island was formerly covered with a magnificent 
growth of forest trees ; birch, beech, maple, elm, ash, pine, 
spruce, hemlock, fir, juniper, cedar, willow and poplar 
were the clikf varieties. Ship-buildiug is still carried ou to 
a considerable extent.

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Tin: INTERCOLONIAL RAILWAY.
The Earl of Durham was one of the first advocates of n 

railway from Halifax to Quebec. In bis tc|iort oil Ounudiun : 
affairs, dated, 31st January, lH.'tit, in which he mged tin- 
union of the colonies, his lordship says: “Several surveys 
“ have proved that a railway would In- perfectly practicable 
“ the whole way ; instead of being shut out from all direct 
“intercourse with Knglund during half the year, they 
“ would possess a far more certain ami speedy commitnica- I 
“ lion throughout the winter than they now possess in j 
“ summer. The passage from Ireland to Quebec would be 
“ a matter of ten or twelve days, and Halifax would be the 
“ great port by which a large portiomof the trade, and all 
“ the conveyance of passengers to the wlnde of British 
“ North America, would be carried on.” The construction 
of the railway, it would appear, had been before his time 
suggested by Chief Justice Sewell, and the plan had 
received the approval of the father of the Queen.

In July, 184^. the Karl of Lincoln, in a speech in Parlia­
ment declared that it appeared to him “ this railroad may 
“ not only be made of great importance to the colonies, bin 
“ an object of great national interest, both in a military, a 
“ commercial, and every other point of view.” And Kail 
Grey said, “ He could not conceive anything more impor- 
" tant than the establislmu nt of a communication by which 
“ they might have access from Canada to one of the nearest 
“ colonial ports to this country in all seasons of the year,
“ and at the same time, of course, equally easy of accès •
“ from Halifax to Canada.’

Major /{obinton'x Stirrpt/—A survey at the joint expense 
of the three provinces. Canada, New Brunswick and Nova 
Scotia, was undertaken by Major Robinson and Capt. 
Henderson, It.K., who reported thereon to the Imperial 
Government, on the .'list August. 1848.

The Report referred to the facilities for constructing tin- 
railway ; most of the laud was to be had for Homing, 
timber and stone were to be had nearly along the whole 
line for cutting and quarrying. It also set forth, in detail, j 
the advantages to be expected from it; increase in value | 
of property along the line, facility for commercial inter­
course, for the conveyance of troops and munitions of war, 
avoiding the long passage by the gulf, etc.

The Provincial Legislatures were anxious for the railway, 
but shrank from the expense of such a colossal undertaking! 
Canada offered to contribute £20,0(H) stg. a year and ten 
miles of the ungranted lands on each side of the line, if the 
Imperial Government would undertake its construction as 
a military work. The other colonies interested made some­
what similar offers, but the Imperial Government merely 
proposed to guarantee loans to be raised by the colonies, 
and required that the colonies should make the interest on 
these loans a first charge upon the Provincial revenues. 
The negotiations were frequently suspended and renewed. 
The reader will find a detailed sketch in the B. X. A. 
Almanac, (Montreal, Lovell, 1804.)

By Major Robinson’s Report, the cost of the longest or 
coast route of 635 miles, was £7,000 tg. per mile, making 
the cost, in round numbers £5,000,000, stg. The railways, I 
however, subsequently constructed in Canada and in the 
maritime provinces greatly shortened the length of 
line to be completed. In 1861, the length necessary to 
complete the communication .between Halifax and Quebec 
was estimated at 3>0 miles, and the cost at 13,000,000 stg. 
In this year the three provinces again offered to contribute 
£20,000 per annum each to pay half the interest on tlii- 
sum, the Imperial Government to pay the other half. This 
offer, however, was not entertained, the Imperial Govern­
ment adhering to their original proposition h> simply 
guarantee the interest, and thereby enable the colonies to 
obtain the money on easier terms. The provincial delegates 
then drew up the following memorandum on the subject :

HA LI FAX—The chief city, and ca- 

pital of Nova Scotia, is situated near 
the head of Chebucto Bay, township 
and county of Halifax, h was calleu 

j Chedulmcio or Chebucto until 1749, 
when Governor Cornwallis pro­
claimed it as the seat of Government, 
and gave it its present name in honor 
of the Earl of Halifax, an active promo- 

; ter of the enterprise which resulted 
I in founding the city. It has a noble 
1 harbor and extensive fortifications. 

The harbor of Halifax has been pro­
nounced by the highest authorities ns 
•‘one of the best in the world.” It is 
easy of access for ships of every class, 
is capacious enough to afford anchor­
age for tin- nayies of all Eiirojic, and ig 
so situated as to afford protection 
from every wind. It runs over 15 
miles inland.and after passing the city, 
and narrowing considerably about 
three quarters of a mile above the city, 
suddenly expands into Bedford Basin, 
a beautiful sheet of water covering an 
area of nine square miles, completely 
shut in from the sea and affording good 
anchorage throughout, with from four 
to thirty fathoms of water. Halifax is 
fortified by the citadel, situated on 
the hill rising buck of the city, some
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250 foot above the level of the sea, 
by St George's Island, in the centre of 
the harbor, McNab’s island, York 
Redoubt, Fort Clarence, Fort Ogilvie, 
the Prince of Wales tow< r, - ri rat 
masked batteries on both sides of the 
harbor, and Martello towers at .Mon­
ger’s Beach and Sambro Island. The 
city extends over two miles north and 
south, and does not exceed three 
quarters of a mile in width. Home of 
its streets are exceedingly well built 
upon, with handsome granite and tree- 
stone structures. The Province build­
ing, on Granville and Hollis streets, i> 
built of brown fives tone, and is well 
adapted for legislative purposes. The 
various provincial offices are situated 
on tin1 ground tioor and the two houses 
of parliament, committee rooms, and 
legislative library, on the second tlooi . 
The new post office is also a hand­
some freestone building ; it was built 
several years since, but has not yet 
been occupied, owing to a dispute 
between the Dominion and Provincial 
governments. The Cowment house, 
Admiralty house. Dalhousie colli ge, 
Insane asylum, Wellington barracks, 
hospital, penitentiary,and city mar­
ket are the remaining public build- 
iug< The Queen's dockyard, on 
Upper Water street, is an important 
establishment ; it contains workshops, 
warehouses, and stores of various des­
criptions, besides very commodious 
buildings for the residence of officers 
and workmen. Halifax is an impor­
tant military and naval station, and 
it and Quebec are the only places in 
Canada where British troops are now 
retained. It is the military head­
quarters of the Dominion of Canada, 
and the chief naval station for the 
whole of British North America and the 
West Indies. It is also the seat of two 
bishops, the Anglican Bishop of Nova 
Scotia and Prince Edward Island, 
and the Roman Catholic Archbishop 
of Halifax, and has twenty-three 
places of public worship, some of them 
very handsome structures. There are 
in the city seven banks, including a 
savings bank, several gold-mining 
and other joint, stock companies, two 
news rooms, four public libraries, a 
public museum, and several other 
institutions. The Club house and 
some of the Banking houses un­
worthy of note for the beauty of their 
architecture. The bead offices of the 
Nova Scotia railway and the Nova 
Scotia Electric Telegraph Co. 
are situated here. The citizens of 
Halifax look eagerly forward to the 
completion id" the great Intercolonial 
railway, which is not only to give 
them ready access to the chi- f markets 
of Canada, but make their city tin- 
grand winter terminus of the Domi­
nion. The commerce of Halifax is 
considerable. In lw;9 the exports 
amounted to $3,109,548, ami tin- 
imports $7,202,504. Duties collected

Con­
veniently approached by land or ' 
water and communicating with Hall- j 
fix by a good host roam it became 
the favorite rendezvous ot gold seek­
ers until fresh discoveries attracted 
them to other fields. The appearance 
which Tangier presents tu-day pro-1

claims fully the ignortmee and ex­
travagant views which prevailed 
with regard to the distribution of 
gold ut the time of its first discovery 
in the province. The ground is fairly 
honey-combed with pits for a range 
of over two miles, some nut deeper 
than three feet, some nearly sixty. 
Many lodes, too, were actually laid 
bare, and then set down as worthless 
because they were not plated with 
the metal. * This district now em­
braces Moosvbmd or old Tangier, and 
extends about fifteen miles east and 
west and two miles north and south. 
Twelve distinctquartz lodes, varying 
from one inch to four feet, have been 
opened here and proved gold-bearing- 
Thc most valuable are the South lode 
the Leary, the Nigger, the Wallace, 
and a new lode recently discovered 
by the Strawberry Hill Mining Com­
pany. The South lode lit.-, been 
opened to the depth of U5 feet ; the 
veins increase in richness us they de­
scend, the average yield being 3 oz 7 
dwts. per ton. Profitable shore wash­
ings were carried un here in 1801 and 
1802, and could be again n stinted if 
suitable machinery were adopted. A 
nugget weighing 27 oz.. the largest 
as yet found in the province, was sent 
from here to the Dublin exhibition. 
According to the gold commissioners 
report for the past year, the total 
yield of gold has been 11'.»2 oz. valued 
lit $22,052, average yield per ton 17 
dwts. 21 g is.: maximum yield per ton 
75 oz.; average yield per man for 12 
months $430.

OVENS—A gold district situated in 
the county of Lunenburg. At the 
entrance of Lunenburg Harbor, on 
the south-west coast of the province, 
rises a promontory fifty feet in height 
which contains a dozen or more cav- 
ties facing the sea. Those cavities, 
from some fancied resemblances, are 
called ovens. The whole peninsula, 
three quarters of a mile in width and 
antile and a half in length, to which 
the gold district is at present 
limited, bears the same name. The 
regularity at which these open­
ings occur almost confutes the idea 
of their being merely created by the 
action of the waves ; they appear ra­
ther to have been made by human 
efforts, though for what purpose, un­
less for mining, it is difficult to con­
jecture. Three of those are about 70 
feet at the mouth and extend in­
wards upwards of 200 hundred feet. 
The discovery which led to this place 
being proclaimed a gold district oc­
curred in 1 Hill. The estimated quan­
tity of gold obtained from washing 
during the autumn of that year was 
upwards of 2000 ounces, valued at 
$40,000. The reported yield for 1862 
was ail ounces, si ice then they have 
been almost abandoned. But very lit­
tle quartz mining has been done in this 
viol iity : the greatest depth ‘eachi d 
was tiO feet, at which the average 
yield was 1 oz. 15 dwt. per ton. As 
the | : m" m of denudati m at the 
cliffs continue that of deposit must 
continue also, and washing may again 
he resumed with profit.

WAVKBLKY - A gold district sit­
uated in the county of Halifax.

WINE HARBOR—A gold district 

situated in the county of Guysbor- 
ough, about 3 miles from the mouth 
of St Mary's river. Gold was lirst 
discovered herein I860 in the sands 
on the sen shore ; afterwards in the 
quartz formation on the north-east 
side of the harbor, which led to the 
immediate survey and proclamation 
of the field. This district ranks third 
ns a producer, and second in its aver­
age yield per man. The regularity 
and breadth of its lodes gives security 
for its profitable working for years 
to come. Even with its small average 
of 12 dwts to the ton in 1805 it gave 
an average proportion of $940.80 per 
man, or $^34.45 more than Victoria, 
the richest mining district in Aus­
tralia. The most noted lodes in this 
district are the Smith, Middle, Major 
Norton. Barasois.Halliday. Wiscasset, 
Gillespie and Eureka : they vary in 
thickness from one iiicn to four feet ; 
the principal lode being the Smith. 
Five tons from this lode gave 125 
ounces of gold, and at 50 feet yielded 
a steady average of 3 ounces to the 
tmi. The suspension of work pend­
ing the transfer of large developed 
areas, and the employment of men in 
prospecti ig on new ground, has e-

ated a decrease in the amount of gold 
produced for the past two years. The 
numerous shafts, drifts and tunnels 
tell of the vigor in \\ hich mining has 
been prosecuted. One of those pro­
specting tunnels extends horizontally 
through the solid rock a distance of 
700 feet. According to the Gold Com­
missioner’s report for 1809 the total 
yield of gold for that year was 719 
ounces, valued at $14,380. Average 
yield per ton 5 dwts. 0 grs. ; maximum 
yield 5 oz. 7 dwts. ; average earnings 
per man $204.

RAILROAD AND STEAMBOAT ROUTES IN THE PROVINCE OF NOVA SCOTIA.

This Province at present enjoys but limited means of communication by Railway or Steamer, hut movements now 
going on—the building of the great Intercolonial, and of a road from New Glasgow to Sydney, C.B., on the east, and 
another from Annapolis to Yarmouth, on the west,—will place it in favorable comparison with other portions of the 
Dominion. There arc two Railway lines in the Province, the principal one of which is owned by the Dominion Govern­
ment, and connects Halifax with the Gulf of St. Lawrence and the Bay of Fundy. The other is the Windsor and Anna- 
jiolis road, which was only opened the past year. It connects with the Nova Scotia Railway at Windsor and passes 
eastward to Annapolis Royal, the first European settlement formed in Nova Scotia. The total length of these Railways 
is 229 miles. Another short line of 12 miles, from Sydney to the coal fields at Lii gan, has recently been completed in 
('ape Breton. The other Railway lines in course of construction, and to be constructed, will prove of incalculable benefit 
to this Province. The Intercolonial, now completed to Amherst front the New Brunswick side, and in a short time 
expected to be running to Truro, will give Nova Scotia direct railway connection with New Brunswick, and ere long with 
the whole Dominion. As regards Steamers, there are but few running in any direction. One makes a weekly trip to 
the towns east of Halifax : others ply between New Glasgow and Pictou, and another on the Bras d’Or Lake in Cape 
Breton. Steamers also run between Halifax and Portland, in connection with the Grand Trunk Railway, Halifax and 
Boston and Pictou, the Straits of Canso, Port Hood, O.B., Charlottetown, P.E.I., Shediac, N.B., and Quebec, and between 
Annapolis and St. John, N.B. What Nova Scotia lacks in Railways or Steamers, however, she possesses in good 
roads and the best of stage accommodation. The traveller need therefore experience no delay or difficulty in arriving 
at any place ho may desire. In the arrangement of the following Table of Routes it has been endeavored to point out 
to him the easiest and best means of doing so.

TITLES IN CANADA.
The following nre the Regulations about Titles for the 

Dominion of Canada, as communicated by the Duke of 
Buckingham and Chandos to Lord Monck, 24th July, 1808. 
The 2nd, 5th, Cth, 7th and 8th, apply also to the Provinces 
not in the Confederation :—

1. The Govcnor General of Canada to be styled “His 
Excellency.”

2. The Lieutenant Governors of the Provinces to be 
etyled “ His Honor.”

3. The Privy Councillors of Canada to be styled “Honor­
able,” and for life.

4. Senators of Canada to be “ Honorable," but only during 
•office, and the title not to be continued afterwards.

6. Executive Councillors of the Provinces to be styled 
“ Honorable,” but only while in office, and title not to be 
continued afterwards.

C. Legislative Councillors in the Provinces not in future 
to have that title, but gentlemen who were Legislative 
Councillors at the time of the Union, to retn;n their title of 
“ Honorable ” for life.

7. The President >f the Legislative Council in the Pro­
vinces, to be styled “ Honorable,” during office.

8. The Speaker of the House of Assembly in the Pro­
vinces, to be styled “ Honorable,” during office.

Extracts from the Statutes of the Most Distinguished Order qt 
Saint Michael and Saint George, dated the 4th December, 
1868.

It is Ordained, that this Most Distinguished Order shall 
contain Three Classes, as in Our said Letters-Patent men­
tioned, to be Styled and Designated respectively—

Knights Grand Cross,
Knights Commanders, and 
Companions.

It is Ordained, that the First Class, or Knights Grand 
Cross, shall not exceed Twenty-five in Number.

It is Ordained, that tlic Second Class, or Knights Com­
manders, shall not exceed Sixty in Number.

It is Ordained, that the Third Class, or Companions, 
shall not exceed One Hundred in Number.

It is Ordained, that the jiersons to be admitted into this 
Most Distinguished Order, shall be such natural-born sub­
jects of our Crown of tin- United Kingdom of Great Britain 
and Ireland, as may have held, or shall hereafter hold, high 
and confidential offices within any of our Colonial posses­
sions. or such other natural-born subjects of our Crown ot 
the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, ns may 
have held, or shall hereafter hold, high and confidential 
offices, or may render extraordinary and important ser­
vices to us as Sovereign of the United Kingdom of Great 
Britain and Ireland, in relation to any of our Colonial 
possessions, or who may become eminently distinguished 
therein by their talents, merits, virtues, loyalty, or services, 
or who now are, or hereafter may be, appointed officers of 
this Most Distinguished Order.

POSTAL H1SGULATIONS.
Mails are conveyed twice each way every day, except 

Sunday, over the principal lines of railway in Canada. 
Over tin less important lines of railway they arc carried 
only once each way every day, except Sunday.

Mails a-c also conveyed once each way every day, except 
Sunday, over the principal lines of common road ; and once, 
twice, nr three times per week over the less important lines 
of common road.

The postal communication between Ontario and Quebec 
and the Lower Provinces is six times per week each way 
via Queliec, Rivière du Loup and Edmunston, and once per 
week each way by Steamers from Quebec to Pic ton. Also 
three times per week each way in summer by steamers 
between Portland and St. John, N. 11., and daily by way of 
Hunger, Maine and Calais to St. John, twice per week by 
Steamer between Portland and Halifax.

The most speedy and direct postal route from Canada to 
almost every portion of the globe (with the exception of 
the Continent of North America, the Isthmus of Panama, 
and the West India Islands,) is by way of England, whence 
mails for the several British Colonics and Foreign Countries 
are regularly dispatched.

The most speedy and direct postal route from Canada to 
al1 parts of the Continent of North America, the West 
Indies. Central and South America, is via New York.

Mails for England are despatched as follows : By Mail 
Steam Packets sailing from Quebec in summer nml Portland 
in winter every Saturday : and from Halifax, Nova Scotia, 
every alternate Friday. By Steamer from New York every 
Thursday.

The following post offices in the Dominion of Canada 
make up mails direct for certain post offices in the V lited 
Kingdom, viz. :

Hamilton, Fredericton,
Toronto, SackviUe,
Kingston, St. John,
Ottawa. St. Stephens,
Montreal, Chatham,
Quebec, Dalhousie,
Halifax, Newcastle.

Mails are exchanged daily with the United States post 
offices at all the principal f on tier p lints, and closed mails
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arc exchanged daily between the principal cities of the 
Domini m and New York and Boston.

Montreal exchanges Mails direct with the following 
American Offices Boston, Buffalo, Burlington, New York, 
1'l.ittsburg, Portland, Rouse's Point, Rutland and Whitehall.

Mails for Bermuda and Newfoundland are made up at 
Halifax, Nova Scotia, whence steamers sail once a month to 
Bermuda and St. Tuomas, and once a fortnight to New­
foundland.

Rales of Postage on Letters.—The rate of postage on pre­
paid Letters between any one place in Canada and any 
other place in Canada, is regulated by weight, irrespective 
•of distance, and is as follows :

On a letter not more than j an oz., 3 cents.
“ more than j oz. but not ex. 1 oz.. 6 eta.
“ “ 1 oz. “ 1J “ 9 cts.
“ u 1| oz. “ 2 “12 cts.
“ “ 2 oz. “ 2J “ 15 cts.

And so on, 3 cents being charged for every additional i oz., 
or fraction of half ounce.

If the weight be exceeded to the smallest extent, even 
though the balance be merely turned, the letter becomes 
liable to an additional rate.

Letters posted in and addressed to any place within the 
Dominion of Canada, if sent unpaid, are liable to a charge 
of 5 cents per j oz.

In applying the 5 cent unpaid rate to letters passing 
within the Province posted unpaid or not fully pve-paid—it 
should be observed that a letter passes either ns pre-paid at 
3 cents per j oz., on condition that the whole postage due be 
fully pre-paid—or at 5 cents per j oz. if posted unpaid, or 
only partly pre-paid—in the latter case the full rate at 5 
cents per \ oz. will be marked, and a deduction made there­
from of the amount which may have been paid—thus on an 
ounce letter pre-paid 3 cents only—the rate will be 10 cents 
and crediting the 3 cents paid—7 cents will remain to be 
charged, and collected on delivery.

The object of the 5 cent unpaid rate is to induce pre­
payment, and thereby relieve the Post Office from costs and 
trouble of account and collection, but this object is equally 
defeated whether the letter be wholly unpaid, or but par­
tially pre-paid—and therefore the 5 cent rate applies to the 
whole charge upon the letter in both cases.

The charge on local or drop letters, viz., letters posted at 
an office in Canada for delivery from that office is one cent 
for each letter, which must be pre-paid, or the letter will be 
sent to the dead letter office for return to the writer.

The charge on letters delivered by letter-carriers in Canada, 
is two cents for each letter in addition to the ordinary post-

The rate of postage on letters to Prince Edward Island is 
3 cents per £ oz. if pre-paid, and 5 cents if not pre-paid.

The rate of postage on letters to Newfoundland is 12j cents 
per $ oz., which must be pro-paid.

The rate of postage on letters to British Columbia and 
Vancouver Island is 10 cents per ] oz., which must be prepaid. 
This rate covers the letter to San Francisco only ; there 
will be an additional charge on delivery.

The rate of postage on letters to Rcd'River, via the United 
States, is G cents per \ oz., which must be pre-paid by post­
age stamp.

The rate of postage on letters between any place in Canada 
and any place in the United States, is G cents per £ oz. if 
pre-paid, and 10 cents per $ oz. if not pro-paid.

Upon a letter or packet, of any weight, addressed to the 
United States, the whole postage or none at all should be pre­
paid. If anything less tunn the whole is pre-paid no account 
is taken of it, and it is entirely lost to the sender.

The scale of weight under which the above letters are 
charged is the same as the scale under which letters, pass­
ing between places in Canada, are rated.

The single rate of postage on letters between any place 
in Canada and any place in the United Kingdom, is as 
follows :

By Canadian Steamer, sailing every Saturday from Quebec 
in Summer, and from Portland in Winter, anu from Halifax 
fortnightly, G cenH per J ounce.

By Steamer, sailing from New-York every Wednesday, 8

Letters addressed to the United Kingdom, and forwarded 
by either of the above routes, will be charged according to 
the following scale :

Letters not over $ an oz., 1 rate.

Letters more th^n % oz., and not ex. 1 oz. 2 rates. 
u “ l oz., “ U oz. 3 rates.

And so on, adding one rate for every additional half ounce 
or fraction of a half ounce.

The postage on all letters posted in Canada for the United 
Kingdom, and in the United Kingdom for Canada, should 
be pre-paid.

Ir sent unpaid 3d. sterling will be charged on each letter, 
on delivery, in addition to the ordinary postage rate.

Letters posted in the United Kingdom,for Canada, unies? 
specially addressed “ By Canadian Steamer,” or“ By Cunard 
Steamer,” arc despatched in the first mail that is made up- 
whet her for Canadian or Cunard line—after the letter is 
posted, so that letters intended for the Canadian Pcckou 
must either be posted on the proper days for the Canadian 
Packet Mails, or bear the words “ By Canadian Mail Steamer 
<>n the address. In like manner letter; posted in Canada fur 
the United Kingdom should be addressed “By Canadian 
Packet” or “ via New York.” If for the latter route the 
additional postage 2 cents per half oz. should be added to the 
ordinary rate of G cents.

Three cents will be charged on the delivery of letters 
which have been forwarded as above by Cunard Steamer, 
but on which 3d. sterling or G cents only per \ oz. have been 
pre-paid.

The charge on dead letters, returned to the writers, is 
five cents on each letter in addition to the postage.

Soldier's and Seamen's Letters—non-commissioned officers 
embodied pensioners, seamen and soldiers, and army school­
masters of all but first class, while they arc employed in Her 
Majesty’s Service, can send and receive letters at the rate of 
2 cents each, under the following regulations :

1. The two cents must bo paid by postage stamp at the 
time the letter is posted.

2. The name of the soldier or sailor, his class or description, 
and tliv name of hi- ship, corps, or detachment to which u 
belongs, must be specified in the direction of the letter; and 
in the case of letters sent by soldiers or seamen, the officer in 
command must sign his name and specify his rank, and tlip 
name of the ship or regiment, corps or detachment, which ho 
commands. 3. The letter must not exceed half an ounce 
in weight. 4. The letter must refer solely to the private 
affairs of the soldier or seaman.

All the foregoing descriptions must ho fully rcritten in the 
address in the following form, the initials of the name of anj 
ships or regiments being insufficient :

Letters for solders or seamen may be forwarded at the above 
rate to or through any country requiring the payment of anv 
foreign or transit rate, but subject to the payment of such 
foreign or transit rate as may be chargeable thereon.

Soldiers’ and seamen’s letters are not liable to any addi­
tional rate on re-direction.

All soldiers’ and seamen's letters are conveyed between 
Canada and the UniLd Kingdom by the Canadian line of 
steamers.

Letters sent by commissior ed or warrant officers, midship- 
■

masters, or commissioned or warrant officers in the arm,', 
are not included in the privilege attached to letters of sol­
diers and seamen, but arc chargeable with the same rates as 
ordinary letters.

Soldiers' and seamen’s letters posted in Canada without a 
compliance with the above regulations arc liable to full post-
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age. If posted in accordance with the above regulations, 
but without pre-payment of 2 cents, they arc liable to a 
charge of 2d. sterling on delivery in tnc United Kingdom.

Soldiers’ letters, and those of non-commissioned oüicers 
and privates of the Volunteer Militia of Canada when on 
act ice service posted and addressed to places in Canada, 
pass under the above regulations at the reduced rate of 2

Hates of Postage on Newspapers—The law declares that for 
post ofiicc purposes a newspaper shall be held to mean a
periodical published not 1....frequently than one in each
week, and containing notices of passing events, that is to 
say, general news.

Although provision is made for forwarding newspapers 
through the post, it is not compulsory on any one to employ 
this mode of transmission ; everything except letters may be 
sent in any other way.

A newspaper to pass at the undermentioned rates is sub­
ject to the following restrictions :

1. It must have no cover, or a cover open at both ends.
2. It must not contain any enclosure.
3. It must have no writing or mark thereon but the name 

and address of the person to whom it is sent, nor anything 
on the cover except such namo and address.

Newspapers winch are not posted in accordance with 
these regulations are not forwarded but arc sent to the Dead 
Letter office and destroyed.

An extra newspaper,’or a supplement to a newspaper, is 
deemed a distinct newspaper, and charged accordingly.

Newspapers published in the Dominion may be sent by 
post from the office of publication to any place in Canada 
at the following rates, if paid quarterly in advance, cither by 
the publisher at the post office where the papers arc posted, 
or by the subscriber at the post office where the papers are 
delivered.

A paper published C times per week, 30 cts. per quarter 
“ “ 15

When the above rates are not paid in advance by c ithcr 
the publisher or subscriber, the papers are charged 1 cent 
each on delivery.

It is not necessary that the commuted rate on newspapers 
should be paid absolutely on the first (lay of each quarter, 
rhe regulation is intended to be carried out with all due 
consideration for the convenience of the public, and it will 
be sufficient if the person desiring to pay the commuted 
rate declares his intention and offers the payment when first 
tailing at the office within a reasonable time after the com­
mencerai ut of the quarter : bt t aft r I 
to pre-pay the commuted charge, or to pay fur his papers 
as received at 1 cent each, as the case may be, postmasters 
arc not expected to alter their newspaper accounts to allow of 
a change until the commencement of the next quarter.

The commuted rate of payment cannot be accepted from 
new subscribers during a quarter for any uucxpired period 
of the quarter.

Newspapers published in Canada, which are not posted 
from the office of publication, must be pre-paid 2 cents each 
by postage stamps, otherwise they will not be forwarded, 
but be sent to the Dead Letter office and destroyed. Papers 
of this class are termed “ Transient Newspapers.”

Publishers of newspapers in Canada arc allowed to en­
close in copies of their papers sent to subscribers, subscrip­
tion accounts and receipts for the same without rendering 
them liable to any additional postage.

Packets of unbound newspapers published in Canada may 
be returned by n subscriber to the office of publication at 
the rate of 2 cents per 8 oz. or fraction of 8 oz., which must 
be pre-paid.

Transient newspapers addressed to the United States must 
be pre-paid 2 cent-; each new aper by postage stamp, other­
wise they will not lv? forwarded, but be sent to the Dead 
Letter office and destroyed.

Transient newspapers' posted in the United States and ad­
dressed to Canada, are liable to 2 cents each on delivery. 
The stamp paid on thesr* papers indicates that the United 
States postage only has been pre-paid, the Canadian rate cf 
2 cents remaining to bo collected.

American newspapers posted or re-posted in Canada except 
by news agents to regular sub cribTs must be pre-paid 2 cents 
each, by stamp, otherwise they will not bo forwarded.

The option of paying the commuted rate on newspapers 
does not apply to papers published in the United States ;

papers addressed to regular subscribers must lie paid for at 
the full rate of 1 cent each.

Canadian news agents and booksellers may post American 
newnapers unpaid, when addressed to regular subscribers in 
the Province ; but such newspapers are chargeable, on deli­
very, with 1 cent each.

Newspaper^ posted in Canada and addressed to the United 
Kingdom must be pre-paid by stamp, 2 cents each tvw-paper.

It is forbidden by the regulation-; of the British Post Office 
to send through the post, at newspaper rate, any new paper 
bearing more, than one address. Persons sending newspa­
pers to the United Kingdom from Canada should lie careful 
to cut off the ordinary i. inted address pasted upon newspa­
pers sent to subscribers in Canada from the office of pub- 
ication, as any paper h ing thereon such printed address 

in addition to that of the party for whom it is intended will 
be sent to the English Dead Letter office.

When two or more newspapers arc enclosed under one 
cover, postage must be pre-paid by stamp at the rate of 2 
cents for each newspaper, or the package will be detained 
and sent to the Dead Letter office.

Newspapers forwarded by Canadian Steamer arc delivered 
in the United Kingdom without additional charge.

Newspapers forwarded by Steamer from New York are 
liable, on delivery, in the United Kingdom, to one penny 
each, being the American trans t rate. _

Newspapers posted in the United Kingdom for Canada 
should, if forwarded by Canadian Steamer, be pre-paid one 
penny each, by stamp. They arc subject, on delivery, to no 
additional charge.

If to be forwarded by Cxnard Steamer they should be 
pre-paid two pence each, or they will be ke pt fur the Cana­
dian Packet.

British newspapers re-posted in Canada must be pre-paid 
2 cents each by stamp.

British' newspapers distributed to regular subscribers by 
Canadian booksellers or agents, pass free in the same way 
as if received by the Canadian Steamers.

Canadian newspapers addressed from the office of publi­
cation to subscribers in the United States, the United King­
dom, Lower Provinces, &c., mav be forwarded on pre-pay­
ment of the commuted rate applicable to sub- cribers within 
the Province ; but they cannot bo forwarded if unpaid. 
Care should be taken to see that such newspapers are pro­
perly stamped at the Post Office where posted “ Prepaid by 
Publisher,” ns they arc in the absence of such stamp liable 
to lie mistaken for unpaid papers, nud to be detained uccord-

Kxchnngc papers passing between publishers in Canada 
and between publishers in Canada and publishers in the 
United Slate-, arc carried/ree through the post.

No newspaper, properly so called (except exchanges), 
whether devoted to education, temperance, agriculture, or to 
anv branch of science, is entitled to exemption from charge.

Newspapers addressed to Newfoundland must be pre-paid 
2 cents each, by stamp.

No United States newspapers of any kind or description 
(witli the exception of exchange paper ) arc on any ground 
entitled to pass through the Canadian mails free of postage.

Iu cities and towns where newspaper- arc published, the 
printers and publishers should send them to the post 
office put up in a manner to admit of their being readily 
counted, and, if necessary, withdrawn from their covers for 
examination. The newspapers for each office also should ho 
made up in strong paper in a separate parcel, which should

When the numbers of a newspaper published in Canada, 
or in any of the other British North American Provinces, or 
in the United States, and issued daily, shall have remained in 
a post office in Canada uncalled for during two weeks ; of a 
newspaper issued semi-wccklv, or tri-weekly, during three 

wspa; o" is uca weekly, during one month ; 
and of u monthly periodical during two months, or when 
such newspapers' and periodicals l ave been refused to bo 
taken by the party to whom addresjed, the postmaster is 
instructed to notify the respective publi diers jn the proper 
form, which is to pass free of ] oriogo. If the newspaper or 
periodical continue to arrive after the notice has been sent, 
the pos!master is instructed to notify the publisher in the 
same way a recond time, specially calling his attention to 
the first notice.

To enclose a letter, or any writing, or to make any written 
marks to serve the purpose of a letter, or to enclose air- 
other thing (except publishers’ accounts and receipts, as 
before mentioned) In a newspaper posted to pass as a news-
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paper, is a misdemeanor. Postmasters arc requested at once 
to transmit all newspapers containing such writing, narks 
and enclosures, to the Postmaster General.

Periodical Publications.—Periodical publications are pub­
lications issued at regular intervals, but less frequently 

, than once per week. An Almanac or any work of a li.ee 
character published at stated periods and containing matter 
of general interest is deemed to be a periodical.

Periodical publications can bo transmitted by post to any 
part of Canada and the United Ktutcs ut the following

Periodicals passing by Mail in Canada.—The rate on nil 
periodicals, other than newspapers, passing by mail in 
Canada, save eucli ns may be addressed to or received from 
the United Kingdom, is 1 cent per 4 oz. weight of package

Tr.iii ient periodical matter posted in Canada must in all 

Cases In- pre-paid by postage stamps.
The above rate "it payable on d< livery on nil periodical 

matter received fror. i the United States, except that Canadian 
editors may receive exchange periodicals trom the United 
States free of Canadian postage.

Canadian Periodicals ported for United Kingdom by Cana­
dian Packets.—Periodieals, printed and published in Canada, 
may bo posted, addressed to any plaeo in the United King­
dom by Canadian Packet, on pre-payment by postage stump 
of 2 evuts each number.

This rate is applicable to nil classes of Canadian period­
icals posted ns above for the United Kingdom.

No periodical of any kind or description can, upon any 
grounds claim exemption from Canadian postage, except 
such as are received in the mails from the United Kingdom.

Periodicals to pass at above rates must be nut up in covers 
open at the ends or sides ; and if these regulations are not 
complied with, or if such periodicals are found to contain 
any writing other than the address, they are liable to full 
letter rates of postage.

No packet of periodicals can be forwarded through the 
po i ir< xceedin ■ the weight of four pounds.

Pound volumes of any periodical published in Canada 
mn v be forwarded at the rate of 1 cent for every 4 oz. if pre­
paid by postage stamp.

Book Post.—British Provinces and United States.—Books 
bound or unbound posted in Canada, and addressed to any 
olfico in Canada, British North America and the United 
States, arc chargeable with a rate of 1 cent per oz., which 
mu t bo pre-paid by postage stamps.

Books addressed to places in Canada can be sent through 
the mails in closed packets at the rate of postage applicable 
to parcels sent by par© l post

13ouik1 volumes of any periodical or newspaper published 
in Canada, if bound in a form to come within mailable di­
mensions, that is to say, not exceeding two feet in length, 
breadth or thickness, nor exceeding 4 lbs. in weight, may be 
sent from the office of publication to any place m Canada 
at a charge of 1 cent per 4 oz. or fraction of 4 oz. if pre-

Letters, whether scaled or unsealed, or any enclosure 
found in a book parcel, a.rc liable to be rated as unpaid 
letters, and the packet in which it is enclosed to nil addi­
tional rate of 12} cents ns a penalty for a breach of the
regulations.

Book Post.—United Kingdom, France, <jv.—Book packets 
are forwarded by post from Canada to the United Kingdom, 
and vice versa, at the following rates By Mad steamers 
sailing from Quebec or Portland ami Halifax : For each 
packet weighing not more than loz, 2 cents, exceeding 1 oz.

Book Packets addwamd te the United Kingdom may in

Book packets, printed matter, or single newspapers can 
be forwarded from Canada to France, or vice versa by Cana­
dian Steamers only, at the following rat- s :—

The following conditions must be carefully observed:
1. every book packet must be cither without a cover or in 

a cover open ut both ends or both sides.
2. It must not contain any letter open or sealed, or writing 

to serve the purpose of a letter, or any scaled enclosure 
whatever.

3. It must not exceed two feet in length, breadth, or width.
4. The postage must bo pro-paid by stamp.
A book packet may contain any number of separate books, 

publications, works of literature or art, almanacs, maps or 
prints, photographs, daguerreotypes, when nut on glass or in 
frames contaming glass, and any quantity of paper, vellum, or 
pniclimcnt (to the cxalusiun of letters) ; mid tho books, 
maps, pajicr, &c., may be either written, printed or plain, or 
any mixture of the three, and may be cither British, Colo­
nial, or Foreign.

All legitimate binding, mounting, or covering of tho same, 
or a portion thereof, will bo allowed as part of tho packet, 
whether such binding, &c., bo loose or attached, ns also 
rollers, in U10 case of prints and maps, and whatever may 
be necessary fur tho safe transmission of literary or artistic 
matter, or whatever generally appertains thereto, and the 
postage is raved upon.tho gross weight of the packet.

Tho name and address of the sender may also lie written 
or printed on the envelope or cover of the packet, in addition 
to the mime and address of the person to whom it may be 
forwarded.

Book and Xcicspapcr Manuscripts and Printers' Proofs.— 
In Department Older No. 05, dated 24th Nov.. 1803, permis­
sion was given lor Book-Manuscript, and Printers' Proofs, 
whether corrected or not, to pass at tho printed matter rate 
of one cent an ounce, and it now appears to bo necessary to 
explain that by Bouk-Mannscript was meant the written 
sheets of any Book intended for publication, and the inten­
tion was to encourage literary productions, by affording fa­
cilities for Authors to send and receive such matter to ami 
from their Publishers by Post. Printers’ Proofs are the 
printed impressions taken by a printer, for correction or ex­
amination, of any matter passing through his Press. Jtv 
Newspaper Manuscript is meant written articles (not includ­
ing advertisements) intended for insertion in a newspaper or 
periodical, and addressed to tho editor or publisher thereof 
For insertion. Under former regulations the written marks 
correcting such proofs rendered them liable to lettcrpostago 
when sent by mail, and the intention of the Department Order 
referred to was to relax tho rule in favor of such proofs, and 
allow them when corrcetcd, to retain their character ns print­
ed matter, and pass at printed matter rates of charge.

Printed Papers, Circulars, Prices Current. Hand Bills, 
&o.—Printed circulars, prices current, hand bills, and other 
printed matter of a like character, posted in Canada, nnd ad­
dressed to any place in the Dominion, British North America, 
or the United States, arc chargeable with nrntc of 1 cent per 
oz. (one cent each when sent singly), which must bo pre-paid 
by postage stamp.

The half-yearly School Returns made by School Trustées 
to the Local Superintendents of Schools, may, though tho 
printed form lie partly tilled up in writing with the names of 
tho pupils nnd days of attendance, bo transmitted by post in 
Canada at the rate of l cent per oz, to be pre-pai 1 by stamp.

When not tilled up the above forms are printed matter, and 
liable as such to 1 c -at peroz. postage.

Military returns, states, and rolls, policies ol insurance, 
containing written ligures and signatures, may b 5 forwarded 
ns printed mutter on pre-payment of 1 cent per < z.

Printed circulars are transmitted by post t . tho United 
Kingdom under the regulations and charges of t’.ic Book Post. 
They must be forwarded, however, open at the ends or sides. 
If sent in envelopes, sealed or unsealed, they arc liable to 
letter rates of postage.

Prices current, posted in Canada and addressed to any
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place in the United Kingdom, aro liable to a rate of 2 cents 
each, which must be pre-paid by stamp, when sent singly ; 
when, however, sent in packages to one address, they puss at 
book rates.

Prises current enclosed in envelopes sealed or unsealed are 
by the regulations of the Imperial post office liable to letter 
postage.

Lithographed letters and circulars aro allowed to pass 
through the Post at the same rate as printed circulars.

Printed votes and proceedings of the Imperial Parliament and 
Colonial Legislatures pass to and from the United Kingdom 
at the ordinary book post charge.

Parcel Post.—Parcels closed at the ends and sides, and 
not exceeding 3 lbs. in weight, may be posted at any post 
office in the Dominion, addressed to any "thcr post office in 
Canada, at the following rates :

2. The parcel shall not contain any explosive substance, 

glass, liquids or other matter likely to injure the ordinary 
contents of the mail.

3. The weight of the parcel shall not exceed 3 lbs., nor the 
size exceed one foot in length or breadth, or six inches hi

4. The postage must bo pre-paid by stamps.
5. The parcel should ha ve the words *• By Parcel Post"’ 

plainly Written on the address. It should be well and strongly 
put up, and bo legibly addressed to the post office address of 
the intended receiver, the name of the County iu which the 
said office is situated being added.

If the name and address of the sender bo written on the 
parcel, it will, if delivery should fail from any cause, be 
returned from the Dead Letter office unopened to the sender 
on payment of nn additional rate for the return con­
veyance.

if the number of stamps affixed to a parcel be insufficient 
to pre-pay the proper rate, the amount deficient will be rated 
unpaid, with a lino of 12} cents in addition.

Parcels may be registered, on pre-payment, by stamps, of 
five cents iu addition to the postage. When registered, the 

ter should give a receipt io the party posting the

Parcels sent by post may contain books, daguerreotypes, 
photographs, printers’ proofs and copy, military returns, 
statements and rolls, containing written ligures and signa­
tures: returns, deeds, legal papers, and all transmissions of a 
like character not being strictly letters.

To enclose a letter or letters, or any writing intended to 
servo the purpose of a letter, in a parcel intended for the 
Parcel Post, is a misdemeanor.

Should it be ascertained that a packet posted for the Par­
cel Post contains a letter or letters, the stamps it may bear 
will bo cancelled, and the parcel rated as a letter with full 
unpaid rates.

Parcels cannot be transmitted by post at the above rates 
to anyplace beyond the limits of the Dominion of Canada.

The following is an example of the address recommend­
ed:

Franking and Free Letters.—The following matter is exempt 

from Canadian Postage.
All letters and other mailable matter addressed to or sent 

by the Governor General of Canada.
All letters or other mailable matter addressed to or sent by 

any department of the Government at the scat of Government 
at Otta . a, under such regulations as may from time to time 
be made by the Governor General in Council.

All letters and other mailable matter addressed to or sent 
by the Speaker or Chief Clerk of the Senate or of the House 
of Commons, or to or by any member of either House at the 
seat of Government, during any Session of the Parliament ; 
or addressed to any of the members or officers in this section 
mentioned, at the seat of Government ns aforesaid, during 
the ten days next before the meeting of Parliament.

All public documents and printed papers sent by the 
Speaker or Chief Clerk of tho Senate or of tho House of Com­
mons, to any member of cither House, during the recess of 
Parliament.

All papers printed by order of cither House, sent by mem­
bers of either IIouso, during tho recess of Parliament.

Petitions and addresses to either of tho Provincial Legis­
latures of Ontario, Quebec, New Brunswick and Nova Scotia, 
or to any branch thereof and votes, proceedings and other 
papers printed by any such Legislature, or any brandi thereof, 
during any session thereof, provided such petitions and 
addresses, votes, proceedings and other papers, are sent 
without covers or in covers open at the ends or sides, and 
contain no letter or written communication to servo tho 
purpose of a letter.

Letters and other mailable matter (except that provided 
for os above) addressed to or sent by the Provincal Govern­
ments or Legislatures of Ontario, Quebec, New Brunswick 
and Nova Scotia will bo liable to the ordinary rates of pos­
tage.

Public documents and printed papers sent under the fore­
going clauses, should hear, ns part of the address, the bona 
Jide superscription of tho Speaker. Chief Clerk, or officer 
specially deputed for this purpose, to act for those function­
aries, or of tho member sending the same.

All letters and other mailable mutter to and from tho 
Postmaster General uud the Deputy Postmaster General ; and 
all official communications to and from the Post Office Depart­
ment, and to uud from the Post Office Inspectors, ore to posa 
free of Canada postage.

Abating and liefunding Postage.—Postmasters in Canada 
arc allowed to rcluud postage in the following cases, only

Letters originating and for delivery in Canada, charged aa 
weighing move than the actual weight.

Postage, incorrectly charged on editors’ notices addressed 
l editor , and exchange papers, which should 

legally pass without charge.
AH other claims for the return and abatement of postage 

must bo specially referred to tho Postmaster General for his 
decision, with the letter or packet on which tho return is 
claimed.

Undelivered and Dead Letters.—All letters remaining unde­
livered in the post office ou tho first of each month, excepting 
drop letters and such letters ns are daily called for, aro 
advertised iu a list posted at the office door for the information 
of the public.

If a newspaper is published in the neighborhood, the Post­
master is, at the discretion of the Postmaster General, directed 
to insert this list therein, provided tho proprietor will give 
it insertion at tho authorized rate.

Parties applying at nn office lor advertised letters should 
always ask lor them as such.

Letters and papers after remaining undelivered in an office 
for two months aro scut to the Dead Letter office, as also aro 
all letters refused by tho person to whom they are addressed, 
or letters addressed to persons deceased.

Letters are opened in tho Dead Letter office in order that 
they may, when necessary, be returned to the writers ; but no 
Postmaster is at liberty to return a letter to the writer direct 
All undelivered correspondence must be sent to the Dead 
Letter office.

Registration.—By the pre-payment of the following fee, in 
addition to the ordinary postage, letters and parcels can bo 
registered at the office at which posted ;

On letters addressed to any place in Canada or 
the other British North American Provinces.... 2 cents.

On letters addressed to any place in the United 
States................................................................ 6 “

On letters addressed to Bnny place in the United 
Kingdom................................................................  8 “

On books addressed to any place iu the United 
Kingdom.........................................   8 *

On parcels to any part of the Dominion............... 5 “
The registration fees on letters to British colonies and 

foreign countries will be found iu the tables.
Every letter or parcel containing value should bo marked 

for registration and presented to tho Postmaster or his clerk, 
and a receipt obtained therefor. On no account should it bo 
dropped into a letter box.

When letters are registered, both the postage and the 
registration fee must in all cases be pre-paid.

Books, periodicals, newspapers, circulars, and other printed

34
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matter cannot be registered (except books addressed to the 
United Kmgdom) unless pre-puiu the full letter rules, in 
addition to the ordinary registration fee.

Registered letters and packets can only be delivered to 
the parties to whom they are addressed or to their order; 
and a receipt must be given on the delivery of each registered 
letter in a book kept by every Postmaster for that purpose.

It should be clearly understood that the post office is not 
responsible for the safe delivery of a registered letter or 
parcel. The registration simply makes its transmission 
more secure, by rendering it practicable to trace it, when 
passing from one place to another in Canada, from its receipt 
to its delivery ; and when addressed from auy place in 
in Canada to any place in the United States, the United 
Kingdom, or parts abroad, if not to its delivery, ut least to the 
frontier or port of despatch.

Postage Slumps.—Every Postmaster is required to have on 
hand a sufficient stock of postage stamps, <nd to sell them 
to the public ut à cent, 1 cent, 3 cents, G cents, and 12j cents,

The Department has discontinued the supply of stamped 
envelopes.

Under the authority of the Postmaster General, postage 
stamps are sold to c. rtain dealers in the principal cities to 
retail again to the public, but no person other than a Post­
master, can sell postage stamps unless duly licensed to do 
so by the Postmaster General under a penalty of §40 for 
each offence.

Pre-payment of letters should, in all cases where practi­
cable, be nude by postage stamps.

A mutilated stamp, or a stamp cut in half, is not recognis­
ed in pre-payment of postage.

A medallion stamp cannot be accepted in pre-payment of 
postage separate hum die cnvehpe of which it may have 
formed a i art.

No British stamps, or stamps of a foreign country, can be 
received in pre-payment of postage in Canada.

In affixing the stamp to the letter, wet slightly the corner 
of the envelope and the gummed side of the stamp, and 
gently press the stamp until it is firmly fixed. Stamps 
should bo placed on the front or address side of the letter, 
and on the right hand upper corner.

Letters cannot be pre-paid partly in stamps and partly in 
money ; th * postage must be pre-paid either wholly in 
stamps or wholly in money.

If the stamps affixed to a letter addressed to any place in 
British North America bo not adequate to the proper post­
age, the 1 tier is rated with an amount equal to the defici­
ency ; the wh ilo postage being calculated at the unpaid rat , 
e. >). a single letter pre-paid 1 cent would bo rated 4 ci nts 
additional ; a double letter pre-paid 5 cents only would Le 
rated 5 cents additional.

Letters addressed t > the United States, on which stamps 
are affixed representing less than the amount of postage to 
which the letters are Uable, are rated with full unpaid pos-

Postagc stamps are received at all post offices in payment 
of postage on unpaid letters delivered therefrom.
Postage Rates on certain Miscellaneous Matter passing within 

the Province of Canada, or to and from the United 
States.

1. Packages of seeds, cuttings, bulbs, roots, and scions, 
or grafts, may be posted in Canada for delivery within the 
Province or to an address within the United States, on pre­
payment by postage stamps of a rate of 1 cent per ounce ; 
and when received from the United States to any place in 
Canada, such packages may be delivered on payment by 
the person addressed, of a like rate.

2. The limit of weight for such packages will be one 
pound. No communication, whether written or printed, 
must be enclosed in them ; and they must be so put up as to 
bo easy of examination, for the purpose of verifying the 
alleged contents. If put up in b igs bag must the be simply tied 
at the neck, sj as to admit of inspection ; and in the case of 
such package, mailed in Canada, the nature of the contents, 
eucli ns “seeds" “roots,” «Jv., ns the case may be, must be 
marked on the package by the sender, as a st atement of the 
Canu to pass at the reduced rate above mentioned.

a. Book manuscript, and printers’ proof sheets (whether 
corrected or not) maps, prints, drawings, engravings, pho- 
; igraphs, when not on glass, or in cas s containing glass, 
and slicet music (whether printed or written), may uss in 
covers open at the end or aides, and provided that nu letter

or other communication intended to serve the purpose of a 
letter, be enclosed therein, on pre-payment, when posted in 
Canada, by postage stamp of the ordinary printed mutter 
rate of 1 cent per ounce ; or upon payment of that rate on 
delivery of such matter when received in the mails from the 
United Stales.

Canada and the United Kingdom, and certain other counr

4. Patterns of merchandise and samples may be forwarded 
between Canada and the United Kingdom, and Denmark, 
France, Italy, Belgium, and the German States by the Can­
adian packet mails, at book-post rates, and subject to the 
following conditions :

A. The patterns or samples must not be of any intrinsic 
value ; and this rule excludes all articles of a saleable nature, 
and whatever may have a value of its own, apart from its 
mere use us n pattern ; nor must the quantity of any material 
or article sent ns a pattern or sample be so great that it 
could have on this ground an intrinsic value.

On this point an explanation in u subsequent Department 
Order, appears ns follows :

B. I t has hitherto formed part of the Imperial post office re­
gulations that “ samples o/ patterns must not be if intrinsic 
value" but in consequence of the difficulty that has been 
experienced in determining what is, and what is not, a pat- 
torn or sample of merchandise of intrinsic value, this prohi­
bition has been removed.

The modification is n verbal one, and will not alter nor 
enlarge in any way, the character of the transmission per* 
mit ted to pass by pattern post.

The special prohibition us to intrinsic value has, it is 
understood, been withdrawn, not because the question of 
value will not still influence a decision as to w hether an 
article offered for transmission by pattern post is a genuine 
commercial sample (<>r pattern) or not, bit because as a 
general proviso it could not well be enforced ; inasmuch ns 
every article, whether properly a pattern or sample or not, 
has necessarily more or less of an intrinsic value, and might 
be held to be amenable to a strict construction of this pro­
hibitory clause in the regulation.

C. The patterns, Ac., must be sent in covers open at the 
ends, so ns to be easy of examination. Samples, however, of 
seeds, drugs, and such like, which cannot be sent in open 
covers, may 1)3 enclosed in bags of linen or other material, 
simply tied at the neck ; or, provided that bags be transpar­
ent, they may bo entir ly closed, if they arc for delivery 
within the United Kingdom. Bags, however, entirely clos'U, 
even though they be transparent, must not be used for the 
transmission of seeds to foreign parts.

D. The rule which prohibited the transmission through 
tlio post, us patterns, of articles of cutlery, Ac., has been 
rescinded ; and scissors, knives, razors, forks, steel pens, 
nails, keys, watcli machinery, metal tubing, pieces of metal 
or ore, and such like articles, are now allowed to be for­
warded by the post us samples, provided they be packed 
and guarded in so secure a manner ns to afford complete 
protection to the contents of the mail bags, and to the per­
sons of the officers bf the post office. Such articles, who­
ever, must be so packed that they may be easily examined ; 
and it is made a rule that any packet containing such 
articles, which may be found to bo insufficiently guarded, 
shall not be forwarded through the post.

A packet of patterns or samples sent to France or Por­
tugal must not exceed 13 inches in length, 12 inches in 
width or depth ; a packet to any other place abroad must 
not exceed 24 inches in length or 12 inches in breadth or

kone of the articles named in the rule D. may be sent as 
patterns or samples to any place abroad, except Germany,
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Belgium, and the British colonies, and not to these places
when addressed “ via France."

There must be no writing or printing other than the ad­
dress of the person fur whom the packet is intended, the 
manufacturers or trade mark and number, and the price of 
the article.

Any infringement of the above regulation j will render the 
packet liable to be treated and charged as u letter.

MONEY ORDERS.
Post offices in Canada at which money orders are issued 

and paid; are distinguished in the list of Post Offices by 
being prmted in i ta lies.

Every money order office in Canada issues monev orders 
on every other money order office in Canada as well as on 
every money order office in the United Kingdom. Every mo­
ney order o'liica in the United Kingdom also issues money 
orders on every money order office in Canada.

MONEY OltDERS IN ONTARIO AND QUEBEC.

All the monev order Post Offices in Ontario, Quebec and 
New Brunswic. are authorized to draw money orders on 
each other fur any sum up to $100, and lor as many orders 
of $100 each, as the applicant may require, upon the follow­
ing terms, viz., in Ontario and Quebec :

MONEY ORDERS ON THE UNITED KINGDOM.

The money order offices throughout the Dominion also 
draw upon all the money order offices in England, Ireland 
and Scotland, and the Channel Islands, for any sum up to 
jL’10 sterling, and grant as many orders for ‘J-'IO sterling 
each, as may be needed to make up the amount to be remitted. 
The terms are us under :

MONEY ORDERS ON TUB LOWER PROVINCES.

The money order offices in Ontario, Quebec, and New 
Brunswick draw also upon all money order offices in Nova 
Scotia, New Brunswick, Prince Edward Island, and New­
foundland. Tiic orders, lik those of the United Kingdom, 
arc made payable in sterling money, and for sums up to jLTu 
sterling. The terms are :

For orders on Nova Scotia the same rates of commission 
as upon money orders drawn by Ontario or Quebec upon 
offices within those provinces.

For money orders on the other provinces the terms are :
For orders up to £5, 25 cents.

“ over £5 and up to JClO, 50 cents.
No half cents can be introduced into orders.
No money order exceeding $1U0 in amount can be granted 

on any office in Canada ; but Po itmastcrs arc at liberty to 
grant two or more orders fur $100 or for any lesser sum.— 
They cannot, however, grant two or more orders for sums 
of or under $30 on the same day to the same applicai i in 
favor of the same payee.

Tables showing the amount of Provincial currency r auired 
for money orders issued iu Canada upon the United King­
dom, in addition to the commission, and for money orders 
issued in the United Kingdom upon Canada will bo found 
subjoined.

Applicants for money orders should always use the printed 
application forms, in which they should till up the particu­
lars of the order required. These forms are supplied 
gratuitously at all money order offices.

The Christian and surnames in full, and residences, both 
of the remitter and payee, should bo furnished to the issuing 
postmaster. When a married woman is either the remitter 
or payee, her own Christian name should be given, and not 
that of her husband, thus—

“ Mrs. Mary Smith,” not “ Mrs. John Smith."
If the remitter or payee be a Peer or a Bishop, his ordinary 

title is sufficient. If a firm the usual designation of such 
firm will suffice, such as taring Bros.,” “Smith & Son,” 
“Jones & Co.”

Parties procuring money orders should examine them 
carefully to see that they are properly filled up and slumped. 
This caution will appear the more necessary when it is 
understood that any important defect in these respecta will 
throw difficulties in the way of payment.

Money orders, which, in consequence of misapprehension 
of the mime of the remitter or place of payment, have been 
erroneously made out, can be returned to the postmaster 
and a correct order given in exchange; n new commission, 
however, will be charged on the corrected order.

Parties obtaining money orders on Canadian offices, can 
procure re-payment thcrcofon presentation of the order at the 
office at which it was issued, signing the receipt at the foot. 
No order, however, can be rc-puid without the authority of 
the superintendent, unless presented for re-payment on the 
day on which it is i sued. Neither can orders on the United 
Kingdom be re-paid without his special authority.

When a remitter d. res an ord r on the United Kingdom 
to bo paid through a bank, it is left to his option to give or 
withhold the name cf the payee, or to substitute fur the 
name o!' t he payee any other designation or modification, 
such ns “the Cashier of the bank of England,” ‘-the elder 
Clerk of the Foreign Office.” Such orders must, however, 
ho crossed by the is -uiug postmaster with the name of Vue 
bank through which the order is to bo paid.

The issue of money ord rs on credit, or fur cheques not 
marked “ good’1 by the bank drawn upon, is strictly prohi­
bited.

If a payee is unable to write, lie must sign the receipt at 
the loot of the order, in the presence of the paying post­
master, by making bis mark, to be witnessed in writing; as 
for example __ His

Witncs*—John Kenny, Joseph f Allen.
Queen Hired, Toronto. Mark.

Incases of money orders i-sued in Canada, postmasters 
are at liberty to accept the written order of the payee on the 
order itself m favor of a second person, if through illnc-s or 
insuperable difficulty the payee is prevented from presenting 
the order in person.

When a Canadian money order has been lost, cither by 
the remitter or payee, the circumstance must be made known 
to the superintendent, who, under certain precautions, will 
issue a duplicate.

Duplicates of sterling orders can only be granted by the 
paying country. Thus the British post office issues dupli­
cates of orders drawn in Canada on the United Kingdom, 
and the Canadian Head Money order office grants 
duplicates of orders drawn in the United Kingdom on 
Canada.

Money orders which arc not presented until one full year 
after their date arc considered as lapsed orders, and cannot 
be paid without the special permission of the superintendent. 
In all such cases satisfactory reasons should bo given 
explanatory of the delay in the presentation of the order.

The Deputy Postmasters General of Malta and Gibraltar 
arc authorized to issue money orders on the several money 
order offices in Canada. Money order offices in Canada do 
not, however, grant money orders on Malta and Gibraltar.

POST OFFICE SAVINGS BANKS.
The Postmaster-General will receive at any of the Post 

Office Savings Banks, deposits paid to the postmasters by 
persons wishing to place their money in the Government 
Savings Banks.

2. The direct security of the Dominion is given by the 
Statute for all deposits made.

■ ; At each Post Office Savings Bank, the Savings Bank 
regulations may be read by the public, giving full informs* 
lion with respect to the mode or depositing and withdraw­
ing money, aud these rogulatious are printed on tho cover 
of tho pass-book supplied to each depositor.

4. Any person may have a deposit account, and deposits 
will bo received daily, during tho ordinary hours of post 
office business, of any number of dollars, from $1 up to $300, 
tho total amount which can be received from a depositor in 
any one year, except in cases to bo specially authorized by 
tho Postmaster-General.

5. The postmasters of the offices named will act as agents 
for tho receipt of tho money deposited for transmission to 
the Postmaster-General, and for the payment by the Post­
master-General of money withdrawn by depositors.

O. Each depositor will bo supplied with a pass-book, and 
the sums paid in, or withdrawn, will bo entered therein by 
tho postmaster receiving or paying tho same. In addition, 
n direct receipt for each amount paid in will be sent to tho 
depositor from the Postmaster-General, and the Postmaster- 
General will issue a cheque payable at any Post Office Savings 
Bank desired, for any sum withdrawn.

7. Every depositor's account will thus he kept with the 
Postmaster-General, and a depositor may pay into his or her 
account with the Post Office Savings Bank, at any of tho 
Savings Bank Post Offices which at tho time may best suit 
Ida convenience, and may exercise the same choice in draw­
ing out money, subject only to tho obligation of producing 
the pass-book, in proof of identity—whenever paying in or 
drawing out money.

8. Interest at the rate of 4 per cent, per annum will be al- 
lowed on deposits lying in tne ordinary deposit accounts, 
but when a depositor lias $100 deposited ho or she may re-

mast t-Gcui ral to transfer this sum i<. a spe­
cial account, and will then receive certificate of such special 
$100 deposit hearing interest at 5 percent, per annum.

9. Postmasters are forbidden by law to disclose the name 
of any depositor, or the amount of any sum deposited or 
withdrawn.

10. No charge will be made to depositors on paying in or 
drawing out money, nor for postage on communication with 
the Postmaster-General in relation thereto.

11. Tho Postmaster-General will be always ready to re­
ceive and attend to all applications, complaints, or other 
communications addressed to him by depositors or others, 
relative to Post Office Savings Bank matters.

12. .\ List of the Poet Office Savings Banks in Canada, 
may be seen by the public at any Post Office in Canada.

BILL STAMPS.
Bill stamps—Arc distributed for sale very generally 

throughout the Post Offices in the Province : these stamps are 
of various values from 1 cent upwards. Bill Stamps cannot 
bo used in pre-payment of postage.

Law Stamps—Are also for sale at tho principal Post 
Offices in Lower Canada.

Cenrral regulations—Postmasters and certain other officers 
of the department are exempt from serving on juries or in­
quests. This exemption applies to mail carriers, but not to 
assistants appointed and paid by postmasters.

Postmasters arc not authorized to give credit for postage, 
if they do so it is entirely at tlwir own risk.

A latter once posted becomes tho property of the person 
to whom it is addressed, and must be forwarded according 
to it - direction. On no application, however urgent, can ft 
bj delivered back to the writer, or to any other person.

A letter addressed to a firm may be delivered to any mem­
ber of the firm. If addressed to several persons, it may be 
delivered to any one of them.
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A letter delivered to the wrong person in consequence of 
his naino being the same as that of the person for whom the 
letter ia really intended, should be at once returned to the 
postmaster from whom received, the party writing on the 
cover “ opened by me through mistake," and signing his 
name thereto.

Letters posted without any direction, or addressed so im­
perfectly that they cannot bo forwarded to their intended 
destinations, and also unpaid or insufficiently paid letters 
addressed to countries to which letters cannot lie sent with­
out the postage is pre-paid, aie returned to the writers 
through the Dead Letter office.

No information can be given respecting letters which pass 
through a post office except to the person to whom they are 
addressed.

Parties desiring their letters and papers to be re-dirccted 
should send an intimation to that effect, in writing, to the 
postmaster of the office from which letters and papers are to 
03 re-directed.

Postmasters are allowed to re-direct letters to the knowm 
places of residence of the parties to whom they are address­
ed. after allowing a reasonable time to elapse without their 
being called for.

Letters and papers are not subject to any additional charge 
when re-directed from one post office iu Canada to another 
post office in Canada.

Postmasters are instructed not to receive any letter or 
packet which there is good reason to believe contains glass 
or anything likely to injure the contents of the mail bag or 
the person of any officer of the post office.

The transmission of indecent photographs or prints, and 
immoral books, papers or publications through the Pest is 
strictly prohibited, ami nfl packets containing such articles 
should bo stopped and scut to the Postmaster-General.

A postmaster is not legally bound to furnish change ; but 
may require that the exact amount of postage on any letter 
or packet bo tendered to him in current coin, or in Canada 
postage stumps.

Postmasters and their assistants, in the above matter, as 
well as in all their official intercourse with the public, arc 
expected to afford every accommodation, and to treat every 
person having business at their offices with the utmost cou^-

Letters cannot be delivered at any intermediate office en 
route, but must bo conveyed to the office to which they are 
addressed.

2.—No Book Packet addressed to Portugal, Madeira, the Azores, or Capo do Verda must exceed 1 lb. In weight; tlm weight of a 
Book Packet for Russia or Poland is limited to 8 oz.; the weight of any I'aekut of Patterns for (iermany or Belgium Is 
limited to 8 oz. ; the weight of a Book Packet for tirecce is limited to 3 lbs.—no snch Packet 1'or Greece must exceed 21W 
in length or 1 ft. in width or depth.

8.—Letters may be registered to all places, except those tlm names of which are followed by the letters n r, Indicating that no 
registration can be clluctcd.

4.—The Registration Feo on letters addressed to the United Kingdom is 8 cents each. In all other case • the registration fro Is 
10 cents, fromCunnda to tho place of destination ; except in those cases where an asterisk is prefixed, when a registration 
fee of 8 cents each letter, and a postage of 4 cents per j oz. must bo collected, to which must bo added doublo the ordinary 
rate of postage as given in this table.

6.—Upon Letters, Newspapers, and Book Packets forwarded through the United States the following additional rates must be 
collected, viz., 1 cents per half ouneo lor Letters, 2 cents each lor Newspapers, and 2 cunts per four ounces lor Book Packets.

C.—On Book Packets not exceeding one ounce in weight, addressed to the United Kingdom, the postage is 2 cents; on Book 
Packets weighing more than 1 ounce, the progressive rates of postage will be found in the table below.

Since i lien the Company 1ms, year by year, continued to 
extend its lines, not only in the Provinces of Ontario and 
Quebec, where nearly every village of any importance has 
been afforded ample telegraphic facilities,"but also through 
the Province of New Brunswick, and in tne States of Maine, 
New Hampshire, Vermont. New York and Michigan, in 
which 110 offices are owned by this Company.

The statistics up to 30th November, 1870, shew that the 
Company possesses 7,800 miles of poles, 12,147 miles of wire, ! 
040 offices, and 99G employees. Number of commercial 
messages scut over the lines during the year 1870, was 1 
1,000,000. Number of words transmitted over Atlantic 
cable 133,092. Number of words furnished to the press 
upwards of 8,000,000. To give an idea of the facilities that 
the Company has at its command it is only necessary to 
mention that during the last Parliamentary Session it was 
customary to transmit night after night, from its office at. 
Ottawa 20.000 to 50,000 words to the press, ami on the night 
of 17th February, as many as 07,251 words were transmitted.

During the year 1870, the Company erected 821 miles of 
poles, strung tip 1920 miles of wire, and opened 80 new 
stations. In 1871 they will string an additional wire of 450 
miles from Montreal to Buffalo, and have agreed to build 
lines through the remote districts of Bonaventuro and 
Gaspc, which will be of great service to the fishing interest 
in that neighbourhood, as well as to the shipping entering 
the St. Lawrence.
