PRACTICAL HINTS ON PRESERVING FRUITS AND VEGETABLES.

BELF-SEALING OR AIR TIGHT CANS,

In onr last issue we referred to the “ self sealing” cans, and stated that
we had concluded to give them a trial the present year. Recently we had
a lengthy eonversation with Mr. 8., an intelligent gentleman who had the
time, means, and inclination to give these eans a fu'l trial last year. He
states that for the sweeter varieties of cherries, for peaches, and for sweet
fruits generally, they gave the highest satisfaction ; but with eurrantz and
other strongly acid (sour) fruits they failed entirely. as the acids invariably
eat through the cans. ‘Tomatoes kept beautiful without a ease of failure,
an| this fruit preserved eame out of the cans at different periods, not onl
in an excellent ~tate of preservation, but it tasted quite as good as that fres!
picked trom the viues, This superior flavor may be owing to their being
eaten at & time when fresh fruit is not obtainable. Mr. S, says he has not
suceeeded in preserving green corn, peas, beans, or other articles of this
lass, His experience 13 different from that of some others, and thus far
hose we have conversed with appear to be about equally divided as to the

tility of the tin vessels, for either green vegetables or acid fruits —some

ving succeeded with them, while others, with apparently an equal degree
f skill and care, have signally fuiled. We repeat the caution offered last
month, to invariably close every can perfeetly with wax. The screw and
nldia rubber collar may make a can nearly air-tight, but these are not to be
fopended upon. Beeswix s quite as good as auny compound preparation
hat can be made.

OTHER METHODS OF PRESERVING,

Every body knows how to dry fruit, or at least his wife does. Green
orn is not dried as often as it should be. We have had all the present
ason a good supply of green peas, that were pickad green in Germany
¢ year, dried and brought in that condition to this eountry. We have
been unable to learn the wethod pursued there in drying them.—Can any
pf our readers inform us
A method of drying peaches, lp‘rlea. &e., not much in use, is to be eom-
nended. Let them be pared and grated or mashed to a pulp, and then
ead out on plates aud dried into thin sheets,—This is an excellent plan
“euring " tomatoes, peaches, &c. The drying can be done in an oven
opt at & low heat. Ii is better to add a little sugar and cook them some-
bat before drying. We prefor the addition of a small quantity of salt to
natoes dried thus—not enough to affect the taste, but about as much ae

2uld ordinarily be used in conking them.
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Well ripened fruit will keop well in cans, or dried, without much cooking,
but all unmatured articles should be covked. The want of care in com-
mencing the preserving process just ab the time of maturity is the source
of much loss, 1f too ripe, fermentation commences, and is likely to continue.

CULTIVATION OF POTATOES.

A light soil, abounding in rich organic matter, is found, by experience, to
produce the largest crops of pétatoes; but since the visitation of that
mysterious scourge, the * Potato Disease,” it has been fonnd advantageous to
cultivate them on light poor soil, for while the rich soil in many instances
continues to grow the largest crop, the tubers are so diseased and vnpalata-
ble, that a small sound crop is more palatable.

Peruvian guano is used to a considerable extent, and is found a cheap and
effective fertilizer. In one instance we found a field where potatoes had
been grown for years in succession manured with guano, and the crop this
last senson was the best it ever produced, averaging 150 bushels per acre.
It is romewhat remarkable that this light, sandy soil, which we should sup-
pose poor in all the mineral elements of plants, but especially in potal‘l.
should prove such a powerful fertilizer, while of all manures, it is the poor-
est in potash—containing not more than two per cent.

A good clover god, plowed under immediately before planting, is consi-
dered best preparation for potatoes, though since the introduction of guano,
potatoes are l‘recluently planted after potatoes, corn, rye, &e. Plaster,
about two bushels per acre, either sow broad-cast or seattered on the hills
just as the plants are breaking the soil, is an effective fertilizer, and is
used to a considerable extemt. Plaster on this sandy soil, has a highly
beneficial effect on elover.

Potatoes, of medium size, are usually planted whole, in hills about two
feet apart, ten bushels of seed per acre. Plant as early in the spring as the
soil will admit, and many farmers continue planting as late as the first week
in June, We saw some planted the 10th June, but the erop was light.
The Mercer, although a poor producer, is the favorite variety, now com-
manding the highest price. The Long Johns will yield one-third more per
acre, but they bring a less price, and when the market is dull, it is difficult
to sell them at all.—Cultivator.

EFFECTS OF CLOVER-HAY ON ANIMALS.

Some late writers have taken the position that clover-hay produces a
most injurious effect on domestic animals, particularly horses. and that to
this cause the great increase of diseased horses is to be attributed. We
lately heard a farmer aflirm that he believed the introduetion of elover into
general cultivation the greatest curse yet inflicted on the country, and
assigned s a reason for this singular opinion its effects on animals, when
used as fodder. Late English writers have attributed to this kind of hay
the prevalence of heaves in horses und the great incrense of other diseases
that effect the respiratory organs, This is a most important subject and
should receive a full investigation. Clover is too important a plant to be

ded, or cond d; except upon the most satisfactory evidence, Its

value as a fertilizer and a preparative for wheat, to say nothing of ite s
for pasture or hay, would demand that it should not be condemned unheard.
For ourselves, we have very little belief in the injurious properties assigne!
to clover. We have used it constantly for pasture and for hay, more thar
thirty years, and never to our knowledge, has any animal suffered from it:
certainly no horse has been taken with the Leaves when fed on it, or while
in our possession.
