Religions Intelligence.

Prospect of Establishing Chris-
tianity in Japan.

Of all the governments of the far East,
that of Japan is probably the most perfeet in
its entire control of the people—who have
scarcely any rights of their own. For in-
stance, at the present day a Japanese has
no liberty to depart the country, and no lib-
erty to believe in Cbristianity, and no lib-
erty to read the Seriptures of Divine truth,
which can alone make bim wise unto salva-
tion. When I was in Nagasaki, a woman
was in prison, awaiting the order (rom Yed-
do for her execution, because she had dared
to accompany a Frenchman to China, and
return to Japan.

Mr. Liggins will be able to maintain his
position in Japan, if be be silent on the sub-
ject of Chrisiianity, and refrain entirely
from circulating books directly on that sub-
ject, particularly the Scriptures The few
who are desirous of obtaining situations un-
der the Japanese government ‘as interpre-
ters, undoubtedly desire ardently to acquire
English—and so do a great many in the silk,
lacquer, and various other kinds of business ;
but the motive here is gain, and that excla-
sively. The government also wishes to
haye its own native Japanese interpreters
get hold of the Eaglish language; but the
object is non-intercourse, rather than unre-
stricted intercourse, with those who speak
Eoglish, or are suspected of a design to
teach Christianity. Mr. Liggins conde-
scends to give lessons in EnglisL. to the in-
terpreters, but when they come to him, a
spy comes with them, and a report is made
10 the Governor of all that is said and done.
On the day of my arrival in Nagasaki, I had
a long conversation on board the sbip with
a Chinese interpreter, who could not speak
Chinese near as well as many of the mission-
saries at Shanghai. The dialect which he
had learned was the Nankin Maadarin.
When the English interpreter came up from
the cabin he gave me an introduction (o
him, and I found bis English barely intelli-
gble. I presented bim copies of the Chi-
nese trimetrical classic, and thovsaud char-
ter clasaic, which | had translated literally
and printed at Shanghai with Chinese text.
They were quite glad, of course,sto get
them, as they knew the meaning from their
own Japanese translation of the same books.
A few days afterward I met them at Mr.
Liggins's, aud they said the Governor had
examined the books and found them umob-
jectionable. He was desirous that bis in-
terpreters might be furnished with copies;
but Mr. Liggins toid the interpreters that he
bad long sioce made application to the Gov-
ernor for certain Japanese books, which were
on cale in the stores, and as soon as the Gov-
ernor would furnish these to him he would
be happy to return the compliment by for-
pishing them with my Chinese and English
books !

As a specimen of the surveillance exer-
cised over foreigners in Japan, I would men-
tion that a day or two before I left, Mr.
Liggios attempted to purchase several books
at a public bookstors, tendering the full price
for each ; but the only ome they would per-
mit him to take away was a blank-book !
They bad undoubtedly been forbidden to
sell_any books to foveignen—ud.if 80, the
penalty would have been decapitation or gar-
roting. I bave now further to add, in this
connection, that the Governor of Nagasaki
requires to examine every book previous io
giviog a permit for its importation ; and this
they do to prevent the introduction of Chris-
tisnity—for vile books and pictures of for-
eign manufacture are publicly exposed for
sale in lb;o b.::p-meu;hop : sach p:‘tw
as would nt E corporation of any
city in the United

The first miesionaries to Japan will need

an upusual amount of patience and perse-

verance. They ought to know somethi
of Eastern tactics, or, in other words be
judges of hauman nature as we find it in this
part of the world. As God bath made this
Japanese Empire, it is beantiful ; bat is in-
babited by a licentious race, who, though,
they have gods many, and lords innumera-
ble, know not the only wise and true God
The Chinese you know ta be low in the moral
scale; but some beathen Chinese, with whom
I conversed in Japan, are perfectly sarpris-
ed at the laxity of manners and disregard of
the obligations of social order manifested by
the Japanese. This, however, is but another
evidence that “ the world by wisdom koows
not God.” The five and twenty millions
who peoplc the Japanese Islands are indas-
trious enongh to be perfectly independent of
the world besides for their. masufactured
clothing—and, indeed, they can undersell
Manchester and - Lowell in cotton fabrics,
and Nankin, Soochow, or Bombay in silk
manufactures, and France or China in por-
celain ; while, copper, gold, or silver have
long been abundantly produced, and coal is
dug oat at the foot of hills a thousand feet
bigh, and by the water’s edge in the port of
Nagasaki, and in many other situstions—
although Marco Polo was to be
stretching far beyond the bounds of trath
when, in the thirteenth century, ke reported
the people in these regions to be in the habit
of cooking their rice with * black stones.”
The land also produces an abundance of rice,
wheat and other grain, sweet potatoes, and
various kinds of vegetables—safficient to
sustain its population, which is no denser
than that of Great Britain and Ireland, and
not half co dense as in the great plain of
Kyang-s00, in which we live in China. We
need a hundred millions of pounds of rice
to give the people of Kyang-soo, in Chins, a
breakfast, and that would support the Ja-
panese Empire two whole days. The nao-
merous coves, bays, inlets, harbours and
guifs, which indent and enclose the thous-
ands of_islands of which the Japanese group
is composed, farnish an abundance, too, of
excellent fish, and while in Nagasaki I en-
joyed for the first time since I left America
a dish of fresh lobster. The common labor-
ing people are much more energetic than the
Chinese, as they have not yet been stultified
by opium :moking. The shop-k s and

Your missionaries for the present have not
hberty to preach Christianity or to distri-
bate the Bible. They must settle down and
learn the , and prepare and print
vocabalaries in Chinese, Japanese and En-
glish. They must get dictionaries made,
and translate into Japanese from the Chi-
nese the Holy Scriptures, and thus quietly
fit themeelves to become able workmen
And the Cburch of God in America must
make unceasing prayer that He would co
dispose the hearts of the rulers in Japan, of
the Emperor, especially, that he would re-
move all obstructions to the spread of Chris- |
tianity : and who knows how they may be
inclined, ere your men are resdy to enter on
the vast and important work of dissemina-
ting Christisnity in that great empire? Jt
needs as many Christian ministers and teach-
ers and presses and Bibles and books as
Great Britain, Scotland, and Ireland, yea,
es many as the whole United States of Am-
erica, ere its twenty-millions of pagane shall
be as well discipled as are the people of
those favored lands ; and no one yet thinks
that they are two well sappiied. If it be
to y there, O Lord, revive
thy work,” what is the condition of Japan,
not one of whose teeming millions yet cal s
on the name of the only wise and true God,
and his Son, Jesas, the world’s Saviour.
Should you decide on a mission to Japan,

trades peop'e are affable, polite—alaays u-
sing toward foreigners a respectable demean-
or in conversation. The upper classes are
overbearing and supercilous to their inoferi-
ors, always exacting the most homiliating
postures and lan from those below
them ; and it ig i said that in Japau a
man must never attempt to rise above the oc-
capation of his father.

The langoage of Japan is a melliflnous
polysyllabic linguage, with declensions and
conjugations, and bas not much in it that
resembles Chinese. True, there have been
some ingrafiings from that great continent,
but the Chinese bas not so mach affinity to
Japanese as French has to the Eaglish.

The alphabet with which Japanese is writ-
ten has becn borrowed from the Chinese by
taking ceriain characters from their sound
ooly, and o reducing the number of their
pencil-strokes as to form a set of alphabetic
syilable powers nearly eqaivalent to our

ba, be, bi, bo, bu,
ta, te, ti, to, tu, ete.

These alphabetic symbols are forty-eight in
number, and by combinations of them, all
words are spelled somewhat afier our me-
thod, but I think the intoduction of the Ro-
man alpbabet would be a great benefit to
the nation—for it is admirably suited to
write their language and to express its
sounds. It is common to print all the Cai-
nese classics in Japan in large Chinese char-
acters, and priot the Japanese meaning in
small Japanese characters by its sde. I
have now before me a set so printed, which
I got in Japan. Phrase books in Japanese
and Chines: are also common, snd I bave
one book, quite a curiosity in its way, print-
ed at Yeddo; it is a small vocabulary, cut
oat on wooden blocks, in Chinese, Japanese,
English, French, Datch and Russian. It
was printed by the Japanese government.
The English, etc., is cut in script and not
badly done.

The numerals of the Chinese, with a
sligbtly modified pronounciation, are in com-
mon use for business ; but the common peo-
ple use the Japanese equivalents. The bus-
iness numerals are: 1, itsh ; 2, nee; 8 san;
4, see, 5, go ; 6, rokf, 7, sitsh ; 8, batsh; 9,
kew; 10 jew ; 11, jew-itsh ; 25, nee-jew go ;
36, san-jew-rokf ; etc. The common people
use the following numerals: 1, stotes; 2,
s'ats; 3, meets; 4, yotes; 5, itsutes; 6,
moou;'i.nw;& yats; 9, ko-ko-notes ;

The st salutation in the streets—
ohio, the equivalent of good.day ;jthe com-
mon drink\cf the people is eka, tes, or meed-
s0, water, or sakes, arrack; the boys in the
streets are all moscos, and the girls are all
mosemay ; the men are all otoko, and the
women all onago ; the commonest designa-
tion applied to Mrs. Jenkine, who to the as-
tonishment of the Japanese accompanied
me everwhere, in streets, shops, houses and
temples, was epi-yo ks, very handsome ; and
indeed one Japanese went so far as to pro-
pose an amount of money to buy her of me,
while the little girls would come up the hill
after her in dozens; and some would re-
main till we had to tell them to come back
to-morrow, and then, afier giving ber a les-
son in Japanese, they would depart with a
polite bow and si-o-na-ra—good-bye.

We passed our week in Japan very pleas-
antly ; my invalid had been greatly bene-
fitted by the sea voyage, and as we saw no
way of getting back to Chioa near so eco-
somically as to retarn in the ship by which
we came, we resolved to do so, although the
commander of the United States sloop-of-
war Germantown, Captain Page, very polite-
ly ecalled on us, on board the ship, and said
be would be bappy to boat Mrs. J. about
the barbor and islands near Nagasiki, if we
decided to remain longer. We left on the
2d of July, Saturday; and on account of
light winds, it took us till Saturday, the 9th
to run over 460 miles, to Shangbai The
benefit from the voyage Was considerable ;
and if there had been:*’ omforts of such
an unrestricted intercourse and comfortable

let your missionaries come to Shanghai, from |
which we can send them to Japan for about

one hundred dollars each, perhaps less, and

also furnish them with such information re-

garding the best points to settle at as the

events of the next year may evolve. The

expenses will be no greater than in China.

We are on the eve of great changes in Chi-

oa and Japan. It may be the Divine pur-

pose to do more for this people than we im-
agised. For awhile a dark cloud rests upon

us : it may be big with blessings for ue, and

for mankind at large.—Southern Christian
Ml.

ExGLaND, Nov. 25th, 1859.

vons and reduce the numerical force of bis
ops, if we will do the same.

V 4 surely dont want to conquer Chira as
we have conquered lodia,—and yet we can
bardly do less. It is no use making treaties
with the Chinese. They will break then,
and we shall bave to go and batter down a
lot of forts at least cnce a year. Thereis
oo knowing what to do in the case. Per-
baps some new light may be thrown on the
question ere long. A rumour bas reached
us within the last few days that even “stars
and stripes” are not at a premiom in Pekin,
—and that-His Majesty, or His Brillisncy,
or whatever be may deign to call bimself,
refuses to ratify the American treaty.

According to the last advices from India,
Naoa Sahib died of fever last month, and
his peop'e dispersed (hemselves If this be
true, our Ind:an difficulties will be modified,
—but there are those who thiok that the re-
port bas been circulated only to blind the
English who bave entered Nepaul in orderto
buot down this buman butcher. The first
division of the malcontents of the British
army in India bas arrived in England.

It is announced authoritatively that Her
Msjesty has promised that the Prince of
Wales, or Prince Alfred, will visit Canada
in the spring, for the purpose of inaugurating
the megnificent railway bridge over the St
Lawrence. The Prince of Wales will hard-
ly be able, as a student at Oxford, to under-
take the journey. 1f bis brother ehould go
out in his place, the Canadians will have the
pleasure of welcoming a right royal acd inan-
ly prince, with aboat as little nonsense in his
constitution, and as much frankness and
manly grace, as ever falls to the lot of prin-
ces. It is proposed to- make the Prince of
Wales Colonel-in-Chief of all the Volunteer
Rifle forces in the Kingdom.
pointment would be very popular and appro-
priate,—for who is more fitted to' idemiify
bimself with a movement for the defence of
the Kingdoms of our Gracious Queen, than
her eldest son?

There have been great rejoicings daring
the moonth in the Palace of our Sovereign.
‘The Priocess Royal, with her busband, the
Prince of Prussia, have been on a visit to
the Queen. Our young Princess does not
forget her Eogli h home,—and she has met
with a hearty welcome. The celebration
of the birthday of the Prince of Wales at
Oxford was attended by one of those dis-
graceful exbhibitions by which the city of
Oxford has so often been disgraced, and the
character of our national civilization dispa-
raged. There was a regular * town and
gown’ row,—and it is to be feared that the
gownsmen were the aggressors. Brick bats
flew about, sticks were flourished, fists were
thrown out in bold relief, and many an aris-
tocratic face was made to bear the impress
of plebeizo knuckles. Some serious wounds
were inflicted, and the excitement raged for
several days. Such exhibitions are shame-
ful,—and ihey were a pooy inauguration for
the new ;ear of the Prin€e’s life.

The notorious Smethurst has received
from the Secrewary of State, in the name of
the Queen, a free pardon for the murder of
his wife. No sooner was he relcased from
castody than be was apprebended on a
charge of bigamy, and duly committed for
teial,  For this offcuce, which will be prov-
ed against him, hc will probably be con-
demned to a few years’ penal servitude.—
Though however he may coufidently expect
soon to be at large, be will never be restor-
ed to suciety. There is an almost universal
belief in his guilt as a murdersr,—the great
popular vbjection to his execuiion wae net
that he was supposed innocent, but that the
evidence brought agaiust him did not prove
his guilt. Some foolish friends of his have
advized him to enter an action against the
Government for fal ¢ imprisonment.  If he
should do this, he will very soon find out
his'm-rake.

A circular bas been issued by the Com-
mander-in-Chief, virtually abolishing flog-
ging in the British army. Flogging is yet
provided for in extreme cases; but the gen-
eral order is such as 10 insure to the British
soldier, unless his offence be very aggrava-
ted, freedom from the degrading penalty of
the lash. The Duke of Cambridge has uct-
ed wiscly in publishiog this order; for it
cowes far more gracefully when volunteered
than when the result of compalsion. Popu-
lar !eeling had been so much roused by re-
cent caes that the sysiem would have been
put down by general clamour, if not by gen-
tle meaos,

No:withstanding the confused and uncer-
tain sinte of the political world, the Council
of the Society c¢f Arts have determined to
hold another Great Exbibition in 1862, and
have applied for a site on which to buid.—
They have determined 1o raise a guarantee
fund of £250,000, and the first subscription
on the lst is ooe of ten thouvsand guincas.—
A great movement of this kind would do
more toward facilitating the peace question
than all the congresses and conventions un-
der the sun. !

The popular taste was eomewhat shocked
and horrificd the other day by the intelli-
gence that two hundred and ihirty-seven
tons of bomes had arrived from Scbastopol,
to be used as manure, &e. The telaiives of
the brave fellows who fell in the Crimean
war might well bz excited by intelligence
like this; and the many-togued press spoke
out unmistakably. Bat it was averred that
the bones were only those of horses, and that
an agent had been appointed to superintend
their unshipment and see that no buman re-
mains were mixed with them. And so the
popular excitement has cooled dawn,

Just think of a
Central African market, and of bayers from
America and Great Britain penetrating far
away 'o the north of the Zambezito bay
goods!

English poblie by #ttory which in the main
is one of real life, and which conveys a more
faithful picture of early Englich Methodism
than bas ever beep pmduedcby the peneil of
fiction,  The work has bad a large eale,and
the gifted authoress, cneouraged by her sue-
cess, has placed another work in the hands
of her publishers.

The disgraceful proceedings which have
won for the parish church of St. George's-
in-the East, Londcn, sn uneaviable notorie-
ty, have not yet ceaced. Every Sabbath day
the charch is beset by eager crowd:, who by
coughing, hissing, and uttering upearthly
sounds, drown the voice of the minister, and
make the Chorch hke a bear-garden. The
Puseyite rcctor, a man of inveterate pig-
beadedness, has been compelled to forego
some of the benutiful vestments in which he
vsed to garb himself,—bat he yet jersists in
bowings and genuflections which savour of
Romanism rather than of the faith of Christ.
The Church is the resort of all the rabble of
London,—wbo can mow get up a glorious
“ lark ” on a Sunday as well as on any other
day in the week. It is a strange sight to
see the aisles of the bouse of God lined
with policemen, armed with staves, and
ready summarilly to eeize the body of any
disturber of the peace.

While this cause is creating scandal of
one sort, all true lovers of the Chureh have
been astonished with a paragraph in one of
the Devonshire papers, to the eff-et that a
oumber of gentlemen bad been presenting a
testimonial to the Rev. Mr. Rus:ell, rector
of Symbridge, for his efficient scrvices as
master of the North Devon fox-bounds!
This in the second balf of the nineteeath
century! The noble Earl who presided on
the occasion seems (o bave thooght that the
only social engagements of which a clergy-
man was capable were attending balls, and
hunting. He thought the latter more con-
sistent with the character of a clergyman,
and siated that Mr. Russell's fox-hunting
propensities were never allowed to interfere
with his pastoral duties. This is in the
diocese of Henry of Exeter, who would go
almost into fits if any of his clergy should be
too Methodistical : yet he can allow the rec-
tor of m parish to assume the functions of a
master of the fox-hoands. So much for the
consistency of Motber Church !

Contrary to general expectation, Lord
Palmerston has appointed an English cler-
gyman to the vacant see of Sierra-Leone.—
It was boped that some native clergyman
would bave been elevated to the bishopric—
so many bishops having fallen victims to the
unpropitious climate ; bat trial is to be made
of another of the Anglican clergy, whose
life it is to be hoped will be spared. Miss
Burdett Coutts has endowed the See of Brit-
ish Columbia with the sum of iwenty-five
thousand pounds- A bishop, it is to be fear-
ed ratber Tractarian in his views, bas jast
left our shores, commended to Lis work by
the very questionable sanction of Samuel,
Lord Bishop of Oxford. At a meeting held
in London on the Columbian Mission, his
Oxonian Lordship, ignoring of course ali
other Christian labour, spoke in strong and
bopefal terms of the regenerating influences
ol the Church. The Bishop of London
very properly remarked opon the sentiment
of bis right reverend brother, and rewinded
bim aad his audience that the regenerating
element was the Spirit, and pot the Church.
It is very doubtful whether the:e Colonial
bishoprics are hkely to do much good. A
few faithfol men, with no pomp of circum-
stance, with no worldly title,wou!d probably
do far more good than can be done by this
kind of high ecclesiastical state,

A large and influential mceting of the
clergy and laity has been held in Lordon
ihis week, to consider the question of spe-
cial services for the working clusses. The
various points under discussion were : whe-
ther it was desirsble to open additional
buildings for public worship,—~whether the
movement should be denominstional or
Catholie,~whether  the Litany should be
used during the services,—and whether
theatres should be occapied on Sundays for
the’ worship of God. The Chairman an-
nounced that the Bishop of London fully
sympathized wi.h the movement, and would
be quite satisfied to join with the Noncon-
formists in carrying 1t out. The opinion of
the meeting was that the opening of addi-
tional places for public worship s desirable,
—that the movement should be of a united
and catholic character, under the sanction of
all christian churches,—and that the use of
the Litany, and the occupation of theatres
on the Sabbath, should be open questions for
futare discussion, It is likely, therefore,
that some scheme of services on a larger and
moce catbolic basis than that of last winter
wiil be at once devised.

The melancholy wreck of the Royal
Charter still engrosses the popular mind.
An inquiry hes been instituted by the Go-
vernment, the result of which has not yet
been made known. All that bas been learned
goes to prove that the wreck was a pure
misiortune, caused by the unprecedented
violence of the storm, and not by any care-
lessness on the part of the offi:ers, or any
unseaworthiness of the vessel. A very
bandsome provision has been made for the
wife and children of the Rev. Mr. Hodge,
a clergyman who was one of the passengers.
The divers are at work, bot in consc quence
of the boisterous siate of the weather they
have been but unsuccessful in recovering
the gold with which the veasel was enriched.
Bodies are being washed up daily, but all
of them so nutilated and decomposed as to
be beyond the possibility of recognuion.—
Ail e eaved speak in high terms of the
Captain.

A geitleman of Somerset has bequeathed
to the Wesleyan Missionary Society the
princely sum of tem thousand pounds, and
ooe thousand to “the Worn-oot Minister’s
Fuood. Sach benefactions as these are wor-
thy of note. Mr. Punshon has been the
victim of an annoying letter in one of the
Manchester papers, charging him with
piagiarizing. The writeraffirms that a par-
ticular sermon 'has been stolen from a Dr.
Greenwood, of America. Mr. Puoshon,
with characteristic prompiness, wrote imme-
diately to the editor of the paper, enclosing
the sermon in question, and requesting him
to compate it wih the produciion of Dr.
Greenwood, and then give pablicity to his
verdict. Such insinuations, arising from a
miserable jealousy, however contempiible
they may be, are yet annoying,—but Mr.
Punshon can very well affurd to entrast his
character with the Church.

The Revival still progresses in a remark-
able manner. At Sunderiand it is said that
iwo thousand have been converted to God in
a month. At Belfast, the annual races—
usaally attended by ten thousand people—
could only attract five hundred. Daily
prayer-mestings are being held in most of
the large towns aad cities ; and the promise
of a shower drops from above.

Letter from Canada.

Frcam our Corvespondent
CaxNaDa, November 20th, 1859,

Missionary Apniversaries of the entire Wesley-
an Conuexion in Canada bas arrived, acd you
can judge of their pumber when I state, (bat if
all the notices of them were at once pablished
in it, the greater part of the Provincial Wesley-
an would be occupied ; and tbere can be no
doubt, such a mass of winter platfoim labour
cannot be done except bya vigorous Ministry ;
and there ought to be, and always are, resuits
which greatly gratify. What is a Cbur. h with-
out Missions ? And what would ours be without ?
It would not bte a Christian body in the broad-
est sense, Its temets, its plans, its aspirations
are all Missionary —zomething for somebody
else,

Very recently the newly constituted General
Wesleyan Missivnary Commiitee bas met in To-
ronto,consisting of seventy ministers and laymen,
and I am not aware tbat any Church bas a larger
or more intelligent Committee. A Sub-Com-
mittee of Finance and Consuitaiion was selec-
ted by the General Committee, wnth duties very
similar to those of oar former Missionary Board.
Great barmony prevailed; several Missions
were madeCircuits,and the total of appropriations
was higher than last year: a difference very
much owirg to lay liberality, Awong the res-
olutions passed were iwo,—one gratefully and
beartily acknowledging the generous well-wishes
and acts of the Parent Society, and the otber,
thanking cordially the General Superintendent
of Missions for bis most successfal Conuexional
services during bis late visit to Eogland.

The recent editorial of the Provincial Wes-
leyan on the Bible Society of Nova Scotia bas
been read bere with pleasure ; acd it is gratily-
ing to know tbat Protesiantism in British North
America has its Bible rampart to repel the brig-
andism of infidel Rome. Can yuu tell me what
execrations are indignant enough for a policy
that makes the Bible a bad book, and burns it ?

November 8ib, the twenty-seventh Anniver.
sary of the Upper Canada Religious Tract and

De-
crease on the year, 11,131, but an increase of
131000 over 1857. Total disbursements,
£3396. This is an agency, subsidiary to the
Upper Canada Bible Society, for diffusiog evan-
gelical truth, deserving a much less limited pa-
tronage,

The Eighth Annual Meeting of the Baptist
Missionary Convention for Cansda West was
lately beld at Brantford.
