Jacob spoke to his
sous uader fall Divine inspiration, and
they wust bave felt that his vuice was to
them as the vuice of God ; but we must
all stand befure the bar of God himself.
Let. us take care to live so that we shall
not dread that summons. We cannot
read these dyiug words of Jacob witbout
perceiving how great a comfort Juseph
was to bim. A good son may be a great
sulace to a father’s old age, while a bad
one will do what Jacob said sume years
befure bis sons would, bring“down a fath-
er’s grey bairs with sorrow to the grave
Jucob had both guod and bad sons, aud
the grief waicn some of them gave him
was alleviated by tbe dutifulness of
others ; but bow much bappier it would
bave been for uvim, and for themselves,
too, if all his sons had been like Juseph.
That death-bed scene is full of adwoni-
tious forus; and Juseph’s example shines
brightly vut of it, wortby of our closest
imitation.

IL. A last charge. Jacob’s anxiety to
be buricd with bis fathers was not the
mere patural feeling—a very right and
proper one to cherinb—that he would hke
to lie in the same grave us his kindred. It
was connected with the covenant which
God had made with him and his fathers
respecting the promised land.

The best floor for an icebouse, says an
exchange, is one of boards or plangs laid
upon sleepers bedded in gravel.

Dr. Revillent, in a paper presented to
the French Academy of Medicine, asserts
that lemon juice is one of the moust effica-
cious wmedicines that can be applied to
dipbtheria, and relates that when he was
a dresser in the hospital, his own life was
saved by this timely-application. He got
a gquantity of lemons and gargled his
throat with the juice, swallowing a little
at a time, in order to act on the more
deep-seated parts. Dr. Revillent bas
noted eleven cases of complete success ob-
tained by this method of treatment.
