He is
po mere lucky business man, but one
whom you will find, ina very short
talk, to be possessed of a knowledge of
art, of poetry and of literature, which
is quite amazing when you must re.
member that it wust indubitably be
self-culture. For theré¢ have been no
leisure years for him; no period, as in
most men’s lives, when the acquisition
of knowledge was the sole business of
life. ~Ever since childhood he has
fought hard for his ‘bread and butter,
See him at the head of his luxurious
dining-table, loaded with plate and
costly fare and hothouse fruits, and
hear him—as I have heard Him—
stretching out his short-fingered, white,
lined ‘hand, say: ‘‘This hand has
weilded the ‘hammer in a smith’s
forge,’’ and you have the manin a sen-
tence ; in the astounding contrast of his
‘‘yesterday’’. and of his ‘‘today.”’

To go-back '~ the first day I met him.
My friend and I lunched with him and
his wife in the Academy, and a friend-
ly dispute arose as to who should pay.
He insistéd on paying the host, and
produced a purse. The carrying ot a
purse always seems to me to be indica-
tive of character. Men who carry them
are not necessarily mean, but they are
always -methodical, exact, calculating
in money matters, as opposed to the
etat @’ame of most of us, who pull out
a handful of change, gold, silver and
copper mixed, when there's anything
to pay. I have always remembered An-
drew Carnegie’s neat purse as indica-
tive of his nature, His every action
is methodical. His very generosities
and gifts of millions ,are, I fecel con-
vineed, the outcome of a method as
rigid and inelastic as a theurém' of Eu-
c¢lid. They are rather from the head
than the heéart. Practical, non-sympa-
thetic, he approaches the problem of
the disposal of his terrible wealth in
an entirely practical, unsentimental
spirit.  In ‘‘charity,’’ in ‘‘henevo
lence,'’ in any abstraction of unreason-
ing largeness, Andrew Carnegie believes
not,

Of his sincerity in his .democratic
views there is no question. I have

walked with him in the superb grounds

d Lord & Ia Wars Su-ex ‘geat, of
which he was a tenant a yenr or two
lgo. and talked with him on many of
the great social questions, In those
magnificent forest lands of fendal
times, the far-stretching acres of park,
a thousand acres fenced off for ome
man’s use; he might be forgiven if
his demiocracy suffered some shadow of
alteration. But be takes his wealth
and its' privileges simply, quietly,
moderately, For him there is no class

but that for which men qualify with|

brains, or with effort and self-reltance.
If there is one thing which would make
him bend--the knee; it is not rank, not
wealth, it is intellect. This, and this
only. he may be fairly said to worship.

If you are a yguest of Mr, Carnegie
you have ‘‘a goo1 time.’’ He is 1m-
mensely hospitable and makes an excel-
lept host. In this he is more than
helped by charming Mrs. Carnegie.
She is indeed charming and very much
younger than her bhushand—a good
twenty years or more—is the heart and
soul of gaiety, the dancing and games
for which the millionaire has little in-
clination, but which are the natural
amusements of the younger members of
his big house parties. He is devoted
to his wife, and 18 not above showing
it in a pretty way. For example, 1
remember th:y had one very pleasant
eustom. Mrs. Carnegie would come
down to the drawing room before din-
ner with a black silk bag. In this she
had placed little scraps of paper, upon
each of which was written the mame of
some lady of the party. These were
drawn by the men, and thus each got a
partner. Omne night the man of mil-
lions ‘‘drew’’ his wife, and I shall not
easily forget his almost boyish pleasure
as he annouced the fact standing on a
chair like an awctioneer in his rostrum
and feigning to offer his prize for bid
ding among his male guests, and then,
with a charming grace, withdrawing |
his offer, as’ his ‘‘luck was too pre-
cioms.'’

I could tell many other stories of his |
attachment to his wife, but they are,
perhaps, too intimate for publication. |
He is certainly a perfect husband, and
80 deserves the married happiness he |
has, He has all his life ‘‘scorned de-
lights und  lived laborious days.”’ A
severe moralist, he has no sympathy
with ‘‘wild oats,
domestic virtues of which a
world, he thinks, too light.

Gen'l Mgr. W.P. &Y. R Traffic Msnager.
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Commissioner Woodside Gives
Valuable Iniormation.

Present Force of Enumerators- to be
Shortly ~Augmented — List of
Questions to be Answered.

The census commissioner, Major
Henry J. Woodside, and ussistants are
hard at work taking the census of the
territory, but Major Woodside stated
today that' considerabl:. time has been
lost awaiting instructions from Ottawa
which should have been received before
this and that thé work has mnot pro
gressed as rapidly as it would haye
done had the instructions been re-

ceived, . The districts so far covered are
" tHe Pelly-McMillan, district; Stewart-
McQuesten, district, and the Fortymile
Sixtymile district.

The men for the Klondike and Indian
river districts will “be sent out some
time this week. After these districts
are covered Major Wooodside expects
to teave for 'Whitehorse, where the
headquarters for the upper river dis-
tricts will be established, Men will be
sent from there to cover the Carribou,
Tagish, Dalton and Big Salmon dis-
tricts. There are now seven men out
but this force will be increased shortly.
The hardest part of the work will be in
getting the census of the steamers
which will all have to be coveied the
same day to avoid conflicting the date.
Men will be stationed at various points
of the river where they will board the
passing steamers and not fo make any
delay will ride to the next point
Eathefing the inforimation as they go.
The followng information relative to
the census taking was obtained from
the census commissioner, Major Wood-
side:

In taking the census sowe eleven
schedules or books are employed snd
each of thesé is ruled to receive
answers to from ten to thirty-seven
questions.

There are books devoted to schools,
churches, mortality, agriculture,
estate, mining, fishiog, etc., ete, as
well as the first general schedule de-
voted to thelindividual. The questiops
are of the most searching character and
are designed to give a basis for the
ccmpilation of accurate statistic on all
matters affecting the national wealth,
product, health, education, wage-earn-
ing, etc.

Among the questions asked of the in-
dividual are the following: Age, sex,
color, single, married, widower, di-
vorced, age at last birthday, place of
birth, date of arrival in Canads, when
naturalized, present natiomalty, occu-
pation, value of real estate, value of
personal  property, racial or tribal
origin, education (Can read? Can
write?) Can speak Englsh, can speak
French, mother tongue if spoken, in-
firmities, etc.

In dealing with manufacturing estab-
lishments the value of .real estate,
_plant, working capital, number of per-
sons mrgployed, salaries, months in op-
eration, goods manufactured, val of
product and about twenty other ques-
tions are asked. In the *‘Furs and
Gold Product’’ schedule the questions
asked are for furs, kind, number, value;
and for gold, quantity in ounces and
value in dollars,

That persons may have no hesjtation
in giving ' correct answers to questions
stich as the value of real estate, and
gold product. it is provided by section
23, as follows:

““Hvery officer -or other personem-
ployed in any capacity on census work
is required to keep inviolate secrecy
of the information gathered by the
enumerators and entered on the sched-
ules or forms. Aun enumeratoris not
permitted to show his schedules to any
other person, or tu make or keep a copy
of them norto answer any questions
mrespecting their contents, directly or

rzal

= indirectly ; and the same obligation of

gecrecy is imposed upou the commis-
siopers and other offivers or employeés
of . the outside service, as well as upon
every officer, clerk or other officer,
clerk or other employee of the census
office at Ottawa, The facts and sta-
tistics of the census may not be used
except for statistical compilations, and
positive assurance should be given on
this point if a fear is entertained by
any person that they may be used for
taxation or uny other “object.”* The
penaity fr refusing to answer any ques-
‘tions or to fill out any forms supplied
by enmerators is a fine not less than
one dollsr and not more than forty
dollars.

Section twenty-two of the census act
-provides that the production of any
written of printed paper purporting to
be a form authorized for use in taking
the census, shall beé presumed to be
proper authority for the census enu-
Juerator to secure answers to the ques-
‘tiogs. The use of such torms for that
purpose by any person not: puthorized
o use it, is a'misdemeanor, - .
