It it now four hundred years since 
mankind saw the example of a great 
churchman standing up unaided and 
alone to voice the will of his masters and 
to rebuke as he did vice and selfishness 
and lust of power. That man, was 
Savonarola. Savonarola was not canon­
ised. His name does not grace the 
calendar of the saints, but, writes Thad. 
P. Powers, In the Toledo Bee, he was 
the nearest churchman to the type of 
Christ that appeared since the Cruci­
fixion, and Immeasurably the greatest 
since hie own day.

Savonarola lived In Florence when 
Florence was .the first city of the world 
and when It was ruled by a man to 
whom time serving writers have given 
the name of Lorenso the Magnificent, 
but whose proper designation ought tie 
have been the corrupt Podesta of the 
Italian Rennalseance.

The Medici were extensive merchants 
In Florence and held power by packing 
the primaries. They held Florence la 
their grasp by first selecting Its rulers
