German war office throws some light 
on the arrangements made for the pro­
motion of breeding which are worth 
notice. After pointing out that the 
stamp of horse must depend on local 
conditions breeders are reminded that 
they may, under certain conditions, 
procure brood mares at cost price from 
the cavalry depot at Kalkreuth. They 
are cautioned against the use of un­
sound sires and admonished that “the 
army, with Its demand for strong, me­
dium and light horses, will, when good 
cavalry material is bred in this coun­
try. always be a regular purchaser 
thereof. In order to sell his horse to 
the army the breeder must bear in 
mind that It must be 3 years old; other! 
wise a sale will be almost Impossible.’* 
Strong artillery horses are In most de­
mand, then troop horses for heavy cav­
alry, then medium and light horses. 
The pamphlet contains photographs of 
types of animals actually in use to 
show the breeders the. class required 
ànd careful descriptions to supplement 
them.

In the nursery. Peaches, cherries and 
grapes are more difficult to work, and 
not so much Is to be gained by this 
method as with the kinds mentioned.

Trees and plants grown In a stiff, 
heavy loam or clay produce many 
short, fine roots, while those grown on 
light soil have fewer roots, which are 
longer and larger. When buying, re­
member this and get trees grown on 
soil somewhat similar to your own.

To Stop a Runaway Horse.
Some device by means of which 

fractious or runaway horses may be 
controlled has long been needed, says 
the Tennessee Farmer. The great diffi­
culty Is that one may know of a most 
excellent check, but It Is sure to be In 
the harness room or banging on the 
hook In the barn when It Is most need­
ed. One objection to all aqcb attach­
ments Is the necessity for an extra line 
or cord by means of which the check Is 
to be operated. A simple appliance 
consists of a couple of small pads at­
tached to the aides of the bit and con­
nected over the nose of the horse by 
an appropriate and simple band. These 
pads bear directly upon the nostrils.
When not In use. they merely touch or 
rest lightly upon the nose. The extra 
rein when pulled upon steadily presses 
these pads Into the flexible skin over 
the nostrils and partly shuts off the 
animal’s breathing powers. No horse 
can run any distance without taking 
breath, and the result Is almost imme­
diate confusion and suffocation^ which 
bring the animal to a slow gait or a, 
complete stop. The greatest care must 
be taken not to pull too long on this 
line, as the horse may empty bis lungs 
and fall from exhaustion. It Is destr^ 
able that the pads be so arranged that 
the nostrils wlU notjg entirely closed, 
as. In InexperleiMSfor excited bands, 
the animal might lose his life before 
the driver could recover Sufficiently to 
release the strain on the stoppers.

A Good Outlook For Spring Pork.
There are some who consider clover 

fattened spring pork better than the 
corn made fall supply. The result Is 
that extra prices are often paid tor 
clean, sweet kfning pork which can­
not be obtained for the corn made fall 
pork. There la at present an excellent 
outlook for next spring’s hogs, and It 
will pay to carry pigs along so that 
they will be ln fine condition for spring 
fattening. So says American Cultiva­
tor and adds:

Quick and rapid growth Is neces­
sary for the success of this work, and 
both the feed and the protection of the 
animals must be considered. We can­
not feed them too liberally up to the 
point where they do not waste any of 
the food. It should be seen that the 
animals are not exposed too much to 
Inclement weather. In very cold 
months a good deal of our food is 
sometimes required simply to make 
animal heat. An xcess of this waste 
of beat to keep the bodies warm la a 
great loss ln the end. The amount of 
actual food required to keep the pigs 
growing rapidly depends to a degree 
upon the protection the animals re­
ceive. Turn them loose In the cold 
pens In all kinds of rough weather 
without good sleeping pens and warm 
bedding and they will require fully 20 
per cent more food Jufct-to keep up to 
the normal standard of animal heat.

To 
graze on short herbage and to clip the 
tender shoots of bushes is their voca­
tion. Hence the roughness of a farm is 
not desirable or even suitable for them. 
It will not do to throw a bunch of 
stalks of corn to sheep, as It may do 
for cattle or horses. The blades of 
corn even are too rough fodder for 
them. The best possible dry feeding 
of sheep Is early cut, tender doVer 
hay, with the addition of sliced roots. 
This Is the best possible dry. coarse 
feeding for the winter. Ewes may be 
kept ln the best condition on this feed 
without grain. The addition of some 
grain later, when the lambs are to be 
thought of, will be necessary, but only 
a moderate ration need be given. Sheep 
ere naturally herbivorous, and mis­
chief Is frequently done by overcrowd­
ing them with grain when their digest­
ive apparatus Is suitable only for her­
baceous fodder.—Sheep Breeder;

Price of Hemp Doubled.

“It is estimated that since the block­
ade of Philippine ports went |^to ef­
fect American farmers, who consume 
an immense amount of twine for bind­
ing grain, have paid an Increase of 
from $15,000,000 to $20,000,000 for 
that article, while shipbuilding con­
cerns have also paid many millions of 
dollars more for cordage than before, 
as a result of the scarcity of hemp.

"Sisal, which is imported from Mexi­
co, cannot be satisfactorily substituted 
for homp, It is said, particularly when 
the cordage is to be used for maritime 
purposes, one reason being that sisal 
will not stand salt water. Hemp Is’now 
14 cents a pound, as against 6 cents be­
fore the blockade went into effect,” 
says the New York Herald.
