But
whatever attitude we took on the con-
troversy no man with any conscience
could deny the spiritual value in
some of the beautiful stories-in the
book of Genesis and all should be
thankful to God for such spiritual
narratives.

Then the speaker drew a beauti-
ful word picture around the story of
Abraham’s unselfishnes and how in
spite of what, at the time, seemed a
loss, yet nobody would dispute the
wisdom of Abraham’s choice, for Lot’s
gain was immediate but Abraham’s
gain was ultimate and eternal. From
that choice could Canada in the 20th
century learn a lesson.
