Provincial Secretary and Inspercto
Here This Morning.

Fire Protection For East End

Mountain Residents.

East End Sewage System Will
Not be Ready This Year.

Accompanied by Hon. John S. Hendrie,
Inspector Postlewaite, Mayor McLaren,
Aldermen llen and Jutten, Engineer Ma-
callum and Secretary Brenman, Hon. W.
J. Hanna, Provincial Secrctary, this
morning inspected the Asylum sewer and
the site of the new west end sewage dis-
posal works, where it is intended to
spend $110.000, if the Government can
be induced to contribute one-third of the
amount. The sewerage system in this
section has always presented a problem
and when a heavy storm last summer
ripped out a big section of the sewer
that carries away the flow from the
Asylum, the City Engineer decided that
a large conecrete sewer wounld be requir
ed to stand the pressure. It is proposed
to run it in as straight a line as pos
sible to the site of the sewage disposal
piant. The estimated cost is about $45,
000, which leaves $65,000 for the disposal
plant. Inspector Postlewaite will go
over the plans this afternoon with the
engineer, and the city hopes to get the
Government’s decision in time to submit
a by-law to the people for the balance
of the money in January.

The city will shortly be called upon
tn deal with the question of giving the
east end mountain people top people
fire protection. Tt was suggested that
a2 volunteer company might be organ-
izl and one or two hose reels pur
cimsed by the city. While this might
answer very well for small fires in the
day time, there would be danger of a
blaze making big headway at night.
Chief TenEyck thinks that if an ar-
rangement could be made with the TIn-
cline Company to have their engineer
turn on the steam as soon as an alarm
was sounded, the Sanford avenue and
Victoria avenue companies could get to
the top of the mountain almost as
quickly as they could respond to a fire
fn the west end of the city.

The new waterworks by-law will be
ready for the Council to deal with at
jts next regular meeting. Chairman Mor
ric. of the sub-committee, which has the
matter in hand, anmounced to-day that
he had called a meeting for to-morrow
afternoon, when the recommendations
to be made to the Fire and Water Com-
mittee will be finallv agreed upon. They
will be to the effect that the hath and
cloget rate he reduced to £2 and $1 each,
eutting a dollar off each. or reducing
the city's revenne from this source
ahout $20.000.
