ey

Our lock-up is in & most unsan-
itory condition. This paper some
years ago drew attention to the
gaol and lock-up but withont effect,

With our modern knowledge of
diseases and their - circulation,
through microles and germs; it is
wonderful that we can get a man
to acty as a keeper of the gaol or
even lock-a prisoner in our town
cells.

We have had occasion to visit
the several piaces of imprisonment
in the county within a short space
of time and while not much sym-
pathy or consideration is usually
given to the inmates by the general
publie, the keepers, at least, “should
be protected from the deadly
dine&qpﬂat lurk in the eclothing
er per of the prisoners. Be-
sides we are not mwurderers, and
subsequent prisoners should be
protected from, diseases left by
their predecessors.

Why not secure a residence for
our gaol keeper where the fumes
and microbes of the dregs of the
earth are not continually arising
through the building to his famny?
Why not fumigate the gaol, and
lock up at least once a month?
Needless to mention the diseases
that go into tnem. Suffice it to
say that no man has kept his fam-
ily in the residence  provided, - for
any length of time and come out
heaithy; and many; healthy men,
for minor offences have been eom-
pelled to lodge in cells previously
tainted by Tubercolosis, and even
more terrible diseases, without any
precaution against their spread.

Editor's Mail

SOCIALISH.

THE Ep1ToR UNION ACVOCATE:
Dear Sir,—In Your issue of the
24th instant the editorial on
Socialism revives the long-ago-re-
futed idea that Socialism is a pure-
ly communistic theory, and not
even one of voluntary comnmunism
like that of the early Christian
church but universal and compul-
sory, so that the loufer would,
without having to work for himself,
receive & share of the property of
his industrions neighbors. Such
an idea of Socialism is very far
from being correct. Socialism, as
advocated by the Socialist Party
of Canada and all the Socialist
political parties afiiliated with the
International Socialist Congress,
which meets in Convention every
third year, does NOT favor the
taking away from any person one
cent's worth of what is rightfully
his. Socialist parties the world
over DO insist that, after due pro-
vision has been wmade for popular
education and the support of the
helpless young and aged and the
physically and “mentally incapa-
citated, each worker shall receive
the full value of his labor, that
everyone who can work must work
or starve, that is, as the Bible says,
“He that will not work neither
shall he eat.” The charge that
Socialism means a compulsory and
equal distribution of property re-
gardless of the rights acquired by
the honest, tail of industrious citi-
zens, giving the loafer an equal
shate with the worker, is as un-
true ad it isabsurd. He who cladius

the voters of the Continent of
Australia elected the Labor Puarfy’
(which is a Socialist crganization)
to power, giving it an overwhelr-
ing majority of representatives in
both houses of parliament. The
people of Australia—-not unintelli-
gent by any means—evidently
think that Socialists ave something
better than loafers. 'The workers
of Cumberland County, N. S., who
can scarcely be classed as loafers,
have aomirated two Socialists for
the legislature. And the workers

of British' Columbia and Alberta

have elected four Socialist repre-
sentatives to their legislatuves.

There is too much “dividing up”
going on at the present time. The
public lands of Canada are being
“divided up” between railway com-
panies and land speculators in-

stead of Leing kept for actual set-

tlers a'one. The gold-bearing
lands of Yukon were “divided up”
between miners and mining cowm-

panies who have fo pay a ridica-

lously small royalty, instead of be-
ing worked by the Government in
order that the whole of .the out-
put, less the cost of mining and
smelting, might have gone into
the national treasury to build the
Trans-Continental railway qr be
applied to the reduction of taxa-
ation. The coal areas of Nova
Scotia have been “divided up’
among & few companies, who upon
payment of a small sum per ton
raised, pocket a vast profit which
should go into the provincial trea-
sury. So, also, with the iron ore
of New Brunswick. It has been
“divided up” among a few
speculators, one company get-
ting a lease of the most valu-
able mines for ewhty years at
a royalty of only five cents a ton.
The profits of this mine alone will
probably be sufficient, if rightly
applied, to pay off all New Bruns-
wick's liabilities. The lumber on
New Brunswick's crown lands,
which Socialists would have cut,
driven, manufactured and sold. by
the (Jovernmvm has been “divid-
ed up” among corporations, large-
ly foreign, who cn paymient of a
certain stumpage are under no

employ, what wages they shall
pay, or what they shall do with
their product. They are, in many
instances, shipping the pulp wood
of New Brunswick to a foreign
country to’ be manufactured by
foreigners, the profit going te build
up a foreign states and so on.

Under the present system, taxes
are pretty évenly “divided up”
among the small farmers, the
laborers and the cwners of one
house and a small business each
in towns, while persons and firms
higher up are largely exempt; but,
on the other hand, care is taken tc
insure the “dividing up” of ail the
offices of honor, power and emolu-
ment among the men of property.

Most of the land of the British
Isles was “divided up,” centuries
ago, by Norman war-lords, to
whose descendants and successors
the people have ever since had to
pay rent.
