FARM AND FIRESIDE.

Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer
and His Household.’ Bt

s B R 1
{ . The time of year is upon us that the
hog houses must be made comfortable if
this important work has not been already
attended to. It is not necessary that
these be expensive, a frame shed or pro-
tecting sides of rails, with a good covering
of straw or fodder will answer in the ab-
sence of something better, but entire com-
fort and protection against storms and
cold weather must be assured.

Exposure and discomfort mean more
feed, and less thrift, and consequently a
ghortening of the profits, and in order to
make the business a paying one, prompt
attention must be given. A practical and
successful hog raiser makes these timely
suggestions on these points in an ex-
change : :

The main essentials are warmth and
cleanliness. A good hog hotiBe can be
cheaply built and at the same time be
made comfortable by building a frame
work the size required and covering it
with straw several feet deep. The shed
should be partitioned off into pens about
8x8 feet and not over four or five large
hogs or six to eight smaller ones allowed
in each pen, as hogs will bunch together
and in cold weather overheat and after-
wards catch cold if allowed to crowd and
overlay each other. Under no circum-
stances allow young pigs to buncy with
larger ones in cold weather, as the large
ones will surely overlay the younger ones.
The small ones will get under the large
ones where it is warm, the large ones
keep crowding, paying no attention to the
squeals of the small ones under them,and
the consequence is in the morning you
find a pig o two less. Neither allow pig-
gy sows to sleep with your herd when
near pigging as they are almost sure to
lose their pigs. All sows in that condi-
tion should have a quiet pen to them-
selves.

STREAKS IN BUTTER.

Several causes for streaky butter are
found in improper management. If the
butter comes soft, and is collected into a
mass, as it is very liable to be (and not in
granular form) if the cream be churned
at too high temperature, the buttermilk
becomes incorporated through the lump,
and ™ is impossible to remove it by wash-
ing; this will inevitably produce streaks
that no after working will remedy, says
Stuart's Agriculturist. Gaseous and al-
buminous substances in butter can only
be got rid of by thorough and judicious
washing. The time to do this is when
the granules are about the size of grains
of wheat or less. When the condition
arrives the buttermilk must be drained
off and washing of the butter should be
continued until the water comes off
clear and uncoloted by the buttermilk.
Twice is generally sufficient.

Again, streaky butter frequently results
from an irregular distribution of the salt
and too hurried packing after the salt is
added. Butter should lie ten or twelve
hours after a slight working to distribute
the salt throughout the mass, then it
should be re-worked to expel the water
produced by the dissolving salt, and with
this will disappear the cause of the streaks
through butter. The process of working,
if by ladle,should be by pressure,to squeeze
out the water, and not by a sliding action
of the paddle, as this breaks the “ grain”
and damages the quality. To make good
butter, the cream should be carefully
ripened and not made too sour. A slight
accidity is the best. The churning must
be done at the right temperature, and
stopped as soon as the butter forms into
globules. Temperature must be regulated
according to the seasons; in winter 62 to
65 deg. is about right, while in summer
fifty-eight to sixty-two is better. -

WINTER DAIRYING,

Since we ought to prolong the produc-
ing season of our cows, a few things come
up to us for consideration and settlement.
The people around here went into cheese-
making quite extensively on the strength
of their excellent pastures, because Ox-
ford excels as a pasture district. But
pasturing will never last in Canada for
over five and a half months. To meet
the demand when pastures fail, farmers
have been striving to grow corn; but in
this respect they have been almost as
backward in Oxford as the farmers in
Quebec and those less favored regions.
He strongly advised farmers to grow corn
in order that they might get cheap food
for their cattle. For fall and winter. The
soil here is admirably adapted for grow-
ing big crops of corn.

Another question is that of snitable
conditions for manufacturing the product.
In Canada we have excellent weather for
making fine cheese. Our climate is fav-
orable for cheese making during warm
weather. The conditions are hardly fav
orable for making fine cheese during
November and the winter months. The
weather is too cold, and unless the milk
is kept in a very warm place at home and
the curing room be kept very warm,there
is a risk of getting foul flavors in the
cheese. Our climatic conditions point to
making cheese in summer and butter in
winter.

ALL AROUND THE FARM.

The leaves of the pig pen help to fatten
hogs by keeping them warm and dry,
thus preventing loss of food by saving the
warmth of the body.

The trouble with those who fail in feed-
ing bran is — they feed too little meal with
it. When they feed a well-balanced ration,
of which bran is a part, they will find the
milk all right.

Sliced pumpkin is a food highly relished
by steck, and requires no cooking. Tur-
nips give the best results when cooked
and fed in connection with greund grain.
Nothing is equal to roots for inducing a
good flow of milk from cows, and at least
one mess g day should be allowed.

Keep as many animals as possible, but
do not keep more than can be comfortably
sheltered. A sheep should have twenty
square feet of room, as crowding is injur-
ious. Too many animals will occasion a
loss, but the capacity of the farm and
buildings for the support of stock should
be fully utilized.

Small sweet potatoes are superior to corn
for fattening pigs, as they contain a large
proportion of starch and sugar. The pro-
per way to feed them is to first boil them,
adding a peck of bran to each bushel of
potatoes. The refuse roots and all unsale-
able portions are equal to the best for fat-

tening purposes.

HELPFUL HINTS.

Cure a tickling in the throat with a
pinch of dry pulverized borax, placed on
the tongue and slowly dissolved.

Sift a tablespoonful of pulverized sugar
over the top of two crust pies, baking and
see how delicious it makes them.

A iablespoonful of ox-gall to a gallon of
water will get the colors of almost any
goods soaked in it before washing.

To remove coffee staing, put thick
glycerine on the wrong side of the article
and wash out in lukewarm water.

A little sugar added to beets, corn,
squash, peas, etc., during or after cooking
wilkimprove them, particularly if poor.
‘When meat is broiling it will cook more
quickly if a frying pan is turned over it.
Frying may be hastened in the same way.
The proper way to put salt fish to soak
i# with the flesh side upward. In this
way the salt settles at the bottom of the
pan.

1n teeth cutting water softens the gums
and frequently stops the fretting and rest-
lessness universal in children at this
period.

A new and delicious dainty is prepared
by taking the stone either from dates or
prunes and substituting a bit of the kernel
of an English walnut.

Yellow stains left by sewing machine
oil on white may be removed by rubbing
the spot with a cloth wet with ammonia
before washing with soap.

In making custard, pumpkin or lemon
pies, it is better to partly bake the crust
before adding the mixture, so that it may
not be absorbed by the paste.

Buy bar soap by the quantity if you
wish to be truly economical. Stand the
bars on edge, one above another, with as
much open space as possible between
them. They will then dry out and last
almost twice as long.

To remove the dark colored substance
which collects on neglected teeth and
which cannot be removed with a brush,
dip a soft pine stick into powdered pumice
stone and scour the teeth. After this
treatment the daily use of the tooth brush
and tepid water will be sufficient to keep
them white.

To restore the pile of velvet, stretch the
fabric out tightly and remove all dust
from the surface with a clean brush ; after-
ward clean 1t well with a piece of black
flannel slightly moistened with Florence
oil. Then lay a wet cloth over a hot iron
and place it under the velvet, allowing the
steam to pass through it, at the same time
brushing the pile of the velvet till restored
as required. Should any fluff remain on
the surface of the velvet, remove it by
brushing it with a handful of old black
crape.

'« ROUND AND ABOUT.

Lower Queensbury, Bear Island, Scotch
- Lake.

Leaving the C.P.R. at Keswick station,
the traveler for this section of York
county must journey by teams as there is
neither railway nor steamboat communi-
cation. The road as a general thing,
follows the high land and in many cases
leaves the river and goes well back in the
country, thus necessitating what may be
termed a hill and dale ride. The land is
of three qualities— the low bottom lands
or intervales, which are swept by the
freshet every spring and thus annually
enriched by the sediment carried by the
waters ; the high intervale, asit is known,
being second quality. This land has at
some time been practically submerged and
is rich and being clear of stonesis readily
worked. Then there is the high land, or
hills which in this parish are generally
rocky but fertile, yielding good grain crops
but extremely hard to get in shape. The
stone is a slatey freestone, tinged with
traces of iron and on many hillsides crops
out in ledges that baffle all the skill and
patience of the farmer. One thing that
is specially noticeable, is the abundant
apple trees. They are seen everywhere,
by the roadsides, on the pasture fields, in
the church and school house plots, and
stranger still, many of them carry their
autumn crop of apples, frozen solid, yet
hanging to the branches. No use is made
of them and the children having plenty
of the fruit at home, pay no atteation to
it. Many barrels of this wild or ungrafted
fruit find its way to Mr. Albright’s cider
press where it is ground out into cider or
apple juice. The press used is of wood.
There are two upright cogged wheels
which revolve in opposite directions, the
motion being given by a horse attached to
a beam overhead which he moves in a
circle by walking round the press. As
the apples are squeezed between these cog
wheels, they fall into a large trough placed
beneath. This mass of broken apples and
juice is then shoveled into a frame wrap-
ped with straw. As soon as this frame is
full another, also wrapped with straw, is
placed upon it, ané soon frame after
frame is filled till all that are required are
in place. Then the large screws are put
on to itand the juice is forced through the
straws which thusact asa filter or strainer.
The waste is then thrown away apd the
juice hauled home by the farmers to treat
a friend or to vary the dull monotony of
a winter’s evening.

McKeen’s Corner, one of the centres
here, is so called from the junction of high-
ways. There are geveral fine buildings
and some good farms. Dr. Coburn hasa
comfortable residence at this place and
has a large and growing practice. Capt.
Shanks’ farm presents the appearance of
being carefully looked after. The captain
from plowing the sea has retired to the
land. All his life he has be¢h on the
ocean and has visited many ports and can
tell many tales of his experiences on. the
deep.

Alanson McNally, well and favorably
known as Lance, has a comfortable and
fine home. He runs a ferry during the
season. When your correspondent visited
him he had just finished hanging upseven
large hogs weighing all the way from two
to five hundred.

William Sloat is large and hearty and
extends a hand of true welcome to visitors.
He has a good farm and is in comfortable
circumstances.

Among the fine farms may be mentioned
those of George L. Slipp and Byron
McNally. The former has a high and the
latter a low land farm. Despite the.dif-
ference in elevation, the produce from the
one about equals that of the other. A
ton of pork each is a low estimate for the
quantity they turn off each fall.

Farther up the river Lemuel and Lud-
low Cliff have very good places with com-
fortable homes. Jordan’s farm and
shingle mill also claim our attention. The
mill has but one machine yet is very
beneficial to the neighborhood; the farm
isa good one. :

Now we come in sight of the home of
J. H. Mirch, manager of the Fredericton
soap company. All have revelled in the
delights of Murch’s maple honey and
sugar; but all may not know that this
making of maple sweets is a great indus-
try in this quarter. On the farms of G.
W. Dykeman, J. 8. Cliff, Wm. Sloat,
Winant Cliff, C. Hallet, H. O. Huestis, W.
Hagerman, Lemuel Cliff,Samuel Ingraham
and others may be seen large groves of
maple trees Nearly all use the evaporator
and tin pails, while a few yet plod along
in the old pot system.

One of the grocery- stores that prove
quite a convenience to the people is that
kept by Manzer Hagerman. It is a neat,
well filled shop and all are treated ina
courteous and obliging manner. Mr.
Hagerman receives and deserves a full
share of patronage.

A very necessary man to the farmers is
James Sinnott. He does a wagon repair
and general jobbing business and is very
expert with all sorts of tools. Near his
shop is the remains of a large mill,known
as the coffin mill, built during the early
pine days, but now entirely gone to decay,
only the foundation stones remaining to
mark its site.

One of the best farms of  the Upper
Queenshury district is that of David C.
Parents. When your correspondent visited
it the threshers were at work and from
the appearance of things there would be
upwards of 800 bushels of grain turned
out. The post office for this district is

kept here and very efficiently looked
after. A very fine barn has been erected
this summer, one of the best on the east-
ern side of the river.

Scotch Lake.

This settlement is reached from Queens-
bury after a drive of three miles, it takes
it name from a small lake, about a mile
long by a quarter wide, that nestles in the
midst of the settlement. There is good
shooting here both by water fowl and
partridge, but the only fish are pickerel.
The school is efficiently taught by Miss
Ella Budge of Fredericton. One of the
longest settled farms is that of William
Moore. He has resided here sixty years
and can yet do quite a day’s work. His
son William is a taxidermist of no mean
ability. He has some birds and animals
heads that are equal 4o the best shown
anywhere. -

ames Jackson keeps the post office of
the village, has a good farm and is very
kind to his visitors. Moses Fleming and
Sandy Frasér have good farms in this lo-
cality, and John Rossborough hasa Food
farm and very comfortable and well fin-
ished buildings. Here was chaifed a
pet bear that had been brought from the
the city, thus reversing the usual order of
things.

From everyone is heard the desire for
more and better communication with the
outside world. A railway is wanted
Some are strong in the hope that the
Prince William road wily yet be built,
others have given this up, but still long
for some way of getting to market without
a two days journey. There are several
deserted homes to be seen, and the
absence of young men is noted. It may
be said that these have gone to the woods,
and this is true, but it is the woods across
the line,

THEY ACT AS PILOTS.

Little Fish that Guide the big Fellows
to Food.
—_—

It is a popular belief among many sea-
farers that the shark depends to a greater
or less extent upon the pilot fish for in-
formation, and is guided by this little at-
tendant to the various tidbits that come
in its way. How much truth there is in
this would be difficult to determine, but,
says the New York Herald, it is barely
possible that the curiosity of the shark
may be attracted to food by the action of
the pilot fish.

Once when sitting in my boat fishing I
noticed the scythe-like fin of a large shark
moving about in the vicinity. It had evi-
dently scented a bunch of fish which I
had hung over the stern; and came up
the tide or current in rapidly decreasing
circles,

It passed so near that I could have
touched the big dorsal fin, and I had an
excellent opportunity to note the action
of the attendants. There were half a
dozen in all, two or three being pilot fish,
and the rest the curious sucking fish, or
remoras. As the shark swept around, the
pilots —little striped fellows, three or
four inches long — kept at its head, mak-
ing short excursions from it at every ob-
ject that appeared like food.

Once when drifting along in the warm
waters of the Gulf of Mexico I came upon
g number of large jellyfish. Now and
then they came lazily to the surface, ex-
posing their rounded, glass-like domes.
Tipping one over to obtain a glance at the
interior and its maze of tentacles, ;I
noticed a number of little fishes darting
about, as if terribly alarmed that their
umbrella had been upset.

They darted here and there, one or two
taking refuge beneath the boat, but when
the jellyfish righted itself back they swam,
and I could see them among the tentacles,
evidently perfectly at home in a maze of
what are deadly weapons to a large num-

ber of fish.

One of the most attractive pilots or con-
gorts is found up under the physalia, or
Portuguese man-of-war. The latter is a
floating community of zooids, left upon
the water by a bubble, richly tinted with
pink and purple, from the upper surface
of which rises a sail that can be frrled or
drawn in or thrown to the breeze, as the
case may be.

From the lower portion extend long
streamers or tentacles of an intense purple
and a virulent poison —so powerful that
the slightest touch is fatal to fish of
large size. Up among these poison darts
live a number of fish of the exact hue of
the tentacles—a remarkable case of pro-
tective resemblance.

If appearances are to be considered,then
certainly the sea anemones must be in-
cluded among the pilots, as there is one
kind, if not several, that in some incom-
prehensible way takes up its position on
tiptop of a crab’s back and there lives,
moving about with its host, and we can
imagine keeping its myriad eyes open for
the main chance, but that it tells what
it sees to the crab that is thus forced to
bear it we may readily doubt. Why the
anemone takes this position, and why the
crab permits it, open up a wild field for
speculation.

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UNIVERSITY EXTENSION.

The educational movement known as
university extension, has made wonder-
fal strides in the two years since it first
bezan to attract attention. We have felt
the spell in New Brunswick and both St.
John and Moncton are being reached from
Fredericton and Sackville respectively.
University extension has been well de-
fined as a university education for the
whole nation by an itinerant ®ystem con-
nected with established institutions. It
had its origin in the efforts of a few
studious and learned men te try the ex-
periment in a section of London and has
now spread through England and the
United States so widely as to have earned
the description of a missionary movement
for scientific culture. It appears that a
good deal of interest is being manifested
‘in St. John in the course now being or-
ganized in that city by Prof. Duff and
others, something over one hundred
persons being enrolled. We should be
sorry to be thought unfriendly to any
movement likely to be of educational
value, but we question, for several reasons,
whether on the whole the results in this
province are likely to be beneficial. We
have first to bear in mind that the popu-
lation from which we may draw in sup-
port of the work is scanty, and therefore
the conditions in that respect are unlike
those obtaining where the movement has
b2come a permanent success. Again, we
have no body of scholarly men having the
leisure to devote to the work, such as may
be found in connection with the great
universities which have the movement in
charge; and moreover we doubt, and this
is the most serious consideration whether
the university as the central institution,
will not be weakened by these demands
upon the time, thought and energies
of its professors. We do not very well
perceive how it can be otherwise, see-
ing that it hasbeen always represented
to the public that the staff of professors
is not adequate for necessary university
work, and that not solely in respect to the
range of subjects the professors are com-
petent to teach, but also to the number of
lecture hours the professors are capable of
teaching. A trip to St. John of each of
the several professors, once or twice a
week, and the preparation involved, looks
very much like a serious interference with
the work of the home classes. We hope
thie may not be the case, but we greatly
fear it.

Wedoubt if the movement in this prov
ince has been entered upon with due deli-
beration. The subject could not have been
very much considered by the scnate, as we
believe it was ouly brought up at the last
meeting and decided off hand. The new
president of the senate, we understand,
was in Washington at the time and was
not, therefore, able to be present at the
meeting. We do not know what his
views are on the subject, but it would
have been well that the opinion of so
experienced an educationist as Dr. Inch,
had been taken before action. There isa
tendency to adopt novel schemes strong in
the young; and no doubt the younger
professors have taken this movement up
with great ardour; but older headsshould
insist upon deliberate action. The fact
that the conditions and circamstances
existing in this province are so dissimilar
from those which obtain in the large
cities of England and the United States,
should give us pause. The fear enter-
tained by some that if university exten-
sion is a success, and people find that uni-
versity advantages may be brought like
spring lamb around to their very doors,
that the university halls will be deserted
in the future, we do not think is well
grounded. But our reason for not think-
ing go is, that we do not look forward to
any permanent success from university
ertension, if we did we should regard
the future prosperity of the univer-
gity as by no means encouraging. Perhaps
for some reason or other they are not as
bright as we should like them to be; but
with the itinerant system in full and
successful operation, the outlook would be
indeed gloomy.

THE REFERENDUM.

SESEREE RS A L : : :
e ohserve that quite a newspaper dis-

cussion is going on upon the subject of the
referendum to which we made allusion a
few months ago in these columns. The
system of the referendum may be defined
as the submission of laws to the voting
citizens of a state for their ratifica-
tion. In Switzerland it is necessary
under the federal constitution that all
laws of general importance be confirmed
by the popular vote before they become
operative. To alimited extent the people
of the various states of the union are
directly consulted before laws are finally
passed, and on all questions involving
constitutional changes the electorate must
approve and sanction the change. This
subject of the advantages of the reterendum
is not without interest to us in Canada.
To our mind it is becoming increasingly
evident that our present governmental
and parliamentary system does not give
us the best results. We are accustomed
to hearing the most unstinted praise
lavished upon our English method of
government by party through an executive
responsible to the people’s representatives
in parliament, as the highest embodiment
of human wisdom applied to civilized
government, but the most enlightened
opinion in England is running quite
strongly in favor of the referendum, and
as in England, opinion matures quickly,
we need not be surprised at its early
adoption. It is pointed out that import-
ant necessary reforms are oftener de-
layed than promoted, through what Lord
Salisbury calls “ the play of our election-
cering system.” It is not possible, asa
rule, to adopt general or material changes
in the laws except through the influence
and ultimate action of a party in the state.
No party will individually take the lead
in any important movement lest it may
antagonize its friends or alienate support-
ing interests, until independent action has
forced its acceptance as a part of “ the auth-
orized program.” The government party
for the time being will only take up a re-
form when it is considered safe and likely
to be popular, and the opposition will not
unless either convinced that it will become
a taking card, or will cause more embar-
rassment to their opponents than injury to
themselves to do go. It follows in all British
experience that almost every measure of
consequence involves the fate of the gov-
ernment of ' the day, and in the question
of the life or death of all governments
there are bound up personal, party and
other influences so potent that the elec-
tors are really not free to pronounce a
sownd judgment upon the wisdom of
adopting or rejecting a measure upon
which the fate of his party depends.

or with what has been described as “that
marvellous device of the old whigs”
cabinet responsibility. All that is useful
in these functions could still be utilized
unimpaired, and the people would be
left free to deal with large questions of
legislation upon their merits. It may be
said that the influence of personal and
party attachments have often carried
beneficial measures which otherwise
would have stood no chance of adoption,
and this may be quite true, but it would
be more in harmony with the recog-
nized axiom “that the will of the people
is the supreme law” of the state, that
the will of the people should govern,
rather than of the government. Ifany legis-
lation proposed will not commend itself to
popular favor on its merits, and can only
be carried by the operation of extraneous
forces, it would on principle be better
that it should not carry at all. We are
getting away from democratic principles
in practice as fast as possible, while pro-
fessing to adhere to them in theory. We,
in Canada, need no proof that our elec-
tions for the dominion pariiament afford
but little test of the state of public opinion
upon important questions of state policy.
The influence of the government, through
party organizations, its immense staff of
employees, its railroad influence, its
lavish expenditure upon public works
in many quarters, not to speak of cor-
rupting influences at the polls, make it
impossible to ascertain what the will of
the people really is. And it does not
help the matter to say, even if true, that
the improper influences used by one
often neutralize those of the other. We
are not, in this discussion, seeking to
make any point for or against either of
the political parties, and therefore will,
for the purpose of the argument, admit it
to be the case that neither party ever
succeeds in getting any advantage over
the other through corrupting influences.
Then what is to be said of those influences
which are not deemed improper, and
which preponderate with the party in
power? These are so potent, that added
to the other difficulties of obtaining the
actual opinion of the voting citizen, it
makes the undertaking impracticable.
For instance, let it be assumed that
the majority of the electors of
the dominion favor the government
policy of high taxation and protection —
which we think they do not—and utterly
disapprove its policy in respect of the
franchise — which we think they do. As
the question of protection is regarded as
the more important issue of the two,
those who favor that policy in preference
to the liberal programme, will sapport the
government on account of protection,
and are considered as expressing ap-
proval of the franchise act which they
utterly detest. If we had the referendum
in operation, and a vote were taken upon
the franchise act, it would not be sustained
by a corporal’s guard outside the rabid
members of the party. So it would be
with much of the legislation which party
exigencies have called for, and party
allegiance has sustained.

THE FAMINE IN RUSSIA.

At first the reports of the probability
of a serious failure of the food supply in a
large part of European Russia were not
credited. Many thought the accounts
purposely exaggerated as the state-
ments filtered largely through Jewish
journalists on the continent who are
known to be unfriendly to the Russian
government. Now, however, we are told
the evidence has become too strong for
incredulity. It seems that the authori-
ties are powerless to grapple in any ef-
fective way with the prevailing distress.
As a consequence of the total failure of
the harvest along the valley of the Volga,
the population of that whole district, one
of the most populous-in the country, is
threatened with extinction. There are
said to be no facilities whatever for trans-
porting food into that section, no railways
and as people have not been in the habit
of making importations of any kind there
are no means of transport. The draught
horses and oxen are already being killed
in thousands to prevent their dying of
starvation, and their condition before
the poor peasant owner would consent to
that must have been pitiful.- Fever
naturally follows in the train of hunger;
and it is estimated that millions of peo-
ple must certainly perish. It has been
also estimated that it would take three
hundred millions of dollars to purchase
the food required to stave off star-
vation, and that the cost of food
would be nothing to the cost of trans-
port, even if the animals were avail-
able, as for the reasons stated above, they
are not. It will be thus seen how ut-
terly hopeless is the condition of these
poor creatures. At this very moment
there are thousands starving to death,
and it is said, by well informed persons,
that in all probability as many will
perish as died in a few months in Orino
some years ago, when eleven millions of
human beings succumbed to fever and
starvation.

MONEY OR LIFE.

Russel’s Sage’'s Office 'Blown up Begause
he Refused Money to a Stranger.

New York, Dec. 4— About noon to-
day a man called at the office of Russell
Sage on the second floor of 71 Broadway,
and demanded a private interview with
Mr. Sage. This was refused, as Mr. Sage
was too busy at the time. The man per-
gisted in his demand and was finally or-
dered to leave the office. Upon this the
man dropped a leather bag he carried,
and an explosion, which shook the en-
tire block, followed. Mr. Sage and W. R.
Laidlow, his clerk, were thrown against
the wall. All were severely injured.
The inside of the building was badly
wrecked, and it is said two other persons
were killed. Mr. Sage said the stranger
gave his name as H. D. Wilson, and de-
manded $1,200,000. He next heard the
explosion.

Mr. Sage was badly cut about the face
and head. One man was blown out of
the window.

The explosion is believed to have been
caused by dynamite. )

Four unidentified bodies have been
found. One is believed to be that of the
man who threw the bomb. A young
woman typewriter was instantly killed.
Both legs were blown off and her body
was terribly mangled.

The
condemnatory documents issued by
officials of the government regarding the
outbreak is now looked upon as designed
to deceive ministers of foreign countries.

The meeting of the foreign mission board
of the Baptist convention of the Maritime
provinces was held Wednesday afternoon
at St. Jonn.

St. Paul's Church.

At a meeting of the Presbytery held at
St. Andrew’s church, St. John, Tuesday,
the call of St. Paul's congregation to the
Rev. Mr. McDonald, of Hampton, was con-
sidered.

Annaka Jans Boguardus.

Interest is gaining apace in the Boguardus
property. Communications are passing
and repassing between the heirs and parties
in New York, and it appears before long
united action will be taken in the matter.

Three spans of the old bridge here on the
Moncton side were blown down by the
heavy gale last night. The crew of workmen
who have been here for some time have
four spans all ready for putting in place and
traffic will be interrupted for but a short
time, - .
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Our Electric Light System.

On Wednesday evening the Frederieton
electric light company made a successful
trial of the incandescent system of electric
lighting which they are now introducing.
A visit to their station on Carleton street
found W. H. McGinn in charge of the very
fine plant located there. At the western
side of the room is placed a Jerome Wheel-
ock engine, 75 horse power which furnishes
the power necessary for the two Ball dyna-
mos placed alongside. These have a power
of 70lights. Near these are two Waterhouse
arc dynamos, capacity 70 lights, the only
Waterhouse plant in the dominion. They
are fine looking machines. Then comes in
order two Edison dynamos, with a capacity
ef 1,000 incandescent lights. Almost in the
centre of the room is an Armington &
Sims engine. Itis a beauty, compact and
finely finished. It runsat the rate of 300 per
minute. It is of 50 horse power capacity.
The steam is supplied from two large steel
tubular boilers, each of 90 horse power, one
made by Fleming & sons, St. John, the
other a Waterhouse.

A peculiar feature of the businhess of
lighting is the regulating or cutting off of
the current or that of transmitting it.
Against the wall is a large board strung
with’ wires and handles called feeders. There
are three wires to each feeder and five
feeders. Twenty-four wires for the incan-
descent system enter the building. One
novel arrangement is that for detecting
when a wite has totiched the ground. Four
lights are used, should a wire ground two
will light tp while the others will remain
unlighted.

Everything in use is of the best material
and great care is taken in keeping it in re-
pair. The city is to be congratulated on
having so fine a system in its midst, and
should encourage the enterprise in all pos-
sible ways.

THE CITY FATHERS.

Special Asphalt Assessment under Fire
—An old time Meeting.

The city council met in general session on
Tuesday evening, his worship, mayor Allen,
in the chair. There were present aldermen
Vandine, Walker, Gilman, Moore, Estey,
Ritchie, Farrell, Beckwith and McPherson.
After reading of minutes, bills for public
works were read and referred to the proper
committees,

Ald. Farrell moved a month’s pay to
sergt. Vandine, and policemen Phillips and
Wright less lost time.

Ald. Ritchie moved a month’s pay to
engineer of water works.

Report from committee on school ac-
counts for the year was to the effect that all
accounts and vouchers were correct.

Ald. Vandine moved that the city treas-
urer be recouped for money advanced for
insurance. Carried.

Road committee reported as to snow
ploughing for the winter.

Ald. Farrell asked for information re-
specting tenders for this work. He said
that some suggested hiring teams by the
day instead of giving a lump sum. Ald.
Macpherson thought this was getting down
too fine. Ald. Ritchie supported ald. Mac-
pherson. Report adopted.

Water committee reported to the effect
that the year has beeh # stuiccessful one,
there being but few breakages; an auxiliary
engine and pump at the pumping station
will be asked for. Report received.

Fire committee reported and suggested
that the curling club and Brown & Palmer
be asked to pay for hose purchased some
time since.

The account of asphalting on private pro-
perty in connection with the street was
then considered.

Ald. Estey moved that, as this affected
the interests of citizens and property own-
ers, that the clty do not exact from the
property holders the half or any of the cost
as they have to pay into the general tax as
well as others, and that it was an injustice,
The city was able to do the work without
aid from the property holders.

As the bye law says that the property
holders pay one half; it was therefore de-
cided that the best plan would be to repeal
the law. It appeared that there was no
possible way by which the assessment for
this purpose could be done away with this
year.

Ald. Macpherson thought that by a section
of the law, the council would be empowered
to relieve the property holders for this year,

Ald. Farrell asked if there was any way
by which the property holders could be re-
lieved this year.

Ald. Macpherson said that if the council
could mgke a law of the kind in question,
they should have power to repeal the same.

The opinion of the city clerk was against
the power of the council to give relief this
year.

Ald. Farrell cited a case that happened in
St. John similar to the present asphalt
assessment, and thought that something
similar could be done as the people wished
it. He made one of his old time speeches
on the question and said that he believed
that there was some way to get round this
bye law.

It was finally decided that the bye law

could be repealed and the amounts could be
remitted to the property holders for this
year. :
Ald. Gilman said that when the assess-
ment was made it was thoroughly under-
stood that this special assessment was
ordered. Ald. Macpherson said he objected
to the assessment at that time. Ald. Gil-
man replied to the eftect that many said
when the work was going on that they
were willing to pay their share of the cost.
He thought that the law should stand this
year although he was one of those who were
affected.

Ald. Walker was in favor of carrying out
the law if it could not be repealed, but was
in favor of repeal if possible. Referred to a
special committee.
