Bishop J. C. Hartzell, of
Africa, Lauds the Eng-
lishmen.

SAYS BURGHERS ARE BRUTAL.

Te'ls American Methodists that

Great Britain is Justified in~|

the War—His Senti-
ments Cheered.

Every allusion to an alliance between
Eogland and the United States, and every
expression of hope for English vic ory
over the Boers made by Bishop J C Hart-
zell, of Africa, in the Anditorium, Chicago,
last week, was enthusiastically appiaaded
by the Methodists in genmeral, ~When
Bishop Hartzell said that the Christian
people should pray for an English victory
there was a chorus of “‘Amens,”’ followed
by more applause.

The bishop varied his address with
stories of the Boers, and dwelt some min-
utes on the flogging of natives by the
Dutch, and of the one specific case of
flogging ordered by Gen Cronje. These
were hissed by the Methodists. When
dwelling on the cruelties of the Boers to
the natives, and of the treatment of the
Outlanders, the bishop’s voice rang. out
like a trampet, and aroused the andience
to a tremendous enthusiasm.

CHARGES BRUTALITY TO NATIVES,

Bishop Hartzell wae introduced by C B
Masen, Cincinnati, general secretary of the
Freedman’s Aid and Southern Educational
Society, and one of the, leading colored
Methodists in the eount?y. The bishop,
in part, said:

‘‘No one can understand the full signifi-
cance of the” war in South Africa unless
they study the laws and spirit of the
Briton and Boer concerning the natiye or
black populations in their midst and in
surrounding sections. In the treatment
of the black races there has been a clear
antagoniem between the Briton and the
Boer from the very beginning. The first
trek in 1833 was becanse England abolish-
ed slavery. There are other iseues, but
every serious contest had its relation to
the nativee.

“The Boer believes that the natives are
the childrea of Ham and are intended by
Providence for slavery. Ifslavery cannot
be in that forth, then the relations must
by law be fixed so that equality of pri-
vilege is not permitted besween the Boer

the intelligence or character of the latter.
The constitution provides that there
shall be no equality between white and
colored pergons in charch or state; no
black man can walk on the sidewalk in
town of city; this inclodes mot only
native teachers and preachers trained by
foreign missionary sociefies, but* also
black or mulatto people who come from
Cape Colony or elsewhere.

BLACKS CANNOT OWN LAND.

“No black man can hold land in the
Transvaal. No black man can becomea
trader of any kind, no matter what his
intelligence or how good his character.
Up to two years ago there could be no
legal marriage of any black pereoa. No
black man has a standiog in court in the
Transvaadl ; he cannot sue the government
or a white man. The Traps~aal does
nothing toward the education of the black
reople, although by licenses, etc., they
pay 3 per cent of the public school money.

*‘The Transvaal Datch churches, after
fifty years of opportunity, have done
practically nothing in missiopary work
amoog the natives. I failed to learn of
one black convert, much less a native
teacher or preacher or congregation in
either branch of the Transvaal Datch Re-
formed Chuarch. President Kruger's
branch, which is the Dopper Charch,
and claims t) be the trae reformed body
not only does nothing, but, beginnning
with Kroger himself, represents the most
extreme anti-black sentiment.

FRANCHISE LAW CRI{ICIZED.

“The immediate occasion of the war
was the treatm:=nt of the Outlanders in
the Transvaal. Tnhe Transvaal has been
a goveroment administered on the baeis
of preference instead of principle. Under
British rule there is absolute equality of
privilege and protection to all white men,
and under that rule the Boers have ad-
vanced in intelligence and wealth.

‘““The franch'se law provides that an
Outlander must be 40 years of age ; he
must own property; a majority of the
barghers in his disirict maost express in
writing their decire that he be made a
burgher; he must not be objected to by
the state secretary or the president ; and
as a climax wunparalleled in civilized
government, his son born in the Trans-
vaal takes the political status of his father.
It is to be remembered also that ihe
burghers commence voting at 16. It is
the 210,000 Outlanders, the great majority
of whom have gone to that healthful
climate to a permnanent home, whose
rights are outraged.

SAYS REBELLION WAS JUSTIFIABLE,

“The Transvaal sealed its doom asa
permanent government in jts present
form in Angust, 1895, when it threw agide
a petition containing over 35,000 names,
acknowledged to be genuine, asking for
gome light modificatiocs of the franchise.
After that, if ever there was a spot on
earth where rehellion was justiflable on
the part of the aggrieved.it was the Trans-
vaal. In no civilized country on earth
would 80,000 grown men, representing an
intelligent and aggressive Anpglo Saxon
population of 210,000 people, conductiog
enormous bhusinees intereets, submit to
the tyranoy of an oligarchy such as has
raled at Pretoria.

‘““ History will condemn this war as
having been inaugurated by the Boers
because in the adwinistration of civil
justice to white men, irrespective of race
or langnage, they sbowed themselves
utterly inconipetent und ont of sympathy
with the demands of nineteenth century
civilization. Eogland will succeed be-
cause she is right and stands for liberty
and jnstica as applied to man, irrespective
of race, black or white, or language or
religion.”

A Shocking Accident.
A fourteen year old eon of Alexander
Jewett, of Prince William, was the victim
of a very serious and somewhat pecaliar

accident a few days ago. He was helping

bis father to repair a fence, when the
blade of the axe which Mr Jewett was

using to drive a state, flew off, and strock

the boy squarely upon the jaw. The
gharp blade cat right through his cheek,
making a large gaping wound, and
knocking out two of his teeth. Dr Judson
Coy was called and put a number of
stitches into the wound, which is now
healiog up quite rapidly. Had the ;ﬁ
strack the boy a little lower dowD,
nothing could have savedahis life.

The Defendant Still in
Montreal and Report-
ed no Better.

HIS SON, ‘ROY, ASES AN AD-
JOURNMENT BY TELEGRAPH.

Mr. Gregory Objects and Applies
for an Attachment.

COURT ADJOURNS UNTIL MONDAY—
HIS HONOR'S O'A'B;m ON THE

Judge Wilson opened his court at ten
Tuesday mornisgg o cBhtince the ex-
aminat®n of the defendant in the euit
of Tifdothy Lynch ve Judge Vanwart.
The defendant Jadge was not preeent,
but J H Barry who appeared for him in
the absence of Dr. Pagsley, read a tele-
gram from Roy Vaonwart, which stated
that his father was no be ter, and asked
that the case be adjourned for ten davs.

Mr. Gregory, Q. C., who appeared for
Mr Lynch, opposed the application for an
adjournment, on the ground tbhat it was
unsupported by affidavite to show the
real condition of the defendant, and ask-
ed that the court issue a rule visi for an
attacbinent against him for contempt.

The Judge remarked that in making
the repeated applications for adjourn-
mente, unsupported by affidavits, the de-
fendant of his solicitors were not treating
the court in the way that it should be
treated, and they, must be cognizant of
that fact. ' He was willing to grant any
adjournment to meet the wishes of the
defendant, as he seemed to be in an oofit
condition to - attend, ‘but when an ap-
plication was made, it seemed to him only
reasonable that affidavits should be farn-
ished by those in a position to know the
defendant’s condition, showing that it
was imposgible for him to be present. To
read a telegrem from Ryy Vanwart and
them ask for san adjournment on the
strength of it, was bardly the kind of
treatmen* that the comt had a yight to
expect. There was no disposition on his
part to treat the defendaat harshly,
and every application for an adj arnment
to suit his convenience had vp to the
present time been granted. He would
now adjourn the court until Monday,
May 2l1st at 2.30 p m, aod would state
that if :be defendant did not then appear,
and there were no affidavits ziving a
satisfar’ -y explanation as to his absence,
arule nysi for an attachmeut would be
issued.

MARCHING ON.

Buller Drove the Boers from
Dundee and They are
Believed fo be -

TREKING TOWARDS LAING'S
NEK.

Detailed Account of His Suc-
cessful Movements.

BRITISH FORCES RESTING Af
KROONSTADT.

Rundle Making a Clean Sweep
in South of Free State.

PRESIDENT STEYN'S BROTHER A
PRISONER—BOER DELEGATES
AT NEW YORK.

BULLER'’S VICTORIOUS PROGRESS.

Occupies Dundee — Enemy has Fled to
Laing’s Nek — Boers Destroyed
Valuable Property.

London, May 15, 1.56 p. m.—The

war office hes received the following
deepatch from' Gen. Bulier:
‘ Dundee, May 15, 1 p. m.—We have
occupied Dundee. About 2,500 of the
enemy left yesterday for Gleacce, where
they entrained their wagons ; also left
yesterday by De Jagois drift and the
Jannahausar road. Their Kaffirs said
they were going to Laing’s Nek. Almost
every house in Dundee is completely
looted. The Navigation colliery is all
right. The machinery of the Dundee
collieries is destroyed. Houses of the
town are damaged but are structurally
entact.”’

Confirmed by War Office.
London, May 15.—The war office to-
day furnished confirmation of the Asso-
ciated Press story of yesterday, telling of
Gen. Buller's move on the Biggersburg.

It is a despatch as follows: “Kemp’s
Farm, May 15.—The following telegrams
gent to Roberts. They begin under date
of May 13:

“In accordance with instructions to
keep the enemy occupied at the Biggars
berg on May 11, I concentrated the third
cavalry brigade of the second division,
and some corps of artillery, at Sundaye
river drift, on the Helpmakaar road, and
directed Col. Bethune to advance on
Greytown with the Bethune infantry,
the Umboli mounted rifles and the Im-
perial light infantry. Oa May 12
wel moved to Waschbank and Beth-
une to Homeroy, while Gen. Hildyard
from Elandslaagte occupied Indoda

mountain.

“On May 13,.1I sent Gen. Hamilton
with three battalions up the steep slope
of Witlock hill. The third cavalry
brigade crowned a hill on e:ch side of
the main road, and Bethune attacked by
the Pomeroy road from three sides.

““The enemy hurriedly abindoned the
position which they had strongly
entrenthed and retired to the Nek in
front of Helpmakaar, whence we hope
to dislodge them to morrow ; as many of
them have retreated we have gained the
summit of the Berg with the loss of only
a few men wounded.

“1 advance to-morrow on Beith and
Hildyard moves on Wessel’s Nek.

“ Our small loss, I think, was certainly
due to the excellent troop leading of
Gens. Hamilton, Lord Dundonald and
Cul. Bethune.”

“A second despatch dated May 14, says:
The enemy evacuated -Helpmakaar Nek
during the night, leaving a rear guard of
about a thousand men in front of us.
These we have fought back tliroughout
the ‘day under considerable difficulty,
as they fired all the grass on top of the
bog as they retreated, and the wind
being unfavorable to us, we were scarcely
able to see at all.

I halted the infantry who had marched
throngh the hot smoke, at Beith. The
cavalry have not yet reported, but are
some miles ahead.

““We have taken'a few prisoners ; our
cagualties are small.

A third despatch dated from Keep’s
Farm, May 15, says: ‘‘ Dundonald re-
ported late last night that he had driven
the rear gnard on to the main body of the
enemy mnear Buralinden, where they
occupied in force a strong position with
three powerful guns.

*“ Major Gough, with the .composite
regiment, manceuvred to the right of
their left flank andithey retire .

“Dundopuld then haaed. He was 26
miles a8 the crow fl <8 fiviu his previons
pigbt’s Livouac. and had covered nearly
forty wiles daring the day in a waterless
country, most of the time riding through
smoke.”

“I think his pursuit a very fine perform-
ance. '

‘ From prisoners I learn that the en
emy number over 2,000 at Helpmakaar,
and being now joined by those who left
Vanjonder’s pass, they must total nearly
3,000 men.

states. Sec’y of State Reitz who is rapidly
breaking down under the strain he is
undergoing, voiced this national hope in
the words, ‘‘We will maintain our in-
dependence if we can, if we can-
not we will appeal to the
American people to take us
onder their wings. Sarely the declara-
tion of independence is broad enough to
span the ccean. Oar last hope is that
baving again aud again carried our burden
of pérsecation into the wilderness to

As the people rushed from tke
church, frightened by the noise of the
body striking the roof, they found a
tapgled mass of pickets and clothing
biding the body and flames breaking out’
of the pile.

Man Shot His Daughter and Committed
Suicide.

8ir Wilfrid Laurier bad become a perfidi-
ous man, a traitor, a renegade and a
Judas in the eyes of his fellow-country-
men. Three years have rolled by since that
The form of Im-
perialism, sown, sustained and cultivated
with care by Sir Wilfrid, has grown and
increased in a prodigious manner. The
Grand Master, Ierael (Mr Tarte), has just
reiterated in London the shameful declar-
ation made by Sir Wilfrid in 1897. * The
French Canadians,’eaid he ‘ would like to
bs pure Englisb, and in order to make
their pogition regular they require noth-
ing more than' to be represented in the
Imperial Parliament.”

GENEROUSLY TREATED.

A correspondent of the Montreal Herald
finds that New Brunswick is dealing
more liberally with her soldier boys
in South Africa than any other Province.
When the first contingent start-
ed for the front, movement was inaugur-
ated to collect money eufficient to pay each
man from this Province 50 cents daily for
six months. The response was so gener-
ous and epontaneous that it was found pos-
sible to continue this liberal grant to the
men of the second contingent, as well as
to those who went out to fill vacancies nn
the first contingent. At a meeting of the
subscribers to the fund on Mogday,it was
reported that $15,990 had been received

“and that promised grants by the Pro-

vincial Government of $5,000 and the
City of St. John of $2,000 left only $2,260
more t) be raised by public contributions
to enable the payment to every New
Brunswick soldier at the front of $3.50 per
week for the full year of his enlistment.
This enm will be collected.

The beirs of those who die in Africa
will receive their proportion. Already a
large amount has been paid out on orders
from the men, mothers or other legal
réepresentatives getting the $3.50 weekly.
Others will have a good sum to tkeir
credit when they get Hone.

The correspondent however, forgets to
add that the soldiers who went from
Fredericton, bave had their lives ineured
for $1,000 each by®the city council.

The Australian federation bill has bad
its first reading in the Imperial House of
Commons, and Mr. Chamberlain in intro-
ducing it made the important announce-
ment that the government purposed to
introduce into the House of Lords forth-
with a.scheme to appoint for eeven years
a representative each of Canada, South
Africa, Australia and India to be mem-
bers of the privy council and who would
act as lords of appeal. Life peerages would
be conferred on them 8o that they would
continue to eit in the House of Lords
although they would not as judgese be paid
the same as lords of appeal and at the cost
of the imperial government.

Mr Chamberlain’s propoistion to abol-
ish the judical appeal committee of the
English privy council, and appoint in its
place a new court of appeal, four of whom
shall be from the colonies, meets with
favorable comment. The appointees will
aleo be members of the House of Lords,
and will continue in the peerage after
their appointment for seven years to the
court has expired. Canada wi |l have one
member of the new court, and we shall
therefore have a new peer every seven
years. Who is going to receive the first
appointment, Blake Laurier, Mills, or
Blair ?

Lord Roberts has made a valuable con

tribution to the literature of temperance.
In a letter to Sir Geo. White, which the
latter has read before the army temper-
ance association, in England, the British
commander-in chief in South Africa,
writing at Bloemfontein, April 19, says:
““There never was a more temperate
army than that which marched under
my command from the Modder River to
Bloemfontein. Nothing but good can
result from so many soldiers being

brought together in an arduous campaign,

when they see how splendidly our tem-
perance men have borne up against the
hardships and dangers they have had to
face.”

Lord Roberts has already captured two
Orange Free State capitals and British
troops are dangerously near the third.
Where President Steyn will locate when
Lindley has been captured, is bothering a
great many people. Probably he and
Kruger will make a hurried etart for
Delagoa Bay thence to Europe before Brit
ish guns are heard thundering at Pretoria.
Kruoger is reputed to be a multi-million-
aire, and if he escapes the hands of the
British will probably spend his closing
days among the respectable Dutch in
Holland. If he is captured he oaght to
be hanged, for causing all the loss of life
and treasure in South Africa.

The Boer peace delegates are promised
a grand time in the United States. This
is pregidential election ye.r,and every pol-
itician who is anxious to catch the Datch,
German and Fenian vote, will do his best
to hospitablv entertain and flatter Presi-
dent Kruger's emissarie:. The practical
result for the Boer republics, however,
will amount to nothing. Not even the
interposition of the American army and
navy could prevent Britain annexing the
Traosvaal and Free State when the war
in South Africa is over.

‘ To Hon Mr Borden is certainly due the
credit of securing proper recognition by
the issde of medals to those who assisted
in repellipg the Fenian invaders.

Among the Natives.

London, May 16—Dealing with the
famine in the central provinces of India,
which have an area equal to that of
Australia and a population of nearly
eleven millions; and which were form-
erly most prosperous, the Daily Chronicle
correspondent at Bilashur writes :

‘“The demand for government assist-
ance is unparalleled. In one district
forty persons are dependent on the
sirdar for their daily bread. In two
others the percentage is over thirty. In
the whole there are 15,000 people in no
other sources of subsistance than govern.
m ent charity.

Three miles oat from Bilashar, 1,500
persons are busy adding to the long list
of links copstructed by famine labor.
Further on stone breaking is in pro-
gress aud peasants who have never before
handled any implement save those of
busbandry, wrestle manfally with crow-
bars and boring toole. When the rock is
broken women and youngsters busily ply
‘ittle hammers. An able bodied man
earns threz cents, women two cente and a
half and children two cente.

More Boer Treachery

Londoo, May 16—The war office has
posted the following despatch from Lord
Roberts under date of Kroonstad, May
15:

“Two officers and six men of Prince
Alfred’s Guarde while ont foraging yes-
terday a few miles from Kroonstad, vie-
ited a farm flying a white flag, the owner
of which surrendered himeelf with arms
and ammunition. i

They then approached another farm,
aleo flying & white flag, bat when within
forty yards of the erclosure, they were
fired upon by fifteen or sixteen Boers
who were concealed behind the farm
wall. Two of the men were killed, Lt.
F. B. Walten was wounded, and Lt. A.
B. Everton and two non-commissioned
officers were taken prieoners. The owner
of the farm states that the Boers threat-
ened to shoot him when he protested
against their making an improper use of
the white flag.”

Buller Occupies Glencoe.

London May 16.—It is officially an-
nounced that Glencoe was occapied yee-
terday, and that the Boers have evacuat-
ed Biggersberg.

London, May 16—The war office has
posted the following despatch from Gen
Baller, dated Dondee, May 16 “We
occopied Glencoe yesterday. The Trare-
vaalers have now evacunated Biggersberg.
The Free Staters on the Drakensburg are
much reduced in numbers. The Csroline
Lydenburg and Pretoria commandors
tralked north from Platikule on
the 13th and Pth of May.
Eleven guns were entrenched at Glen-
coe. The last train with ambulance left
there at dawn, May 15.”

‘ Thie resuit has been largely produced
by the action of the fifth divieion, which
during the last few days has done a great
deal of very hard work, marching, moun-
tain climbing and road making. Traios
are now rooning to Wessel’s Nek sta-
tion.

Boers Repulsed ag Mafeking.

Lorenzo Marques, May 16.—A Portu-
guese official despatch says an encounter
has occaorred at Mafeking, and that the
Boers have been repulsed with heavy loee.

Queen Visited Netley.

London, May 16.—The Queen visited
Netley Hoepital this afternoon and dis-
tribated flowers to the wounded and con-
versed with many of them.

Desperate Fighting at Mafeking,

London, May 16.—A deepatch to the
Daily Mail from Lorenzo Marquez, dated
Toesday, says :

“There is now no doubt that there was
desperate fighting at Mafeking Satarday,
but it is believed to have gone in favor of
the garrison. All that can be ascertained
of a reliable character follows :

‘““The Boers, vsing artillery, attacked
the town Satarday. Very soon thp Kaffir
location w s in flames, some say as the
result of shell fire, others as the result of
treachery. Fighting at close quarters
‘became general ; and, in the midst of the
confasion, the Boers gained possession of
the Kaffir location, from which point of
vanlage they brooght guns to bear sn the
town at close range.

‘““By an adroit move the garrison de-
spite its attenuated numbers, succeeded
in actually surrounding the party of Boers
who captured the Kaffir location. Severe
fighting followed, bat, according to the
latest reporte, the Boers still hold the
location, in which they are probably sur-
rounded.

London, May 15. — 8.10 p m. — Lady
Sarab Wilson has wired to her sister,
Lady Georgiana Curzon, from Mafeking,
under date of May 3, eaying: “‘Our
breakfast consisted of horse sausages and
lanch of minced mule and carried locusts.
All well.”

London, May 16.—The war office has
received the following from Lord Roberts
dated Kroonstadt, May 15, 1 p. m.

‘‘Baden-Powell reports under date of
May 7, all going well. Fever isincressing,
the garrison is cheerful and tbe food wiil
last until about June 10.”

We Have Maguatling’s Nek.

Thaba N’chu, Taesday, May 15.—The
British force advanced this morniog
twenty miles to the northeast, and took
poseeesion -of Maquatling’s Nek. Pri
soners continue to be taken daily.

Is Mafeking Relieved ?

London, May 17.—In the committee
room of the House of Commone this
morning, Sir James Kitson, Liberal, an-
nounced that Mafeking bhad been re
lieved. ,

The war office however, was unable to
confirm the announcement.

The Fight Aro Mafeking.

Pretoria, Tuesday, May 156 —An official
balletin announces that the federal troops
stormed and occupied the forts aronnd
Mafeking on Saturday morning.

The same night the federals were sur-
rounded, losing,so far a8 known, seven
killed, seventeen wounded and a number
taken prisoners. The British casualties
are said to have been fifty killed and
wounded.

It is reported that the advance guard
which are ' proceeding to the relief of
Mafeking, from the soutb, were repulsed
yesterday.

Kruger's Grandson Captured.

London May 17—A despatch from
Lorenzo Marques, dated today, eays that
Commandant Eloff, grand son of Prest
Kruger with a patrol, entered Mafeking,
Colonel Baden-Powell opened fire on the
burghers, killing seventeen of them and
taking Eloff and 90 of his men prisoners.

The Doings of American Scouts.
London, May 17.—A despatch from

Vredfortberg withont date, via JLorenzo
Marques, May 16, says: ‘‘Some American
scouts, before leaving Kroonstsdt, Sun-
day morning, set fire to the goods sheds
after having had trouble with the British
residents, 5
Hazell’s American scouts have suffered

‘more heavily than any other corps dur-

ing the war. In the past six weeks, out
of a force 100 strong, they have lost 37
i killed, wounded or captured. Their
storming of the British position at La-
baberg was grand. They captured Capt.
Keyne and six men. Nelan’s cavalry
added to their laurels last week, but lost
heavily in proportion to the burghers.

It is believed that Blake’s Irish corps
captured at Kroonstad were ordered to
retreat, but remained drinking the rum
left by the comm. ‘sariat.

THE GREAT WEST.

An Interesting Chat With
Ernest L, Crewdson,

WHO HAS REYURNED HOME
AFTERA :

Sojourn of 18 Months in the
Pacific Province.

FORMER FREDERICTONIANS WHO
ARE PROSPERING IN THE WEST.

Ernest L. Crewdson, who removed to
British Colambia in the fall of 1898, has
returned to Fredericton, and although us
yet andecided as to his fature couree, his
many friends will be glad to know that
he will in all probability remain here.
He is being heartily welcomed vack to his
native city, and does not hesitate to say
that he is glad to be with his old friends
and relatives once more.

In conversation with a Herald repre-
sentative, Mr. Crewdson stated that the
Pacific coast cities, from Vancoaver to
San Francisco, were very much over-
crowded, and it was exceedingly difficult
for a clerk or professional man to secure
employment. The surplus population is
composed largely of young men who
have returned from the Atlin and Yukon
districts after an unsuccessful search for
the yellow metal. Most of them came
back poor in pocket, but rich in exper-
ience, and are now ready and willing to
take hold of almost anything that offers
in the way of employment. The mining
districts in. the interior of the Pacific
province, Mr. Crewdson thinks, offer
excellent opportunities for the man who
is not adverse to roughing it, and hasa
little spare capital at Lis disposal. He

ould not, however, advise the man
without capital to go there.

Mr. Crewdson has been absent from
Fredericton about eighteen months. He
remained for some weeks at Silverton, B.
C., and afterwards removed to Butte
City, Montana, where he was offered and
accepted a lucrative sitnation. A stay of
a few months in Butte satisfied him, how-
ever, and-he resigned his position and re-
tarned to British Columbia. For the
last year he has been a resident of Revel-
stoke, a hustling railway centre on the
‘the lino of the C. P. R. The population
of the town is largely made up of people
from esstern cities, and Mr.. C ewdson
has nothing but good words for the piace
and ite inbabitante. Daring his stay at
Revelstoke, Mr. Crewdson identified
himself with the Methodist Charch
choir, and on the eve of his departure
the other inembers of the choir presented
bim with an addrees and silver shaving
set. He held a lucrative position at Rev-
elstoke as manager of a leading business
house, which be resigned to retarn to
the east.

Mr. Crewdson, daring his absence came
in contact with many former Frederic-
toniane, who sre comfortably located in
the west. The proprietor of the leading
botel in Revelstoke in Henry Perley, a
brother of Lewis Perley, of this city and
son-in-law of E. S. Hammond of Kings-
clear. Mr Perley is the manager of
several hotels on the line of the C P R,
in addition to the one at Revelstoke, and
is generally recognized as one of the
shrewdest and most popular hotel men in
the west.

John Kelly, another Fredericton boy.
and son of Gordon Kelly, of the N. B.
Foundry, is located at Three Forks, where
he has an interest in a large and growing
mercantile establehment.

Mr Crewdeon also met and conversed
with Hon Frederick Hame, M P P, form-
erly commissioner of mines in the B. C.
Government, and a brother f Mrs Wesley
Vanwart of thig city. He did not meet
Mr George Hatt, who removed to the
west from this city some months ago, but
frequently had letters from his son,
Harold, who has a good sitaation. The
last time Harold wrote be stated that his
father wge very ill, and not expected to
recover.

During his ecjourn in Batte, Mr Crewd-
son met the Farreli boys, (sons of James
Farrell of this city) Hon D J Hennessey,
Apndy and - Jobn Haslin, James Berry,
Dr Hanson and other former Fredericton-
iane. They are all comfortably settled
and well eatiefied with their lot.

On the whole Mr Crewdson expresses
himeelf as well gatisfied with hie scjourn
in the west, and esays he would not be
without the experience acquired, for a
good deal. Still he thinke Fredericton
and New Brunswick offer some advan-
tagee as places of residence, not diecount-
ed by any locality which be visited in
the western country.

FARMERS'  COLUMN.

FATTENING PIGS FOR SALE.

Ede. Country Gentlemen—For the pur-
pose of fattening for sale, is it better that
pige should be penned up rather than
allowed to run about while on the
farm ? (1)

Which is the best feed in the way of
grain to mix with buttermilk for feeding
purposes ? (2)

What gnantity of buttermilk dsily
would, say, a pig four months old con-
sume ? (3)

Cun a pig thrive on buttermilk, with-
out any additional feeding stuffadded? (4)

What percentage of water should there
be in buttermilk to make it most sunitable
for fattening? (5) 3

1 Pigs will do well penged up for a cer-
tain length of time, if fed on a ration of
bone and muscle forming food, such as
your butte;milk made into a thick slop of
ground berley. It isalways better to let
them have the run of a pasture lot of rape
or some of the clovers. This green food
can be cut and fed over the fence in a
small yard with good euccess, but your
pies should have access to the ground.

2 Corn meal first, with ground barley a
close eecond. )

3 We npever fed battermilk alone, but
preferred to mix it with other feeds, such
eg corn meal, and then feed them three
times a day just what they will eat-up
clean, always wanting them to come<to
their meals with good appetites. The siop
should be made thick,so the pail will
have to be jarred quite hard to get it all
out.

4 No, buttermilk is a'very unbalanced
ration, there being nearly at much protein
as carbo-hydrates. For pigs of the age
you mention, there should be at the ratio
of one pound of protein to four and a

balf pounds of carbo-hydratee. Wheat |’

middlings are a nearly perfect ration for
pigs of the age named, and a mix butier-
milk with them wounld still malfé too
much protein. Corn meal and ground
barley cortains too much carbo-hydrate
to the quantity of protein they contain;
hence to mix the bottermilk with them
would helpto Lalance the ration. The
b ittermilk should be fed as fresh as pos-
gible and not be allowed. to become too
acid, for young pigs. As they grow older,
they will become accastomed to it, and
will do well.

There is already 81 per cent of water in
buttermilk,and adding water will not heélp
it, unless the per cent of protein is too
large in your mixe. slops, which cante
redoced by using part water. If part
water is used, you can wmix wheat mid-
dlings with your corn meal or barley, and
the pigs will like it better.” For practical
purposeg, use half wheat middlings with
corn meal or ground barley, then add
half water to pour buttermilk and make
ivto a thick slop. This, we think, wiil
make an ideal feed for your pigs.

Asyour pigs grow older and larger, in-
crease the carbe-hydrates. This can be
done by using more water and less butter-
milk, and more barley and less middlings.
Keep salt and ashes continually before
them. Mix your salt and ashes, one part
ealt and three of ashee; pot them in a
barrel or bozx, cat a hole at tbe bottom,
and coverto keep dry. They then can
eat from this box at will. Soft stone, coal
and charcoal are aleo good for them Al-
ways have pure, fresh water, dry, warm
bad, and feed at the sime hours each day.
Then the pigs will soon learn the feeding
time witkin a few mindtes, and will %
come well-behaved hogs. If fed at irreg-
alar intervals, they are always on the
alert, and will become an uneasy lot of
squealers; and uoder euch conditions it
will require more food to produce a pound
of pork.

GO SLOW.

There is a good dose of logic in the
following from the Weekly Union. It is
the lesson emphaeized over and over again
in farming colomns: “Whether you are
starting with sheep or poultry, the only
way to rrach euccess is to begin on a
‘emall scale and learn as you go. Your
neighbor may have ten hens and get large
returrs from them, and you think you
are a little emarter than he is and can
make ten times as much from a hundred.
At the end of a year you will usually fiod
that your. profits are less than his and
your stock of Enowledge less than yon
thought it was. Learn in the first place
if you can do as well as he doea with
the same number. ,Whnile doing this
you can stuly their needs and tastes,
and - when you get this lesson you
can eafcly enlarge as far as you can give
each hen or each flock of ten the
same coudition as to care, room for exer-
cise and variety of food as the original
flock has had. This is not as essily
diceon a farm where the fowl have the
ringe of the fields and yarde, and get

DUCKS ARE PROFITABLE.

Why more doeks are not raised is a
question no man can answer, They grow
r pidly, are great layers and very pro-
fitable if fed on right kind of food. The
trouble is that the majority who attempt
to grow do fiot watchyout sharply during
the first ten weeks, and push rapidly,
killing before the feathers start. There
isno money in growing ducks for the
market until four or five months o!d. Be-
fore that time they will eat their heads
off. Kill at ten weeks or grow for layeis.
In this way ducks are very profitable.

For keeping the sole of a horsg’s foot
pliable and ss a preventive of quarter-
cracke, the following app.ication applied
every morning ie bighly recommended by
a practical horeeman who has tried the
remedy : Barbadoes tar, two pounds
sheep’s suet, two pounds; beeswax, one
and one-half pounde ; honey, one pound ;
whale oil, foar pounds; heat, mix and
melt slowly without allowing the eub-
stance to boil. In usiog this application
the pee of water upon the foot and hnofs
should be discarded.

According to Prof. Robertson, the Cau-
