AN IRISH REVIVAL.
LEAGUE OF THE CROSS CONVENTION
AT THURLES.

The first part of the subjoined de-
scription of & most important event
in contemporary Irish bistory is
taken from the Liverpool “ Catholic
Times” of July 26th :

WHAT OUGHT T0 BE THE BEGINNING

OF A OREAT REVIVAL.

It almost withoutsaying that
the chief item of interest in Ireland
this week has been the imposing and
im t convention of the league
of the cross delegates—representing
branches from a ts of the united
kingdom—held in El.';nrles. Anyone
acquainted with the circumstances
leading up to the widespread and en-
thusiastic revival of Father Mathew's
beneficent movement in favor of to-
tal abstinence on this side the chan-
nel, must at once acknowledge that
there was something peculiarly ap-
propriate in selecting the ecclesiasti-
cal centre of the patriotic archbishop
of Casbel's archdiocese as the ful-
cram whence to move Ireland on the
path of temperance reform. 1t isun-
now to refer to the lamen-{
table but unmistakable lapse that had
occurred of late years among the
great capuchin’s once vigorous band
of followers—a falling away in fact
that had nearly obliterated even the
semblance of anything in the form of
Irish Catholic temperance organiza-
tion,

But little more than two decades ago
what is now the Dominion of Canada
comprised several soparated Provinces
little known to one another, with no
political union, no railway communica-
tion, no social or commercial intercourse.
The vast Northwest was allogether
unknown, it was a great lone land
Now we have three lines of railway
from Quebec to the sea; a great trans
continental line runs through the un-
rivalled wheat fields of the Northwest,
where thousands of people from the
populous countries of Earope tind bappy
homes. To crown all these, Canada, by
this new route, is made an important
link in the new highway between Great
Diitain asd the castorn pus tivas of the
great Empire.

COMPARATIVE FARM INDEBT-
EDNESS.

One of the chief arguments by which ad
vocates of continental free trade appeal to
the farmers of this province and of the
Dominion, is that involved in the state
ment that if we once obtain the so-called
boon, our agriculturists will have the same
advantages As those of the United States
vnow have, namely, a sixty million market,
and contiguity to great centres of . trade
We have at times taken occasion to point
out the fact that the farmers of the
Republic are not so prosperous as they are

represented to be, and have quoted mort
gage statistics to show the burden of debt
which they are compelled to bear.  Recent
compilations of statistics by different State
Bureaus bear out these former quotatious
most fully, and are well worth our con-
sideration

The State of Ohio, which may be com-
pared in many ways with the Province of
Ontario, has, according to the official re-
ports, an assesscd valuation of real estate
amounting to $1,220, 265 5, with 291,000
mortgages, forming a total indebtedness of
£330,999,205. The commissioner for the
State of Michigan reports an assessed
farm valuation of 375,000 and & mort
gage indebtednes R[G4,392,550, with an
annual interest of £4,636,265 on farms

alove. In the course of his remarks he
says that were we to ‘‘add to the amount
of mortgage indebted , the wd

debts bearing interest, the amount would
be largely increased, probably doubled.”
Further on he continues as follows : *“ The
financial conditions as herein reported are
not confined to Michigan alone. In nearly
every State may be found a counterpart.”
“* "* The farmer hopes each year that
crops and prices will be better, but is des
tined to disappointment as each year comes
around.”

In Connecticut, out of 603 farms visited,
241, or 34 per cent., valued at $1,008,350,
were mor! ed to the extent of £351,109,
and out the same number of farmers,
314 were found to be making a profit,
while 378 showed a yeurly loss, ppre-
sentative Townsend, of Illinois, in a speech
made in Congress on May 12, INS8 said :
“There is much distress and hard times
among the agrivultural classes of this
country,” and then proceeded to state that
the farm mortgages in ten States, includ-
ing Indiana, Ilinois, Ohio, etc., amounted
to $3,422,000,000 out of a total farm
valuation of $13,000,000,000. Whether
this statement was true or false, we have
no means of proving, but it is stated to
luve”n.'d uncontradicted in the House.
