KEvery cent that he
could spare from his tiny weekly
stipend, or could gain in any extra
way, he spent on books, Hia duties
at the corn merchant’s were numer-
ous and varied, ‘He would oarry
money to the bank on foot and
convey grain to a purchaser with a
horse and cart, and more than once,
when about fourteen, he actually
lugged sacks of corn or flrur for
certain distances, the sacks often
weighing two and a half hondred
weight. About this time, when he
used to bave to go to the wharves
for flour, the men, seeing him do
men’s work, put hindrances in his
way, drove their teams into him,
and jeered at him. But he did not
mind them. He kept on at his
toil in all weathers, although some-
times 80 thinly clad that he had his
hands frozen.

When young Barrett was fourteen
he begged his master to let him
leave work at eight e’clock for one
evening in each week in order that
he might attend evening school at a
charge of twopence.

Under Ferguson’s and Galvin’s
directions, the passengers were
schooled as to. their respective
names, and given cards to “identi-
fy ” themselves. They were in-
structed to say they had been at
the mine about three years. After
they had voted, the men were en-
trained again for Michipicoten,
where a similar process was gone
through. All voted except three,
one of whom, according to Fergu-
s0n, was “too well known, and
too-*doud-mouthed.” - One man
declined to vote, and the third
omission was a boy. = Further
questioning elicited, the fact that
the passengers did”not seem to
know the purpose of their trip
when they embarked. They were
“instructed ” en route. Oa the
outward trip, said the witness,
Ferguson had remarked to him.
“This trip is costing the Ross
government a bunch of money.
It will cost more than it did
forrison down in Muskoka. ”
This ‘mystérions Ferguson, who
was described by witness as a
short, stocky clean-shaven man,
also told his assistants that if they
did have to take an oath at the
polling booths, it would not count,

becaunse the Bible would be a false
one, only the cover looking orthodox,
while the leaves would be false. On
the return trip from Michipicoten wit-
ness retarned to Ferguson his roll of
money. The latter then told Galvin

he would square up accounls with him
“for services rendered.” No official
report of the trip was made after the
retarn to the ‘“800.”” Chanesllor
Boyd—And was all this done in the
conservative or in the liberal interests ?
TOLD TO VOTE FOR SMITH.

Witness—It was done in the liberal
iaterests. The men were repeatedly
told to vote for Smith, and make no
mistakes.

DECKHAND CORROBORATES
TESTIMONY.

Max Bleman, a deckband on the
Minonie M. at the time of the trip, wss
the first wisness called after luncheon.
He corroborated Mr Cole’s evidence
with regard to the embarking of the
liquor and the lumbejacks atan un-
frequented landing place on the Ameri-
can side. The men on the way up
were very “happy ” and there wasa
standing invitation to attend at the
beer kege.

Witness told of the landing at Michi-
picoten Harbor and Bachawana Bay as
told by Mr Cole, and after the return to
the Michigan ‘‘So0o” were discharged
at a saloon. Oae of the passengers,
he said, was named Patrick, who
kept a saloon at the American
““800.” There were abont 20 of the
lumberjacks taken on board.

Mr DaVernet, before calling the next
witness, called the court’s attention to
the fact that a number of witnesses who
were present during the morning were
being spirited away across to the
American side.

Chancellor Boyd—If you can show
any instance of such being done the
court will act’ promptly. Itis clearly
contempt of couart.

The next witness, George E. Richard
son, steward of the Minnie M., told of
receiving general instructions for the
trip from Capt. Barr. The liquor taken
on board onthe American side was
consigned to witness’ care by William
Coy ne.

The lumberjacks, numbering some

20 or 25, were taken on board at Algon-
quin, a landing place some four miles
west of the Union dock at the American
““So00, ” where the liquor was put on.
The 1nen appesared to be in charge of
Galvin, the employment agent. No
tickets or any pay for meals, drinks or
cigars were collected. No liqnor was
given to the men on election day at
Michipicoten Harbor until night time.
Some of the whisky and some of tte
beer was brought back to the ““Soo.”
On instructions from Galvin he had
left the beer on tap for the men to drink
whenever they wished during the trip.
Ferguson himself did not imbibe.

CHANCELLOR’S JUDGEMENT.

Mr Watson continued his argument
after luncheon. He maintained that
sub-agents appointed by Sutherland
were not therefore necessary agents-for
Smith.

Chancelor Boyd—*‘ Sutherland came
into the riding to take full charge of
the organization work and sub-agents
such as Kennedy [alias Ferguson] ap-

reformers’ scheme of personation under
the direction of Galvin and Ferguson.”
The disgraceful violation of the Election

Changelor Boyd in delivering judgment
declared that he and his learned
brother were agreed as to the conclu-
sions to be drawn from the evidence.

The only point at issne seemed
to be as to whether or not agency had
been sufficiently established.

COLE WAS ENDORSED.

‘“Starting with the evidence, ” con-
tinued the chancelor, ‘ the salient
points of the story told by Parser Cole
were fully corroborated by Fillmore,
the young man who went wilh the
party. ” That story as sketched by
the chancelor included the start from
the Canadian Soo on Sunday a. m.; the
taking on of liquor. cigars, ete., and
afterwards the loading at Algorquin of
the ‘‘cargo of living beings, chiefly
roughs.” Then came the call at Bat-
chawana Bay. where the unique spsc-
tacle was witnessed of a deputy return-
icg officer consulting as to the person-
ating of voters in the list at his poll.
From there they went to Michipicoten
Harbor and to Helen Mine at both of
which places they voted. They were
all given free transportatisn, fres food,
free lignor thronghout. They were
schooled and drilled as to the business
of personation and of the actual con-
consammation of that personation the
court had mnot the slightest doubt.
There were no other men at these places
who could have given the votes that
were cast. There was thus a cluster of
offences against the election law—free
transportation to voters, payment of ex-
penses, free drinks, free board, and
personation, in all of which Kennedy,
alias Ferguson, was the chief agent,
assisted by Galvin, the keeper of a
saloon at the American Boo. It was
also shown that Coyne had ordered the
party to be carried free of charge, that

Kennedy had settled up with Galvin on

Bologns, Italy.—Possibly the
telegraphio dispatohes already bave
conveyed to America the tidings
that & pew genius has arisen in
Italy in Alfredo Trombetti, who
competent judges bave declared,
knows more languages than aby
other man in the world, Fame has
come to him as suddenly as it did
to Byroo, for, although he is a per—
feot encyclopedia ot polyglot learn—
ing, he was unknown even in his

. own land untit recently, when he
" wrote & book entitled, “Oounections

Between the Languages of the Old
World,” and sent it to the Italian
Aocsdemy of Sciences to compete for
the special prize offered by that
body of wice men. The next day
all Earope was talking of the
author and lauding him to the ekies.

The work showed such extra-
ordinary erudition that students
were rather ashamed that suoh a
peraon should bave lived #o long
among them without being discov-
ered earlier. It is said that there
is ot a spoken language or dialeot
of which Trombetti has not at least
the rudiments—and he has never
been out of Italy and is only 38
years old.

Cardinai” Mezzofanti was a kin-

dergartener beside the new wonder.
He spoke only eight languages,
while Trombetti is said to koow
400 of the pative dialects of North
and South America slone, Even if
this is an exsggeration, he may be
safely said to know vastly more
about thom than any other man
ever did know.
Trombetti was born of poer parents
in Bologns, but he was sent to
school and allowed to follow his bent
until the death of his father, which
took place when be was about 14
years old. Then came days of
great distress, when there was often
little er uncthing to eat, and when
the little brothers srd sisters cried
Tor bread. “Hiswiother, who seem-
to have been 8 woman of discerv—
ment saod epergy, sllowed kim to
remsin a' echool, khowever, encour=
aging bim in bis studics, but ways

like Italian to rouse bis curiosity,
and he gave his mother no peace
until she took him to the priest to
beg him to teach the lad Latin.
Tae good man was delighted, think-
ing that the little Trombetti wished
o become a priest, but the connec-
tion did not last long, as the pupil
soon outdistanced the master; so
much so that the priest thoght there
was something uncanny in such
cleverness, and was rather relieved
when his daties were over. Per-
sian came next, followed by Arabic
aod Greek, and so on—dead and
living languages, dialects, variations
of all kinds became to bhim a daily
food, until there are few more left
for him to learn.

Trombetti says that he has been
particularly fortunate in always
getting hold of simple and easy
books with which to begin the study
of a new language, This was due
to mere chance, as he always had to
take what came his way, not being
able to pick and choose, He never
has possessed more than one diction-
ary—a present from one of his school
masters—and even that he never
used. “I bave,” he says, * written
books in books in both German and
Frenob, but absolutely without a
diotionary.”

His osreer as a barber ceased
after a year or two, as some emin-
ent men of letters, learning of his
wonderful gift, induced the munici-
pality of Bologna to allow him $120
yearly that he might devote himself
exclusively to his studies. With
this income he felt sorich that he
apent nearly all of it on books and
was continually in trouble to find
money to buy food and clothes.
For all his extraordinary learning
Trombetti was, after all, a mere man,
and lost no time in falling in love.
When he became professor of lan-
guages in a public school, &t a few
hundred dollars a year, be took the
maiden of his choioce to wife, and
now bas six children to rejoice in
his good fortune, as the Government
decided to find him a good post
where his talents shall have full
eope.

\ This gifted man has never known
what it is not to be bard up. With
a home to meintain, and a wife and
six ohildren to clothe and feed, every
oent was required and had to be ac-
counted for, so that he had to resort
to great strategems to find the
money to buy books, and could
afford only the cheapest editions.
Oan one ococasion he was called to a
near town to superintend some ex-
aminations, for which he was allowed
eight ocents for carriage hire. He
walked, bought a book for which he
longed many weary months, went
bhome and went to bed, where he
stayed two weeks, haviog ocaught
cold during his long walk and paid
the dootor—$3. Tois was not all!
The $3 were to have bought him
new shoes and a bat, so he was
obliged to wear his old ones six
months longer. Whenever he came
bome particularly shame.faced snd
with a propitiatory gift for his wife,
she always koew what it meant

it. ”

A Titanic Strugglé‘

The accounts of the hard fighting
that has been going on between thé
Russian and the Japanese armies
bave astonished the world. -Frem
August 23rd down to September 6th
there has been in progress what may
be called a continuous battle, which
is not yet ended. Never have sol-
diers been subjected to such a test of
endurance, never have soldiers better
responded to such a test., It is a
wonder that the human machine has
not broken down under the strain it
has been compelled to endure. Both
armies fighting day and night without
scarcely any food, bave kept up for
two weeks the deadly dual which will
have a great deal to do with determ-
ining the outcome of the present cam-
paign.

For three days the fight waged in
front of the walled town ‘Liao Yang,
before which the Russian army had
taken its position in the formof a
semi-circle, with both flanks resting
on the Tai-See, a broad and deep
river. The position seemed to be a
strong one, as it enabled the Russians
to hold what appeared to be an im-
pregnable defensive line, against which
the Japanese burled themselves with
desperate courage. The human
slaughter was simply appalling. Heaps
of Japanese dead covered the ground.
The Russian machine gun, with its
firing capacity of four hundred shots
a minute, literally mowed down rank
after rank, Still the Japanese surged
up against the Russian lines. At one
time it seemed as if-the three Japan-
ese armies under Generals Kuroki,
Nodzu and Oku were doomed to de-
feat.

But suddenly the tide of battle
turns, Kuroki, commanding the
Japanese forces that are attacking the
Russian left, has thrown pontoons
across the Tai See and has rushed a
large force across the river. The
Russian commander is quick to see
the meaning of that movement. No
time is to be lost if he is to prevent
his communications from being cut
off, Instantly the order is given for
the immediate evacuation of Lia-Yang.
It was not given a moment too soon.
If it had been delayed Liao-Yang
might have been another Sedan.
When the Russian army found itself
on the other side of the Tai-Sze it
had to fight bard to hold in check
Kuroki's forces which had started out
with the intention of wedging them=
selves between the Russian army and
its base of supplies, Mukden, forty
miles away The Japanese seemed to
be ubiquitous. Miles to the north-
ward a Japanese column that was not
beard of before suddenly makes its
appearance. A Russian force has to
be rushed forward to meet it. Still
another Japanese column which is
pushing its way eastward toward Muk
den is heard of. Russian cavalry has
to be despatched to hold it in check.
Away to the west of Mukden a Jap-
anese force is marching forward. An
entire Russian division has to be seat
to hold it back. Inthe meantime
the main Japanese army is across the
Tai-See and is furiously attacking the
Russian rear guard, which is ‘stub-
boraly contesting every foot of ground.
