Id the following letter, written by 

the Papal Secretary of State in the 
name of the Holy Father to His 
Eminence Cardinal Cassetta, Bishop 
of Frascati and Prefect of the S. 
Congregation of Studies, the inten­
tion of the Holy Father to celebrate 
during the year the Sixteenth Cen­
tenary of the Peace of Constantine, 
is proclaimed. The text of the Car­
dinal’s letter runs as follows : —
“Most Eminent and Rev. Lord :

“ It was quite natural that from the 
Primary Association of the Holy 
Cross and from the College ol the 
Cult to the Martyrs should come the 
initiative of a solemn and universal 
commemoration of the sixteenth cen 
tury of the Edict of Constantine, by 
which the Church at last obtained re­
cognition and that liberty and peace 
which was brought by the Cross ol 
Christ and the blood of so many 
martyrs. The Holy Father has learn­
ed the news of this initiative with 
lively satisfaction, and he is glad that 
at the vigil of so memorable a date 
the idea has sprung up of iovitiag all 
the Catholics of the world to cele­
brate an event which, preceded by 
the glorious victory of Constantine 
over Maxeotius, signalized for the 
Church the first of those triumphs 
which, no matter how numerous are 
the persecutions she has bad to bear, 
have accompained and will accom­
pany her to the end of time

“ And that these festivals may be 
worthy of the great event which one 
wishes to recall by the distance ol 
sixteen centuries, His Holiness de­
sires to confide the programme of 
them and the execution of it to a su­
perior Council, of which be invites to 
form part excellent Catholics, well 
known for the sincerity of their faith 
and for active zeal, by a distribution

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The Civic Elections

Much interest was mani 
fested in the civic elections 
held in this city on Wed res 
day last, and the contests for 
the various offices and in thi 
different wards waxed iairly 
warm all day. It was the 
first time that the civic elec­
tions were run o^ a ballot 
vote, and no inconsiderable 
speculation as to the outcome 
was indulged in before hand ;

Smith split up a great many 
of the votes that would natur 
ally go to Mr. McCarron, and 
the result was the defeat of 
both of them.

In ward 
one, Mr. John McKenna, the 
old Councillor, was again elect­
ed ; Mr. Riley, old Council­
lor for ward two, was also re­
elected ; so was Mr. Campbell 
for ward three. Ward four 
elects two councillors, and M r. 
James D.Taylor, an old coun 
cillor, was returned "along 
with Dr. McLaûghlin, a new 
man. Ward five elects three 
Councillors, and there were 
six candidates in the field. 
The successful ones were 
Messrs. Archibald (McLean, 
John McNevin and Wallace W, 
Walker, all new men. Suc­
cess to the winners.'

Mayor Lyons was sworn in 
by the Chief Justice on Thurs­
day, and on the following day 
the water Commissioners and 
Councillors were sworn in be­
fore his Worship the Mayor.

A discussion in the House 
of Commons,Ottawa, last Week, 
threw a strong sidelight on 
he late Laurier Government’s 

methods of scandalously neg­
lecting Canada’s interests in 
the administration of their 
public trust. It is one of the 
numerous instances in which 
graft and inefficiency were 
Allowed to run riot, where the 
conservation and preservation 
of Canada’s resources should 
have been the actuating prin 
ciple. The following com­
ment from the Ottawa Citizen 
places the case pretty plainly 
before the public : Perhaps 
the worst of it is that if the 
late Laurier government had 
not run its head into the reci 
procity noose a majority of 
the people of Canada would 
still have been busily voting 
for it. The exposure of the 
condition of public affairs un­
der the late government has 
not really commenced, though 
Hon. Mr. Lemieux and Hon. 
Mr. Pugsley are already view 
ing with alarm the personality 
of the departmental investi­
gating commission. But from 
time to time matters are al­
ready being brought up, as 
the Conservative members in 
terested in. various sections of 
the country apply to the new 
members for prompt remedy 
of intolerable departmental 
maladministration ; or when 
the ministers have to hold up 
everything, like putting an 
emergency brake on a run 
away train, so as to save 
money for the country by 
stopping ruthless extrava­
gance and waste. Most of 
the matters that are cropping 
up extemporaneously have 
nothing to do with the long 
list of odoriferous cases, like 
the Chinese million dollar 
scandal in Vancouver, for in­
stance. They are entirely 
new, or if a matter of notoriety 
iu one province had not at­
tained national reputation for 
the simple reason that it was 
no use trying to do anything 
so long as the late unscrupul­
ous government held the reins 
of office.

of about seven or eight knots 
an hour, whereas the Ameri­
can poachers employed vessels 
of double the speed, and so 
lucrative was the trade that 
they maintained a system of 
wireless telegraphy so as to 
warn the boats of the appar­
ently very infrequent visits of 
our two old tubs, one of which 
had to be scraped last year. 
In the past six or seven years 
only three or four seizures 
were made, one of which was 
a vessel called the Levi Wood­
bury, which was seized and 
condemned to be sold but 
was subsequently released by 
the late government on pay­
ment of a fine of fifty dollars, 
because the vessel was re 
ported to b-i ownel by a 
friend of the then adminis 
tration. To such an extent 
were these American poach­
ers encouraged by the late 
government that between 200 
and 300 American boats leave 
Puget Sound constantly to 
catch our fish in our own 
waters, whereas our own fish­
ing fleet has dwindled down 
to six or seven. As Mr. 
Stevens of Vancouver put it, 
“ We might almost as well 
have our fisheries under the 
control of our American friends 
in Puget Sound.”

Unscrupulous is not a nice 
word, and under ordinary cir­
cumstances should not be ap 
plied to hon. ministers of the 
crown without more than or­
dinary good reason. We will 
take the matter of the plun­
dering jmd waste of British 
Columbia’s coast fisheries, as 
brought forward by Mr. Clem­
ents, supported by Mr. Barn­
ard, Mr. Stevens, and other 
Conservative members from 
that province. In the first 
place it may be pointed out 
that the British Columbia fish­
eries last year produced $10,- 
000,000, and the allegation is 
made that if these fisheries 
had been properly administer­
ed by the late government 
they would be worth $20,000,- 
000 a year, or two thirds of 
the total value of the fisheries 
of Canada. The late govern 
ment did practically nothing 
to preserve these fisheries 
from American poachers. It 
would be an entire misnomer 
to call them poachers, because 
these American vessels were 
numbered by the hundreds. 
So numerous were they that 
it is said that in one harbor 
their lights at night resembled 
the illumination of the streets 
of a city. Moreover, so com­
pletely unrestrained and bold 
had these plunderers of the 
British Columbia fisheries be­
come that, not content with 
unrestrained defiance of our 
enforced regulations, these 
American boats actually drove 
our fishermen away from their 
own salmon traps and stole 
the fish out of them. Said 
Mr. Barnard of Victoria (and 
his statement was not contra­
dicted in the house) : “ So far 
as I can ascertain, there have 
been no efforts on the part of 
the government of Canada to 
protect the Pacific coast fish 
eries. " The late government 
maintained two antiquated 
official cruisers, with a speed

From the Federal Capital.

Ottawa, Feb. 14.—It is under­
stood that Hod. B. Nan tel, Min­
ister of Inland Revenue, has de­
cided to introduce some very im­
portant amendments to the Pure 
Food Act this session. The amend­
ments will be particularly directed 
towards the sale of patent medi­
cines. At the present time the 
Canadian law is not nearly as 
stringent as the American. As 
a result many patent medicines 
which are now debarred in the 
United States are being widely 
advertised and sold in Canada. 
It is understood the registry of 
preparations will be more strictly 
enforced. At the present $1 is 
supposed to be paid the Depart 
ment for every preparation régis 
le red Many firms, it is stated 
have been in the habit of paying 
$1 to cover all preparations. It is 
said that th new Minister has 
discovered one firm which paid 
only $1 for 1,200 preparations. 
There are some 60,000 prepara­
tions on the market.

This was bad enough in all 
conscience, but in the matter 
of issuing fishing licenses to 
Canadian fishermen the late 
government restricted the 
number so as to make them as 
valuable as possible, and then 
handed them out to political 
heelers and grafters. The first 
cost of the license was $2Î, 
but on account of the restrict­
ed number their actual value 
ran as high as $1,500 to $2,- 
000. These $25 licenses were 
farmed out to clerks and shop­
keepers, and anybody who 
had sufficient pull to get a 
share of the graft ; then the 
lucky owners either bled the 
Canadian fishermen for a big 
price, or else farmed them out 
to the Japanese and took shar 
es in the catch .

Hon. Mr. Hazen staged 
that so far as he had been 
able to investigate the con­
dition of the British Columbia 
fisheries since he IoqIj charge 
of the department he was able 
to state that the représenta 
tions of the various Conserva 
tive members were in no de­
gree exaggerated, and that as 
preliminary steps two official 
cruisers were to be at once 
secured, and that in the mean­
time the issue of ail licenses 
would be held up until he had 
an opportunity to investigate 
the matter further,

Taking the above as an ex­
ample of the way the late gov­
ernment attended to the busir 
ness of the country, it is not 
surprising that the opposition 
should view with considerable 
apprehension the prospect of 
an investigation of the depart 
ments by a commission ap, 
pointed by the new govern 
ment. Nor is it surprising 
that some of the gentleAien 
who expect to be investigated 
should seize upon the earliest 
opportunity to endeavor to 
impugn the impartiality and 
personal qualifiçatjop^ of the 
gentlemen who compose the 
investigating commission. On 
Friday Hon. ^fr. Pugsley seiz 
ed upon the flimsiest pretext 
possible. He had seen in some 
newspapers a statement of the 
conditions under which the 
tenders had been let and work 
carried on in connection with 
the Tefpiskaming storage dam 
on the Upper Ottawa, He 
blamed the investigating com­
mission for giving out the in­
formation to the press, and on 
this supposition proceeded to 
declaim against the injustice 
and partiality displayed by the 
commissioners, according to 
his allegation, Wfien enthron 
ed in power there was no 
minister who was more jocose 
ly impervious to newspaper 
comment than the late minis 
ter of public works, but now 
he almost tearfully condemned 
the circulation of such reports 

I in the press,

Ottawa, Feb. 15.—A visit from 
His Royal Highness the Duke of 
Connaught, and an important dis 
cussion on the qestion of fruit in 
spection and its sale, with sug­
gestions for the amendment of the 
existing inspection and sales act 
marked the proceedings of the 
Dominion Fruit Conference in St. 
Patrick’s Hall here this afternoon. 
The Duke arrived toward the 
opening of the afternoon proceed 
iogs, and was introduced to the 
fruit growers by Hon. Martin 
Burrell, minister of agriculture, 
who was presiding officer for the 
session. “ I believe that the ad 
vancement made in the fruit trade 
of Canada within the last ten 
years has been something almost 
remarkable," declared his Royal 
Highness. “ I had fruit trees at 
home, and a great deal of trouble 
and disappointment they used to 
give me. With care, knowledge 
and perseverance 1 am led to 
think that you ought to succeed 
with the fruit industry in this fine 
climate of the Dominion of Can­
ada. There has been a remark­
able increase of late years, not 
only in the amount of fruit grow­
ing,but more than correspondingly 
in the amount of fruit eating. No 
one conld deny the statement that 
there are no better apples than 
those of Canada. I feel convinced 
that you have a great future be­
fore yon in an agricultural pro­
duct that is so much appreciated." 
At the close of his address, the 
Duke sat down and listened to a 
large part of the discussion, which 
centred chiefly arpupd the ques­
tion of fruit inspection. The 
Ontario shippers’ association pro­
posed, through a resolution, that 
the fruit marks act should be so 
extended that apples should be 
inspected at point of shipment, 
and that a sufficient number of 
qualified inspectors shogld be ap 
pointed in order that said inspec­
tion might be done promptly and 
efficiently. Hon. Martin Burrell, 
speaking of this resolution, ex 
plained that its adoption by the 
Government would mean a yery 
drastic reform, and very consider­
able expense. Enough fruit in­
spectors would have to be ap 
pointed tq attend to all fruit 
inspection throughout all the*fruit 
districts during the shipping sea­
son. This, he thought, would be 
making the Goyerntpent responr 
sible for an inspection that was 
in a large measure the duty of the 
fruit growers, This resolution 
was referred to a committee for 
consideration. Another resolution 
from Nova Scotia, similarly dealt 
withj asked that the Dominion 
Government be requested to raise 
the duty on apples and pears 
coming into Canada, to equal that 
levied on Canadian apples and 
pears- going into the United 
States.

Importing Foodstuffs.

(Moncton Times.)

at‘ While the Liberal senators 
Ottawa are asking that an inquiry 
be held as to the loss Canada has 
sustained in rejecting reciprocity, 
the trade returns show that this 
country is importing foodstuffs 
that could be and should be pro­
duced by our own farmers, to 
many times the value of what we 
export. In the Ottawa Citigen of 
Tuesday, we note that dealers in 
that city are importing eggs from 
Chicago, batter from New Zea­
land and potatoes from Ireland, 
The Citizen says :

‘ The supply of batter in the 
city, the Citizen found on inquiry 
was yery limited, and Joeal iper- 
chants were depending upon Mon­
treal merchants to keep them 
stocked. The Canadian supply is 
practically exhausted, and ship­

ments are being brought from 
New Zealand. A shipment is ex­
pected today, and local merchants 
have been advised of the arrival.

‘ Potatoes, too, are very scarce, 
and the price has taken another 
advance. Today grocers were ask­
ing $2.40 a bag for * Murphies.’ It 
is not likely, however, that the 
price will remain long at this fig­
ure, as large shipments are coming 
from Ireland. J. Motnenr Ltd. 
have five carloads coming from 
the old sod. When they arrive it 
is probable that the price will be 
slightly reduced.’

‘ It is remarkable that potatoes 
shipped from Ireland and butter 
from New Zealand can be sold at a 
lower price on the local market 
than the local produce can. The 
Irish potatoes will be at least 10 
ceuts a bag cheaper than potatoes 
that have been shipped from New 
Brunswick, and the butter which 
is shipped from New Zealand is 
cheaper than local butter, although 
in both cases the quality is as 
good as the local product.

In the morning’s market the 
Citizen made a careful search and 
found a man with 14 eggs. He 
totalled the amount of butter 
and estimated there was about 65 
pounds in all. The eggs sold for 
50c. a dozen, and the butter rang­
ed from 35c., a pound to 38c. a 
pound. Not a potato could be 
found. Many of the farmers are 
compelled to buy their potatoes in 
the city.’

1 The farmers who produce any­
thing worth while can find a 
ready home market, and the fact 
that this country is importing so 
largely is convincing evidence that 
prices obtainable are at least equal 
to those that prevail in the best 
of foreign markets. Only for 
wheat and fruit, of all Canadian 
products of the soil, is it necessary 
to seek a foreign market. Can­
ada produces the best apples in 
the world and the supply is in no 
near danger of overtaking the de­
mand, while the price of wheat is 
regulated at Liverpool, and would 
not likely be affected one way or 
the other by reciprocity with the 
United States. If the Liberals 
are wise they will give up this 
foolish talk about reciprocity, and 
fall in with the Borden Govern­
ment in taking measures to ad­
vance our home agricultural and 
manufacturing interests, and by 
improving the highways, making 
rural life more profitable.’

A bed fire occurred »t Montague

At the special meeting of the 
Oity Council held last evening, his 
Worship Mayor Lyons delivered 
the following inaugural address ;

As a new 
Mayor, I extend to the New Coun­
cil my warmest greetings' At the 
outsét I beg to say that it is my 
earnest desire that all our meetings 
may be charterized by the great­
est harmony ; that unity of action 
and unanimity of effort may at 
all times prevail, and that our 
talents and energies shall be unit­
edly directed towards the well­
being, the progress and the pros­
perity of our City. In this way 
shall we faithfully and well carry 
out the trust reposed in us by the 
citizens.

In order to keep our City 
abreast of up-to date communities, 
we cannot afford to lag behind , 
we must be progressive and al­
ways on the alert regarding what­
ever may be best adapted to our 
conditions. We must, as far as 
possible, be prepared to apply the 
most approved, modem methods 
to the working out of our civic 
problems.

Punctual and regular attend­
ance at Council meetings will 
tend to economize time and ex­
pedite public business, while care 
and assiduity, on the part of the 
respective chairmen of committees 
will facilite the work in hand. I 
would wish to impress these 
thoughts on the serious attention 
of all members of the Council.

The expenditure of the money 
voted for education, in connection 
with the City schools, is one of 
-the most important under the 
control of the Council Board. The 
number of our best teachers con 
stantly leaving the Province 
shows that the salaries paid them 
here do not constitute a sufficient 
inducement for them to remain. I 
shall be much pleased if the mem­
bers of the Council can see their 
way clear to argument, in 
some measure, the small supple­
ments paid to our City teachers.

Nothing in connection with 
Civic matters is more important 
than the health of the citizen 
and it will be the duty of the 
Council to institute and maintain 
the best possible sanitary regula­
tions. Of late typhoid fever and 
diptheria have been somewhat 
rife. I have every reason to hope 
that under the new council, havi 
ing as one of its members a medi­
cal practitioner of such ability 
and experience as Dr. McLaugh- 
an, nothing will be left undone 

to prevent a repetition of such 
outbreaks.

I am quite in accord with much 
that has been said about the fos­
tering of imdustries in the City, 
and I trust the members of the 
Council Board will extend every 
reasonable encouragement to legi­
timate undertakings of this kind, 
so long as no rights of the citizens 
aro jeopardized.

It is not impossible that His 
Royal Highness, the Duke of 
Connaught, Governor General of 
Canada, may visit Charlottetown 
during the coming summer. 
Should this eventuate, I sincerely 
trust the Council will leave noth­
ing undone to accord the Royal 
visitor a reception in every way 
worthy of his exalted office, as 
well as of his personality as a 
member of the Royal family and 
the uncle of our beloved King, 
George V.

Gentlemen, I recommend these 
matters to your serious and earn­
est consideration, and again ask 
you to be ever alive to whatever 
is best adapted to promote the 
welfare, progress and prosperity 
of our City.

Dredging For Gold.

Lawrence Jrwell in The Rosary.

As is generally known, gold is 
found id two forms. The first and 
most important occurs in streaks, or 
veins imbedded iu solid rook at 
varying depths below tbe earth’s 
surface, while the second, eommonly 
called alluvial gold, is won in a very 
simple and generally inexpensive 
way from the strata of gravel which 
cover most of the earth's outer Oru-f, 
Alluvial or free gold is supposed to 
emanate from from gold.bearm 
rocks which bave become exposed, 
decayed, disintegrated and washed 
away, the result being that it baa 
spread itself over the fare of the 
land and, in oourse of time, has be­
come part of the earth’s topsoil. 
The effect of gravitation is, of course 
that all gravel and minerals, includ­
ing gold, sink until they reach ‘ bed­
rock,* aud that the topmost layers 
are formed of the sandy or lighter 
particles. The most frequent re­
sult is, therefore, that when a river 
flows oyer the land, the topsoil is 
washed away, leaving the gold- 
bearing gravels as bed-river. It is 
from this residue that gold is obtain­
ed by floating dredges, and this 
artiole is intended to describe the 
work that is being done in this man­
ner in different parte of the world.

Let us take the Gold Coast, West 
Africa, as a typical tropical dredg­
ing country. From the coast inland 
stretches a huge, swampy belt of 
dense tropioal forest. Most of the 
sluggish rivers that flow through 
this country,to the sea ewe their 
origin to the highlands of the fainter, 
land and are fed by the periodical 
heavy rains that quake life a burden 
all along the ooaat. These rivers 
must at various points have out 
either through or alongside of the 
gold bearing reefs of Ashanti, and in 
tbeir beds are to be found large 
quantities gf alluvial gold. During 
the dry season, many of them are 
only small, shallow streams, but tbe 
Offin river, for example, has been 
known to rise as much as fifteen feet 
in a single night at the beginning of 
the wet season. The banks of most 
of the rivers are covered with the 
densest forest or ‘ busb,’ and from 
tbeir surface arises the miasma— 
perhaps microbes—which has had 
the effect of bringing West Africa 
into snob ill repute as a fever»striok 
so country. Except in tbe one of 
the big navigable rivers, the streams
