Your committee regret to.report a very great
increase in the facilities offered for the promotion
of the drinking usages of society, in the recent
establishment of two additional Taverns, and

inhabitants, unnecessary for the accommeodation
of travellers, and which can have no other effect
than the farther extension of dricking practices,
and the total corruption and prostitution of pub-
lic morals. Amid those discouraging symptoms
of increasing drunkennese, your committee see
strong reasons for more determined zesl and uni-
ty ofaction: Counsciouns of the high responsibili-
ty which devolve upon themselves, and also of
the complete success which must ultimately
await them in their glorious work of mora! re-
form. For it is unnatural to suppose, that while
the world is fast progreesing in the discoveries of
srte and eciences; and while the huiian mind is
gradually expanded and enlarged by the acquisi-
tion of knowledge, that men will allow them-
selves to be held the willing slaves of ancient cus-
toms, and antiquated prejudices, but will ‘burst
their bonds and be free. Your committee report
with pleasure, the recent formation of several
Societies in the neighboring Townships, which

doing much good. And which, they trost, will
ultimately exercise a very powerful influence, in
restraining the appetites of the people, and ele-
vatiog their intellectual and moral character, by
the free circulation of Temperance periodicals
and’ other publicationsamongst them. And your
committee would also take the present opportu-
nity of expressing their high epprebation of the
Mootienl Advocate, as well calculated to pro-
mote the exteusion of Total Abstinence princi-
ples, and which they would wish to see more ex-
tensively circulated throughout the country, and
amongst all clarees of society.

Although the question of Retrenchment
has.often been moo’ 110 Canala, it has ne-
var acquired such a practicable shape as at
the present time.  Hitlierto the ery for it
has been nothing more than electioneering
capital : now it is the earnestly expressed
demand of the whele  people. It is not
much wore than eix months since the
agitation wae commenced; and 10 that time
it has progreesed at a rate before unequalled
in the history of any great reform, It is
true that the public mind was prepared for
the discussiin of such a topic ; but the
most sanguine wishers for econemy could
never have looked for the triumplant res-
ponse which has been given to their argu-
ments, Party fecling appears for once to
have lost its usual characteristics ; and To-
ry and Radical unite harmoniously in their
desiro for a change which shall produce =
better husbanding of the revenue of the
country. lam not prepared to say, with
some, that dieappointment is the sole
cause of the Tory outery : it mssumcs a
very reasonable shape, and will deaden
that opposition to the improvement which
will certainly be presented by the ehief
holders of offices. The movcments of the
League, in particular, [ regard as especial-
ly favorable to the contemplated reduction
of expenditure, and hail them as the great-
est ackirowledgement of the truth of the
principles of Financial Reform, which its
Canadian advocates cou!d have received.—

discrimination between ecomomy and that
parsimony which is so often mistaken for
it. My readers must not imagine that |
am about to defend extravagance : [ would
only warn agninst the danger of 1ushing
into the opposite extreme.

A constituted governing body ia ose of
the neceseities of civilization , snd accor-
ding to its purity may be measured the real
liberty of a people. Certain officers are
flecessary to perform public duties ; but
there is a limit to such labor, like sll other,
and a workman more than is wanted ie an
incumberance upon the employer. The
two greéat objects of Economists, then, are
—firstly, to preserve the purity of the ad
winistration of Governmeant, by paying sala-
ries sufficient fo insure probity asd indue-
try, and no higher ; and mecondly, to dis-
pense with all officiale whose services are
superfluous. To do this effectually, the
whole system now in being in Canada will
have to be carefully revieed and maturely
cons|dered. There are some anomalies so
glaring that a glance will suffice to discover
them ; whilst there are many pecnlations
upon the public purse, equally wrong, but
much more difficult of detectiun and remo-
val.

But the wish to economize the
public funds in one way, must not lead to
their waste in another. If justice is neglec-
ted, the interest of the creditor risked, or
official work badly done, in consequence of
low salaries, an evil will have been made as
great as the one removed. A sum must be
offered sufficientiy high to induce competent
men to enter into the service of the State,
and to enable them to sct independently and
impartially. It would be the height of
folly to leave a Custom officer so badly
remunernted that he would be constantly
open to the temptations of bribery. It
would show an equal want of wisdom to
make his emoluinents so high that he would
be enabled tu employ others to undertake
the requirewents of his office. The mean
between these two extremes is to be found,
It is very evident that in Canada we have
attrived the extreme of official extravagance
already ; and if we wauld pot rush precipi-
tately'to ite opposite, we must seek some
wodel, where a proper economy already
existe, New York State from ite great
similarity in many respecte to this Province,
is a patteru already made to our hands.—
Its Justice is cheaper than ours, and as
good ; ite schoole are equally efficient ; its
Legislature as wise ;

ite officers as Lu
ess-like ; its Public Works as well kept ;
ite protection to the individusl ae certain ;
its property a¢ safe ; its ability and desire
to repress crime as great ; and its whole
governnient machinery as smoothly at
work. Forthe same labor as we ewploy
in Canada it does not pay balf as much mo-
ney ; snd i no department ie it behind us,
sither in despatch, or any other particular.
What can be donc there, ought tu be equal-
ly well done here. Canadisn inteliigence
onght to bo as great ae that of the New
Yorkers ; and Canadians ss able to msnage
theirown affsire as their republican neigh-
boure, and on a scale as economical.—
To bring ourselves om a level with thd
Americans, it will be necessary to adopt
laws ae simple ; to remove those useless
incumbrances io the shape of forme snd pro-
ceedings, which tend so much to increase
our taxes and governmest expenses.—
Whilet retrenchment may be begun by
lopping off extravagant salaries, it must be
fully and effectually carried out by making
the adminisiration of the law as practicable
and easy as the tramsaction of business ; and
by rendering the dutisa of our inferior offi-
cers as simple & inatter as the retailing of
commodities from behind the eounter. To
do all this will require several years of busy
work at reform ; and the first great sweep-
ing reduction caa only be a tithe of the
whole.
