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THE BUDGET.

HON. MR. HOLTON'S FINANCIAL STATEMENT,

From the-Globe's Telegraphic Report.

On motion of Mr. Holton, the House went
into Committee of Supply—AMr, Joly in the
chair.

Mr. Holton said he did not intend, until a
more advanced stage of the session, to intro-
duce any measure aflecting the taxation of
the country, and the few observations he has
now to offer would be confined merely to ex
planations of the ordinary estimates of the
current year, snd to placing before the com
mittee, as clearly as possible, the results of
the carrent financial year. It was, no doubt,
deeply to he regretted that so much delay
had already taken place in providing, by
means of Augmented tuxation, for the defi-
ciency in the revenue of the country which
for some years had embarrassed our finances,
but it would be admitted that the responsi-
bility for this delay did not in anyway attach
to himself. During the interval before the
readsembling of the House after the adjourn

maturing a well-considered scheme for re
storing the finances to a sound basis, and
maintaining the c¢redit of the country, which
he did not hesitate to say was seriously im-
perilled at this moment, as would appear from
the statement of facts he would lay before
the House. The present estimates were sub-
stanti€fly the same as those submitted by Mr.

and the introduction of some new items, ren-
dered necessary by circumstances which had
arisen since the prorogation ot Parliament.
He proceeded to explain these changes.—
The reduction in the estimates for the Peni-

Gen. Thomas on the left, and Gen. Davis
on the right, then pushed forward their forces
vigorously towards the gap, and after a hard
tight recovered the ground which had been
lost on the extreme right.

The fight disclosed the intention of the
Confederates, which evidently was 1o get be.
tween us and Chattanooga.

The general engazement,which commenced
at 11 a. m, ended at about 6 p. m.

Gen. Palmer, who had gathered together
our scattered forces, and Gen. Negly, who
had been sent from the right flunk 10 feel the
centre, pushed forward aud re-established our
line as it had becn before the battle began
along the Chattanooga Creek.

The country where the bittle was fought
is level, but thickly overgrown with small
timber and brushwood, and is very unfavor
able for the use of artillery, very little of
which was used.

The casualities in wounded are heavy, but
extremely light in killed for so heavy a mus
ketry engagement. The fight on the left was
one continuous roll of musketry for an hour
or more.

No general officera were wounded.  Cols.
Heg and Bradly were wounded; Colonel
Jones, aud Colonel Carroll, and Mujor Van-
etta were also wounded.,

Battery C, of the 5th artillery, was lost and
afterwards recaptured by the 79ih Indiana
regt. The battle is not over yet. It will

robably be renewed tu-morrew.
