Our impression is
that it has—that, without waiting for
the result in the single constituency yet
to be head from, the Riel-Rouge party
has elected 33 of the 65 members com
posing the Assembly, with a probability
that one of the Independent members
will lean to the Rouges. No good will
come from misrepresentinz the matter.
The fact will not be changed by asserting
now that this man or that man will sup-
port or will oppose the present govern-
ment. All we can do is to state the
truth so far as it can be known, and to
await the meeting of the Legislature to
verify the result. The Toronto Globe
makes up quite a majority for the Riel-
Rouge party by including among its sup-
porters the Bleus who opposed the Ross
government on the Riel question and the
Rouges who supported it on that ques-
ticn. There are several men who can-
not be placed with any degree of cer-
tainty ; and it is just possible that at the
present moment some of these gentle-

And for this reason we
propose to comment thereon and, as
peing pertinent thereto, to discuss brief-
ly the present position of the Canadian
press in relation to politics and party
leaders—promising only that mnaught
shall be set down 1n malice.

But whatever may have caused the
Mail's recent departure, we hail it with
real satisfaction, not because of any
party advautages it may bring, but in
the true interests of Canadian jouroal-
ism. Itis too true that the existence
and spread of imdependent jeurnalism
has been somewhat slow of growth. By
Independent journalism is not meant
that class of free lances in the journal-
istio ranks that frequently claim to be
par excellence independent, but whose
independence consists in sitting astride
of the political fence and bespattering
alternately the two political parties,
with equal impartiality and equal
unfairness. Independence of this sort
is of the shallowest kind. It is fre-
1noutly sensatiomal and too often sordid.

&énoﬂ'ootin. But we mean independent
#.journalism that speaks with genuine

conviction and a really independent
conscience. This is found in the best
of party journals, not only in Canada,
but in Great Britain and "America.
The most effective eaucators and leaders
of public opinion there and here are the
leading journals of the party press.

But truth compels us to say that
heretofore the Conservative party press
1n Canada has been far from indepen-
dent. It has been far too much at the
beck and nod of the party leader—
always ready to take its cue and its pay
from him and whistle accordingly. Take
for example the leading Comservative
papers at present in Ontario and Que-
bec, Beginning at the Capital. the
Ottawa Citizen is merely the organ of
the Government kitchen. Nothing is
unsavory for its stomach, so long only
as it is kept full. The A Montreal
Gazette is the organ of the Cabinet
Minister who is notorious for his supple
subserviency to ‘‘political exigencies”;
while the Hamilton Spectator, a journal
conducted with abilty, is noticeably
independent only when it is making
ready to defend something particularly
indefensible and disgraceful. It s hard-
ly in keeping to suggest the name of
the London Free Press in connection
with a discussion of journalistic indepen-
dence, Once a journalist of some
literary finish and promise, the editor
has again and again ‘'boxed the political
compass,” s Liberal today and a Tory
tomorrow, a pronounced Free Trade
advocate tonight and a blatant Pro-
tectionist next morning. “It's a d—d
sharp carve, but I can make it,” has
been his motto, and the Premier must
have held his tongue in his cheek
when mentioning his name on the
London platform.

Nor has the Liberal press always
evinced as great a degree of journal-
istic independence as should jbecome it,
altho’ all candid and impartial observers
will be ready to admit that in this regard
it stands higher than the Conservative
press of Canada.: Not a few of its best
journals are distinctively in advance of
the party, and of its leaders, upon
various questions of mwuch import.  And
while loyally working withir party lines,
they do net hesitate to discuss these

uestions frankly and fearlessly. The

ttawa Free Press, Kingston Whig.,
Hamilton Times, London Advertiser,
Lindsay Post, Guelph Mercury, Strat-
ford Beacon, GopErICH SieNAL, Huron
Expositer, St. Thomas Journal, The
Braotford Expositer, Berlin Telegraph,
Dundas Banner, St. Catherines News,
Galt Reformer, the Sentinel-Review,
and others, are of this class, Each and
every one of them has, we belicve, at

different times shown the courage nd
independence to criticise the poli~y 'nd
conduct of their party and party ors
where they thought the circums: ces

demand it.

Instead of weakening the party, r
the hands of its leaders such fr. k,
dependent criticsms have strengi.ened
them, and have, moreoyer, afforded
indisputable proof that the conu ctors
of the Liberal press realize the respou
sibilty of their position, that they owe &
a duty to the public that is paramount
to all party @onsiderations, and that
having assumed the task of educati
aud leading public opinion, they =
determined to discharge 1t. This they
recognized to be the true function of
journalism.

And then itis only just to say that
while the Liberal Press of the country
has in the past proved itself to be more
independant than the Conservative
Press, the same is true of the Provincial
Press of both political parties, as com-
pared with the Metropolitan, or city
prees. The latter, with scarcely a single
exceptiun, ia singularly narrow, partizan
and local on all matters as hetween the
country at large and their respective
cities or districts.

to appoint J. D. Smith, of Gorrie, as
Police Magistrate for the riding, with-
out salary. It was moved, seconded and
carried unanimioualy that this Asspcistion
heartily approves of the appointment,
and that a copy of this resolution be
forwarded to the Provincial Sgcretary,
and to Thos. Gibson, M.PP., for East
Huron.

At this juncture of the meeting a
telegram was sent to the Attorney
General asking if Mr Smith had been
appointed. A reply came stating that
the Attorney-General; was out of the
city and Deputy was st Sarnia in the
dynamite case, mow in progress. A
lengthy discussion on a circular from
the Ontario Government took place and
the question of a salaried Police
Magistrate for the County was held
and afetr a large number of persons had
expressed their opinion on these sub-
jects it was decided by a unanimous
vote that the Conuty Council be asked
at their next session to recommend the
Government to appoint a Police
Magistrate for Huron County  with
salary. The President of this Association
was asked to make the request of the
County Council. It was also decided to
notify the other temperance organiza-
tions in the County of the action taken
by this Convention.

Reports of progress were made by the
vice-presidents from each municipality
in the matter of local organization in the
shape of electoral untons. The barden
of the reports showed that this subject
was under consideration, but as yet noth-
ing definite had been done.

F. S. Spence, of Toronto, Secretary of
the Dominion Alliance, was present, and
gave a stirring and exhaustive address on
the subject of Electoral Unions, and ad-
vised immediate action on this line. A
hearty vote of thanks was passed to Mr
Sgence for his excellent and appropriate
address.

Moved, seconded and carried, that we
adopt the platform of the Dominion Al-
liance in reference to Electoral Unions,
and that Rev. Mr Wilkinson, of Toronto,
of the Dominion Alliance, be secured to
do the organization work for the riding.

AN INDIAN LEGEND.

How the Nisqually Tribe Was
Saved from Extinction,

The Great Beast With an Evil Eye—The
Savieur of the Tribe—Evil Wrought by
the Curlosity of a Woman—A Strange
amd Picturesque Stery.

Always having felt an interest ia the
aborigines of this Territory I made it
a point in early times to gain all the in-
formation I could of their origin and
history. As they are a people unlat-
tered and without the appliances we have
to hand down to posteritv their history,

what appear to be such, should have
crept into their traditions. We find that
all the information they have regarding
the past has been handed down from one
generation to another, through their

8ir,—1T suppose a little news from this
country will be of interest to yeur num-
erous readers, therefore I send a few

items.

Tae Harvesr.—Owing to the dry ses-
son the harvest was early, a good deal of
wheat being cut in July, and while the
different samples are good, the yield was

ight in this district ; but very good
where there was more rain.

The fall show at Whitewood on Oct.
1st, was a On t of the
dry season the samples of garden vege-
tables and field roots were not so numer-
ous as last year, but some good samples
were shown, together with a good dis-

play of native fruit and pickles, butter
and cheese, home made wine, and some
good samples of red and yellow tomatoes,
grown in the open air. V/hile the in-
side show was not up to last year, there
was a great improvement in the horses
shown, some fine colts being on "the
groun:i ; also a goodly number of cattle,
sheep, pigs and poultry.
There is a good deal of dissatisfaction
throughout this North West on account
of the way we are being used by the
Dominion government. While, accord-
ing to the census (which, if it was all
taken like it was here, was not the true
namber in the N, W. at that time), we
had a populatien of some twenty odd
thousand whites, besides Yndians. Aec-
cording to the standard of British Col-
umbia, we are ertitled to more than
four members ; a half a loaf being better
than none, but Sir John stated while in
this country that there would not be an
election before the general elections,
therefore in all probability this country
will not be represented for another year.
There is also an agitation to form a Pro-
vincial government instead of the pres-
ent N. W, Council, which is needed, as
by ail accounts some w.oney goes where
it ought not to. To give an example,
last Christmas, whan the members of
the Council dispersed, there was money
to give each member, about $400 being
devoted to the agricultural societies in
their districts ; but in Sept. they each
received $100 from the Lieut.-Governor,
also a statement that that was all the
funds. Where did the balance go to?

Whitewood and this district received
a flying visit from Sir Richard Cart-
wright a short time since. He Is the
owner of 10,000 acres in this settlement.

Terra Cotta Lumber.
