Conference

PESSIMISTIC VIEWS PREVAIL.
Special to Evening Telegram.’
LLONDON, To-day.
At the close of the Cabinet Coun-
cil last night, it became known there
was only the smallegt prospect of the
Home Rule conference arriving at an
agreement. Its termination when it
reassembles to-day, is regarded as
certain. Carson, it is understood,
stands out for the complete exclusion
of the six counties of Ulster from the
operation of the Bill, including Fer-
managh and Tyrone, while Redmond
declines to go beyond the conces-,
sions, Asquith already has made in
permitting referendums. Unless some
way out of the difficulty is discovered
at the eleventh hour, it is believed the
Premier will be obliged to announce
the failure of the conference. As-
quith’s assurances to Parliament, as-
suming full responsibility for the

tional precedent had been contraven-
ed, allayed much of the angry feeling
among Liberals, or rather transferred
it from the King to the Premier him-
self. Active negotiations are pro-
ceeding outside of Buckingham Pal-
ace between the party leaders. The
Premier had an interview with Lord
Lansdowne and Andrew Bonar Law,
opposition leaders, between _two sep-
arate sittings of the Cabinet.

Mexico City, July 18.—A bold at-
tempt to rob the San Carlos Fine Art
School here of six. of its priceless
paintings, four of which were Muril-
los, was made Thursday night last by
Igacio Martinez, a young Mg_xican ar-
tist, who recently -returned from It-

aly, where he had been studying art.

Senor Martinez hid himself in the

San Carlos school after closing hours
and shortly after midnight he took
down the paintings, which he at-
tempted to steal. Before leaving the
gallery with the paintings he started
a fire in the hall, expecting it would
spread rapidly, and destroy all evi-
dences of the theft.

Luckily the fire . was discovered by
employees of the sehool living on a
lower floor, before it caused serious
damage. The absence of the paint-
ings was immediately discovered, and
Martinez was caught while he was
attempting to leave the building with
the paintings. The latter were re-
gsiored to their places.

Martinez confessed that he intend-
ed to take the paintings to New York
or Burope and sell them for at least
six million pesos. The Murillos are
“The Immaculate Conoception,” “St.
John the Evangelist,” “St. Sebastian”
and “St. John of God.”

“The industrial development ‘of Ni
agara has §o0° ‘steadily incrcased that
at the ned of the year 1913 nearly
half a million -electric horse-power
was developed and sold by the vario
companijes’at Niagara. It is estima-
ted that if “every dop of water were
diverted from the Falls into' power-
houses, from one to two million horse
power might be developed. Which-~
ever estimate we take,” says th
Outlook, “the maximum or the mini
mum, it is apparent that at present
we are from one-quarter to one-half
way towards drying up Niagara as a
scenic waterfall. It is certainly a
proper thing for the people of the
United States to consider and deter- @
mine what general policy. they wish &
to pursue with regard to Niagara
Falls.

“There are only three possible pol-
icies. One is that’the Falls shall
be made wholly a scenic asset of the
country and shall not be used in any
way, shape, or manner for industrial &
purposes. The second is that it shall :
wholly be given up to the utilitarian
service of the people, and that all ef- &
fort to preserve its scenic qualities
shall be abandoned except in so far ™8
as the power-houses may be made
neat, orderly and architecturally re- =
spectable. The third policy is to fix
absOlutely the point beyond which it 3
is not safe to go industrially, and be-
yond that point to preserve the Falls
wholly far their secenic beauty.

“It is physically conceivable that
all the power houses may be “torn
down, and all the machinery deported,
and all the wires coiled up and car-
ried away, thus returning the Falls
to the condition in which they were
in aboiriginal days. This, however, is
wholly impracticable, and nobody
advceates it.

“It is equally conceivable, and
much more logical, to advocate the
abandonment of the Falls to indus-
trial purposgs. There are many good
citizens who reason that the utilita-
rian needs of society demand the sac-
rifice of Niagara Falls as a phenom-
enon of natural scenery. We do not
share this belief. It is this policy
which has destroyed many of our for-
ests, denuded many of our mountain-
sides, and has made the country
around many of our great mines bar-
barcus and distressful to the eye.

“If the people really want Niagara
saved from a complete absorption by
those who believe in the utilitarian
policy they must make their wishes
felt by the President, the Secretary
of War, and by Congress. We think
ourselves that the danger-point has

been reached, and that no further wa-
ter for hydro-electro purposes can be

used upon the American side, and no

further amount of power can be ad-
mitted from the Canadian side, with-
out endangering the scenic value of
the Falls.”

My reader
friends have been
contributing some
interesting points
of view lately.
Two of them have
something to say
to you to-day on
the most discuss-
ed institution in
t h e civiliized
world.

“1..was  interest-
ed- in your article
some days ago in
regard to a child being ungrateful and
stingy with money towards one of its
parents,” writes one woman. ‘“Do you
think that that often happens? It
seems-to me that the opposite is
more - frequently -the case. I have
known of so. many girls who were
brought up in foolish luxury, and not
taught to do anything useful. When
they married their parents gave them
a large wedding and trousseau and
perhaps furnished their house. Then
the generosity stopped.

“The girl loved the man she mar-
ried and was ignorantly willing to
try to do her best to make ends meet
—but her best was pretty DOOT. No
one can learn to cook and sew in a
week or a month, with all the good
will in the world. Sometimes the
girl tried to keep a cheap, incompent-
ent maid, and sometimes she at-

tempted the cooking herself. \Oftcn
she struggled bravely for years,

spending many hours doing work she

Lated and was unfitted for. Her par-
ents scemed to think that their duty

was ended the moment the daughter
was given to a husband to care for.
Often they, the parents, lived in real
luxury, but they apparently did not
realize th®t desires of the child they
had@ brought up in idleness or they
declared that it was well for young
people to learn the value of money.
“You know that in France/a girl is
cither taught to do something or she
has a certain lot setiled on her af her
marriage so that she is able to live

-please,

in something like the comfort she has
been accustomed to at home., We are
supposed to be a practical nation, but
on the subject of money and mar-
rage we have a lot to learn.”

The other contributor has strong
ideas about the marriage service:
Much has been said about omitting
the word obey, and I believe the
legality - of marriages solemnized
without that word has been ques-
tioned.

Death Rate Goes Down

Lowest for Week in History of New
York City.

New York, July 13.—The Ilowest
weekly death rate in the history of
the city was that of the week ended
July 4, according to the bulletin issued
by the health department.

There were 1,160 deaths, or 10.84
which s the first time
that the weekly. death rate has gone
below -11 a thousand. The rate for
the corresponding week of last year
was 12.54 and of 1901 was 40.82, which
was due to the excessive heat.

Teaching Greenland
How to kish.

In 1908 and 1909, at the instance of
the Danish Minister of thé Interior,
practical scientific investigations
were conducted on the West Coast of
Greenland, under - the direction of
Herr Adolf Jensen, with the object
of starting a regular fishery there,
and ascertaining how it could best be
utilized to-the advantage of the na-
tives.

“In his report,” says a ‘writer in
the Fishing Gazette, “the leader of
the expedition advised the formation
of fishing stations at a number of
points on the coast, and sending out
Danish fishermen to teach the.Green-
landers how to manipulate the mod-
ern contrivances now in use, and
how to prepare the fish for export.

“Cn the basis of this report action
was taken, and when it is remem-
bered that such employment used to
be loocked upon with contempt by the
Greenlanders even in seasons of se-
vere want caused by the failure of
the sealing, the way in which it has
been taken up by them may be look-
ed upon as highly satisfactory. The
experiments were conducted from
eight different places along the West
Coast, exiending from about 60 deg.
to 68 deg. N.L., and they were made
under the direction of seven fisher-
men who had been sent out from
Denmark, and of the Danish person-
nel of the ‘Colonies.” In each case
the plan adopted was the same. With
his maoator boat the professional tow-
ed a number of the Greenland boats
to the fishing grounds. While there
he instructed the men as to the pro-

per methods of baiting, setting the
lines, taking these in, and so forth,

afterwards towing them back to the
station. He then showed them how
to clean and salt the fish, and put
and pack them in barrels.

“Most of the fishing is done during
the summer ménths, when the fish
approach the land, and can be taken
irom the small craft that are em-
nloyed. The halibut fishing forms an
exception, inasmuch as it goes on all
the year round; but at the station of
Sydproven business in fish' is sus-
pended from May 15, till July 15, that
being the period when the field ice
brings with it to the coast the great
hooded seals ,from which the Green-
‘landers reap annually so rich a har-

| An Englishman’s
Home in 1272.

e
Building Still Standing Among the
Kentish Hills.

In a fold of the Kentish Hills, sur-
rounded by apple orchards and hop
gardens, there stands a humble build-
ing whose walls are eloquent of the
past. It is almost the only one of its
kind left standing—so far as the ex-
terior is concerned—in its entirety.

The adjoining land was granted to
one of his knights by Edward I, in
1272 and the most reliable antiquarian
opinion is in favour of the house hav-
ing been built  shortly after. Our
knight in the matter of building did
not despise the record of the past,
for he adopted the Norman method
then dying out, of placing his living
rooms on the  second floor. This
made for safety, and the ground floor
apartments were simply windowless,
dungeons and storerooms.

In those days ‘they built for
strength and the walls of Kentish
rag, are of great thickness, calcula-
ted to withstand the assaults of any
quarrelsome neighbors, while by the
turret which gives admittance by a
stone spiral staircase to the living
rooms above, is guarded top and bot-
tom by massive oaken doors and is
lighted by eyelets through which a
rain of arrows could be poured upon
intruders below. The main style of
building i¢ that of the transition'from
Early English to the decorated Ob-
long in form it has gables north and
south and at either end of the long
east wall is a square projection.

Ascending the stairs we find our-
selves in a room of truly noble pro-
nortiops, occupying the length, and
hreadth of the building, twenty-eight
feet by eighteen and a half, and light-
ed by windows east, west, north and
| south. It is open to the roof, which
contains nearly if not quite all its
original form and has a fire place and
an “membrey” or cupboard in. which
cooking and table requisites and alms
for the poor were kept. In this
“aire” or “aitre” the family lived and
worked. and here visitors and better
class retainers slept. Here, perhaps,
from the beams supporting the .roof
hung the store of dried provisions
for winter use, and the herbs collect-
ed by the ‘squire’s dame.

It was here in the “aire” that at
even the family gathered round the
firelight (candles were expensive lux-
uries in those days) to listen to the
story of battle or chase. The win-
dows were unglazed. but glass might
he fixed in the shutters, the  iron
hooks for which still remains. Oaken
gsettees did duty as seats by day and
as resting places by night and mesls
were served on a board placed on
trustles—hence, perhaps, the phrase
“the festive board.”

From the hall a doorway gives ad-
mittance to one of those sauare
rhambers already noticed as built on
the ends of the east wall. It is the
“Lord’s Chamber” the sleeping room
of the women and children. The
walls are thick and lancett slits, high
above reach, let in a dim light by day
while the shutter hooks, still tightly
wedged in the wall, show how jeal-
ouslv the retreat was guarded by
night. Tt wes the inner sanctum. the
most protected part of the house,
where those dearest to the knight
fonnd refage in troublous times his

wife and children obtained privacy
from the more public life of the hall.

The other projecting room throws
further. light on the disposition of
our knight. A soldier, a domestic
man, a man of taste, he was also a
man of religion. For this little room,
a little larger than the Lord’s Cham-
ber, is a chanel. It has a long. nar-
row. early English. window, and two
smaller ones, and retains on window
arch and piscina, tracery of much
architectural beauty.
