STILL WAITING.

The German - American
situation begins to be al-
most amusing. Relations
are severed between the
two countries but there is no war; yet
Germany has won at least this advant-
age, that no American ship seems to
have the courage to leave its port and
traverse the war zone. There can be |
no drawing back by either side, but
neither wishes to go on. America will
not declare war until she has cause;

cause can hardly comc unless one of .

her ships presents to a submarine the
opportunity to give it; but a declara-
tion of war thereupon could not re-
store a possibly sunk ship or a pos-
sibly murdered crew. So American
ships lie safely in port and Germany
rests content with the position. So
long as they do not bring food to Bri-
tain, they are better so than at the
bottom of the sea and America num-
bered in consequence among her
enemies.

We cannot believe that the United
States will long tolerate such a state
of affairs, or even does 80 now: pro-
bably preparations are being .- made
for the departure of American ships
on their old schedule but in such man-
ner that they will be protected. If
then they are attacked the inevitable
result will follow; if not, Germany’s
bluff will have been successfully call-

1 ed. Meanwhile, with peace and war
hanging in the balance, experts among
the Allies and in America are puzzling
themselves to find the true interpreta-
tion of Germany’'s action, to deduce
the cause and to speculate upon the
effects. It is probable, as in so maany
cases, that the simplest explanation is
the true one.

Undoubtedly the cause, first, of so
desperate a step must be a desperate
need. Germany and her Allies are
not merely short of all kinds of neces-
sary supplies but have no prospects
of success in any of the military cam-
paigns that already overhang them
ominously. They have nothing more
to gain and everything to lose. What
can they do to avert the ultimate de-
feat that they know awaits them?
There is only one possible hope re-
maining, faint it is true, but still pos-
sible—to starve England, the prop of
the whole enemy alliance. There is
only one possible way to starve her,
‘the way that they have chosen. This

meant friction with the United States,
and probably war, but that could, for
the purpose in hand, be -discounted.
'If the submarine blockade was suc-
cesful America would hardly matter;
if it failed, America could for long add
little to the forces already ranged
against them. And in any case, the
blockade must be attempted. There
was always the hope, too, that it
could be put into effect without caus-
ing actual war with the States, a hope,
be it noted, that has not yet been dis-
appointed. Finally, in the event of
such war, the account might not be
all on the debit side. America might
become preoccupied with preparations
of her own and embarrass rather than
assist the Allies; it would be long be-
fore she ‘could put a formidable force
into the field, when the worst might
well be over one way or the other;and
there was always, of course, the rather
shadowy advantage of having her at
the council-board at the peace negotia-

ance of the inmates and the proper
upkeep of the institution. The food,
clothing, education and incidental ex-
penses of 130 boys is a strain upon
the resources of the Orphanage beyond
that which its pefmanent income sup-
plies, and therefore the greater need
exists of voluntary assistance if the
good work, in which the self-sacrific-
ing Brothers freely give their lives, is
to be conducted in a manner which
will assure the homeless and friend-
less orphans sheltered there the best
results which the institution is cap-
able of giving.

As a proof of the sterling qualities
of .the boys trained at Mount Cashel
we need only point out that among
the young men who answered the call
for volunteers there were no less than
sixty Mount Cashel boys, and of that
number thirteen have already given
their lives on the battle fields. of
Europe.

Accident
Inquiry.

EXAMINATION OF WITNESSES.,

An inquiry into the railway "horror,
which occurred near Glenwood on
February 5th, began before Mr. F. J.
Morris, K.C., J.P., in the Magistrate’s
Court Yyesterday afternoon There
were present Deputy Minister of Jus-
tice Hutchings and Government Engi-
neer Hall for the Crown, Mr. Higgins
representing the Reid Nfld. Co. and
Supt. Grimes on behalf of the police.
In order to avoid another inquiry by
the Government Engineer’s Depart-
ment, Mr. Hutchings asked that Mr.
Hall be allowed to examine and cross-
examine witnesses. Mr. Higgins con-
sented, adding that the Reid Co. were
desirous of having the fullest inves-
tigation made. At 11 a.m. to-day the
inquiry was continued and the exami-
nation of witnesses commenced. Con-
ductor Lush was the first witness
called. He was examined by Mr.
Hutchings and testified as follows:

I was the Conductor on the express
that left here on Sunday afternoon
for Port aux Basques. My train crew
consisted of Baggageman Bishop and
Brakesman Pike. The engine attach-
ed was No. 153. The engineer’s name
was Patrick. The fireman’s name was
White. The train consisted of one
baggage car, one second-class car,
diner, one first-class car, sleeper and
private car. The baggage car and
mail car were combined. We left St.
John's at 12.30 and arrived at Claren-
ville about 8.50. At Clarenville 1
changed engines with engine No. 115
then attached. The driver’s name was
Webber. 1 don't remember the fire-
man’s name. We left Clarenville
about 9 o’clock. We arrived at Ben-
ton about four hours afterwards. 1
don’t know how many passengers 1
had on board when I left St. John’s.
I don’t know how many passengers
I had on board when 1 left Benton.
I made no stop at any place after
leaving Benton. When the train left
Benton I ‘was in the first-class coach.
I remained there until the wreck. I
was nct asleep. The first thing that
attracted my attention was the train
stepping., I felt the train bump. It
wai not very heavy. 1 left the coach
and jumped off on the outside and
went ahead. I noticed then that the
track was running on a curve and the
curve was to the right. The first car
I passed was the diner, she was off
the track and leaning at an angle of
about 60 degrees., Attached in front

of the diper was the second-class car..

The bag-

gageman and I kicked the door open
on the east end and the brakesman
went to the west end and was doing
the same thing. As soon as we kick-
ed in the east end door the passen-
gers started to come out. I don’t know
if anyone got out the west end door.
In about three or four minutes every-
thing was quiet: I mean whoever
was in the car were all suffocated or
bu.rnt. In order to save the passen-
gers in the other cars, the train’s crew

bent all their energy towards keeping
them from catching fire. That was

after everything had become quiet in
the second-class and it had become
impossible to rescue the remainder of
the passengers. After I kicked in the
east end door I sang out to the pas-
sengers and hurried them out and
then went around to the west end
door. Up to the time of my leaving
the ecast end of the car to go to the
west end there was no one helping
me to rescue the passengers except
the baggage man who was there with
me. The engineer came around to the
west end to assist the brakesman.
There was no one else there except
us four to render any assistance to
the passengers in that car. All the
passengers who did get out got out
themselves after we had opened the
doors. The mailmen were not there.
There was none of the first-class pas-
sengers there at that time. The next
car ahead of the second-class car was
the baggage car. She was also on her
side about the same distance as the
second-class car from the track. Next
ahead of the baggage car was the
tender. It was off the track by the
baggage car at right angles to the
track with the front of it towards it.
The engine was standing on the rails
intact. The coupling between the
tender and the baggage car was brok-
en; and the coupling between the ten-
der and the engine was broken. ‘All
the other couplings were intact. The
train was lying on the left hand side
of the curve, which was on the out-
side. I cannot be sure how many
passengers were in the second-class
car at the time of the accident. There
were fifteen got out. I don’t remem-
ber their names, The bodies of eight
passengers were discovered. Their
names are: Joseph Watts, Carbonear;
Mr. and Mrs. Moses Rodway, of Mus-
cle Harbor Arm, Placentia Bay; Phil-
ip Hounsell, of Pound Cove; Thomas
Stapleton and John Jacobsen, of St.
John’s; Ambrose Rodgers and Simon
Rodgers, of St. Jones’ Within. 1 was
present when the bodies of these
eight persons were discovered. I am
not certain if there were more than
those passengers on board that sec-

ond-class car. I cannot swear whe-
ther or not there were any others

burnt. Two of the passengers who
escaped were injured. None of the
passengers in the other cars were in-
jured. None of the train hands were
injured. Mail Clerk Thistle claims to
have an injured shoulder. I remain-
ed at the scene of the wreck till 5
o'clock on Monday evening and then
proceeded on to Port aux Basques.
We took the three cars that were in-
tact at the wreck and got the balance
of our train at Bishop’s Falls. I can-
not give an explanation whatever as
to the cause of the wreck. The pas-
senger cars that I had on that day,
excepting the private car that made
up the train that day, were, heated
by steam from the engine and lighted
by oil lamps. There were three lamps
in the second-class car with two
branches each: that would be in all
six lights. They were suspended from
the ceiling. They are the same kind
of lamps that are used in the other
passenger cars. The last time T pass-
ed through that second-class car was
after I left Benton. I noticed that
three of the lamps were lit then, one
light on each branch. I swear that
eéVerything possible to be done was
done for the rescue of the passengers
in that car. It would not be pos-
sible for them to have got out any

way but through the doors as the time
was too short. From the time I felt

the jolt till the noise subsided in the
car was about three minutes. It
would not be possible for any of those
passengers to have got out through
the windows. I think the windews
would open sufficient for them to
squeeze out through. The car was a
Colonist car with double windows
with wooden screen. The accident
occurred about ten miles east of
Glenwood.

LONDON, Jan. 22, 1917.
ROYALISTS’ HOLIDAY.

The King and Queen have greatly
appreciated their quiet stay at York
Cottage with their children, especial-
ly as they have had the Prince of
Wales on leave from the front. He
was unable to be home for Christmas,
but has greatly enjoyed his subse-
quent visit, in which he managed to
include a couple of days in town with
Prince Albert for the theatres.

THE TWO-COURSE RULE.

The quaint regulation limiting cus-
tomers at hotels and restaurants in-
this country to two courses for lunch
and three for dinner is to be recon-
sidered. It was not a happy idea, and
the regulation has scmetimes been
used by “profiteers” in a small way.
For instance, a certain railway com-
pany now serve a lunch consisting of
soup, joint and vegetables, and cheese
(a course and a half), and explain to
any hungry passenger who looks up
and is not filled that it is “by Act of
Parliament, gentlemen.” They do
not mention that it would have been
quite in accordance .ith the law if
they had thrown in hors d’oeuvres
(quantity unlimited) or that they
could have given choice of fish and
joint and joint and sweets. What
is more, they raise the price of this
abbreviated lunch from 2s. 6d. (60
cents) to 3s. (75 cents.) Passengers
should remember that on each course
there is nothing but shyness to pre-
vent them from emulating Oliver
Twist and asking for more.

RESIGNATIONS OF OFFICERS.

A slight but welcome change in the
manner of notifying the resignations
of Army officers has been adopted in
the “London Zazette,” It has been
the custom .nerely to intimate that
the officer “relinquishes his commis-
sion on account of ill health” without
any indication “how the disability
arose. Under the new form, when
the officer has to retire from the ser-
vice on account of illness arising in
the field, the Gazette notice will state
that he “relinquishes his commission
on account of ill health contracted on
active service.” The small extension
of 'the formula is calculated to do
greater justice to the officer, because
it puts on record officially that he has
sacrificed his health in the active de-
fence of his country. Another relaxa-
tion of the notification of retirement
was put into operation a short’ time
ago. It has relation to medical stu-
dents who took combatant commis-
sions in the earlier stages of the war.
Owing to the mnecessity on public
grounds of filling the rank of a de-
pleted medical profession, encourage-
ment had to be given to young men
who were already in the final years
of the medical curriculum to resume
their studies. The susceptibilities of
a young officer whose friends were
not familiar with the traditional
phraseology ®f Army routine might
conceivably be hurt by comments on
the bare announcement that he had
relinquished hj commission. Ac-
cordingly, it gow notified in the
Gazette that he takes this step “in
order to resume medical studies.”

A MAN OF MANY PARTS.
William De Morgan, whose death

will be mourned as though he were a
-

personal friend by many people’ all
over England, was pcrhaps. the most
extraordinary instance of our times
of what a man could get out of life.
Mentally and physically he develop-
ed every part of himself. The rich
fullness of his life was characteristic
of the Victorian renaissance, when
mechanical progress and freedom of
thought made all things seem possible
before specialism set in in full rigour.
A stained-glass worker, a painter, and
a maker of tiles—these were his ac-
tivities up to his fortieth year. He did
not claim the-invention or re-invention
of lustre tiles, but in his own way his
lustre work was quite original. He
busied himself in mechanics, and in-
vented a duplex gearing for a bicycle
actuated pneumatically, a smoke-con--
suming firegrate, and a refining sieve
for clay. Iie was well cver the sixties
when he wrote his first book, the fa-
mous ‘“Joseph Vance,” the first chap-
ter of which is as rich and delightful
as anything in Dickens—and much
wiser. De Morgan then became a lit-
erary cclebrity. None of his books
may, perhaps, be among the classics,
but everyone is the richer for reading
them, and no one has presented the
thoughtful middle-class life of ' the
last quarter of the nineteenth century
with such insight, tenderness, and hu-
mour. He lived in the most interest-
ing literary and artistic society of two
generations. He loved Italy, and was
an annual visitor to Florence. Beauty
was a very real thing to him, and it
tinged all he did or wrote. He was a
very wise old man.
THE S.P.C.K.

In these times of straitened in-
comes it is interesting fo note a pas-
sage in the report of the Society for
Promoting Christian Knowledge that
there seems to be some sign that
while people are certainly giving more
in other directions they are not giv-
ing much less for religious purposes.
During 1916 the income of the Soci-
ety has fallen only about 5 per cent.
This is, indeed, remarkable, and it
shows that peqgple who consistently
give financial support to religious
organisations must be exercising
more and more self-sacrifice in order
to be able to spare the money. The
S.P.C.K. used to do a great deal for
the spiritual welfare of emigrants,
but the stream of pecple seeking a
new home beyond the seas does not
flow in these days. The workers of
the Society, however, are directing
their attention te disabled soldiers
who are rethrning to the Overseas
Dominions. A sum of $12,5600 has
been expended during the war in
grants for providing ‘devotional lit-
erature for soldiers and sailors.

SHORTAGE OF SHOP WOMEN.

There is a great shortage of girls
in the largest West End shops and
the firms which have sent hundreds
of their men assistants into the army
now find their women drifting into
war work. London newspapers are
filled with strings of advertisements
both for trained and untrained girls
for big West End dry goods stores
and most attractive terms are being
offered. The clerical staffs have suf-
fered most severely, for thg War Of-

they are nearly as difficult to replace
as the clerks, for though the shops
have no difficulty in getting extra as-
sistants for the sales—there are hun
dreds of women formerly in business
who like to go back to their old work
once or twice a year—these women
are not available for permanent work.
One big firm has drawn for recruits
on the girls of the professional class-
es and has given them a short emer-
gency business training. Others de-
pend on girls straight from school,
who are, taken on as ordinary probha-
tioners. In all cases the salaries are
very much higher than they used to
be,and under the system of sales com-
missions the more competent, experi-
enced. saleswomen, are able to earn
very good money.
