There is no doubt that the new 
German offensive was begun with 
every detail and preparation perfect­
ed, and in consequence of the enemy’s 
choice of the time for his advance, 
everything so far, has apparently 
worked in his- favor and to his ad­
vantage. Having the choice of attack, 
he could strike at the point in the 
Allied line, which he considered the 
weakest and most easily penetrated. 
That this has been done Is proven by 
the partial success which followed 
his initial operations; a success, 
however, which has cost him dearly 
and which is not at all likely, now, to 
be increased, for while the German 
advance, up to yesterday, is still un­
checked, in the main, the plunge is 
being, gradually halted by the Franco* 
British armies, even before the mo­
mentum of the attack has spent it­
self. The armies of the Crown Prince, 
appear to have for their object, the 
widening of the gap, which they have 
made in the Allied front, and it is 
not unlikely that while they may suc­
ceed in doing so, they may expose 
their flanks to the Allies who in turn 
will concentrate every effort on roll­
ing them up on the centre, thus 
bringing confusion and defeat on the 
aggressors. The evacuation of Bois­
sons is not looked upon as being of 
supreme military importance and the 
withdrawal therefrom was made for 
purely strategical reasons. Contest­
ing stubbornly every inch of ground 
and only giving way when over­
powered by the overwhelming masses 
of the enemy, the Allies are contin­
uing to present a solid front to the 
advance, the wave of which, from 
the latest advices, is now approaching 
the vsfity of the Marne, with Paris as 
the evident objective. That this is so 
is clearly obvious to the high com­
mand, and with reserves being rapid* 
ly hurried to the fighting line and 
thrown into the breach, it is possible 
to view the situation without alarm. 
The coolness and resolution of the 
French have already materially as­
sisted in staying the onrush of the 
Kaiser’s legions, at a moment when 
they were arrogantly confident of vic­
tory. That this victory is by no 
means in sight may safely be accept­
ed, for the Germans, themselves, ad­
mit that their, hopes so far have not 
been sustained by the apparently rap­
id progress of their divisions, and it is 
now suggested that political motives, 
the chief of which included the de­
feat of the French Army, were re­
sponsible for the thrust on the Aisne. 
To show the French the strong arm 
of Germany was the object of this ad­
vance, to which, earlier, they had 
given no thought Accordingly the 
German press is not criticising these 
plans, which they assert were carried 
through from political, not military, 
motives, and the political aspect must 
not be ignored. The truth is that 
the German is now aware that if by 
any possible disaster the British have 
to leave the continent, the war woujd 
not he ended, as by means of the nebt, 
troops could be landed in France be­
hind the River Loire, or the British 
entrench themselves in the British 
Isles, and carry on the war with their 
Navy. But the French have to be 
disciplined and the sentiment express­
ed in the Hun press is that the 
French army must be given a good 
beating, as this is a preliminary ^con­
dition to any possible peace. There­
fore it can he accepted by the most 
casual observer that political, rather 
than military, expediency is guiding 
the present strategy of the enemy. It 
will he .remembered that at the com­
mencement of the March offensive 
much more ominous intelligence of 
the swift advance of the Germans 
continued to come in for the first 
week or so, but afterwards a more 
optimistic tone permeated the de­
spatches.

The other is, that the bat­
tle has extended to the east of Rheims, 
which city during the first few days 
of the battle, formed the extreme end 
of the line of battle along the aides of 
the salient, formed by the rapid Ger­
man advance to the Marne. The 
French and British have been holding 
their positions gallantly south of 
Soissons where the French have de­
fended their line with so much vigor 
that the Germans have not made any 
great impression upon it. On the 
other side of the salient, the front sags 
towards the south, the line from 
Rheims to the Marne running to the 
southwest, at a gentle angle, while the 
French are holding a front at right 
angles to the direction of the enemy 
advances. The occupation of Chateau 
Thierry, marks tho beginning of the 
expected turning move toward Paris, 
which tne enemy was believed to have 
planned. If the town has been taken 
entirely, the Germans may he expected 
to move down the marne. Before they 
can go far In this direction, however, 
it will he necessary for them to break 
the French line south of Soissons, for 
as long as the French stand along 
the Solssons-Hartens Road the Ger­
mans advance Is in Jeopardy. The 
Germans, however, claim already to 
have crossed this line. The attack 
along the Ailette may be tho beginning 
of a move that will seek to prevent the 
French from making a heavy attack 
somewhere in the neighborhood of 
Soissons. General Foch, Commander- 
in-Chlef of the Allied forces, has not 
yet brought his reserves into action. 
All reports from the front tell of the 
Allies being vastly outnumbered. A 
German official says: over 400 guns 
have been taken since begtning of the 
battle, not counting large numbers of 
machine guns. American tro»ps are 
in action in Picardy, and in the Toul 
sectors. At Cantigny they repulsed 
repeated German attempts to push 
them from positions they captured 
early in the week, while in the Toul 
sector, they atacked German positions, 
stormed them to a depth of a half mile, 
and destroyed the enemy defences. 
German airmen have been adding hor­
rors to the fighting by deliberate at­
tacks on hospitals back of the Allies 
lines. One receiving station, behind 
American lines in Picardy, has been 
bombarded and a Canadian hospital 
was also attacked and partly burned 
by another raiding party.

THREE MONTHS.

A fisherman-farmer from Topsail, 
who brutally assaulted his wife, ap­
peared in court this morning to an­
swer for his unwarranted actions. 
The couple are of middle age. tfre 
husband being about forty and the 
wife about 35. They were married 
Just three months when the husband 
began to play the loafing stunt, feign­
ing illness as the excuse. The ill- 
treated wife appeared in court and 
showed on her face several cuts and 
bruises that the brutal husband had 
inflicted with his fist. On being ask­
ed to state her case, the woman told 
her story, which briefly is as follows: 
“I belong to Topsail. I am married 
now 3 months. On last Thursday 
night, at 9 o'clock, my husband hit 
me in the face in my own house. I 
then ran out into the field and he 
followed me and struck at me six 
times and cut and bruised my face 
and head. I fell to the ground from 
the blows and he kicked me in the 
legs three times; then I became un­
conscious. He went off and left me 
on the ground. The row started by 
my selling some mats that I owned 
myself, which I bought at 50 cents 
each last summer and sold them for 
$3.00. I wanted the money to buy 
food as I had none In the house for 
a whole day. I did everything pos­
sible by persuading and talking to 
my husband to get him to get out of 
bed and do some work. I have been 
in a " delicate condition., for the past 
two months; I told him before and 
at the time, also to be careful, but 
he did not mind me.” On being fur­
ther questioned she said she formerly 
belonged to Pouch Cove and intended 
to go home and live with her mother. 
The husband was then asked to ex­
plain his position, and in pleading 
guilty put forward some flimsy ex­
cuses in extenuation of his conduct, 
which, however, were not satisfac­
tory to His Honor Judge Morris, who 
strongly denounced the husband’s ac­
tions, calling him a coward and un­
worthy of the name of a man. He 
was fined $50 or two months hard 
labor, and in the event of the fine 
being paid it is to be handed over to 
the neglected wife.

FIGHTING ENDED IN FAVOR OF 
ALLIES.

PARIS, To-day.
Against the western wing of the bat­

tle field, from the Oise, western wing, 
along the Ailette River, the Germans 
advanced nearly five miles, and the 
reason for this new push is probably 
because the Germans feared a count­
er attack in that region, that might en­
danger their forces not contained with­
in the bulging salient. Where the en­
emy progressed during the first day, 
the Allies so receded leaving in the 
possession of the Germans a patch of 
territory approximately stretching 
from the extreme limit of Vareses, on 
the Oise, passing by Blerancourt, to 
Compagny.

In the vicinity of Soissons further 
combats of extreme violence to-day 
ended in favor of the Allies. In this 
region the resistance of the French 
division was the absolute acme of 
heroism, fighting as they were aginst 
odds immensely superior. All the men 
seem to know that when they retire 
it is simply for strategic purposes. 
They say we may be told to do so in 
order to hold firm, and we will do it. 
The same is true throughout the for­
ces which are retiring. The eastward 
flank of the Allies is showing won­
derful tenacity, not only preventing 
the Germans from advancing, but 
even counter attacking and retaking 
important points. Officers and men 
at these critical periods participate In 
all the dangers of personal combat 
in which the enemy has lost fear­
fully.

SIGNS ARE REASSURING.
PARIS, To-Day.

The military critics, says a Havas 
agency review, to-day still view the 
situation as serious, but consider the 
signs increasingly reassuring. The 
most important development is re­
garded as the enemy’s attempt to ad­
vance westward, and push toward 
Paris, thus, it is considered, reveal­
ing his strategic intentions unmis­
takably. In the first shock of the new 
push it is pointed out that the Allies 
were obliged to give ground in some 
places, but they held their own on" 
the Aisne, and the Durcq, and their, 
vigorous counter attacks are consid­
ered a prelude to the stoppage of the 
enemy advance. At present the most 
important part of the battle field is 
that of Noyon or in the region to the 
south of it; on the one end, and the 
district north of Chateau Thierry, on 
the Marne, on the other. It is here 
that the German rush toward Paris 
demands unlimited attention.

| British submarine officers, proving 
their quality in the face of what 
seemed to be inspctable obstacles, was 
displayed in Turkish waters. On Dec. 
13, 1914, Lieutenant Holbrook ran 
through five lines of mines in the Dar­
danelles and torpedoed the Turkish 
battleship Messudyeh, He received 
the Victoria Cross for his achievement. 
Lieut. Commanders Edward Boyle and 
Eric Naismith were similarly honored 
for even greater triumphs over the 
Turko-German defenses. Boyle dived 
under minefields to get into the Sea of 
Marmora, where he sank two Turkish 
gunboats and one large transport fill­
ed with troops. Naismith raided the 
Sea of Marmora up to the wharves of 
Constantinople, cue of which he blew 
up with a torpedo, and before he re­
tired through the Dardanelles he had 
destroyed one large gunboat, three 
transports, and five store ships.

What the youngsters of the British 
flotillas demonstrated in the early 
part of the war was that they were 
willing to take desperate chances to 
accomplish anything worth recording. 
If there had been a regular German 
patrol in the North Sea, British sub­
marines would have taken heavy toll. 
But it was not supposed until the of­
ficial statement previously referred to 
was published that the British hornets 
had such a big score as forty enemy 
warships. Most of them have, of 
course, been destroyers and other light 
craft engaged in raiding and recon- 
noissance.

In one case a British submarine ran 
into mine-sown Heligoland and tor­
pedoed a returned U-boat as she was 
tying up. In the Bight of Heligoland 
two armed auxilaries were sent to the 
bottom.

British Submarines

Although German warships do not 
patrol the North Sea and never ven­
ture from their bases excent to raid 
minor British seaports when atmos­
pheric conditions are favourable, or to 
attack a convoy reported by air scouts, 
the British submarines, of whose per­
formances so little is heard, have 
succeeded, according to an official 
statement, in attacking successfully 
no less than forty German war ves­
sels.

The enemy has always had targets 
for his torpedoes in the North Sen. 
the English Channel, the Irish Sea, 
and in the waters north of Scotland 
and Ireland. Early in the war the bat­
tleship Formidable, the armoured 
cruisers Hogue, Cressy, and Aboukir, 
and the light cruisers Hawke and 
Pathfinder were sunk by German sub­
marines in the North Sea. The repe­

Railway Embargo 
and Government 

Indifference.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—For some time past I 
have not had anything to say regard­
ing the operation of the Reid Sys­
tem.

When I was exposing the blunder­
ing and the Incapacity of the manage­
ment early in the winter I was accused 
of taking advantage of exceptionally 
severe weather to make out a case 
against the new management by keep­
ing before the public the almost total 
collapse of the system as far as the 
cross country service was concerned.

Some critics, inspired by “the evil 
genius of the Reid Company,” (Mr. 
C. will understand) would have it ap­
pear to the public that I was not only 
antagonistic to the new management, 
but was in league with the ex-Presi- 
dent and his confidential clerk to dis­
credit the officials responsible for the 
operation of the road.

This, of course, was to break the ef­
fect of anything I would say in the 
way of showing the utter inadequacy 
of the service. It was and is utterly 
unfounded, as I have neither inter­
course nor communication with Sir 
William Reid nor any one on his be­
half. As for their family row I have 
no interest in it and regard these 
who have been simple enough to get 
mixed up in it, both officials and poli­
ticians, mere especially the latter, as 
acting very unwisely. As a matter of 
fact I look upon the whole thing as 
unreal, unseemly, and not calculated 
to benefit the country anything what­
ever.

But it is not with the Reid family 
“squabble” I have been concerned. I 
have been dealing with the railway 
operations as I would with any other 
question of prime public importance 
to the trade and general transporta­
tion agencies of this Dominion.

I again nopeat that it is absolutely 
Immaterial ( a me which of the Reid 
brothers is head of the system, or if 
neither of tihem were in the country 
it all. But if we are to judge by re- 
rults under the two managements, the 
former and the present, I dc. not think 
there would be any hesitation on the 
part of the public, as to which the ver­
dict of being the most capable would 
go. I may have occasion to have a 
word or two on this aspect of the 
matter later. For the present my duty 
lies in another direction.

Early in March I drew the attention 
of the Government to the embargo 
then on at North Sydney, and which 
had been on for three months at that 
Ume.

I pointed out that freight had been 
congested there and at Port aux Bas­
ques to such an extent that the Cana­
dian and United States connecting

lines had prohibited the acceptance 
of traffic for Newfoundland via North 
Sydney, and that there was freight for 
tills country then lying at North Syd- 

j ney which, under capable manage- 
' ment, should have been delivered In 
\ this city early in January, much to the 
advantage of the trade, and to the 

. revenue-earnfng power of the com­
pany.

I I drew the Government’s attention 
I to the inattention to the cross country 
! service, as was evidenced in the daily 
; irregularity and delays of the trains, 
both eastward and westward, over the
system.

cubic yard of space was occupied, I hen 
to dump it under the weather, while 
novices in the business of railway op­
eration were “muddling through," and 
by their incapacity and indifference 
paralyzing the whole system.

The Government Engineer’s reports 
to the Government, I am told, showed 
that the embargo at North Sydney was 
not due to unusual pressure of traffic, 
but mainly to poor management on 
this end of the system in the matter 
of handling trains and the disposition 
of available rolling stock.

His report on the cause of the fail­
ure of the company to run their ex­
press and mixed trains on schedule is 
said to show that it was not due to 
want of motive power, though there 
was not a sufficiency thereof for the 
full requirements of the whole sys­
tem, and by capable management and 
judicious disposition of rolling stock 
and motive power a much better ser­
vice was possible. These things, I am 
informed on reliable authority, was 
made known to the Government early 
in the winter, but no move was made 
known to the Government early In 
the winter, hut no move was made to 
get the Reid Company to make a prac­
tical effort to improve the service.

Influential members of the Govern­
ment were too closely associated with 
the Reid interests to permit the Gov­
ernment to intervene in any matters 
which the Reid Management did not 
desire, and so the vital interests of the 
public and the trade of this country 
has been made to suffer and lose heav­
ily because of the failure of the Gov­
ernment to make the Contractors live 
up to their obligations, and because 
the Coaker-Croshie-Reid interests 
should receive first consideration. The 
commercial interests of the Crosbie- 
Coaker-Reid combination took first 
place, and the Railway and public af­
fairs were secondary.

Mr. Powell’s attention was centred 
on the success of Port Union construc­
tion and installation of electric plant, 
and the supervision of Heart’s Content 
industry also occupied much of his 
time. The new President was more 
or less engaged in side issues, such as 
cold storage ventures, and fish'deals. 
And so the system, as far as the actual 
operation of the road and movement 
cf traffic went, was left to the lesser 
officials, some of 'Whom were mere 
apprentices in the work, with the re­
sult that within cne month after the 
change of Presidents the whole sys­
tem was paralyzed to the incalculable 
loss of the trade and exceeding great 
inconvenience of the people all over

But having been 
brought about by the blundering

Early in the year I predicted that 
the embargo would not be lifted before 
the first of June, and I was laughed 
at by the wise officials of the railway, 
and by a subservient executive. It is 
now the first of June and the embargo 
is still on. The apologists for the 
Reid Company cannot now blame snow 
blockades. Will the Government move 
in the matter and see that the public 
interest is given a little consideration.

FREE long funeral procession which was 
formed on the sea front contained 
several hundred officers of the Navy, 
the Royal Marines, and the Army.

De­
tachments of seamen and marines 
from the vessels which took part in 
the action and from many other ships 
of the Fleet, together with the Gen­
eral Commanding Dover, and parties 
from all regiments and corps in the 
garrison, as well as the women’s na­
val and military auxiliary services, 
also attended.

The coffins had been conveyed from 
the Market Hall to . the cemetery In 
naval motor-lorries, and a great many 
wreaths and buncttfes of flowers had 
been placed on these. In addition, 
scores of wreaths from comrades 
and others were carried by the blue- 

! Jackets, soldiers, and women’s corps 
| in the procession. All along the 
densely lined route to the cemetery 
business was suspended, and aircraft 
were patrolling overhead. The ser­
vice at the cemetery was conducted 
by 11 chaplains ahd at its close the 
Royal Marine buglers sounded the 
Last Post.

Sir Roger Keyes sent wreaths of 
red roses for the two officers who 
were buried—Lieutenant A. B. G. T. 
Chamberlain and Sub-Lieutenant 
Maurice C. H. Lloyd, D.S.C., both of 
the Vindictive. Each of the wreaths 
was Inscribed “In proud and grateful 
memory of a very gallant officer who 
died for England on St. George’s 
Day.” Another handsome wreath of 
red and white roses was sent by Ad­
miral Keyes in memory of the gal­
lant petty officers and men of the 
Royal Navy and Royal Marines. It 
bore a similar ^inscription. The cor­
porations of Dover and Folkestone 
also sent wreaths.

The funeral of Lieutenant C. N. B.
