Supreme Court Judgment.
Bay-de-Verde Election Petition

Case.
In the matter of the Election Act 

1918 and the amendments thereof; 
and in the matter of an Election of 
two Members for the House of Assent- 
lj for the Electoral District of Bay de 
Verde holden on the 3rd day of Nov­
ember, 1919 and in the matter of the 
Election Petition for the said District.

Between Albert E. Hickman, Peti­
tioner and William H. Cave, Respond­
ent

The petition herein sets forth "that 
the petitioner was one of the candi­
dates for election in the House of As­
sembly at the election for two mem­
bers for the House of Assembly for the 
Electoral District of Bay de Vente 
holden on the 3rd day of November, 
1919. That he was duly qualified as 
candidate for the said Electorial Dis­
trict of Bay de Verde and entitled to 
be elected a member of the House of 
Assembly for the said district That 
on the 4th day of November, the ballots 
cast at the said election were counted 
at Western Bay in the aforesaid dis­
trict by Issac King the Returning Of­
fice and the said Issac King upon 
counting the said votes found the fol­
lowing votes cast for the following 
candidates :—
Fred P. LeGrow -...........................1207
William H. Cave............................. 1198
Albert E. Hickman.....................   1193
and thereupon declared the said Fred 
P. LeGrow and William H. Cave duly 
elected members for the House of As­
sembly for the said district and en­
dorsed a return to that effect on the 
election writ and returned the said 
writ to H. M. Colonial Secretary. The 
petitioner complains that the said re­
turn is an undue return upon the 
grounds set forth in the petition and 
claims that certain votes objected to 
by him should be excluded in the com­
putation and that a majority of the 
valid votes was cast in his favor. He 
therefore prays that the return be set 
aside, that a scrutiny be allowed of 
the votes given and that he be declar­
ed a duly elected member for the said 
district. Six grounds of objection are 
set forth in the petition, the first be­
ing that certain persons not compet­
ent to vote voted and that their votes 
were counted, whose names were not 
on the list of electors entitled to vote 
at the said election, nor upon the sup­
plementary list of electors. Section 68 
of the Selection Act provides that: j

“Any duly qualified voter whose 
name has been omitted from the list 
of registered voters may attend at 
the booth and claim the right to 
vote. Upon his answering upon oath

such questions touching his qualifi­
cation to vote as may be prescribed 
by rules to be made by the Governor- 
in-Council and published in the Roy­
al Gazette, and put to him by the 
Deputy Returning Ofiicer that the 
applicant is qualified he shall be ad­
mitted to vote and his name entered 
on a separate list and his qualifica­
tions to vote shall be subject to en­
quiry and determination by the 
Court in the event of a trial of a 
controverted election.”

A number of persons presented them­
selves at the polling booth for the dis­
trict of Bay de Verde held at the King 
George V Institute at St. John’s and 
claimed to be duly qualified electo: s 
entitled to vote for the district of Bay 
de Verde. As their names were not up­
on the register it was the duty of the 
returning officer to swear them as to 
qualification and put to them the ques­
tions appointed for that purpose. He 
explains that in cases where he knew 
the person and had no doubt as to Lis 
being a duly qualified elector he ad­
mitted him to vote without swearing 
him as to qualification and without 
asking the prescribed questions. This 
constitutes a serious neglect of duty 
on the part of the officer, but the ques­
tion we are here concerned with is 
whether the neglect of the officer to 
do what the statute directed him to do 
invalidates the vote of the elector. As 
the elector by the fact of claiming a 
vote must be taken to have offered 
himself to be sworn, he is' in no way 
culpable. Had the officer refused to 
take his vote it is clear that he couid 
have enforced his right to vote if he 
was a duly qualified elector. This he 
would have done by notifying the re­
turning officer of the candidate for 
whom he desired to vote, and having 
done this he would have been entitled 
to have his vote subsequently record­
ed as It had then been given. It would 
appear that as the law affords this 
remedy to a voter where there has 
been a wrongful refusal by the return­
ing officer, and as it would be unrea­
sonable for him to be put in a worse 
position by the officer’s neglect than 
he would have been by refusal, he 
ought not to be deprived of the right 
which was admitted by the returning 
officer although admitted before pro­
per preliminaries had been complied 
with by the officer, he having impro­
perly concluded that they were un­
necessary because he believed himself 
qualified from personal knowledge to 
certify the bona tides of the voter. We 
have read the section as directory and 
have admitted evidence as to the voters 
qualification. The result of the evid­
ence has been that we are satisfied 
that of the twenty-eight votes attack­
ed by the petitioner on the ground that 
the voter was not upon the electors 
list nor upon any supplementary list 
of electors, sixteen were votes of duly 
qualified electors, viz.—Jethro Whalen, 
John G. Reynolds, Silas Thistle, Sam­
uel Butt, James B. Evans, George 
Cooper, William Thistle, R. J. Crum-

mey, George Keats, James Mulley, 
George Budden, Henry T. King, 
Thomas King 6i James, Brpanuel 
Butt, Douglas Wicks, Waite* LeGrow, 
Eliel B. Day.

Of the remaining voters In this class 
eight have not been Identified, name­
ly:—William K. King, Henry d, 
Moore, John K. Gear, William J. King, 
Willie Whalen, Thomas Cave, William 
J. King, Vickers Riddles, and throe 
votes are from persons non-resident 
in the district, namely:--Charles 
Moore, Ell Wheeler, Walter Turner, 
Therefore these eleven ballots muet 
be looked at. One voter named In this 
class George Keats will be presently 
referred to by ue when we come to 
deal with class t.

The second ground of objection 
charges infancy at the time of the elec­
tion. The petitioner has shown that 
three minors were permitted to vote 
namely:—Willy M. Hudson, Adam 
Flight, George W. Parsons.

These votes must be taken out.
The third obj*tion touches the 

question of mental competency, and 
only one voter Is affected by it. After 
hearing medical tsetimony we or­
dered the striking out of the vote of 
Aaron Moores.

The fourth class objected to com­
prises persons who had not resided 
In Newfoundland for two years pre­
ceding the election. We found that 
the following were duly qualified, 
namely: James 8. Crummey, John J. 
Moore, George W. Davis. Of the re­
maining nine Eli Wheeler, Walter 
Turner and Charles Moore have al­
ready been dealt with In class 1. We 
also disallow the votes of William T. 
Whalen, Ernest Whalen, Simeon 
James Tilley, Robert Hudson, Wilfred 
Hudson, Henry Evans.

The fifth ground of objection af­
fects six votes which the petitioner 
claimed to be void because the voters 
were not actually and bona fide resi­
dent in the district at the time of the 
election. We find Simeon King to be 
a duly qualified elector, but we allow 
the objection tq^ the votes of Apollos 
Taylor, Fred' B. Parsons, James Bar­
rett, Jamee B. Evans, George Keats. 
Altogether then twenty-six of the pe­
titioner’s challenges are allowed and 
view by the trial Judges of their bal­
lots and the counterfoils Is necessary.

In exercise of the right allowed in 
petitions praying scrutiny the re­
spondent brought in a recriminatory 
list consisting of four classes. The 
first of these contains the names of 
Adam Flight, Willy M. Hudson and 
Daniel McCann, the ground of objec­
tion being that the votes are void be­
cause each voter was under' the age 
of twenty-one years. The votes of 
Adam Flight and Willy M . Hudson 
have already been declared void on 
the petitioner’s case and the evidence 
before us shows Daniel McCann to 
be of full age and a duly qualified 
elector.

The second class contains the

was charged by one voter with in­
timidation. The circumstances are 
extraordinary and stood unexplained. 
The promise of the ‘polling booth by 
Whiteway, the payment of the $6.00 
by White for the non-fulfillment of 
that promise, and the Interference of 
Case taken together convince us that 
the whole traneaotkm Is tainted with 
Illegality. The giving of the money 
affecte White’s vote and its accept­
ance by Rees has the like effect upon 
hie. (The Boston Case 1 Peck, 434, 
438.) The petitioner gave Stewart 
Parsons, a voter of Freshwater, an 
allocation of $20.00 against the speci­
al grant to be expended on a road 
from the main line to hie house. The 
land between the main road and the 
.house was Parsons’ property. This 
allocation delivered at Fresh wSter 
in October before nomination day was 
forwarded by Parsons to the Public 
Works Department, which issued the 
cheque for $20.00 and posted it to 
Stewart Parsons. Parsons deposes 
that it did not reach his hands.

Leonard Parsons applied to the 
Petitioner a few days before the elec­
tion for $30.00 to dig a well on his 
own land and received a cheque 
dated the 24th October from the 
Pubic Works Department, which lie 
cashed before polling day. He did 
not dig the well. Thomas Trickett (of 
Elijah) received an allocation for 
$40.00 which he sent to the Board of 
Works and in return obtained a 
cheque for $40.00 which reached him 
on the 24th., of October. He had ap­
plied for this money to one Isaac 
King and obtained this allocation 
through Hickman from King. The 
witness says that he promised Isaac 
King that it he got something tor 
him he would vote for the man who 
would give it to him. He refers to 
King as Hickman’s man and says he 
promised him to vote for Hickman ; 
also that the petitioner saw him be­
fore polling day and enquired if he 
had received the money. The peti­
tioner gave evidence himself and 
showed that the allocations were not 
given by him with corrupt intent He 
admitted that when he went to the 
district on his election campaign he 
took with him a quantity of blank 
forms of Public Works allocations 
and that he filled out a number of 
them to be sent to the Department 
where they would have to be counter­
signed by the Minister before cheques 
issued. The petitioner was at the 
time a member of the Executive Coun­
cil and had represented the district 
of Bay de' Verde during the last term 
of the House of Assembly. He had 
not, however, been concerned in the 
allocating or appropriating of district 
moneys until a short time previous to 
his nomination at the last election.

It has neither been charged nor 
shown that the petitioner was a 
party to any corrupt bargain affect­
ing the purchase or sale of a vote

claims were not for the two years 
preceding the election resident in this 
Colony and were not actually and 
bona fide residents in the district of 
Bay de Verde at the time of the pre­
paration of the list of electors. Five 
names appear on this list. The re­
spondent’s objection is sustained in 
reference to Robert Peach of Lower 
Small Point, Charles Murray of 
Adam’s Cove and Ebenezer Green, Jr. 
of Old Perlican. William T. Whalen 
has been already dealt with as a mem­
ber of the petitioner’s class 4. Joseph 
Joyce is a duly qualified elector.

In the third class are the names 
of two voters : John M. Murray, 
Adams Cove, Abram Sapp, Lower Is­
land Cove, objected to as aliens. John 
M. Murray is a British subject and 
duly qualified elector; Abram Sapp, 
who Is of foreign birth and has not 
been naturalized, was a member of 
the Newfoundland Regiment and ser­
ved overseas. By the Act, Sec. 1 
Cap 15 of 1919 it is provided “that 
notwithstanding anything in the 
Election Act, 1913, or in any other 
Act, every volunteer as defined by this 
Act shall be competent to vote at any 
poll taken during the present year 
for the election of members of the 
House of Assembly in and for the 
district within which he resided at 
the time of his enlistment and if he 
did not reside at any place within 
the Island at the time of his enlist­
ment then in and for the district with­
in which he resides on the day of 
polling.” Volunteer is defined as any 
person who has served outside of this 
Colony during the present war as a 
member of the N.R.N.R., or of the 
Royal Nfld. Regiment and. who was 
either born in this Colony or was a 
resident thereof at the time of his 
enlistment.

The words of the statute are com­
prehensive, neither alienage nor in­
fancy disqualifies a member of the 
Regiment who has served overseas. 
Sapp resided in the district at the 
time of his enlistment and also at the 
time of the election. Hia vote la 
therefore valid.

In class 4 the respondent gives the 
names of persons whose votes are 
objected to on the ground that they 
are void because the voters were 

i “guilty of bribery." It is not neces- 
I sary to recite the names of all the 
voters mentioned in this list, because 
in a number of cases no evidence 
whatever has been adduced and there­
fore the votes must stand unimpeach­
ed. Four persons are named aa having 
travelled on railway passes, but the 
evidence does not satisfy us that they 
were “guilty of bribery” or that their 
votes are affected. Amongst those 
charged with bribery is Martin White. 
It appears that Thomas Rose of 
Perry’s Cove, was promised by Mr. 
Whiteway. a candidate and colleague 
of the petitioner, that his house would 
be hired as a polling booth. Another 
booth was subsequently taken and 
Rose, who was aware of this and hàd 
not prepared his house, deposes that 
before polling day Martin White, a 
neighbor, gave him $5.00 in place 
of the $6.00 which he would have 
been paid for the hire of hia house 
as a booth. White, who was called 
as a witness, says that he la a poor 
man, bat that he gave this money ont 
of his own pocket and does not ex­
pect anybody to reimburse him. Rose 
proves that before polling day he had 
a visit at a late hour of the night 
from Samuel A. Case, who offered 
him a few dollars in place of the 
booth taken from hti» and that he 
refused to accept the money; that 
Case then asked him if Martin White 
had seen him and. upon his replying 
in the affirmative,. Case said, “I sup­
pose that is' alright” Case denies 
offering Rose money but admits visit­
ing Rose on the Thursday night 
before the election. Case la an em­
ployee of the petitioner, spent sever­
al days before polling day in the 
district and had been active in pro­
moting the petitioner’s interest; he

His conduct, however, has to be judg­
ed in relation to the provisions of the 
statute amendments made to that law. 
It Is provided by our Election Act 
that:
“(1) Every person who shall direct­

ly or indirectly, by himself or by 
any other person on his behalf, 
give or lend or agree to give, or 
lend, or shall offer, promise, or 
promise to procure any money or 
valuable consideration to or for any 
voter, or to or for any other per­
son on behalf of any voter, or to 
or for any other person in order to 
induce any voter to vote or refrain 
from voting, or shall corruptly do 
any such act as aforesaid on ac­
count of such voter having voted 
or refrained from voting at any 
election.

“(2) Every person who shall directly 
or indirectly by himself, or by any 
other person on his behalf, give 
or procure, or agree to give, or 
procure, or offer, promise or 
promise or promise to procure or 
endeavor to procure any office, 
place or employment to or for any 
voter, or to or for any person on 
behalf of any voter, or to or for any 
other person, in order to Induce, 
such voter to vote or refrain from j 
voting, or shall corruptly do any 
such act as aforesaid, on account of 
any votet-having voted or refrain­
ed from voting at any election, shall 
be deemed to be guilty of bribery.",
Commenting on this section in the 

Trinity Election case, Mr. Justice Lit­
tle observed that: “in brief it may be 
stated that the section draws a dis-1 
tinction between money given or a 
payment made before and a payment 
made after the vote has been given.”

That Judgment dealt with the al-1 
locations or appropriations of public 
moneys made by a candidate who, i 
like the petitioner here, had been re- 1 
presentative. for the district and was 
a member of the Executive Council.

"It is not always,” said the learned 
judge, “that such patronage as we 
find to have been vested in the re­
spondents would have been so fairly 
exercised. Their honesty has not been 
Impugned, no dollar of the moneys 
over which they assumed control ap­
pears to have been appropriated by 
them to. other thin public objects and 
purposes. Rraçtice and custom it was 
alleged sanctioned their action in dis­
pensing the moneys of their old dis­
trict But it must be remembered it 
was to change the old state and con-, 
ditlon of things that our new laws 
were adopted and that what was the 
matter of practice or was customary 
before, must, if opposed to the terme 
of the statute, cease and determine 
and be regarded ae no longer permis­
sible under the express and prohibi­
tory terms of our laws." “If the act 
of the candidates affects, or is cal­
culated to affect that freedom and 
equality which should exist in rela-
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tion to the votes of the electors, it 
comes within the operation ot tne 
statute notwithstanding the innocency 
or ignorance of the party by whom 
it is committed.” “The allocating and 
apportioning by candidates out of the 
funds of the district immediately pre­
ceding the nomination of the candi­
dates” was in that case as in other 
cases tried in this Court held to be 
a breach of the statute.

Conformably to the law laid down 
in this Court in the several election 
cases heard and determined since the 
passing of the Election Act we feel 
compelled to hold that the allocations 
made to and accepted by these par­
ties, namely, Stewart Parsons, Leon­
ard Parsons and Thomas Trickett are 
in contravention of the Act and con- 
sequntly that their votes must be 
regarded as bribed votes.

The conclusion we have arrived at 
upon the recriminatory case of the 
respondent is that under his second 
ground of objection (non-residence) 
three ballots, namely, those of Rob­
ert Peach, Charles Murray and Eben­
ezer Green, Jr., are invalid and that 
upon his fourth ground of objection, 
voters "guilty of bribery,”, five ballots 
are invalid, namely, those cast by 
Martin White, Thomas Rose, Stewart 
Parsons, Leonard Parsons and Thos. 
Trickett. Further, ha the evidence 
elicited upon this enquiry has dis­
closed the fact that the bribery with 
which Stewart Parsons, Leonard Par­
sons and Thomas Trickett are charg­
ed by the recriminatory case was 
committed by the petitioner himself 
we shall be ' prevented; it a majority 
of lawful votes should appear In hie 
favor, from certifying that he was 
duly/elected.

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Extra Postal
Taxation.

The first move toward extra 
taxation on the general public 
has been made by the introduc­
tion of a Bill in the House of 
Assembly respecting the Postal 
and Telegraph Services. The 
main object and purpose of this 
Bill, which is being put through 
Committee by Hon. Mr. Half­
yard, Minister of Posts and Tele­
graphs, is to impose an extra 
postal tax on inland registered 
letters and parcels from abroad 
containing dutiable merchan­
dise. The sum of the proposed 
tax is an extra two cents on the 
registration fee for letters, mak­
ing five cents to be hereafter 
paid, instead of the old three 
cent rate. An estimated addi­
tional postal revenue of fifty- 
five hundred dollars, the Minis­
ter suggests, will be raised from 
this extra tax. This means that 
roughly two hundred and seven­
ty-five thousand registered let­
ters are handled by the Postal 
Department throughout the Do­
minion annually, and as most of 
these come from and are mailed 
at outport post offices, the bur­
den of this extra tax of two 
cents per letter will fall on the 
people of the outports. Thus, 
of the fifty-five hundred dollars 
which the proposed increase will 
produce, the greater part will 
have to be paid by mailers of 
letters outside St. John’s. The 
sum per letter is not large, but 
it is too great a tax to be saddled 
on people who do all their busi­
ness by mail. It is also too much 
to pay for the privilege of re­
gistering a letter containing a 
remittance of money, when 
there is no protection guaran­
teed the sender. If the extra 
two cents to be extorted were 
of the pâture of an insurance 
premium there would be some 
advantage in it, but it offers no 
protection to the sender or guar­
antee of delivery to the address­
ee, and is therefore a deliberate 
mulcting of the public who re­
ceive no adequate return what­
ever for the payment.

* * * * * *
The same applies to the extra 

tax on parcels containing duti­
able goods, before receiving 
which the addressee, in addition 
to paying the amount of duty 
assessed, will have to make an 
additional contribution of five 
cents, receiving nothing in. re­
turn. Both these taxes there­
fore are unfair in principle, and 
the monies so received will have 
been deliberately taken out of 
the pockets of the people, by 
legal process, without adequate 
or equivalent return or benefit. 
And this from a Government, 
the Manifesto of whose Leader 
dripped reduction in taxation. 
The greater part of the revenue 
collected from the letter and 
parcel tax will be-paid by the 
people of the outports, and es­
pecially so on the former. The 
small dealer who orders his 
goods by mail, the private indi­
viduals who have trade connec­
tions with city firms: the fisher­
men who buy much of their out­
fit by letter, all these will have 
to bear the extra load, because 
the fiails are their main avenue 
of trade. It will doubtless be 
argued that the extra tax will

not amount to much per capita, 
per annum. That is admitted, 
but the principle is inadmis- 
sable. It is tooanuch like a hold­
up. It is a clear case of mulct­
ing the populace without reason. 
When the war was on no person 
objected to the increased letter 
postage rate, the stamp tax on 
telegrams, Bills of Lading, 
cheques, drafts and customs 
entries. There was a definite 
object for these, and they were 
cheerfully and willingly agreed 
to, the hope being that after the 
yar they would be removed. 
Instead of that they are being 
added to. For what ? It is true 
that the Postal Department is 
run at a loss. As a Public Util­
ity Service nothing else could be 
expected. Many reasons could 
be advanced as to why this is, 
but the Minister himself sup­
plies the chief one. “Too much 
party politics,” and he might 
have added, too many officials, 
underpaid and overpaid. Being 
a dumping ground for party 
favorites, appointees to the Post 
Office, to quote Minister Half­
yard, “were not considered from 
the standpoint of efficiency.” 
Those who had the most pull 
got the job and consequently 
the service suffered. But even 
that is not a good excuse for the 
imposition of an extra tax on 
registered letters and dutiable 
parcels. It is discriminative 
legislation, and judging from 
this taxation straw it may be 
noted how the wind will blow 
from the Finance Department 
when Minister Brownrigg in­
troduces his little request for 
more revenue to meet expendi­
ture.

A Marvellous Success. THRIFT.

W. H. Cave
Has to Vacate Seat.

GOVERNMENT MEMBER FOR BAT 
BE VERDE COUNTED OUT.

A. E. Hiekman, though elected, not 
Not Allowed to Sit.

At yesterday mornings session of the 
Supreme Court the trial judges in the 
Hickman vs. Cave Election petition de­
livered their Judgment (published 
elsewhere to-day) and in accordance 
with the finding the scrutiny of the 
disallowed votes began. The boxes con­
taining the ballots from the various 
booth rooms in the district, (previous­
ly assorted) were brought into the 
Court room, and the work of finding 
out for which of the candidates the 
dissallowed ballots were cast began. 
The work fwas tedious and occupied 
the whole afternoon. It was found that 
out of the 34 votes disallowed 21 had 
been cast for Cave, 9 for Hickman, and 
4 for other candidates, thus reducing 
Caves total vote to 1177 and Hickmans 
to 1184. In announcing that 21 votes 
had to come off from Mr. Caves total 
and 9 from that of Mr. Hickman’s, 
some difference arose between the 
judges as to the correct figures. Mr. 
Justice Johnson, found that only eight 
votes had gone to Hickman. The ballot 
box with the (disputed) ballot was 
ordered to be re-opened, and after an­
other scrutiny Justice Johnson satis­
fied himself that the total was nine, 
judgment was delivered as follows:

"Mr. Cave is not elected, and for 
the reason that Mr. Hickman was 
guilty of bribery, we cannot declare 
him duly elected."

Serious Drop in Fish.
(Trade Review.)

About fifty schooners arrived here 
from the northern outports since 
Wednesday and many of them brought 
cargoes and pert cargoes of dry cod­
fish that had been held over since last 
fall.

The owners of their cargoes found 
it very difficult to sell their fish at 
anything like the prices they expect­
ed. The owner of a cargo from Trinity 
Bey reported yesterday after searching 
the town that the best offer he could 
get was <2.60 per quintal. The only 
fault In the fish was that It was e lit­
tle damp.

Several others who had much better 
fish were offered only <4 to <5, We do 
not think that bad as the condition of 
the foreign markets it, It warrants ro 
low a price.

Drowning Fatalities.
The__e following message has been re­

ceived from Magistrate Mlfflen from 
Glovertown by the Justice Dept:—■ 

"Lemuel Waterman, aged 20, of Fair 
Island, accidentally capsized a boat 
in Trinity Beach yesterday and was 
drowned. The body has not been re­
covered,”

The Justice Dept, had the following 
message yesterday from Mr. A. S. 
Dubordieu, J.F.I—

“A man named Adolph Simon, of 
Cape George, was drowned last even­
ing by the capsising of his dory, while 
overhauling lobster traps near his 
home. The body was recovered.” .

I street below we' looked up at the 
towering pinnacles, and then we as­
cended these pinnacles and reversed 
the view. It was all a wonder, and 
all beyond description. The height 
is eight hundred feet, and this alti­
tude is reached in a moment by the 
elevators. The (ee is fifty cents, 
with the usual war tax of ten per 
cent. We noticed that while soldiers 
and ex-soldiers afe exempt from the 
regular fee. they *are required by the 
state to contribute the war-tax; and 
considering the great number of peo­
ple who visit this building for the 
sole purpose of ascending its turrets, 
the revenue from this source alone 
must be very large. The number of 
people who occupy the building is 
over twelve thousand. This number 
is representative of every class of 
trade, and of many professions ; and 
so great is the volume of business 
transacted that fully seventy thous­
and letters end packages of mail, are 
dispatched daily, and the phone calls 
are more than thirty thousand. But 
our chief interest lay in the street 
beneath us. though the sixty stories 
of the building lay between us and 
the scene The time was about 1 p.

[m., an hour when the streets of large 
cities are densely thronged. From 
our eminence we beheld the people 
in thousands, and taxies and vans in 
hundreds. There was a moving 
crowd in panoramic order. Men and 

| women looked like little children, 
and the huge expresses and splendid 
Taxics seemed small, tiny, and in­
significant. The view afforded a study 
well worth while, and the more we 
looked, the more there seemed still 
left to see. for at our feet lay the 
great city of Ngw York, and within 
its radius beat eight million hearts.

I What a study! What a thought!
[What a city! Yonder lay the stately 
jships, and along the river from the 
[piers and freight sheds, the puffing 
top-bonts popped in and out.

Besides these there were the ferry 
boats crossing and re-crossfng the 
harbour, and then we saw the splen­
did bridges which span the river, and 
then the trains and streets cars which 
dash along. To look at all these 

jagencies from such a height as we 
[occupied, was to be impressed with 
[the great ingenuity of men, and with 
ihe skill of their craftsmanship. What 

What calculation ! What

preparation there muet have been, bo- 
fore these greet works could be com-1 
menced, and what responsibility and 
labour there must have been to com­
plete the task. Having finished our j 
view we prepared for our descent, and ' 
entered our names in the register. ! 
Prior to our visit, His Royal High­
ness the Prince of Wales bad been at 
the building, and as we looked over 
the registry of the day, we noticed 
that those who had been there, had j 
come from far and near, and from j 
the book which were were presented j 
with, we find that one hundred thou a- ! 
and eight-seers annually ascend the- 
elevator. Many of our readers have | 
visited the Woolworth Building, and j 
have seen It for themselves but the ! 
greater rumber of them l ave not [ 
been there, and it Is for the benefit 
of these especially that we have1 
dwelt upon this subject. The build­
ing is one of the wonders of New ; 
York, and will be a centre of attrac­
tion for many years to come. True it 
is. that there are many other build­
ings, and many places within the city, 
which i bound with history, tnd bristle 
with romance; but as a representa­
tion of modern enterprise, tnd as a 
perpetuation of mechanical skill, and 

a sample of successful business, 
the Woolworth building can hardly 
be surpassed. Its beginnings were 
very small ; but small as they were, 
they have grown, and what at first 
was a trifling thing, is now a mighty 
factor; and into whatever city the 
stranger may go, he will see some­
where among its busy martrfi the red 
sign board bearing the name of Wool- 
worth. To see the building at New 
York, and then to see the name as 
one crosses the continent, is to be 
convinced that the founder of the 
business wes » smart man, and that 
the proprietor of the building was a 
great man. No small sotil could have 
thought of such a structure, nor could 
any mean man l ave had eu ;h an ect- 
flee erectei; htire we say of Mr 
Woolworth, that his work reveals hie 
character, and his enterprise pro­
claims ais industry, and these tell 
their own tale; and as years pass they 
will continue to tell it, and it will be 
a tale well worth hearing—tins tale of 
indnstrv and success.

Legislative Council.
—May 28.

The Council met at 4 p.m.
The Bills entitled: "An Act to 

amend Chapter 172 of the Consoli­
dated Statutes of Newfoundland 
(Third Series), entitled "Of Jhe Sur­
vey of Foreign-going and Labrador 
Vessels;” “An Act to provide for the 
better obtaining of Information re­
specting the Cod Fishery;" "An Act 
to amend Chapter 176 of the Consli- 
dated Statutes of Newfoundland 
(Third Series), entitled "Of the En­
couragement of Shipbuilding;’’ "An 
Act to amend Chapter 183 of the Con­
solidated Statutes of Newfoundland 
(Third Series), entitled “Of the Man­
agement and Control of the Harbor 
of Grand Bank,*" passed the third 
reading. The Bill entitled, “An Act 
to amend Chapter 4 of the Consoli­
dated Statutes of Newfoundland 
(Third Series) entitled, “Of Legisla­
tive Disabilities and the Vacation of 
Seats in the House of Assembly,” was 
deferred from the Committee stage.

The following bills passed the 
Committee stage without amendmènt 
“An Act to Provide for the Lighting 
of Outport Streets;” “An Act to 
amend Chapter 86 of the Consolidated 
Statutes of Newfoundland (Third 
Series), entitled “Of Stipendiary 
Magistrates and Justices of the 
Peace.” The Bill entitled, "An Act to 
amend Chapter 27 of the Conslidated 
Statutes of Newfoundland (Third 
Series), entitled "Of Death Duties, 
passed the Committee stage with 
amendment. The Bill entitled, "An 
Act Concerning the Registration of 
Midwives," was amplified in the com­
mittee stage at the suggestion of Hon. 
Dr. Campbell, by adding the words 
“The Governor in Council may apply 
these rules to such part or parts of 
the Colony as he thinks fit.” The Bill 
will be read a third time at next 
session.

The Bills entitled, “An Act for the 
Confirmation of a Contract with the 
Susu Shipping Company Limited;” 
“An Act to amend Chapter 137 of the 
Consolidated Statutes of Newfound­
land (Third Series) entitled, "Of the 
Fire Patrol,” passed the committee 
stage without amendment. The sec­
ond reading of Bills entitled. An 
Act to amend the Income War Tax 
Act, 1918;" and “An Act to Check 
Profiteering,” was deterred.

A communication from Mr. Withers

Cancelled Check
is Not a Receipt.

A correspondent of the New York 
Sun calls attention to a custom be­
ing employed by shopkeepers and 
tradesmen in printing on their bille 
a notice: “Your cheek la your re­
ceipt.” The matter is made still 
worse in some cases by a further 
notice,. which reads substantially, 
"Tear off this portion, of the bill and 
return with your check.” This means 
that the customer is left with a mem­
orandum of items with prices anil 
footings usually partially undated 
and containing no inkling of the 
name of the shopkeeper or any other 
data which could be identified.

Such a paper is likely to be mislaid 
or destroyed after a short time as 
worthless by the average man or 
woman and cannot be properly filed. 
If a “bill rendered” comes In a month 
or two later the purchaser is put to 
the task of showing how his check 
paid that particular bill.

Then should the bank fail to return 
the cancelled checks, of course there 
is the check stub, but that is far from 
final, because the tradesman might 
assert that the original check never 
reached him, and proof that it did and 
had been cashed or deposited is not 
always easy.

Every prudent person should insist 
upon receiving a receipt. Bank man­
agers should point this out to cus­
tomers. A cancelled check bearing 
the payee’s endorsement is evidence 
that the payee has received the 
amount of the check, but there is 
nothing thereon to associate that pay­
ment with any particular debt which 
the drawer of the check may have 
owed the payee and the onus would 
be on the drawer to associate the 
payment with the debt—J.W.T., in 
the Financial Post......................

Canon Donaldson wae away when 
the discovery was made by hie eon, 
who Ie acting ae curate to hie father. 
A hurried search was made, and as 
the ornemente could not be found the 
Canon wae telegraphed for. In the 
meantime a more thorough search of 
the church wae made, and the missing 
articles were at length discovered un­
der the Communion table.

Canon Donaldson, in an interview, 
stated that no damage was done to the 
cross. He regarded the act as a sym­
bolism of the fact that a small group 
of people resented the claim of the 
masses of the people to the church.

Class Prejudice.
“If the cross and candlesticks," he 

said, “had been presented by a mil­
lionaire, they would have been left 
untouched, but' because they were 
presented by 3,000 railwayman of the 
district, this unwarrantable act had 
been committed.

"There is a certain set of people 
who have been so accustomed to mon­
opolising the church that they cannot 
bear the thought that the masses are 
at last claiming their own. This put­
ting of the cross and candlesticks un­
der the altar was not an anti-ritualls- 
tie proceeding, but an anti-democratic 
demonstration.”

The cross and candlesticks were 
presented to Canon Donaldson at a 
great railwaymen’s demonstration in 
February, to mark their appreciation 
of his sympathy and help to them 
during the strike in September, 1919. 
The inscription on the cross reads:

Presented to the Parish Church 
of All Saints, Paston, by the rail- 
waymen of Peterborough, to the 
glory of God, and in remembrance 
of the great strike of 1919, and in 
thanksgiving for the settlement of 
1920, and the progress of the raih- 
waymen towards a fuller and 
happier human life."

Various opinions have been ex­

pressed from Ume to time as to 
whether salmon and other fishes fre­
quent tile some waters year after 
year, and only the other day we were 
in conversation with a man who has 
had considerable experience in our 
fisheries, who expressed strong op­
inion that salmon go back yearly to 
the locality where they were hatched. 
It will be remembered, however, that 
in our issue of 18th of June last year 
we announced that a salmon had been 
taken in a net at Channel Head, with 
a silver tag attached to its dorsal fin. 
We have recently learned further de­
tails of that fish, which are as fol­
lows: The salmon was caught at 
Western Baldwins, half a mile from 
Channel Head, by Louis Sheaves, of 
Channel, on June 6, 1919; the silver 
tag attached to its dorsal fin was 
marked A1124. The fish when caught 
measured 40 inches in length, 23 iir- 
ches In girt, was fat and weighed 26 
pounds. R. Moedell, statlonmaster of 
Reid Nfld. Co. at Port aux Basques, 
obtained the fin and tag and submit­
ted same to the Game and Inland 
Fisheries Board for enquiry as to 
where the fish had been liberated. 
And on 16th July he received a mes­
sage from the Game Board stating 
that the salmon was liberated from 
the salmon hatchery at Margarle, 
Nova Scotia, November, 1917; at the 
time it weighed 12 pounds and 
measured 34 inches in length.

This, to our mind, is a valuable 
piece of Information In flshology. It 
not only dislodges the theory that 
salmon frequent the same haunts 
yearly, and that the waters in which 
they are hatched, hut also shows the 
remarkable growth within a given 
period. This fish in nineteen months 
grew in length 6 inches, being an av­
erage of almost an inch every three 
months, and gained an average of

three-quarters of a pound 
in weight per month for the same 
period.

In the annals of the sea than the last 
glimpse of Mr. Laurence Irving and 
his wife (nee Miss Mabel Hackney) 
clasped in each other’s arms on the 
deck of the Empress of Ireland as she 
was going down beneath the waves on 
May 29, 1914, after her collision with 
the Storstad.

first turn to the stage, but studied 
diplomacy, being for a time at the 
British Embassy in St. Petersburgh. 
His sojourn in Russia undoubtedly 
coloured his subsequent artistic car­
eer. He joined Mr. Benson's com­
pany, then in its eighth year, and 
made his debut as Snug in “A Mid­
summer Night’s Dream,” at Manches­
ter in August, 1891. Various engage­
ments followed in town and country, 
but previous to the production of his 
play “Peter the Great,” his chief work 
was done as Svengall in “Trilby,” on 
tour. “Peter the Great" was not a 
success, partly owing to Sir Henry’s 
illness. Many other parts at the Ly­
ceum followed. In 1906 he scored 
heavily as Crawshay in “Raffles” at 
the Comedy, and during 1907 he play­
ed "The Phoenix" and “The Incubus” 
at the Coronet and the Court. The 
next year was spent at the halls and 
in 1909 he visited New York. After­
wards he took the Garrick, where, in 
November, 1910, he opened with “The 
Unwritten Law,” his own dramatisa­
tion of Dostoievsky’s novel, “Crime 
and Punishment” His performance 
took London by storm and by sur­
prise. The play was to the son much 
what "The Bells” was to his father, 
and as a picture of mental anguish 
his "Rodion" was no whit inferior to 
his father’s “Mathias” at his best. 
In 1912, migrating to the Kingsway, 
he gave in “The Lily" even more as­
tonishing evidence of his remarkable 
powers. In 1913, at the Haymarket, 
his Earl Skulew as the most notable 
figure In Ibsen’s unsatisfactory "Pre­
tenders,” and In “Typhoon” his im­
pressive Tokoramo showed a mar­
vellous power of subduing and even 
transforming his personality to that 
-of a character prima facia not at all 
in his line. The truth of his Imper­
sonation was acknowledged In the 
Far West parts of Canada where the 
Japanese are In force. He was, on 
his return home, to have appeared as 
Bonaparte In a new play.

Should Home Lessons
Be Abolished ?

i (By a Schoolmaster, in Pearson’s 
, j Weekly.)

As a teacher of a good many years’ 
experience, I have lately given very 
serious consideration to the question 
of home lessons.

At the present time I am engaged 
in a secondary school of nearly two 
hundred boys, the great majority of 
whom come from a distance, some of 
them travelling daily as much as 
twenty miles each way.

Yet under the present system they 
leave home quite early in the morn­
ing, and after doing a full day’s work 
(9.15 a.m. to 4 p.m.) and facing the 
long journey home in the evening, 
they are supposed to do another two 

j hours’ preparation work for the next 
j day.
1 This means that practically the 
! whole day is spent without their 
I having any time which they can really 

call their own.
( Doubtless the case I have quoted is 
a hard one. but there are many other 
schools where conditions are very 
much the same. And wh .tever the 
conditions, I think it is very much 
open to question whether home les­
sons are desirable.

How many men, whatever their oc­
cupation, would care, after a full day 
at the office or workshop, to sit down 
in the evening and spend two hours 
in preparing for the next day’s work? 

Why Children Get Bad Tempered. 
Fjve" or six hours a day, properly 

distributed over the morning and 
afternoon, is quite as much as the 
ordinary boy or girl can profitably 
devote to his or her lessons, and the 
evenings should be entirely free and 
devoted to healthy recreation for 
mind and body.

Nowadays one often reads com­
plaints that we are becoming a bad- 
tempered nation, and that the sense 

I of humor is dying out amongst us. 
j without doubt these charges are true, 
but what is the reason for them? I 
believe lt is to be found In the fact 
that we put too great a strain upon 
our boys and girls, and expect too 
much from them. They grow old be­
fore their time.

But lt may be argued that school 
hours have not grown longer In re­
cent times, Possibly not, hut the 
amount and standard of the work 
done In theie hours has increased 
tremendously, and puts a much 
greater strain upon the pupils. Apart 
from all that, the severity of the mod­
ern examlnetlon system Involves 
laborious days for our youngster*,

I believe that heme lessen! could 
be abolished without any dsrtlmsnt to 
the work of onr schools, With their 
evenings free, the boy* and girl* 
would come much fresher to their 
work each morning, and much mere 
would be accomplished during the 
day than hitherto,

Finally, just ai the pupils should 
have their evenings entirely free, so 
should the teachers, for a day’s teach­
ing pnts a tremendous strain upon the 
nerves,

Many teachers spend their, even­
ing* In correcting exercises and pre­
paring leeeene for the next day, with 
the result that they come to school 
tired and dispirited,
