Words Comedby
' Drmkmg Customs.

The invitntlon to havo a peg is
heard frequently, but probobly few
who give or accopt the invitation
know how the exprmlon came into
use,

Peg tankards are sometimes seen
in the cabinets of the curious. It is
supposed they were nr!t used by the
northern continental nations’ and’ in-
troduced among the.Anglo-Saxons by
King BEdgar, by way of laying a
restraint on excessive drinking.

An authority has given 'a precise
"account of the peg tankard. He says:-

“Peg tankards, generally made of
maple wood, have in the inside a row
of eight pins, one above another,
from top to bottom.

Whlrlhg Spirals.

.The nebulae are in the, form nt
whgrllng spirals of what looks like
luminous vapour.
