ROWE V8. GRAND TRUNK COMPANY—
An action was tried at the Toronto Assi-
zes on Tuesday, brought by Edmund
Rowe, to recover compensation for injuries
sustained by him on the 13th of February
1865, when the train, in which he had ta
ken passage from Guelph to Toronto, ran
off the track about a mile and a half east
of the former station, the car in which the
plaintiff was being thrown down an em-
bankment of 25 or 80 feet, where it re-
mained bottom up. The damages were
laid at £5,000. The case was formerly
tried and a verdict rendered for the plain-
tiff of $300. On application of the Com-
pany & new trial [the present] was grant-
ed. The defendants, through their agent,
Mr Spicer, had given the plaintiff $50 as
compensation for his injuries, and the
action turned entirely upon the validity
of this settlement, as it occurred four days
after the accident, and it was ded
by Rowe's counsel that he was then of un-
sound mind on account of his injuries,
and that fraudulent representations had
been made to him regarding the extent of
them, Defence showed that both at the
time, and at different periods from two to
six weeks subsequent to the accident, his
acts and conversation evinced the full

We find the following in the London
Firee Press :—The arrangements for this
event, which is to take place on the 5th
of November, and following days, are
progressing very satisfactorily. It prom-
ises to be one of the most successful com-
petitions that has taken place in Canada
for many a year. Our own townspeople
have contributed in prizes and money
upwards of $500, and the various com-
panies and battalions of the District about
$150 more. The Wellington Volunteers
aredisplaying great interest in the match,
as in fact are all, more oz less, of the
Volunteers throughout the District.

The London
Volunteers have had but little practice
with the new weapon as yet.

From these, five of the best shots will be
picked to compete in the District Battalion
Match. The following is a synopsis of
the prizes offered :—1st match, regulars
and volunteers—seven prizes, ranging
from $15 to $2 ; 2nd match, all comers—
six prizes, from $25 to $4; 3rd match,
District Battalion—three prizes, of $35,
$20 and $15; 4th match, regulars and
volunteers, with Snider Enfields, six
prizes, from $20 to §3 ; 5th match, volun-
teers only, Spencer Carbines, five prizes,
from $15 to $4.50; sixth match, volun-
teers, Snider rifles, eight prizes, from $16
to $5 ; 7th match, officers, Snider rifles,
five prizes, from $16 to $5; Consolation
Match, Snider rifles, nine prizes, ranging
from $20 to $2.

Cosgrove vs Corbet :—This was a suit, or
rather a double suit, to set aside patent of
a farm in Brant, which. it was alleged
defendant had obtained by making false
representations to the Commissioner.
Defendant got 600 acres of land, 200 acres
of which were for himself and 200 acres
each for his two sons. The law then re-
quired, that the owner of land should set-
tle on it,and make certain improvements.
One of the defendant’s sons was fourteen
and the otheronly ten years of age, con-
sequently they were under the age.at
whidh the law permits them to be actual
gettlers, or at which it understoods. them
to be capable of settlement duties. But
Corbet, senr, employed two mén, named
Cosgrove, to goon the farms to make the
necessary improvements, and the result
was that these men claimed to be the

pposing it were possible to obtain them
and that a large sumn of money could be
raised to assist those who are too poor to
pay for the voyage, is it likely that they
could be afterwards retained {n the Pro-
vince? It is a well-known fact that hun-
dreds, perhaps we may say thousands, of
this class of persons have gone to ““ the
other side” within the five years.—
Why do they go? © remuneration
here is about tﬁe same as it is there, and
there is no difficulty in obtaining situa-
tions on this side of theline. What then
is the cause of their emigration? We
think we have it. In the State of Ohio
last year no fewer than thirty thousand
marriages were celebrated, while in this
Province theré was not one-third of that
number. * The total number of our popu-
tion is at least equal to that of Ohio.—
‘What, then, occasions the discrepancy in
the number of matrimonial alliances ? Be-
cause, on the other side, marriage is mere-
ly a civil contract, and can be annulled
with very little  difficalty when either
party wishes to re-enter the state of sin-
gle blessedness, or to form new and more
congenial connexions. At first sight this
may seem rather discouraging to females
in search of partners; but such is not the
case. Bridget gravitates towards the
best matrimonial market, naturally as a
moth does towards the flame of a candle ;
and the fear of divorce laws and other
drawbacks—of which she knows very little
—-is completely lost sight of in the glow-
ing hope of obtaining a husband. We
notice that a large cargo of gingle females
recently left England for the matrimon-
ial market in Australia; and we think
that just as soon as the wild lands of this
Province are freely thrown open to sett-
lers, and backwoodsmen—like their bre-
thren at the antipodes—flock into the
cities and towns in search of wives, it will
be found that the numbet of * walting-
maids” will increase ; for, as we have
shown above, the greater the demand—
if the demand be of the right kind—the
more certainly will the supply be kept
up, without any special efforts on the part
of Mr. Donaldson, or others interested in
the question of female immigration. —S¢.

The European harvests are well gath-
ered and prices have risen. Barley is the
exception, and is so plentiful that all the
brewers have lowered the price of beer.
But wheat is a short crop all over Eu-
rope, except in Hungary, where there is
alarge surplus. The steamers on the
Danube are loaded with grain, and the
vintage is equally abundant. There is
scarcity, and even famine in the North
of Europe. Thousands on the Gulf of
Bothnia are making bread of , bark,
mosses, and similar substances, and un-
less aid reaches them, many must per-
ish. Mrs. Carlen, the Swedish novelist
has made an appeal for aid. Any sur-
plus in America will find ready sale in
Europe.

Tue Rovarn CANADIAN BANK AND THE
GoversmenT.—The Leader says that Mr.
Wood, Treasurer of Ontatio, has publish-
ed a notification that “all payments to be
made on account of the Ontario Govern-
ment may be made to the Royal Canad-
ian Bank and its agencies. Just the
moment the run has ceased, the Provin-
cial Government comes forward with
this emphatic mark of its confidence.
This announcement will reassure the
doubting, if there be any ;and the good
effect on the country must be generally
felt. The farmers who witnessed ffie de-
cline in preduce when confidence was
shaken, must benefit by whatever goes
to complete its restoration.

TW'O POLICEMEN SHOT

(MIDNIGHT DESPATCHES.)

Florence, Oct. 31.—The announcement
is officially made that the Royal troops
which have hitherto been acting as am
army of observation on the frontier have
received orders to advance into the Papal
territory.

The Alabama Claims.

The London Standurd says that Mr.
Seward’s last letter on the “ Alabama
claims,” is, perhaps, one of the most ex-
traordinary public documents that ever
emanated even from the 'American
Foreign Office. A correspondence had
taken place respecting the reference to
arbitration proffered by Lord Stanley.
| Mr. Seward had very coolly intimated
that it might be better and easier for
Great Britain to pay upthe American de-
mand at once than to take the trouble of
a reference to arbitration. He intimated,
however, that if Lord Stanley insisted on
the circuitous course of referring to an
impartial judgment claims which the
United States were resolved to press, he
would not refuse ; but in that case the sub-
mission must include the whole subject
of American complaints against England;
1, e., not only the losses of American citi-
zens by the action of cruisers sailing from
our ports, but the right. of Grreat Britain
to acknowledge the belligerent statuts
wof the Confederacy. To this proposition
Lord Stanley gave the only answer that
an English Minister, loyal to his Sover-
eign, and jealous of his country’s honor,
could possibly return—mmely,’ that the
recognition of a belligerent Power was a
matter within the sole competence and
jurisdiction of every ign state, and
that the exercise of that right could not
possibly be made the subject of arbitra-
tion ; and the question which this coun-
try was prepared to refer was simply
this: whether or not our conduct in re-
gard to the Alabama, the Shenandoah,
and their consorts, had been such as to
render us morally liable for their depreda-
tions 7 He proposed that this point should
be decided hy an impartial international
tribunal, that the details of individual
claims resting upon principles once set-
tled, should be investigated and determin-
ed on by a mixed commission. A more
fair, liberal, and candid. offer, it is difficult
to conceive. But it did not suit Mr, Se-
ward’s policy. Instead of accepting or
declining it, he writes to Mr. Adams a
letter; which seems to ignore altogether
everything that has gone before, and to
open the question de novo, a8 if nothing
had yet been said upon it—certainly as if
no mode of adjustment had been proffered
on our part. He forwards a list of the
claims put in by American citizens, and
demands their immediate settlement.
Nothing less, he says, can restore a really
friendly state of relations between the
two couptries ; and, if this be refuscd, he
| lints that America will find means of re-
taliation. What those means will be is
again rather hinted than stated in an al-
lusion to the Fenian conspiracy, and its
treatment by the United States govern-
ment, which Mr. Seward thinks fit to con-
| trast with our conduct towards the Con-
federate States. Mr. Seward’s complaints
and demaunds are gimply monstrous; es-
pecially monstrous when tried by Ameri-
can doctrines and American precedents;
80 contrary to all reason and justice, that
they can only be put forward either for the
purpose of laying the foundation of a
convenient quarrel, or of reaping the ad-
vantages of a quarrel in domestic popular-
ity, without pughing matters so far as to
bring about a quarrel in good earnest.
