Madrid, Feb. 14.—The Constituent

of Carliste have been arrested while cros­
sing the frontier from' Fiance, with, the 
alleged object of ’"nciting insurrection.

London, Feb. 15.—-Official information 
of the surrender to Turkish authority of 
the insurgent chiefs of Crete, is received.

The average of the thermometer 
for January was 27 deg. above zero up to 
the 23rd, and at that date the air was 
balmy and spring like.

MEETING in GUELPH.

President Grant and his Policy.
The committee appointed to notify-' 

Gen. Grant of his election to the Presid­
ency performed that duty on Saturday 
morning. Senator Morton mac e the ad­
dress. Gen. Grant, on receiving from 
Senator Morton the certificate of his elec­
tion, said substantially that in accepting 
the office of President of the United 
States, he was determined to carry out 
faithfully the obligations of that office, 
and referred particularly to the necessity* 
for an honest and faithful execution of 
the revenue laws. He would call around 
him men who would earnestly carry out 
those piinciplesof economy .retrench ment 
and honesty, which were desired by the 
people of the country.1 Should the officers 
of the different branches of the Govern­
ment service not satisfy him in the dis­
charge of their official duties he would 
not hesitate a moment about removing 
them, and would do so just as quickly 
with hia own appointments as with those 
of his predecessor. Gen. Grant stated 
that ho had not announced his Cabinet up 
to the time of the official declaration of 
the result of the election, V . Lid intend­
ed at that period to mal: ' known the 
names of those whom Jio would.invite to 
become members. In the interval, how­
ever, he had concluded not to make 
known (he names of the gentlemen 
whose services he would be glad to have 
in this respect even to the gentlemen 
themselves until he sent them into the 
Senate for confirmation. ’I lie reason for 
this determination was because of the 
fact, that should he do so, a pressure 
would immediately commence from var­
ious parties to endeavour to induce him 
to change his determination, not so 
much probably frpm the fact that the op­
position would be made from personal 
motives, but on account of the interest 
which the gentlemen may have for their 
own friends.

Ireland.—Ea l Russell in his re 
cent letter on the condition and 
claims of Ireland, asserts that it is the 
duty of the Gladstone Government, to 
introduce large measures for the re­
lief of the-sister kingdom. He de­
