RELIGIOUS LIBERTY AND PAPAL SUPREMAOY.

or when it is oligarchical, but when it
upholds iniquity. A revolution is bene-
ficial when it is undertaken as a last re-
sort for a definite object. ~ A wrong com-
plained of will then disappear when the
tvranny which miantained it is over-
thrown. - But reverse .the process; begin
with political agitation, with no clear
idea why a chango is desired, to transfer
the power from kings to nobles, from no-
bles to the middle classes, and from the
middle classes to the people, and from
the people back to the kings, without en-
quiring first what kings, or nobles , or
middle classes, or people are to do, the
result is nothing but aimless confusion of
power, wasted in beating the air, and &
multiplication of practical misery from
confusion and anarchy. In this position
you have the key to the failore of so
many efforts to obtain what has been
called ““Justice to Ireland.” No sooner
has a wrong been admitted and a begin-
ning made towards redress, than the Irish
have kindled up into a blaze, they have
left the road of practical reform for po-
licical emancipation. From agitation
they have fallen into conspiracy, and
from conspiracy into rebellion ; the fire
burns out, the rebellion collapses, resent-
ment follows, ill-will ; then, perhaps,
fresh tyranny. The stone of Bisyphus has
rebounded to the bottom of the hill ; the
weary work is to commence again from
the beginning. Had there been nojrebel-
jon in 1690 the Catholics would have re-
ceived then the most ample toleration.
There would have been no confiscation,
no penal laws, no commercial restriotions.
After 90 years of misery the work of re-
formation was again taken in hand; free

princes, or in ocountries that had esta-
blished spiritual independence and were
determined to maintain it. From the
state of affairs it was inevitable that the
Catholie Church should be watched care-
fully in kingdoms where & portion of the
bjeets were Catholi I d was in
the English dominions, and yet she held
to tho Pope of Rome. The Pope had re-
lieved them of their allegiance to Eng-
land, and the Irish felt that their dut;
was to the Pope, and not to the Englis
sovereign. Was the English sovereign
to stand by and let the enemy walk over
the kingdom because it chose to clothe
itself in the mantle of religion ? It would
be as much as if Prince Bismark should
be called upon to let the Jesuite control
the State policy of Germany. In the
days ot the Pope’s supremacy, the Eng-
lish pri were not permitted nor ob-
liged to exact from their subjects tribute.
In the battle of Aughrim, hundreds of
the Protestant gentry would have made
complete work of the disaffection in Ire-
land and have driven the last priest out
of the country, if they had not been pre-
vented. With the accession of the
House of Hanover in England Europe
entered upon a new era. The Roman
Church changed its tactics, if not its
aspirations, She no longer pretended to
rule the world, and ceased appointing
men to teach that the differences of reli-
gion in a nation should be a cause for
their eternally quarrelling, or that a
Catholic shovld consider his allegiance
to the Pope par t to his allegi
to the country in which he lived. From
that t the Catholies b a8
much entitled to fall as the

Pyey b

trade was restored ; the laws t the
Catholics were relaxed; they were ad-
mitted to suffrage ; Maynooth was es-
tablished and endowed for the education
of Catholic priests ; Trinity College
opened its doors to the Catholic laity.—
"The Irish only concluded that England
was afraid of them. - What was there,
then, amiss with Ireland ?

IRELAND'S REAL ENEMY,
Ireland’s real enemy was the landlord.
An Englishman or a Scotch WO
buy an estate, seeing the capabilities of
the soil, if properly eultivated and man-
ured ; would establish large farms, build
barns, cattle sheds, put his capital into
the ground, drain the water, plant and
manure. Finding his property the first
year littered with paupers, he would clear
them away. Then the next year bring-
ing in a new English bailiff he would
cultivate his farm scientifically, which
might be well for the property but was
injurious to the mob, until the remrant
could be cleared away. But this was
harsh treatment after all, for human be-
ings who, with their families, had lived
for centuries on the same spot. It was
their home. They adhered to it ; they
knew no higher desire.

LAWLESSNESS AND RELIGIOUS FEUDS.

Next a more effective police was want-
ed. The grand rudimentary elements of
civilization are incompatible with the
private use of the gun and pistol.

ken the land from the old Irish holders
in order to better the relations for them-
selves by substituting for the nation’s
chiefs an emigrant population from Eng-
land and Scotland, The object was de-
feated ; the whole condition of the Irish
tenure law had to be revised, or the pow-
er which they had abused be taken away
from them.
Lastly, there was the religious difficul-
ty. After the Reformation, the Epis-
copal church had been established in
Ireland ; it had been endowed like its
gister in England with the tithes and
property that belonged to the Catholies,
in the hope that it would be accepted in
the other country, as it had been in Eng-
land, by the people. That hope had
been disappointed. Four-fifths of the
people were Catholies and likely to re-
main s0; of the Protestants little more
than half belonged to the Establishment,
and the rest were Presbyterians. Yet a
hendfal of Churchmen monopolized
everything. If I attach less importance
to the last grievance than is usually as-
signed it, it is not that I do not know
how deeply divisions in religion have
created trouble all over England apd in
Ireland. It is because I have searched
the points in which England has been
unjust, and becaunse I think there is less
ground to complain of the treatment of
Roman Catholics, The enormous power
for good which has been exerted in Ire-
land by the modern Catholic priest, I
would not slur over. Ireland is one of
the poorest conntries in Europe, yet there
is less theft, less housebreaking and rob-
bery of all kinds than in ary other coun-
try in the world. In the wild district
where I lived in Ireland, we slept with
unlocked doors ; with as much secarity
as if all preeautions had been taken.
This waé in their favor in comparsion
with the Cities of London and New-York,
for I would be extremely sorry to bave
tried the experiment in either place.

Avraesricarep LoNagviry.—A most
remarkable case of longevity is furnished
usby a correspondent in Glengarry. The
case in question is that of a woman
named Ann Campbell, who died in Ken-
yon,  County of Glengarry, on the
18th ult., at the patriarchal age of 130
years. She was born in Scotland, in the
parish of Barcadale in Skye, in the year
1742, not long before the defeat of Prince
Charles Stuart and his army on the fa-
mous field of Culloden Moor. When she
was thirty years of age, she engaged as
chief dairy maid with John Murray, Eeq.,
Grishornish, and remained in that family
for a period of fifty years, When her
services were no longer required by Capt.
D. Murray, who succeeded his father to
tho estate of Grishornish, she left the
Murray family and engaged with Mr.
Nicholson, Ardmore, in the same em-
ploywent, and continuéd in his family
for the following seven years.

The Liverpool Litense Aet.:§
Fire in Northampton. -

l(cBride Murder Case.
Inundation of the Po,

London, Oct. 28, —The Licensing Aect,
requiring the drinking salvons in Liver-
pool to close at nine o'clock on Sunday
nights, was enforced for the first time
yesterday, and gave rise .to considerable
excitement among the frequenters of
those places, Crowds collected in vari-
ous portions cf the city and were ad-
dressed by persons (several of whom were
under the influence of liquor) in opposi-
tion to the aet. The gathering finally
becamé so noisy that the police were
compelled to interfere and arrest the
most prominent malcontents. In some
of the streets of the city the people op-
posed to the Aet manifested their indig-
natior. at its enforcement by lighting col~
ored fires in the streets and hooting at
the police officers when they appeared.
Northampton, Mass., Oot. 29.—Emery
Wheel Company’s mill at Leeds was al-
most destroyed by fire yesterday after-
noon.

Philadelphia, Oct. 29.—The jury in the
case of Andrew Quinn charged with mur-
per of Rosa MecBride, have rendered ‘a
verdict of guilty of manslaughter.

Turin, Oct. 28.—The damages caused
by the inundation of the Po, especially in
the Provinces of Mautua and Ferrara, are
immense. Several hundred kilometres
of the most fertile land in Italy are cover-
od by water. Whole tewns and villages
have been submerged, and many houses
have been undermined and have fallen.
In some places the water reaches the
roofs of the highest buildings. Thou-
sands of people are homeless, and others
are flecing from their dwellings which
are threatened with destruction. The
towns of Casat, Maggiore, and Ostiglias,
on the River Po, are in great danger, and
the inhabitants are panic-striken, The
suffering is wide-spread and intense, but
relief is going forward from all parts of
taly.

Mr. Justice Gwynne was, how-
ever, a Chancery lawyer before his
elevation to the Bench, and it is
whispered that he might be persuad-
ed to take Mr. Mowat's place, and
leave room for Mr. Richards. By
others, it is said that Mr. Gwynne
will not consent to any change of
position. - The name of Mr. Dalton
McCarthy is also mentioned, he hav-
ing had enough of ' politics at last el-
eotion. Mr. Christopher Robinson is
also spoken of as a possible judge.

Death of an old Canadian Politician,

The New York papers announce the
death of Marshall S. Bidwell, a distin-
guished lawyer, formerly noted as a poli-
tician in Canada, but since resident in
the city of New York, where he practised
his prof with noted Mr.
Bidwell was bosn in Stockbridge, Massa-
chusetts, but emigrated to Canada at an
early age, studied law, and became emi-
nent as a lawyer. He plunged into poli-
ties about the time the difficulties
arose in this country from the mal-ad-
ministration of public affairs by the no.
torious “I'amily Compact.” He espoused
the Liberal cause, was elected to the
Canadian Parliament. and becameSpeaker
of the House. Whether he took any ac-
tive steps to bring about the rebellion of
1837 is not positively known, but that
he was in correspondence with the in-
surgents there is little doubt,and it is al-
most equally certain that his sympathies
were entirely with them. The corres-
pondence which he . carried on with the
leaders was intercepted and placed in
the hands of the Governor of Upper
Canada, who before examining into its
nature sent for Mr. Bidwell, and told
him frankly that this coirespondence
was in his possession end that he had
not yet opened it. He gave Mr. Bidwell
thealternative of remaining in the coun-
try and abiding tho consequence of ex-
anunation and persual of that correspon-
dence, or of leaving the country never to
return, in which case the letters should
be destroyed. Mr. Bidwell chose the
latter alternative, and left Canada never
to return, though, subsequently, all who
were engaged in this rebellion of 1837-38
were pardoned, and Mr. Bidwell was in-
vited to return and take part in public
affairs, as many other of the refugees did.
He took up his residence in New York,as
already stated, and continued the prac-
tice of the law till the time of his death,
which oceurred very saddenly, while op-
ening a letter in his office. Mr. Bidwell
was a man of great ability, and a high

sense of honor, and it was on this aec- |~

count that the Governor gave him the
choice of abiding the opening of the in-
tercepted letters or of leaving the coun-
try forever. It has been inferred from
these facts that the letters were of a trea-
sonable character, and knowing this Mr.
Bidwell chose the course he did, and ex-
patriated himself forever from the land
of his adoption.—Hamilton Times.
