Loxpox, Oct. 28.—The Marquis of Dui-
ferin, who has recently retired from the
post of British ambassador at Paris, was
accorded a banquet at Belfast to-night,
at which he made a epeech. He declared
that owing to his age and deafness he
had definitely retired from official life.
Although England was not loved, the
Marquis continued, she had no dispute
with any nation of Europe, ex-
eept Turkey. The salvation of
the Armeniane, he asserted, cannot be
found in any scheme applied to the
Armenians alone, but in reforms giving
protection to all Turkish subjects. The
Marquis also expressed the hope that
the United States and England would be
the first to practically apply the prin-
cipal of arbitration to the settlement of
international disputes. Lord Dufferin
said that every Englishman’s soul would
revolt in horror at the thought of any
tratriecidal collision with the United
States which.would only result in involv-
ing the United States and them in a
common ruin.

The Times dispatch from Simla, India,
says: ‘ During the famine the Punjab
will benefit enormously from irrigation
in the tract supplied by the Chenab
canal, the extensions of which are being
vigorously pushed. The Gujranwala and
Jungsections of the canal have just been
opened, watering two bundred thousand
acres, which will mostly be sown with
wheat. The soil is rich and is certain
to yield splendidly. The whole project
is an enormous one, bringing vast tracts
of waste land into cultivation. The
crops from other lands about the Chenab
canal are abundant, and, besidee, only
one-tenth of the last wheat crop was ex-
ported. It is known that the grain sup-
ply of the Punjab is very large, but the
dealers are holding their siocks and
raising prices from larger profits.”’

VENFZUELAN COMMISSION.

WasHINGTON, Gct. 29.—Prof. Burr, the
map expert sent abroad by the Venezue-
lan commission returned last night and
wds before the commission for three
hours to-day. He presented a number
of maps and documents secured from the

archives of Holland bearing directiy on
the pending issue, and not hitherto pre-
sented by either Great Britain or Vene-
zuela. The British claim is based on
their succession to the rights of the
Dutch, so that these maps and docu-
ments are regarded as an important
branch of the case.

Both Great Britain and Venezuela
presented maps and documents from
Dutch sources. Prof. Burr’s mission 'was
to conductan independentinquiry, with-
out questioning the documents presented
by the two countries, but giving the
commission the advantage of a complete
knowledge of the Dutch archives. Prof.
Barr, did not characterize his findings as
favorable to one side or the other, as
that is the province of the. commission,
and it will take some time to determine
the bearing of the new documents on the
issue. The commission adjourned - to-
day to November 10, in order that Prof.
Burr may have time to make a written
report, that of to-day being oral.

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* STARVATION IN LABRADOR.

St. Joun’s, Nfld., Oct. 29.—Dr. Gren-
fel, superintendent of  the deep sea miis-
sion, in a letter concerning the suffering
on the coast of Labrador, said: ‘At
Square island we found an anxious
‘crowd awaiting us. Not a family had
enough to eat and they had no means of
getting food. We have arranged to sup-
ply 25 barrels of flour, 10sacks of biscuit,
& puncheon of molasses and a chest of
tea, in return for which the people will
-8awW the wood which we have to sell next
Eummer. An enormous boon is con-
ferred upon these settlements, even by
such small assistance as this. We took
away a family having no means. We
algo left some clothing, quilts and coun-
terpanes. Most of the houses have an
utterly inadequate supply of bedclothing.
‘“ Arriving at Boulter’s Rock we soon
had a crowded deck full of people. Here
also they were fairly starving. Two
Newfoundland t;:%era c?me ;Iong as}k-

g-what eould: one for the 8.
No government relief has been prg?l?xysed
to the settlements. Mauy families are
already existing on flour alone, having
neither molasses nor tea. We gave each
family a bundle of clothing and pro-
mised to make representation of their
need to the proper authorities.

** At Pack’s Harbor we were told that
the children in one family in a neighbor-
ing island were running about stark
naked all summer and had been found
in that condition by an Anglican mis-
sionary and we intend to provide clothes
for.those. While it is open to any one
to take a different view of the
outlgok I must say that after five years
on tg: coast, during which time I have
made the acquaintance of almost every
settler from Cape Chidley to Blanc Sab-
Jon, I can only repeat my opinion that
-unless the éntire system of living and
dealing is altered, and only if the cod
jand salmon fisheries greatly improve,
can a:majority of the settlers even hope
10 do- more than to prevent starvation
and keep themselves covered.”

**As I pass this fall, visiting some
places for the fourth time, I can see
there is no other hope for them than
that the Newfoundland government
‘should grant them free passages to Can-
ada or the United States. We are doing
our very best and are giving clothing to
'women and children, and sometimes to
men. - We shall be deeply grateful to
any friends reading this if they will for-
ward - to St. Johns contributions of
clothing, of which we are lamentably
short.”

LOST IN THE WILDERNESS.

Ben. Wrede, a Former Victorian, Missing in
the Inhospitable Wastes of
Omineca.
Mr. Ben. Wrede, formerly a resident
of Victoria, and afterwards hotelkeeper
in Vancouver and at Lardeau, is report-
ed lost in the northern portion of the
province. On the 4th of March last
Wrede wrote under date of Bear Lake,
outer post, that he was jugt about to
start with two sleighs on a 400 mile trip,
to try and find a more profitable placer
district than the one he had been in.
Since that time, so far as known, no one
has seen or heard of him and the belief
is general that he has been lost. When
he started on the trip the thermometer
was 60 below zero, but he wrote that he
was in good health. 1t is thought be
may have succumbed to the cold or met
with an accident on some one of the
many rivers in the Omineca country.
The following letter was received the
other day by Mrs. Wrede in Vancouver
from the Hudson’s Bay Co.’s agent at
Stuart’s Lake.
Hudson’s Bay Co.,
STUuART’s LAKE, 9th Oct., 1896.
Dear Madame:—I am sorry to inform
you that Vetalle LeFort, a gold prospec-
tor here, thinks that your husband is
iost, as h® has not been seen since last
March. He made an appointment with
Vetalle and ancther man by the
name of Murdock to meet at a
certain place on the headwaters of one
of the branches of the Finlay river, but
although they waited at this place for
several days, and saw some of Mr.
Wrede’s camps, he did not turn up.
They then thought he had taken some
other trail, so they left and came to the
Hudson Bay Co.’s post on the Finlay
river. I'have received late news from
this post and Mr. Wrede had not then
put in an appearance, neither has he
turned up at any other of the company’s
posts that I have heard of.
Sympathizing with you in your be-
reavement, I remain,

This letter has been forwarded to Mr.
F. W. Behnsen here in the hope that he
may discover from some of the old
pioneers of Omineca what were the
chances of Mr. Wrede’s present safety.

believes there is still a chance of Mr.
Wrede being alive, as he may have taken
a different course from what he intended
on setting out.

Highest of all in Leavening Power.— Latest U.S. Gov’t Report
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BISMARCKS  BREAK.

Contemplated Prosecution of His
Organ for Revealing State
Secrets Abandoned.

Press Comments on the Disclosures
—Why He Wanted to Use
Russia.

Loxpox, Oct. 29.—The proposed pro-
gecution of the Hamburger Nachrichten
for publishing state secrets has, accord-
ing to a special dispatch from Berlin,
been abandoned outof the fear of the
harm such a step might do to Germany’s
foreign policy. It is added, however,
that should Prince Bismarck publish the
circumstances under which he resigned
office, the government will be forced
to act. The government would

probably treat Prince Bismarck in the
same manner as the latter treated
Count von Arnim. Count von Arnim
was arrested in October, 1874, and con-
fined in Berlin for refusing to give up
documents sent to him as ambassador.
On account of illness he was releaset on
bail, but again arrested in about two
weeks’ time. He was.tried in December,
1874, and convicted of making away
with the documents, but was acquitted
of the other charges, and sentenced to
three months’ imprisonment. He ap-
pealed, was tried again in June, 1875.
The verdict confirmed the sentence. In
November of the same year it ‘was an-
nounced that Count von Arnim was to
be prosecuted for treason. In May,
1881, he died at Nice as a result, it was
said by Prince Bismarck’s enemies, of
the persecution which he had b:en sub-
jeeted to by the chancellor.

Paris, Oct. 29.—Le Figaro, referring
to the disclosures made by Prince Bis-
marck in the Hamburger Nachrichten,
regarding the secret alliance between
Germany and Russia from 1884 to 1890,
says: ‘‘ Russia discovered that the
treaty was a veritable delusion for her,
and when Bismarck asked her in 1887 to
repew {lie declaration ‘of her neutrality]
in the event of an attack upon France,
which was being planned by Germany,
Russia formally refused to do so, and
thereaftgr all blandishments of Prince
Bismarck only served to increase the
friendship between France and Russia.”’

It says: ‘“ The events in which Bis,

marck is concerned can mow only be
qualified as posthumous; since his fall
from power he cannot be content to have
no say in the less important affairs of
his country. The predominant idea of
Bismarck’s administration was to make
use of Russia to crush the western
powers. ‘Napoleon’s alliance with Eng-
land in the Crimean war for the benefit
of England, served. as a pretext for at-
tacking Russian influences within the
orbit of the German foreign policy,
where they remained until after 1870.
The results of the Franco-German war
terminated by the treaty of Frankfort
opened Russia’s eyes, and the views of
the court of St. Petersburg were modi-
fied on account of the conditions of the
equilibrium and her fature interests.
‘* Prince Bismarck,’’ continues Le Fi-
garo, ‘‘ was the only man in Europe who
would notunderstand thisevolution. This
was really the principal cause of his fall,
for William II was more farseeing on
this point than his minister understood
it. If the affirmations of the Hamburg-
er Nachrichten are true, that a secret
treaty existed until 1890 between Ger-
many and Russia, assuring the neutral-
ity of the latter in the event of
war with France, they are merely
criminal, disgraceful, impotent manoeun-
vres. If true, what must Austria think,
who only made an alliance with Ger-
many on condition that she would be
aided in her rival against Turkey? The
Vienna papers demand explanations,
which it will be difficult for the German
government to give.” Le Figaro con-
cludes:

‘‘ Prince Bismarck ought to furnish
the explanations, either confessing that
be is an impostor or that he hag not fore-
seen the consequences of his own poli-
cies, which have been to alienate Rtus-
sian sympathies from German egotism.”’

Le Gaulois says: ‘‘Prince Bismarck’s
attitude lacks dignity and will minimize
him in the eyes of posterity. If he is
really the auther or inspirer of the Ham-
burger Nachrichten revelations, he has
a very short memory or speculates on
the credulity or ignorance of his read-
ers. He should remember that the alli-
ance of the three emperors was broken
in 1886, when Alexander III withdrew
on account of the intrigues to put a Ger-
man prince on the Bulgarian throne.
He must be awaae that it was the simul-
taneous publication in" Berlin and Vi-
enna, in 1888, of the treaty coné¢luded by
him with Austria in 1889 that decided
Russia and France to come together.”’

Le Gaulois sees where Caprivi’s re-
sponsibility comes in, and congludes that
‘‘the main effert of the Ilamburger
Nachrichten articles will be to weaken
the triple alliance, which is already fall-
ing to pieces.” It adds that it would be
curious and instructive if he whose ob-
ject was to isolate France shonld witness
the isolation of his own country and be
obliged to admit that he himself contri-
buted to it. :

Le Matin is of opinion that the dis-
closure of the secret treaty was intended
to make France suspicious of Russia,
and adds: “It has had a contrary

effect.’?

There was adeficit on revenue account
for 1895-6 of $363,000. For the preceding
twelve months there had been a deficig
of $4,153,876. The cause of this latter
beavy shortage is well understood. In
the session of 1894 there had been a re-
vision in the tariff, and a very general
scaling down of customs taxation. As a
result, there having been also a decline
in the total value of imported merchan-
dise, in the ensuing twelve months,
there was a falling off in the revenune
from $36,374,000 in 1893-4, to $33,978,000
in 1894-5.

In the session of 1895 Mr. Foster, as
Finance Minister, laid before parliament
glans for making up the deficit, and

ringing about an equilibfium between .
income and outgo. A customs duty was
put on raw sugar, and some modifica-
tions were made in other schedules.

In eighteen years out of the twenty-
nine sinee Confederation, it may be add-
ed, there have been surpluses of revenue
over expenditure on Consolidated Fund
account. Their total amounted to $39,-
873,069, In eleven there have been de-
ficits, aggregating altogether $22,582,538.
The net excess of receipts over ordinary
expenditure during the time has, there-
fore. been over seventeen million dollars,
whkich has been expended in public
works, aiding the construction . of rail-
ways, etc.

To the Consolidated Fund expenditure
is to be added a sum of $4,340,838, spent
on capital account—that is, out of bor-
rowed money. It went for the following
services:

The latter item not many will cavil at.
At the time it was resolved to make the
expenditure it represents, there was an
apparent serious danger that the military
forces of the country would be called on
to act in its defence. It was deemed
necessary to put them in a position, as
to srmament and equipment, that wounld
enable them to undertake such a daty
with the best prospects of success. Past
neglect in an important respect had to
be suddenly made up for, and the
process cost money. The items for
public works, railway and -canals,
the latter especially represent gener-
ally expenditure on undertakings of
immediate importance to the commer-
cial interests of the country. To some
extent the same thing can be said also
of the sum paid out for railroad subsi-
dies, $884,745. The total Dominion ex-
penditure on this item, since the plan of
giving such subsidies was inaugurated,
up to the closeof 1895-6, was $13,321,880.
Practically it represents an increase of
the national debt to that amount. It is
a question whether it is not time for
parliament to stop or, -at'least, greatly
reduce such grants,

The increase in the public debt on the
year, as a result of the expenditure un-
der the two heads, has been five million
dollars, a very considerable sum, but one
that, unfortanately, is likely to be ex-
ceeded in 1896-7. The revenue of $36,-
617,484 for 1895-6 cannot be greatly
augmented during the current twelve
months, even after the increases in the
customs duties that will bave to be made
during the tariff. »evision, if it is in-
tended to avoid deficits many times '
larger than Mr. Foster was responsible
for last year. The expenditure for 1896-7,
as indicated by the estimates, will be
close to, if it does not exceed, forty-five
million dollars. Instead of an addition

He knew that the King
of France could bring influence to bear
on the Italian prinee which he could not
well resist, and he consequently sent a
special envoy to the court of ‘‘the Most
Serene and Potent Prince Louis, King of
France,”” giving the envoy a special in-
troduction to Cardinal Mazarini,who was
then the King’s Prime Minister. The
mission was successful. The King of
France gave Cromwell the assurance
that the Piedmontese Protestants would
be no longer persecuted, and he was as
gocd as his word.

The Protector also addressed what
would now be called an identical note to
the Prince of Transylvania, to Gustavus
Adolphus of Sweden, tothe United Pro-
vince, to ‘“ The Evangelick Cities’’ of
Switzerland, and to the King of Den-
mark and Norway. This letter asked
for the same interposition which he had
already made for England, and indi-
cated a common line of action if the
Duke of Savoy proved contumacious.
As Lord Rosebery said, no force was
used. The means resorted to were
purely diplomatic. What would have
happened if diplomacy had failed no one
knows. Oliver Cromwell deserves all
the credit that he has gained for inter-
posing 8o promptly and so energetically
as he did on behalf of persecuted fellow
Christians, but ILord Rosebery was
right when he said that the means he
used were in effect the same as Lord
Salisbury is now using on behalf of the
persecuted Armenians.

THE LATE W. R. HIGGINS.

It is with deep regret that we have
this morning to refer to the death of Mr.
W. R. Higeins, son of a former pro-
prietor of the Coronist, and who was
himself subsequently interested in its
ownership. The deceased was .one of
the mozat genial and worthy young fel-
lows, whose face was almost always a
sunshine, indicative of the whole-souled-
ness and geniality which characterized
him. Mr. Higgins was married a few
vears gince to a daughter of Hon. J. S.
Helmcken, to whom und the relatives on
both sides of the family we would ex-~
tend our most sincere sympathy.

THE TARTE BANQUET.

The speeches made at the banquet
given in Winnipeg to the Hon. Israel
Tarte, Minister of Public Works, were of
a peculiar character. It might be sup-
posed that at a banquet given in honor
of a member of the Government in the
capital of Manitoba some attention would
be given to the question that has occu-
pied the attention-of not only the Mani- |
tobaiis but the péople of the whole Dg-
minion. It must be remembered that
the banquet was a political banquet, at-
tended chiefly, if not altogether, by pol-
iticians. Yet at this festive gathering of
Manitoba Liberal politicians the subjeet
of the school question seems to.
have been studiously avoided by
all the speakers  except Mr,
Tarte. He alluded’ to the question
in a rather effusive way. What he
said may be properly designated by the
term ‘‘gush.” The generalities to
which he gave utterance can hardly be
called glittering, and it does not require
much discernment to see that they
meant very little indeed. But such as
they were they elicited no response from
the other speakers, whose speeches as
they are reported are very tame indeed.
Phe talk of the Liberals at that banquet,
was not the talk of men who had just
settled a very difficult and a very trouble-
some question. So far from being jubi-
lant it was hardly cheerful 1n its tone.
Mr. Sifton make a speech, but he did
not throw any light even indirectly on
the progress that had been made towards
the settlement of the school question.

The absence of the leader of the Goy-
ernment, Hon. Mr. Greenway, was very
significant. To judge by the indications
observable at the Tarte dinner we should
say that the Premier’s sunny ways have
not been very successful in conciliating
either the people of Manitoba or the
people of Quebec. They are to all ap-
pearance as wide apart as ever they
were. The failure of Mr. Laurier to per-
form his election promises has appar-
ently created difficulties which the ne-
gotiators have found it impossible to
overcome.

Called Out.—

Death and Devastation Attend a
Cyclonic Visitor—Wide-Sweep-
ing Disaster.

Houses Blown Away—Trees Torn Up
by the Roots—Rain and
Snow.

New OrLEAxs, Oct. 30.—The cyclone
which struck this city on Thursday
swept over a distance of about a mile!
and a half, or thirty blocks from Penis-
lon street to Robin street, the track of
the storm being about 100 feet wide from
the river to Penislon street. The first
building damaged was the Independence
Oil Company’s mill, situated at the head
of Penislon street. It was unroofed and
the bailding and contents damaged to
thé amount of $6,000. The conveyors

Central railroad were slightly dam-
aged, and » John Whitemeyer and
John J. Buck, employed at the elevator,
were lifted from the ground and dashed
against the building and 1he latter was
'severely hurt. Hundreds of buildings
in the track of the storm were damaged,
many being partially unroofed and the
chimneys prostrated ; trees were uproot-
ed and fences blown down. The storm-
swept section of thecity is in darkness
to-night owing to the prostration of the
electric light wires and details of the
damage are difficult to obtain. At first
a number of lives were reported lost,
but so far these reports have not been
verified.

The property loss isestimated at $100,-
000. The Skylot cotton sheds, situated
on Robin street near the river front,
used by the Texas & Pacific railroad for
cotton storage, were damaged to the ex-
tent of $10,000. A number of the sheds
were completely destroyed. George
Bealer, a switch tender, was seriously
injured, an arm and hip being broken,
and John Hennessey, a laborer, was also
injured at the sheds; all the other labor-
ers.about 40 in number, having just quit
work, fortunately got out of the sheds
vefore they collapsed.

NEwEeLLTON, La., Oct. 30.—Tensas par-
ish has again been visited by a most
destructive, cyclone. The atmosphere
has been heavy and sultry ail day, the
clouds growing blackerand blacker. At
12 o’clock a terrible wind and rain
storm reached Lake St. Joseph. Tele-
graph wires were torn down and a most
unsatisfactory report reached here from
the lower part of the parish, where the
tornado originated. Information that
the immense brick gin on the Mound
plantation, #eionging to Joe Currin,
was partially destroyed, has reached
here. The course of the storm was from
southwest to northeast, striking Bruan
lake at Locustland, tearing- down and
destroying the public bridge over Choc-
taw bayou. Twelve cabins at Locust-
land were completely demolished and
one colored woman was instantly killed,
and two negro women and a baby were
blown into the lake and were drowned.

The next place reached by the unwel-
come visitor was Johnson’s Bend. at
Lake St. Joseph. The Associated Press
correspondent visited this place at 4
o’clock and viewed a scene 'of disaster.
Johnson’s Bend is leased by Mr. A.
Bland. The gin house contained agreat
quantity of hay and was totally wrecked.
Three barns containing corn were de-
stroyed and a great quantity of the corn
was blown away. Six cabins were in
the path of the storm and were blown
entirely to pieces, many timbers being
blown into Lake St. Joseph. Two col-
ored men were killed by lightning. Sev-
eral persons were badly cut and bruised.
Mr. Bland had a number of hogs killed
by falling trees and timbers. The ten-
ants living in the houses had their cloth-
ing and household effects blown away.
Telegraph and telephone wires are down
and the public road on the Lake St. Jo-
seph front is covered with fragments of
houses, furniture, clothing, cotton, corn
and household effects.

Statement of the Populist Commit-
tee—Watson Will Not Imperil
Bryan’s Chances.

Moreton Frewen Believes That the
* Boy Orator ”” Will Win
the Election.

Loxpox, Oct. 29.—The letter of Mr.
Moreton Frewen, the well-known Eng-
lish economist, which appeared in yes-
terday’s Times and was briefly referred
to in last night’s dispatches, has caused
considerable stir in financial -circles.
The letter bears date of Chicago, October
17. Mr. Frewen says in part: Never
before in any election was the strife of
tongues, the clash of authorities so be-
wildering. InNew York not merely the
business community, but all the shrewd-

est political bosses are unshaken in the
conviction that MnJQéOMcKinley must
inevitably win. Mr. Bourke Cochran, a

Democrat, arrived here this morning | If

from the West, having addressed im-
mense crowds at S%. Louis, Omaha, Kan-
sas City, Grand Rapids and élsewhere
in the interest of McKinley. Mr. Coch-
ran assures me that Mr. Bryan has no
chance whatever, and that he is likely
to lose even such a Democratic strong-
hold as Missouri.

Agaip, one of the most astute of Dem-
ocratic senators for a state which lies
between the headwaters of the Ohio and
Lake Erie, believes that Major McKinley
will carry every state north of the Ten-
nessee border, and east of Colorado. He
will, according to thissenator, carry the
doubtful states of Maryland, West Vir-
ginia and Delaware, but from the furth-
er west it is hisview that McKinley will
win Nebraska by 2,000; Illinois by 60,-

A year
gince, when all the Eastern press were
declaring free silver to be dead, this
Senator was nevertheless certaim that
the next Democratic national conven-
tion would adopt a free coinage plank.
Such a forecast, at such a time, seemed
ludicrous, but it was abundantly justi-
fied by the event. To-day, Senator
Jones, is equally certain that Mr. Bryan
will win and win by a large majority.
The number of Republican seceders in
what have hitherto been Republican
strongholds, are such as to discourage
the most ardent of McKinley supporters.

In whole counties the Republican
farmers appear now to be actively can-
vassing for Mr. Bryan.

Should he, however,
lose from his apparently safe column,
Oregon, Wyoming, West Virginia, Mary-
land and Delaware, states which are less
safe than theothers, and win Minnesota,
Michigan and Indiana, he will then be
elected, with six vetes to spare. To win
the Presidential election, McKinley
clearly must carry Illinois, whereas Mr.
Bryan, should he win Michigan and In-
diana, will not need Illinois. At such a
crisis it is the part of wisdom for the
British press to advise our investors not
to be one whit dismayed if Mr. Bryan is
elected.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 29.—Secretary Ed-
gerton, of the Populist National “Com-
nittee, to-day, issued the following
statement: ‘ The preposterous claims
made by the Republican committee in
regard to the election .of McKinley are
made with the ideas of fraud in all the
doubt.tul States.

RUSSIAN RESERVES.

Loxpox, Oct. 31.—The Times despatch
from Odessa reports that excitement has
been caused there by the sudden mobil-
ization for a fortnight of the reserves of
the Ismail and Danube regiments of the
Russian army which were inspected yes-
terday by the Commander-in-Chief of
South Russia. This despatch also states
that the town bank of Odessa has con-
tracted to supply the Turkish govern-
ment with 4,500 cavalry horses.

A Constantinople despatch to the
Daily News says that importance is
attuched to the reported imminent de-
parture of M. de Nelidoff, Russian am-
bassador for St. Petersburg.

The Rome correspondent of the
Chronicle says: ‘‘Italy has demanded
satisfaction of the Porte for the death qf
nineteen Italians who were killed in a
conflict with the Kurds. The Italians
were working on the railway at Smyrna.”

The despatch also reports that the
Secolo has advices from Constantinople
that the Sultan is arming the Mussul-
mans and that feverish anxiety prevails
in military circles owing to the expecta-
tion of an invasion.

The Graphic this morning says that it
is enabled to state on high authority that
the Czar is taking back to St. Peters-
burg a scheme to summon a European
conference on the Eastern question, but
believing that the chief burden of any
course resolved upon may fall on Russia,
he has decided to wait until the full con-
sequences are reported upon by his min-
isters of war and finance. The Czaralso
desires to be in a position to act alone,
the Graphic says, in the event of the
powers failing to agree. So far, how-
ever, the negotiations have not reached
the point of giving a European mandate
to Russia.

Bisastrous Railway Collision.

WaPARONETA, O., Oct., 29.—A disas-
trous collision happened on the Cincin-
nati, Hamilton & Dayton railroad to-
night. A through fast freight train ran
into three loaded oil car tanks, which
were left on the main track. The freight
train was set on fire, destroying about12
loaded cars. The engineer, fireman
and brakeman cannot be found and are
supposed to be in the ruins. The fire
occurred near the Manhattan Oil Co.’s
pumping station, to which the flames
spread. It will be a total loss.

I declare in substance,
I never have been a Christian Brother,
nor a Protestant minister, have never
been a member of any congregation and
have never been a Protestant in Canada
or elsewhere.”’

FLOODS TN BRANCE.

Numerous Important Distriets Com-
pletely Submerged—Inhabitants
Imprisoned in Their Houses.

Roads and Railways Washed Away
—The Greatest Consternation
Prevailing Everywhere.

Paris, Oct. 31.—The floods are increas-
ing, the river Seine is rising, all the
dykes erected on the banks are sub-
merged and the river Rhone, at Beau-
caire, is at the highest point ever kapwn.
All the gates of the town are closed and
have been strengthened by enormous
crossbeams. At Vallebrecque and Comps,
scores of families are imprisoned. Lad-
ders are attached toa window of each
house and at the bottom the ladders are
weighted down with stones. In this

manner food is transferred from
boats to the imprisoned inhabitants.
In many of the riverside vil-
lages,” the postmen are delivering the
mail from boats and at Boutbon the
flood was so severe that all the inhabit-
ants fled from the place. The rains con-
tinue and the situation is alarming. At
Rive de Giers -the rivers Janon and
Giers are flooding and the river Beys-
souze has overflown. In the north and
east parts of Bourgerbesse the inhabit-
ants of the neighborhood have aban-
doned their homes, which are now sur-
rounded by an immehse lake. The
rivers Ain and Saone have also over-
flowed -and the villages and country
about them are inundated, the roads and
railways: are washed away and the in-
habitants are in a state of consterna-
tion. Great anxiety is felt concerning
the condition of affairs at Avignon, the
lower portions of which have been flood-
ed. The valleys of Ardeche have been
inundated by the torrential rain. The
upper districts of Cevennes have also
suffered great damage. A part of Aux-
erve has been inundated and food has to
be taken to the inhabitants from outside
districts in boats. Numerous smaller
towns in Southern France report more
or less extensive floods and loss of pro-
perty.

LONDON CABLE GOSSIP

Unpleasant Consequences of the Cab-
men’s Strike—The Boodles
Club—Society Topics.

Lonpox, Oct. 31.—The metropolis is
greatly incommoded by the cab strike.
The drivers started the system of boy-
cotting the railroad stations which pro-
duced scenes of confusion and exaspera-
tion at different depots, where huge piles
of baggage were set down by the road-
way and crowds of indignan{ male
and female RBritons, hampered by
bags, travelling rugs, packages', etc.,
were fretting, fuming, and in some cases
‘‘ swearing,”” while pushing about in a

more or less helpless condition, engag-
ing messengers, porters, and auybpdy at
hand to help them out of their difficul-
ties. In fact, the muddle and trouble
were 80 great that  the officials of the
railroads have been compelled to apply
for extra police protection. One feature
of the cabbies’ strike is the almost end-
less number of prosecutions promised
for the future. The police have been
busily engaged taking the numbers of
all the cab drivers who refuse to enter
the termini.

INTERESTING DIVORCE SUIT.

THE BOODLES CLUB.

Various paragraphs have appeared in
the English society papers during the
past few weeks in regard to the Boodles
Club. A short time ago it was ah-
nounced that the premises had been
sold to the Royal Yacht Squadron, and
that they would hereafter have the his-
toric club house on St. James street as
their town house. Another report is
that the Royal Thames Club secured the
Boodles. As a matter of fact, both re-
ports are without foundation. The
Boodles is one of the oldest. and
most exclusive English clabs, and
among its six hundred members
has some of the best known
members of the aristocracy and wealthy
land owners of Great Britain. Ithasal-
ways been a country gentleman’s club,
and until a few years ago, when the
Duke of Beaufort had a row with the
committee, was the headquarters of the
masters of the fox hounds throughout
England. Lord Beaufort and several
foxhunting friends withdrew, but during
the past few years the younger element,
composed mostly of officers of the house-
hold regiments, entered the club and it
remains one of the smartest and most
comfortable in London. The Boodles
was founded in 1762 and has always been
a proprietary club. Gibbon was among
its members, and from this address
he wrote some of his letters in 1777 and
1774. Wilberforce also wrote that the first
time he entered the Boodles he won 25
guineas from the Duke of Norfolk.
Thackeray described it and -its famous
kow windows, where the old bucks used
to sun themselves and ogle the ladies as
they drove up St. James street, For
fifteen years past the club has been
owned and managed by Miss Gaynor,
who inherited it from her father. She
died last spring at the age of 75, and the
various  reports regarding the club’s
future are doubtless due to her death.

WHEAT AND CURRENCY.

The ““Spectator ”” Discusses the Rise
in Wheat—Movement in
Gold.

Famine in India Imminent—West
of Ireland Face to Face With
Starvation.

Lonpon, Oct. 31.—Wheat and the cur-
rency question are still attracting great
attention here, and the Spectator this
week publishes an interesting article on
the rise of wheat and its bearing upon
protection and bimetallism, in the course
of which it says: ** The rige in the priee
of bread is likely soon to lead to unrest
in the labor market. The presentactivity
in trade gives labor organizations a favor-
able opportunity for pressing their de-
mands for higher wages, but it remains
to be seen how far the recent improve-
ment in trade can be maintained, if .a
material rire in wages is insisted on.
There are endless poesibilities of friction,
if the price of bread becomes a serious’
question. We can only hope that the
politiciane who are coquetting with the.
various forms of protection will learn to
digest the lessons that will be expounded
by events if the price of bread is materi-
ally aftected during the coming winter.
‘“ How should we fare now if the es-
tablishment of an imverial zollverein
forced us to look to home production
and the Canadiau surplus to fill our
own mouths aind the needs of India?
From a financial point of view, the rize
in cereals shows a strong case for further
large movements of gold to the United
Sta?s, while, regarding politics, what-
ever the result, shipments of gold from
here are still probable, in one
case because the panic and scram-
ble for gold will make Americans
sell goods faster and pay a premium for
the metal ; and in the other, beeause a re-
vival of industrial activity, and a return
of confidence will also attract British
bullion. Lastly, the rise in wheat and
the comparative weakness of silver have
an instructive bearing upon economic
theory, and not only Bryan but the Eng-
lish bi-metallists are also deprived of
one of their most effective arguments.

‘‘Indian advices show now that

whether rain falls or not there must be
keen distress in the Northwest provinces
and in Oude, and the Indian govern-
ment must be prepared to succor the
population by at least forty millions of
relief operations conducted according to
the so-called famine code of which every
official has a copy. Orders have already
been given to these officials to prepare
for an immediate enforcement of Jamine
measures. The code provides for ad-
vances to landholders in order to enable
them to carry out works for the benefit
of their tenants. The government only
furnishes food supplies in exceptional
cases, but it gives money through relief
work, trusting to trade to bring food to
meet the demand where there is money
to pay for it.
‘‘If the government, however, controls
the rate for freight, and the grain rates
have already been reduced, when neces-
sary, the whole carrying power of the
railways; will be devoted to forwarding
food. One great obstacle in the work of
relief is the fact that religious differences
of a gerious nature exist among the pop-
ulation. Many of them prefer to starve
rather than work beside different castes.
Relief kitchens and rest houses by
the roadside- will eventually be estab-
lished. .
‘“ While famine is threatened in India
through the drought, the West of Ire-
land is declared to be face to face with
famine owing to the heavy reigns, which
have caused a failure of the crops,
especially in the case of potatoes.
Throughout September and during the
beginning of October there was an al-
most incessant rainpour. There have
been great floods in the northwest of
Ireland. 'The hay crops are floating
in the fields, causing the gloomiest out-
look for the poor peasants depending on
potatoes. Many of them must feel the
pangs of famine before Christmas, the
situation being already compared to that
of 1879, when a disastrous harvest led to
a revival of the political disorders in
Ireland.

‘ However, the chief secretary for
Ireland, Mr. Gerald Balfour, during his
recent tour of the affected districts,
secured information which he says will
enable him to cope with the distress
which he is now ready to meet.”

BRITAIN AND FRANCE

Efforts to Promote a More Friendly
Feeling—The Bismarck
Revelations.

King Humbert Slighted by the
Cl‘mrch—-()lympic Games to
Be Perpetuated.

Loxpox, Oct. 31.—As a first result of
the efforts of a number of influential
commercial men and politicians on both
sides of the channel to promote a better
feeling between France and Great
Britain  through a commercial rap-
prochement, the Lord Mayor-elect of
London, Mr. George T. Phillips, inténds
to invite the mayors of thirty of
the principal towns in France to
attend a grand banquet at the Mansion
house with the mayors of the principal

towns of Great Britain. Already several
of the French mayors havesignified that
they will accept the invitation, among
them being M. Baudien, president of the
municipal council of Paris, and the
mrlzlyors of Bourdeaux, Marseilles and
Lille.

General Forester-Wilkes and a select
committee of the war department offi-
cials have been conducting a series of
experiments with the Zalinsky dynamite
gun at Milfordhaven. An old tug which
had been used as a target, was allowed
to drift off the harbor and seventeen
rounds were fired at her at a distance of
about 3,500 yards but only one shot hit
the tug and the gun therefore was con-
sidered a failure.

Rt. Hon. Joseph Chamberlain, secre-
tary of state for the colonies was elected
to-day lord rector of Glasgow Univer-
sity.

The English newspapers have been
commenting most cheerfully upon the
Bismarck revelations in the Hamburger.
Prince Bismarck is abused all round.

The Speaker says: ‘‘Prince Bis-
marck’s last act is in barmony with his
general character. Rather than lose &
chance of striking those who supplanted
bim he would shatter the fabrie of the
German empire. He has shown that
the empire while he was in power was
guilty of the most heinous treason as an
ally. There never was a more colossal
piece of perfidy.”

The fetes in honor of the marriage of
the Crown Prince of Italy and the Prin-
cess Helene of Montenegro are over. It
appears that in spite of previous dis-
patches from Rome to the contrary,
when King Humbert and Queen Mar-
garet entered the church of Santa Maria
degli Angeli, where the ‘marriage cere-
mony was performed, they found that no
preparations for their reception had been
made and they had to sit in the body,
of the church. Mgr. Pissidelli, who
officiated, upon being asked for an ex-
planation, said the details had been ar-
ranged by the Pope, ‘‘ who considered
that their Majesties would be no part of
the ceremonial.” The astonishment of
the King and Queen of Italy and the
anger of the court were increased ten-
fold when the-usnal prayer for .royalty
was omitted, and it is eaid alongtime
will elapse before the commotion thus
caused subsides.

Advices received here from Athens
state that the Greek government will ?
introduce a bill during the coming ses-
sion of the boule or legislative assembly
of Greece, providing for quadreunial
Olympic games in the Stadion. M. G.
Averoff, a wealthy Greek merchant, who
in part restored the Stadion for the
games this vear, has written the Crown
Prince offering the sum of 3,500,000
drachmas to reconstruct it in Pentilic’
Marble. .

Jeanne Nuola, an American singer, by
desire of the Infanta Eulalia, had been
engaged for the winter season at the
Madrid opera house, but the contract,
she has been notified, has been cancelled
owing to the feeling of Spain against the
United States for the support that has
been given the insurgents in Cuba. The
director of the opera house gaid: **If an
American sang ‘under the patronage of
the court, it would lead to a demonstra-
stration against the royal family.””

Cardinal Satolli, the former papal
delegate to the Roman Catholic church
in the United States, has arrived in
Rome,

The international co-operative con-
gress, which has just closed its session
here elected Mrs. Nelson and James
Rhodes to be the representatives of the
United States on the central com-
mittee in London.

DISCORDANT MUSICIANS.

MoxTrEAL, Oct. 31.—(Special)—W. J.
Birks, organist of St. James church, and
John M. Williams, choirmaster of St.
James Methodist church, have entered
suits against Herbert J. Patton, organist
of Emmanuel chureh, for wilful and
malicious slander, each claiming the
sum of $2.500.

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KOOTENAY TRADE.

Mr. Carlyle, Provineial Mineralogist,
Gives Impressions of His Visit
to the Interior.

Coast Cities Should Strive to Obtain
Their Share of the Growing
Market.

Mr. W. A. Carlyle, provincial miner-
alogist, has returned from a four months’
trip to the Kootenay country, having
during that period visited the leading
mining camps in both East and West
Kootenav. After leaving the Trail Creek

country, his bulletin on which has al-
ready been published, Mr. Carlyle visit-
ed with few exceptions all the leading
mines of the Slocan, Nelson and Ains-
worth districts in West Kootenay, and
travelled as far south as Fort Steele, in
East Kootenay. He has been very care-
ful in getting smelter returns from the
mines, and from the customs the export
of mineral, and this brought up to date
will be included in a bulletin

on the “Slocan country, to be|

published about January 1. This will
be in advance.of the regular annual re-
port, the object being to have the in-
formation laid before the public as early
as practicable. /

One thing Mr. Carlyle says that the
Coast cities should realize is that the
mining industry in the interior is now
firmly establishea and every week the
borizon is widening. There is a vast
territory of mineral country with a good
proportion of large mining properties
now being operated besides many smaller
ones. This has already brought about a
large and growing commercial trade, of
which the Coast cities of the province
should make a big effort to secure a
share. Ontario, Manitoba and Quebec
provinces are alive to the value of the
trade, which offers not only a good mar-
ket but a cash one. Washington mer-
chants are doing alil they cad to keep the
stream of trade flowing their way.
When the Crow’s Nest Pass railway
is  built, if it opens up fields
of good coking coal that will cer-
tainly mean the erection of more large
smelting plants in the province and a
corresponding opportunity of developing
mines.

The Coast cities must be alive and do-
ing if they want a slice of the Kootenay
trade, and there is no reason why they
should not be just as favorably situated
ﬁr trading with Kootenay as the East.

erchantg must, however, bear in mind
that mining men want the best quality
of goods. They are willing to pay for
their particular fancies and these fancies
must be studied and catered to.

Mr. Carlyle in the time he has been
away, travelled overas large an extent of
country as possible and his forthcoming
reports will contain much valuable in-
iormation on the variousdistricts visited.

A NATIONAL SERMON.”

Rev. Dr. Lucas last night at the Met-
ropolitan .Methodist church gave what
was by far the most eloquent Jecture he
has yet delivered in Victoria. It was, as
8ir Charles Hibbert Tupper, the chair-
man, happily styled it, a national ser-
mon, closing as it did with a fine patriotic
appeal to Canadians to remember that
each bore on hisshoulders a share of the
responsibility for the national honor,
for outsiders judged the character of a
nation by the individuals of that nation
with whom they came in contact. ¢ Shots
from the muzzle of a gun’’ was the title
of the lecture, the speaker starting with
the homely illustration, that as a sol-
dier’s rifle could not stand on end alone,
but if stacked with a couple of other rifles
would remain upright, 8o human beings
were not independent, but were united
in a common brotherhood. Peoplespoke
of an independent man, but there was
no such thing. The most independent
man one could think of was
a savage who could practically
supply his own wants, but just as
a man rose in the ladder of civilization
80 be became the more dependent on
his fellows. Riches did not make a man
independent, for a rich person was de-
pendent on the work of the poor to be in
a position to enjoy his riches. An amus-
ing illustration was given of the
helpless condition of a rich fam-
ily suddenly deprived of their servants.
The lecturer laughingly contrasted this
with his .own family, who never had
more than one servant and sometimes
not even one. However, that made no
matter, as he had before this helped his
wife with the washing or the cooking.
8o he was more independent really than
the ““ poor rich”’ family he spoke about.
In passing, the lecturer extolled the
dignity of work and sensibly said the
codfish aristocracy who turned up their
noses at his helping his wile with the
washing made him tired. The lecturer
in speaking of the rich and poor ex-
pressed his opinion that the theories
of Henry George and others who tried
to bring all mankind to one level, were
too extreme though well meant. As
human nature was constituted now, give
a large number of men exactly the same
opportunities and it was certain that
one man- would be frugal and saving
while another wasted his opportunities.
The one rule of life, the speaker went
on, was the ‘‘ Golden Rule ’—it wasthe
measuré which God had given for a man
to weigh himself by, The man who
used his opportunity to get the best of
another or to use a man’s laber without
a proper equivalent was a thief. The
lecturer went on to urge the young men
to live up to the Golden Rule, to do
unto others as ‘they would be
done by.* The speaker after an
eloquent and patriotic tribute to Canada,
paid he had travelled much and lived in
Australia, the United States and other
parts of the world, but from the facts he
had gathered he pronounced Canada the
grandest and best country on the face of
the globe. Travellers who came here
gathered their ideas of the people as a
whole from the indiyiduals they met,
80 he exhorted the young'men to remem-
ber that each in his life and actions had
depending upon him the honor of Can-
ada.' Let them by their conduyct make
Canada morally and - physically the best
country in the worl({). He went back
into history to show how the political
and religious liberties of to-day were the
reward of those who had suffered in the
olden days, and advised the study of
British history as showing what had
ben accomplished.

During the evening Mr, Wi'fre1 Ltcas

sang several times and at the close of
the lecture a vote of thanks was passed
to Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper for pre-
siding as chairman.

Sir Charles in a few happy and patrio-
tic remarks referred to the lecture as a
national sermon, and in alluding to the
reference to the reading of history, said
that he would like to see more attention
paid to Canadian history than was now
the case, for Canadians had reason to be
proud of their forefathers, the deeds
they had done and the part they had
taken in the upholding of the Empire.
To-night Rev. Dr. Lucas lectures at
the First Presbyterian church on “ Flats
and Sharps.”’

Frank Aldrich,
who came down on the Helen, arriving at
Sitka October 9, and Peter Iverson, who
came down on the Typhoon, both of
which vessels left thc inlet shortly after
the Caroline, report very heavy weather,
and it is feared that the Caroline was
unable to weather the storm. The Helga
Caroline was fitted out in Tacoma last
spring and was the first sailing vessel of
the season to leave the Sound for Cook
inlet. The sloop Birdie sailed from
Cook inlet for Juneau early in July with
two or three passengers. Nothing has
since been seen or heard of the sloop.

WATER FRONT SANITATION.

While dredging a channel and other-
wise improving the dockage . facilities
along the lower wharves, the Mud Lark
dredge is performing a sanitary work of
great importance. The spectator is
oftentimes attracted by the movements
of the vessel, but only to be driven on,
when at close range, to some more dis-
tant and at the same time more con-
genial quarter where the atmosphere is
not quite so odoriferous. After shifting
her quarters the dredge raises dirt that
is far from healthful. This, formed by
the continual wash ashore, has settled
into a kind of semi-embankment which
when removed leaves the natural slope
clean and wholesome. A partial absence
of water front smells when the tide is at
its low stages is confidently anticipated.

. NO RELIEF THERE.

‘“ There iscomplaint,;among merchants
that the Honolulu trade with this port
is being sadly neglected,”” says the Seat-
tle Times. ‘It is going straight to the
dogs for lack of prompt service. The
line by way of Vancouver, B. C., is over-
taxed, and space taken for two trips
ahead. A man in Seattle wanting 100
tons of flour, feed and grain for Hono-
lulu, could get no assurance of getting it
over there soon, and left without placing
the order. A few days ago another man
was here to buy 300 tons, but as he could
not be'assyged of getting it across he left
without buying.”

IN AND OUT ’FRISCO STEAMERS.

Morning and evening yesterday there
was a San Francisco mail ship in port,
the Mexico on her incoming trip and the
Walla Walla outward bound. The Mexi-
cd, the first in, brought seventeen cabin
and six steerage passengers for Victoria,
her freight for this «city being corres-
pondingly small, totalling but little over
sixty-two tons. Going south on the
Walla Walla were a very heavy cargo
and the following in her saloon from this
city: Mrs. H. Watson, Mrs. Keith and
child, Miss J. Watson, Mrs. E. Gibson,
W. P. Moore and wife, A. King, A,
Repcord and Mrs. James Brown.

PROBABLY STILL IN THE SEA.

Captain Foot who has just returned
from a trip to Kyuquot, says that he
saw nothing of either of the three gealers
vet absent from port. In thecase of the
Dolphin he is not surprised for the cap-
tain had announced his intention of
remaining late in the Seain the hope of
meeting good weather after the first
rough seas had been encountered. Cap-
tain Foot says fish are still running at
both of the cannery stations on the
Coast. He Jeaves again for Kyuquot
this evening with another load of In-
dians and their effects.

TEN new and iraportant mining com-
panies have been granted incorporation
during the week just past, the aggregate
capitalization being $9,800,000, and the
scene of prospective operations being for
the most part the Kootenays.

MANDER  RETRACTED.

Apology Tendered Sir Charles Tup-
per by the Government Organ
at Halifax.

An Unusually Mean and Contempt-
ible Attack—To Influence the
Pending Election.

(From the Mail-Empire.)

An apology has been tendered to Sir
Charies Tupper by the government or-
gan at Halifax for the slander it pub-
liehed and circulated with regard to him
just before the last contest. It is alto-
gether doubtful that the mendacity in
which the Liberal leaders and journals
indulged in during the campaign of 1896
has ever been exceeded in any previous
election. The disgrace commenced with
the leader himself, who was notashamed
to travel Ontario telling the people that

certain public money—money in which
his own firm had honestly participated
—had been given to lawyers as boodle.
It was renewed by the same gentleman
on the floor of the House, when he at-
tributed to his leading opponent an
opinion offensive to an important class
in the community, which opinion, as
Mr. Laurier well knew—for the thing
had been proven to be an invention—
had never been uttered.

Mr. Laurier set the pace, and his com-
panions in arms, following his example,
misrepregented to their hearts’ content.
His closest and dearest friend, Pacaud,
of Quebec, opened fire on Conservative
leaders in that provinee. This Reform
statesman related in a most cirenmstan-
tial manner that Mr. Angers had accept-
ed $25,000 as boodle from a contractor
with the provincial government. See-
ing that Pacaud has dealt in large figures
—$100,000 being his charge in the Bale
des Chaleurs transaction—one would
almost be inclined to think that his
ground of complaint against Mr. Angers
would be that he had cut the tariff. But
this was not Pacaud’s objection to the
alleged Angers deal. Pacaud was mo-
mentarily virtuous, and he objected to
the receipt by Mr. Angers of any money
at all. - Mr. Angers forced Pacaud into
court to prove his charge.

The Liberal statesman at once pleaded
that he did not refer to Mr. Angers, but
to some other person of the same name,
to whom he could not point. This would
not go down with the courts, and the
scamp, unable to substantiate his inven-
tion, for it was utterly unfounded, offer-
ed an abject apology. The Toronto or-
gan was not to be out-lied by Pacaud. It
was as earnest in the cause of honesty as
he. From it was emitted the scoundrel-
ly announcement that Sir Charles Tup-
per had passed orders-in-council aggre-
gating fourteen < millions of dollars,
which money was to be distributed os-
tensibly for railway building purposes,
but really for the corruption of the elec-
tors. Mr. Laurier saw this story denied.
But with the denial before him he had
the assurance to stand before a Toronto
audience and repeat it as if he supposed
it to be' true. Beeing that the party
leader countenanced and encouraged
falsehood, the minor politician who
wrote, and had printed in the form ofan
Ottawa dispatch, dated May 28, this
slanderous concoction is possibly to be
excused :

‘“ 8ir Charles Tupper, after returning
here from Winnipeg, and before leaving
for Nova Scotia, called at Ottawa Uni-
versity, accompanied by Sir Hibbert,
and had a long interview with Arch-
bishop Langevin. After the interview
was over the Premier turning to His
Grace, said: ‘ Your Grace, I am going
on an important mission, and I will feel
all the more secure if I have your bless-
ing before I leave.” Aichbishop Lange-
van consented, and Sir Charles dropped
on his knees before His Grace, while the
latter blessed him. Sir Charles kissed
the bishop’s ring. Sir Hibbert and his
pa were observed to smile over the affair
as they drove away from the university.
It was a good Catholic who knows all
about it that told your correspondent,
and he was very much disgusted over
the use which his religion was being
put to.”’

Here was an untruth sent out under
Liberal auspices to affect the then pend-
ing election. The libel for which the
party organ at Halifax has come to its
knees was unusually mean and con-
temptible. It has been the aim of Mr.
Laurier and his party, by insinuations,
to cultivate the slanderous opinion that
Sir Charles Tupper has grown wealthy,
and that he has accumulated his alleged
wealth by dishonest means. No
man in the party ever did more
than insinuate, and hint, and imply
until this Halifak sheet presented
the direct charge for which Sir Charles
was no doubt waiting. Immediately
that it came the accuser was placed in a
position to prove his statements. He
could not prove them. He knew they
were false. But he could apply for post-
ponements of his trial until the election
was over, and then, having done such
injury as served Mr. Laurier and his
other masters, he could, in order to
escape punishment, declare himself a
liar, and beg of Sir Charles Tupper to be
forgiven. Sir Charles may be magnani-

mous enough to look over the offence. |

But, although he may forgive, it will not
be 80 easy for the fair-minded people of
Canada to forget the mendacity branch
of the Laurier campaign.

ANOTHER TRIBUNAL.

A Man Accused of Stealing Eleven
Thousand Dollars Shot
Dead.

Matthew Rodevick, of Seattle, Killed
at Camp MeKinnie—Thrill-
ing Story.

The Tacific Northwest was startled on
August 1> when the news was flashed
abroad that a lone highwayman had
held up George McAulay, treasurer of
the Cariboo Mining, Milling and Smelt-
ins Company, two and one-half miles
irom Camp McKinney, and robbed him
of gold bullion valued at between $9,000
and $11,000. Just as startling is the
news which the Post-Intelligencer gives
in the announcement that Matthew
2oderick, of 329 Taylor street, Seattle,
was killed at Camp McKinney on Tues-
day or the day before by the foreman of

the Cariboo mine, and that death alone
saved bim from being arrested for the
crime committed in August.
Detectives have been shadowing Rod-
erick in Seattle for the past six weeks,
at the eame time having in their pos-
session atlidavits of men who swear posi-
tively that Roderick tried to get them to
go in with him on the hold-up. The
case is made still worse against Roderick
by the fact that when he left the Cariboo
mine several days after the robbery,
claiming to be ill, the miners made up a
purse ¢f between $80 and $90 for his
benefit; and when his house on Taylor
street was searched last night by officer
Brown, of the local police, $300 in gold
twenties were found, in addition to docu-
ments that are claimed to show conclu-
sivelv that between the time he left
the mine and his leaving Seattle
again, a week ago last Tuesday
night, he did business involving several
hundred dollars. It wassupposed when
Roderick left the city the last time that
he was going back to bring out the gold
he is alleged to have secreted, and it was
owing to the desire of the detectives to
get him back again into British Colum-
bia that prevented his arrest in the
Sound city. -
The Cariboo mine is located ninety
miles from Marcus, on the Spokane &
Northern railroad. In order fo reach

went on his way. Itis said that Shut-
tleworth is a rancher and g responsible
man,

As soon as this information was re-
ceived Shuttleworth was hunted up and
made to give h_is information in the form
of an affidavit. Detectives were im-
mediately employed and sent to Seattle
to shadow Roderick. Shuttleworth was
brought to Seattle, and at the first ,op-
portunity was placed in a position where
he got a good look at Roderick. He
positively identified him as the man
who had proposed the robbery of the
Cariboo mine bullion.

A week ago Tuesday Roderick left
Seattle, giving it out that he was
going to some place other than the Cari-
boo mine. The detectives believed, how-
ever, that he was going after the remain-
der of the bullion, and trailed him.
Nothing more was heard of the case un-
til Tuesday afternoon, when Detective
Cudihee had in his possession a telegram
announcing the death of Roderick. This
message, it is said, came from President
Monohan. A message was sent back
agking if Roderick’s house should be
searched. The reply came to do so by
all means.  Detective Cudihee appeared
in the municipal court at 5:10 o’clock,
and a search warrant was issued for 329
Taylor street, where Roderick lived. Of-
ficer Brown, accompanied by Detective
Foley, went out to the house and
made known their mission. The news
of the death of Roderick was a great
shock to his wife.

In an upper bedroom was found a
small safe, locked by a combination.
Mrs. Roderick finally unlocked it and
inside was discovered $300 1n gold. Of-
ficer Brown said there were receipts for
bills and taxes, paid since September 1,
aggregating about $100; life insurance
policy for $3,000 in favor of Mrs. Rod-
erick, paid up; and a deed which indi-
cated that Roderick had paid out $300.
The detectives have also a second affi-
davit from a man who worked with Rod-
erick in the mine, and who alleges that
Roderick wanted him to go into the rob-
bery, and went so far as to name the
spot where the job could be accomplish-
ed. The spot named by Roderick is the
exact spot where the job was done.

NORTHERN  INDIANS.

Experiences of Archdeacon Collfson
Among the Native Tribes—The
Tribal Language.

The Crest System and Its Advan-
tages—How Missionary Work
Has Progressed.

An interesting meeting was recently
held in St. Barnabas parish room,
when Archdeacon Collison, of Caledonia,
gave a lecture under the auspices of the
Girls’ Friendly Society, on *‘ Missionary
Work Among the Indians.”” The chair
was taken at 8 o’clock by his Lordship
Bishop Perrin, who was supported by
Rev. B. Haslam, rector of St. Barnabas,
and Canon Paddon. Miss Perrin and
other friends of the G. F. S. were pres-
ent.

Bishop Perrin, in introducing the
Archdeacon, said: I am glad to see,
in the present attitude of our churches
towards missionary efforf; so many signs
of growth in interest. In two parishes

in this city, and in other dioceses besides
our own, the same scheme of association
and united prayer which we use has
been adopted. To-night we have the ad-
vantage of listening to an address from a
missionary, who, after a hard year’s
work in England, is now returning to
Caledonia. We heartily welcome the
Archdeacon back, and with him, two
ladies who have come out from England
to work in Metlakatia. Before they left
home these two workers received the
church’s prayers and farewells at the C.
M.S. valedictory meeting. We are but
a small number here compared with that
great gathering—only . the ‘ two or
three,’”” but we are met together in the
same name.

I received a letter this morning from
England to say that sufficient money
will be forthcoming to pgvide a new
missionary in thisdiocese. You will all,
I am sure, rejoice to hear this news.
And now I have great pleasure in intro-
ducing Archdeacon Collison, and I trust
that the memory of our meeting here to-
night, and the sympathy and prayers of
our association, will be an encourage-
ment to him in the fature, in his own

round the town and only a few Indians
were admitted for trading purposes.
Now the fort is pulled down and trading
is free. The Indians themselves will tell
you this is the result of Christianity.
There are no heathens left in the place,
and thousands of those who heard the
Gospel through our mission have passed
away to join the church triumphant. I
have ministered by hundreds of dying
beds, and you can nowhere find 2 finer
test of the genuineness of a man’s faith,
than when you find his dying feet upon
the Rock of Ages.

At Fort Rupert it used to be the In-
dian custom to wrap the bodies of the
dead in bark orin a mat and to haul
them up a tree, where they were left to
be destroyed by the ravens and other
wild birds. The custom, familiar as it
was to them, grates horribly on Chris-
tian nerves. One very cold evening I
took up what I thought was a log of
charred wood to throw it on the fire.
*“Don’t burn that,” said a bystander,
‘‘a corpse was burned here yesterday
and that is a part of it.”” There isa plain
pear one of our mountains where I have
seen charred heaps of smoking human
bodies.

When Victoria was an early settlement
the Indians of Queen Charlotte Island
threatened to attack the town. All the
other tribes feared them on acceunt of
their warlike and savage nature. It was
no unusual thing to see the heads and
tranks of slain Indians tossing up and
down on the water.

Every summer fleets of Indians come
to Metlakatla. One day I went to visit
a dying chief. The remains of dead
bodies were strewn all around the camp;

I knew as I stood there what the dark
places of the earth meant. Smallpox
had been ravaging the camp, and among
the Indians smallpox is always regarded
ag an evil spirit, The old chief said
to me twice, ** You have come too late;

the smallpox has been here. And we
have learned to love the fire-water; you

have come too late.”” Close to the camp
there was a great pit in the earth, and

behind this pit rose a gallery of several

tiers. I was conducted to this gallery

as the place of honor, where I tried in

vain to sleep. There was a strange smell

of decay in the atmosphere. When at
last I rose and took a walk through the

camp.I learned the secret of the oppres-

give air. I had been lying close to a heap

of unburied dead; more than two

hundred bodies in all stages of decay

were around me.

These Indians have no term to ex-
press the idea of the resurrection. They
do love each other, and death is the same
to them as to othér men. Friend will

weep over {riend, the mother will weep | selves, saying, ““Had I wanted to kill

and the children follow the mother. One
great advantage of the crest system
among the Indians lies in its elevation
of womanhood. A member of the Eagle
crest cannot marry a woman of the same
crest—they would regard this as equal
to marrying a sister. I have lived
twenty-three years among the Indians
and I have never seen members of the
same crest intermarry,and I have in-
variably found that in every way the
system is conducive to morality and hos-
pitality. The crest system possesses all
the practical advantages of Freemasonry.
Frequently in travelling I come across
the crest of the Eagle, and more than
once, when tribal wars have been threat-
ened, my influence as a member has
been instrumental in keeping peace, and
a whole tribe has been saved from dis-
aster.

It is a mistake to suppose that our
Indians smoke the pipe of peace. The
pipe of peace is never seen on this side
of the Rocky Mountains. Our tribes
use swansdown a8 an emblem of peace.
This they scatter on their heads, bowing
low before each other, and the swans-
down floats around and settles on the
beads of all present.

Large lodges of assembled crests
meet together and, one by one, the mem-
bers tell stories of the brave fights of the
past and the old heroes. I watch my
chance, and then I stand up and tell my
story.

1 went once to see a dying man over
whom the medicine man had been
shaking his rattle all night to drive the
evil spirits away. ‘‘Had I lived,” he
said, ““I would have been first in the
way of the Chief Above.”

““You may be first yet,”” I sgaid.
Jesus says, ** Him that cometh unto Me
I will in no wise cast out.” A slave
standing by was supposed to possess the
evil spirit that was torturing the dying
man. Charred and burned nearly to
death, the poor fellow was trembling un-
der the musket of another man who was
standing by ready to shoot him as soon
as the sick man died. I rescued him
with difficulty. The Indians around
were chanting the death dirge and tear-
ing their hair and making preparationsto
paint the corpse. Istopped the prepara-
tions and threw an old sail over the
body, promising to give it Christian
burial. The man’s friends came in their
canoes through the night to scatter
swansdown over the body. Then the
medicine man raised a storm, and for a
fortnight no one came to the service.
We found that this man had set a report
abroad to the effect that we received a
hundred dollars for every man who died.
