Fiercely Belligerent Editorlals
in All Leading London

London, July 22.—The authoritative
assurances that‘tye Malacea will be re-
leased, cabled by' the Associated Press
from St. Petersburg, do not appear in
‘the British morning papers. -SPeciaI de-.
spatches to a somewhdt similar effect
from 8t. Petersburg do ‘not -alay' the
alarmist views of" the leading organs.
‘The Post at midnight announces that
the government had received no con-

tion of the report of the release
of the Malacca, which means that the
incident. remains unsettled. Another
cause for great apprehension is the
broader question of Russia’s right to’
send vessels of volumteer Meet
through the Dardanelles, A striking
evidence that the danger of the situa-
tion has not been mitigated in the least,
as_far as British officials and public
opinon is concerned, -is atforded by the
Daily Telegraph, which, under a large
type caftion, says, “An Acute Crisis,”
and declares that the relations between
Great Britain and Russia have reached
the stage of an acute erisis, but behind
the incident of the Malacea is the far
larger question of the status of the so-
called’ volunteer fleet. “It has, we be-
lieve, been made clear to the Czar’s
government that the transformation of
merchant vessels passing through the
Dardanelles as such into armed cruisers
cannot be recognized under any pretext
whatever as justifying Russia’s inter-
ference with British shipping.” It is
mot impossible that, as a concession to
Russian dignity, the government may
offer to permit the Malacea to be put
into some. neutral port where her cargo
may be examined and the statement
verified that whatever munitions she
carried were intended for the use of the
British China squadron.

In its editorial this morning the Daily
Telegraph becomes even more alarmist,
declaring that upon Russia’s response
te Lord Lansdowne’s demands “the is-
sues of peace or war.are staked.”

Continuning, the Daily Telegraph says
that only in the event that Russia is
prepared to accept these British condi-
tions on the larger issue, would the
government as a' “sop to Russian dig-
nity” permit the Malacca to be taken
to a neutral port.

“The main question to be settled be-
tween the British and Russian govern-
ments, if we are to maintain even tech-
mical relations of friendships,” says the
Daily Telegraph editorially, “is' the
status of the Russian_so-called volun-
teer fleet.

SETTLEMENT OF
RAILROAD WAR

Hill and Harrimsn Agree As to
The Situation on the
Sound.

Seattle, July 21.—John D. Rockefeiler
has brought about a settlement of
northwestern railroad troubles threugh
a compromise between the Hill and
Harriman iuterests. This is the ex-
planation made in a New York des-
patch of the apparent lack of further
interest in Puget Sound tide lands.

According to the New York explana-
tion, which comes from Wall street
sources, Harriman secures the right to
bring his trains inte Seattle over North-
ern Pacific tracks, securing concessions
that would enable him te ‘de business
on the Sound. As a result of this agree-
ment Harriman withdraws his fight for
Wwater frontageé im Seattle and Tacoma,
though net, of ceurse, abandoning any

oldings he has aoquired.

The sudden cessation of all activity in
tide land property near the east water-
way would tend to confirm this state-
ment. For no apparent reason the mys-
terious J. T. Woodward ,believed to
represent either Chicago, Milwaukee &
St. Paul, which weuld be Rockefeller
interests, or the Harriman syndicate,
allowed the options upon which he had
advanced large sums to lapse. Later
buying along the Wwest waterway, which
indicated a .desire to get possession of
“harbor island,” followed and this
might -either ‘mean that a new plan of
«campaigp had been outlined or that oth-
ers were jnvolved in the buying.

The action of the represéntatives of
Woodward in ceasing efforts to get pos-
session of Seattle water front ocucrred
at the thne that well informed railroad
men began to state that there would be
no trouble between Hill and’ Harriman,
At sthat time they held that an ami-
cable "adjustment - of -diffefences would

e made -and that both factions twould
receive what they desired.

There are numerous recent circum-
stances ‘which would tend to confirm
the belief that Harriman had secured

outlet to the Sound, and would with-
draw his fight for extensively independ-
ent terminals. The New York special
despatch quoted. declared that the Har-
riman interests were prepared to spend
$15,000,000 to build to Puget Sound.

A year .ago Harriman might have
come to the Sound without any trouble.
For a long time he had an agreement
with the Northern Pacific whereby he
was to be allowed to run his trains
into Seattle'at any time he chose. No
statement 'has ever been made that this
agreement was abandoned; though the
fight for Seattle and Tac6ma terminals
would certainly indicate fhat the terms
of the -agreement were at 'least unsatis-
factory.

The prediction is made npow by Har-
riman officials that an understanding
will be effected between Harriman and
Hill whereby the Northern Pacific will
be made :an indeperdent road and oper-
ated for itself without considering eith-
er the Hill or Harriman interests. Of
course it is 'not held that the Northern
Pacific would fight either of the two,
but that there will he no further serious
difficuity over reaching an agreement
in Northern Pacific affairs is held by
the Harriman ‘people.

If Rockefeller brought about the com-
promise between HMill and Harriman
that resulted in allowing Harriman to
enter Puget Sound without building
here, there is no reason to believe that
ke would mot bring wbout a compromise
in Northern Pacific affairs. Railroad
men regard the New ¥York declaration
of 'his interference -with considerable
interest.

dred barrels of oil per day each.

D, Kean, at one. time a resident
of Manitoba, wlo I8 now in the ' city
in the interests of the Rocky Moun-
tain Development Co., which three
years agb was ‘formed to bore for oil
in this district, says that the world has
never seen the equal of what this dis-
trict will produce in:the shape of oil.

The wells are situated in .the ex-
treme southwestern section of Alberta,
five miles from the United States boun-
dary line and forty miles. south of
Pincher creek. The British Columbia
government recently ledsed a large bulk
of coal and oil lands near these wells,
of which Fames J. Hill, of the Great
Northern, has secured five sections, In
this country a 70-foot vein of the finest
cannel coal west of Pennsylvania has
been discovered. The Great Northern
is now surveying for a line through
Kootenay pass, which will form an out-
let for the products of the Rocky
Mountain Development Company.

From surface indieations it was evi-
dent that the earth’ beneath the surface
was fairly saturated with oil.

‘At first only three sections
were obtained, but siuce that time the
amopnt of land owaed by the company
has been trebled.

The centre span over the.channel
of the river is twenty-seven feet gbove
the water at high tide, although it will
be several feet less than this during
the annual freshet in June each year.
This height allows all tughoats and
smaller craft to pass under the bridge
without trouble. The draw span, which
is mearly 700 feet from the north s iore,
has only to be opened for river steam-
ers and other large -vessels. It is op-
erated by means of an electric motor
and can be swung clear round -quite
quickly.

Just what “railways will cross the
new bridge is not kuwown, but it is un-
derstood that the Great Northern,
Northern Pacific and Wictoria, Vancou-
ver and BEastern railways, as well as
the British Columbia Electric Railway,
have applied - for this ‘privilege. How~
ever, it is expected that- the Great
Northern will be the first to operate
trains over it regularly, smdgwill make
connection across the ‘bridg? and over
the . V., W. & Y. line to Vancouver.
