'\THE EXPLOSIVE BILL PASSED.

e e

The Measure Bushed Through in One
Afternoon.

Loxpos, April 9—The government’s bill
introddced into the house of commons this
afternoon relative to explosives provides
that the maximum penalty for causing ¢x-
plosion by which life or property is im-
perilled shall be life-long servitude. The
attempt to canse explosion, or making or
keeping explosives with intent to cause ex-
plosion, is made punishable by imprison-
ment for tweuty yesrs, and the unlaw ful
making or keeping of explosives under snus-

ous ciroumstances will be puuishible by
urteem years' imprisonment, All acces
sories to such crimes will be treated as prin-
cipsls, The bill provides for o dering offi-
cisl inquiry into the crimes specitied, for
the arrest of absconding witnesses and for
the searching for explosives. The penalties
will be inflicted irrespective of the damage
done by explosives. :

The bill was resd & fint time, passed
throngh commictees of the whole, progress
was reported, sud, amid cheers from all
parts of the house, received its third resding
and tecame law. The prompt actidn sur-
prised the government.

MR. WHITE INSISTS ON FUITTING
HIS BILL THROUGH. °

A General Act Introduced—The Member
for Hastings Gets Indignant and As-
serts that he hias been Badly Treated.

Spesial Despateh to The World.
OrrAWA, April 9—The orange hill was
the great subject of  interest in and out-
side of the commous to day. A committee
representing the brethren have been here
for ten days, and it was thought that an
undarstanding bad at last been arrived ab
between the government and the order, but
the proceedings in the house indicate
that an amicable settlement is as
remote as ever, My prediction that the
government’ would -introduce & general
messure as & compromise proves to be
correct, A bill was introduced by Mr.

"Colby, of Stanstead, to amend snd extend

to the dominion, chapter 71, of the consol-
idated statutes of Canads, respecting chari.
table, philanthropic, snd provident asso-
ciations, This bill is undoubtedly intro-
duced with a view of allowing the orange
order to incorporate under s genersal law.
When Mr, Blake asked why the measure
was necessary Mr, Colby replied that il was
desirable to promote every good and benevo-
lentorder, which could betterbeaccomplished
under a general act than by private and in-
dividual measures., The leader of the op-
position thereupon agreed with the hon.
gentleman that the bill was so colorless that
one could see through it.

The bill was 1ead a first time, and it was
thought the agony was over, but . when. the
orange incorporation bill itsell was called
Mr, John White, of Hastings, got up and
made a startling speech, Before hie arose
Mr. Dalton McCarthy and S8ir John
Macdonsld were observed to spesk to him
in an imploring manner. They evidently
wished him to withdraw the bill, but the
member for East Hastings shook his head
very significantly and would not yield. In
his speech, he asked the house for s further
adjournment of the bill until Monday.
“If,” said he, ‘‘ the committee does not
come to a conclusion by that time, 1 warn
them that I will push the bill. I will have
no further badgering or trouble. 1 have
been badly treated all throughout
this matter, and I will not be a
party to any compromise. If the house
will not indulge me, I am ready to go on
with the bill now."”

Mr, Pickard from York, N. B., who is
a reformer and holds & high position io the
orange order, asked Mr. White if they
could not come under the bill proposed by
Mr, Colby.

Mr. White replied in an indigoant man-
ner that he was in negotiation with no per-
son or party as to theé passage of the general
bill, and knew nothing directly or indirectly
about such a measure. He would accept
nothing but un incofporation bill.

The house allowéd the act to rest until
Monday next. Some members of the orange
deputation are dissatisfied at the state of
affairs, and will do all in their power to
get a straight vote on the question when it
next comes up, although the feeling is that
itis as dead as a door nail,

The night session was occupied by a dis-
cuseion of Mr. Hawking' motion asking for
a committee of enguiry into the conduct of
the connty judge of Kent in refusing to
grant a recount in the Bothwell election
case. Mr. Hawkins enlarged at consider-
able length on what he termed the injastice
that had been done to Mr, Stephens, re-
surning officer for Bothwell,-by the liberal
press, and accused Judge Bell of having
conspired with the Jiberals to secure the
election of Mr, Mills,

Mr. Cameron (Huron) considered the mo-
tion was improper and quoted s pumber
of precadents to show that if the judge was
to beimpeached by the house it could only
be by petition,

Sir John Macdonald agreed with him that
the motion was an improper one, as the
Bothwell election case was sub judice, and
asked Mr, Hawkios to withdraw it.

Mr. Ross made a sarcastic speech, in
which he referred to the sharp turn made
by Mr. Hawkios since 1874, when he was
stumpiog for the liberal party.

Mr, Blake ohjected to the motion being
withdrawn as the charges hsd been made
openly against Judge Bell by Mr. Hawkins,
and it would be unfsir to withdraw it
without giving him an opportunity of mak-
ing a statement if he desired, just as he
would have if the matter had been brought
up on petition,

After some remarks on technical points
in connection with the matter by Sir John
Macdonald, and a few somewhat incoherent
remarks from Mr, Hawkins, the motion
was declared lost, and the house adjourned
at midoight. :

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THE RAILWAY MARCH.

In the matter of railway amalgamagion
Canada is 8 progressive country, The year
of 1882 witnessed the fusion of the Great
Western with the Grand Truok, and it
looks as if 1883 will witness a combination
between the Grand Trunk and the Canadian
Pacific, 1f the following cable despatch to
the Globe dated the 7th inst,, be founded
on facts, the two great events referred to
will probably come within the space of
twelve months, It is doubtful whether any
other country can show so heavy a record
of railway combination within the same
space of time, In this respect Canada
leads the world. The Globe’s cable says :

The negotiations between the Grand Trunk and
Canadian Pacific railway are progressing most satis-
tactorily. Messrs, Geo. Stephen and Tyler had a
long conference on Friday, and will resume their
deliberations on Monday. The interview yesterday
was most satistactory, and there is every probabi-
lity of an arrang t being eff 1 by which the
two companies will work together hgrmoniously.
The Ontario and Quebec railway now Dbuilding will
be worked in the joint interests of the two com-
panies, and an agreement for an interchange of
trafid to and from Manitoba and the Northwest
between the negotiating lines appears to be a fore-
gone conclusion, though the terms of the prospee-
tive agreement are as yet unknown to the general
public. The possibility of a cessation of hostilities
has had a good efféct upon the market here,

The negotiations are proceeding most
satisfactory, it appesrs ; and following the
long conference of Friday last, the two
presrdents were to have resumed their de-
liberations yesterday. This looks like busi-
ness, There seems no reason for suppos-
ing that the Globe's correspondent is mis-
taken as to the facts ; all that he says reads
as if it might be true. We get the impres-
siop, too, that already the arrangement of
details is further advanced than the gen”
.eral public are yet informed of, and that
more might be told, but is withheld, As
the conferences were to have been resumed
yesterday, it is not unlikely that the busi-
ness will have been settled ere the morn-
ing’s mews comes before the Canadian
public,

The march of 1ailway events in Canada
of late may well take even our sleepy-heads
by surprise, That of 1882 was no small
affair indeed; but still greater is the pend-
ing event of the present year, It does not
indeed appear as if the arrangements now
being made are to go the length of fusion or
amalgamation, that is, jadging from what
the Globe’s cable tells ns, Butinterchange

former was the Mail's course with regard
to last year’s fusion ; the latter was that of
the Globe, We wonder now whether Mr,
McCartby on one side, or Mr, Blake on the
ovher, will rise to inquire of the dominion
government what rights the people of Can-
ada - have that the associated syndi-
cates are bound to respect.

But there is a deeper error behind our
errors  ia prison discipline, viz., in our
Jeriminal jurisprudence itself — an error
growing ont | of  the once current idea of
‘“yengeance” as inseparable from sll legal
penalty. - In our age in which ‘‘religion”
even hoped to make men virtuous by fear
of future penalty, and to compel to right
conduet by holding up to the mind's eye
the awful tortures of the lost, there is little
wonder the ides should ereep into legal en-
actments also in hope that public execu-
tions: snd revengeful penslties might act
deterrently upon the incipient criminal,
Surely to-dsy this vain attempt might
safely be given up. Even with the mere
dawn of , #‘eternal hope’ ‘which now so upi-
versally provails, the restraints of morslity
upon nvir_oonduct in society are no less but
far more Dotent than ever, Many are still
virtaous, although some. go so far.as to aver
the demise of & personsl devil, though not
of all his.works, More than ever is it seen
that the province of law and government is
to maintain equal freedom, and not to eut-
rage the peysons of individual offenders, or
rend the hearts of those who npni all
men as, brethren, in hope. to ify
others, ‘Complete mental freedom is now
an acknowledged mecessity for growth in
virtue and morality, and that class of so-
called crimes, once the most severely pun-
ished, are le;nlliy obsolete, Law can there-
tore confine itself with all the more care and
potency to the maintenance of equal physi-
cal freedom,  Offences against the person
are, for the reasons given, the most serious
crimes in the view of modern society. Does
not this fact suggest » specisl prison and
special disciplive for the cure of such
offences, in which there shall be facilities
for training the physical powers so abused
to sufficient and useful exercise. - ‘“Abuse”
means to ‘‘divert from use,” The cure is
'to direct to uses. Robbery with violeuce
is ‘a _different crime from petty theft or
sneak-thievine, Graver crimes of violence
and outrage show still graver hereditary or
self-acquired teudencies ; and all these are
direct and glaring offences sgainst equsl
physical freedom,

Vhatever of evil we cannot in our indi-
vidual - freedom prevent or defest, law,
representing the aggregate force of society,
may justly do for us; and of this nature are
all erimes of physical violence. In such
cages, even if we Pave the physical power
persopally to renel the attack, we cannot do
so without personal violence. Law can, and
for the sske of order, for the sake of the
weak smong men and the welfare of women
and children dear toall, it is best that such
protection ghould be afforded solely by law
and its officers, 1. L F,

Clay Pigeons.
The pigeons are made of red clay in the shape of &
saucer. They measure four inches in dismeter, and

are a trifle over an inch in doKth. They are very
thin and Tight. Each of them has a flat handle of
iron at ite side about an juch long. The traps from
which they are thrown give every v-r!et' eceen-
tricity of direction to the pi p d from
them. They are made of fron, and consist of
an arnm revoived by a spring around a short: up-
right co'umn. At the end of the arm is an sppa-
ratus that holds the handle of the pigeon. The trap
is set by forcing bacc the arm and securing it bys
rlrrr catch, When the line attached to the catch is
pulled the armu is released, and the spring that
works it hurls the pigeon into the afr. Agoint in
the middle of the supporting column enables the
trap to be so set that it will throw the pigeon to
any desired altitude wi hin the rmlblm of the
spring.  As they are profected sidewise, with the
conecave side dowrn, thelr form enables them to
float through the air for a distanceé and with a ra-
pidity that the balls do not attain to. They can be
made to deseribe u long and low or a short and high
flight, and as their course is affected by a breeze or
sudden gust of wind, as well a8 by the manner in
which the trap is set, a shooter can never anticipate
what direction any given pigeon will take,
