THIEVES GO THROUGR A GRAND
TRUNK STATION.

Secured $700 From the Registered Létters
and Strewed the Contents on the Floor
—Seen By a Train Despatcher One of
the Intruders Dives Through a Win-
dow to Escape.

Kinzston, Oct. 81.—Thieves broke into
the mail housé at the Grand Trunk sta-
tion last night, and secured several re-
wistered bags, containing $700.

The police arrested Thomas and Pat-
rick Clark, Georze Brown, Walter Cooper
and John McDermott. The last is a
brakeman on the suburban train. Cooper
formeérly drove a mail wagon between
the city and the Junction.

The mails from the city were sent to
the outer station by wagon last night
as usual, and placed in the mail room,
which is & compartment in a small
building, in which is the office of  the
station agent and baggage room. On
account of the proximity of this building
to the refreshment rooms on one side
and the train despateher’s office on the
other, the mails were always considered
fairly safe in the mail room.

Took Plenty of Tim:.

The burglar or burglars took plenty
of time in laying his plans. The first
move was to cut out a pane of glassin
the window of the baggage room, which
is at the opposite end of the building
from the mail room. This enabled him
to unfasten the catch and raise the sash
and effect ap entrance. A trap-door in
%he floor was then raised, and by crawl-
inz along underneath, the robber reached
another trap door in the floor of tlie mail
room, where he entered. The registered
mail bazs were zone through leisurely,
the thigves cuttiny them open and strew-
inz such letters as did not contain money
about the floor. After takinz what he
wisted without interruption, the thici
returned as he came, by, way, of the baz-
zaze'room” window.

A Sensational Escape.

It was at this point that the firsg
dlarm was raised, for as he had one leg
‘out of the window Thomas Sweatman,
a train despatcher, passed through the
yard and saw him. The window was
dropped like a shot and the man, without
any hbvsitation whatever, ran across to
the window on the opposite side of the
room and plupged through it with a
crash, taking part of the sash with him
and ran across the railway tracks to
an openinz in the fence, across the yards,
which is the last known of ais moves
ments.

It would seem that for some reason
nobody suspected robbery, for when Gego,
the bazgzageman, entered the mail room
at train time .hé tripped over the mail
bags lying about and fell to the floom
The condition in which the mail was
found made everythinz plain. sSeveral
arrests have been made on suspicion.

The regzistered mail was nnusually
heavy last night. It is said one leading
business man from here had a remittance
of $1500 in it. "

joint committee, composed of representa-
tives of the Grand Board of the P atrons
of Industry and the Toronto Ratepayers’
Asgaociation, wealth is the true basis of
assessment, and that a bill should be pre-
pared and presented to the Onmtario Legis-
lature at ite next session providing for
the aseessment of all wealth at its’ real
! yalue, whother such wealth consists of
property, real or personal, all income above
$5600 per year, except from sources al=
YOGy buXud, urf lnoudy in any way invest-
ed, save churches and graveyards, except
those held by corporations or individuals,
for purposes of revenue,

bill at next meeting, composed of Dr.

Montreal, Que., Oct. 31. — Several Bos-
ton and Quebec capitalists are in the city
in the interests of ithe scheme to build a
railway line from Quebec to the Labrador
coast. A short time ago it was reported
that railway men from the other side were
negotiating for thes purchase of some of
the short lines rumﬂug out of Quebec for
the ‘purpose of extending the system to
the coast and establishing a line of steam-
ers between the coast téxminus and Liver-
pool.

AN GLORIOUS STYLE.

Provide an Excellent Entertainment—
Th ds in the Pr 1 Whieh
Marched Through the Principal Streets
~Lots of Fun and Little Mischief

Oh! we're the boys of Varsity,
We're out to-night upun a spree.

Last nizht was Hallowe'en, and the
5000 students of Toronto allayed their
feelinzs in the good old way. The To-
rontonians who used to wax wroth that
the young men should for one short
nizght cease from the pursuit of sweet-
ness and lizht and let themselves loose,
had entirely changed their point of
view and entered into the spirit of the
thing.

“Good thing; pass it along!" was
every one’s attitude, and the whole city,
seemed anxious to help in the “lestivi-
ties. 5

The. annaal Bppearance at ihe Graand

Opera House was an immense success.
The house bore a ¢armival appearance.
Ih the past, public indiznation, police
interference and f£he protestations - of
actors had proved ineffective in prévent-
inz the Hallowe’en audience from enjoy-
inz itself in its own sweet way. This
year Managzer Sheppard tried the scheme
of co-operation. Result, gzeneral happi-
neas, The students owned the theatre
and the colfers of it were $1000 the
richer thereby.

In his speech after the second act of
“The Lost Paradise,” Manager Sheppard
explained how it all came about. He
eaid that what he had always main-
tained was proven by the audience be-
fore him. He had always believed the
students of Toronto to be i zentlemen.
In the past on Hallowe'en, it had been
the custom to admit all-comers to the
zallery, and the disturbances that had
resulted, were due to the presence of out-
siders, he felt convinced. The students
had been blamed wrongziully, and this
year they had vindicated themselves,
‘The two  galleries had been en<
tirely sold out to them; they occupied
them exclusively and the result was that
a more gentlemanly or intelligent audi-
énce had never assembled within the docrs
of the Grand Opera House.

Manager - Sheppard was loudly ap-
plauded for these evidences of aldermanic
appreciation. :

1500 Students Among the Gods.

There were fully 1500 students ‘in the
house and for the first time in the his-
tory of Hallowe'en their friends were
there too. The boxes and the galleries
were full of young men in the pursuit of
knowledge, while, fully a thousand peo-
ple filled the ground ‘floor. They came
‘t‘o sec the students as muclr as to see

The Lost Paradise,” and the students
admirably filled their obligations.

The theatre's interior was decorated
as for a festival. Huondreds of yards 'of
bunting were festooned about its gal-
leries, its arches and its dome. The red
and black of Trinity, the whitd and blue
of Varsity, the yellow, scarlet and black
of the Pharmacists, the yellow, white and
blue of the Practical Scientists were hung
about in the most reckless fashion. It
was quite evident that all the inmstitu-
tions tried to rival one amother as to
which should put up the most color.

Brought Their Weapons Along.

The boys came early. At 7 o'clock
Adelaide-street’ was full of them. The Var-
sity arts men had their GleeClub and their
banjo virtuesos along and owned the top
gallery. The men of the College of Phar-
maey were a solid phalanx in the centre
of the first gallery, and every man of
thep carried an oak club, with stream-
ers of red and yeilow and black. When
they arose to cheer they waved their
weapons and looked as if the army of
Brian Boru were about to make an ad -
vance, But the Trinity meds, who were
likewise gathered in the first [zallery,
darried a very significant weapon. Every
man wae armed with the leg bone or the
arm bone of some unfortunate departed.
These gruesome objects were idecorated
with the college colors and were waved
lustily. The Egyptians used to put g
skull on the festive board for moral and
didaetic ‘)bjects, but the bones en evi -
dence last night were quite nnsuccessful
in introducing the reflection that all is
vanity.

An Elaberate Program.

The Varsity Glee Club practically took
rharge of the proceedings. It had an
elaborate program arranged, which was
carried out to g nicety. To the accom-
paniment of banjos and guitars all the
well-kpown college sougs .were sung,
with a chorus of 1500 voices. * Vive la
Compagnie,” * Allouette,” * The Maple
Leaf,”” * Litoria ” and “ My Pearl is a
Bowery Girl ” were a few of the gems
rendered. *‘ The Marching Song” “had
the appropriate verses which appear at
the top of the,column. swEverybody in
the house was “preseifted with copies oi
the songs.

On Their Best Behavior.

It seemed as if there was less extem-
pore humor from the gallery than usual.
Student wit has often more of the blud-
zeon quality than justifies the phrase in-
cisive, and perhaps it was because every
man was on his best behavior that
there were none of the wild sallies that
have made Hallowe'en theatre nights
famous in Toronto. There was one
“Shorty,” a student, who had basely de-
serted his kind amd taken the orchestra
chairs, who came in for a good deal of
jeering. Every lady who came on the
staze elicited storms of approval, and
when there was any touch of love-mak-
ing the enthusiasm knew mno bounds.
Every lady and every gentleman.in the
company was decorated with college
streamers of all varieties. 'When the
leading heavy wanted to kiss the lovely
heroine and she wouldn’t let him, ex-
pressions of sympathy for him were wide-
spread, and when old Knowlfon kissed
the sparkling Margaret the gods cried,
“Halvers.”

RBushels of Flowers.

After the great sceme of the second
act, the whole company was called out.
The ladies all zot bouguets of flowers;
some of them got a bushel. Miss Etta
Hawkine, the volatile Cinders, received
a lovely bagketful, in return
for her /wearing a skirt
of blue and white, the Varsity coloms. Her
husband, Mr. WillianY’ Morris, the star of
the piece, was presented with a meer-
schaum pipe and bad to make a speech.
He said that he had, as a beginner, acted
much in Canada and when he first ap-
peared in New York he was proud to'be
called “the young Canadian actor.” He
had a little son 2 years old, who had eele-
brated his birthday this week, and he
would like to send him to the University
of Toronto 'to be educated if it were
not for the dangers of the Freshmna's
year. (Great cheering.) Altkough Hal-
lowe’en in Toronto was a by-word in
his profession for troublous timgs he was
agreeably surprised to find the most in-
telligent, appreciative and  enthusiastic
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audience he had ever acted before. It
was o encouraging to him that he wish-
od he could afford to carry the audience
with him wherever he went. In closing
he proposed three  cheers for
Toronto University. ‘

Throughout. the night the gaiety was
effervescent, but there were few inter-
ruptions. The sole attempt to toot a
horn out I season was scathingly erush-
ed, With the lusty singing of “Gopd-
night Ladies,” and the resonant braying
of {ish horns;, the boys passed out into
the night at half past eleven.

After the Opera Was Over.

In the opinion of the older hands, the
lovers of riot and disorder, last night’s
“fun” was extremely tame; but the hoys,
judging by the noise they made, seex}{e(l
to be enjoying themselves immensely. The
only damage doue was the destruction of
the Queen’s Park fence in Bloor-street,
and the smashing of a pape okglass in &
street car.

At 10 o’clock a crowd of men and
youths commenced to congregate out-
side the opera house. It grew rapidly,
and half an hour later, there were hun-
dreds awaiting the conclusion of the
proceedinzs inside and the exit of the
boys.” The time was whiled away by
some horse ‘play, in which a number of
the Queen’s Own volunteers acted as
leaders.

A few minutes before 11 a roar from
a thousand throats amnounced that the
time for the commeneement of the zame
had come. Armed;with clubs and horns
the Varsity boys rapidly formed into
line and seét out morth up Yonge-street.
At the cormer of Queen-street an acci-
dent was narrowly averted. A Queen-
street car was just turning the corner,
without being moticed by the lads. There
was a rush, but two of the number were
slow. They were struck by the car
and both fell on to the fender. For-
tunately they were unharmed.

Stopping Street Cars.

The chief amusement along Yonge-
street was the stopping of street cars
by enatching the string attached to the
pole out of the hands of the conductor
and dislodging the trolley from the wire.
Every car was served alike. The boys
swarmed on to the footboards and the
conductors were helpless. At an early
stage of the game oune of the venturesome
Jads was nabbed by a policeman; but, the

word being passed around his colleagues
surrounded the man of law and compelled
him to set his prisoner free,

At College-street the crowd divided,
one half going along that * street and
nortk into Bloor, the other continuing
along Yonge. The latter turned west in
Bloor; along which it proceeded as far
as - Avenue-road. The fence at the
north of Queen's Park here ‘attracted
their attention. With a loud cry the lads
rushed at the paling and in less time
than it takes to write,it was down. This
proceeding gréatly pleﬁed the crowd and
they turned back, serenading the Presby-
terian Ladies’ College on the way.

*Go Home, Like Good Little Eoys ™

Proceeding as far east as' (Moulton's
Ladies’ College the boys serenaded that
establishment. From the grounds of the
pollege some person delivered a speech,
in the. course of which he advised the ser-
enaders to *‘gor home like good little
boys,” & piece of advice which was receiv-
ed by the singing of “ We won’t go home
till morning.”

From this time on the excitement de-
ereased, but it was revived for a space
wWhen returning, down Yonge - sireet’ the
other hali of the p’meessi‘on was met. The
onute was continued south Carlton -
street, where the procession divided into
saections, and the ‘boys wended their way
home, -still shouting and singing.

Knox College, fence suffered consider-
ably 4% the hands of the students, a
large portion of it being torn down by
one contingent.

PEACHED ONHIS PAL.

One of the Toronte Junction Burglars
Sentenced to Two ) ¢@ ' Imprison-
ment fn the entral.

John Crowther, one of the burglars ar-
rested last week for breaking into the
grocery store of Barnes & Padget at To-
ronto Junction, and who. pleaded guilty
when brought before Justice Ellis, was
yesterday eentenced *by the Justice to
two yearsgless one day in the Central
rison. 1

His brother, James H. Crowther, who
was shot by Mr. Sidney Barnes, and who
it was thought. would die from his
wounds, still lies in a precarious siate
at the General Hospital.

William Marshall, 46 * Armstrong-ave-
nue, the third man arrested, pleaded not
guilty and was yesterday given a pre-
liminary trial before Justice Ellis.

A large number of witnesses were
called, but none could positively identify
the prisomner. The principal witness
against Marshall was John Crowther,the
cornvicted man, who told an apparently
straight story, describing how he met
Marshall and the manner in which they
spent the night the burglary was com-
mitted,

Crowther swore he left home about 8
o’elock the night previous in company
with his brether and William Marshall,
the prisouner, arriving at the Junction
about 8.830. Upon first meeting him the
witness told shall that as there
waen’t very much in the house, he was
going to do up a store, and asked Mar-
shall to go along and help him. The
trio then proceeded to the Junction and
after walking around town until about
10.80, took refuge in a freight car at
the back of the G.T.R. station,where they
remajnéd until about 8.15 in the morn-
ing, leaving then for Barnes’ store. The
witness then described how he cut out the
panel of the store door with a knife,brace
and bit furnished by Marshall. The wit-
ness and Marshall entered the store
1through the panel, leaving James Crow-
ther outside to watch,and give the alarm
should anyone approach. The pair soon
commenced to hand out canned goods and
tea to the man outside td place in- bags
which they had with them. The witness
then told how,when in the midst of their
work, they were alarmed by hearing a
shot outside, and seeing James Crowther
start runping. Another shot was fired
at the fleeing man; his pursuer at this
time being recogniged™by the men inside
as Mr. Barpes, one of the proprietors of
the store, The two inside the store then
got out and started to run in different
directions, Barnes,who had returned,send-
ing several shots after them. The wit-
ness also swore that none of them were
armed, and any shots that were heard
were fired by Barnes.

The prisoner Marshall made no state-
ment "and produced no witnesses, after
which Magistrate Ellis committed the
accused for trial, bail being refused.

LY BXPECTED.

The Prince and Princess of Wales Have
Left for Livadia By Special Train—The
Life of the White Czar Is Prolonged
Only Because of His Magnificent Con-
stitution.

8t. Petersburg, Oct. 81.—This bulletin
was issued from Livadia at 7 o’clock to-
nizht: %

The Emperor took very little nourish-
ment to-day. The inflammation of one
lobe of the left lunz continues. The Em-
peror’s breathinz is impeded, his pulse is
weak and the zeneral weakness is great-
ly increased. ;

The Czar's couzh has grown' worse
rapidly and the dischargze is said to con-
tain small particles of the lungzs.
London, Oet. 81.—The Prince and
Princess of ‘Wales started for Livadia by
special. train at 8406 this morninz. They,
will travel via Brussels and Vienna.

Copenhagen, Oct. 81.—The Crown Prince
started for Livadia this eveninz.

A DOSE OF KNOCK-OUT DROPS

MAY EXPLAIN TRE SUDDEN DEATH
OF JOBN SMITHZEON,

Opening of the Inquest Last Evening—The
Victim Had Been on a Spree for Sever-
al Days, But Had Sobered Up—Whe
Was the Woman Whoe Was, Around
With Deceased ? a‘

‘At the Poplar House, Queen-street east,
last nighe Coroner Aikins opened an
inquest into the cause of the death of
John' Lane Smithson, who died Tuesday,
eveninz at the residence of his brother
under peculiar circumstances. The posts
mortem examination was conducted by
Dr. Caven and the result will be made
known this evening, when the inquest
will be resumed.

William Smithson told of his brother's
unexpected arrival in the city from Min=
neapolis two weeks ago, and of his state«
ment that he proposed pettling in To-
ronto and engaging in the fruit busi-
ness. Deceased left the house, 162 Bol«
ton-avenue, Monday morning and he
heard no more of him until * he was
brought home in a cab by his (witness’)
son. It was about 7 o'lock when he
was carried in and he died at 8.10,

Mrs. W. Smithson testified as to her .
unsuceessful search in the St. Lawrence
Market for deceased on Tuesday morning,
and of .& man calling at their home to
ask for a letter which had a.rrivgd the
previous day for deceased,

Looked As If He Had Been Dosed.

George Alfred Smithson, son of W.
Smithson and nephew of deceased, said
that on Tuesday afternoon he followed
the man who had called for the letter
and found his uncle in an uncomscious
condition in a sitting room of the Schils
ler House. He tried to arouse him, but
elicited nothing more than a few inarti-
culate groans. A man who was sittingl
on a table advised him to go for a de-
tective and have two men, who had been
with deceased, put under arrest, as it
looked as though he had been dosed. He
identified ome of the ‘two men referred
to as one Pearson, but the other he, did
not know. The bartender advised himj '
to procure a cab and take his unfle
bhome, which he did.

Had Been on a Spree.
William., Gimblet, 232 Sumach-street,
had been employed with deceased for ten.
days previous to his death. Durinz that
time deceased had been intoxicated at
"least five days. On Monday he knew de-
ceased to have been drinking in company
with &  woman, whom deceased said
came from London, but whom
he, the witness, heard came from
some city on the other side. He had
seen deceased with this woman several
times during the previous week. He meti
deceased again Tnesday morning and in
‘answer to a question by the witness de-
ceased said he felt all broke up. When he
he found himself in the Schiller
House, He did not know who took himi
there or how he got there. His first
thought on arising was to search his
pockets for a cheque for $5600. which he
received on Monday from’ a man in Min-

The Authorities Are Now Experimenting

With Brick Pavements -Why the Speci-
~ fications for Wooden Sidewalks Were
| Modified — Impossible to Secure the
\: Higher Grade ‘Lumber, 2 .

“The city will very soon have to con-
sider the advisability of replacing the
wooden sidewalks with brick pavements
or somgthing more durable than wood.”
So spbke Street Commissioner Jones yes-
terday in conversation with a World re-
porter. “Each year,” cogtinned the Com-
missioner, “the price for lumber .grows
higher, and there is every possibility that
it will continue to increase.”

Commissioner Jones is in favor of using
brick for sidewalks. He has already been
experimenting. Opposite the Girls’ Home
in Gerrard-street he has constructed a
walk of burned sewer brick at a costf of
only one-third more than wood and he
anticipates that it will wear fifteen
years longer than the latter. : ;

Ald. Lamb is also of opinion that it
is time the city stopped constructing
wooden sidewalks; but he has doubts
about the utility of ordinary brick ow-
ing te the fact that in winter it bul"ﬂtﬂ
when the moisture it absorbs freezes. The
new sidewalk in Gerrard-street will
watched with interest during the“coming
winter. ( '

The Quality of the Planks. -

The World bas recéived a communica-
tjon from a northern lumberthan who has
been in the city recently, expressing sur-
prise at the quality of the planks now
used in making sidewalks.

“Surely,” says ‘the writer, _“thg city
must have changed its specifications or
the Commissioner has become wonderfully
lenient.

“i am under: the impression that the
corporation i8 payinZ in the neighbor-
hood of $12 or $13 per thousand feet
for their lamber this year, and if T am
only nearly correct I must conzratulate
the  contractor, whoever he may
be, upon havinz an exceedingly
good thing. 1 have been unable to
discoyer anythinz much better than a
mill cull in quality, and can only say
that if the city is prepared to accept
guch as is beinZ used, there are many of
us back north who, in the future, will
be zlad to tender for the supply at close
fizures, where, as in the past, we have
been -afraid of the very, strict specifica-
tion. Perhaps someone will inform me
whether any chanze has been made in
the quality, of material required by the
city. LUMBER.”

No Bids From Mill-Owners.

In reference to-this letter, Commission-
er Jones states that two years ago the
specification for lumber was made less
strict, because it was found that it was

1 impossibility to carry
out its terms.. Under the old - specifica-
tion absolutely clear wood was reqhired,
without ‘“waney  edges, worm holes,
shakes, and veins gt foxed
wood.” The difficulty of obtaininZ
such lumber caused delay in the construc-
tion of sidewalks and in last year’s speci-
fication the words quoted were struck
out. -

MRS, HARTFORD'S INJURIES.

Sult for Damages Still Before the
Assize Court.

A Sketch of the Situation of the War in
China. 3

New York, Oct. 81.—The Herald’s spec-
jal from Shanghai says the young Em-
press of China has committed suicide.
She was rebuked by the Emperor, who
slapped her face, whereupon she took
po¥on.

Wants Japan Exterminated.

London, Oct. 31.—A despatch to the
Central News from Tien Tsin says: “The
Pekin Mercury learns that the Emperor
is" intensely angry at the existing con-
dition of things, and is determined to
investigate affairs personally. Aceord-
ingly he is summoning the viceroys, gov-
ernors and other officials béfore him.
It is asserted that he intends to learn
why a small country like Japan cannot
be exterminated.”

Japan’s Victory Assured.

Chicago, Oct. 81. — “I have just been
over the road from Moukden to Shan
Kwan, and it is as perfect as ever. Not
only that, but the road affords every
facility for the passing of troops in Wwin-
ter from Corea to the great wall near
Pekin. The victory of Japan is a fore-
zone conclusion,” said Rev. Maurice J.
Walker to-day. Mr. Walker has been
stationed in North China by the Eng-
lish Government for the past nine years,
and passed ‘through Chicago to-day on
his way to London to make his report.
Speaking of the war, Mr. Walker said :

Japan was oblized to engage in for-
eizn warfare to prevent a repetition of
the revolution of 1871 in her own do-
main. For years she has been carefully
preparing herself; not only that, but
she has carefully laid out her campaign
in China. For over a year drauzhtsmen
and photographers have traversed every
part of China until the topography of
the country is better known in Tokyo
than in Pekin. The Japanese command-
ers know that the correspondents  make
a mistake when they say that winter
will _close the campaign. 1 have
been over the road at Moukden
at all seasons of the year. It is impass-
able in the fall and sprinz. In wintar
it is in perfect condition. If the Japan-
ese can cross the mountains before cold
weather and capture Moukden, which is
the key to the whole situation, victory
is theirs. The 500 miles of Rood road
from Moukden to the - great wall at
Shan-Kwanz can be covered in » month,

Where the Fighting Will Be.

The real fizhtinz of the war will be
alonz the line of one of ;the most beau-
tiful shelvinz beaches in the world, that
stretches for 100 miles between Shank-
Wan and Lan-Ho. The Chinese are mags-
inz theve, building forts and preparing
to attack both by land and sea. @ By
land the Japanese have advanced from
Seoul to Pinz-Yang, and {from Ping-
Yanz to beyond the Yalu River in a
marvelously short time. The next bat.
tle will be in China. As if by prear
ranzed program, while the army is mov-
inz up to Moukden, the navy is ‘approach-
inz the great objective point of both
forces, Lan-Ho. Already Port Arthur
has iallen., and once the Japanese cap-
ture Chee-Foo harbor, they econtrol the
situation.

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THE LAW OF LIBEL AND THE CHURCH.
‘The much-talked-of case of The Canada
_Revue against the Cathofic Archbishop
of Mentreal has at last been' settled .in
favor of the Archbishop. The case 1is
virtually one of libel, founded on a pro-
nouncement by the Archbishop read in
all the Catholic churches of his . dio-
cese, protesting against the paper in

question, which he claimed had insulted

religion and was contrary to the dis-
cipline of the church. The Archbishop
prohibited “until further order, all the
faithful, under the penalty of refusal of
the sacrament, to print, to place, or
keep on deposit, to sell, distribute, read,
receive or keep inm their possession these
two dangerous and unhealthy sheets or
encourage them in any manner what-
ever.” As far as we can see, the decision
of the court is founded on common-sense
_and is consistent with the principle of
personal liberty. The question should
not have come before the civil courts at
all. It is, in our opinion, one of church
‘disciplipe, pure and simple, The mem-
:bers: of the church in question agreed
orr their becoming members to be bound
by certain rules and rezulatjons. They
agreed to recognize the authority of the
archbishop in  all matters respecting
their spiritual welfare, They delegated
to the eclergzy the direction of their 'con-
duct as far as relizious matters were
concerned. For this reason the arch-
bishop has  the right to tell
the members of his church
that they must refrain from a certain
line of conduct under pain of excommuni-
¢ation. The individual member of the
church has certainly the privilege of re-
fusing to subscribe for or to advertise
in The Canada Revue, and the individual
member of the church has delegated to
the Archpishop, among other things, the
direction of his conduct in regard to the
papers he shall subscribe for or advertise
in. Therefore when the Archbishep de-
nounced the newspaper in question he had
the authority of everyone to whom the
arguments were addressed for so doing.
His remarks were privileged and not
“libelous. - : \:
: We look upon the matter as a purely pri-
vate affair~ wilh which the courts have
nothing at all to do. If the editor of
The Canada Revue is not satisfied with
the discipline of the Catholic Church let
him retire from the church. As long as
‘he keeps within the .fold he should| obey
the common obligations of the church.
If be is dissatisfied in anyl particular his
only recourse is to withdraw or to re-
model the church as well as he can from
within itself. He should not be empow-
ered to uke the civil courta for effecting
what he thinks will be a reformation in
the church of which he is a member.
What we would considér a parallel case
anc vfhicli ought to be governed by ex-
uetly; the same rules is that of recent
nations of eharges of lieresy laid agains
trials in various Protestant denomi-
certain leading divines. If a minister
does not hold the views to, which he has
subscribed his duty is to yithdraw and
not seek to impose his views on others
who are dissatisfied with them. Of
course, it is always open to him' to seek,

tario, especially those adjaceat to the
cities, to use their endeavors to get an
electric railway laid down before their
doors as soon as possible, It would be
money in their pocket if they agreed to
bonus such a line even to the extent of
$2 per acre, which would be half the
cost of constructior. 'Two hundred dol-
lars distributed over 10 years and bear-
ing a low rate of interest would not be
a very extravagaut charge for any far-
mer to assume. But it is certain that
many such railways would be undertaken,
provided 4 bonus of a dollar per acre
were guaranteed by those beneficially
affected, If the farmer will look at it
in this light, and if business men will pre-
gent it to them in this way, we do not
see why an era of active electric rail-
way development should not begin im-
mediately and continue in progress until
every highway approaching Toronto is
provided with its electric line.
