“Yes, it was quite hot in Ontario and 
Quebec,” conceded the weather man, 
Wednesday. “It reached 94 at Ottawa 
during the afternoon and also touched 
that point in Chatham, New Brunswick. 
At Quebec, Montreal and Rockliffe, the 
mercury rose to 88 degrees. The top 
notch reached in Toronto was 87 degrees, 
abouts p. m. No, it wasn’t hotter than 
the hottest day in June of last year. On 
June 29, 1906, the thermometer stood at 
91, and as early as June 8 of last year it 
reached 86.”

“The lariat... . — ..aw. uo rea­
son to be downhearted by the crop pros­
pects,” said Hon. Nelson Monteith, Min­
ister of Agriculture. “They are about a 
month late, but I believe they will turn 
out all right, although there is seeming­
ly no doubt that here may be a shortage 
in oats and hay.

The Alvinston Power Co,, installed 
their new dynamo last week. The ma­
chine was manufactured by the Canadian 
Westinghouse Co., of Hamilton, and is 
known as their three-wire type of gener­
ator. Its rating is 140 ampers at 125 
volts or 35 kilowatt. The capacity of the 
machine in 16 caudle power lamps* is 
700, but will carry a load in excess of 
this without overheating. This is the 
first of the several improvements which 
the Power Co. have in view. It is their 
intention to keep the service up-to-date 
in every respect.

The Co. has also 
under consideration the matter of install­
ing their own wire plant, having exper­
ienced some difficulty in securing a sup­
ply of this material. The proposed 
change means a lot for Watford, and we 
hope to see it carried into effect.

The housewife does well to continue to 
wage war against the common housefly. 
Her battle with it is on behalf of clean­
liness, but if she knew its death dealing 
power she would fight it as she would 
fight the smallpox or any other disease. 
We are told that the great breeding 
ground of the fly is in the neighborhood 
of stables—the eggs being laid in crevices 
of the manure. They are hatched in 
about twenty-four hours. The method 
by which infection is conveyed by flies is 
mechanical— not like that of the inocu­
lating needle, Plague, yellow fever and 
cholera have been disseminated by it ; and 
it is supposed to be active in spreading 
diseases ot the eye, fever and infantile 
diseases. The sugar bowl or milk jug 
into which they crowd as opportunity 
offers are often poisoned by their pre­
sence. Safety lies in banishing these 
pests from the house. Fly screens and 
fly killers and the handy broom or dust 
rag should bè made every use of.

In the 
same period ten million days of sta­
tute labor have been applied to the 
same purpose. Here is, assuming that 
a day’s labor is worth one dollar, a 
grand aggregate of twenty millions— 
two million dollars a year. There are 
a little over 1,700 miles of road in 
Wellington ; it is probably safe to es­
timate the mileage for the Province at 
60,000. That would make the ex- 
petditure in ten years $300 per mile, 
or $30 per mile per annum. That 
ought to do more than merely main­
tain the roads of the Province ; it 
should provide for a considerable 
amount of the permanent work as well 
And still, as Mr. Campbell said last 
week, there is little evidence that 
permanent improvement is being made 
outside of what is being accomplished 
through the good roads fupd, to which 
the Province contributes. The chief 
need, os the Deputy Minister of Pub­
lic Works said, is the appointment of 
permanent heads for the purpose of 
directing the work of the substitution 
of a cash tax for statute labor. Un­
der the statute labor system directed 
by pathmasters there will necessarily 
be almost as many different methods 
aa there are pathmasters ; the work of

What is the Use-
What is the use of money if it

It is better to 
die poor and have the respect of those 
about you and the knowledge yourself 
that you are something of a man than 
to have the wealth of a Croesus and 
know that you are nothing nore than 
a mean, gold-snatching devil.—Jour­
nal.

Fruit Growers Do Well.
The 'way the fruit growers of On­

tario are uniting in their co-operative 
societies for shipping their fruit, is in­
deed a sign of better things for the 
farmers generally. The meetings of 
the central organization who seeks 
to be the mouthpiece for the scattered 
smaller bodies have shown that the 
spirit that showed itself last year in 
the formation of this union has grown 
with leaps and bounds in one shQgt 
year.

And the co-operative idea worked 
out into successful practice is not old 
in Ontario. In 1896, the present 
president, A. E. Sherrington of Walk 
erton, explained the working of such a 
society at the little gathering of fruit­
growers at Leamington. The idea 
caught. In his own society at Walk- 
erton shipments were made success­
fully. Others began to try it until 
the fine development of to-day has 
succeeded. Still the energy is increas­
ing and where societies are organized, 
like the one in Oshawa spoken of last 
Tuesday, improvement in selling facili­
ties, in packing and in takinp care of 
the by-products is going on.

Just how big a thing this movement 
means to Ontario fruit is yet to be 
seen. It looms up large to the far­
mer, who sees a travelling salesman 
in England and Western Canada; big 
storage warehouses, with private re 
frige rater cars ; large auxiliary worEk 
handling the worthless apples, manu 
facturing these into by-products that 
will rival the original crop in financial 
returns. The success of the movement 
attests to the hollowness of the oft re 
peated slur that the farmers cannot 
hold together. They can and will.— 
World.

The Good old Statute Labor Tune
June ie the month of marriages and sta­

tute labor—indeed, statute labor is a sort of 
nuptial arrangement, being the wedding of 
Industry with Intelligence. But, it always 
has been an unhappy marriage, and there 
Isn’t a road division in Ontario but has had 
its soandaL Moreover, the progeny ot this 
couple ie a eloppy, muddy, dusty, lob-sided, 
rutty, and crooked monstrosity, the terror 
of every eonntryeide.

The Government appointed a talented 
young man to go about the country and 
give the horny-handed sone of toil a tew 
pointers on how to build roads, but it ie as 
true aa ever it wae that you can’t teach 
your grandmother to feed ducks.

But the roade are better than they used 
to be, and it is time. The majority of path- 
masters have made the discovery that mud 
ie not nearly so good a material for road - 
making aa gravel or broken atone. Mud 
won't stay where it is put ; yon can’t fence 
it in, you can’t nail it down, it won’t stick— 
or, rather, it will stick to your buggy 
wheels.

Most of the statute labor done last sum­
mer got a nice ride over Niagara Falls thie 
spring, and east of the Falla it went to 
shallowing up the harbors of Lake Ontario, 
The Government may build dredges till the 
crack of doom, but they will never have 
deen water harbors till they get the path- 
masters to quit putting mud on the con­
cession lines.

Some people would like to do away with 
statute labor. I think it would be a mis­
take. It ie educative, like the jury system. 
Every farmer serves on the jury once every 
two or three years, and he cornea to town 
for a week and sees the elephant, gets ac­
quainted with the law, and becomes famil­
iar with its forms ; and it does him good. 

Every June the tarmers toregather on the 
beat” to do their statute labor, an ex- 

change chewing tobacco and neigborhood 
newe, the price of hogs, wool, cheese, etc. 
It is a combination of bee and picnic. Once 
in a while there ie a cantankerous old cod­
ger for pathmaater, and statute labor be­
comes mighty strenuous, but, as a rule, it 
is simply an undignified, but necessary, 
work, like tatigne duty at camp. There is 
always a humorist on every aide line, and, 
if not, there is a fool whom everybody can 
poke fun at, and the homey-handed eons of 
toil are not particular. If these are want­
ing, there is always a great argufier, either 
political or religious—it doesn't matter 
which—and if that fails the audience, then 
there ie a farmer with a grievance. There 
is a fortune for the playwright who puts 
the farmer with a grievance on the stage.

There are roads in Ontario which are 
mute arguments against municipal owner­
ship. The people living along the roads 
have owned them ever since they were open­
ed, shortly after Ualumbua discovered 
America ; and they are no better, I am 
told, than they were at the time of Mac­
kenzie’s rebellion.

But it's hard to believe that.—Star.

Beet Bings Hurt
Beef rings are now the order of the 

rural economy in many parts of Ontario. 
By this simple form of co-operation the 
farmers are assured of good fresh meat 
at a low cost. Each farmer is to supply 
one beef, weighing as near 400 lbs. of 
dressed meat a6 possible. This is to be 
divided among 20 members, taking 20 
lbs. each, or among more, when some 
toke only half-shares of 10 lbs. each, in 
which case two farmers unite to supply a 
beef. This continues in force for two 
weeks, at the end of which a settlement 
is made, when the differences in weights 
received by each man and the amount 
put in is paid for at 6 cents a pound.

These rings have been in operation in 
many parts of Ontario for several years, 
while newer ones aie trying the scheme 
this year. The animal is killed at some 
central place, the butcher generally re­
ceiving $2 per head for his work.

Lansdowne Townsnip has recently 
formed one and the Kingston butchers 
are watching to see if it goes. The an­
swer will be all right for farmers’ affairs 
“do move.’*
