NOTE AND COMMENT.

The largest electrical hatching 
plant in the world is owned and op­
erated by a Arm of poultrymen in 
Plymouth, Eng. They have 94 in­
cubators, each of about 500-egg cap­
acity, and the average output is about 
8000 chicks a week. The hatching 
is all done by electricity.

Post office accountants estimated 
that the first year of the parcel post 
eystem in the United States would 
yield a revenue of $15,000,000 ; the 
amount will be upwards of $30,000,- 
'000.

It is common knowledge that pork 
factories have a market for every­
thing except the squeal but a ship­
ment that is considered unique and 
entirely new was made by the Fow­
ler Canadian Company at Hamilton 
to the Indies.

The Saskatchewan Provincial Gov­
ernment has passed amendments to 
the big City Act, abolishing the sys­
tem of bonasing industries in that 
Province. The proposal, considered 
in Committee of the Whole House, 
received the united support of both 
political parties. The amendment 
prohibits the granting of a free site, 
exemptions from taxes for any period 
of years, the guaranteeing of the 
bonds of an industry, the subscrip­
tion of stock by the municipality, or 
the assessment of the land below its 
real value. In this manner it is hop­
ed that any attempt to evade the 
letter of the law will be effectively 
offset.

New arrivals from the Old Country, 
are very little use on a Canadian 
farm, especially in the West where 
the system is vastly different from 
what it is anywhere else.

Thanks tor your kindness in allow­

ing me the privilege of appealing at 
this Christmas time on behalf of the 
Hospital tor Sick Children, Toronto.

It would tako more space than you 
can spare to tell of the good work done 
for the sick and deformed children of 
this Province. Let me, however, in a 
few words, tell you of the progress of 
the work of the Hospital.

One nurse, six little white beds, a 
tew dollars, a few friends—this was 
the beginning. The beds have grown 
to 250, the dollars to thousands, the 
friends to hundreds. 1876, the first 
year, 44 in-patients, 67 out-patients; 
1913, last year, 1,648 in-patients, 25,507 
out-patients; 1875, 1 nurse; 1913, 70 
nurses.

Since 1876, thirty-eight years ago, 
the Hospital has admitted within Its 
walls 21,018 children as in-patients, 
and 169,231 as out-patients, a total of 
180,249, or an average of 4,743 per 
year. Ot the 21,018 In-patients, 15,200 
were from Toronto, and 6,818 from 
other parts ot the Province; 10,150 ot 
the total in-patients were cured, and 
6,367 were improved. *

in the Orthopedic Department last 
year, of the 1,648 in-patients, 278 were 
treated for deformities, 25 hip disease, 
37 Pott’s disease, 2 knock-knees, 19 
bow-legs, 62 club feet, 8 lateral curva­
ture of the spine, 44 Infantile paralysis, 
6 wry neck, and 75 tubercular disease 
of knee, hip and ankle. In 1913, the 
Surgical Apparatus Shop manufactured 
427 appliances for in-patients and out­
patients, including ankle braces, spinal 
braces, hip splints, bow-leg splints, 
club-feet splints, plaster jackets, etc.

In this Department In 38 years near­
ly 800 boys and girls have been treat- 
ed for Club Feet and 650 corrected.

I Half of these came from places out- 
j side of Toronto. Surely we have a 
1 fair claim for help from the people of 

this Province.
Will you, the reader of this letter, 

help to give crippled children a fair 
start in life?

Busy dollars are better than Idle 
tears. The sympathy that helps is 
good, but the Hospital has /to have tlie 
sympathy that works.

Return to the oven to glaze the 
surface.

Holland Brioche Cakes.
One cupful of scalded milk, one-third 

cupful of sugar, one-third of a yeast 
cake, one and one-half cupfuls of flour, 
two eggs, one-third cupful of melted 
butter, OBe-quarter teaspoonful of salt, 
grated rind of half a lemon, juice of 
half a lemon and one and one-half cup­
fuls of flour. Add the sugar to the 
scalded milk. When lukewarm add the 
yeast, broken to pieces, and the flour 
Beat, cover and let stand until It bub­
bles. Add the eggs well beaten and re­
maining Ingredients. Cover and again 
let rise. Toss on a floured board, pat 
and roll in a long rectangular piece 
one-quarter of an inch thick. Spread 
with softened butter and fold from 
sides toward center to make three lay­
ers. Cut off pieces three-quarters of 
an inch wide. Cover and let rise. Take 
each piece separately In the hands and 
twist from ends In opposite directions, 
coil and bring ends together at top of 
cake. Let rise in pans, bake twenty 
minutes in a moderate oven. Cool and 
brush over with confectioners' sugar, 
moistened with boiling water and fla­
vored with vanilla.

The Maoris of northern New Zea­
land enjoy cooked food to a far great­
er extent than other natives, but they 
never bother with fire. They build 
their huts on the edge of some “friend­
ly” geyser, where they may cook In 
nature’s kitchen. The methods of this 
primitive people living In so strange 
a neighborhood are described by Max 
Herz in “New Zealand.”

On a spot which superstition would 
associate with death and tbe devil, the 
huts of about 200 Maoris He scattered 
—the remnant of the once warlike tribe 
of Tuhonraugl. It Is lucky that these 
simple folk need no kitchen, for na­
ture has built for them the best of all 
cooking appliances and saved them 
endless trouble with the stove, gas
