Urge Provincial Control 
to Root Out Com Borer

Growers in Convention at Chath»m 
Realize Seriousness of Situation

See Disaster; Unless Ravages Can be 
Checked Next Fall Crops 

May Falii

“That in view of the great in­
crease in the number of the corn 
borers in the province and the 
necessity for more general adop­
tion of control measures if the 
corn industry is to be saved, 
we recommend that the present 
corn borer act be replaced by 
an act which will place the en­
forcement of control measures 
under the jurisdiction of the 
province itself, instead of under 
that of the townships or even of 
the county, and that such an act 
be brought into operation in the 
fall of 1926 in as many count­
ies as the degree of infestation 
justifies; and that as soon as the 
act has been passed notice be 
giver to the farmers of these 
counties so that they may be 
prepared to adopt their farm op- 
•erations accordingly."
The above fesoluion was passed 

unanimously by a representative 
gathering of corn growers from 
Essex, Lambton, Kent. Elgin, Middle­
sex and Norfolk counties in Chatham 
on Friday afternoon last, following 
an outline of the com borer situa­
tion as it exists in Ontario today, by 
Prof. L. Caesar, of the O.A.C., and 
provincial entomologist. The resolu­
tion is the recommendation presented 

’ to the meeting by the dominion and 
Vrovicial entomologists, who have 

• been engaged in this com borer con­
trol work. ’

culture fv the province, was present, 
and in a short' aïdrèss following the 
passing of the Resolution, declared 
"the thing is sojierious that the time 
has come whenwe will have to deal 
with it as a provincial matter." He 
stated that he would have to deal 
with it as before the members of the 
government, and felt that something 
would be done along the lines sug­
gested. Mr. Martin stressed the great 
importance of the corn industry, 
especially the production of Ontario 
seed corn for the dominion, and 
maintained that “unless the borer 
can be checked it means disaster to 
the industry.”

During his address, Prof. Caesar 
said: “Frankly X cannot promise the 
growers they can save their crop next 
year, no matter what they do.. This 
situation is exceedingly discouraging, 
and I do not think they will be able 
to grow com in the future as exten­

sively as in the past. However I be­
lieve that with the general adoption 
of control measures that within a few 
years Com can be grown profitably.

TURKEYS PLENTIFUL IN PEACE 
RIVER

Encouraged by the outlet in East­
ern Canada for the turkey crop, Al­
berta turkey raisers are rapidly in­
creasing their output. According to 
the observations of Mr. J. R. Hig­
gins of the Poultry Division of the 
Live Stock Branch, who has recently 
visited the district as far north as 
Peace River, the present season has 
been a very favorable one for turkey 
raising and that shipments east will 
be heavier than in the past.

The turkey crop for the Valhalla 
district alone is estimated at between 
three and four thousand birds and it 
is thought that there should be a to­
tal output in excess of one hundred 
thousand pounds of dressed turkeys 
shipped from Grande Prairie tribu­
tary points this fall. In the past the 
breeders from this section have ship­
ped their birds live but this method 
proved unsatisfactory and steps are 
under way to organize community 
turkey kills.

Mr. Higgins further states that a 
number of turkey raisers in the Peace 
River district are showing increasing 
interest in the improvement of their 
stock and that many farmers made 
inquiries concerning the purchase of 
good gobblers.
