Uniacke, Exq., was appointed Chairman.

The FirstExecution at Annapolis.

4 BEMINISCENCB OB NEARLY HALF A CENTURY
AGO.

1 Written fur the Globe.]

The zeference in the Glohe, of the 8th
inst., to the execution at Annapolis, many
years ago, of one John Gregory, in cqunec-
tion with the late execution of Joseph
‘.[‘hibenu, has freshened my recollection of
the former circumstance, and as I have
been asked to write some particulars of it
Idoso. Ifyou think the fact of that
tragedy, given at so remo’e & date, will
interest many of your numerous readers
you are at liberty to use them .in the
Clobe.

In the early part of the summer of 1833,
the httle town of Annapolis was startled
withthe announcement that a most brutal
murder had been perpetrated, the victim
ibeing & Mre, Inglis, a woman approaching
| her threescore years, Eying on the Dalhou-
| sie road, about seven or eight miles from
/the town. “The news spread across the
river to Granvitle, where I then lived, gnd
within afew hours the report followed that
one John Gregory, lving about sixteen
miles from Annapelis, on the same road,
| bad beem apprehended by the Sheriff,
Edward Cutler, on suspicion.of .his being
the murderer.

In.order to be a better understanding of
the circ it& y to
give an idea of the settlement te which
the wictim belonged. Many years before
there 'had been a township laid off by, T
think, Gowernor Dalhousie, for the benefit
of disbanded soldiers, on the seuthern
interior of the farming lands en the Anua-
pdlis rviver. The road leading to this set-
tlement 4an southerly for four or five miles
until it reached the settlement, thence
ranning earterly to the lands so laid out
At this time there were many of the soldi-
ers whe had served there time out settled
along .on this road, having had the usual
equipments supplied to them to enable
them to commence their farming ope-
rations. Retween those places at this time
there were vacaucies not taken up, rang-
ing feom a quarter to a mile qinunce, 80
&hickly overgrown with brush-wood
thicketsthat a person in many places
would net be discovered one or two rods
from the highway. I have been thus par-
ticular as business seon after the execution
called wne to puss over thewoed many times
and made it familiar to me.

The settlers in those days, in the
absence of horses, would walk into town,
from? to 12 miles, to purchase their
ardinary wearing or other ordinary articles,
and on this occasion this Mrs. Inglis had
walked #mto town in the morning, about 8
miles, intending to return in the evening.
As she was making her purchases, th
man Gregory was observed narrowly
watching in what her purchases consisted,
and as she left for her home, Gregory was

|seen to follow soop after,and was noticed

by the inhabitants on the road to be a
short distance behind at every passing.
In thie way he continued till they had
reached about seven miles: Then, pass-
ing the last house before reaching one of
the thickets which extended, perhaps,
three-quarters of 8 mile, she was seen
alive for the last time. Her failure to
reture to her home that night did not
cause se much anxiecty, as the people
would frequently, when belated or tired,
stop over night on the road at ove of the
houses, but as she did not come the next
day, the family grew uneasy and went in
search. At the house spoken of was the
iast seen of her on the road returning.
At the first house after passing the thicket
the searchers were told that she had not
been seenito jpass that place, and they
were also told that in the edge of the even-
ing before Gregory came ¢here and wanted
to stay all night ; that during the evening
he seemed very uneasy, getting up and
looking back over the road every few

| minwtes, and that in the morcing he got

up and went out before the family rose,
and that after nearly an hour they saw
him returning from the way he came the
night before. A search was immediately
instituted, and a messenger hurried off to
Anoapolis, whe seom returned with the
Sheriff, who coatinued on feo Gregory's
house and apprehended him. I think the
body was not found for a day or two, and
when found it was in one of those dense
thickets very near the road, and bearing
the unmistakable -evidence of beastly
violence, and having none of her purchas-
es with her. Soon after his confinemeat
in gnol, Gregory began to make the most
coutradictory admissions, at one time
partially acknowledging his guilt, and
tben making an utter denial of the whole
affair ; but after a few days he weat so far
as to state to the Sheriff that he had bid-
den the articles the woman had bought in
town under a large granite boulder by the
road side, giving the directions so accn-
rately that the Sheriff went to the spot and

| found them.

For his trial a Jury was empanneled, of
which the writer was the appointed spokes-
man. The case was soon disposed of,
there were but few witnesses examined;
their testimony was so direct and all in
such agreement, that the Judge's charge
to the Jury was short, and after their
retirement, in about twenty or thirty
minutes, they returned into Court with the
verdict of guilty, without one dissenting
voice. And here I will sey that it was
curreatly veported that the inhabitants of
the neighborinood had come into town dar-
ing the night before the trial, bringing
their guns and secreting them, determined
that if he was liberated from Court he
should not leave the Court house yard
alive ; but this statement 1 cannot vouch
for, as 1 did not see any demonstration of
the kind, but I may add that I have but
little doubt of its trauthfulness ; the more
so from the fact that but three or four
years previously, in that immediate neigh-
borhood, an ugly, troublesome man had in
s moment of dispute split a neighbor’s
bead open with & shovel and killed him on
the spot. This happened in the town in
front of & store. He was tried and by
some unjust manceuvering or bribery was
ouly sentenced to the, then, Halifax work-
house for a few years, but shortly was
liberated through a petition and suffered
to return to his home to the terror of his
peighbours. It was from this circum-
sfance thet the neighbors decided that
another murderer should not return to
that neighborhood alive.

When asked the usual question why the
sentence of death should not be pro-
nounced upon him, he merely said that he
was not guilty of the murder,—but in the
woman's struggle to protect herself from
his wicked designs, she fell, and her head
struck some hard substance which killed
her; and I never knew of his acknowledg-
ing that e killed her oitright. The day
following the trial - the prisoner received
. his sentence to be hanged by the neck
until he was doad-—closing with the usual
would have mercy

on his soul. The address to the prisoner,
accompanied with thé sentence, was de-
livered by & venerable judge—TI think
Judge Wilking, but Fam net sure—with
such solemnity that tears were seen on
many a strong man's fuge, The priconer
himself remained as nnconcerued ax the ox
led to the slaughter, 1 do not now recol-
lect the day of the month, but am quite
sure of its being i the latter part of Sep-
tember, 1833, that he was sentenced to be
executed about moom time. Our the day
appoiated the inhabitants collected from
ull parts, as that was the first execution
that had taken place in that little town,
The place selected was what is called Hog
Island, yet not surrounded with water
except only at high tides. About.9 or 10
lo’clock the raim began to fall iin torrents,
and it almost seemed that the foundntions
of the great deep were for a second time
to be broken up. The gallows was abont
a guarter mile from the yard, aod the]
prisoner had chosen to walk rather than
ride, and as be came to the door and saw
the torrents pouring he very calmly.ene
quired if any one wonld lend him an um-
brella, fearing he =should get wet. The
Sheriff .was mounted on a white horse
draped, in full military costume, witha
broad sword in ‘hand, with an attendant,
At the gallows he dismounted and led the
prisoner up to th!i drop. The prisoner
spoke a few words, the Sterift again
mounted his horse, and after taking two or
three turns round the gallows, he, with
his sword, cut the rope, and the murderer
dangled a few moments in the air, then
dropped into his coffin which was placed
under the scaffold, and all was over.

Gregory was apparcntly 40 years of age,
rather under medium height, perhrns 5 ft.
6 or7 inches. He had been under the
suapicion of being & very bad man. It
was said of him while in prison that he
made a.confession of his life to a gentle-
anan that often visited him, but the gentle-
man vefused to make it public as his
.crimes in warious ways would not be
proper 40 be made public. The body was
soon dug up, amd the stories went the
rounds of being one pa ¢ in one place, and
another part in another—in dissector’s
hands, and many months elapsed ere the
name ceased to be a byeword, This tran-
saction 4ook place 48 yecars ago next
September.

Annapolis has been ¢he scene of several
transactions, one of which I witnessed a
few years previourly to the one above,
which was that of a san condemned to
stand ome hour in the pillory subject to
the firing of eggs, with any .other filth
that a host of boys could gather up, the
recollection of which is quite vivid in my
memory. Whether we are Letter or not
now, our children escape such seenes.

Recapture of two BEscaped OConvicta
THE STORY OF THEIR FLIGHT.

Kineston, Feb. 15.—Early this morning
a rumor was current that two of the con-
victs who escaped from the penitentiary
on Sunday pight had been recaptured near
Cape Vincent. A telegram from a con-
stable at Cape Vincent to the Chief Pe-
lice stated that two mea belirved to have
been convicts were at Michael Halder-
bock’s, about three miles from that vil-
lage. The Chief conferreq with the War-
den, and & request was forwarded to have
the men detained until the prison officers
could cross the ice. Chief McCarthy and
Guard Weir left for Halderback’s, near
which place they found Morris Blake and
James Wright. The men were accused of
larceny, baving stolen goods from the
penitentiary tailor shop, and for this
offence they were arrested. They objected
to return to Canada, but wpoen extradition
being hinted they agrecd te@ come peace-
ably. They were immediately placed in &
sleigh and brought over to Kingston in
charge of Guard Weir, reaching here about
twop m. They were at once conveyed
to the penitentiary.

Wright told the following story :—When
he was put in the dungeon he had the two
case knives tied to his feet, haviug carried
them for some time previously. The
guards were very vigilent, but he fooled
them. He had worked two holes into the
cell wall and had placed the knives in.
them. When apprised of the approach of|
the guards, he had pieces of white paper
which he pasted over the holes with sonp.
He bad been three weeks, sawing at the
bars. Soon after his incarceration in the
dark cell he commenced his arrangement
for the leave taking. He and his fellow-
convicts bad discussed the subject together.
All were swora to secrecy. On Bunday
last he got the last bar nearly sawed
through. When he imagined that it was
time for the guards to pass around, he
wrenched the partially cut bar, so that a
portion broke off, and then he crawled ouat.
Then he broke the locks of two other cells.
He did not intend to let Morris Blake out,
but he pleaded so feelingly to be allowed
to accompany them, claiming that he had
relatives in New York, that finally his
release was effocted. Wright, who en.
gineered the scheme for eseape,warned them
that no violence should be dons to the
guards ; when they came in they were to
be pounced uponand overpowered. Wright
admitted that the guards fought heroical-
ly ; they (the coavicts) did not imagine
that they were so strong. Bhiotte secured
the only overcoat. After scaling the wall
they proceeded on the ice toward the Grand
Trunk Brewery, where they came ashore,
and went through the city nearly to the
barracks, where they again took to the ice,
Tliey crossed the channel close to the
Military College, thenoe over Cedar and
Wolfe Island, in & south-easterly direction.
On Wolfe 1sland they walked through a
swamp, their pants as high as the knees
were wet and frozen stiffly. .During the
trip Wright helped the half-witted Blake
along part of the way. Wright carrying
him. -Again the ice was taken to. Wright
would leave Blake in the charge of Shiotte
and Rapson, but no sooner would he get a
couple of yards ahead than the other two
would desert Blake and leave him lying
on the ive.

They
then managed to crawl to & farm .houu,
and at five o'clock feebly knocked for ad-
mission. This was granted them. Rapson
and Shiotte after breakfast pushed on,
stating that they were bound to New
York: The pistol Wright hac he cie to
Mhe farmer, asking biwm o vetyru it to the’

penitentinry ofticials,  Wright and Bluke
were 4o used up that they were nnable to
proceed anv further. They rested nll day.
Atnight Wright's lege legn wers 8o pain-
ful that he could vot move them, and he
had to be carried up stairs to bed, This
morning about nine o'clock he and B'ake
started west.  While on the railway they
spied the officers of the penitentiary, and
forgetting hiu_pninu, Wright threw his
stick away, and ran about a mile, bnt the
ofticial gained on him and recaptured him,
He showed a large red bruise on bis fore-
head by falling on the gravel, At this
point of kis story Wright broke down, and
in a desponding way said, « Had it not
been that T could now sve Blake freeze, 1
would now have been a free wman, I wilI:;
so0on be out of the way, for T have given |
up atlhope of seeing my wife and child.”
These, be said, were in London. It was
to see his beloved that he made the strike
for liberty. RBlake was removed to the
hospital, while Wright was once more re-
iturned to the cell. Chief keeper McCar.

Rapson, whom he expects to capture
before ' ag.

ARrIvaLs or AMERICAN CatTik AT Liver-
PoOL aND LoxNpoN For 1880.—Muesars Vau-
ghan Bros. & Co.'s Liverpool circular give
the following particulars of arrivals of live
stock from America at the ports of Liver-
pool and London for the year 1880. The
arrivals at Liverpool were 87,645 cattle,
60,202 sheep, 11,338 pigs, and 233 horses.
There were lost on the voyage 3,408 cattle,
2,136 sheep, 1,418 pigs, and 14 horses.
The percentage of loss was as follows :
Cattle 3-88; sheep 355; pigs 21-36;
herses 6-48. The arrivals at London dur-
ing the same period were 66,845 cattle,
22,236 sheep, and 672 pigs. Of these
there were lost 3,134 cattle, 868 sheep,
and 133 pigs. The percentage of-loss was :
Cattle 4-67 ; sheep 3-90 ; pigs.21-21. The
total percentage of loss in the London and
Liverpool shipments was: Cattle 4-24;
sheep 3-64 ; pigs 12.96, and horses 6-48.

The House of Lords.

Lords is composed of
the lords spiritual and temporal. In
the reign of Henry III. 123 prelates
and only 23 temporal lords composed
the House. At the time of Henry
VIIL. the spiritual and temporal lords
were about equal in uumber. At the
present time the spiritual lords are
the Archbishops of Canterbury and
York and 24 bishops of the Church of
England. They are lords of Parlia.
ment only, and not peers. The lords
temporal are dukes, marquises, earls,
visecounts, and barons, whose titles are
all hereditary. The title of duke was
first conferred on Edward the Black
Prince, whom Edward Ill. created
Duke of Cornwall. Marquises were
originally lords of the marches, or
borders, and derived their title from!
the offices held by them. The h'rst{
who was created a marquis was Robert|
de Vere, earl of Oxford, in 1198. Earls|
were in existence before the Conquest, |
title of ealdormen, and to
these lords the administration of the|
shires was committed. After the!
Conquest they were called counts, and |
hence the shires were ealled counties, |
Viseonnts were first' created in the
reign of Henry VI., and the title of}
baron was in existence long before the |
Norman Conguest. The number of the |
House of Lords is not limited, In the
reign ot Henry VI1. the temporal peers
were ouly 29; at the death of Elizabeth
they were increased to 60 ; the Stuarts
raised the number to 150, which Wil |
liam 1!I. and Queen Anne still further
increased to 168. On the union of
Scotland in 1707, 16 peers of Scotland
were added; and on the union of Ire-
land in 1800, 28 peers of Ireland.

How difficult it is to get good winter
made butter. Often I know by the
taste just where the difticulty lies.
Butter-makers sometimes let the cream
stand too long before skimming, and
one can hardly believe, from the taste,
that their buiter is really fresh,

Sometimes a bitter flavor comes from
lack of care in keeping the rising
cream undisturbed. The pans are
dipped into, and in skimming for
butter the second rising over a part of
the pan, which has a somewhat bitter
flavor, goes in with the better cream,
and spoils the taste of the whole.
Then the cream may be kept in a jar
too long before churning, while the
butter maker waits for enough cream
to accumulate to make it worth while
to churn,

It would be better in this case to
bring the butter by stirring it in the
jar with a ladle or pudding stick, if
enough cream cannot be gathered
within a week (at the most in cold
weoather) to fill the churn so as to work
it well. In this case, skim the cream
oft very slowly, or free from milk, and
if you stir each skimming in with the
others as you put it in the jar (this
should always be done), and then warm
the oream moderately before churning,
it is no difficult task to bring the
butter by stirring. I have eaten ex-
cellent butter made in this way. Some
persons never make good butter in
winter, because they keep their milk
among bad odors, as in a cellar with
turnips and other vegetables.— Ameri

can Agriculturist.

Cure For Tarusuw.—Keep the horse
on adry floor. Remove all detached
and decayed parts of the frog, but
with care not to injure sound parts or
to draw blood. By means of a blunt-
pointed, small, flat stick of wood, clean
out all matter and dirt from the cleft,
and by the same means insert, once a
day, a portion of powdered sulphate of
zinc, or powdered sugar of lead, or
calomel, and cover the same with a wad
of oakum or tow dipped in tar. If the
horse is not lame, he may be used for
work, but only on dry ground or on
dry roads. It is best to keep the horse
shod, especially if he is lame.— National
Live Stock Jowrnal.

Cagrors ¥oR ANIMaLS.—The carrot is
the most esteemed of all roots for its
feeding qualities. When analyzed it
gives but little more solid matter than
any other roots, 85 per cent. being
water; but its influence in the stomach
on other articles of food'is miost favor-
able. contributing to the most perfect
digestion and assimilation. This re.
sult, long known to practical men, is
explained by chemists as resulting
from the presence of a substanoce call-
ed pectine, which operates to coagulate
or gelatine vegetable solutions, and
favors this digestion in all eattle.
Horses are especially benefited by the
use of carrots, and they should be fed
frequently with their other food.
Most all sections of the Western eoun.
try produce, when thoroughly cultivat.
ed, bountiful crops of carrots, and they
can be raised at a trivial expense. The
land upon which carrots are to be
cultivated should be mellow, and
ploughed deeper  than usual,— Fz-
change.
